Those snaky black birds in their •

dead nesting trees out in Ganges har-
bour cause a lot oC craning, straining
and borrowing of the captain's glass-
es when the Cy Peck or the Island
Princess brings a load of visitors up
past the tail of the Chain Islands,

Yet, local knowledge of these in-
teresting inhabitants seems to be
rather scanty. How long have they
been there? Do they move from Island
t o is i and? They ar 3 c ormorants, but
are they Baird's Pelagic, Violet
Green or Double-Crested?

Old timers say they have been there
for a long time and definitely do
not go in for island-hopping.
Guy Cunningham, who watchod
them as a small boy frcn his
family home on Bectdis Road,
says they have been there
"since the beginning of
time". Captain V.C. Best,
slightly more conserva-
tive , puts it at "at
le'~3t forty years".

V;:;at variety? It is
possible that we have an
ornitnological rarity in
our aquatic back yard.
An admittedly ancient
(1936) publication of the
Provincial Museum, says
that, in 1933, only two
nesting sites of the double
crested cormorant had been
reported inside the B.C.
boundary. One of these was Bare'
Island, off Sidney, and the other,
tho Ballln.gall Islet's near Montague
Harbour. Tho description of the Ball-
ingall site tallies closely with cur
own.

It would seem that these three
sites arc the northorn limit of a
breeding area that stretches all the
way to Lower California. Is there- a
dedicated local bird-watcher who can
~a;,? for sure that Ganges Harbour has
the distinction of offering its hos-
pitality ',o PHALACROCORAX AURITUS,
the double-crested cornerant, who
much prefers, as a rule, to raise his
family south of the border,
