Neverthe-
less and notwithstanding, we were to-
day 'visited by a Gentleman from Aus-
tralia, who offered to work E week for
a "bag of flour and some of our dried
tobacco, which my father refused, the
supply of flour being short at Mr.
Jonathan Begga Store. He was in no
wise offended but regaled us with a
description of Van Diemens Land and
of Hobart, from which he hailed, his
name being Walch, and his father an
Engraver, at Launceston in Diemens
Land and a maker of the Queens Stamps.
And. so the time passed easily and we
were sorry to see him go, which he did
at the forenoon, in t-and ing to ma.ke his
way to Borgoyne Bay, s. hazardous
journey and liable to Ambush or Inter-
ception by Indians, though wn had
ourselves seen none

I prayed my father to possess him-
self of a Modern Fire- Arm, there being
no Constable- on this Island to keep
the Peace and the Justice of Peace,
Major Biggs, being all the way to
Chcmainusj a great distance. Our sole
Immediate Defence lay in axes and a
Blunderbuss which belonged to my
fathers father and which would, not
always fire but when it did, made ;i
great explosion and much smoke. It
would take small nails and pieces of
metal, which did much Damage to what
they encountered but it was Ancient
and of an unpredictable Nature. To
which my father replied that the

Blunderbuss had been a gift by his
father and he would not use it except
in dire Peril or Extremity, for ho had
no lust for taking Life, which was

Drivers with faces as red
as beetroot start to beep and yielding
to yells of "Scram", "Creep" and other
hostile gestures I prefer not to men-
•tion, I return to the point from
whence I started. Next time, I am
ready and show a turn of speed which
undoubtedly qualifies me to run in
next year's Ganges pancake race.

I sought refuge and lunch at a cafe
...Ye Olde Brlttania Pish and Chips,
with Tea or Coffee, 50 cents..,a bar-
gain! Well., perhaps not quite „ The
description of the fish was accurate.
It was undoubtedly "olde" and had
suffered grievously in the journey
from"Britain. The four chips had also
had a bad time on their way out.
