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The forthcoming Armistice Day
ceremony, to be held this coming Sun-
day, Nov. llth at 10:45 P.M. at the
Cenotaph will be the continuation of
a tradition that began some 40 years
ago. As can be seen by these pictures
both taken from the steps of the S»$,I.
Trading Co., the countryside, the
dress of the people and the mode of
transportation was different. However,
the solemn occasion - the remembrance
of fallen comrades was no more heart-
felt or more poignant than it is today.

The Honour Roll, with its wooden
plaques listing all the Gulf Islanders
who served in the armed forces, was
erected in 1920. It was not until 1921
that a public meeting was called by
the I.O.D.E. to discuss the advisa-
bility of erecting a cenotaph, in hon-
or of those who gave their lives in
serving their country. At this public
meeting, the late Mr- Edward Walter
was elected Chairman, Mr. LF. Speed,
Secretary and the late Mr. Gavin C.
Mouat, Treasurer. These three meif
headed the drive that succeeded in
raising the $1200 for the Cenotaph.

The Cenotaph was dedicated on
April 17, 1922. The Galiano, Mayne,
Pender and Saturna wooden plaques
from the Honour Roll were sent to the
various islands and the Salt Spring Is-
land plaque was installed in the Ma-
hon Hall/ where it remained for years.
Where it is today, is not known.

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POPPIES IN BLOOM
Poppies bloom in all

parts of Canada every Nov-
ember, despite what the
wwather may be. Proudly
and reverently worn on
dresses and lapels on Rem-
embrance Day, their univ-
ersal use is almost wholly
due to the immortal poem,
"In Flanders Fields" written
by Col. John ,McCrea short-
ly before his death 44 years
ago. To quote only the first
lines: "In Flanders fields
the poppies blow, beneath
the crosses, row on row.. .
while larks, still bravely
singing fly, scarce heard
among the guns below".

There were many other
battles before and after the
capture of Vimy Ridge in
which Canadians took not-
able part during the two
world wars; but by unquest-
ioned acceptance the blood
red poppy has come to sym-
bolize the spirit of sacrifice
which took them into battle
and even unto death. Among
the poignant memories of the
still surviving veterans of
that 1917 battle of Vimy
must surely be the sightand
song of those irrepressible

songsters as they winged up-
ward to the rising sun, wh8«
so many soldiers desperate-
ly dug life-saving trenches
toward our advancing front
lines on the ridge. Here
stands Canada's grand mem-
orial to the heroic dead, the
Vimy monument group, on a
400-acre ate deeded to Can-

ada.
If the reader thinks that

the lapel poppy is a senti^
mental symbol, he is abso- i
lutely right. It is the sym-
bol of an ineffacable sent-
iment that nourishes in the
veterans and shared by
overwhelming public senti-
ment.

But it means, and sup-
ports, more than sentiment.
It is eminently practical &
humanitarian. Through vast
non-profit organization the
Canadian Legion has built
up a network of, agencies
which provide- means ofBv-
ing to war shattered and
handicapped veterans of
Canada's wars. . . besides
providing employment in the
Vetcraft snaps for such other-
wise unemployables, the
proceeds of the annual sale
of poppies are segregated

into special poppy funds of
the Dominion and provincial
commands, and hundreds of
Legion branches from coast
to coast careful ly administer
these funds through unpaid
supervision.

Much morfe could be
said, but is it necessary?

Your conscience will be
the only witness of the am-
ounFyou put into the pop-
py fund collection boxes.
Small rectangles of green
paper can be readily folded
to put in the receiving slots;
even tax-deductible cheques
for which receipts will glad-
ly be given. Be proud to
wear a poppy. . . .
