TO PICKET OR NOT TO PICKET
Here we go round in a picket line
Righteously packing our nasty sign
That rells all about the other guy's sins
So we can feel pure, right up to our chins.

These days it is the mode to protest. Unless you protest
with Fervour and on a national level and with picket lines, you
ainf '

Protests include not only those against unjust labour pract-
ices, but everything else from racial discrimination to over -
crowded school rooms. The next step should be for the aged to
organize in nursing homes and picket the Canadian Medical As-
sociation because of their inability to find a cure for rheumatism.
Or for infants meeting together in a bedroom while the neigh -
bourhood mothers gather for coffee and organizing a protest crawl
against mother's milk. They could get their little sondwich
boards and crawl around the hall yelling that they too deserve
meat and will henceforth boycott milk.

So many of these protests seem to rise from a very superficial
look at a problem. The protesters see only where they are person=-
ally affected and fail to look deep enough into a situation to
find its cause.

Take for example the recent picket march in Alberni by
housewives protesting the high food costs and establishing a boy-
cott on meat.

Because all of us buy food every week, here is a place that
rising costs stand out in spades. We all suffer from the high pric-
es and with just a quick glance at the news stories we tend fo
support and sympathize with the protesters.

But do the good ladies look at the grocer's situation? For
example, the possibility is strong that these ladies are wives of
men in the lumber business. Do they give consideration to the
fact that in order to get the lumber and paper products he needs
the grocer too is paying high prices and maybe while the pick-
eters are keeping customers from his shop, he should go along
and protest the high prices of wood products.

We certainly agree that bonus and premium gimmicks should
be eliminated from the food business. But we imagine the aver-
age grocer wishes fervently for this too, since many of the gim-
micks make extra work for him at no added profit. And to cure
this ill, you have to get a long way back from the food retailer
to those characters in Toronto and New York who dream up wild

. nightmares for the grocer and shopper to cope with. Maybe a

very quiet individual refusal of all gimmicks and premiums might
contd. pg.

Mrs. Munday, with her late
husband, explored, mapped ard
climbed all over the ice cap-
ped mountain range.
Mrs. Munday was the first per-
son to climb up the north-west
peak of Mount Waddington ,
13,000 feet high. Six hundred

The Mundays didn't go up the
almost unbeatable peak,which
reached the hight of 13,177'
but they did come back time
and again, climbing many of
the peaks.

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Something is wrong when the civil servant becomes the mas-
ter of the public they were hired to serve. The remedy, howev-
er, defies an answer.

Have you tried recently to get a parcel cleared through cus-
toms ?

Traditionally the profile of the quiet, useless, unhurried
civil servant, who has long since learned to let neither the de-
mands of the public nor the need to accomplish anything in a
reasonable time make any impression on him, can be found in
the customs department of the Federal Government . _

Some years ago there was a chap who preferred English ci-,
garettes to the point where he was in the habit of importing
them in large quantities in tins. When the shipments arrived ,
the owners agent came to release them from customs, he was
forced to purchase the necessary customs and excise stamps to
cover the charges. This he did and was eventually ushered in-
to the holy of holies where the tins of cigarettes were stored.
While three customs clerks sat around and watched, the agent
was forced to stick the stamps on each individual tin of cigar-
ettes before being ablowed to take delivery of them..

More recent,a local party sent some goodies back from the
States to a friend back here in Ganges and notice of their ar-
rival in customs was duly received by the addressee. In order
to make the lot of the over-worked customs official easier,the
addressee is forced to buy a money order for the amount of the
customs charges ($1.70), then a stamp and send it to the Cus-
toms Office in Victoria. To make it possiblefor the charges to

be paid locally at the Post Office would be to allow the said
local Post Office in on the spoils too. e :

Again, receatly,a _merchant got a notice of receipt of some,
imported goods in customs-from the Customs House in Victoria.
Usually the merchant had some very official looking customs
forms to fill in and send along with the invoices to Victoria....
Boy it's complicated. .. .for anyone except a broker and for him
its o breeze..... Hmmmmm . '
Anyway, this particular time the merchant finds he doesn thc.ws

. the necessary forms and decides to go in per_soruullv since he is
to be in town anyway, and get the guwus cleared.

Finding the correct office and after several minutes ingain-
ing an audience at one of the wickets, he is told, after several
searches, that the goods don't match the invoices and that a
further study must be made. Said study takes close to an hour
during which the customer stands first on one foot and then the
other while the sleepy customs man pores over the sheets of in-
voices and other forms. The customer at last loses his temper o
bit and sug;;ests that it might be more efficient for him to go on
about his other business and return when the tangle has been un-
ravelled. .

