The same month last
year saw a fall of 1.65 ins.

In 1965 the rainfall was
0.27 ins.

Retired flying doctor from

Fulford, Sir Philip Livingstone,
occasionally blows his top.
That's how he landed up in
Turkey last month.

When he was appalled at
the activities of the Greek Cy-
priots during the Mediterranean
Island upheaval, he marched
into the Turkish Embassy in
London and stated his views in
no uncertain terms.

Sir Philip condemned the
military activities of Cd. Griv-
as and he deplored the un-
christianity of Archbishop

Makarios. He told the Turkish
air attache that the majority of
Englishmen would support him
and that there had been no oc-
casion to question the previous
amicable state of the island.

The air attache insisted
that he express his views to the
ambassador. Against his better
judgment, the 'retiredAir Mar-
shal interviewed the Ambassa
dor, Zeki Kuneralp. Having
nothing to add to his original
charges, he repeated his views
to the representative of the
Turkish government at the

Haiace ot i>t. James.
In conclusion, Sir Philip

explained that he had no offic-
ial standing and that his views
were those of an ex-service-
man and a doctor.

The two gentlemen parted
on good terms and each went
his way.

Zeki Kuneralp went, even-
tually, back to Turkey and
Livingstone came home to
British Columbia.

Last month was spelled out
the sequel to Sir Philip's out-
burst.

While on holiday in London
he was flown to Ankara and
there entertained at a promin-
ent hotel. Throughout his stay-
he was provided w i t h a car and
chauffeur and a Turkish foreign
office guide. His host was the
Secretary-General and head of
the Turkish Foreign Office, the
same M. Kuneralp.

Here is a list of criticisms
offered since last week's public-
ation of comments concerning
the school building votes.

* Tax money is spent in a
wasteful manner particularly in
view of the fact that ratepayers
were assured that the sum al-
lotted for the new school would
be sufficient for all needs.

* Board of Trustees is arrog-
ant in bringing back the refer-
enda unchanged when even the
education minister was diffident
about a second presentation.

* The school district lias
not shown its preparedness to
handle its affairs in a business-
like manner.

* The board of trustees
should resign and leave the
field open for an entirely new
start. (This expression has been
heard elsewhere and has been
considered by the board, who
decided that resignation would
accomplish nothing.)

* The selection of the site
for the secondary school was a
mistake and an alternative site
would have provided more ac-
commodation at lower cost.

* The new school should
have been modelled along the
lines of the old one, with better
heating and lighting facilities.

* Why did they not build a
big square building, tall, and
divide it into classrooms? (This
question from a 13-year-old)
(And from another teen-ager)

* Why not build more class-
rooms and not bother with a
gym?

One critic suggested that
the cost quoted by Gil Humph-
ries recently, of $16 per square
foot was not unreasonably high.

"But look at the square feet
wasted?" he exclaimed, "With
needless walls, roofs, Etc."

* A business manager should
be appointed. He should be a
good one and paid an adequate
salary. It would still be cheaper
in the end.

The ratepayer knows full
well what lie can afford, Drift-
wood was told, and the board
must assess its needs accordingly.

Another reader was more
explici t , although still re luctant
to reveal his name. His summ-
ary is printed in full:

As a rule I do not th ink that
newcomers should voice their
opinions unti l they have settled
into a community and had time
to probe and digest all the pros
and cons of a si tuation.

T H E Y C A N N O T VOTE
Majority of the area included within the Gulf Islands is likely to

remain unorganized for many years. The islands are still sparsely
populated and in some instances the nature of the present land use
is such as to discourage extensive settlement.

Because of these considerations the procedures for registering
property owners as voters in unorganized territory are likely to be
part of the voting picture here for many years.

A change is needed.
In 1964 the Gulf Islands School District called on the provincial

government to make a change in the routine for preparing the
voters' lists in such areas. None has yet been made.

When a person buys property in the rural areas his name is only
added to the voters' list on August 31. Thus, a person buying a
property whose registration is not completed by August 31 must wait
until August 31 of the following year before he can expect to be
granted a vote in school affairs.

It is unfortunate that most voters' lists are filled with the names
of those who could not care less whether they exercise the franchise
or not, while many newcomers who would be delighted to vote are
denied that privilege.

It is high time the provincial government made the necessary
changes to ensure that every property owner is registered on the
voters' list as soon as he acquires property.

I S O U R W E L F A R E I M P E R I L L E D O R N O T ?
It is now many weeks since the ratepayers of Ganges rejected

plans for the incorporation of the village area. It is many weeks
since the community representatives and the provincial authorities
were discussing problems of sewage disposal in the Ganges area.

The weeks prior to the presentation of a ballot on incorporation
were notable for the wealth of information provided by various
government departments on the danger of pollution from sewage
discharges.

The community was told in no uncertain terms that pollution
was evident in the area and that pollution was extremely dangerous.
The ratepayers were urged to support incorporation as a vehicle for
the installation of a sanitary sewer system.

The property owners of the community preferred to dispense
.jWith sewers. At least, the installation by means of incorporation

was rejected.
Now, had the community been fully convinced of the danger of

pollution from raw sewage and of the likelihood of disease and
deatli it is not probable that the majority would have chosen such a
destiny in preference to incorporation. Fairly obviously the major-
ity of people in the projected village area were not convinced that
disease was likely to result from a perpetuation of present conditions.
The community did not fully accept what it had been told.

Today we have nothing to guide us but silence.
The hazards that endangered our lives a few months ago are un-

changed. The community has not suddenly shrunk. Yet, since the
presentation and rejection of the incorporation by-law there has been
no dire warniiig of danger. There has been nothing.

We are left to assume that either the extreme danger described
by the health authorities a few weeks ago has eliminated itself
magically or else the warnings were exaggerated and conditions are
not really as grave as we were led to believe.

