RATEPAYERS VOTE ON METHOD OF RAISING FUNDS, NOT NEED FOR FACILITIES

Education financing not clear to many

In the first article the finance
formula for operating as ex-
plained and the concept of over-
all provincial sharing was dealt
with.

The Public School Act gives
the school board the responsibil-
ity for "the effective and effic-
ient operation of the schools". It
goes on to provide the means, in

*a variety of ways, but nowhere
Kloes it provide an escape from

the responsibility to provide and
operate them.

Capital costs, that is the cost
of actual building and providing
new facilities, are fina'nced in
three ways.

First, minor items which are
not approved for sharing, or
which are emergent ana for
which no referendum funds are
available may be financed by
a non-sharable capital item in
the budget.

This is a kind of pay-as-you-
go provision and the money is
raised in one year by local levy.

Secondly, relatively minor
sharable items, such as buses

This is the second instalment of a report on School
Financing by Trustee J.M. Campbell, of Saturna Island.
Mr. Campbell is an internationally recognized authority
on school administration and financing. He has served
for the past 10 years on the board of trustees of Gulf Is-
lands School District. He is chairman of the educational
research institute of British Columbia and vice-president
of B.C. School Trustees' Association.

Mr. Campbell prepared this series for the enlighten-
ment of readers puzzled by the complexities of school
finance and financing.
and in special circumstances,
minimum emergency classrooms
can be financed on short-term
(five year)A borrowing, with pro-
vincial government meeting the
cost on a 50:50 basis.

Thirdly, regular school con-
struction is usually provided
for through a provincially appro-
ved long-term borrowing pro-
gram, receiving the assent of
over 60% of the owner-electors.

In this case the provincial
government pays 50 per cent of

the capital and interest.
At this point it must be

stressed that only by firing the
school board can the voters dis-
charge the trustees from their
responsibility for the effective
and efficient operation of the
schools. Then, the new trustees
will immediately have to
assume that same responsibility.

It must also be stressed that
the question the voter is asked
is not for approval of teacherage,
dormitory or classroom.

Cautious Islanders interpreted
this to mean that facilities would
be constructed, acquired and re-
constructed throughout the Great-
er Victoria part of the region at
the expense of all the region and
without regard to the islands sec-

tion of the region. There are stil]
still a number of sceptics who re-
mained unconvinced after the
spring public meeting in Mahon
Hall.

Second function of the district
is to find funds for the purpose.

First move has already been
taken. A survey is under way in
the district to assess the present
facilities against future needs.

Survey met with raised eye-
brows among critics when the re-
gional district announced that it
nad decided to set the cost of the
survey against the then unformed
hospital district. The critics ex-
plained that this was the first in-
stance of taxation without repre-
sentation and that the pattern of
the future was already being
drawn.

In the meantime the survey
will go ahead and no changes will
be found in the Islands.

The administration board will
continue to function to operate
the hospital and the trustees of the
hospital improvement district wfl]
hold office at least for the time
being.

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THE CHANCE LIES AHEAD!

For the past 12 months there has been more concern
among the Gulf Islands over school affairs than had
been evident for many years previously.

For 12 months the question of school building pro-
grams has been argued and disputed c And for 12 months
the property owners of the Gulf Islands have refused to
countenance the school building referenda calling for
augmented school facilities, increased dormitory

accommodation and a teacherage at Pender.
Many voters have contended in a loud voice that

the school building plans were thrown out because they
had no confidence in the trustees who prepared them.

One critic avers that election by acclamation is a
rejection of the elected candidate.

Now is the time for every good man to come to the
aid of his convictions.

Those in the district who feel that the trustees have
let them down; those who feel that the trustees of the
Gulf Islands School District have applied less than
common sense to the problems of the district; those who
contend that the needs of the district should be hand-
led in a totally different manner now have the opportu-
nity of proving themselves.

On December 9, there will be an election in the
school district. On the first Saturday in December ev-
ery property owner in the district, who is fully quali-
fied to stand, may come forward and protest the
actions of the school board at the hustings.

For the second year in its history the Gulf Islands
School District will elect trustees at open, secret bal-
lot elections. Previously, the district had named trus-
tees at ratepayers' meetings. Today, the Islands are as
modern and as democratic as any part of the land. Per-
haps even more so than some !

Last year saw little interest in the new pattern. Two
trustees were elected on Salt Spring Island by acclama-
tion. Trustee from Pender Island was elected by accla-
mation. In one community there was an election. At
Galiano Mr. Donald New was elected in a contest
when the number of voters who troubled to cast a bal-
lot was a travesty of democracy.

This year will bring Islanders the second chance in
history to hold a proper, normal election. An election
will be held only if there are enough candidates for of-
fice to warrant voting.

Every fervent critic of the past administration here
should be prepared to come forward and offer himself
for election in place of those who have forfeited his
confidence.

