It will not be too long before
there is no agriculture left on
Salt Spring Island, suggested
Superintendent of Farmers' Inst-
itutes, L.W. Johnson in Ganges
last week.

Mr. Johnson was addressing
the Salt Spring Island Farmers'
Institute at a special banquet for
Frank Stevens and Bill Palmer.

There is a sharp contrast be-
tween the island of today with
subdividing going on in every
•direction and the island of yest-
eryear, when lamb and butter
made Salt Spring famous, re-
called the speaker.

The Gulf Islands played a big
part in the agricultural develop-
ment of British Columbia, re-
called Mr. Johnson.

"We need agriculture in this
province," he reminded the far-
mers. " We have to import every-
thing we need and we are still
losing fertile land to subdivision.
The pattern has been consistent
said the spokesman. The farmer
gets older and his sons are no
longer attached to the land.
Eventually it is no longer econo-
mically practical to use the land
for farming.

Flower seeds offer a possibil-
ity, said Mr. James. Begonia
seed sells for $3,500 an ounce.
This is exceptional and the prob-
lems of production are proport-
ionately high.

THEY KNEW IT WOULD!
The word has got around: there is a shortage of land

on the islands.
Problem with the Gulf Islands is that since they

became accessible to the rest of the world the rest of

the world has been eager to get to the Gulf Islands.

The ferry boats sail with substantial loads all year
round and the hills are sagging under the burden of

heavy traffic and new foundations.
This influx of people, passing by and permanent,

has long been evident to islanders. Some look on with

happy welcome in their eye. Others look askance at

so many people.
It is now evident to other eyes in other places.
According to reports from Germany the Gulf Islands

have long been thoroughly familiar to German invest-

ors. The value of land goes up so quickly on the is-

lands that it has become a good means of making your

mark on the German exchange.
One German aristocrat, reports the Montreal Star,

invested half a million dollars on Salt Spring Island
shortly after the war. It is now valued, conservative-

ly, at $2 mi I lion .
Interesting feature of the eastern report is the emph-

asis that most of the successful German investors are
of the titled aristocracy. A Prince of Germany has
acquired large holdings across an ocean and a con-
tinent, while a German Count is the owner of another

island or two.
While the islands are thus sought on the European

real estate markets, the time may be in sight when
title to Island property will be a title, indeed.

Truth of the matter is that while islanders and
others nearer home are agape at the manner in which
values have increased here, the German investors

expected this pattern and risked a substantial sum in

marks in a gamble that this pattern would ensue.

We are all concerned about a

recent tragic shooting accident
on Galiano Island.
Emotionalism tends to obscure
rationalism when considering
methods to prevent future accid-
ents.

A petition asking for the ban-
ning of rifles and the use of
shotguns only for deer hunting is
now being circulated. It is be-
ing signed by well meaning peo-
ple who have little knowledge of
firearms.

Deer can not be killed by
small bird shot. Hunters, using
shotguns for deer, load them
with buck shot or slugs which are
deadly to man at ranges that
would kill deer. These project-
iles cannot be aimed accurately
and many deer would he wound-i
ed and lost.

Reginald Hill, was watching for
enemy canoes which might
come through the pass. The
Indian camp was at the present
site of the Indian Reserve at the
mouth of Fulford Harbour, With
no watch on the hill it was easy
for the Haida tribesmen from
the Queen Charlotte Islands to
slip along the shore from Beaver
Point and surprise the Indian
Village. The Haidas did not
come in the winter months when
it was hard to see at nights. The
spring and summer night were
always lighter.

The history of the battle has
almost been lost but it seems
that one day in late spring the
scout perceived a number of
strange war canoes filled with
warriors paddling through the
pass.

He signaled to his people
sleeping below and soon all the
old men, women and children
were safely hidden in the brush.

The young braves and older
warriors of the tribe (which was
a branch of the Saanich tribe)
ran up the mountain side and
took their positions behind the
ridges where previously they had
piled many stones and heavy
rocks. These rocks had meant
hours of heavy work, but now
they were to pay off well.

The great (80 foot long) war~
canoes landed and found the
camp deserted. They felt the
warm ashes and knew the Ind-
ians were somewhere near,
probably hiding in fear, they
thought. They rushed into the
woods and started up Reginald
Hill, behind the camp. When
the Haidas appeared just below
the ridges the local Indians'
Chief gave a signal and an av-
alanche of rolling stones crash-
ed down the hill. Many struck
the invaders.

Amidst screaming and shout-
ing the battle was on. It was
one-sided. The unexpected de-
fence of the local Indians was
too much. The avalanche of
heavy rocks, arrows shot from
trees by posted marksmen, and
the advantage of height sent
the Haidas on the run down the
hill. They helped their wound-
ed and threw their dead into the
canoes and escaped.

The hours of preparing defen-
ces had paid well and the local
Indians saved many of their peo-
ple from becoming slaves, as
the Haidas had, in the past, tak-
en many Saanich Indians for
slaves.

Battles between the Haida
and Cowichan tribes were many
and they were fought on the
waters and beaches of Salt
Spring.

The Bella Bella Indians were
the most hated of all the North-
ern tribes, mostly for the way
they treated their slaves. The
women were taken to work in
the ordinary lodges of the Big
House and the men were cripp-
led to keep them. ;frorri -running

That is the most likely
reason why the Cowichan Ind-
ians treacherously attacked a
few visiting Bella Bella's when
they landed on the beach in
front of where the Harbour House
or Ship's Inn now stands. A
white man named Henry Lineker
lived just behind the present
hotel site. His was the first real
home to be built on the Island.
Mr. Lineker had gone down to
meet the visiting Bella Bella's
and noticed there were over 50
Cowichans digging clams to be
preserved for winter storage or
for trading with the Interior Ind-
ians with whom they did most
of their trading.

