If "Fuddle-Duddle" was in poor taste, so have
been many of the criticisms.

Even the simpleton who expresses himself in a surfeit
of four-letter words, is uttering obscenities in his oppo-
sition to "Fuddie-Duddle".

The standard of parliament is low. In the province
the only substance from this present session of the legis-
lature has been a rapid exchange of charges of improp-
riety. And who has gained? The cynics of the prov-
ince have been still further convinced of the basic dis-
honesty of their elected representatives. Others have
been entertained by salacious tales of massive profits
and dishonest acts.

Left to a free choice between this childish exchange
of unsubstantiated accusations and "Fuddle-Duddle",we
could only paraphrase the Prime Minister, "Fuddle-
Duddle to the lot of you!"

DID YOU KNOW?
"The school system of British Columbia was organized in

April 1872, and was modeled largely upon that of Ontario.
The legislature struck a liberal keynote by the generous vote
of forty thousand dollars for educational purposes. This is
designed to supersede the levying of rates by school trustees,
and to cover, in part at least, the cost of school erections."
(From Wm. H. Withrow's "A Popular History of the Domin-
ion of Canada - 1884).

The cost of public education today is staggering by comp-
arison with the financial statistics of 99 years ago quoted ab-
ove. During these years the economic growth of our prov-
ince has reflected unbelievable urgency and haste. When
one realizes that all this has happened within living memory
it is easy to appreciate the incredible expenditures that have
gone into the building of our province now in her centennial
year. Such economic growth and material progress could
not happen anywhere if men were not educated.

At this point the increase in the cost of public education
cannot be stopped. The compelling need for expansion in
educational facilities and instruction must make ever-in-
creasing demands upon our financial risources for many
years to come. The development of our public school syst-
em is complemented by our economic growth. We cannot
have one without the other.

I boarded the Otter Saturday
afternoon, en route for Victoria.
There was a fair number of pas-
sengers. We called at Mayne
Island, but before we reached
Fender, the wind, which had
been rocking us gently, increas-
ed so much that half of our Vic-
toria bound comrades decided
to stay at Port Washington over
the weekend. Faced with this
problem now, I would do the
same, but not then. This was
fun, and to leave the ship never
occurred to me. I'd set out for
Victoria, and there I would go.

shortcomings in the hospital,
particularly in the operating
room area, where he felt there
was insufficient space allocated
to surgeons preparing for an op-
eration.

The visitors were informed
that the hospital was constructed
in 1958 to replace the original
structure on Ganges Hill, erect-
ed in 1912.

They were also offered infor-
mation on various features of
the building.

The board room serves for
board and committee meetings,
medical staff meetings and for
meetings of the hospital staff,
and Women's Auxiliary. Sewing
and linen repairs are also under-
taken in the board room.

It will be converted to an ad-
dition to the staff dining room
in the future plan.

The kitchen is staffed by
three cooks, with one full-time
and one part-time kitchen aide.
There were 31,833 meals served
in 1970. The present staff din-
ing room will be brought into
the kitchen to increase the spa02
available for food preparation.

The food rises to the main
floor by means of a dumb wait-
er "barely adequate and incon-
venient."

Kitchen stores are held in the
area which gives access to the
emergency generating plant.

The generator is driven by prop-
ane and was installed in 1964.
It is entirely automatic, cutting
in when power fails and cutting
out when power is restored.

The laundry is staffed by one
laundress and one part-time a ids
The 2C'*pound washer-extractor,
gas-fired dryer and gas ironer
handled 70,000 pounds of laun-
dry in 1970.

Maintenance man is also en-
gaged in cleaning duties.

The morgue is inaccessible

from within the hospital and is
used for the storage of oxygen.

On the main floor, visitors
were told that the waiting room
is small and inadequate and
there is no provision for private
consultation with patients.

The administrator shares his
office with the bookkeeper and
part-time clerk.

Everything is too small. The
central supply room is too small
to be used as a central supply
room. The laboratory is too
small and cannot adequately -
handle the present volume of
work. It is staffed by two i;ech-
nicians.

Seven doctors and seven con-
sultants use the small doctor's
room. The maternity ward is
flexible. It is equipped with
four beds and only two are nor-
mally used for maternity cases.
The other two are used for clean
surgical cases.

There are 20 beds in the me-
dical wards.

The sun room was constructed
in 1965 and furnished by the
Women's Auxiliary.

Outside the hospital parking
area is inadequate.

It was a critical view of the
hospital. It was intended to be
critical. The staff have been
waiting for improved facilities
since the ratepayers agreed that
an extension was needed. But
approval of the ratepayers did
not authorize the project. It
has been long delayed by policy
and finance restrictions of the
government.

On the credit side, board
members were told that the
sewage disposal system is in ex-
cellent working order; that the
nurses' residence affords acco-
mmodation for nine and is occu>
pied by two and that the ambul-
ance service is maintained by
the Lions Club on a contributory
basis.
