Gulf Islands School Board
has chosen Mayne Island as
the location for a "middle
school" to serve the Outer Is-
lands. School will serve the
Outer Islands and provide claa-
ses for grades 7, 8 and 9.

Two separate proposals have
been offered the board asking
for the same provision, but
with different locations in
view.

The Inter-Island Committee
asked for the provision of such
a school on Mayne. At that
time the committee spoke for
Mayne, Saturna and Galiano.

A week later the Fender
Parent-Teacher Club asked
for such a school on Fender Is-
land.

The trustees had urged the
Fender delegation to sit down
with the earlier committee
and to reach an acceptable
compromise.

Last week the Fender club
wrote to the board for arfeasi-
bility study in view of the fact
that neither island group has
the necessary expertise to
make such a decision.

If the expertise is lacking in
the board, then trustees should
approach the provincial gov -
ernment for information on all
factors affecting the decision,
added the club.

Chairman Charles Baltzer
was not sanguine of the assist-
ance they would get from the
government. There is no de-
partment who knows the islands
as well as the school board, he
commented. '

"It is doubtful whether many
employees of the department
of education have ever been to
the islands," he observed.

MIKE LARMOUR NAMED AGAIN
Mike Larmour was re-elect-

ed president of SPEC at the
annual general meeting in the
Legion Hall, at Ganges, on
Wednesday evening, April 10.

In a brief report to the mem
'iership, Mike Larmour summ-
arized the work of the local
group during the past year.

He pointed out that SPEC'S
two main concerns about the
proposed sewer system were
first, that the sewer system
would allow dense develop-
ment in the area served by the
sewer and that an overall plan
for Ganges should be formulat-
ed before unplanned develop-
ment occurs. There would be

an accompanying traffic con-
gestion and rise in population.
Secondly, that the proposed
outfall will cause the harbour
to be polluted and that the
prevailing winds would force
the polluted water towards the
Ganges end of the harbour.

At the end of its second
year of operation, the SPEC
Recycling Depot is currently
collecting about a ton of pap-
er, tin and glass each week.
In April the Central Recycling
Depot in Victoria began send-
ing a truck to transport the re-
cycle material.

The eutrophication of the
lakes was discussed and the

new SPEC executive will in-
vestigate the possibility of est-
ablishing continuous testing
procedures.

It may be that trustees from distant parts of the prov-
ince will gather to examine this strange addition to
a school in B. C.

Equally worthy of commendation is the man who
designed such a school building.

The new activity-community centre is a rarity. It
is the product of the collaboration of school author-
ity and local authority. The school undertook the
activity room as a function of the elementary school.
The community, through the Capital Regional Dist-
rict, undertook to enhance the activity room to serve
a wider range of people in the community.

The collaboration is impressive and so is the ef-
fect. While many may take a bow, none was closer
to the project than Mrs. I. V. Guthrie. As chair-
man of the school board and subsequently as chair-
man of the building committee, she has stayed with
the project from a vague idea to a reality.

Only one slight criticism obtrudes itself.

Sir,
Fulford Hall water is not

contaminated, never has been
It isn't the purest water by
any means, yet no one has
died from drinking it over the
past forty years or more, at
least they nave never said so.

Many organizations have
been catered to in the past 10
years, Lions Club, Rotary,
Rod & Gun, Roller Hockey,
and various other groups. The
Women's Institute held teas in
the hall for years, and are
still in good health. However
the water that is used in the
hall, comes from a spring via
a creek passing thru Mr. Cud-
more's property, previously
owned by me late Mr. Shaw.

Mr. Shaw gave the land
that the Fulford Hall is now
built on, he also agreed that
a water line could pass thru
his property, under the road,
and into the hall, it is a grav-
ity fed system, and our only
means of water at this mom-
ent, present owner Mr. Cud-
more has carried on in the
same manner allowing water
to pass thru his property, as
in the past.

We cannot drill a well of
our own due to the fact that
we have no property to drill
on, we are too far from the
Fulford water supply so can't
join up with them. However
this is not the latest problem,
a report was sent to the Health
Board, Victoria, stating the
water was not fit to drink, it
was then tested and found to
contain foreign bodies, and
whose water doesn't, however
when you are dealing with the
public these factors cannot be
overlooked.

The Secretary received a
letter instructing the commit-
tee to instal a chlorinator or
water purifier, in order to
clear the water system. I
would like to inform the pub-
lic of Salt Spring Is. that the
water in Fulford Hall has pass-
ed thru an Aqua Care Treat-
ment plant, and the Health
Board has given us their bless-
ing.

