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IS THERE A FARM IN OUR FUTURE ?

Considerable areas of the Gulf Islands have been
designated agricultural land reserve and are now to
be held in perpetuity for farming.

The Land Commission Act and its imposition on
island properties has been bitterly attacked by many
land-owners here for the fact that it prohibits the
residential development of available land and the
accruing wealth.

‘There are many critics among the island who con-
tend that the islands can never be farmed profitably;
that the island productivity is low and that the trans-
portation costs are prohibitive. _

There are others in the islands who are valiantly
striving to prove these critics wrong. They are cul-
tivating land and growing crops with the intention of
living off the land.

Whether or not transportation is a problem; wheth=-
er of not the land will produce a crop to compete
with the cheaper imports from California remains to
be seen. In the meantime, the provincial govern-
ment has taken issue with the loss of growing cap-
acity to residential uses. The land has been frozen
for agricultural uses. The next and obvious step is
the allocation of these reserves to farm purposes.

Among the islands there is a growing number of
younger enthusiasts whose sole ambition is to live off
the land by living on the land. There are many
young islanders who would eagerly farm were the
cost of farmland not so high. In the meantime the
farmland is frozen.

The provincial government must now take steps
to make farmland available to the would-be-farmers.

‘Exactly how this is to be undertaken is a question for
the govermment. Unless this step is taken, the whole
action of the province in freezing land becomes il-
logical and valueless.

Isl-
and farms might be capable of feeding island people
even if the historians' tales of laden ships bearing
island crops away to the provincial cities are never
seen again.

IMPORTANT NOTICE

LITTER ACT

All persons should be aware that as a result of changes by Order
in Council, No. 2676 August 15, 1974 the Regulations of the
Litter Act of British Columbia now require that:

1 As of November 1, 1974, the refund, payable by sellers of carbonated
beverages, or drinks, when the empty container (bottle, can, etc.) is
delivered up by the purchaser to the seller, is increased from 2¢ per
container to 5¢ per container of 16 fluid ounce capacity or less, and 10¢
for containers of more than 16 but less than 40 fluid ounce capacity.

Metal containers so designed and constructed that any part of the
container is detached in opening the container without the aid of a
can-opener are exempted from the increase in refund, and will continue to
be refundable at 2¢ per container, (commonly referred to as “‘zip-top”,

As of November 1, 1974 no person shall sell, for the purpose of resale, any
beer, ale, cider, carbonated beverages or drinks, in metal containers so
designed and constructed that any part of the container is detached in
opening the container without the aid of a can-opener.

(e.g. — no wholesaler shall sell to a retailer).

As of January 1, 1975 no person shall sell any beer, ale, cider, carbonated
beverages, or drinks in metal containers so designed and constructed that
any part of the container is detached in opening the container without the
aid of a can-opener.

(e.g. — no retailer shall sell to a consumer).
