Big boost in babies was the

major feature of last week's annual
report of Lady Minto Gulf Islands
Hospital. Acute care patients de-
creased in numbers from 830 to 722
from 1974 to 1975. Extended Care
Wing remained level at 27, but
newborn leaped from 36 in 1974 to
56 in 1975.

Number of patient days follow-
ed the same pattern. Acute care
patient days dropped from 7,373 to
5,833. Extended Care patient days
slid from 5,922 to 5,886. Newborn
patient days were up from 191 to
273.

The hospital catered to 18 more
out-patients last year than in 1974.
Number rose from 3,701 to 3,719.
Short stay patients numbered 1,123
up from the previous year's 997.

Area with the biggest increase
of all is Meals on Wheels.

In 1974 there were 1,127 meals
served. Last year this figure rose to
2,474, or more than twice as many.

By midnight the party was
reported missing and the Coast
Guard was notified. The Coast
Guard Hovercraft was sent out and
from Ganges Ted Gear went out in
his big cruiser to search for the
missing vessel.

Husband of one of the board
members in the missing boat, Fred
Brookbanks maintained his own

watch, by means of a telescope
monitoring the harbour. He missed
the incident at Castle Island be-
cause of the blackness of the" night.

THERE ARE NO BARGAINS
The mainlander can drive into

It's funny how history repeats.
Only a few years ago I remember
Tom Harcus telling a Ganges
meeting that the cost of a munici-
pality would be prohibitive because
of the high cost of welfare imposed
on a municipality by the province.

There has been a fair amount of
criticism of the new United States
nuclear submarine base in Puget
Sound. The criticism has been
sounded on both sides of the
international line. It is unlikely to
be heard in administrative circles.

For more than 30 years it has
been the ambition of every red-
blooded nation to wield the power
of world destruction. We are told
that the United States is well in the
lead. When the States can destroy
the world about 30 times over, the
Soviet Union can only destroy it ab-
out 12 times in succession. Then,
one assumes, the United States
takes over the final blows.

The nuclear base cannot be
justified, because whether we are
pacifists or not, world annihilation
is, if not an evil concept, at least,
very unsporting. The nuclear sub-
marine nest is merely another
step towards annihilation. The
United States and Russia are not
exceptionally evil or particularly
antisocial. They merely got there
first. The Israelis and the Arabs
would welcome a few megatons to
get rid of the other faction and
what the fine Irish Christians
couldn't do with just two minor
atomic bombs is worth listing.

The Canadians are just as irres-
ponsible as most and more so than
some.

We are too decent and too fine to
produce such evil weapons, but we
will surely operate a nuclear store
to sell fission tackle pretty indis-
criminately.

The submarine base is the
current chapter in the legends first
recounted by the ancients, thou-
sands of years ago. Mankind has
stolen Thor's thunder from heaven
and one day all of mankind will pay
for that temerity.

The danger lies in the tendency
to become too emotional over it.
We have known for more than a
quarter of a century that one or two
countries hold our being in the
palm of a poker hand. We have
fought and scratched the while.

If the constant threat of total
annihilation is no deterrent to the
entire world to leave alone these
machines of widespread death,
how can Canadians, or anyone else
today, pretend that the death
penalty might deter one or two
individuals from destroying each
other?

Conversely, if the threat of
hanging still does not deter evil
men from murder, how can we

The mainlander who travels the
scenic BC Railway route up the
province is materially aided by the
government subsidy for its own
railway. Every islander who helps
to keep the costs of BC rail travel
down is proud of his contribution,
although it is likely he will never
use the service.
ISLANDERS PAY

We are told, by some islanders
who travel that far, that there are
bridges springing up all over
British Columbia. Bridges are
thrown across rivers, gulleys, gul-
ches and railways. Bridges cross
highways where it is convenient to
bridge highways. And every is-
lander pays for the bridges in his
small way, and will pay and pay
and pay. And it has never occurred
to an islander that he should not
help the people of the province,
generally, towards the costs of
their transportation.

