Ferry employees have complaints, too

Editor, Driftwood:

Sir - 1 am an employee of the
British Columbia Ferries and
have had the opportunity of living
on Salt Spring Island for the past
fouryears. For this period of time
my place of work has been on the
Long Harbour to Tsawwassen
route.

Every week I look forward to
Thursday in order that 1 may read
the local paper, as we are
privileged as employees of the
ferries to have so many articles
written about us.

I now feel it is time for  the

Island residents and our weekend _

travellers to have one employee’s
view of them. ‘ :
Island residents of Salt Spring
on the whole, are usually quite
pleasant people. They return your
smile and usually have a nice
word. There is the exception,
those that complain of staff being

.overpaid and doing nothing, etc.

This always-surprises me as |
wonder if these people realize
that about $100,000 per month
comes into this community
through employees’ wages. This
does not include extra staff
employed during peak periods, or
the jobs given to sons, daughters,
aunts, uncles, etcetera.

Every business on the Island
benefits directly from each em-
ployee not only in monetary ways
but also in publicity. Every em-
ployee is a public relations outlet
for the Islands. They give any
information possible about avail-
able businesses and facilities that
they can. 1 wonder what price
could be put on that!

Pender, Mayne, Saturna, and
Galiano Island residents on the
whole are a beautiful lot of
people. The weekenders are the
people each employee looks for-
ward to seeing on each Friday
night.

I am sure they save all their
emotional feelings for one emo-
tional outburst on Friday nights
after a week of mainland press-
ures of everyday living. It all
starts when they rush aboard
with, dogs, cats, and everything
else mentionable. First it's the
mates privilege of being cussed at
for being late, or for not bringing
the vessel into a closer dock, or
for holding the passengers back
so he may first unload the ferry. I
must state that there are reasons
for these latter points, none of
which is the intentional discom-
fort of passengers. The mate is
called everything under the sun
and the language is sometimes

- -unbelievable, ;

The seaman who is doing his

job by directing passengers and

automobiles on the car deck so
that they may disembark at their
proper destinations as quickly as

passengers insisting to tie their
dogs to control levers, hatch
covers, and doors. He is subject-
ed to abusive language when he
tells people to put out their
cigarettes while on the car deck.
Don’t these people realize what a

- fire would do with all those gas

tanks?

From the car deck to the main
deck each employee met is sub-
jected to some form of abuse at
one time or another. On reaching
the cafeteria it continues. The
tables fill and other passengers
are waiting for their turn to sit
down and eat. Every employee
tries to have tables made ready as
soon ‘as they become available.
Available did 1 say? There are
passengers who have considera-
tion for others and vacate their
tables as soon as they are
finished. But there are also those
with no consideration who-will sit
at their table until they have
reached their destination. We do
have a seating problem which is
no fault of the employees and
abuse to the employees won't
solve it. -

Many passengers have nick

names for masters because of -

incidents such as hitting docks too
hard. 1 wonder if these passeng-
ers realize what skill is needed to
handle a 3000-ton ship. Tides,
wind and the mechanical side of
these landings all play a vital part
in docking this size of vessel. How
many passengers, | wonder, rea-
lize that on foggy or stormy days
and nights the master and mates
spend eight hours or more with
their heads stuck in a radar unit
because visibility is poor.

Yes, we have complaints as
well and would like to express
them to some of the passengers
but can’t.

I know my fellow crew memb-
ers and I know that they are well
trained on the whole and all wish
to do a good job.

Deadlines for
Christmas
cards, parcels

Greeting cards for distant
Canadian points and the United
States should be mailed no later
than December 13 and parcels
before December 3 if they are to
reach-their destination for Christ-
mas.

The deadline for local delivery
is December 17, Postmaster -Gen-
eral Jean-Jacques Blais announc-
es.

In making his announcement,

Blais urged Canadians to mail

their cards and parcels abroad no
later than the specified deadline
and, if possible, to get them in the
mail earlier.

Greeting cards may not con-
tain more than five words of
written message to qualify for the

‘lower third-class rate of 8c if they

are to be mailed to destinations in
Canada or the United States.
Cards to these points must be
sealed.

