Quarter-century wait over; 
new sewer system unveiled 

A low-key ceremony featuring 
short speeches and public tours 
marked last week's official ope­
ning of the Ganges sewer system. 

A crowd of about 7S onlookers 
heard Capital Regional District 
(CRD) chairman Howard Stur­
rock. Municipal Affairs Minister 
Bill Ritchie and Saanich-a!ld-the­
lslands Ml:A Hugh Curtis down­
play the 24 years of controversy 
surrounding the project and con­
centrate instead on the effort 
needed to bring the sewer system 
into operation. 

Following their speeches and a 
cere monial unveiling of a com­
memorative plaque. the three 
dignitaries and about SO invited 
guests left the treatment plant in 
downtown Ganges for lunch at the 
Harbour House Hotel. Public 
tours of the new facility continued 
into the early afternoon. 

Speaking at the opening. Stur­
rock said he had no intention of 
reviewing the turbulent events 
surrounding the project. "nor to 
revive anv of the bitter contro­
versv which for a time divided 
t hi~ commu nitv: suffice it to sav 
that the s~'>tcm hao; now bee~ 

completed and is in operation and 
it contains one of the most 
sophisticated sewage treatment 
plants on the west coast of North 
America." 

Sturrock singled out for praise 
all those who had taken part in 
the sewer debate. past and pre­
sent regional district directors 
and their alternates . contractors 
:md CRD staff involved in plan­
ning and building the facility, 
plus members of various local 
committees "who have spent 
many hours reviewing the propo­
sals for a community sewer and 
bringing forward alternatives .·· 

Curtis also avoided mention of 
the sewer system's history. ex­
cept to say he wished the facility 
could have been brought into 
operation I 0 years earlier. He 
called the project one which is 
"vital to the continuing health of 
th is community" and said Ganges 
will be better for it.

Park plan 
rejected by 

• • commzsszon 
The Salt Spring Island Parks 

and Recreation Commission voted 
Monday to reject a proposal for 
development of a park and recrea­
tion area on the northeast shore of~­
St. Mary Lake. 

Over 30 people attended the 
commissio meeting to press for 
the proposal's rejection. Commis­
sion chairman John Crofton read 
out a few of the close to SO letters 
he had received on the matter -
with sentiments ranging from 
denunciation of the plan as 
"outrageous" to shock that "the 
recreation commission would 
even consider such a proposal. " 

One letter-writer said the 
"small little caper will cost the 
taxpayers five times the cost of a 
swimming pool." 

The commission's decision fol­
lows weeks of controversy. Rick 
Rockliffe, owner of the Blue 
Gables Resort - which sits next 
door to the property in question 
- submitted the proposal to the 
commission January 6. Since 

. then, the project has been the 
focus of much debate and numer­
ous letters to Driftwood and the 
recreation commission. 

Monday night, the commission 
received two petitions - one with 
8S signatures from the Highland 
water district, the other with over 
100 signatures from the North 
Salt Spring Waterworks District. 

Opposition to the proposal cen­
tered around the potential detri­
mental effect of using St. Mary 
Lake- a source of drinking water 
- as a multi-use lake. 

In rejecting the proposal, com­
mission member Lois Phillips said 
the members "may have, in the 
beginning, thought that we were 
doing a good thing, but in light of 
what has happened since, it 
would be detrimental (to support 
the proposal) ." 

Ron McQuiggan, Capital Re­
gional District alternate director, 
said he was disappointed that the 
commission failed to take a firm 
stand on designating a lake 
swimming area. He said that any 
time a proposal to develop lake­
side for a beach is considered, 
there is going to be opposition. 

McQuiggan told Driftwood his

- it will just put the whole 
community up in arms," Gossett 
said. 

However, the society is worried 
that a compromise is being 
sought because of the court case's 
implications. Gossett explained 
that a decision favouring the 
petitioners would place in jeo­
pardy all electric-motor-only 
(EMO) restrictions currently in 
place on Canadian lakes. Rather 
than risk that result, he said, the 
solicitors are attempting to reach 
an out-of-court settlement. 

"We feel the solicitors should 
argue that the federal govern­
ment has a right to ban motors for 
whatever reasons," he said. 

Lawyers for the federal and 
provincial governments have de­
clined speculation on the court 
case and its ramifications , saying 
it would be improper to comment 
at this time. 

However, the ministry of lands, 
parks and housing did say it has 
taken a firm position in support of 
the outboard motor ban. 

Meanwhile, Rackliffe said a 
court decision .in favour of the 
petitioners would not necessarily 
place all EMO restrictions in 
jeopardy. "The petition to the 
court is worded in such a way that 
there are three options a judge 
could apply, if he saw the 
arguments were valid, and the 
one with the least consequences 
is a challenge that the ban is ultra 
vires to St. Mary Lake alone." 

Gossett, however, replied that 
a decision favouring the petition­
ers - even if restricted to St. · 
Mary Lake- would still establish 
a precedent that coula lead to all 
EMO restrictions being lifted. 

···There are serious implications 
here and it's unfortunate that the 
petitioners have seen fit to do 
this, but they're within their 
rights," Gossett said. "We just 
don't feel it's the right thing to do 
as far as the community goes." 

Rackliffe agreed it was 
"unfortunate" that the petition­
ers "had to go this route" but 
said there was an option for 
compromise in place last spring 
which could have headed off a 
court challenge. 

"We have informed the lawyer 
of record in this matter that we 
are willfng to stop proceedings if 
small fishing engines are al­
lowed back on the lake," he said.

Water society 'kept in the dark' 
The Salt Spring Island Water Preservation 

Society is upset that it was not officially notified 
about the court case challenging the St. Mary Lake 
outboard motor ban. 

Society president Tom Gossett said he found out 
about the pending court case by accident , during a 
recent visit he made to the lands, parks and 
housing ministry office while on other business. 

A spokesman for the lands, parks and housing 
ministry said contact with the society was probably 
not made by Victoria because the province views 
the case as falling under federal jurisdiction. There 
is also a possibility that no communication was 
made because negotiations were taking place 
behind the scenes to resolve the challenge outside 
of court. 

Federal solicitor Carl Burdak has declined all 
comment on the case, arguing that it would be 
improper to discuss a matter before the courts. 
Lands, parks and housing solicitor Brian Neal was 
unavailable for comment but his office stressed 
that the ministry is strongly supportive of the 
outboard motor ban remaining in effect. 

Gossett said being denied knowledge of the 
court case for so long has placed the society at a 
disadvantage. It has scant time left to lobby both 
governments or prepare information which would 
support legal arguments to retain the ban . 

The society has managed to marshall some 
support, however. Gossett said it has been in 
contact with MP Jim Manly and the office of 
federal tranport minister Don Mazankowski. In 
addition, it has been in contact with the federal 
solicitor and lobbied the provincial government at 
both the ministry level and through the office of 
MLA Hugh Curtis. 

"I think we' re being heard and I feel we are 
making some progress,'' Gossett said, adding that 
he has been heartened by the ministry 's statement 
that it supports the outboard motor ban. 

Still , Gossett said the provincial government 
should have notified the society about the suit 
because Victoria is named in the action and 
because members of the society are in a good 
position to help prepare the province's case.

Community 
organization and education and a 
"sincere effort of property ow­
ners to say No, you can't do this 
to us," will negate certain author­
ities from imposing their will on 

the community. 

Several local rcsidcnb told the 
meeting that highways is disre­
garding local opinion when it 
formulat e ' ro ad impro ,·cment 
plan\ for Sal t Spring. 

