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Workers start Creekside commercial complex 
Commercial complex Creekside is 

under construction on McPhillips 
Avenue in Ganges, adding more retail 
and office space to the growing village. 

The complex, being developed by the 
Gulf Pacific Group of Vancouver, will 
feature approximately 882.5 square 
metres (9,500 square feet) of floor space 
on two levels. 

The main floor will cover close to 
603.9 square metres (6,500 square feet) 
with a further 278.7 square metres (3,000 
square feet) of office space above. The 
parcel of land will contain 37 parking 
spaces, seven at the street with the other 
30 spaces at the rear of the project. 

Bob Hassell and Geoff Swift have 
combined their energies once again for 
this project with Hassell as the designer 

Leased to 61 per cent capacity before start 
and Swift taking care of the project 
management. Swift's partner, Ken 
Fetherston will run the work crew using 
foreman Joe Toutant. 

Gulf Pacific vice-president Bruce Rus­
sell told the Driftwood the complex had 
been leased to 61 per cent of capacity 
before the first piling was driven into the 
ground 

Firms such as the Mobile Market, KIS 
Office Service, Laing Financial Services 
and massage therapist Masayo Hora will 
join Bob Hassell Associates and Swift 
Construction in the building. 

Gulf Pacific was responsible for the 

early work on Maracaibo Estates on Salt 
Spring and manages at least nine shop­
ping complexes in Western Canada. 

Russell explained the concept for 
Creekside: each tenant can buy into equi­
ty in the complex to match the extent of 
floor space rented. For instance, if a com­
pany rented 10 per cent of the floor 
space, that company could buy into 
Creekside for 10 per cent of the equity. 

"We feel it's a healthy commitment to 
let the community buy in," said Russell. 

The development group has been 
planning Creekside for about two years, 
he indicated. Members owned four lots

on the north side of McPhillips but sold 
to the Islands Savings Credit Union to 
concentrate on the parcel south of Mc­
Phillips. 

"We (Gulf Pacific) believe in the 
long-term prospects of this area," Russell 
said. 

Parking meets the requirements of the 
Islands Trust, Russell pointed out. The 37 
spaces should meet the demands of shop­
pers at the complex, he said. 

"The success of the project financial­
ly, rests on how convenient and readily 
patrons of the tenants can park," he 
stated. 

Staff parking will be allocated away 
from the most convenient patron spots, 
he said. The combined parking serving 
the businesses of the area from Seaview 
Avenue along Fulford-Ganges Road and 
to Creekside on McPhillips is "excellent 
overall," he commented. 

The property is bordered along the 
easterly side by Swanson Creek and 
along the southerly side by Ganges 
Creek. Both creeks wandered across the 
property and at time in the past, flooded 
it. 

Gulf Pacific obtained permission from 
various authorities, such as the Islands 
Trust and the ministry of the environ­
ment, to channel the two creeks. 

Landscaping of the property, by 
Durante and Partners, who designed the 
walk way between the two banks in the 
village among other projects, will feature 
a three-metre strip along Ganges Creek 
which will highlight the linear park. 

Pedestrians can, when the project is 
completed, walk from Fulford-Ganges 
Road along the linear park with a bridge 
access to Creekside. A walkway along 
the Swanson Creek side of the complex 
will take them to the stores and out to 
McPhillips. 

They could also use the park to walk 
to the proposed arts centre at Jackson 
Avenue. 

Disable customers have not been for­
gotten. Access to each of the businesses 
on the ground floor will be available by a 
ramp to the walkway. 

Russell expects the complex to be 
finished and businesses operating before 
the beginning of December. 

The Creekside complex is not to be 
confused with Creekhouse, located on 
Fulford-Ganges Road in Ganges.

anchorage, we can well understand our 
neighbours' amazement as she passed by.

CHRIS SCHMAH 
There is little doubt that summer is coming to an end, as the days are get­

ting shorter, and back to school sales have faded into the kids' return to for­
mal education this week. We all look forward to a change but this time of 
year often finds me a little out of sorts. 

Is summer over or do we have another heat wave to go? Do I totally aban­
don the gardens for the season or make an effort to salvage something? It 
seems that the only solution is to avoid the situation altogether and work on 
some other project, or do some catch-up reading. At least the heavy rains of 
last week have helped to ease the summer's drought. 

In a recent issue of a gardening magazine, I read about a snail control sys­
tem which employs copper sheeting. It seems that a narrow strip of copper 
foil will repel marauding snails. Supposedly, an electrical reaction occurs 
when their slimy foot contacts the metal surface. 

I filed this bit of information until just the other day when I realized that 
the same results might be obtained in attempting to control slugs. If the cop­
per foil works, then planters, tubs and pots may be treated with the copper 
shield to offer safe, slug-free havens for our favourite plants which would 
normally be devoured in short order by the mollusc marauders. 

Darth Vader style force field 
Over the course of the next few months I'm going to try the copper out, 

and if the theory holds true for our slugs then we may be cooking with cop­
per. 

To carry this discussion one step further, I'm going to refer to a childhood 
memory of my old neighbour who had a home-made device which helped 
him catch worms for bait to use on his numerous fishing excursions. It con­
sisted of two rods and some electrical parts which he had rigged to juice up a 
wet spot in the garden when he plugged the contraption in. 

