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Therapists enter young clients’ play world

If children’s play can be viewed as their
“work,” it follows that adults enter their ex-
pressive play world to work with them.

Dallas Atkins and Stuart Eiseman spe-
cialize in process-based child, youth and
family counselling using creative techni-
ques that encourage seif-awareness, in-
creased sclf-esteem, emotional growth and
a model for effective expression and com-
munication.

They have recently opened a practice
from their home at 1510 Beaver Point
Road.

One aspect of their child counselling
work involves meeting youngsters in their
current active world.

“Children project their present ex-
perience into play,” explains Atkins.

“Their play has a rhythm of its own and
it is their work,” adds Eiseman. “It is the
stage on which they work out the drama of
their lives.”

It is easy to visualize Atkins and
Eiseman familiarizing themselves with a
child’s inner workings in their toy-filled of-
fice.

Young clients are encouraged to choose
playmates from baskets of animal and fig-
ure puppets. The counsellor also chooses a
puppet and may interact with the child

The “sand tray” is another area ripe for
c?‘,p lion. A rectangular wooden tray full
of sand with table-like legs, the sand tray
can be filled with miniature figures includ-
ing animals, vehicles, structures, people
and archetypes.

Children create scenes as they would at
home, with friends or siblings, though with
some direction from the therapists.

“We allow children and their natural
tendency to play to work with us,” says
Eiseman, “and allow them to discover and
explore their own world without disrup-
tion.” The relaxed atmosphere and indirect
communication between voices spoken
through toys also enhances the therapeutic
process.

As Atkins notes, “Because you are not
focused directly on the child, (he or she)
can speak more easily.”

The children find words in a safe place
while they have fun — “they are not wor-
ried about how mom is going to react, for

example.”

Conversely, a figure or puppet could be-
come “mom” and the child can have a
spontaneous practice conversation with that
person.

Atkins stresses that they try to “establish
a good relationship with the child where
the child is respected and where (his or her)
thoughts and feelings are respected and
valued.”

Eiseman notes this respect includes not
“presuming” to know the interior world of

children or accepting viewpoints of parents
or dominant people over those of a client.

“Any work done with children is going
to pay off in later years,” observes Atkins.
“So much of an individual’s pain can be
shortened if it is dealt with earlier in life.”

While much of their work is focused on
children, and includes teenagers, Atkins
and Eiseman say their methods are effec-
tive for adults as well.

They use the Oaklander Model of Ges-

organism with a healthy basis that has the
capacity to have its needs met.” As humans
develop they are “constantly striving to get
needs met.” Problems arise when there are
“interruptions™ in that process — usually in
the form of trauma.

Behaviourial problems are the visible
signs that some form of interruption has
taken place and which prompts people to
seek their assistance.

Atkins says their goal as therapists is to
help people go forward as they would
naturally if those interruptions had not oc-
curred. The ideal comes from within that
person rather than outside models.

Both received their Master of Arts
degrees in counselling psychology from the
University of California, Santa Barbara.
They are clinical members of the British
Columbia Association for Marriage and
Family Therapy.

The two worked as family counsellors at
Klein Bottle Youth Programs in Santa Bar-

bara, Atkins has been a medical clinic and
chemical dependency freatment centre
counsellor and an attorney specializing in
adoptions.

Eiseman was a teacher from pre-school
to college grades before entering masters
studies.

The couple made connections with Salt
Spring in January and from there “wanted
very much to find a way to be here,” says
Eiseman.

Atkins says “we have a high need for a
strong sense of community” which they
feel can be met on the island.

They have also made part of their
Beaver Point Road home into Wild Man
Gallery, containing their artwork and cards
made from reproductions of some paint-

ings.

Working as artists is a natural extension
of their therapy practice, drawing as it does
on everyone’s inherent creativity.

Hydro transmission revived

The Kelly-Cheekeye transmission line
proposal, plans for which were abandoned
in the early 1980s because of less than an-
ticipated load growth, has been revived.

Energy Minister Jack Weisgerber said
last week that B.C. Hydro has applied for
an Energy Project Certificate for the 500-
kilovolt transmission line project between
Clinton and Squamish.

The single circuit line is being proposed
to meet projected increases in electrical
needs in the Lower Mainland and on Van-
couver Island.

Pre-election swing

With a general election probably less
than two months away, NDP leader Mike
Harcourt continued his travels across the
province. His latest pre-election tour took
him on a swing through Vermon,
Armstrong, Enderby, Salmon Arm and
Revelstoke.

Unlike Premier Johnston, however, who
ran into a lot of criticism over her cabinet
tour via B.C. Rail, Harcourt opted for air
and car transportation.

Parochial Perry

Forest Minister Claude Richmond
levelled a well-aimed broadside at NDP
health critic Tom Perry last week. Lam-
basting Pcrry for his criticism of the
government’s decision to allow the export
of yew tree bark for a limited time, Rich-
mond said he had expected the NDP mem-
ber, a medical doctor, to be less parochial.

The government recently gave the green
light to the export of the bark for a six-
month period to the U.S. firm which will
extract from it an anti-cancer drug call
taxol. Part of the taxol will be shipped back
to British Columbia for research purposes.

“Fighting cancer is not a political issue.

The fight to find a cure for cancer is not
restricted by international boundaries,”
Richmond said in a letter to Perry.

The minister also pointed out that at this
time, no B.C. company can process the
bark. And unless the bark is harvested now,
it will rot on the ground, Richmond added.

Aids update

Health Minister Bruce Strachan last
week announced the latest results of the
B.C. Centre for Disease Control’s AIDS
antibody tests, covering 163,053 tests over
a five-year and nine-month period.

A total of 4,713 tests performed were
positive for the AIDS virus. Of those,
3,220 were homosexual-bisexuals, 166 in-
travenous drug users, 60 haemophiliacs,
197 heterosexual contacts, 16 prostitutes,
70 multiple blood transfusion recipients
and 980 for which the risk category was
not specified.

The minister stressed that the number of
positive test results should not be confused
with the actual cases of AIDS. To date,
there have been 971 cases of AIDS in
British Columbia since the first case was
reported in January 1983, and of this group,
638 have died.

Current estimates of persons infected
with the AIDS virus ranges from 5,000 to
8,000.

Veterans’ facility

In a joint announcement, the federal and
provincial governments last week an-
nounced plans for the construction of a
new multi-level care facility for veterans to
be built in Saanich, near Victoria.

The new facility will be based on an in-
novative concept of providing a total of
225 beds within six relatively self-con-
tained lodges. The estimated cost of $22
million will be shared equally by the two
governments.
