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CRD vote ends 
feasibility fund 

Capital Regional District direc­
tors killed the feasibility study 
reserve fund by one vote, creating 
funding problems for electoral areas. 

The Femwood water district — 
seeking a $14,000 grant from the 
fund — will be one of the first local 
groups to feel the effects of the one-
vote decision. 

Salt Spring director to the CRD 
Julia Atkins said the reserve fund was 
used as a funding source to cover 
costs of studies initiated to determine 
solutions for various problems. 

"The board's mood was not very 
benevolent," Atkins said. "I was very 
disappointed in the vote. The point is, 
we (electoral areas) don't have access 
to funds."

from the administration committee, 
the board approved a two-part mo­
tion which in effect abolished the 
reserve fund. 

The motion read: "All requests for 
Feasibility Study Reserve Fund 
grants of a local service nature are to 
be referred to the appropriate Elec­
toral Area Director for funding con­
sideration from his/her Electoral 
Area grants-in-aid budget, and; 

"All requests for Feasibility S tudy 
Reserve Fund grants of an extended 
service nature will be considered on 
their individual merits; taking into 
consideration the history of the need 
or problem to be addressed by the 
grant, and an estimate of the number 
of properties or population that will 
benefit from the requested grant" 

When the vote was taken at the 
January 23 CRD meeting nine direc­
tors supported the idea and nine op­
posed it. Board chairman Frank 
Leonard of Saanich broke the tie in 
favour of the motion. 

Leonard told the Driftwood the 
feasibility fund had been referred to 
the administration committee for 
review last fall. That committee ad-

Trust Fund operations scrutinized 
Growing pains of operating the 

new Islands Trust Fund became evi­
dent last week as the Trust Council 
discussed the legal transfer of 60 M L 
Erskine acres.

Trust Council addressed the 
property's future at its two-day meet­
ing held in Victoria on January 25 
and 26. 

Salt Spring t rus tee John 
Stepaniuk told the council it is pos­
sible the property — still owned by 
Martin Williams — will not be held 

in the name of the Trust Fund as 
initially planned during a com­
munity-wide fundraising period last 
fall. 

Purchase of the property was 
negotiated and organized by a group 
called the Salt Spring Island Founda­
tion. 

Current Trust Fund Board chair­
man and Thetis trustee John Dunfield 
explained the situation to Trust coun­
cil members. 

He said the board and SSIF have 
explored various options for holding 
the Williams property in trust for the 
community. 

While it was assumed the Trust 
Fund Board would have title to the 

property under terms of the 1990 Is­
lands Trust Act, Dunfield said "there 
arose a question in their (members of 
SSIF) minds — what if the Islands 
Trust was dissolved or liquidated, 
then what happens to the land?" 

Trus t Po l icy and Research 
Manager Cynthia Hawksworth told 
council members the SSIF had ap­
proached the Trust Fund Board with 
a proposal to put the land in the name 
of the Nature Trust of British Colum­
bia. 

In addition to questions about the 
Trust's lifespan, Hawksworth said 
foundation members "were con­
cerned about future members of the 
Trust Fund Board and what those 

individuals might do with the proper­
ty." 

She said the Trust Fund Board's 
response to the SSIF proposal was 
"initially very negative" and "while 
it did not favour this approach, if 
there was no cost to the board, it was 
willing to proceed with looking at 
this approach." 

However, she continued, "all of 
the answers are not in yet" and no 
final decision has yet been made on 
how the property will be legally held. 

The N ature Trust of B .C. is a non-
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Harcourt discusses island issues 
at Salt Spring townhall meeting 

Managing pressure from population growth is the 
"key issue" on the Gulf Islands, said provincial New 
Democratic Party leader Mike Harcourt at a meeting 
held in Ganges last week. 

Harcourt and Saanich-and-the-Islands New 
Democrat nominee Elsie McMurphy discussed local 
and global issues with about 60 Salt Spring residents 
at the Activity Centre last Thursday night 

Teacher and former B.C. Teachers' Federation 
president Elsie McMurphy spoke first and stressed 
the need for "an open, honest government that 
demands integrity." 

She said with the Social Credit party in power 
"we have a balanced budget that isn't and a B.S. fund 
that is." 

Focusing on local matters, McMurphy said the 
NDP is committed to strengthening the Islands Trust 
and providing seed money for the Trust Fund to 
protect sensitive areas.

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Matter of trail dedications 
debated by PRC members 

Salt Spring Island Parks and 
Recreation Commission members 
wresUed with the issue of dedicated 
trails at their regular board meeting 
on Monday night. 

A short trail to an outlook point on 
a Rainbow and Canal road acreage 
fell into PRC hands through sub­
division negotiations between the 
Trust and property owner Richard 
Murakami last year. One term of the 
subdivision application was that a 
portion of land be set aside by 
Murakami for a public hiking trail. 

PRC chairman Kellie Booth told 
board members the commission had 

to decide if it "makes sense to accept 
this land or not." 

She said accepting cash compen­
sation in lieu of the trail was an option 
but felt the amount received would 
likely not be substantial. The two 
other choices, she said, were to apply 
for a right-of-way and open the trail 
to the public or keep it non-active at 
present 

After concerns about liability, 
maintenance costs and the short dis­
tance of the trail were raised, the 
board approved a motion to accept 
the dedicated trail but not to mark or 
open it for public use at this time. 

Capital Regional District director 
Julia Atkins said compilation of a 
master plan for all island trails was in 
the works and if the Murakami trail 
fit into the plan, it could be made 
public at a later date. 

Atkins also suggested a letter be 
written to the Salt Spring Island Trust 
Committee advising it the PRC 
would not accept future trail dedica­
tions or any other land without ad­
vance notice. 

In the case of the Murakami 
property, negotiations were com­
pleted without the input of the com­
mission.

Secondary School's Grade 11 and 12 students as 
planned. 

Harcourt was particularly impressed with what he 
encountered at the school. 

"They were the hottest bunch of students I have 
spoken to at about 20 high schools," he said. "They 
know we have to clean up the mess we have created 
in the last 100 years" and "they realize our problems 
aren't that big" when compared with situations in 
other parts of the world, he said. 

Harcourt also addressed the issue of growth on the 
Gulf Islands. "The real challenge is, how do we have 
this growth happen without destroying or ruining the 
reason why we came here in the first place?" 

He said "managed growth" is the policy the NDP 
would apply to both the islands and the province. 

14 \ tajfrj « d Harcourt look several questions 
trucn wc audience, which covered topics from Native 
land claims to forestry and NDP election strategy. 

In answer to a question from Bob Burbridge, Har­
court said his party was committed to settling Native 
land claims. He felt current uncertainty was both an 
investment deterrent and socially divisive. He 
stressed, however, that "private property is not on the 
table. Private property is not negotiable." 

Lynda Laushway wondered how the NDP planned 
to mediate its traditional ties to organized labour and 
the public's demand for improved forestry practices 
and preservation of sensitive areas. 

Harcourt said the NDP had developed an "en­
vironment/jobs accord" which would maintain forest 
industry jobs while ameliorating the state of our 
forests. This is possible, he said, if "you cut only in a 
sustainable way, where you can't cut more than you 
plant," and adopt waste-free practices used in a 
country like Sweden. 

Regulating logging on large tracts of privately-
owned land would also be considered by an NDP 
government, he said. 

"I am optimistic about the future of forestry in this 
province, if we don't blow it like we have been doing 
for the past 10 IO 20 years." 

Sue Hiscocks told Harcourt she thought the NDP 
had in the past "been slaughtered by the media" and 
the Socreds' "big blue machine." 

He responded by saying "I am fundamentally 
aware of the fears Social Credit has tried to raise in 
the past — that we (the NDP) are nice guys who 
can't run the store." 

He noted that the City of Vancouver had a 
balanced budget throughout his term of mayor in the 
restraint-filled 1980s and that all 1991 election plat­
form commitments had been "costed out" He said 
"everything fits in with existing finances and a 
balanced budget" 

Virginia Newman asked Harcourt if he thought 
the NDP's plans for "fairer taxation" might scare 

- away investment in B.C. 