The man behind the counter paises his head slowly and re-
gards the customer with a baleful eye and says, just as though
the words have been memorized, "If you leave the counter, |
will have to take the next customer to come along and then I'll
have to leave off working on your invoices."

This, in spite of the fact that the other three wickets along
the row are staffed by three similar types behind and no one in
front. The major activity of these same types is wondering how
long and whose turn it is to make the coffee this morning.

So rather than risk losing another hour and a half the fuming
addressee waits until the schizophrenic behind the counter satis-
fies himself that all is in proper order. After which the invoices
are released and you think you have triumphed. 5

But no, you are ordered to report ro the cashier to pay the
charges. You approach the cashier, whose name in ancient fad-
ed, arty talent reads, Miss Catherine Read, and is hung on a
dirty string above her wicket. You know instinctively that she
is busy anticipating her farewell staff party (for lack of anything
more exciting) and the inevitable gold watch presentation next
year.

She doesn't even look at you as you proffer the sheaf of pa-
pers, let alone smile. As though she were in a trance, she shuff-
les the papers and automatically calls out the amount of your in-
debtedness to the government. Then follows a weird and wonder-
ful ritual of pinning this invoice to that form and that invoice
to this form and then stapling this pile to that pile, all while
taking your money and making your change. All in all this op-
eration takes another ten minutes. ;

Then when yqu are feduced to a quivering mass of frustrat-
ion, you realize you are finally finished. Total elapsed time. ..
1 hour and 22 minutes.

When you have quieted down to the point where you can
think somewhat rationally, you wonder how such things can be
and what can possibly be done about it ?

Then comes the real and final frustration as you come to the
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moment of truth with the answer that nothing can be done. Ihe
more you think about it the more it appears you are trying to
fight your way out of a mountain of wool. Who can you com-
plain to? If you go to the local management you are made to
feel like a stupid neurotic. If you go higher up you run smack
into more red tape and futile nonsense.

It's a set pattern that has long since been closed to any kind
of reform. He who tries it learns it has been tried before and

the wily bureaucrat has long since guessed your purpose and plug=

ged the gap so you don't have a leg to stand on.

All you can do is recall the words of a Dr. Parkinson and
scme of his recent theories about work, honest and otherwise. .
.. ..He says, among other truths, that places like this breed a
kind of apathetic insanity that is particularly contagious among
all employees. One of the common symptoms is their knack of
convincing the higher ups that they are always in need of more
recruits to be trained in the technique of truculent behavior to
the tax-paying customer.

The ancient cultures of Europe contained a similar wealth
of masks and implements which until more recent times, when
educationbecame a privilege, not of the favoured few but of
the whole population, to some degree was a part of the rich and
varied folklore fulfilling the common desire for drama and en-
tertainment after seasons of heavy work and drudgery. Most of
these treasures now can be seen in museums all over Europe and
are proudly displayed as part of the make up of the early histo-
ry of most countries.

NEW QOYSTER HARVESTING
RULES SET

* (from Vancouver Sun) _

New regulations to control
commercial oyster harvesting
on vacant Crown foreshore will
come into force.Nov. 16, it
was announced Wednesday .
(Oct. 19).

The recreation and conser-
vation department said permits
will be required after that
date to gather the marine del-
icacy on unleased Crown-
owned property .

Permits will cost $10 and
operators will be required fo
pay a $1 a ton royalty op shell
stock.

A spokesman said purpose
of the regulations, drafter by
provincial authorities in co-of
eration with the federal fisher-
i es department and the oyster
industry, is to allow equitable
distribution of wild oysters to
operators.

Commercial harvesting on vac-
anf government land has in-
creased considerably in the
past two or three years, mak-
ing controls necessary, an of-
ficial said.

It is carried on chiefly in
the Sechelt-Lund region and
in Pendrell Sound north of
Powell River, on the mainland
The Fanny Bay area on Vane-
ouver Island, and surrounding
Gulf Islands are key oyster
areas also, the spokesman said.

The fund was originally start-
ed to raise money for a large
plaque to be erected in Thun-
derbird Park in memory of the
Great Kwakiutl Chief and
Carver. Later it was decided
that a smaller plague would
be more fitting and any excess
funds should go towards a-
scholarship fund for Indian
students.

Admiral Baynes. The inhabit-
ants did't like it, and stuck
with Saltspring. About fifty
years later the Geographic
Board of Canada gave in and

made the name Saltspring le-
gal, and she's been going
strong ever since. Nobody,
but nobody remembers anything
about the good Admiral ,which
must be disappointing to his
descendants, but it just con-
firms the common belief that
Islanders are a stubborn lot
who don't have too much truck
with nobility and all that.