If there is an acute danger facing the community and if such a
danger can be controlled or eliminated the health authorities are
delinquent in their failure to demand corrigent measures. If this
danger does not exist, then the suggestion should never have be^n
made earlier in the year.

We believe that the ratepayers of the once-projected village
area art. entitled to an explanation from the Greater Victoria Met-
ropolitan Board of Health. And very soon.

THE ART OF PUBLIC SPEAKING
The Editor, Driftwood:

Since taking up residence
on Salt Spring Island, this
writer has given thoughtful con-
sideration to the possibility of
organizing a group of men to

undertake the study and pract-
ice of the Art of Public Speak-
ing - I prefer to call it effect-
ive speaking.

Membership should include
men of 21 years of age, or
more, with preferably a good
proportion being younger men.
The group should not be too
large, or too small. Not too
large, because each member
should be afforded the oppor-
tunity for frequent practice;
not too small, because some
measure of diversity of talent
and personality among the mem
bers is desirable in order to ass-
ure sustained interest. It is sug-
gested that, for the present,
a minimum of 20 and a maxi-
mum of 25 members would be
appropriate.

It is suggested that no one
who succeeds in mastering the
art of effective speaking can
fail to gain greater confidence
and assurance; can fail to

in favour of all three by-laws,
we feel that we have been given
the go-ahead to have our little
say on the matter.

We have done a great deal of
subtle(?) questioning here and
there, and there doesn't seem
to be much doubt in anyone's
mind that the three by-laws
are all good, (although some not
as necessary as others) and that
the new school facilities are
urgently needed.

But, the Islandvoters who
have voted against the by-law
seem to have "dug in their heels1

on several counts.
1. They consider the money
they have voted on before has
not been spent with imagination
and foresight.
2. They've raised and educated
their own children and paid big ,
taxes in cities and have retired
to the Islands to lower living
costs. Quote; "We've done our
bit".
3. Taxes will promptly spiral
upward. Again I quote, "We
want no part of it".

As your editorial surmised,
these remarks are all made
"behind the scenes".

You have asked us to speak
up and not be cowards and I'm
sure many Islanders will accept
the challenge.

So - this is my personal re-
ply to those against the by-laws.

1. Maybe money (that has
been voted previously) has not
been as wisely spent as hind-
sight would have caused it to be.
But there isn't TIME for respon-
sible citizens to enjoy little
private vendettas. The school
facilities are needed now and
building prices are going up all
the time. If we delay again it
will cost us much more in the
long run and ruffled feathers
will be even more ruffled.

2. The fact that we have
educated our own children
(sometimes at tremendous per-
sonal sacrifice) doesn't mean
that we can sit back and "vege-
tate" , and not do anything
constructive for the rest of our
lives. We still should have an
inborn civic pride and a desire t
to better any community into
which we have moved and
especially one that gives us so
many advantages as Salt Spring
does, (plus interesting people,
kindly neighbours and tran-
quility).

3. Taxes? There isn't any-
thing we can do that will con-
trol taxes, but doesn't the
peace of the Island, the relax-
ed air of everyone, the friend-
liness and co-operation encoun-
tered everywhere more than
balance the still quite moderate
tax scale?

Before I pass on I'd like to
experience one really slap-bang
no-holds-barred tax payers
meeting, so why not have one?
They say that you can't get
enough people at any meeting
to make it worth while and
yet the air has to be cleared
somehow. Don't you think if
we were "stirred up" enough
we might disprove that fallacy?

How about having a debate
on the referenda - two well-
known and eloquent tax payers
for and two well-known and
eloquent tax payers against -
the meeting open afterwards
to general discussion. Admis-
sion 10 cents. Get a really
good M. C. Do a lot of phon-
ing. Plaster the whole Island
with imaginative posters. (Get
the school children into the
act making the posters, with
prizes for the most artistic,
most amusing, etc, etc. Use
the admission money for
prizes. The parents would
automatically be drawn into th
the act). Lots of publicity in
Driftwood - and anything
might happen on unpredictable
Salt Spring Island.

former ambassador was his host

"I learned no secrets,"
explained the traveller later,
"But I didn't want any."

Instead, he learned the
problems of a nation determin-
ed to protect its fronteirs, but
eager to do so peacably. He
saw the problems of a nation
which is erecting blocks of
apartments outside its cities at
the rate of one block every
nine months. He found cities
where the old Turkey was sur-
rounded by the new.

Above all, he found a
country determined to cope
with today's problems and
striving to meet its obligations
in every direction.

Highlight of his visit was
the formal dinner by the Turk-
ish Foreign Office, when he
was guest of honor. To betoken
his gratitude for the courtesy
he had enjoyed, he presented
Secretary-General Kuneralp
with a gold pencil.

Sir Philip has brought back
a bonbon dish of washed gold
on the inside and embossed
silver on the outside. It is one
of the prize possessions of the
Livingstone household.

The visit was not the first
experience of the Middle East
enjoyed by the former air
force medical director.

He served for many years
in the Royal Air Force in the
Middle East and was familiar
with many aspects of the land-
scape.

Although the trip was high-
lighted by the formal dinner
and the warm hospitality of the
Foreign Office, it was not res-
tricted to a diplomatic level.

The Fulford traveller was
particularly impressed with the
work under way by Turkey on
the recovery of ancient monu-
ments. The government has
sponsored the digging of many
ruins and at one site he found
a veritable street of marble un-
covered by the crews of diggers.
The road surface revealed in
the diggings consisted of a
crazy-paving style in marble
slabs, each weighing 150 to
200 pounds.

The diggers had unearthed
Roman columns of great length
and these were being re-erect-
ed to bring back as nearly as
possible the structure familiar
to residents and travellers two
thousand years ago.