If there are insufficient candidates for office this
year, then we will be left with the unpleasant conclu-
sion that the opponents of the school administration are
fearful, timid rabbits scratching at the foundations of
society in the dark and scarcely worthy of adult con-
sideration .

Editor, Driftwood,

Thank you for your front-page
article and editorial dealing
with the controversy presently
surrounding the sale of the
Torado Iwasaki property, which
took place in 1945. You are quite
correct in stating that ultimate
responsibility for any unfairness
resulting from this sale rests with
the federal government, and with
all of us who raised no voice of
protest when disposal was being
made cf the property of Canad-
ians of Japanese ancestry.

I also consider both fair and
reasonable your points in conn-
ection with involvement in the
Iwasaki property transaction of
the late Gavin C. Mouat.
Possibly, as a nephew of Gavin
Mouat, I am not in a position
to provide a completely object-
ive assessment of him and I will
not attempt to do so. He left a
record of community service
that speaks for itself, while he
was one of a very few people
who did what he could to assist
the Japanese-Canadian families
of Salt Spring deal with the many
problems they faced when they
were being deported from the
island.

While I appreciate Mr. Baste-
do speaking out in defence of
my uncle, I am distressed by a
portion of the contents of his
letter. Those of us who grew up
and went to school on Salt Spring
numbered among our best friends
persons of Japanese ancestry. I
can assure Mr. Bastedo that these
people were neither arrogant nor
insolent. They were honest, hard-
working folk who paid their bills
regularly and who took an active
part in community life. They
contributed generously to the
Lady Minto Hospital, the Red
Cross, and to the building of the
present elementary school and
St. George's Church.

Then the war with Japan came
along and the decision of the
federal government to move all
persons of Japanese ancestry away
from the coast. The possession
of citizenship and lengthly resid-
ence counted for nothing. Piti-
ful cases could be recounted,
but this would serve no useful
purpose. However, let us not

excuse what was done on the
grounds that the army of Japan
was cruel also ! Should Canad-
ians of German and Italian origin
been held responsible for the
sins, of Hitler and Musolini ?

I am one of those, Mr. Editor,
who feels that neither we nor
our government can be very
proud of the treatment which
was accorded persons of Japanese
ancestry during the period from
1941 to 1945. Still, what was done
then cannot now be undone.
During the time since then Can-
adians of Japanese origin have
amply demonstrated their qual-
ities of good citizenship by the
remarkable manner in which
they have made new lives for
themselves and their families.

If it can be shown that the
assessments made of the propert-
ies of Japanese-Canadians in
1945 were unfair, let the federal
government appoint an impart-
ial commission to review these
and bind itself to accepting the
findings of the commission. But,
above ah, let us not try to find
scapegoats on whom to unload
our collective responsibility for
injustice perpetrated in the name
of national security.

Unlike Blackwood, Gerber,
Stayman, Landy, etc. etc. the
Unusual No-Trump has no name.

It originated in the Roth-
Stone system and was adopted
into the Kaplan-Sheinwold sys-
tem about 1954.

When a player bids two,
three, four or even six (on the
odd Occasion) No-trump and it
is obviously not a no-trump bid,
the no-trumper is asking part-
ner for his longer minor suit
over a major of no-trump bid.
If two suits have been mentioned
during the auction the no-trump-
er is asking for the longer unbid
suit. If one minor suit has been
bid and possibly raised the no-
trumper is asking for either
Hearts or the unbid minor suit.

George
reeled off a list of families he
remembered when he was in
school, Percy Horel, Molly
Akerman, the Lee boys and the
Maxwells were among the compa
nions he remembered. The vis-
itor was very interested in the
centennial issue of Driftwood
and spent a time examining
early photographs of the island.

When Larry Hagan was engag-
ed to drop a tree on Churchill
Road last week the tree won out.
The old maple was too far gone
to respond to the axeman's art
and it fell across the road. Loss
of the tree afforded a better view
but it put paid to television. The
branches pulled the television
cable and left viewers with a
blank screen to view.

When Rodney Webster comes
to Salt Spring Island with the
Amity Singers on Friday even-
ing he will bring a long tradit-
ion of music.

Your coverage of the Iwasaki
affair ignores two crucial points.
The first is the obvious one that
the internment of the Japanese
and the confiscation of their .
property without hearing or trial,
and for no offense other than
accident of birth, constituted a

HOW THE WEST
WAS WON

Showing at Fulford Hall this
week is the star-spangled movie,
" How the West Was Won" . It
is the story of the United States
move westwards, through un-
travelled trails and every barrier.

There are 28 named players
in the cast as well as 600 horses,
90 tons of fill to make a dam
and other characters.

The film is a spectacular
which follows a tenuous path
through the middle years of the
19th century. The days of the
horse were not yet numbered
and the iron horse was a newborn
and weakling infant.

gross breach of the very rights
the war was presumably fought
to defend.

Mr. Crofton's reported just-
ification of this action is fatuous
and would equally excuse all
war criminals for acts they comm
itted at a time when "the pre-
vailing bitterness" offered some
justification.