In the visiting canoe was a
renegade white man named
MacCawley. Lineker took him
up to his home to visit, but
before they had settled, there
was a furious uproar down on the
beach. The Cowichans had att-
acked the Bella Bella's and the
fight was on.

Lineker ran down to the
beach but he was too late, as
all the visiting Indians were
dead except one, and he was
taken prisoner. One man, who
was a prisoner of the Bella
Bellas, was wounded and es-
caped over the hills. The Cow-
ichans were furious at that but
Lineker vividly protested the
massacre of the visitors. He had
to be careful of what he said,
for in those days the Indians far
outnumbered the white people
and the careless move by a
white man might cause an all
out massacre. When Mr. Line-
ker returned to his home he
found his only gun, a double-
barrelled rifle, and the rene-
gade MacCawley missing. He
never saw either again.

There were many fights over
the early years and beaches
were often red. The four Royal
Navy gun boats, H.M.S. Grapp
ler, H.M.S. Forward, H.M.S.
Chameleon and H.M.S . Dev-
astation were often seen shoot-
ing up whole Indian villages
in attempts to bring a murderer
into the open. The inhabitants
fled into the woods to live when
their villages were destroyed.

The Lamalchi Indians were
bothersome. After the murder
of several white people in 1863,
Commander Lascelles and Com-
mander Robson set off with the
H.M.S. Forward. Whole Ind-
ian villages were destroyed by
shells. Usually the murderers
were discovered only after ev-
ery Indian in the village suff-
ered through losses to his res-
pective property.

No Indians actually lived
ion Salt Spring yet they strongly
Iresented the Negro race com-
ing and caused great fright by
threats. Renegade Indians often
stole all of the settler's produce
They even murdered several
Negroes.

Those were the only real
wars on Salt Spring, but there
were many quarrels or skirm-
ishes over domestic troubles,
theives and jealousies.

On example was when Mr.
Begs, who ran the store at
Fernwood, thought he heard
burglars in the store. He rose
out of bed and silently crept
down the stairs with a cudgel in

his hand. He discovered a band
of Haidas looting his supplies.
He threw away the club and
tried to disband the braves verb-
ally. Being peace-loving, the
Indians shoved him aside and
continued their raiding.

Although the Indian battles
and fights were numerous, they

really played little part in the
settlement and developement of
Salt Spring Island.
Sources of Information - Most
of the above material was kind-
ly given to me by Miss Bea
Hamilton of Fulford Harbour;
a small portion was from the
Salt Spring Saga.

LESSON #9 - Pre-emptive bids.
One may open the bidding or

overcall with a pre-emptive bid.
The hand should be long in one
suit - seven cards or more with
less than ten high card points.
The hand may contain one or no
tricks should the opponents win
the auction. With this in mind
the idea is to make a bid at a
level over which it is hoped the
opponents will be deprived of ex-
ploratory bidding at lower levels
and find a good contract. There
is always the possibility of being
doubled and care should be taken
to assure one of not losing more
than 500 points. Count the win-
ning tricks in the hand and gam-
ble on two tricks from partner if
vulnerable and three tricks if non

Always bid to the
limit with the major suits. With
the minor suits give the partner
an opportunity to bid three No-
trump. Some players argue that
this gives the opponents a chance
to enter the bidding at the three
level, particularly if they are
vulnerable.

Never make a pre-emptive
bid if one can make an opening
bid of One in a suit. (A no-
trump opening would be out of
the question with the distribution
necessary for a pre-emptive bid)
Never open with a pre-emptive
bid when holding a four-card
major suit. This may be part r
ner's suit and a pre-emptive bid
would deprive one from finding
the correct fit.

The responder must figure on
vulnerability and realize the op-
ener has already gambled on
two or three tricks. If the open-
ing bid has been three in a major
then take partner to game only
if you have a trick in excess of
what partner has already counted
on. Against a minor three bid
one may bid three no-trump only
if holding at least three of the
bid suit headed by an honor and
a stopper in the other three suits.
In very rare circumstances it is
advisable to change the suit.
Over a 4 Spade or 4 Heart opener
do not take any action unless
there are slam possibilities.

The weak opening bid of two
in a suit is now very popular,
two Clubs being the only game
forcing bid. This bid must of
course be agreed upon by partner
and opponents so advised. The
hand must not qualify for an op-
ening bid of one; a good suit -
six cards or longer and contain
five to seven tricks, depending
on vulnerability.
The following is a good example
of an opening weak-two bid.
S. KQJ1063
H. 9
D. 95

C. K1082
Bid two Spades. Not quite as

damaging as a three or Four pre-
emptive Did but partner will get
a picture of the hand also, the
opponents must enter the bidding
at the three level.

Should the opponents enter the
auction and you want to double
do not count on one defensive
trick from partner.

When partner opens the bid-
ding with, say 1 Diamond and
you hold the following: S. 32
H: KQJ10752 D: 83 C: 94
Pre-empt at the three level, i.e
3 Hearts. Partner can count on
you for six tricks, with hearts as
trump , and takes the contract to
game. Partner's hand: S: A1054
H: 3 D: KQ7 C: AK832. The
opening bid was 1 Club. Over
the pre-empt response it was not
necessary to have normal trump
support.

With the following hand,
after two passes, a pre-emptive
bid of four is permissable.
S: 7 H: KQJ10754 D: 2 C:AQ
73. The hand is too strong to
pre-empt in first or second place
To open with one heart may
enable the opponents to event-
ually reach a contract of four
Spades.

Pre-emptive bidding is meant
to take up bidding space of the
opponents at lower levels.