If there are any level head-
ed open minded citizens inter-
ested in helping to solve our
water problems, I would be
pleased to hear from them,
this is your hall so, let's help
to keep it open, it's too big to
close it down.

The Provincial Government's
new Dairy Income Assurance
Program could make a differ-
ence to some island farmers.

Roger Hughes explains that
the Department of Agriculture
had worked out that the cost of
producing 100 pounds of milk
last December was $12.52. At
that time Mr. Hughes was be-
. ing paid only about $10 per
' hundred pounds of milk.

The government now propos-
es that the farmer should be
paid the difference between
their calculated cost of produc1

tion and the actual money the
farmer receives for the milk.

Mr. Hughes has applied to
join this program, as have ov-
er 91% of B. C. 's eligible daiy
producers, but he has not head
as yet whether he will receive
the benefits, which are retro -
active to December 1, 1973.

CHAMBER ASKS FOR CONSIDERATION OF ISLANDERS
Salt Spring Island Chamber

of Commerce has approved a
resolution calling on Prime
Minister P. E. Trudeau to li-
sten to the fears of the Gulf Is-
land residents before consider-
ing the proposal for establish-
ing an international park on
the west coast.

Copy of the resolution will
be sent to various ministers
and concerned parties in Ot-
tawa and on the coast.

The resolution followed an
address by Noiman E. Wright,
of Prevost Island, who has car-
ried out an extensive investiga
tion into the proposals of the
International Joint Commissior

Introducing the subject, Mr.
Wright reported that the public
hearing in Victoria last Octob-
er had been informed that the
number of United States ves-
sels clearing customs at Sidney
and Bedwell Harbour in 1973
was 10, 000. Canadian vessels
clearing to enter the United
States waters was 500.

These figures indicate the
pattern of usage of an interna-
tional park in the islands, he
submitted.

Mr. Wright reviewed the
1909 treaty between Canada
and the United States under
which the International Joint
Commission is established to
act in all matters relating to
international waters. The

opposition.

SOPHIA KNOWS THE COAST
•* # #.

AFTER 66 YEARS OF SAILING HERE

• The Sophia knows every cur
rent and every shape of coast-
line among the islands. She
should. She has been sailing
these waters for 66 years.

The Sophia is the pride and
joy of Dal Georgeson. She has
been his life and his livelihood
for 37 years.

The Sophia is a workboat.
She started life as a troller on
April 8, 1908. Her birthplace
is long gone. The Hinton El-
ectric Company, who built the
island boat, closed their doors
... and their ways... in 1914.

The veteran snip had sailed
many a storm before she came
into the possession of the Geo-
rgeson family. In 1937 Andrew
Georgeson, of South Fender,
and his son, Dal, acquired So-
phia from Dr. and Mrs. Aid-
grove, who lived on the shores
of the Canal between the Pen
ders. She had been used lat-
terly as a pleasure cruiser, but
the Georgesons had new plans
for her.

In 1937 she went into service
as a work boat. The father
and son proprietors were engagi
ed in log salvaging and other
marine work before the war.

In 1941 she took on a new
and important role in Canada's
western waters and joined the
Air-Search and Rescue service
here.

Dal Georgeson never quit
the service and the Sophia is
still registered as an emergen-
cy vessel and he still receives
calls to go out to another ves-
sel or a crew in distress.

In 1958 the partnership was
dissolved and Dal bought out
his father's interest. The Soph-

ia was salvaging logs as well
as ferrying goods and passeng-
ers around the coastal waters.
The water taxi service is a
sideline, today.

On April 8, Skipper George-
son and a few friends celebrat-
ed Sophia's birthday. In the
passing years the vessel has be
come as much a part of the
local waters as any landmark
used by her skipper.

And she's weathered well.
She has had a change of en-
gines and lots of maintenance,
but she is still the same sturdy
little sea boat that she was
when Hinton Electric watched
her slide down the ways for
the first time more than a

half-century ago.
This year Sophia will have

her own birthday present. She
will be brought up out of the
water and scraped down. The
weatherbeaten woodwork will
be renewed and she will get a
new coat of paint. She'll be
as good as new.

In her 66 years of activity
the sturdy island boat has suf-
fered only one accident. The
chimney pipe once caught
fire, but it was put out with
water as quickly as it started.
She carries her age well, does
Sophia. And she will carry it
for many years to come, says
her skipper.