Why would others look with
distaste at helping to pay for our
ferries when we pay for their
bridges? We have few bridges. We
have no railway. We just have
ferries.

And as long as we help Mr. and
Mrs. Mainland to travel as they
will and as they can, we expect the
same consideration from them.

And then, of course, the great-
est deprivation of all!! We are so
far removed from the delightful
society of mainland residents who
figure we should be milked twice a
day by every government as a
matter of principle.

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WHAT'S DIFFERENT
While the islands have been protesting the sharp hike in

ferry rates, many of those in other parts of the province who
enjoy excellent highways and bridges at islanders' expense,
have been asking What is so different about the islands?

There are nine islanders who will clearly explain the
•difference at any time. They are the hospital team who were
stranded without power in Ganges Harbour on Wednesday
night. For most of the night they were either drifting without
power or they were waiting for assistance on Castle Island.

The hazard of the sea is part and parcel of islands livina.
But it is very unlikely that the hospital board of Vancouver
General Hospital will be shipwrecked while travelling to a
board meeting.

That, of course, is what is different about the islands.

VICTORIA DAY WEEK END
Each year the Victoria Day week end brings hordes of

visitors to the islands. Majority vie with each other for
accommodation on the ferries, happily find their accommoda-
tion or hosts and settle down to enjoy the quiet life of the
islands.

The few come here with noise and offence with no purpose
but to destroy the quiet life of the islands.

The people of the islands are frequently incensed and
discuss the use of vigilantes and hose pipes and pick handles
to impose control on rowdyism. And most islanders
sympathize, because they are equally incensed.

Last week end a group of city dwellers was required to
leave the island and go home when they made a public
nuisance of themselves.

The strange aspect of this annual invasion is that when
they come here once, or, perhaps, twice a year, islanders are
uptight and ready to talk anarchy in their indignation. The city
enjoys the presence of these people for 365 or 364 days of the
year. It is amazing that city dwellers take public drinking,
blatant indecency, obscenity of speech and gesture and
general personal offensiveness without demur for the majority
of the year.

THIS WONDERFUL WORLD OF FREEDOM!
Storm in a teacup blew up over the references to

corporal punishment made at a recent provincial school
trustees' gathering. Corporal punishment is a part of the
province's evil past.

There was a day when punishment was part of growing up.

Small boys were required to bend over and have the stick laid
across the buttocks. A few generations ago, small boys were
convinced that the' main .function of the posterior was to
cushion the impact of the stick. It was a painful experience
only encountered as the'reward- of error. The moral was, of
course, not to err.

In later years it was recognized that such barbarianism was
•vii md that it had a lasting effect on young minds. And
leneiations were to come along to discover that there was no
oart :;ular reason why they should not pursue their errant
ways.

This change in cautionary measures for the very young
oronqht about a new pattern of behaviour. The threat of that
flexible length of cane had discouraged many a small boy from
dev,dting from tne straight and narrow path. Instead of
following his own inclinations and being disciplined painfully
he would discipline himself and steer clear of the temptations
^ small boys. He learned to apply such discipline as part of
growing up.

Subsequent generations learned that there was no -dire
•.nreat hanging over their heads and did just as they pleased
ind everyone was happy and chortled with joy at the quaint
./ntics of little boys and girls who were so free.

As they grew up, those little boys, and little girls, enjoyed
the lack of restraint. Humanity had never experienced such
freedom since the days of antiquity. Later generations were
surprised at the advent of great violence and lack of restraint
on th••• part of adults, but they soon forgot such nasty thoughts
and enjoyed watching the quaint antics of another generation,

And that's all there is to this historical reminiscence of a
recent past.

Sir,

I have written the following
letter to the manager of B.C.
Ferries, with a copy to Transport
Minister Jack Davis and to Hugh
Curtis.

* * #
We write to protest the cancel-

lation of the late ferry on Friday
night between Crofton and Vesu-
vius.

What are you trying to do to the
residents of Salt Spring Island?

If we want to attend a movie in
Duncan, having no cinema on Salt
Spring, the only opportunity has
been Friday evening.