Greeting cards for delivery
outside Canada and the United
States must be unsealed. They
will be carried by air for 15c if
under one ounce or by surface for
10c. Correspondence - in sealed
envelopes for these destinations
must bear 20c postage.

Seal drive
to start

1976 Christmas Seal cam-
paign, British Columbia’s fifty-
fourth, begins today with the
mailing of Christmas Seal appeal
letters to hundreds of thousands
of British Columbia homes.

For the past 10 months,
volunteers have been painstak-
ingly preparing more than one
million pieces of mail containing
this year's seals, 48 different
snowflake designs, which will be
placed in the mail today, and over
the next two weeks.

The first British Columbia
Christmas Seals campaign, in
1922, raised $1,599.65 for tuber-
culosis patient welfare. Today,
with a campaign goal of $620,000,
the B.C. Tuberculosis-Christmas
Seal Society has directed the main
thrust of its efforts against respi-
ratory disease into medical re-
search projects, patient rehabili-
tation and social support, public
and professional education pro-
grams, and assistance in the
construction costs of health units
and other medical facilities.

B.C. Tuberculosos—Christ-
mas Seal Society President Alex
Clark, of Prince George, says that
the expansion of Christmas Seal
Society programs against emphy-
sema, asthma, and chronic bron-
chitis has been made necessary
by an increase in the incidence of
these diseases, and he appealed
to the people of British Columbia
to respond generously when their
Christmas Seal letter arrives.

While wages rose an average of
25% between 1971 and 1974,
corporate profits rose an average
of 111%! And yet Mr. Jackson
has the gall to blame labour for
inflation.

During the past year, while
wages have been under very
stringent controls, the costs of
many commodities and services
have risen dramatically. Car in-
surance has at least doubledin
most cases. ferry fares have gone
up 300%, coffee prices have risen
over 40% and the price of
petroleum products has risen
dramatically, to name but a few of
the many increases.

The Anti-Inflation Board has
taken away the right to collective
bargaining through restricting
the only weapon that trade union- *
ists possess - the right to with-
draw services to support contract
demands. The A.L.B. is trying to
tell them that they don’t have the
right to demand more than 8%
annually. :

I attend Simon Fraser Univer-
sity, and during the past seven
weeks, | have probably felt the
effects of a prolonged labour
stoppage more than most people
ever will. The university has been
existing (barely) without any ser-
vices at all since Sept. 8, because
of a strike: by maintenance work-
ers on campus. With the exception
of classes, and the library for a
few hours a day, everything on
campus has been shut down,
including most sanitary facilities
and all transportation facilities.
Approximately 800 unionized
campus personnel refused to
cross the picket lines.

The strike hinges on the
university's contention that the
A.LLB. would not satisfy the
settlement demanded by the un-
ion. The union demands were
simple-parity with maintenance
workers who performed the same
job at U.B.C. :

The only thing that the AIB
has done thus far has been the
destruction of the collective bar-
gaining system. But they have
done that very well.

NO RESIDENT CARD, NO REDUCED RATE

B.C. Ferries clarifies ru]ing

on use of resident ID cards

**No resident card, no resident
rate.”’

Briefly stated, that's the defi-
nitive ruling of the B.C. Ferries,
and it is one that has caused
frustrating moments for officials
of the ferry system, especially
fare collectors at Crofton and
Swartz Bay.

In some incidents, the collect-
ors have been roughly abused,
and as a result B.C. Ferries have
enforced this stringent rule (on
the use of) the resident identifica-
tion cards.

. Consider the case of one
islander, who didn't possess ID
card and refused to pay the full
rate of $7 at the Crofton collection
office. Instead, he slapped down a
$5 bill and went on the ferry

anyway.

As a result of this incident,
ferry officials have lodged a
complaint against the islander
with the RCMP detachment at
Ganges.

*Islanders without their ID
cards, who refuse to pay the full
rate and board the ferry, at
Crofton without a receipt, will
find the police waiting for them at
Vesuvius Bay,’” said a BC Ferries
spokesman.

- This has also prompted the
police to point out that ferry users
who give incorrect information to
ticket collectors to gain reduced
resident fares may be liable to

charges under the Criminal code.