Highways calls roadwork-tenders 

District highways officials met 
with local businessmen and 
Islands Trust trustees February 
11 to discuss road improvement 
plans. Advisory Planning Com­
mission chairman David Willi­
ams, who attended the meeting, 
told Driftwood the plans present­
ed were ''a bit premature. '' He 
said the road improvements do 
not lend consideration to the 
proposed Mountain Park Farms 
development in downtown Gan­
ges, or to the proposed Ganges 
creek culvert project. The highways mmtstry has called tenders for 

upgrading on 26.67 kilometres of "miscellaneous 
roadways" on Salt Spring and Galiano islands. 

residents also feel the project should be undertaken. 

He~id e nh urged th a t a public 
mee ting be call ed to cli, c u-,~ what 
is !>Ce n as an absence of local 
voices in highway, decision­
making. but Gilbert and Byrne 
fee l the proper first step is a 
meeting with highwavs ministry 
ol'ticiai'>. 

The upgrading projects will not include a bicycle 
path for Salt Spring's Fulford-Ganges road, howev-. 
er. 

The bulk of the improvement work slated for Salt 
Spring will take place on the Fulford-Ganges Road. 
Tenders call for paving 12.55 kilometres of the road, 
from Seaview Road to Isabella Point. 

District highways manager Joe Jensen said the 
road will be widened to 26 feet from 20 feet - not 
enough for a bicycle path, he adds - and will 
include repaving sections in Ganges that cross new 
sewer connections. 

Les Ramsey, owner of Pharma­
save, told the CPA audience that 
local businessmen present at the 
meeting recommended that high­
ways hold off on road improve­
ments- but the only concessions 
the department made was that 
they would shelve their plan to 
build "a sweeping curve" 
through the Ganges core. 

Saanich-and-the-Islands MLA Hugh Curtis told 
Driftwood the bicycle lane project is not included in 
the current round of work but he intends to 
''continue working towards that.'' 

A private meeting would first 
explore the possibilitv of high-

Curtis said he considers a bicycle path "to be 
quite important.'' He noted that many Salt Spring

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At long last, we can close book on Ganges sewer 
It was the last chapter of the saga of the Ganges 

sewer. Municipal Affairs Minister Bill Ritchie 
turned the page, unveiling the plaque at the 
treatment plant in Ganges . 

First page was written a quarter-century ago by 
the district health inspectors who found septic 
tanks faulty in many parts of Ganges. 

Various other community scribes added their 
contributions. Some wrote of village 
municipalities and were firmly quieted. Others 
wrote of the negative aspects and were greeted 
warmly in some quarters. 

While the community was busily engaged in two 
warring camps, others contributed to the long tale. 
The Supreme Court submitted a series of chapters 
in the saga and the Pollution Control Branch, with 
occasional contributions from the Pollution 
Control Board, also wrote in the book. 

The vast majority of writings were by island 
scribes. The first to take up the pen in the debate 
was the Salt Spring Island Chamber of Commerce 
whose members selected a community treatment

system a s the answer to the failing processi ng 
fields. SPEC was busy making its contribution, 
locally and provincially, and left its mark. 

The more critical writings from local pens 
brought together a number of islanders who found 
little to attract them in the proposal. And for the 
past decade the story gained in strength and 
volume as contributions swu ng from support to 
opposition and back and fo rth . 

Recent chapters showed stronger and more 
bitter support or opposition. The provincial 
legislatu re wrote in several chapters complete with 
financial statements and charts. 

Several pages were written by co lumnists all 
over British Columbia. The provincial daily 
newspapers sketched out some editorial comment 
on the subject and national television took pains to 
act out its own version of the controversy. 

All these pages form the book which was closed 
on Thursday. It is a book which has been read with 
excitement for nearly 10 years and, indeed, one 
which was written with equal excitement. 

Little remains to be written into the epilogue. 
There must be a postscript from all who 

contributed to the effect- that the community 
cannot stand forever divided . We might plagiarize 
the Bible and affirm that "united we stand ." 

And there must be a publisher's note to the 
effect that full a nd adequate monitoring of the 
system will be maintained. And the Capital 
Regional District, which has now closed the book , 
must offer the additional note on the dust cover, 
that no deviation or failure will be tolerated in 
future chapters of the yet unwritten story of a 
system in operation. 

With the turning of this page in community 
history, we might all reflect that the story reveals 
that a number of people have contributed to the 
saga of the community sewer. We might also 
reflect tha t they have all contributed to the 
community. 

Every pen that was inked and every voice that 
was raised sought .to benefit the island community 
in which th ey all rejoice to live. 

Parking woes persist 
Several years ago there were negotiations between the B. C.

Ferry Corporation and the Fulford community to provide 
proper and adequate parking facilities at the ferry wharf. 
There were plans to acquire property in the vicinity of the 
present wharf and to construct a parking area to 
accommodate vehicles left on the island while owners 
boarded the ferry as foot passengers. 

The proposal was abruptly abandoned and no further 
action was taken. 

--- --
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There were many on Salt Spring Island who recognized the 
signs many years ago and who urged the transfer of the ferry 
terminal to another location. A decision was made at that 
time- some 20 yea rs ago- that the ferry wharf wou ld remain 
where it is. Thus, the present parking problem was left 
unresolved as the result of a government policy decision. 

A similar problem of many years' standing was offered 
relief earlier in the year when Finance Minister Hugh Curtis 
announced plans to provide a compound at Galiano's 
Sturdies Bay. Although the two problems are not identical, 
the need is equally obvious at Fulford a nd the only means of 
correcting it lies with the provincial government. 

We can only trust that Mr. Curtis will give the same 
attention to resolving the Salt S pring Island problem a s he 
has to that of Galiano.

Although these began as regular 
weekly events. organizer Keith 
McHattie feels that a once- or 
twice-a-month session would pro­
vide more time to bring in special 
feature performers and possibly 
attract more people. The next jam 
session will be on Wednesday, 
January 22. 

Salt Spring Island children 
have had the opportunity to share 
an hour of music, songs, story­
telling and mime. These after­
noons have been designed to 
involve the children as much as 
possible in the various arts disci­
plines rather than to simply 
entertain them. 

The space has been used by the 
Carl Jung Society of Victoria for 
the showing of the Ha uston 
Films. This event I found ex­
tremely interesting, and it was 
well attended. 

A benefit concert for Off Centre

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Provincial voters' list in dire need of an updating 
VICTORIA - When British Co­
lumbians go to the polls - . in 
spring, 1988, at the very latest­
there will undoubtedly again be 
complaints about a number of 
unfair aspects built into the 
voting system. 

Some of the complaints are 
justified. There isn't a perfect 
voting system in the democratic 
world, no matter how free the 
elections. 

Most democratic jurisdictions 
try hard to keep their voting 
systems fair and equitable, but 
there are always wrinkles. 

Take the most cherished of 
democratic voting principles -
one man, one vote. Eminently fair 
on the surface, it, too, has a 
somewhat undemocratic side ef­
fect . It means, for instance, that 

. in Atlin, some 4,000 registered 
votf}rs elect a member of the 
Legislat ive Assembly, while the 
MLA for Delta is elected by more 
than 50,000 voters . 

In the final analysis, the party 
that controls the less populated 
areas of British Columbia can' win 
an election with relatively few 
-votes. And ev en if the other party 
dominates the urban areas, it

Sir, 

We have every reason to be 
thankful that St. Mary Lake has, 
up to this point in the history of 
Salt Spring Isla nd, been a good 
a nd reliable source of clean 
drinking water. 

During recent years, chlorina­
tion has been n e c essary , 
particularly in the tourist season, 
because of the out-flow from the 
several resorts a round the edge of 
the Lake. 

Understandably, there will be no 
expansions a llowed for any of 
these resorts, and no more private 
dwellings will be a llowed on the 
edge of the Lake. 

It is a fact tha t pure drinking 
water is a first and a must for the 
large number of residents who rely 
on the Lake for their supply for 12 
months in every year. 