Within a minute he would have every living worm on the surface trying 
to get away from the tingling sensation or jolt. The worms were in some sate 
of discomfort, but they all survived long enough to end up as wriggling bait 
on one of his hooks. 

Now I'm not one who enjoys this discussion, but if it will further the 
cause of a slug-free garden, let's continue. It may just be feasible to set up a 
shield or "Darth Vader" style force field which would leak a tingling charge 
(similar to that of the copperstrip) into the ground around the garden and 
repel the slimy-footed slugs. 

Organizers do an admirable and commendable job 
Not being an electrical engineer I can only wait for one of you ingenious 

inventors to iron out the wrinkles. Until such time, however, do not attempt 
this experiment on your own at home, as I most definitely want you to out­
live the slugs. 

To change the topic abruptly, I had the good fortune to once again attend 
the 122th annual Saanich Fall Fair this past weekend. Over the past years the 
growing urban population has made this country fair more and more 
popular, almost to the point of being too much of a good thing. The or­
ganizers do an admirable and commendable job, making every effort to 
entertain, educate, amuse, and enrich the lifestyle of all islanders, while the 
urbanitcs come to enjoy themselves and be consumers of anything that the 
fair has to offer. 

The burgeoning population cannot deny the draw of a rural fair, and the 
ambience or quality of life which a Fall Fair represents. The small problem 
which emerges to become a bigger one is the disproportionate numbers of 
observers over participants. So many people go there to see too few entries 
and displays. 

Salt Spring Fall Fair is next 
I suppose the logistics of overflow parking and people flow can be over­

come, and lineups may already be a part of everyday life for most who at­
tend, but the crush of people undeniably changes the nature of the fair. I can 
remember when people were seen to be enjoying each other's company in a 
setting reminiscent of a reunion and lineups were almost non-existent. Par­
ticipation was much higher, and pride was too. The changing face of our 
communities can be felt as it pushes to alter the nature of one of the last, 
cherished bastions of the great Canadian lifestyle; the Fall Fair. 

Not to pass judgement, but rather to make a comment, the llamas are 
gaining on the goats, as the sheep and cattle hold their own. Horses are up, 
especially the big and the small. Miniature ponies and draft horses appeared 
to have captivated the hearts of many. Swine are doing fine but turkeys are 
in decline. The big agribusiness dairies were absent, but family-run opera­
tions made good showings of fine stock. 

On the other hand, our own Salt Spring Island Fall Fair is just a few days 
away on September 22 and 23 of the month and we'll all have a chance to 
attend and participate in a true local fall fair. I certainly hope that our fair 
never loses its appeal to the kid in us and continues to enrich our lives and 
the rural lifestyle of the Islands. See you at the Fair.

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Pender honours Flanagan on bis 100th birthday 
Peter Flanagan, Pender Island's oldest 

resident, celebrated his 100th birthday 
yesterday, September 4. A well-known 
and well-liked resident, Peter enjoys 
health and vitality, and is often seen out 
strolling in the Hope Bay area.

Peter richly deserves the respect he is 
accorded by the community. Born into a 
poor Newfoundland fishing family, Peter 
was hand-lining cod before his teens. 
That was the start of a lifetime of work as 
a builder of this nation. Logging, farming 
and construction were his life, with ser­
vice in the trenches in France during the 
First World War. That in itself would 

earn a man the respect of his fellows, but 
Peter did more. 

His travels as sailor and as a soldier 
stirred his emotions. He was disturbed by 
the plight of the mass of humanity, and 
by the uneven distribution of wealth, 
where obscene riches and abject poverty 
could exist side by side. Greed, and the 
hate that it spawns, blighted the human 
condition, and propelled Peter to a 
lifetime of work attempting to improve 
the condition of the common man and 
woman. 

A moderate and temperate man in 
most tilings, his passion for knowledge 
was his only excess. This appetite was 
satiated by voracious reading — on his­
tory, philosophy, on anything that would 
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Peter Flanagan and wife Lois 

help his understanding of the world, and 
what drives iL A self-educated man, he 
mingled as an equal with other educated 
people, but worked with the workers. 

Predictably, this background, and his 
commitment to the welfare of fellow 
humanity, led Peter to the fledgling union 
movement. He became a Wobbly. For 
those tender years, "Wobbly" was the 
nickname accorded members of the Inter­
national Workers of the World. They 
were dedicated to improving the lot of 
manual workers, who often laboured in 
conditions of near slavery. Pitiful wages, 
hazardous working conditions, exhaust­
ing hours and rampant injustice from 

employers were the conditions they were 
dedicated to change. 

And change them they did! Much of 
the prosperity and dignity enjoyed by 
today's workers derives from the dedica­
tion and sacrifices of the Wobblies. Peter 
Flanagan's legacy thus exceeds that of 
many of the "greats" — the politicians 
and recognized leaders recorded in his­
tory. 

Pender Island is indeed honoured to be 
the home of a man of such stature. Happy 
Birthday Peter, and may both you and 
your wife Lois enjoy many more in 
health, and in the peace and dignity for 
which you fought so long.