He said he had met with a number of corporation 
heads and clearly explained his position. "I tell them 
three things," he said. 'Treat your employees fairly, 
pay your fair share of taxes and don't mess up the en­
vironment" 

The final question of the evening allowed Har­
court to practice what he will no doubt be asked 
repeatedly during an election campaign. 

Gil Mouat said he was already concerned about 
the amount of taxes he paid under a Socred ad­
ministration. He asked Harcourt "If I am looking at 
the next premier of B.C., will you hold taxes at their 
present level?" 

"I won't stand here and say no," he replied. "We 
say that for some they will go up and for some they 
will go down. But the best way to keep taxes down is 
to be thrifty and I have done that

profit organization with a mandate of 
preserving parklands. It holds several 
parcels of land in trust and gives 
long-term leases to other non-profit 
or government agencies. 

As proposed by the SSIF, title to 
the 60 ML Erskine acres would be 
transferred to the Nature Trust, which 
would lease it back to the Trust Fund 
Board for 99 years. 

"It is a serious issue because it is 
holding up the survey of the property 
and transfer of ownership," she said. 

Stepaniuk expressed concern 
about the land not being held in the 
Trust Fund Board's name, as 
proposed when the foundation 
solicited funds for its purchase last 
fall. 

"The initial intent was to ask com­
munity members to give us (the Trust 
Fund) money," he said. "Since then 
it appears to me we are moving away 
from the community." 

"Now you are telling me that 
those parcels of land will have no 
security (if held in the Trust Fund 
Board's name)," he said, "and we are 
saying this is not the vehicle for 
securing property." 

Other trustees had suggestions for 
bolstering the Trust Fund's position. 

Satuma trustee John Money sug­
gested provisions for control of Trust 
Fund land upon wind-up or dissolu­
tion of the Trust be enacted in law. 

Janice McMillan from Lasqueti 
Island said the Ministry of Crown 
Lands could be pressed to create a 
new land designation for any land 
owned by the Trust Fund, ruled by 
specific guidelines which would ad­
dress the issue of longterm security.

vised the board to adopt the proposal 
to split the applications to cover local 
or extended areas. 

Bill Jordan, executive director of 
the CRD, said the fund review was 
sparked by a request from Atkins for 
$20,000 to study community invol­
vement in the new high school. 

Leonard suggested electoral area 
directors could find funds for studies 
either from a local source or through 
a tax levy to increase their grants-in-
aid budgets. 

"Any jurisdiction within the 
region could have asked for 
feasibility fund grants," Leonard 
said, "but in practice, only the elec­
toral areas did. I guess municipalities 
have been operating under different 
sets of circumstances than the elec­
toral areas." 

Tax requisitions for the feasibility 
fund were last made in 1989 when the 
municipalities kicked in $82,470 and 
the four electoral areas contributed 
$11,939. Of the $94,410 in the fund, 
only $20,000 remains. There will be 
no tax requisition for the fund in the 
1991 budget 

Jordan explained that grants-in-
aid budgets carried a cap of five cents 
per $ 1,000 of assessment for tax pur­

poses. The requisition for Salt Spring 
as set in the 1991 provisional budget 
is $28,630 with a further $19,800 
from other sources for a total of 
$48,430. 

In the 1989 requisition for the 
feasibility study reserve fund, Salt 
Spring taxpayers paid $2,640. 

Atkins said the funds were allo­
cated to projects to cover costs of 
studies. If the project proceeded, the 
CRD recovered the grant. If the 
project did not go ahead, the money 
was lost. 

The last referendum on a swim­
ming pool for Salt Spring received 
$13,000 from the fund, said Jordan, 
which was not recovered. The vote 
on the garbage transfer station, also 
defeated at the polls, had obtained a 
grant of $3,200. 

Jordan said that since the fund was 
introduced in 1971, it has lost $0.5 
million in unrecovered funds. 

Currently, Fernwood area resi­
dents are trying to plan an extension 
of their water lines as many residen­
ces suffer from salty water in their 
wells. 

The group was seeking $ 14,000 to 
conduct a water line extension study, 
but will now have to find another 

funding source. 
"I've spent a lot of time hammer­

ing away to get people to sign a peti­
tion for the water line extension," 
Fernwood resident Jerry Holman 
said. "It's taken damn near two years 
of cooperating with the CRD to get 
this far." 

He expressed anger at the actions 
of the board on the reserve fund. 

"It doesn't augur well for things 
we'll try to do in future," he said. 

Atkins also expressed dismay at 
the vote. She termed it 
"meanspirited, in my view." 

"The board is proving it does not 
think regionally," she commented, 
"but is concerned about protecting 
local aspects." 

Atkins speculated the CRD may 
be trying to force incorporation on 
the electoral areas, in particular Salt 
Spring. The island is not yet ready for 
incorporation, she noted, but it may 
be the only alternative to pay for ser­
vices the island needs. 

Incorporation would come 
naturally, she explained, when the 
population of the island grows to a 
certain size. But until the population 
is there, incorporation "doesn't make 
sense," she said.

Stepaniuk also thought the 
provincial government should be 
brought into discussions. 

"We must make the (municipal 
affairs) ministry reinforce the Trust 
Fund so it can be the vehicle for 
acquisition and maintenance of 
land." 

Dunfield said the Trust Fund 
Board plans to pursue discussions 
with relevant ministries. "We will try 
to use whatever channels we can to 
resolve this issue," he said.

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School board urged to accept joint-use concept 
Thirty years ago this week, the 

people of Salt Spring Island called 
together a meeting to discuss the 
island's recreational needs. 

Recreation has been the focus of 
countless meetings and several referen-
dums in the years since and definite 
steps have been taken to improve exist­
ing programs and facilities on the is­
land. 

The Parks and Recreation Commis­
sion runs a substantial recreational pro­
gram during the summer months. 
Outdoor sports such as tennis, soccer, 
baseball and golf are all available to is­
land sports enthusiasts. 

In the past, the provision of swim­
ming lessons to more than 300 island 
youngsters during the summer months 
has been hindered by lack of public 
swimming facilities. Lesson scheduling 
has depended on private pool owners 
opening up their backyards to swim­
mers. 

Part of this problem should be 
solved by the Swimming Pool 
Society's implementation of an outdoor 
swimming pool in Portlock Park last 
fall. This pool is not, however, offered 
as a year-round facility. 

The results of a PRC survey on 
recreational needs on Salt Spring clear­
ly indicate a desire by the majority of 
respondents to see some sort of recrea­
tional facility built on this island. Only 
8.5 per cent of the 492 respondents in­
dicated no new indoor facilities are re­
quired. 

With the construction of a new high 
school slated for the near future, we 
have a unique opportunity to incor­
porate a joint-use, year-round recrea­
tional facility at a substantially lower 
cost than the price of building a com­
plex on its own. Such a facility would 
benefit all segments of the community, 

not the least of whom would be the stu­
dents. 

Swimming pool referendums have 
not, in the past, fared well in the hands 

of the Salt Spring electorate. Fears of 
increased taxes have caused the 
majority of voters to cast a "no" ballot. 
However, further scrutiny of the PRC's 
recreational survey indicates a full 66.5 
per cent of respondents would pay $75 
a year more in taxes to support a 
recreational facility. (Seventy-seven 
per cent said they would pay $25 more 
annually and 75.3 per cent indicated 
willingness to pay an additional $50 
per year.) 

Cost analyses of the proposed joint-
use facility have yet to be undertaken 

and further debate on the subject is 
necessary before islanders dive into the 
proposition. (Capital Regional District 
Director Julia Atkins is looking to the 
late fall to stage a referendum on the 
matter.) 

Urgent to the situation now is a 
recognition by the school board of 
community support for the project — 
which includes endorsement from the 
Community Centre, seniors groups, 
parent groups and youth groups — and 
an acceptance of this particular joint-
use concept. 