The second point concerns the
role of Mr. Gavin Mouat in the
matter.

Beyond this, however, the
clear implication that Gavin
Mouat's actions, while legal,
were something less than proper,
seems valid. The point made in
the broadcast was that as a ser-
vant of the crown Mr. Mouat
should have scrupulously avoided
any dealing in those properties
which he was holding for the
crown.

Your paper attempts to excuse
this act by suggesting that much
of the land confiscated from
these citizens lacked buyers.
The assumption behind this
suggestion is that such lands
were publicajly offered for
sale. In the case in question
it is obvious that the land passed
directly from the crown to Salt
Spring Lands; no effort appears
to have been made to canvass
the public for buyers.

The price paid to Mr. Iwasaki
may have been fair value at the
time, but the point is that he
was denied the right to hold his
land until today so in that way
he has been cheated of the land's
current value. It was the Liberal

fovernment of W.L. Mackenzie
ing that denied Mr. Iwasaki

were looking west for freedom,
for space, for gold or for skull-
duggery. T|bs film shows the lot.

The movie is big, it is vivid,
it is fast and it is magnificent
in its extent. The moviegoer is
shot back into the 1820's and
then he comes forward, decades
at a time, until he has over-
whelmed the hostile Indians,
found gold, married wives and
settled down in a lawless commur
ity where only he can keep order.

It is history in a palatable
capsule and islanders will flock
to learn of the past era in the
United States west.

his rights and cheated him of
his property. Mr. Mouat cannot
be held responsible for either
of these acts. His role as ultimate
purchaser is simply one of
questionable propriety.

Mr. Bastedo's letter is a re-
markable document. It deserves
to stand as a minor classicfor
its heart-felt anglo-saxon pre-
judice and pure irrelevance. It
demonstrated why governments
are able to trample on the rights
of some citizens: because others
allow race hatred to blind them.

In your editorial you are at
pains to point out that no one
protested the harsh treatment
received by the Japanese Canad<-
ians. This is demonstrably untrue.
The CCF, and Angus Maclnnis
MP in particular, did protest and
vigourously. Mr. Maclnnis* de-
fense of the Japanese Canadians
was cited when he was awarded
an honorary doctorate from the
University of British Columbia.

Little can be done now to
right the monstrous wrong done
these people. But, if notlung
else, the present issue may help
to remind us all how fragile our
right are and how easily they can
be destroyed — even to placate
bitter and hysterical people.

Big salary for house purchase
Canada today is repeating

the story of 1957, Russell Simp-
son told a conservative meeting
in Ganges on Saturday after-
noon.

The vice-president of the B.C.
Federal Conservative Associat-
ion, Mr. Simpson recalled that
the national condition today
closely resembles that of 10
years ago.

" The government is in trouble"
he explained, "In 1957 it was
arrogance."

Recently back from the the
national convention of the Con=-
servative party, Mr. Simpson
described the warm support for .
the party which was evident in
the east following the naming
of kubert Stanfield to the nation-
al leadership.

The speaker referred to the
party's standing in recent years.
There had been a drift away
from the traditional conservative
policies, he recalled as the
conservatives moved towards
the centre.

"The Conservative Party is
the party that formed Canada,"
lie reminded the small group of
Conservatives in St. George's
I lall. It is now the party that
will rescue Canada, he told
the meeting.

Mr. Simpson took a quick
and withering look at the oppos-
ition.

The Social Credit party is
already beginning to break up,
he remarked, with the defection
of Hud Olsen to the Liberals.

"The young people are gett-
ing murdered on the thing" !

Biggest disservice to Canada
is the lack of honest reporting,
he alleged.

Deficit spending on the part
of the government has been the
author of inflation, stated Mr.
Simpson. This year saw a defic-
it of $750 millions, said the
speaker, and next year is appar-
ently going to double this fi gure.

Government made a signifi-
cant contribution to inflation
when it approved a 30% increase
during a Montreal labor dispute,
charged the fiery Sidney speak-
er.

" What negotiator could go to
the employers for anything less
than 30%, after the government's
example ?" he asked.

Referring again to his com-
parison with 1957, Mr. Simpson
stated that 10 years ago the
Conservatives inherited a i
bankrupt country and in 1967
the position is parallel.

The Liberal government this
year was not even aware that
the international wheat treaty
had expired.

He also suggested that the

activities of France's President
Charles de Gaulle in seeking to
encourage unrest in Canada is
prompted by the fact that France
is a major exporter of wheat
and cannot fail to gain if Canada
were crippled by internal up-
heavals.

" De Gaulle is simply safe-
guarding his exports by his act-
ivities in Canada." said Mr.
Simpson.

With Robert Stanfield at the
helm the Conservative Party is
rising to take its position in
Canada today as Canada faces a
grave financial crisis, said the
party's vice-president for B.C.

An election is imminent, he
warned, in conclusion, and all
Conservatives should prepare
for the coming campaign.