To attend the Victoria Symph-
ony Series in Duncan we had to
catch that late ferry home. Last
season the Symphony authorities,
more co-operative than the ferry,
system, brought the times of their
concerts forward so that we could
still attend, inspiteof your changed
time of sailing from 11.30pm to
10.30pm from Crofton.

If our working people wish to
shop in Duncan, many stores
providing facilities lacking here,
Friday evening would have been
the only time, now that our fares
will be quadrupled at the week-
ends.

There are meetings held in
Duncan which we can only attend
on Fridays. But no more, unless we
are prepared to pay for a motel and
then 4 times our current fare to get
home on Saturday!

Many people have to go to
Crofton to do their washing. We
have no laundromat on Salt Spring,
and many people have no washing
facilities where they live. Their
costs for this necessary function
will already be increased - and
remember that these are largely
people in lower income groups who
can't afford their own automatic
washers and dryers.

Now,, if they work during the
week they will be unable to wash
on Friday evening and will have to
do so at the weekend, paying four
times the current fare and possibly
overloading the Crofton facilities
which are already pretty busy at

weekends with local customers.
Even those of us who have

some washing facilities have occa-
sion to use the Crofton washers and
dryers for heavy loads such as
blankets, sleeping bags etc., and
Friday evening was always the best
time for us.

Most of us will not be able to
travel at week ends in the future,
so goodness knows how we will
manage. Perhaps our employers
will show more compassion than
the ferry management and give us
a day off during the week.

If they don't pay us, of course,
we will have to work out which will
be the least punitive.

Please don't tell me the late
ferry was too expensive and didn't
pay for itself. Nobody expects the
highways to pay for themselves.
When the department of highways
declares a curfew on all main roads
we will accept the curfew you are
imposing on us.

If your problem is staff unwill-
ing to work long hours, please
comb your waiting lists of islanders
who have applied for work on the
ferries and see if you can put a
special crew on just for that late
ferry. This has been done in the
past in cases of great emergency,
and the service should be available
until such time as there is a regular
affordable way of getting on and off
the island at least one evening a
week.

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EARLY INCIDENTS RECALLED AT
GALIANO fflSTORICAL MEETING

The Gulf Islands Branch of the
B.C. Historical Association was
held on Galiano Island Monday,
May 17th at a supper meeting at
the Community Hall.

Members' from the other is-
lands were met at Montague
Harbor by Galiano members and
driven to the hall

Nan New, counsellor for Gali-
ano assisted by Gillian Allen,
secretary, were in charge of opera-
tions. The old standbys were in
evidence in the kitchen getting the
coffee and tea ready. Jean Lock-
wood said grace.

After supper president, Loraine
Campbell moved that the minutes
of the last meeting be dispensed
with and the only order of business
was the announcement of the
revised list of delegates to the
Annual Conference held in Victor-
ia, June 3rd, 4th and 5th. They are
Lorraine Campbell, Nan New, Gill-
ian Allen, Tracy Pillsbury, and
Jesse Brown.

The meeting was turned over to
Don New who introduced the
speakers who had consented to
give short talks on the island's
early history.

The first speaker was C.A.
(Tony) Bellhouse who spoke on his
early days at the school (1914) on
Galiano which at that time was on
top of the hill from Sturdies Bay on
the left hand side about 60 feet
from the road. It was about 18 ft.
by 25 ft. and accommodated 12 to
16 students. There had to be a
certain number of students eligible
to go to school in order to have a
qualified teacher. A Mr. W.H.
Wicks who had two children came
in 1918. Children walked to school
regardless of the distance as there
was no means of transportation.

Devina Baines North Galiano
Correspondent for Driftwood spoke
about her father and how he got the
nickname "Sticks" Allison. Mr.
Allison was in a mine explosion and
was badly crippled resulting in the
need for crutches. While in hospit-
al a little Italian boy was in the
same ward and Devina's father

used to give him candy. When his
parents asked where he got it he
said from "the man with the
sticks." From then on the nick-
name stuck and he was known as
"Sticks" Allison. He was Light-
keeper at Porlier Pass from 1902
until his death. His wife assisted
and it was 24 hour duty. After her
death in 1915 Devina and her sister
Frances helped their father with
the work. To alert passing ships
during the foggy nights they had to
bang cans together or any other
means of attracting attention to the
dangers ahead. (These are the
people who helped settle our Gulf
Islands' and were dedicated to
serving people in the community
without thought of the numberless
hours spent or remuneration for
their services.)