Police warn islanders, for
example, to provide the correct

Ferries. Nonetheless, the B.C.
Ferries are getting most of the
static about the cards.

To. clarify the conditions gov-
erning resident ID cards, Drift-
wood obtained these rulings from
the B.C. Ferries:

“eEvery adult must possess ID
card to be entitled to the reduced
resident fare.

*Students over 15 years of age
travelling regularly on the ferries
are advised to obtain their ID
cards from the regional district
office. Failing this, B.C. Ferries
will accept the students’ current
school 1D card.

*Those children, under 15,

‘travelling with their parents, will

be included on their parents’ ID
cards.

*Students who travel occas-
ionally on the ferries may use
their parents’ ID card, as long as
they bring along a covering note
from their parents.

Patricia Bay man recalls

crash of plane in Ganges

“It was the first war-time
plane to have crashed at Ganges
wc:“,‘f’“t being wholly demolish-
ed.

So said George Maude, of
Sidney, who dropped into the
Driftwood office last week dis-
playing two old pictures-of Hawk-
er Hurricane of 135 Squadron,
RCAF, based at Patricia Bay
during world war two. He was in
the marine section of the RCAF at
the time.

He recalled that the fighter
plane was flown there by Flight/
Sergeant Wheeler. It encountered
engine trouble while flying over
Ganges on Nov. 30, 1942, and was
forced to land in a field near
Beddis Road.

The. plane came down fairly

well intact, he said, except for
damage to the wing tips and the
propellor.

Faced with the problem of
removing the aircraft from its
crash-site, the squadron devised
a unique plan by using the
**boom™’
which was on the islands’ route.
The ferry's boom was used to
swing the plane from the gov-
ernment dock in Ganges, over the
ship, and on to RCAF barge.

“It was an unusual sight,”
said Maude, ‘‘especially for the
town-people™”.

The plane, he said, was
eventually repaired and flew ag-
ain. The Hurricanes armament
included eight guns, ready to
defend the coast if need be.

Islands students to view
Goldstream salmon return

The first salmon have made
their 'way into the Goldstream
River, near Victoria, marking the
beginning of the 1976 spawning
run. These salmon are the van-
guard of about 7,000 chum, 500
coho, and a few chinook that will
spawn in the river by the end of
November.

Between now and the end of .
the run, some 50,000 people are
expected to visit Goldstream Pro-
vincial Park to witness the recurr-
ing phenomena of the salmon life
cycle. Remembrance Day, Nov-
ember 11, is usually the peak for
the run and for visitors to the
park.

Park naturalists, Jennifer
Beckett, Carol Berryman, and
Jennifer Saari, will be on hand
once again to assist visitors and to
explain the salmon spawning
story. The naturalists will be on
duty daily from 9.30 am to 4.30
pm. beginning Saturday, October
16. until Saturday, December 4,
either on the river or at the
Freeman King Nature House.
The nature house. which over-
looks the Goldstream River estu-
ary and Saanich Inlet, was opened
earlier this year and contains
displays of the park's natural
heritage including the -salmon
spawning run.

Students from schools in the
Victoria. Sooke. Saanich, Gulf
Islands. and Cowichan School
Districts will be guided by the
naturalists each weekday morn-
ing on a program set up between
the Parks Branch and the respect-
ive school districts. Afternoons

between 2.30 and 4.30 and all day
Saturdays and Sundays have been
set aside for community groups
and schools not scheduled at
other times.

Groups or others who are
interested in participating in the
program should give prior notice
to the naturalists by calling
478-9414 to arrange a convenient
time.

For the third year, students of
Pearson College of the Pacific will
assist on weekends during the
salmon run. ldentified by a red
ribbon on their arms, the students
will work with the naturalists,
hand out pamphlets, and aid the
public in whatever way they can. -

The Parks Branch welcomes
all visitors to Goldstream Provin-
cial' Park to witness the salmon
spawning spectacle and asks for
help in protecting the spawning
fish. Spawning salmon and sal-
mon watchers are concentrated
into a very small area along the
river. Conflicts between people
and fish occur often, invariably
with the fish losing.