Whereas recreation in whatever 
form it comes in, is a long way 
down the list of necessities. Also, it 
may be noted that swimming 
would be in the summer when 
there is little or no natural input or 
outlet of water in the Lake. 

There is no objection to rowing a 
boat or paddling a canoe on the 
Lake, but we can see no reason 
wha tsoever for the proposed 
finger: most people just carry their 

" wastes" a lot more votes to get 
the same number of people 
elected. 

West Germany tries to compen­
sate for that anomaly with a 
so-called list vote. After an elec­
tion, a certain number of seats is 
distributed to the parties accord­
ing to the popular vote. The 
drawback of that system is that 
the parties choose the people to fill

of parliamentary representatives 
w h o were n ' t electe d , bu t 
appointed. 

We' re also all familiar with the 
potential inadequacies of our 
voting system when the votes are 
distributed among three or four 
major parties. The NDP won the 
1972 election with only 39.58 per 
cent of the popular vote. In the 

1 1975 election, the Socreds won 
with 49.24 per cent of the popular 
vote. 

In both cases, more people had 
voted against the winning party 
than for it. As for the next 

-election, Th-ermPClaims th-at the 
Socreds could win the election 
with only 40 per cent of the 
popular vote .

If this matter comes to the vote 

figu res which are available to 
anyone and compared them to the 
populat ions statistics compiled by 
the ministry of industry and small 
business, which are also available 
to anyone. 

Now, before you jump to wrong 
conclusions, keeping people off 
the voters' list doesn't mean they 
can't vote. First off, anyone not 
on the voters' list can get on 
within I 0 calendar days after an 
election is called. 

A person who is not on any 
voters' list in B.C. can go to a 
designated polling station on 
election day, swear an affidavit 
and vote under Section 80 of the 
Election Act. 

If a pe rson moved to a new 
location but is still on the voters ' 
list at his previous home, he or 
she cannot cast a ballot at the new 
location but may cast an absentee 
ballot in the riding from which 
they came. 

The process is cumbersome at 
the very least , and there ' s no 
need for it , as long as everybody 
is on the voters' list at their 
current place of residence . And 
that's the rub. Unfortunately, too 
many people either take for

Salmon season highlights 
expected on north coast 

Commercial fishing opportunit­
ies in southern B.C waters are 
expected to be limited in 1986. 

In a release outlining 1986 
pasific salmon allocations, the 
federal fisheries department says 
it anticipates the Fraser River 
sockeye run to be the only 
southern B.C. "bright spot" for 
commercial fishermen. 

'' Fisheries in the south for 
chums and pinks will provide only 
limited opportunities for directed 
fisheries, except for some en­
hanced chums, " th e release says. 
" Chinook fisheries will continue 
at low levels to permit stock 
rebuilding. '' 

The department is projecting a 
Canadian catch of 6.9 million 
sockeye bound for the Fraser 
River. Other "bright spots" will 

include sockeye and pink fisheries 
in north and central coast waters. 

Overall, the department ex­
pects the 1986 salmon fishery to 
be "better than average." A total 
catch of 70,000 to 80 ,000 metric 
tonnes is forecast . 

In Georgia Strait, the depart­
ment is allocating 225,000 chin­
ook to the sports fishery and 
50,000 chinook to Gulf trollers. 
That split is the same as in 1985, 
the department says. 

A breakdown for the south 
coast commercial fishery shows 
the department giving trollers 
22.8 per cent of the catch of 
Fraser-bound sockeye. '29.7 per 
cent to gillnetters and 47.5 per 
cent to seiners. Later. however. 
the department upped the troller 
portion to 24 per cent 
an increase of 100.000 sockeye.

Fish farm 
hiring set 

Chris Hatfield has been over­
whelmed by the skills of people 
applying for work at a salmon 
farm about to be established at 
Yeo Point. 

Hatfield , whose West Vancouv­
er company hopes to have the 
farm operating in April. said last 
week his office received about 45 
applications from Salt Spring 
residents hoping to land one of 
the three jobs being offered. 

" We were overwhelmed by the 
number and by the tremendous 
range of people and ski ll s availab­
le," he said. "In fact , I wish we 
were building a facility that could 
e mploy more people because it's 
going to be difficu It to pick three 
people out of those 45 . There are 
a lot of impressive qualifications 
and skills.'' 

When he first issued a call for 
applications, Hatfield said he was 
interested in employing people 
with a diversity of ski ll s -
carpentry, engine repair, etc. -
rather than specialists. 

The field of applicants has 
since been narrowed down to a 
short list of people who will be 
interviewed sometime in March. 
Hatfield added. The "internal 
bureaucracy" of the company is 
such that people on the short list 
are only now being notified of 
interview arrangements, he said. 

Meanwhile , Hatfie ld said he 
has received verbal approvals for 
all the permits involved in estab­
lishing the salmon farm. The 
paperwork . he said. is now on its 
way. 

Still pending are approvals for 
a Canada Works gra nt application 
covering funding for the three 
e mplo yme nt positions bei ng 
created, and various permits and 
leases pertaining to a shellfish 
farm which will be operated in 
conjunction with the salmon farm. 
The plan for the shellfish opera­
tion has been approved but 
Hatfield is waiting for confirma­
tion of an offshore lease and for 
clearance from the fed eral trans­
port ministry, which is reviewing 
the plan from the standpoint of 
vessel requirements in the area. 

"They want to make sure we're 
not going to block traffic," Hat­
field said. 

The Yeo Point operation, locat­
ed next to the northern border of 
Ruckle Park. will be connected to 
Hatfield· s fisheries consulti ng 
firm in West Vancouver. He said 
earlier the salmon farm would be 
used for research work as well as 
for commercial production of fis h.

• It WORKS Lake park plan not commission's idea 
I have been out of action for a 

while, and will continue to be for 
another two or three weeks . You 
may reach me at home by 
telephone , but Mr . Ron 
McQuiggan will continue to act on 
my behalf, and I thank him most 
sincerely for hi s assistance and 
diligence . Please contact him if you 
have any problems or questions. 

I have noted the voluminous 
correspondence concerning 
possible improvement of a beach 
access on St. Mary Lake. I feel that 
the Parks and Recreation 
Commission has been unjustly 
accused , and maligned , and would 
like, without taking sides 
particularly to try and set the 
record straight. 

First of all , the present 
commission has an accumulated 
total of over 35 years unpaid 
service to this co mmunity; some of 
which has been made unpleasant 
by abuse. Secondly, it has been 
besieged over the years by requests 
from those many who urgently 
want a proper beach access for 
swimming in fresh water. It has 
tried unsuccessfully to meet this 
request adequately. 

In 1980, after over two years 
work, and over 40 meetings that 
year alone , the commission 
sponsored a referendum for a 
recreation centre , which was 
defeated. Some say it was because 
more than a pool alone was 
envisaged. In fact the extra 
facilities were added as a potential 
source of revenue to help pay for 
the pool operating deficit. 

Also a few years ago, a member 
of the commission , Jack Albhouse, 
discovered that the community 
had been given 64 acres a dj oining 
Cusheon Lake. The commission 
s tarted to investigate the 
possibility of a park , including a 
public beach, but desisted when 
the Water Board explained that 
the lake was already very fragile. 

A few years later, the Islands' 
Trust suggested the site for a 
"passive" park. Again it was 
investigated; again the water board 
objected. Finally a nature trai l was 
suggested, far from the lake. Agai n

the water board, and the Water 
Preservation Society, objected . 

So the community had a gift of 
64 acres, but wasn't allowed to put 
foot on it! The commission 
accepted this gracefully, but it was 
frustrating just the same. 