(The board has already agreed to the 
joint-use concept in general terms, but 
the PRC wants agreement of the joint 
use concept "on this site at this time.") 

The PRC will be making a presenta­
tion to the school board this Thursday 
(January 31). The school board will be 
asked to let the PRC know whether or 
not it accepts the concept as soon as 
possible. 

We urge to school board to accept 
the concept and allow for full public 
debate on a matter of importance for 
students and all members of the com­
munity.

Peace-keeping 
role? 

To the Editor, 
Now that Canada has entered into 

the war against Iraq, many people 
have expressed shock and disap­
pointment in our present government 
for not continuing in Canada's tradi­
tional peace-keeping role. There is no 
doubt that Canadian forces and 
Canadian diplomacy have helped to 
reduce violent conflict in various 
regions during the past few years. 

However, I have learned that 
Canada has not been as much of a 
peace-keeper as many of us would 
like to think. Too few people realize 
how committed Canada is to military 
enterprise and that Canada ranks 
among the top 10 military equipment 
manufacturers. Regrettably, our 
country has turned a blind eye to its 
own military business while it has 
deplored war publicly. 

Noam Chomsky notes in Neces­
sary Illusions (CBC Massey lectures; 
1988) that during the Vietnam War, 
Canadian diplomatic speeches 
deplored the immorality of U.S. par­
ticipation in that war, while Canadian 

businesses were making Canada the 
largest per capita exporter of war 
materials in the world. 

This kind of inconsistency be­
tween speech and actions calls into 
question the integrity of Canadian 
foreign policy. 

Brian Mulroney had the chance to 
affirm the popular image of Canada 
as a peace-keeping nation by press­
ing for a non-violent solution to the 
Gulf Crisis. To stand up against ag­
gression (and counter-aggression) 
Mulroney would have made our 
foreign policy consistent with 
Canadians' reputation as peace­
keepers, in which many of us 
believed and of which we were 
proud. 

Instead, Mulroney seems to be 
content to abandon the rhetoric of 
peace-keeping in order to adopt the 
rhetoric and actions of war. 

Perhaps, our present government 
is more consistent than its predeces­
sors, though not consistent with the 
popular image many people around 
the world have of Canada. The use of 
war rhetoric along with willing par­
ticipation in a military conflict far 
from our own borders demonstrates 
that Canada is prepared to go only a 
very short distance before abandon­
ing peace-keeping and peace-seeking 
initiatives. 

I am encouraged that many people 
are working to maintain the image of 
Canada as a peace-keeping nation. 
However, it is important to realize 
that getting our government to draw 
away from armed conflict is not 
simply a matter of getting our country 
"back on track." The track to peace 
has been much talked about but very 
little travelled. 

Those of us who seek peaceful 
solutions to conflict must be prepared 
to walk the path of peace, with or 
without the blessing of those people 
in power. Now that our government 
has scrapped even its rhetorical com­
mitment to peace-keeping, it is up to 
us, at the grass roots level, to work to 
make Canadian foreign policy what 
we had thought it was for the last 40 
years.

VICTORIA — With a little help from the GST, the war in 

the Gulf, and "onside" party members, Premier Vander Zalm is, 
once again, back in the saddle. 

The GST factor has worn off, but concern over the war is still 
deflecting public scrutiny from the premier. Compared with 
what's going on in the Middle East, talking about Vander 
Zalm's problems seems almost irrelevant 

But irrelevant or not, some Socred movers and shakers have 
come up with some interesting ideas to help their drowning 
leader come up for air. 

In the Lower Mainland, his supporters were fairly successful 
in warding off the attacks by Vander Zalm critics who were 
trying to force a leadership review. In the north, it was a dif­
ferent kettle of fish. 

When the Bulkley Valley-Stikine Socreds called an extraor­
dinary meeting, I wasn't quite sure what to make of it. I knew 
that the executive was as staunchly pro-Vander Zalm, as it was 
anti-Jack Kempf, which raised the question: why a meeting in 
the first place? 

When the meeting was over and the vote counted, I had my 
answer: the whole thing had been staged to create a pro-Vander 
Zalm testimonial. 

Popularity boost for Vander Zalm 
There were no dissenters on the Bulkley Valley-Stikine ex­

ecutive, pressing for a leadership review. But if the executive 
could arrange a meeting and get the Vander Zalm supporters to 
attend, they might achieve two things: give visible support to 
their embattled leader and remind the incumbent MLA, Jack 
Kempf, to tow the line. 

There's no question that the executive achieved its primary 
goal, that of giving Vander Zalm a bit of a popularity boost. The 
count was 137 to 13 against holding a leadership review, al­
though it's worth mentioning that this represents only about 12 
per cent of the total membership. 

Still, Vander Zalm was now able to say that the challenge to 
his leadership was a Lower Mainland phenomenon and that the 
rest of the province was solidly behind him. 

As for keeping Kempf in check, I would urge the executive 
of the riding to exercise some caution. There may have been a 
common strand of anti-Kempf sentiments among the 130 pro-
Vander Zalm votes, but the membership as a whole might come 
to a different conclusion. 

Lulled into feeling of security 
The executive of the Bulkley Valley-Stikine Socred con­

stituency pulled off a nice coup to help their leader, but they 
shouldn't push their luck. Kempf is not the sort of guy to be told 
to shut up, believe me. Where two premiers have failed, a bunch 
of party hacks aren't going to succeed. 

Meanwhile, the premier, comforted by the decisive Bulkley 
Valley-Stikine vote, is lulling himself into a feeling of security, 
albeit a false one. 

Rushing from one open-line show to the next Vander Zalm 
is, once more, beginning to believe that he can win an election. 
True to the nature of open-line shows, about half the callers say 
nice things to the premier, while the other half is critical. 

Some of the calls are obvious plants like the one from Bill 
Kay, the premier's former chauffeur. Although he didn't say his 
name, press gallery reporters recognized his voice. The critics 
should keep their mouths shut, so the premier can get on with 
his wonderful plans for British Columbia, Kay said. 

Is all this feverish activity actually repairing the premier's 
damaged image? It's possible, but very unlikely. He may have 
beaten back the concerted attack on his leadership — and even 
that was not a very convincing show — but he hasn't done any­
thing to convince the public at large. 

NDP strengthening position 
While Vander Zalm has been busy putting out brush fires in 

his own party, the NDP has kept a firm hold on its core support 
and continued to strengthen its position among undecided 
voters. 

Many Socred caucus members are as fearful as ever thai 
chances of winning an election with Vander Zalm are very slim, 
but they see no way of changing leaders this late in the 
government's mandate. 

Finance Minister Mel Couvelier and Health Minister John 
Jansen had one last opportunity to force the issue when the 
premier embarrassed them over the doctors' pension plan, but 
they decided against a showdown. 

All of which means that Bill Vander Zalm will take the So­
cial Credit Party into the next election. I'm looking forward to 
the campaign. I can't wait to see how Vander Zalm will perform 
on the campaign trail. 

In 1986, Vander Zalm said there was no need for him to cam­
paign on substance when style was working so well. This time, 
he won't be able to dazzle the voters with his smile alone. He'll

An attempt is being made to can­

cel the final revision of the copyright 
laws that may have the greatest of 
significance to artists commissioned 
to do portraits or illustrations, songs 
or music, and movies, videos and 
photographs in particular. 

Phase JJ of the revision of the 
Copyright Act, Bill C-60, may be 
dropped due to lobbyists repre­
senting publishers and some others. 

Phase I of C-60 was passed in 
June 1988. It says that a creator 
retains control of his work of art in­
cluding any modification done to it, 
any use of it to endorse a product and 
any exhibition of it. This does not 
cover all artists' moral and economic 
rights to a work, though. 

Phase II is supposed to define the 
creator of a work of art and set the 
duration of copyright protection of 
all works of art. This will require a 
clear definition of the artist as a 
"freelancer" versus an employee 
with criteria set by the Ministry of 
Revenue for income tax purposes. 

When the USA revised its 
copyright act in 1976, its "work for 
hire" provision caused hardship and 
a loss of revenue for most artists. This 
sort of problem is supposed to be 
addressed in this part of Bill C-60.