Mrs. Agnes Lamb spoke about
her trips on the "Iroquois" and
"Otter" plying these waters in the
early days and making periodic
trips to Vancouver. Mrs. Lamb was
born on Moresby Island but lived at
Retreat Cove and Shaw's Landing
later. She spoke of an incident
when she was about 5 years old
when she was wearing a pretty
straw hat trimmed with daisies
which blew off into the water from
the boat. Her first thought was how
would she be able to explain what
happened to her mother. Just then
a gust of wind blew her hat back on
to the boat and she was so happy
she put the hat back on her head
wet as it was and her tears changed
to smiles, her good fortune affect-
ing others who witnessed the
incident and Mrs. Lamb rememb-
ers the feeling of warmth which
pervaded the atmosphere all be-
cause of a minor incident involving
a little girl's hat.

Progress report from personal
care unit at annual meeting
Progress of the intermediate:

and personal care project at Lady
Minto Gulf Islands Hospital was
outlined to the annual hospital
meetings in the islands last week.

President of the Gulf Islands
Intermediate and Personal Care
Society, Mrs. Lorraine Campbell
outlined the history of the project.

Report of
Chairman Paul Layard cited the
main event of the year when it was
read by vice-chairman Lou Yellow-

at last week's hospital meet-

"May I express my regrets that
I am unable to present this
report," wrote Mr. Layard, "and
therefore have asked the vice-
chairman, Mr. Lou Yellowlees to
present it."

This year the accreditation
team will make a second visit to the
hospital at Ganges, explained the
report and they will check up on
recommendations made by the
original team.

The team will consider the
physical plant, methods of operar
tion and an evaluation of "every-
thing that happens in the hospit-
al."

It will consider long-range plan-
ning covering every area, provision
.of less complex health care and the
agreed role of the hospital.
NEW LAUNDRY

This year, said the report, a
new laundry is being installed to
replace 10-year old equipment and
a renovation has been prepared to
consider the emergency operating
room, operating room, X-ray facili-
ties; doctors-'-.- •room and other
services.

The role of the islands hospital
in the Capital Regional Hospital
District has been established, ex-
plained the chairman's report.

Lady Minto Hospital will be a
community general hospital with
basic acute and extended services
to meet the needs of the area
population. First consideration is
the provision of medical care with
limited surgical care.

Emergency and minor surgery
will be offered, but more complica-
ted cases will be referred to the
Royal Jubilee or Victoria General
Hospitals.

This role may change over the
years, but the hospital administra-
tion is working on the immediate
future changes such as population
growth, advances in medical and
hospital skills, increased percenta-
ges of elderly people and other
factors already evident.

The stress placed today on
personal fitness, preventive medi-
cine and care in the home may also
have an appreciable effect on the
hospital in the community.

IT MAKES SENSE
"It would appear to make

sense to spend, say $20 on prevent-
ive medicine, Meals on Wheels, '
Visiting Nurses and Homemakers,
if it will save $80 a day, the cost of
an acute care bed," suggested the
chairman's report.

In conclusion, the chairman

reflected on last year's "lost
ground".

The board started planning for
construction of an intermediate and
personal care building. The Capital
Region purchased land adjacent to
the hospital for this purpose.

"However," continued Paul
Layard's report, "The misty split
between Health and Human Re-
sources upset this and, after much
delay, we were told a society, the
Gulf Islands Intermediate and Per-
sonal Care Society, had to be
formed."

The' society president, Mrs.
Lorraine Campbell is rapidly mak-
ing up the lost ground, he aelded.

In conclusion, the chairman
referred to the contribution made
by the Hospital Auxiliary.