A loud noise, a stone thrown
into the water, or someone enter-
ing the river may seem of little -
consequence but any one of these
events will disturb the salmon
and, as a result. spawning may
not take place.

Dogs can be particularly dis -
turbing to the fish. Dogs must be
on leash while in the park. Better
still. they should be left at home
or in their owners’ cars.

Conservation of the salmon
should be evervone's concern.

Mrs. Menzies passes away

Pender Island residents were
saddened by the death of Mrs.
Vivian Menzies, wife of Victor
Menzies .on Sunday, Oct. 24.

She loved. flowers and at the
time of her death, she was busy
arranging the flowers from her
.garden for the morning church
service, a duty which she enjoyed
doing each Sunday morning.

Mrs. Menzies was born in
New Brunswick *in July, 1896,
along with her twin brother, who
predeceased her some years ago.
When a young girl, she came to
Saskatchewan, tp stay. with rela-
tives and taught school there for
two yéars. piies

In search of a warmer climate,
Mrs. Menzies arrived in Victoria.
She began teaching in the Pender
Island School on Feb. 1, 1922.
There were too many pupils for
the teacher then present to
handle on her own. With only one
room in the school, Mrs. Menzies
and her class had to use the
basement, which in early spring
necessitated her teaching in her
prairie fur coat at times.

Soon she met Victor Menzies
and the young couple were marr-
ied on July 8, 1923 and lived
happily together on Pender Island
for the next 53 years.

Until 1947 they lived on the
family farm where Vivienne and
Victor worked hard and together,
eventually purchasing the farm
and building up an outstanding
herd of Jersey cows, which took
many prizes at the various fairs
over the years.

Finally these two hard work-
ing people decided to take it
easier and sold the farm to
Ashton Ross-Smith. They retired
to a smaller acreage at Hope Bay,
keeping a number of sheep.

One day a man from Salt
Spring Island, Jonathan Taylor,
arrived at their door to enquire if
some of their land could be used
for a summer Bible camp for
children. The Menzies were de-
lighted with this idea and readily
agreed, and the remaining sheep
were soon disposed of. In time
Mr. Taylor's place was taken by
Dave Griffin, who still comes each
summer from the Canadian Sun-
day School Mission to supervise
the children from all denomina-
tions to have a happy holiday in a
beautiful setting surrounded by
lovely trees, birds, the sea at their
door and to be helped to learn the

“true valués of a Christian life.

ineffective - no wvaccine - could
provide protection against so
marny viral varieties.

On the average most people
seem to have two or three colds
each year. These may result in
missed work or decreased produc-
tivity at - work, affecting the
economy in general. Additional
costs accrue in the expenditure of
large sums of money for over-the-
counter cold medicines.

Many serious complications,
mainly in the respiratory tract,

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can develop when a person’s
resistance is depressed by a cold.
Infections of the sinuses and ears
are perhaps the most common,
but bronchitig and pneumonia are
also frequeri and can be very
serious.

So it is important to be sure
that the disease that you have is
really a cold. This is particularly
true in the case of older people, or
in those who have chronic illness-
es such as heart disease or
diabetes. If you are not getting
better in a day or two, get help.

You are less likely to catch
cold if you keep your general
conditioning at a high level
(exercise,; sufficient sleep, good
diet), if you do not smoke, and if
you avoid living or working in
overheated, too-dry rooms. Ob-
viously, avoid people with colds if
possible.

Medicine, if used at all,
should be kept simple and not be
regarded as a substitute for rest
and fluids. Aspirin and perhaps a
mild decongestant may make you
more comfortable.

A natural method of avoiding
or achieving pregnancy, taught
by the Catholic. Church all over
the world, will be explained to
islanders at special classes to be
held next week.

Th‘?;acher. Helen Hurst, has

taken Mer training in Colorado
and Washington State. She has
written an in-depth article on the
ovulation method, explaining the
principles and application which
is given out as part of the classes.

First classes, open to anyone
interested, will be held at the
Community Centre in Ganges on
Tuesday, Nov. 9, and at the
Beaver Point Hall on Thursday,
Nov. 11. Both classes start at 7.30
pm. These are identical classes;