Now for the present problem . 
The owner of the Blue Gables 
Resort on St. Mary Lake attended 
a commission meeting with 
suggestions for improving the 
b each access to the lake, 
immediatel y adjacent to his 
property. Certainly, a good part of 
his interest was because he saw the 
difficulties the public had with 
crowding, an unsatisfactory 
shoreline, and a real traffic hazard . 
The commi ssion heard his 
presentation, and made a motion 
to approve in principle; i.e . 
improve the access, but it was 
referred to a committee for study, 
and that report was due on 
February 24th. 

The mere fact that the 
commission would even look at the 
proposal resulted in a deluge of 
letters; to the Commission , to me, 
and Driftwood. The bulletin from 
the Water Preservation Society 
starts out: "The (commission) is 
proposing to build a park and 
recreation area for picnicking, 
swimming, and boat launching, on 
the northeast side of St. Mary 
Lake. It will measure 10,000 
square feet, and will increase the 
size of the present undeveloped site 
by five times ." This , and most of 
the other articles , was providing 
false information. W hen this 
bu l letin was written, the 
commission had not even studied 
the matter, let alone made any 
decision. T his was unfai r and

inappropriate cntiCISm. The 
commission is responsible to the 
whole community, and no decision 
it might make is irreversible. 

It would have been courteous to 
wait for them to report. 

On the other hand, I admit that, 
were I a member of the North Salt 
Spring Water Board, or the 
Highlands Board particularly, I 
probably would have reacted the 
same way. Water quality would 
have been my only consideration, 
and I wouldn't have given any 
thought to the frustration the 
public on Salt Spring faces in 
finding a suitable place to spend a 
sunny summer day on the water. 

As a minimum, it is my view that 
some safety measures must be 
provided because of the traffic 
hazard . For the hundred or so that 
might be found there on a good 
day, the P & RC should, and no 
doubt will , provide a garbage 
receptacle and a toilet. The beach 
itself can be cleaned up without 
being enlarged, and I have heard

no one on the commission express 
any interest in the boat launch. 
This is a beach access already used, 
not a proposed access. It would be 
unthinkable to discourage the 
general public from using this 
portion of the lake, while allowing 
outsiders, at resorts, and those 
from private homes on and near 
the lake, to have exclusive use. 

So there are two sides, even to 
this story, and I find myself 
receptive and sympathetic to both.

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During Salt Spring's earlier days 

Life on island sheep farm 
tiresome but unspectacular 
Editor 's note: This is part of a 

series of articles about life on Salt 
Spring Island during the early 
1900s. 

By SHARON WHITE 
Through the years Salt Spring 

Island has almost become synony­
mous with Iamb, and Evelyn 
Wood Marcotte would like to 
think her father, Bob Wood, 
helped bring about that distinc­
tion . 

Bob Wood was born and raised 
on Salt Spring Island. He got his 
first job when he was 15, working 
on the Mouat Brothers ' boat 
which carried goods from Victoria 
to Ganges. 

In 1924, Bob moved his family 
- his wife, Jane, and their 
children Bertha, Evelyn, Gladys 
and Jim (another son, Bob was 
born later) - from their home on 
Stark Road to the Mouat's farm 
on Tripp Road, where Bob be­
came the Mouat Brothers' chief 
butcher. 

Life on the farm was somewhat 
tiresome. Bob would start work­
ing at seven in the morning, 
feeding the chickens and the pigs, 
and would then go around to local 
farmers collecting the livestock 
which had been sold to Mouats' 
for butchering. Bob would bring 
the animals back to the farm, 
where they would stay in holding 
pens until they were ready for 
butchering. Bob sometimes 
wouldn't finish until eight at 
night. 

Evelyn says killing sheep and 
cows was not a chore her father 
particularly enjoyed but one he 
had to do. The tongues- along 
with the hearts, sweetbreads and 
livers- would be put into a cooler 
until it was time to ship them to 
stores in Victoria.

process. In the spring, when the 
sheep were ready for market, Bob 
and Jim would butcher over 100 
lambs. 

The day after slaughter day, 
however, was less demanding. In 
the morning, the Mouat's truck 
would come around to load the 
lambs for market in Victoria and 
the Woods would spend the rest 
of the day cleaning up the 
residue. 

Evelyn says her father was a 
jack-of-all-trades. He built fen­
ces, dug ditches for water lines 
and built the large chicken house 
on the farm that held over five 
hundred chickens. 

He was also a fine musician. 

and waltz until midnight. 
Evelyn remembers those good 

times with a special fondness. If it 
was someone's birthday, or if a 
friend was. visiting from off­
island, the Woods and their 
friends would get together to 
celebrate. Sometimes, they 
wouldn't even wait for a speCial 
occasion. 

"Someone would just say It's 
time for a party!" she says. 

This lust for good times was 
typical of Bob Wood. Evelyn 
describes him as a gentle man 
who never got excited. She re­
members one time when he was 
taking four crates of eggs to the 
store and the wheel of his little 
truck fell off; the egg crates 
crashed open into a sticky, sloppy 
mess all over the road. Bob got 
out of the truck, looked at the 
medley of yolks and whites and all 
he could say was " Well, I'll be 
darned.'' 

The sheep raised on the Mouat 
farm were also used for their wool. 
Evelyn remembers the orchards 
being full of Dorsett sheep with 
'' their curled horns and their 
lovely white wool." Her father 
and her uncle, George Whims, 
spent hours shearing the sheep 
until they had huge bags of wool 
that would later be sent to 
Vancouver to be sold. 

Evelyn is hard-pressed to re­
member her life on the farm · as 
being either spectacular or a 
continuous struggle. She says 
that because they lived on a farm, 
and grew their own food, the 
family never went hungry. 

"We led an ordinary life," she 
says. 
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Looking back 
When Evelyn's brother Jim 

was old enough, Bob passed on 
some of the daily duties to him. 
Slaughter day was once a week 
and it was a long, gruelling 

Evelyn remembers the parties her 
family would give. Her father and 
his friend Bill would play the 
violin, and Jim would accompany 
them with his guitar. The guests, 
Evelyn says, would dance reels 

Bob Wood Sr. retired in 1958 
and died in 1964. Evelyn and her 
husband, Bob Marcotte, are re­
tired and live on Vesuvius Road.

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Weather conditions, dollar woes 
share blame for connection stall 
Dollars, weather conditions and 

timing are the likely reasons more 
Ganges-area residents haven't 
yet hooked up to the community's 
new sewer system. That's the 
opinion of local contractors offer­
ing their services for sewer 
system connections. 

Larry Bader of G and L Exca­
vating said present economic and 
climatic conditions make this a 
poor time of the year for hookup 
projects. 

With Christmas still a vivid 
financial memory, and with ICBC 
or income tax payments looming 
in the near future, many people 
may not have the resources to pay 
for a connection right now, he 
said. 

A hookup permit is $300. 
Contractors ·say the cost of the 

connection, including dismantling 
and filling in of an existing septic 
field, can range from about $500 
to as much as $1500, depending 
on the circumstances. Some prop­
erty owners must also shell out to 
upgrade existing plumbing before 
a hookup is permitted. 

"It's going to be a good year 
for plumbers," says Perry Booth 
of Lancer Excavating, who notes 
the plumbing in many buildings is 
"a real mess" and in need of 
extensive work before being 
brought up to code. 

Booth says virtually all of the 
hookups he has handled to date 
have been on commercial proper­
ties. Commercial buildings flush 
sewage into holding tanks which 
must be emptied as often as every 
second day, he said, explainin_g 

that a connection to the communi= 
ty system will save those owners 
money. 

" Say .you're on a regular 
pumpout, at $45 a load - $45 a 
day is quite an incentive for some 
people to hook up," he said. 