According to the 1991 provisional 
budget, $681,517 must be raised on 
Salt Spring and $522,355 raised on 
the Outer Gulf Islands. 

The Salt Spring figure represents 
a tax bill of $124.38 on the average 
residential property. CRD figures 
show an average Salt Spring property 
to be worth $113,703. 

For the average Outer Gulf Island 
property, which the CRD calculates 
at $83410, the tax bill could hit 
$86.98. 

In 1990, the tax bill for Salt Spring 
stood at $621,462 which cost the 
average property, valued at $80,800, 
a tax bill of $111.96. 

On the Outer Gulf Islands last 
year, the total tax bill came to 
$424,252 which meant an average 
property of $59,786 cost $74.94 in 
municipal taxes. 

Specified areas within the two is­
land electoral areas of the CRD will 
pay additional levies according to the 
services being paid for in those areas. 

For instance, property owners in 
the Ganges sewer area will be paying 
$21,430 for the operation of the 
sewer. In 1990, the sewer bill in Gan­
ges came to $18,680. 

The 1991 CRD provisional 
budget has been calculated at 
$81 ,880 ,770 compared with 
$69,657,607 spent in 1990. 

The region-wide budget breaks 
down into a total tax bill of 
$35,425,170 plus other revenues of 
$35,291,350, a shift of funds from 
other functions totalling $9,109,420 
and a surplus for the year of 
$2,054,830. 

While the CRD expects to pay 
$9,871,690 toward garbage disposal, 
there will be no tax requisition again 
this year just as there were no taxes 
collected last year to pay for garbage. 
User fees at the Hartland Landfill pay 
the bill.

Time becomes a factor in ensuring 
the proposed Gulf Islands high 
school opens according to schedule 
in September, 1993. 

At a steering committee meeting 
held Tuesday, January 22, project 
manager Neil Jackson warned that if 
plans for the new school were not 
submitted to the ministry by April of 
this year, the September 1993 com­
pletion date might not be met 

He pointed out the current reces­
sion may have a negative effect on 
the school districts' request for $14 
million to build the school. 

While plans for educational uses 
of the proposed high school are fall­
ing into place, plans for community 
uses must be submitted soon, he told 
the meeting. 

Peter Lamb spoke on behalf of the 
Parks and Recreation Commission. 
He told the meeting the results of a 
recent public opinion survey indi­
cated a need for a youth centre, an 
indoor swimming pool and a senior 
citizen centre. 

Project architect Donovan Mar­
shall said, "If you can tell us what to 
accommodate for in the plans, we can 
get going." 

Ken Starling, secretary-treasurer 
of the Gulf Islands School District, 
noted morale of students and staff 
would suffer because of overcrowd­
ing at the current site. The increase in 
the number of students would require 
use of portable classrooms, he said, 
because the high school is over­
crowded now. 

By September, 1993, the school 
district will have to be using nine 
more portable classrooms at the high 
school to accommodate the an­
ticipated increase in enrolment, he 
said. Any delay past that time would 
mean using even more portables. 

It then becomes a matter of where 
to put the portables due to lack of 
space around the high school, he said. 

Regardless of what is planned for 
community use by the commission, 
any proposal for such items would 
have to be presented to island resi­
dents through a referendum to gain 
approval for public spending. 

Starling noted that even if the 
commission came up with com­
munity use plans, the ministry of 
education could not be in a position 
to approve those plans "unless the 
dollars are in the bank." 

"The community will have to be 
fully aware of what the ministry will 
and will not fund," CRD director 
Julia Atkins said. 

Starling explained to the 
Driftwood that money for the com­
munity portion of the proposal would 
have to come from the community 
through taxes or by provincial grants 
through the CRD. 

Atkins told the Driftwood the 
commission intends to present the 
school with "square-footage" infor­
mation this week. 

The commission hopes the school 
board will agree that a joint-use 
project is acceptable "on this site and 
at this time," Atkins said.

Architect for new island high school 
pin-points site advantages, options 

Architect for the new Gulf Is­
lands high school Donovan Mar­
shall recently outlined several 
options for use of the Rainbow 
Road site. 

He noted the land at Rainbow 
Road is reasonably flat with a pond 
located near the centre of the lots. 
At the rear, near the Kanaka Road 
extension, the land slopes upwards 
to a rocky outcrop and contains fir 
trees. A creek feeds through the lot 
from Swanson's Pond. 

Siting of the school would af­
fect the various features of the 
property, he told the committee 
working on plans for the new 
school. 

Placing the buildings at the rear 
of the property would entail plan­
ning around the high portion of the 
land, he said. It would also mean 
cutting the trees and accessing it 
from Kanaka Road. 

School trustee Charles Bazzard 
said the department of highways 
had expressed preference for a 
Rainbow Road access to the site. 
Access onto the site from Kanaka 
Road would require spending 
money to construct a road and 
would change the traffic pattern in 
a residential neighbourhood. 

Marshall explained if the school 
were situated at the rear of the

property, the area adjacent to Rain­
bow Road could be used to construct 
two playing fields. 

If, however, the school was 
situated near the northerly portion of 
the lots, the high ground could be 
preserved. Access would be from 
Rainbow Road and would mean only 
one playing field would be available. 

"You have to make some early 
decisions on the location of the 
school on the site," he stressed, "be­
cause that leads to decisions on other 
aspects of the plan." 

Gordon Sloan questioned whether 

Salt Spring Elementary School, 
which is to be replaced, could be used 
as a community facility. 

Although a request for money to 
replace the elementary school has 
been included in the five-year capital 
budget for the school district. Ken 
Starling, district secretary-treasurer, 
told the meeting, "Given the 
economic times, I doubt we'll get a 
second school to replace Salt Spring 
Elementary in this decade." 

Marshall said plans for the school 
could contain aspects for community 
use if he, as architect, knew what was 

wanted. AU that would be needed, 
he said, was an estimate of the 
square metres to be required for 
any community project. That 
space would be included in the 
plans but construction of the com­
munity use areas would not have 
to proceed until funding was in 
place, he concluded. 

The school district is attempt­
ing to have plans ready by April to 
ensure funding to allow construc­
tion of the new school with a Sep­
tember, 1993 opening as target

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The Parks and Recreation Commission has now released the 
results of its 1990 public survey. 

Public response was excellent: over 70 per cent of the survey 
forms were completed.

The immediate priority identified by the commission is to 
take advantage of the unique opportunity offered by the 
proposed new high school in Ganges to integrate community 
and school facilities. 

Benefits to school and community

community in cost savings, central location and timing. 

The commission has therefore established a special task force 
to define the specific facilities that could be associated with the 
new school and to work closely with the school board and its ar­
chitects to develop plans for the site. 

Initially, the task force will focus on the three top priorities 
identified in the public survey: a youth centre, an indoor swim­
ming pool and seniors centre. 

Critical decisions must be made 
Given the tight schedule established by the school board for 

planning and construction of the new high school, there are 
some critical decisions to be made in the next two to three 
weeks. 

The commission and the school board must reach an agree­
ment as to the nature and extent of community participation in 
the new school.

Community channel 
envisioned for island 

Efforts to create a community 
television channel for Salt Spring are 
now under way on the island. 

Peter Pentz and Valerie Rampone 
representing Salt Spring Island Com­
munity Channel Committee spoke to 
the school board recently. They 
sought initial support from the school 
trustees for the community television 
channel concept 

Pentz said the committee wanted 
to know if the school board was in­
terested in the concept and if, when it 
gets off the ground, the schools 
would participate. 

According to Canadian Radio-
television Telecommunications 
Commission rules, when a com­
munity cable system reaches 2,000 
subscribers, the company must supp­
ly five per cent of its revenue for a 
community channel, Pentz ex­
plained. 

The cable company on Salt Spring 
currently offers a bulletin board ser­
vice on one channel, but Pentz noted 
the bulletin board was not sufficient 
to meet CRTC regulations. The cable 
company currently has about 1,800 
subscribers, Pentz claimed. 