"We have, in the Lady Minto
Hospital Auxiliary, a support which
probably cannot be approached by
any other he told the meetings.

, Watching the children the other
night I am glad to say all my
pleasures in pantomimes as such
came back in a rush and I loved
every minute again and the fairies
were fairies again; light and airy
and beautifully dressed. I unders-
tood and heard (mark that) all the
jokes - maybe because J am now
grown up? - the beautiful princess
and prince were believable, the
Emperor suitably wicked and suit-
ably chastised for it I could go
on for a long time but what I am
trying to say is it was exactly right,
a perfect miniature pantomime. It
only lacked the pier for me to drop
off 50 years with ease.
PLAYERS WITH DIGNITY

Two things I'd like to mention,
one was the delightful dignity of
every one of those children, what-
ever part they played, important or
not so important. It was donfe with
dignity. I always watch the "bit
players" with interest. The other
thing that impressed me was how
well they listened throughout the
play. It could not have been easy to
dance to some of that chinese-
sounding music, you could see
them listening and reacting beauti-
(and I have been one of them) who
say the modern child won't or can't
listen are hereby confounded.

May I compliment the legs of
the horses and dragon? I nearly
lost my eyesight trying to see all
four legs at once, they were so
beautifully neat. It was an inspira-
tion to have the dragon dancing too
as a contrast. The whole thing was
an inspiration and was full of
marvellous ideas and I am green
with envy.

COASTAL TRAVELLER
Returning to the Island after

the war, Herb ranged up and down
the coast, often in his own gas
boat, working the camps.

In 1926 he married Win Bell-
house, of Galiano, and although
they established their home on
South Pender, he continued to log
on the Islands and up coast.

The second World War found
Herb back in uniform, this time
with the Canadian Forestry Corps.
He was commissioned Lieutenant,
while serving in Scotland. Invalid-
ed home in 1943, he convalesced
for a short time and then went
tow-boating until 1950, when he
returned to South Pender to oper-
ate his own sawmill.

LOGGER'S LOGGER
Herb was probably one of the

few surviving loggers who had
hand-logged, horse-logged, yarded
with steam, gas and diesel donk-
eys, and worked a few cat shows.
He had been a faller, rigging
slinger, donkey puncher, boomman
and push in his own camps. He
was, in fact, a logger's logger.

Although a keen hunter of
game it was his successful hunting
for Indian artifacts that gave him
the greatest satisfaction and he
leaves a collection of over 300 stone
age implements, nearly all of which
were found on North and South
Pender. These, along with an
assortment of Indian baskets, are
considered to be one of the best
collections in the area.

A very sociable man, Herb
loved to visit and swap stories.
Guests at his house at the Little
Bay were always made welcome
and his New Year's morning
breakfasts and his own special
recipe for clam chowder will not be
forgotten.

Herb never closed a big deal, or
made a fast buck in his life, but he
did cut and yard an awful lot of
timber which has probably found ,
its way into homes in many parts of
the world, including the flag staff
that was cut at Rock Bay in the
1920's and went in one piece to the
Wembley Exhibition in England.

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Explaining need
There is a need for an interme-

diate stage of hospital care in the
islands and when the Lady Minto
Hospital Board of Management
examined the circumstances, two
years ago, the summary of their
findings was conveyed to the then
minister fA health, Dennis Cocke.
The summary of their recommen-
dations is here:

There is a great need in the
Gulf Islands Community for an
Intermediate and Personal Care
Facility.

This community has acute care
and extended care facilities but
little in Home Care except "Meals
on Wheels" and a start on a
homemaker service on Salt Spring.
There is but one small private rest
home on Salt Spring which prov-
ides no nursing service. There are
none of these services on the other
islands.

This means that as it becomes
impossible for people to cope with
living by themselves, they are
forced to seek personal or inter-
mediate care outside the Gulf
Islands community. The elderly
should be assisted to stay in their
own homes as long as possible and
then should be provided with bed
care or long-term care within their
own community where practical.