Bader said homeowners who do 
not face frequent pumpout bills 
see no need to connect now if 
their septic field systems are 
funct ioning properly - especially 
when the cost of hookups are 
considered. 

" A lot of people just aren' t 
concerned right now, ' ' he said. 
"If people feel the hookup is not 
absolutely necessary at this time, 
there's no rush. " 

Booth agreed: "The homeow­
ners will wait if they don't have a 
problem." 

Permit office anticipating 
hookup application surge 

Booth added that because let­
ters explaining the hookup proce­
dure were mailed out about two 
weeks ago, many residents are 
probably still in the process of 
arranging permits and connec­
tions. 

Hookups to the new Ganges 
sewer system are proceeding at a 
snail's pace. 

As of last Thursday - the day 
the system was officially opened 
- a total of 17 hookup permits 
had been taken out and three 
connections approved. The sys­
tem is supposed to accommodate 
144 users at present. 

Clem Cunningham, the Capital 
Regional District's chief building 
inspector, said last week from 
Victoria that bad weather and 
timing are primarily to blame for 
the limited number of hookups 
made to date. 

He explained that the snowfall 
which struck Salt Spring early last 
week may have prevented people 

. from visiting the local office to 
t ake out permits. Cunningham 
also noted that residents only 
recently received letters outlinin_g 

the procedure to follow in arrang~ 
ing connections and may be 
making arrangements before se­
curing a permit. 

Another problem, he said, was 
the recent illness of John Hunt­
ley, the building inspector based 
on Salt Spring. His absence from 
the office created some delay in 
approvals. 

Cunningham also said some 
sewer system users are being 
forced to delay hookups because 
their in-house plumbing must be 
upgraded. He said the plumbing 
systems installed in some older 
buildings are "in a real mess" and 
not up to standard, but expects 
upgrading to be completed shortly. 

People living within the sewer 
system's defined area have up to 
12 months leeway to complete 
connections. 

Bader also noted that people 
are aware the bill for a hookup 
will probably be lower when the 
climate improves later this year. 
At present, accumulations of snow 
and the presence of groundwater 
make excavating work more 
difficult than normal. More time is 
needed, he explained, a nd the bill 
is consequently higher. 

Contractors Ken Byron and Ken 
Tara agreed, saying hookups done 
in drier weather will be cleaner and 
quicker. 

Bader also theorized that the 
residual effects of a bitter sewer 
debate may be causing some 
people to delay their connections. 
' 'The people who fought against 
it (the system) might not be quite 
ready to hook up," he said. " If 
people aren't too excited about. 
hooking up to begin with .. . "

"And that includes just 
about everybody who lives or 
visits here.·· 

Rit chie made an oblique refer· 
ence to the sewer debate by 
noting the community had 
"travelled a long, winding and 
twisty road to get here - but 
we're here beca use this is the 
right thing." 

He added that the entire com­
munity deserved thanks for bring­
ing the system into operation. 
"even those who opposed it - a 
bit of opposition· can be helpful. .. 

Ritchie said the sewer was an 

exa mple of the types of things a 
co mmunity can accomplish 
.. ,\hen it comes together." 

Both Ritchie and Sturrock not­
ed that "creative" fund ing ar­
rangements were needed to make 
the project possible.

Insufficient funding for school districts has 
placed district school boards in "impossible 
situations,'' says Gulf Islands school trustee 
Charles Hingston. 

" Boards are faced with · the choice between 
cutting services even further or doubling and 
sometimes tripling residential taxes just to keep 
pace with inflation," it says. "Consider that 
boards' legal obligations to pay salary increments 
will result in an increase of 15.75 per cent in local 
residential property taxes. Each additional one per 
cent of inflation not covered by government 
funding will result in another 12.5 per cent 
increase in residential property taxes."

Hingston, referring to a B.C. School Trustee 
Association brief recently presented to Premier 
Bill Bennett, said school boards may have to go to 
the taxpayers in order to maintain current levels of 
education - an alternative he does not favour. 

''We should not have to ask taxpayers to provide 
funds for basic education that the government said 
they will provide, " Hingston told Driftwood. 

(Figures reflect property taxes on a provincial, 
not local, scale.) 

Hingston presented the brief to Gulf Islands 
school board trustees at a school board meeting 
held February 20 on Pender Island. BCST A 
president Eric Buckley gave the brief to Bennett at a 
meeting February 18 between the premier, 
Education Minister Jim Hewitt and I 10 trustees and 
administrators from 50 of B.C.'s 75 school districts. 

The brief suggests that school boards therefore 
may have to choose between further curtailment of 
services or drastic increases in taxes to homeow­
ners. 

The brief states that insufficient funding for 
school districts may have a significant impact on 
residential taxes. 

- The brief also asked for an independent review 
of provincial education financing. That proposal 
was rejected by Education Minister Jim Hewitt. 
He said he appreciated the trustees' concern but 
did not agree that such a review was reguired . 
Hewitt will meet with Buckley and Gulf Islands 
trustees February 25 to discuss the question of 
funding for the school district. 

Local schools budget means 
one more year of restraint 

The Gulf Islands School District 
will receive more money next year 
- but it isn't enough, says 
district school superintendent 
Mike Marshall. 

The 1986-87 budget, which \\;as 
presented to the school board last 
week, calls for expenditures of 
$5.093 million . That's a 6. 74 per 
cent increase over last year's 
budget of $4 .771 million. 

However, while the funding 
level may have increased. Mar­
shall said the district's projected 
enrolment for 1986-87 shQws an 
increase that is not covered iii the 
new budget. He said that means 
the district will receive about $10 
Jess- per student in the next school 
year. 

"Simply put," Marshall told 
last week's meeting of the district 
school board, "it's another year 
of restraint.''

nothing in the budget to he lp 
update curriculum - $1000 has 
been budgeted for curriculum. 
but "if someone is serious about 
bringing the cu rriculum up to 
date, $1000 is not enough." 

The budget for special needs 
children is also inadequate, he 
said. A JO per cent increase is 
provided for special needs chil­
dren but Marshall said the hike 
doesnotcoversubsequentgrowth 
in the number of student s in 
question. from 140 to 190 chil­
dren. 

Marshall sa id that. although 
the school board gives the educa­
tion ministry tigures on enroll­
ment and teacher ' s salaries, the 
ministry sets its own budget 
guidelines - which can result in 
major funding shortages.

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Moments of great savagery 
can also be times of beauty 

Life is a savage and beautiful 
thing, and often its moments of 
greatest savagery are those of 
greatest beauty. 

Last weekend, Heather Spears 
transported us into such a world, 
with her drawings of premature 
babies displayed at the Dandelion 
Galle ry. The experience wa s 
intensified on Sunday, when she 
read a selection of her poems, 
surrounded by the art that had 
inspired them. 

There is no prett iness in these 
pictures, but great force . These 
children have drawn totally into 
themselves, in order to conserve 
their inner resources for survival 
- indeed, many do not survive. 
They a re suspe nded halfway 
between womb and world, 
belonging neither to the one nor 
quite to the other. The drawings 
capture this by emphasizing the 
emaciated limbs and intense faces, 
reminiscent of pictures of 
concentration camp victims . 

In the immensity of the universe, 
we all become equally small. These 
tiny but serious beings sum up the 
essence .of the struggle against 
desperate odds that we all must 
wage at some time or ot her. In 
drawing these infants Heat her has 
humanized them and made them 
comprehensible. She resem bles in 
this the great German artist Kathe 
Kollwitz, who worked in the same 
medium and portrayed human 
agony and struggle, agai nst 
hunger, tyranny and the universe. 

53 of the drawings and 20 poems 
are reproduced in a book, 
Drawings from the Newborn, to be 
published this summer by Ben­
Simon Publications. It is the first . 
time an art book has been 
dedicated to this subject; those 
interested. may write· to Box 318, 
Brentwood Bay. 