Following the presentation, Salt 
Spring school trustee David Eyles 
presented a motion calling on the 
school board "to support in principle, 
involvement of the school district in 
a community TV channel." 

Salt Spring school trustee Grace 
Byrne expressed reservations about 
the concept She questioned why tax 
money should go toward a com­
munity channel when so many resi­
dents of the island are unable to hook 
into the cable system. 

Eyles said his motion was not 
meant to imply financial support, 
only moral support for the concept

Passport 
question 
clarified 

Canadians do not need passports 
to travel south of the border, accord­
ing to U.S. immigration officials. 

This contradicts statements made 
in the January 23 issue Driftwood by 
a local travel agent. 

However, airport security in the 
United States does require valid 
proof of identification. Since the con­
flict in the Middle East heated up, 
airport security in the U.S. has in­
creased. 

A spokesman for Canadian Im­
migration confirmed the U.S. policy 
of Canadian citizens not needing a 
passport. If a traveller can show a 
photo identification such as a driver's 
licence and back it up with a birth 
certificate or proof of citizenship, the 
identification will be accepted. 

The immigration spokesman 
highly recommended use of a 
passport just the same. 

"It (use of a passport) is not of­
ficial," said the spokesman. 

A Canadian passport can be ob­
tained through the office of Canadian 
immigration in Victoria. Various 
proofs of identity must accompany 
the application form along with 
passport photos. A passport costs $25 
and processing the information re­
quires less than a week before a valid 
passport will be issued.

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Trust discusses APC road standards study 
A recently completed Salt Spring 

Advisory Planning Commission road 
standards study was outlined at last 
week's Islands Trust Council meet­
ing in Victoria. 

APC chairman Eric Alderson and 
member Tom Wright made a presen­
tation to council, explaining their 
work and recommendations. 

A local APC committee made an 
inventory of Salt Spring roads and 
compared them to province-wide 
Ministry of Transportation and High­
ways standards and categories for 
similar kinds of roads. 

Ministry categories are deter­
mined by factors such as a road's 
level of use. Depending on what 
category a road falls into, the minis­
try requires it to have certain lane 
widths, paved or gravel shoulders. 

Based on data gathered on local 
roads, the committee created an alter­
nate set of standards more applicable 
to the island. As Alderson said in his 
presentation to Trust Council, "we 
didn't see too much connection be­
tween those (ministry) standards and 
these." 

The APC report states the prob­
lem clearly: "It is considered un­
reasonable to comply with the 
request of the ministry to designate 
all roads so that they fall in the 
various ministry standards when 
those standards themselves appear to 
be grossly over scale for the way in 
which the island is expected to 
develop." 

Committee members propose 
creating four categories — Connec­
tor, Rural "A", Rural "B" and Scenic 
Heritage — to designate all Salt 
Spring roads. 

Connector roads would include 
the 25 kilometres (15.5 miles) of 
main roads joining Salt Spring's 
ferry terminals. The local standard 
for this road as suggested by the APC 
would consist of two 3.35-metre (11-
foot) lanes and two one-metre (3.3-
foot) paved bicycle^pedestrian paths. 

"Rural A" roads on Salt Spring 
serve less traffic but are considered 
important "feeder routes." The APC 
recommends 3.05-metre (10-foot) 
lanes and a single one-metre 
bicycle/pedestrian path as the stand­
ard for these roads. 

The third classification developed 
by the APC is "Scenic Heritage 
Roads," presently covering 40 
kilometres (24.8 miles) of the island. 
The APC report specifically recom­
mends that these roads "not be 
upgraded but should be protected in 
their present form to preserve the old 
rural atmosphere which is so 
desirable on Salt Spring Island." 

All remaining Salt Spring routes 
are called "Rural B" roads in the 
report and are "considered generally 
adequate to serve their purpose now 
and in the future without improve­
ment. A possible exception would be 
a few dangerous comers." 

A key recommendation made in 
the APC report is that money should 
not be spent on widening the driving 
1 anes of roads to meet ministry stand­
ards but should instead be used to 
create paved bicycle or pedestrian 
paths on current rural roads.

"It is hoped that money saved by 
leaving the minor roads untouched 
apart from normal maintenance can 
be directed, as a priority, to upgrad­
ing the connector roads in the manner 
indicated, particularly in respect to 
the bicycle/pedestrian paved 
shoulders," states the report. 

Alderson also emphasized the 
need for bike paths on Salt Spring. 

"We want to have bicycles on the 
island, but some residents don't like 
to follow 100 of them down the 
road." 

Roads through part of the Channel 
Ridge subdivision were also dis­
cussed at the Trust meeting. If minis­
try standards were adhered to, it 

would require 8.5-metre (27.8-foot) 
roads widths with 7.5 metres (24.6 
feet) of paved surface, considerably 
wider than most minor roads in older 
Salt Spring subdivisions. 

Alderson told the council meeting 
"we say we would rather have a 
bicycle path than the extra roadway" 
in the Channel Ridge area. He also 
said the APC felt "if they (the minis­
try) must build these roads, 20 feet f or 
a feeder road and 18 feet for a cul-de-
sac is ample." 

Gabriola trustee Jack Sickavish 
said his island "battled the ministry 
for two years" and substantially 
reduced road size from original 
plans, so he felt "there is room to 

move" when discussing matters with 
the ministry. 

Bowen trustee Graeme Dinsdale 
said while it seemed unlikely the 
ministry would accept island by is­
land proposals for road standards, he 
thought the Salt Spring APC report 
could be used as a model for other 
islands. 

All Trust islands were asked by 
council last fall to submit an inven­
tory of their roads for the purpose of 
creating unique standards for the is­
lands. The aim of the exercise is to 
reach a compromise with the high­
ways ministry, which does not want 
to create separate road standards for 
each island. At the same time, Trust 

islands do not want to be forced to 
accept inappropriate province-wide 
standards. 

Threats to Salt Spring's potable 
water supply was another issue raised 
by Wright at the Trust meeting and in 
the APC report. Preliminary analysis 
of lake water has indicated "that such 
elements as aluminum are already 
above recommended levels." The 
problem appears to worsen after 
ditches draining into lakes are 
cleaned by highways maintenance 
crews, says the report. 

Dunfield suggested the Salt 
Spring APC recommendations be 
referred to the Trust's transportation 
committee.

Organizers will plant the clues 
around the park and send three search 
teams into the bush for a full-fledged 
search and rescue operation. 

Thirty-seven Salt Spring islanders 
participated in the four-day seminar 
which concluded January 20 with a 
written examination and a day-full of 
practical exercises at Channel Ridge. 

The Salt Spring Search and Res­
cue group operates as part of the 
island's Emergency Measures or­
ganization and under the Provincial 
Emergency Program. PEP funded the 
search and rescue course which was 
facilitated by four instructors from 
SARBC (Search and Rescue British 
Columbia). 

Training for the 37 graduates of 
the program will be on-going and 
organizers hope to run another four-
day "basics" course for those unable 
to attend the January session. Wild 
has a list of 60 people who have 
expressed interest in volunteering as 
SAR personnel. 

Wild noted it is important to have 
as many trained volunteers as pos­
sible: most search and rescue opera­
tions occur during the summer 
months when volunteers may be 
vacationing off- island. 

Police say an average of 12 SAR 
operations are needed each year, m 
the past, volunteer fire-fighters have 
undertaken searches. Fire-fighters 
must leave a search, however, in the 
event of a fire. 

Brack, the Ganges RCMP mem­
ber who initiated the local SAR 

group, was impressed by the interest 
shown by islanders both at the in­
augural meeting in December and at 
the January course. 

There are a lot of enthusiastic 
people involved, with a broad talent 
base and many different skills," he 
said. 

The basic SAR course was 
designed to provide volunteers with 
the "minimum knowledge required" 
to conduct a SAR operation. Course 
graduates should now have the 
ability to use a compass in conjunc­
tion with different types of maps; 
operate a portable radio; and ad­
minister basic first aid, with a special 
emphasis on treating hypothermia 
and transporting casualties. 