If patients can "graduate"
from the Extended Care Facility
they should not have to be removed
from their community, rather, they
should be able to stay where
friends can visit frequently and
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where the surroundings are as
familiar as possible.
EXPENSIVE OR RARE

When Intermediate or Personal
Care is sought outside the island
community, the facilities are either
expensive or difficult to find. The
Select Standing Committee of the
Legislature on Social Welfare and
Education found a great lack in
appropriate facilities for the provis-
ion of intermediate care in this
province. This lack still exists.
Since such facilities are in such
short supply, the Gulf Islands
should have an Intermediate and
Personal Care Facility to serve the
local population.

There are more than 1,220
people of the age of 65 or older in
this area which would indicate the
need for at least 40 intermediate-
personal care beds. It is recom-
mended that multi-level care be
considered where long-term care is
concerned. With personal and int-
ermediate care in the same build-
ing there is no need to remove
"residents" to another location
when their condition .deteriorates
or improves. Everything should be
done to provide continuity of the
social and cultural environment
with which the resident is familiar.

SCHOOLCHILDREN TO TRAVEL TO
SCHOOL FOR FREE ON FERRIES

Children using B.C. Ferries to
travel to and from school will ride
free after June 1.

All vehicles, regardless of size,
which are carrying four school
children or more, to or from school,
will pay the same rate as private
automobiles.

"These special arrangements
will apply on weekdays and not on
holidays. They are also limited to
schoolchildren originating on the
Gulf Islands, the Sechelt Peninsula
and Bowen Island", announces
Transport Minister Jack Davis.

Davis offered several sugges-
tions to parents of students who
must use the ferries system to
travel to and from school.

BICYCLES ARE FREE
One suggestion was for these

children to use bicycles because
bicycles.are carried free on the
B.C. Ferries. A second suggestion
was that the children be delivered
to and picked up at the ferry
terminals. This would avoid having
to pay for a vehicle on the ferry.
The third was the use of car pools,

thereby averaging the cost of the
vehicle over a number of students.

Only if they are going to or
returnine from school can they
travel free. All children over the
age of five will have to pay the half
rate on weekends, statutory holi-
days and in the summertime."

There will be no special rates for
automobiles. "We want to move
people, not hardware. This is why
we are not going to give any cut

rates for cars," says Davis.
Davis also said that consultation

was continuing with the depart-
ment of highways with regard to
the possible exchange of routes
between the Department of High-
ways and the B.C. Ferries.

"Changes resulting from route
transfers might also result in
different charges in some instan-
ces. New highway department
ferry rates will be announced in
due course, Mr. Davis said.

FIRE CHIEF REPORTS ON YEAR
AT MAYNE ISLAND MEETING

Improvement District 12th ann-
ual meeting was held at the
Agricultural Hall on Saturday, May
15th at 2 pm.

The meeting was chaired by
Nigel Phillips. Secretary Foye
Miles read the minutes of the last
annual meeting and some of the
items contained therein were worth
nothing. The Roads Foreman was
given authority to remove derelict
cars from the roads. (On hearing
the above, husband has our car
parked up in the driveway.) Garb-
age removal would go on taxes.
Trustees met regularly throughout
the year ana First Aid lectures
were started.

Fire Chief Paddy Lambert gave
his report which showed a.busy
year not necessarily devoted to
putting out fires. There were 36
ambulance cases with 116 man
hoursi There were 46 drills and
practices involving 114 miles. Mr.
Lambert stressed the need for
water board districts to check on
taps to make sure they are the
proper type to fit the fire hose.

Storage for the
equipment is lacking at present
and private homes are not now
available. A suggestion that land
on which the Fire Hall stands and
surrounding area could be utilized
for a portable building to house the

equipment. The Lions have plans
to build a tennis court and bowling
green and this particular area
seemed to be the most suitable for
this project. A formal application
was made by Vic Griffiths on behalf
of the Lions.

It was moved that a public
meeting be called within 60 days to
discuss this subject.

Stuart Sinclair was elected trus-
tee by acclamation replacing Harry
Redman whose term of office had
expired.