Galiano Trust 
The Galiano Island Trust held a 

committee meeting on Saturday, 
preceded by a public hearing. Most 
of the debate centred around 
bylaws 41-45, relating to the 
subdivision of Parker Island. The 
subdivision (involving a re-zoning 
from Forest to Rural-2) had 
gained general acceptance in 
principle but many details had to 
be worked out. 

Bylaws 42 and 43 provided for 
excess parkland in subdivision 
plans to be included in lot size 
averaging; 41 and 45 related to 
creation of a Public Utilities 
Service Zone (so that B.C. Hydro 
properties would be so restricted, 
and not used for residences) and a 
Parking Lot Zone (intended to 
facilitate parking for future Parker 
Island residents). 
·These bylaw s drew little 

comment . It was the actual 
rezoning bylaw (44) which aroused 
cont roversy. It proposed, among 
other thi ngs, to rezone a piece of 
woodla nd opposite La Berengerie 
to parking lot , and ho rdes of 
enraged Mo ntague residents raised 
thei r voices against the destruction 
of thei r neighbourho od for no

Another objection came from 

B.C. Hydro; of the three parcels 
they owned on Parker Island, o ne 
was not used for electrical 
purposes, might have residential 
potential and should not be 
rezoned to Public Utilities Service, 
they said . 

The other provisions (effecting 
the subdivision rezoning and 
rezoning Little Parker Island to 
Public Recreation) drew little 
objection. 

At the subsequent Trust meeting 
the sections affecting the two 
controversial rezonings were 
deleted by amendment, and the 
bylaws as amended were given 
second and third readings, and 
forwarded to the minister for 
approval. 

T he other bylaw, 38, co ncerned 
La Berengerie, whic h has been 
operating as a res taurant by 
operati ng as a cottage craft. Since 
there is such general support for 
the amenity it offers, this bylaw 
legalizes it by rezoning it to 
Commercial (with numerous 
special restrictio ns) and repeali ng 
the requirement for pavement of 
off-street parking. Opinion was 
divided, as the questional ethics of 
ex-post-facto rezoning were 
weighed against the restaurant's 
contribution to community life. At 
the meeting the bylaw passed 
second and third reading. 

Other business at the Trust 
meeting dealt with rezoning a lot 
donated to Montague Marine 
Park to Public Recreation (Bylaw 
46) and providing temporary 
accommodation during Expo (47) . 
These were given first reading and 
will be discussed in four weeks' 
time at a public meeting that will 
also discuss the parking lot issue. 

Gasoline Gardens 
The Gas Station has for some 

days seemed to be growing an 
appendage extending into the 
vacant yard to the right. On Friday 
this revealed itself as a garden 
centre, selling a complete range of 
plants for the garden, opening just 
in time for spring (if it ever arrives) .

Book provides glimpse into 
woman s career in military 

By FRANK RICHARDS 
Sweet 'n ' Sour, by Vi Dudley­

Mathiesen, 227 pp. 
In a light-hearted once-over­

quickly, ex-Sgt. Vi Dudley, of the 
RCAFWD tells of her military 
career. She enlisted in the ai r fo rce 
in 1942 a nd fi nished ni ne years' 
service at home and overseas . 

There is little novelty in the 
record of military service. The 
novelty is the setting: and the 
setter. The young Ottawa student 
was among the first females to 
serve in the Royal Canadian Air 
Force. Today's readers, of course, 
would know it as the air section of 
the Canadian Armed Forces . T his 
story dates back to the days when it 
was a live and lively military force . 

The trials of a young woman in 
uniform take the reader from 
recruits' training, .through various 
postings into the sergean ts' mess of 
stations wherever the red , white 
and blue rondels were flyi ng. 

The veteran who reads it, and I 
am thi nk ing of the masculine 
variety, will be struck by the 
s imilarity with any other 
enli stment. The same cha racters 
and the sa me patterns within the 
barrack room are related. The 

you nger reader who has no 
reco llection of military service will 
learn a great deal of another era . 

T h e aut h or re la t es t h e 
entertaining aspect of the service 
a nd she also lists some of the less 
inspiring incidents and perso na­
li ties. Incidentally, she notes that 
names are not and that o nly in 
limited cases does she identify 
people by their proper names. 
Which is fortuna te beca use she 
could have an impressive list of 
libel act ions if she na med some of 
the characters she recalls in the air 
force. 

From routine clerical work to 
public relatio ns, publications a nd 
entertainment, t he cheerful tale 
ends on a less happy note as she 
find s her final posti ng of so bitter a 
nature that it decided her to 
resume the civilian life she had 
scarcely yet known as a n adult . 

The book is light, entertaining 
and , for most veterans, proba bly 
nostalgic. 

Vi Dud ley-Mat hieson lives in 
Sid ney with her records a nd her 
memories of nine years pioneering 
with the Canadian Wo men 's 
Auxilia ry Air Force. 

They are entertain ing memories , 
as her book attests.

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Ganges man blasts ICBC for accident settlement 
A Ganges m an says he's b een 

short-changed by ICBC and his 
business may be th e casualty. 

K en Perry says a car ran a stop 
sign three weeks ago and smashed 
into his truck, leaving its front end 
looking like a "pug-nosed terrier." 

H e says the other driver was at 
fault. received three points and 
returned to work the same after­
noon . But Perry . owner-operator 
of K en's M obile Marine Service, 
was left without a vehicle. 

to get his business back on the 
road . he adds. 

" It'~ going to cos t me $3200 to 
get the truck fixed... he says. 
"A nd I'm going to b e out of work 
for at least two weeks. maybe 
even a few months. ·' 

H e says the accident also has 
cos t him potential bu si n ess. 
" People have found out about the 
accident and the phone hasn't 
rung since. 

Perry says ICBC first offered 
him $1100 to replace the truck. 
then upped the sett lement to 

$1500. H e believes that proves 
ICBC sets figures arbitrarily. 

"Where do these guys get their 
fixed cei lings?" he says. "How 
do th ey justify $1100 when they 
can go to $1500 just like that?" 

ICBC spokesman Pat Monk 
says claim payments are based on 
agreed industry prices. She says 
the corporation negotiates with 
parts suppliers and body shops in 
the province each year to set 
prices and hourly rates . 

In Perry's case. ICBC agreed to 
write off the truck. give him a 

cheque for th e replacement cost 
and allow him to keep the truck . 

ICBC' s Ian Wood, who settled 
Perry's claim, says the replace­
ment cost of the truck was based 
on its valu e before the accident. 
not on what it would cost to buy a 
new truck. 

Wood says ICBC reaches re­
placement cost figures by looking 
at similar models advertised for 
sale in newspapers. 

Wood says ICBC gave Perry a 
cheque for damages agreed to by 
Perry. 

"We gave him what he asked 
for, " Wood says. 

(Perry says he accepted the 
settlement because he was 
d es perate to get back into 
business.) 

But Wood acknowledges that 
sometimes the person who is to 
blame for an accident is not the 
one who suffers the most. 

" It's always frustrating when 
you ' re the innocent victim and 
you ' re inconvenienced by some­
one else's negligence," he says. 

M eanwhile, Perry is still with­
out a truck and an income. 

The incident . he added. al so 
left him with a string of l egal 
bill s. long distance charges and 
ferry costs that he says is driving 
him out of business. 

Perry brought his claim to 
ICBC and. after much negotia­
tion. was given a cheque for 
$2700 to cover the value of the 
truck and incidentals (lost wages. 
gas. legal fees . etc. ). 