Local SAR personnel also learned 
basic survival techniques, simple res­
cue techniques (including the proper 
use of ropes and knots), an under­
standing of the administrative struc­
ture and various stages of the search, 
plus the procedures to follow in ter­
minating a SAR operation. 

"A lot of people seemed to enjoy 
the maps and compass part of the 
course," Wild said. "The tracking 
and looking for clues was also inter­
esting." 

On-going SAR courses will teach 
skills such as night vision, team 
leadership, management, and cliff 
rescues. Wild hopes a "search 
manager" — the "key position" 
which is one step up from his title of 
search coordinator — will "blossom 
from the ranks" of volunteers. The 
search manager would have to take a 

five-day course on the position in 
Vancouver. 

Brack said that following comple­
tion of the basic course, local SAR 
teams could respond to an emergency 
at any time. The upcoming mock 
SAR exercise will provide members 
with additional training and con­
fidence. 

"We'd like to be totally functional 
by the May long weekend," Brack 
said. .^... ^ 

Most SAR operations involve 
missing persons; some are conducted 
as evidence searches. 

Missing persons reports are 
received by the local RCMP detach­
ment, which determines the severity 
of the situation. If the search is 
deemed beyond the manpower 
capabilities of RCMP, a call-out will 
be initiated. Teams would most likely 
provide rotating searches, working in 
three-hour shifts. 

Important to any S AR operation is 
the overhead management team 
which establishes an administrative 
base for the search. In an extended 
SAR operation this core group would 
have to arrange for support services 
such as food, toilet and rest facilities, 
plus helicopter and/or other SAR 
aids. 

Those at the base station log com­
munications, note who is at what 
point, consult island-wide maps and 
plot the operation's course. 

The search team leader remains in 
contact with the base station, calling 
in clues. The station, in turn, 
delegates a "high or low probability" 
(of finding the missing person) to the 
area, determining the type of search 
to be conducted. 

The RCMP, however, maintain 
ultimate authority in the search. 

The upcoming mock SAR opera­
tion at Ruckle Park will train mem­
bers in three search "patterns." A 
"hasty search" is conducted by only 
a few people who search for obvious 
clues in a specific area. This type of 
search takes under one hour to com­
plete. 

An "open grid" search combs an 
area more closely, but avoids areas 
such as swamps and cliff sides. A 
"closed grid" search occurs in an area 
with a "high probability" designa­
tion. In this search, the base station is 
confident it will find something in the 
area and all aspects of it are carefully 
scrutinized. 

Wild hopes the upcoming practice 
session will be the first of regular 
exercises, scheduled to keep SAR

A toll-free number has been estab­
lished in British Columbia, giving the 
public the opportunity to report sight­
ings of live or dead whales, dolphins, 
porpoises, elephant seals or fur seals. 

All calls come into Victoria, 
replacing the whale hotline number 
from Friday Harbour, Washington. 
Prompt reporting of animals washed 
up dead on a beach allows for collec-
tion of t issues for toxicology 
analysis, and skeletons for both re­
search and educational purposes. 

The number of s t rand ings 
recorded each year for the last few 
years has increased greatly, but many 
more are not being reported. The new 
toll-free number should increase the 
number of s trandings that are 
reported. 

All records are put on a computer 
database. Such records are valuable 
for many ongoing research projects 
throughout the province, and are 
available for use by all researchers.

Important to determine individual "net worth" 
If you are ever going to take finan­

cial planning seriously, it's necessary 
to know your "net worth" — how 
much everything you own is worth 
minus all debts or liabilities. 

It's something of a chore to do the 
first time around, but then it's easily 
updated each year. Often the result is 

a pleasant surprise because many 
people do not know just how much 
they own. 

First, list your assets — that is 
everything, including all your pos­
sessions, from cash savings, RRSPs, 
the cash value of your life insurance 
polices, stocks, bonds, house and car, 

right down to household and personal 
possessions with market value. Use 
the estimated selling value for all 
items, not how much you paid for 
them or how much it would cost to 
replace them. 

Your assets include your share of 
family-owned assets, such as your 

Applying for a loan 
If you must make a large purchase 

and are short of funds, you may con­
sider taking out a loan. But, will you 
qualify?

Personal loans are available from 
a number of different sources. Banks, 
trust companies and credit unions all 
lend money at varying interest rates 
and conditions. Be sure to shop 
around to find which offers you the 
best rates and the best repayment ar­
rangements. 

Whether or not you qualify for a 
loan depends on your ability to repay 
the money and on your financial 
stability. This is determined through 
an assessment of your financial situa­
tion and your credit rating, both of 
which are done by your financial in­
stitution. 

The process begins with filling 
out a loan application. On the ap­
plication you must disclose specific 
information that the lender needs to 
make a decision. 

In addition to basic personal infor­
mation, you may be asked to name 
your current financial institution and 
to list the types and numbers of your 
accounts.

The bulk of the assessment is 
based on an examination of your as­
sets and liabilities. Assets are items 
you own: cash, savings, investments, 
insurance, a home, other property, 
business and personal items. 

Liabilities are debts, such as per­
sonal loans, mortgages and unpaid 
bills. 

You should have this information 
handy so your application will 
proceed smoothly and quickly. Being 
prepared is an indication that you are 

serious about your decision to bor­
row. 

The lender will need several days 
to review the information and run a 
credit check — a review of your past 
performance in repaying credit This 
information is recorded by the 
province-regulated credit bureau. 

The final check is an assessment 
of your character— how responsible 
you seem to be, and how you seem to 
manage your finances. 

Once you qualify for a loan, you 
will complete the process by signing 
the loan agreement. It specifies all the 
details of the loan, including the rate 
of interest, the term and the schedule 
of payments. Before you sign, how­
ever, review the document carefully 
to ensure the information is set out 
just as you understood it to be. Make 
sure that all of the blanks on the ap­
plication form are either filled in or 
stroked out. 

If your loan was not approved, ask 
why. You may still qualify for a loan 
by having a friend or relative co-sign 
for it, for example. A cosigner agrees 
to take on the existing terms and con­
ditions of the loan if the borrower is 
unable to meet the monthly pay­
ments. 

Ifyou still do not qualify, at least 
you will have learned from ex­
perience and will be better equipped 
next time.

home, and the value of assets in your 
business, if you own one, or your 
share if you are a partner. 

Second, list everything you owe. 
Ifyou had to pay all your debts today, 
how much would you need. 

Again, this includes all personal 
debts or your share of them, such as 
the house mortgage, outstanding 
loans or credit card balances, and 
debts to friends or family, etc. If you 
own a business or share in one, in­
clude your share of its liabilities as 
well.

When young investors begin con­
tributing to a Registered Retirement 
Savings Plan (RRSP), thoughts of 
retirement are often far in the future. 
Usually, they are thinking of the 
plan's immediate tax-saving 
benefits. But the real benefit is the 
long-term tax shelter accumulation 
of assets. 

It's a "no lose" proposition. How 
could anyone turn down an oppor­
tunity to save a far larger amount for 
his/her retirement than he or she 
would be able to without an RRSP 
and do it with the government's 
blessing? 

Consider what an RRSP can do 
for you. Suppose you contributed 
$1,000 a year to your RRSP for the 
next 30 years and earn an average 10 
per cent rate of return compounded 
annually. At the end of 30 years, you 

RRSP: no lose proposition 
would have accumulated about 
$181,000. If your investment had 
earned a 12 per cent return com­
pounded annually, your profit would 
be about $270,000. 

However, had you decided to save 
outside an RRSP, your nest-egg 
would be much smaller. If you had 
invested your principal of $30,000 at 
10 per cent compounded annually, 
you would accumulate only about 
$50,000. If your average rate of 
return was 12 per cent during the 
same period, you would accumulate 
about $63,000. 