Workplace bylaw amendment hopes up in smoke 

Perry says he accepted the 
cheque because he needed the 
money but still feels he has been 
short -changed . The settlement is 
nowh ere near wh at it will cost him 

The Capital Regional District 
(CRD) would have a by law to 
control smoking in the workplace 
had a Saanich alderman not left a 
CRD board meeting early - and 
if an unexpected vote from the 
Salt Spring Island director hadn't 
been cast. 

The bylaw amendment to con­
trol smoking at work failed to 
r each majority approval after a 
weighted vote passed 32 votes in 
favour and 21 against at a board 
meeting l ast week . A majority of 
directors . as well as a majority of 
vot es. was needed to pass the 

amendment. 
Saanich alderman Alan Peter­

son did not expect the amend­
ment to be an issue and decided 
to leave the meeting early so he 
could keep another appointment. 

Another unexpected turn saw 
Salt Spring Island alternate direc-

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Flowering quince tolerates 
wide range of soil textures 

Undoubtedly, one of the most 
welcome messengers of spring is 
the flowering quince, referred to by 
many as Japonica bush. Soon after 
these shrubs start to open their 
blooms, we'll see the humming 
birds gathering their nectar from 
the flared tubular blossoms. This 
genus Chaenomeles is actually 
represented by three species that 
have been cross - bred and 
improved to give a wide range of 
colour and growth habit. 

Different heights and forms 
range from trailing variei tes that 
rarely exceed one foot in height, 
right on up to a 10 to 12 foot 
maximum height with a 15-foot 
spread, however the majority of 
the cultivars have ultimate heights 
and spreads in the six to seven-foot 
range. The dwarf varieties make 
great specimens for rock gardens 
and limited spaces or smaller 
gardens. Some of the low trailing 
varieties can also make a good 
deciduous ground cover. 
Flowering quinces are often 
trained as espalliers or as a trellised 
fan form. 

Judicious pruning can control 
the size, shape and visual effect 
that these plants develop. When 
pruned properly, their attractive 
winter branch patterns have an 
ang u lar, spare, u nderstated 
appearance, wit h twigs tha t are 
later smothered in blooms in hues 
of red (Eily Mossel, Fascination, 
Nocoline}, pi nk (P ink Lady}, white 
(Low and White), orange-red 
(Firedance) and even hi-coloured 
red-gold combinations (Crimson 
& Gold). 

The flower show generally lasts 
for three weeks or more, with some 
varieties commencing in late 
February and o'thers lasting 
through March into April, and 
some even have a recu rrent 
blooming nature t hat gives 
another colour festiva l in J uly­
August. And to finish it all off, 
they may develop showy golden 
fruit that possess a rich armona 
and are used for mak ing jellies. 
Another quince, " le Bourgeot" is a 
true fruiting quince a nd will yield 
large, four or five inch d ia meter, 
softer fruit , in greater a bundance. 
If it's quince jelly you 're after then 
this is the plant for you. The 
flowering shrubby varieties usually 
develop thorns that command 
respect, and to some degree give 
the plant deer resistance, but they 
t ake som e t ime to atta in 
"fo rmidable" status.

quince, q uincei, or quincies) are 
tolerant of a wide range of soil 
textures, even solid clays, and 
while they enjoy a damp soi l, they 
will wi thstand severe droughts 
once esta blished . 

This is idea l for the Gulf Islands 
climate. Too much water during 
July, August and September 
creates too much rank shoot 
growth that results in non­
flowering wood, while the few 
flowers that are produced are to be 
found in the centre of the shrub, on 
the wood produced earlier in the 
spring. 

The main requirement for 
getting a heavy bloom on quince is 
sun. The more sun, the merrier, 
with no upper limit or restriction, 
and even the winter sun is 
important, because sun-warmed 
stems and buds will give you an 
earlier wi nter show of beauty. 

Fertil ize the shrubs with a 
gra nular plant food that favours 
flower production eg. 4- 10- 10, and 

top-dress with compost or mulch 
with seaweed or manure during the 
dormant season. 

Pruning of quince should be 
done just after flowering is 
finished. Shorten the side growth 
of the main stems, cutting back to 
two or three buds, and remove the 
oldest wood that d idn't produce 
blooms. For a more "oriental" 
appeara nce, ma ke your pruning 
cuts just above buds that face 
downward or to the sides, rather 
than outward or upwa rd . Cut back 
dwarf or tra iling va rie ties to keep 
their form balanced and within 
bounds. 

One reference suggests cutting 
the whole plant down to six to 
eight inches in height just after 
blooming. While this may ruin the 
random, angular branch patterns, 
it will in fact promote a much 
heavier bloom production. 

Budded branches can be taken 
indoors in January and February 
and forced into early bloom, to 
brighten up your home during 
winter. It helps if you crush the cut 
ends with a few hammer blows to 
keep the water-conducting vessels 
open. 

All in all, flowering qui nce is a 
sh rub that gives a spectacular 
show to delight the eye as spri ng 
a pproaches.

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Merv Dickie accepts struggle 
of launching island business 

By DUNCAN MacDONNELL 
Merv Dickie may be a relative 

newcomer to Salt Spring Island, 
but he's no stranger to the 
community's emphasis on self­
reliance. 

The former Vancouver Island 
resident moved his family here 18 
months ago in search of a better 
wa) of lifo.: . In the proccs~. he 
traded a guaranteed paycheque in 
the heavy-eq uipment fie ld for the 
uncertainty that comes with a 
search for self-employment. 

The challenge has been far 
from easy. In fact, life on a 
limited income. coupled with the 
struggle to carve out a business, 
a lmost led Dickie to give in and 
accept a recent offer of work in 
Pri nce George. Almost. but not 
quite. 

"We've moved around quite a 
bit, but when we came here, we 
said This is it- we don't want to 
move anymore. So we're going to 
try to stick around for another 
year or so and see if we can make 
a living.' ' 

To 'stick arou nd ,' Dickie will 
have to get his farm machinery 
and heavy equipment repair busi­
ness off the ground. Unfortunate­
ly, the same factor which encour~ 
aged his venture - the self­
reliance of island residents -
works to discourage a steady 
stream of customers. 

"People here have had to deal 
with problems for so long that 
they've become proficient enough 
to help themselves," he says. 
''And as fa r as tractor engines go, 
almost any mechanic can repair 
those. It's the hydraulic systems , 
the technical things , that I'm 
specialized in, and I don't know if 
there's enough of that kind of 
work around ." 

Still. Dickie 's hope is that his 
skills will prove specialized en­
ough to attract a regular clientele, 
and that his determination to 
build a business will carry him 
through the rough spots. 

Some of his customers share 
the same hopes . Tom Gossett and 
Chester Reynolds have both been 
sufficiently impressed with Dick­
ie's skills to help him hunt for 
business. Reynolds also lets Dick­
ie use his shop on Beddis Road . 

" He has a lot to offer the 
island.'' Gossett says, pointing to 
Dickie's background with Mas­
sey-Fergu son and a decade spent 
in farm machinery and heavy­
equipment repair. "He's really 
good, and it would be a shame to 
lose him ." 

Gossett says Dickie's skills, 
particularly in farm machinery 
hydraulics , fill a definite local 
need. Although most heavy 
equipment owners are adept at 
minor re pairs. he explains , some 
problems re quire special ize d 
help . 

''A lot of us can monkey­
wrench our way around but when 
we get into trouble, we really get 
into trouble." Gossett says. 
" When that happens, you either 
have to call someone in from

off-island or go to a lot of trouble 
and expense to ship your machin­
ery away for repairs ." 

Having someone on Salt Spring 
qualified to work on everything 
from combines to tractors can 
only hel p the community, he says. 
It would means savings in time 
and money, not to mention availa­
bility of specialized skills which 
can cope with equipment which is 
becoming more and more sophis­
ticated . 