Why the dramatic difference? 
Simply, the $1,000 you invest each 
year outside of a RRSP is worth only 
$600 because of taxes, assuming you 
are in a 40 per cent tax bracket Fur­
thermore, your 10 per cent rate of 

return is actually only 6.0 per cent 
because you must pay tax on interest-
earning investments. 

What is interesting is that even 
when you cash in your RRSP invest­
ments in 30 years, you will still be 
ahead. If you were in the 45 per cent 
tax bracket when you retired, you 
would pay taxes of $81,000 upon col­
lapsing the plan and net about 
$100,000. That is still almost twice 
as much as it would be had you saved 
outside of an RRSP. 

Clearly, the RRSP's strength and 
major attraction is its compounding 
effect over a long time period. 

For example, if you invested 
$3,500 at the end of every year for 30 
years, at an annual compound rate of 
return of 14 per cent, you would 
amass about $1.25 million. If you 

managed to invest the same amount 
at an average annual compound rate 
of 18 per cent, your initial investment 
would be worth $2.76 million. 

If you could afford to put away 
more each year, for example, $7,500, 
at the end of 30 years, you would 
accumulate $2.67 million at a 14 per 
cent rate of return annually com­
pounded. That same amount invested 
at an annually compounded rate of 
return of 18 per cent, would be worth 
close to $6 million. 

Obviously, the sooner you open 
an RRSP and start investing in it, the 
longer your money will stay inside 
the plan and the more you will earn. 
Delaying is costing you money. If 
you invested $3,500 a year for only 
25 years, you would receive only 
$637,000 which is almost half as 

much as you would have earned had 
you invested the money over 30 
years. 

So, where can you find an invest­
ment that yields such high returns? 
Term deposits, guaranteed invest­
ment certificates or Treasury bills are 
unlikely. These tend to be the most 
conservative methods of investing in 
an RRSP. 

Instead, consider equity or growth 
mutual funds. They are professional­
ly managed, are diversified and liq­
uid. While no one can predict the 
performance of equity funds, they 
have historically performed far better 
over the long-term than conservative 
investments. 

Talk to your financial planner to 
find a fund that meets your financial 
needs and goals.

Ottawa has "keen appetite" 
or revenue opportunities f< 
Over the past few years, changes 

in federal tax law have virtually 
eliminated any opportunity for 
average Canadians to shelter their 
earnings from taxation. 

In 1987, for example, the $1000 
Investment Income Deduction was 
consigned to the legislative scrap 
heap, along with a number of other 
traditional tax deductions. Last year, 
the Pension Income Deduction was 
downgraded to a tax credit, 

All of which tends to suggest that 
Ottawa has a very keen appetite for 
potential sources of tax revenue. So 
why was it that, in the summer of 
1990, our federal government passed 
a bill that deliberately encourages 
Canadians to reduce their taxes? 

What I'm referring to, of course, 
is the new pension reform legislation 
— specifically, the new rules provid­
ing for much higher contributions to 
RRSPs (up to $11,500) starting in the 
1991 tax year. The consequences of 
these rules, while certainly beneficial 
for RRSP investors (optional: as 
we'll see in this series), will be mil­
lions of dollars in lost or deferred tax 
revenue for Revenue Canada. 

Clearly, the federal government 
believes it has an important respon­
sibility to encourage more Canadians 
to put more of their money aside for 
retirement The question is, why? 

One answer can be found in the 
unprecedented number of Canadians 

who will be reaching retirement age 
over the next few decades. By 1996, 
almost a third of the population will 
be over the age of 50. And in only 20 
years, seniors' centres across the 
country will be welcoming their first 
members from the baby boom 
generation. 

The result will be a major shift in 
the demographic profile of our 
society, with fewer people in the 
work force having to provide social 
benefits for considerably more 
retirees. And because average life ex­
pectancy continues to rise, these 
benefits will be required for a greater 
number of years. 

While no one is predicting the day 
when the government stops mailing 
out its pension cheques, the fact 
remains that Ottawa may eventually 
have to cut back on its traditional 
level of social assistance to retirees. 
Given this prospect, it's not surpris­
ing that Canadians are being en­
couraged to assume a greater level of 
responsibility for their financial 
security in the future. 

Certainly, it appears that we need 
the encouragement According to a 
recent Gallup survey of Canadians' 
financial preparedness for retire­
ment, only 46 per cent of people in­
terviewed were enrolled in a 
retirement savings plan or a company 
pension plan. More than 30 per cent 
had no savings or investment pro­

gram of any kind set up to provide 
income for retirement 

Not surprisingly, the survey con­
cluded that many Canadians are 
dangerously ill-prepared for retire­
ment; some, it said, will simply be 
unable to retire. 

The outlook is not entirely bleak, 
however. As more and more people 
get closer to retirement, it seems 
reasonable to assume that interest in 
RRSPs will continue to grow. 

And besides, who can resist an 
opportunity to pay less taxes?

The Lemon Sisters (HBO) 
answers the musical question, 
"whatever happened to Annie Hall?" 

Hall, the title character in Woody 
Allen's 1977 movie, which won the 
Oscar for best picture, was a ditz who 
appeared to have it all but was never 
able to pull anything together. Diane 
Keaton played the part, and both the 
oddball style of dressing and nervous 
mannerisms Keaton gave Annie be­
came instantly familiar — the floppy 
hats, baggy pants, and the sentences 
that started and stopped as their 
owner's attention apparently left and 
re-entered our galaxy. 

In The Lemon Sisters we get to 
catch up with Annie five years later, 
in 1982. Her name is now Eloise and 
she's living in Atlantic City, but it's 
Annie all right. 

The local real estate agent thinks 
her house would make a great funeral 
home. She's surrounded by seven 
cats and room after room of giant 
Greco-Roman plaster statues she's 
bought from the casinos. She still 
fades in and out of conversations and 
relationships, and she's still played 
by Diane Keaton. 

She also has two friends, Nola 
(Kathryn Grody), and Franki (Carol 
Kane). Nola, the sensible one, runs a 
taffy shop, Franki, with stars in her 
eyes, works in a casino. 

The Lemon Sisters skims the sur­
face of friendship: the fights, the 
reconciliations, the slip-ups and the 
selfless gestures. The movie covers 
the same sort of terrain as Beaches, 
starring Bette Midler. In fact. The 
Lemon Sisters even starts out with a 

song Midler made famous, "(You've 
Got to Have) Friends." 

The three "sisters" sing this 
together on stage at a bar. The 
audience goes wild. 

None of the roles is a big stretch 
for its actors. Carol Kane once again 
plays the hopeless simp you just 
know the gods will save from 
destruction. Kathryn Grody and 
Aidan Quinn (as Franki's boyfriend) 
make decent efforts; Elliott Gould (as 
Nola's husband) is a cypher. 

In Annie Hall, Woody Allen had 
his character close with the observa­
tion that most of us keep having 
relationships, weird as they are, "be­
cause we need the eggs." Trite, but it 
works. 

At the end of The Lemon Sisters, 
Nola tries her own summing up of the 
importance of friendship. "The 
trick," she says, "is to kno\fr«H(hat to 
let go of and what to hold on t<v*s. 

This, like much of the film, is utter 
schmaltz.

"joint" stars Denzel Washington as a 
jazz musician who loves his music 
and his lovers (Joie Lee, Spike's 
sister, and Cynda Williams), in that 
order. 

He also likes his manager (played 
by director Lee), who turns out to be 
not such a good businessman, to his 
client's immediate detriment, but 
(perhaps) ultimate advantage. 

• Young Guns II (CBS/Fox). 
Emilio Estevez, looking more like 
Michael Douglas every day, is back 
as William H. Bonney, AKA Billy 
the Kid. 

It's 1879 in New Mexico and the 
law is once again out to get Billy and 
his gang: Doc (Kiefer Sutherland), 
Chavez (Lou Diamond Phillips), and 
new member Arkansas Dave (Chris­
tian Slater). This time Pat Garrett 
(William Petersen) is on the trail. 

Another example (along with last 
summer's other big hits, Total Recall 
and RoboCop 2) of Hollywood's 
cheap morals: in tune with the times, 
the boys refuse to desecrate an 
Apache burial ground, but still think 
nothing of blowing away people for 
the sheer pleasure it brings.