Dickie feels the same way but is 
cautious about his chances for 
business success. "Being conve­
nient doesn ' t pay the bills,'' he 
says. ' 'but I think I can make a 
living as a mechanic if I'm willing 
to do other things, like backhoes 
and crawlers and trucks - even 
cars. if I have to . " 

Dick ie is aiming to build up at 
least "three or four" regular 
clients provid ing about "four or 
five paying hours a day,'' which 
he feels would retu rn enough to 

an island resident will put to work 
this spring. 

support himse ll , and wife and 
their two children. If he can't do 
that through mechanics, he says, 
he'll try to find some other line of 
work - on Salt Spring. 

A quick look at his famil y 
background indicates he might 
not enjoy a field other than 
mechanics, however . Dickie's two 
brothers are mechanics, as is his 
fath er, his father-in-law and his 
brother-in-law. Another of his 
in-laws is a farmer , which provid­
ed further bonds between Dickie 
and heavy equipment. 

"When my sister married a 
farmer." he says, "I used to 
spend summers on the farm. 
working with machinery. Being 
on a farm is a great way for a kid 
to learn a lot of things - like 
working hard , when the work is 
the re to be done, and being 
self-disciplined.' · 

And. he could have added, 
being self-reliant .

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Philippines needs more than leadership change 
The western world may see a 

political choice between Philip­
pines ' leader Ferdinand Marcos 
and challenger Corazon Acquino 
- but there is no choice. 

Serge Cherniguin, secretary­
general of the country's National 
Federation of Sugar Workers 
(NFSW), told a Salt Spring au­
dience last week that Marcos and 
Acquino are " one and the same," 
and that he looks forward to 
seeing the people have a say in 
ruling the Philippines. 

Cherniguin , who appeared as 
guest speaker for the last of six 
Ten Days For W orld Develop­
ment programs held on Salt 
Spring , said special interest 
groups in his country have formed 
a coalit ion dedicated to establish­
ing a democratic government in 
the Philippines. 

The coalition, called the Bayan 
movement, is composed of labour 
unions , church groups, students, 
women' s rights groups, slum­
dwell e rs, farmers and ot her 
groups. 

Cherniguin is optimistic that 
Bayan , by way of a non-violent 
revolution , will be able to over­
throw the present regime in five 
or 10 years. 

His optimism is based on the 
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Serge Cherniguin 
power of the people, Cherniguin 
said. He believes the public can 
be united through education and 
brought into the Baya n fold to 
fight for a common cause -
establishment of a democratic 
gove rnment. 

"We have been oppressed and 

exploited , but we have learned, " 
he said. 

He said Filipinos have accepted 
subservience for so long that a 
substantial change is needed 
before the people can accept a 
more democratic government. 

' ' It 's going to take longer for 
people to realize that they have 
rights based on human dignity," 
he said . 

Cherniguin said the biggest 
problem facing Filipinos is not 
e conomic d ispa ri ty - even 
though the bulk of the wealth is 
held by 10 per cent of the 
population - but in land owner­
ship being confined to the govern­
ment and large companies. 

He says the Philippines is a 
major exporter of food but its 
people go hungry because they 
cannot use the land for domestic 
crops. On Negros Island , where 
Cheriguin lives , 180,000 children 
suffer from malnutrition. 

Cherniguin would like to see 
the land taken out of the hands of 
the sugar companies and the 
government and given back to the 
people. 

Unemployment is another ma­
jor concern in the Philippines, 
Cherniguin said. The last econo­
mic crisis in 1983 left 439,000 

sugar workers unemployed on 
Negros- and now, 80 per cent of 
the island population is without 
work . 

But even those with jobs are 
not much better off than the 
unemployed , he said . Cheap la­
bour has made it more advanta­
geous for plantation owners to 
use manual labour rather than 
machinery. Workers receive 32 
pesos ($1 .50) a day but one meal 
costs about $2. There are no 
government safety nets - like

welfare or unemployment insur­
ance- to help the hungry. 

" It's a constant struggle to be 
alive ," he said , noting that 70 per 
cent of the country's 54 million 
people live below the poverty 
line . 

Cherniguin said he would also 
like to see the removal of Ameri­
can influence on the Philippines. 
He said American companies 

control most industrial activity 
and he worries that U.S. decamp­
ment will be a burden on the 
Philippine economy. 

" We want to fi ll the needs of 
the people first. We ' re asking for 
control of the land, not the 
economy, " he said . 

Cherniguin also talked about 
life in the Philippines under 
mart ial law. He said almost all of 
the Bayan leaders have been 
assassinated by the military and 
that there is one soldier for every 
320 people on Negros Island. By 
comparison, there is one doctor 
for every 68,000 people . 

He said members of Marcos ' 
military force, the Civilian Homes 
Defense Forces, are well-paid . 
Each receives 150 pesos a month 
plus one month' s wages for every 
man killed . 

Cherniguin says the military is 
" brutally stupid" and will kill 
without prejudice, adding that the 
government's total disregard for 
the rights of the people is what 
the Bayan movement opposes. 

"We want to restore the human 
dignity of the people," he said .

Numbers cannot nteasure progrant 's success 
The success of Salt Spring' s 

recently-completed Ten Day s For 
W orld Developmen t progra m 
cannot be measured in numbers, 
says organizer David Reid. 

The program's six sessions, 
featuring speakers like MP Jim 
Manly and Phillipines' sugar 
workers' union official Serge 
Cherniguin, drew audiences of 
between 10 and 30 people. 

Reid said the program's objec­
tive was to provide people with 
"the equipment to analyze" in­
ternational affairs and under­
stand the broader issues in­
volved in world hu nger. 

"You can't fix problems like 
that in one year or five years -
it's a lifetime of work," he said. 
"So you're not looking for the 
quick fix and you' re not counting 
the number of people at a 
meeting." 

Because change comes about in 
smaller ways, Reid continued , the 
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hope is that the program has 
provided a few people with the 
opportunity to deepen their under­
sta nd ing of world affairs , and that 
those people will become involved 
in the issues raised. 

" The people who get involved 
really get involved - they plumb 
the depths of the issues ,' ' he 
said . "Time will tell if new people 
come on board as a resu lt.'' 

Reid said the intent of this year's 
program, which focused o n world 
hunger and dealt with related 
issues like foreign aid and trade, 
was to send "one large shout" to 
Ottawa, telling the federal 
government that Ca nadians wa nt 
changes in the country's foreign 
policies. 

"We want the government to 
face this as an issue. As far as 
impact is concerned , that will take 
time." Reid said , reiterating that 
change is a gradual process.

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Permit figures profile 
island building decline 

Building permit statistics sup­
plied by the Capital Regional 
District (CRD) show Gulf Islands 
construction activity declin ed 
from 1984 to 1985. 

In 1984, Salt Spring Island was 
issued 318 building permits cov­
ering work worth a total of $4.955 
million. Outer Island residents 
took out 358 permits for construc­
tion valued at $4.101 million. 

The year- end totals showed 676 
permits for construction worth 
$9.056 million issued in the Gulf 
Islands. The CRD realized permit 
revenue of $104,197. 

In 1985. a total of 309 permits 
were issued on Salt Spring for 
building work worth $3.778 mil­
lion. On the Outer Islands. con­
struction worth $3.536 million 
was reflected in the issuing of 256 
permits.

Building permits for construc­

tion worth a total of $ 163,440 
were issued on Salt Spring in 
January . 

The permits gave the Capital 
Regional District (CRD) revenues 
of $2,178 - $1,680 for building 
permits and $498 for plumbing 
permits. 

The bulk of building activity 
was in th e commercial sector. Of 
20 permits issued. seven were for 
commercial industry. The rest of 
the breakdown included two per-