More birds spotted in count 
Results from the December 16 

Salt Spring Island bird count have 
been finalized, showing a marked in­
crease in total numbers from two pre­
vious counts. 

A total of 29,566 birds of 102 
different species were seen on the 
island on the rainy and foggy Sunday 
in December. The number is 6,637 
more birds than were tabulated in the 
1989 count and 2,340 higher than in 
1988. 

A record 192 counters par­
ticipated in the event, covering as 
much of the island as possible. 

Western Grebe was the species 
seen most in abundance, at 5,361 and 
almost 4,000 more than in 1989. 

Nearly 3,700 Dark-eyed Juncos 
formed the second largest group, and 
Sal t Sp r ing ' s favour i te black

LIBRARY News 
It takes more than the heaviest snowfall in years to keep the dedi­

cated library volunteers from their appointed task of keeping the Salt 
Spring Island population supplied with reading material. 

While the radio kept announcing that yet another of the large non-
volunteer-staffed libraries on Vancouver Island or the mainland had 
closed its doors indefinitely, the hardy Salt Spring Islanders shovelled 
themselves out and the library went on with business as usual There 
was only one day when opening became impossible, when falling trees 
felled power lines and closed roads. To venture forth would have been 
folly.

Clear-cut reforested 
The world's largest clear-cut, 

used by astronauts as a landmark, has 
been largely reforested, Forest Mini­
ster Claude Richmond said last week. 
Richmond invited the media to ac­
company him in spring on a tour of 
the 50,000-acre Bowron Lake clear-
cut, east of Prince George. 

"They can see for themselves 
what it looks like now. Today, a 
vigorous, healthy young forest is be­
coming established in the Bowron 
Lake area, and it would be more ac­
curate to describe it as the province's 
largest forest plantation," the mini­
ster said. 

To date, more than 60 million see­
dlings have been planted in the area. 
Just 20 per cent remains to be 
replanted, and the ministry hopes to 
finish the job by 1993. 

Richmond said the media often 
referred to the area as "the clear- cut 
visible from space," but more often 
than not, they failed to mention the 
reasons for the clear-cut — an insect 
epidemic and blowdowns. 

Deer and elk tips 
This isn't going to please animal 

or tree lovers. The provincial govern­
ment has just released a handbook, 
titled Deer and Elk Habitats in Coas­
tal Forests of British Columbia, 
which provides comprehensive in­
formation on how to maintain and 
enhance Columbia black-tailed deer 
and Roosevelt elk populations 
through timber harvesting and 
reforestation. 

This handbook will be used as a 
model for other programs and as a 
reference document for colleges, 
universities and others," said Forest 
Minister Claude Richmond.

New rules for market vendors 

Thirty Years Ago 
• Five trophies and high tribute 

were given to members of the Salt 
Spring Island Boxing Club at the 
1 lth annual Emerald Gloves boxing 
card held at Vancouver College. 
Morrie Akerman won the 85-pound 
division and awards for "best left 
hand" and "most likely prospect." 

Don Morrison won the runner-up 
trophy in the 95-pound class and the 
whole group was awarded the "best 
small club" trophy. 

• Responding to public concern 
about proposed ferry fare hikes, 
Premier W.A.C. Bennett said no 
decision had been reached about in­
creasing rates. 

"We have the best interest of the 
Gulf Islands at heart," he said, "but 
that is not saying what we will do 
regarding fares." 

• A meeting to discuss Salt 
Spring's recreational needs deter­
mined the island could be eligible for 
provincial government assistance in 
developing a community-wide 
recreational program. 

Twenty-Five Years 
Ago 

• A policy on school closures was 
issued by the district. Schools would 
remain open except when buildings 
were unserviceable from lack of 
power or heat Buses would operate 
except when road conditions posed 
danger to students, and staff would be 
required to make a reasonable effort 
to get to classes. The policy was 
formed in response to confusion as to 
when schools would close due to ad­
verse weather conditions. 

• Salt Spring Island Library offi­
cials reported 150 new members 
joined them in 1965. The building 
debt was also substantially reduced 
in 1965 and it was hoped to be entire­
ly written off in 1966. 

• At the Lady Minto Hospital 
Women's Auxiliary annual meeting, 
members learned that 1965 donations 
of furnishings and equipment 
reached a value of $2,330. 

Twenty Years Ago 
• The Salt Spring Island Chamber 

of Commerce's 18-month-old plan­
ning group was formalized as the 
Community Planning Association. A 
new constitution and bylaws were 
prepared to guide members in their 
mandate. 

• A new 345-foot well was com­
pleted to service the Campbell-Ben­
nett Bay Improvement District on 
Mayne Island. Bids were tendered for 
construction of a concrete base for a 
10,000 gallon storage tank to be in­
stalled in the spring. 

Fifteen Years Ago 
• The introduction of three new 

larger vessels was expected to result 
in a change of runs for Gulf Islands 
ships. The Queen of Esquimall was 
set to replace the Sechelt Queen on 
the islands-mainland run, while the 
Queen of Sidney would serve the 
Outer Gulf Islands from Swartz Bay. 

• Taxi service on Salt Spring 
would cease. Owner Bill Simpkin 
said fuel and wage costs had reached 
the point where it was no longer 
profitable to run the service. 

Ten Years Ago 
• Ganges RCMP arrested 23 

people after an intensive five-week 
investigation into a three-month rash 
of break-ins and thefts from island 
businesses. 

• In a letter to the Islands Trust, 
Tom Toynbee noted the population 
of Ganges as a percentage of total 
island population had been declining 

service centre envisioned in the com­
munity plan. 

• Glenn Woodley was appointed 
principal of Femwood Elementary 
School. Woodley was vice-principal 
of Salt Spring Elementary for 12 
years. 

Five Years Ago 
• Salt Spring's Rod and Gun Club 

agreed to make concessions to limit 
noise bringing complaints from 
neighbours. The club agreed to 
eliminate shooting on the first 
weekend of every month and from 9 
a.m. to dusk on all other days. A 
partial exemption from the pending 
noise bylaw was also being sought by 
the club. 

• Salt Spring Chamber of 
Commerce's tourism director Beth 
Macdonald appealed to islanders to 
open their homes to summer tourists 
in 1986. Macdonald said almost all 
hotel, resort and bed and breakfast 
rooms were already booked for the 
summer. The number of Expo 
visitors expected to make side trips to 
Salt Spring caused concern about an 
accommodation shortage. 

Vendors at the Saturday Farmers' 
Market in Ganges have implemented 
several changes for the pending 
season. 

"We have evolved into what we 
hope will be an organized free 
market," said Wendy Beatty, presi­
dent of the SSI Market Vendor As­
sociation. 

The association will utilize a per­
mit system to facilitate this aim. 

In addition, vendors have agreed 
to park their vehicles outside of the 
downtown core, and to refrain from 
laying out tables Friday afternoon or 
evening. 

The recommended vending 
season has been set to run from April 
1 to October 31. 

The association has been working 
with a frontage fee of 50 cents per 
linear foot, up to a maximum of 12 
feet, and a depth of five feet (includ­
ing table and standing area). Vendors 
are encouraged to niinimize their 
frontage area and "be creative" with 
their displays. 

Permits will be offered on an an­
nual basis (April to October) for $50; 
and on a weekly and daily basis for 
$3. Spaces must be occupied 50 per 
cent of the time in a given month to 
maintain an annual permit. Beatty 
said the system will supply the as­
sociation with a site coordinator, who 
will administer cooperative agree­
ments. 

"This will provide the security of 

an assured place, and ensure maxi­
mum utilization of the park space," 
she said. 

All of the proposals outlined by 
Beatty are subject to approval by the 
Salt Spring Parks and Recreation 
Commission. At its board meeting on 
Monday night, members agreed to 
send a document outlining proposed 
1991 market operation to the CRD 
for comments. A final decision on all 
market matters will be made at the 
PRC's February meeting.
