Cougar tracked, killed
Saturday at Fulford

A cougar suspected of killing
sheep on Salt Spring was shot
Saturday by farmer Ted Akerman,
who estimates he lost four sheep to
the big cat over the past three
weeks.

Akerman began looking for the
cougar afler one sheep on his 200-
acre farm was killed. The killing of
three more sheep in the following
weeks strengthened his determina-
tion to find the cat.

On Saturday, a friend reported
seeing a cougar near Stewart Road.
From there Akerman tracked the
cougar back to the Fulford Valley
with the help of Jeb, a bluetick
hound.

“Itranalong ways —we finally
got i.” Akerman said he shot the
cat after it had been treed by the
dog. “I killed it right down on Ful-
ford Valley, on my own place.”

He estimates the cougar
weighed 150 pounds and was a
three-and-a-half-year-old male.
The cat measured six feet, 10 in-
ches, from head to the tip of the tail.

The fish and wildlife depart-
ment will take the hide, Akerman
said, and will give Akerman a per-
mit allowing him to turn the meat
over to the Rod and Gun Club for
their annual game dinner.

Akerman noted he is allowed o
shoot marauding animals (0 protect
his livestock. He last shot a cougar
five years ago.

The big cats are rare on the Is-
land but occassionally swim over
from Vancouver Island to prey on
local livestock.

“As far as credit for getting it,
the bound should get the credit
since he does all the work,” Aker-
man said.

A slow start but a great finish —
that’s how many Salt Spring busi-
nesses summarized this year's
tourist season.

Inquiries at the Travel Informa-
tion Centre were down in June and
July compared to 1992 but were up
in August and September, said Salt
Spring Chamber of Commerce
manager Neville Atkinson.

Chamber president Joyce
Carlson put the blame squarely on
the weather. “When it rains people
don’tcome or they shorten the time
they’re spending here. We had a
very rainy July and that's reflected
in the figures. Overall, our tourism
numbers are good.

“They continue to show the im-
portance of tourism to the
economic viability of the islands.”

His business is up 64 per cent
over 1992, in part because of the
opening of new cabins and mineral
baths which take advantage of the
salt springs on his property.

the waterfront restaurant. “It was
great. It really kicked off in the
middle of July.”

He estimates visitors were
equally divided between
Americans and Canadians.

Given a bleak economy, Salt
Spring Gems and Art owner John
Wiebe was braced for a poor year.
But to his surprise, business ex-
ceeded his expectations. “It was
very good.”

The most popular items were
waltches and watch batteries and
small diamond rings — heralding a
boom of romance among visiting
couples.

Kishori Hutchings, manager of
the Off the Waterfront Gallery,
welcomed a little rain over the
summer months. Her ideal is
weather good enough to bring
visitors to Salt Spring — and oc-
casional light showers so those
visitors duck into her gallery.

“Weather really plays a large
role,” she said. Generally, she felt,
sales were good over the summer.
“Every year is different,” she
remarked. “I find retail extremely
hard to read.”

Lynda Brown, who owns Gan-
ges Marina with her husband Bard,
was also surprised when she
recently tallied the totals from their
summer. “It was up actually —
surprisingly.”

The marina’s season started
slowly but numbers began to climb
later in the season. Overall, busi-
ness was up about 10 per cent, she
said. There were many new
visitors, she noted.

Visitors tended to stay on Salt
Spring for shorter periods, she said,
but were more likely to make a
return visit later.

Hanna Air, which also moved

manager Brenda Hanna said there
were many visitors from overseas
— mainly from England, Ger-
many, Australia and New Zealand.

Most flew directly to Ganges
from Vancouver. However, one
popular option was a package tour
offered by Hanna which included a
stopover on Salt Spring and a trip
to the West Coast Trail on Van-
couver Island.

Hanna estimates the airline car-
ried over 3,000 passengers during
the summer,

Next year will be even better,
fuelled by the 1994 Common-
wealth Games in Victoria, says
chamber president Carlson. The
chamber has already started an ex-
change program with Common-
wealth island nations participating
in the games.

In 1988, inroads by the Reform Party are credited with taking
votes away from Progressive Conservative incumbent Pat Crof-
ton — handing what had been a secure Tory riding over to the
New Democrats and their candidate.

In 1993 the Reform steamroller, fuelled by a horde of irate
voters, flattened standing MPs throughout the west, including
Hunter.

Hunter’s defeat demonstrated how much the political rules
have changed in Canada. Given her record as an MP, she should
have been re-elected. Even her political opponents admitted that
Hunter has been a hard-working MP for Saanich-Gulf Islands.

Instead, Hunter reaped the ire of an electorate so angry at
government — both provincial and federal — that few sitting
members escaped their wrath. The virtues of individual members
carried little weight on October 25.

Gulf Islanders were a little more generous with their votes,
placing Hunter second in the polls on Salt Spring — behind resi-
dent Jack Frazer — and first in the polls on Galiano and Mayne
islands.

VICTORIA — If you’re not yet too whacked by referenda,
elections and leadership contests, keep an eye on the British Colum-
bia scene. It’s about to get interesting again.

With Grace McCarthy at the helm of the Social Credit Party, all
previous political bets are off.

First let me deal with charges that I have been promoting
McCarthy in my columns. Damned right, I have, and shamelessly
so, if only for purely selfish reasons. You see, I like my politics
exciting. Nothing is more harmful to the democratic process than
boredom and apathy.

For two years now, the Liberals have held the monopoly on
listless and uninspiring politics in British Columbia. The only good
opposition has come from the Socred rump, the six members of
what once seemed an invincible party, who survived the slaughter
two years ago at the hands of the NDP.

And if the Liberals were unable to get their act together half-way
towards the next election, they won’t do it in the remaining
two years. Ergo: for the democratic process to be alive and well,
come the next election, the Socreds needed a high-profile leader
who could breathe new life into the party and, therefore, into B.C.
politics. Above all, the leader would have to be able to do it within
two years.

That person. I was convinced, was Grace McCarthy, the woman
who had made two previous unsuccessful bids for the leadership.
That’s why I hoped she would be successful the third time around.
And she was.

When I talked to McCarthy at the start of the leadership cam-
paign, she told me she had three major goals. First, win the leader-
ship; second, win the election; third, serve as premier for about two
years, call a leadership convention, hand over the reins to someone
else and get back onto the golf course.

In other words, at 60-plus, she isn’t making plans for several
terms, but she’s convinced that she has the best chance of restoring
the Socreds to power, a conviction obviously shared by the majority
of the 15,000 members who cast their ballots in the leadership vote.

In an interview the day after she was elected leader, McCarthy
said the wheels to get the party election-ready would be set in
motion Monday moming. Constituencies will be instructed to comb
their ranks for potential candidates. And work will begin on a
platform “to offer British Columbians an alternative to the NDP.”
And the party’s debt from the last election, roughly $1 million, will
be whittled down.

t won’t be easy. Of the estimated 48,000 members of the party,

bout one-third lapsed their membership after the last election,

but that still leaves an impressive 32,000 members, compared with
probably less that 12,000 card-carrying Liberal members.

If McCarthy hasn’t lost her touch, I predict that she will at least
double the membership before the next election.

I also predict that Gordon Campbell will have one hell of a time
getting funds for his war chest out of the business community. With
McCarthy’s election as leader of the Social Credit Party, the busi-
ness community will swing behind the Socreds again.

Sooner or later, both McCarthy and Campbell will have to get
into the legislature, a process neither of them control other than
perhaps being able to talk someone into resigning his or her seat for
a byelection.

Which brings up an interesting question. Will both of them run
in the same byelection, risking defeat? McCarthy says she can’t see
how it could be done any other way. Whether Campbell is willing
to run against her in a byelection remains to be seen.

he NDP is happy with the outcome of the Socred leadership

contest. They consider McCarthy the best Socred leader to
split the vote in the next election, giving them a chance to come up
the middle.

It’s a possibility, although I rather believe that it is the Liberals
who will split the vote. As I mentioned a number of times, support
for the Liberals in rural British Columbia is virtually non-existent.
And with McCarthy back in the game, the Socreds will give the
Liberals more than a good run in the Lower Mainland.

Meanwhile, if support on Vancouver Island for Graham Bruce’s
leadership bid is any indication, and he decides not to sulk over his
defeat, he will be able to deliver a lot of votes for the Socreds from
his turf. That leaves Jack Weisgerber to deliver the north and
Claude Richmond to do the same in the interior.

Anyone who wrote off the Socreds following their crushing and
well- deserved defeat in 1991 will be in for a surprise two years or
so down the road. It isn’t over until the fat lady sings and, so far, I
can’t hear a peep.

the rationale behind the Trustt
council’s support for the appeal. It:

It’s official:
it’s Saltspring

To the Editor,

The news that Canada Post now
declines to get involved in the Salt
Spring versus Saltspring debate
(Driftwood, November 3) is simply
a recognition that it does not have
authority over the correct spelling
of place names in Canada.

As pointed out in my June letter,
jurisdiction is reserved to other
authorities, from whom I have
received some recent correspon-
dence. The secretariat, Geographi-
cal Names (Energy, Mines and
Resources Canada) points out cur-
rent authority is retained by the
Canadian Permanent Committee
on Geographical Names. Their
September 29 letter included a
copy of minutes in which the name
Saltspring Island was adopted
March 1, 1910. The letter pointed
out that the 1910 decision still
stands. Administrative matters for
B.C. names are handled by British
Columbia’s Geographical Names
Office.

In alengthy letter reviewing the
debate the British Columbia office
says in effect:

a. Canada Post does not have
authority to change place names;

b. itis required to approach the
committee about such matters;

c. a preliminary survey in
January/February 1992 was under-
taken to  establish the “correct”
form of the name “once and for
all”;

d. for various reasons it decided
not to conduct a formal survey;

e. Saltspring Island is still the
official form;

f. Canada Post will be asked to
install signs and equipment that
reflect the official place name:
Saltspring Island.

g. Mr. D.C. Rowland, Canada
Post, Ottawa was informed of these
decisions.

Canada Post is realistic in
making sure it can handle both the
official and unofficial form of the
island’s name. It should no longer
pretend the matter had not been
settled. I am providing your office
with copies off the correspon-
dence, for the convenience of those

To the Editor,

On November 14 the United
Church in Ganges will devote most
of its service to Amnesty Interna-
tional (AI) and its work.

“To everything there is a season
and a time for every purpose under
heaven.” This quote from Ec-
clesiastes seems most suitable to
the beginnings of Al, when Peter
Beneson entered a London church
one morning in 1962. Seeking
some sort of solace after yet
another brutal incident of needless
and cruel suppression of peaceful
protest, he emerged soon with the
name Amnesty International in his
head and a determination to found
an organization that would try to
stop the persecution of those who
expressed dissent, were even re-
lated to a dissident, or belonged to
a trade union.

In the intervening 31 years Al
has spread to most countries of the
world, including many of the most
oppressive regimes. Millions of
letters have been written on
behalf of thousands of prisoners.

Those writing on behalf of
prisoners, as directed by our bi-
monthly bulletins or by the Urgent
Action part of the organization, are
eager to hear of the results of their
letters. The current bulletin tells of
the release of Vera Chirwa, after 11
years in prison in Malawi. Her
husband, Orton Chirwa, also ar-
rested in 1981, had died in prison
in 1992, and her son Fumbani, ar-
rested at the same time, had served
two years incommunicado deten-
tion. The family had been exiles
for 15 years. Helping to lead the

campaign for political reform. “I
was released because of all your
good work, and because of the
pressure from you friends at Al”
Vera said when finally free.

In the previous bulletin there

was news of three prisoners of con-
science released from Cuban jails
at the end of May. The poet Maria
Elena Cruz Varela had served 18
months of a two-year sentence on
charges of “illegal association and
defamation.” Two men were con-
ditionally released from complet-
ing two-year sentences for
“disrespect” and “enemy
propaganda.” All three had had
their cases taken up by Amnesty
International.

It is such stories that help to
empower letter-writers to continue
their quiet campaigns.

Regarding the Trust policy
document which I thought was the
real front page news: There are
several changes made to the Oc-
tober draft but perhaps the most
significantchange is the removal of
the words “tends to” from the docu-
ment. The significance of this can
be found when rewording the state-
ment under the heading, “Role of
Islands Trust Council.”

“a) Directives to local Trust
committees and municipalities:
These policies provide direction to
local Trust committees on matters
which must be addressed in official
community plans and regulatory
bylaws, and to municipalities
regarding matters to be addressed-
in official community plans. The
official community plan must con-
tain policies that ‘tend to’ imple-
ment the policy stated by Trust
Council unless the local Trust com-
mittee and, where applicable, the
municipality sets out explicitly in
the plan the reasons for local
policies that do not do so.”
was support for the October draft
of the Trust policy. Of the letters
and local presentations made, over
75 per cent were in favour, 25 per
cent opposed. The Trust council
unanimously supported the revised
document.

Regarding the budget cuts:

Base line digitizing cuts: This
will not affect the Salt Spring map
digitizing program, which is nearly
completed and which will be com-
pleted as scheduled.

Subdivision approval officer
review: In my view this is of par-
ticular importance for Salt Spring.
It is not being delayed, unless the
next council so wishes.

The planning clerk position:
Much needed on Salt Spring, this
position is filled on a temporary,
part-time basis. It will be filled on
a permanent part-time basis on
December 1.

In short, with the budget cuts
there is no effect on those programs
or staffing for Salt Spring which
your local trustees have asked to be
implemented in this year’s budget.

With respect to the local elec-
tions, obviously I am pleased that I
have become one of your trustees
by acclamation. I am sorry in one
respect and that is, without an elec-
tion, the public does notreceive the
benefit of reviewing candidates’
platforms, especially regarding
what they hope to accomplish over
the next three years.

I will be writing an article for
the Driftwood soon, outlining what
I see happening on the political
front for Salt Spring for the next
three years.

I am very pleased that Grace
Byme will become a trustee and I
look forward to working with her.
Grace comes with a depth of back-
ground of Salt Spring issues and is
a strong believer in the Trust man-
date.

Although John Stepaniuk and I
have had a lot of ups and downs
over the past three years, the one
thing I know and respect is John’s
sincere and compassionate feelings
towards the community, and he has
done his damnedest to hold true to
those feelings.

Many alcoholics start drinking
as teenagers. Jenny — not her real
name — is a former teenage
drinker whose first drink at the age
of 14 spilled over into the next two
decades . . ..

Alcohol made Jenny.

Starting with her first drink,
Jenny built a personality and then a
life around the bottle. Abused and
abandoned by her parents, living
with a grandmother who paid no
attention to her, Jenny still vividly
recalls the warm glow of that first
drink.

“I felt like I found myself. I felt
like that was giving me my best
friend.”

It took Jenny almost 20 years to
give up that “best friend” — years
that included dropping out of
school, an unwanted pregnancy,
lost jobs, lost relationships and two
car accidents.

Now sober, she is discovering
for the first time who she is outside
the bottle.

She started building her bottle-
bound identity at 14. “I didn’t have
an identity so I built one,” she says.
She chose the role of a tough, inde-
pendent, free spirit — a persona
which matched the drinking and
the cigarette dangling from her
fingers.

The role was the first of many
choices she would make in order to
give alcohol priority in herlife. Her
friends were drinkers, all bound

together in the same glow. “I was
accepted for once — uncondition-
ally.”

Jenny dropped out of school in
Grade 11. It was a large school in
central Canada, drawing teenagers
from scattered rural communities,
and no one seemed to notice a
teenager who frequently came to
school ill from alcohol.

“I think I spentmost of Grade 11
in the nurse’s room, sleeping off
hangovers.”

At 17 she was out of school and
living in a foster home when she
discovered she was pregnant. She
chose not to have the child. “That’s
one thing I did choose right in my
life.”

During the years between 15
and 17 she had also added drugs —
experimenting with MDA, straight
THC and LSD. She hated hal-
lucinating and sought drugs which
provided a stoned, calming effect.

She even tried heroin a few
times but was frightened by the
impact and reputation of the drug.
“I loved it, I loved it too much —

so I quit.”
Ironically, the abusive
childhood which first drove her to

drugs also saved her from the
chemicals. At 17 she began having
severe anxiety attacks, which she
attributed to the drugs.

Scared off chemicals, she clung
more tightly to alcohol. “Drinking
is acceptable. It’s legal. I never
questioned it.”

However, she did question al-
most everything else. “I was

Most popular drug
is most devastating

The largest “pusher” on the Gulf
Islands is the provincial govern-
ment.

Alcohol, the sale of which is
tightly controlled by the province,
is the “drug of choice” for the
majority of people who abuse
drugs, says Patti Locke-Lew-
kowich, who just finished a three-
year stint as an alcohol and drug
counsellor in the Gulf Islands.

Working from her office at the
Salt Spring Community Centre,
Lewkowich has counselled people
on Salt Spring, Galiano, Mayne,
Pender and Saturna.

“I see alcohol as the number one
drug of choice — legal, easily
available, relatively cheap, socially
acceptable,” she says.

But in health terms, alcohol is
undoubtedly the most devastating
drug in common use. Alcohol
abuse is estimated to cost the
Canadian economy $12 billion an-
nually and is blamed for more than
19,000 deaths each year. Itis tough
to quit drinking. Withdrawal
symptoms for addicts are severe
and can include convulsions, coma
and death.

Anyone who has had a long-
term drinking problem who at-
tempts to quit should ensure they
have medical supervision, Lew-
kowich said. For some alcoholics,
checking into a detoxification
centre is essential.

Alcohol abuse cuts across all
age groups and all income levels.

Teenagers are among the most
visible abusers, partly because
drinking is illegal for the majority
of teenagers and partly because
few young people have the ability
to conceal their use of alcohol.

However, a teenager who par-
ties away a weekend at 16 may not
be a drinker at 20. “Statistics show
that 80 per cent of young people
who go through a stage of drinking
to excess, will grow out of that
stage with maturity.”

There is some controversy over
whether alcohol has mainly a

physical or psychological addic-
tion — but there is plenty of
evidence that some people are very
susceptible to the drug.

Two out of 10 young drinkers
are likely to keep hitting the bottle
as they grow older. “It’s those 20
per cent of people who still carry
on with excessive use of alcohol
who risk becoming dependent.”

Unless they die from drinking
— statistics show alcohol is a fac-
tor in 45 per cent of fatal car
crashes and in 70 to 90 per cent of
crimes — many of those 20 per
cent will eventually need help to
control their habit.

By then, they may be adults with
families — who are also affected
by the drinker’s excessive use of
alcohol. Because alcohol is such a
socially acceptable drug, used in
moderation by many people, it is
sometimes hard for people to
recognize when they have a prob-
lem. But Lewkowich says a sure
sign is when alcohol use begins to
affect the drinker’s life — harming
personal relationships, self image,
social relationships or career.

“That’s certainly the time to
take a look — the sooner the bet-
ter.”

Maturity is no defense against
the insidious growth of a drinking
problem. Some problem drinkers
are seniors, who have started
“taking a nip” to help them cope
with health problems, loneliness
and isolation.

“Older people may move here to
find utopia and have not recog-
nized how isolated they are from
family and friends,” Lewkowich
remarked. Sometimes the alcohol
abuse is combined with abuse of
prescription and over-the-counter
medication.

Such combinations are more
than a one-two punch, Lewkowich
said. “That’s a one plus one equals
five equation.”

Mood-altering medications —
those taken for depression, anxiety
and sleep problems — often lose

defiant. I could do anything I
wanted.”

If she lost a job, it was because
the boss was lousy. If arelationship
failed, it was because of the other
person. If there were any other
problems in her life, they were
caused by her past or by society. “I
figured the world owes me.”

She used alcohol to drown the
anxiety attacks and kept changing
her life, trying to find the perfect

mix of job, town and partner.

“The world revolved around
booze.” She’d pick jobs where co-
workers went to the bar after work;
towns where Friday night was the
time for a binge at the bar and
partners who were also alcoholics.

No mix worked for long, so
Jenny would be back on the move.

She had finally admitted her
anxiety attacks to a doctor, who
sent her for counselling. Believing
she would be able to stop drinking
if she could straighten out her per-
sonal life, she faithfully attended
the sessions.

But the anxiety attacks con-
tinued, until the counsellor finally
suggested that the attacks might
stop if Jenny stopped drinking.
Jenny did stop for an entire, magic
year, during which she went to col-
lege and upgraded her education.
“Life just changed. It was like
opening a door.”

Then a close friend died and the
therapist — not recognizing
Jenny’s addiction — suggested
Jenny “unwind” with a drink.
Within a month, Jenny was again
drinking heavily.

She decided on a major move,
from central Canada to B.C. “This
is called the geographical cure,”
she remarked. She continued to
drink daily and party on weekends.
“A Friday night was a good excuse
to get drunk.”

Money for alcohol was never a
problem, she said. “It was some-
thing I’d put into my budget: rent,

But there were costs beyond
money. A doctor warned her she
had abnormalities in her liver. She
smashed up two cars, injuring her-
self in one of the accidents. Still,
she couldn’t give up drinking al-
though she made an unsuccessful
attempt to cut down.

Other recovering alcoholics
have told Jenny about similar
struggles. “We all have the same
story. The bottle — that’s who we
are. To ask us to give it up — it
seems like we’re going to die.”

Then Jenny’s husband — also
an alcoholic — began a recovery
program. He asked her to stop
drinking. Jenny recognized their
relationship hinged on her
response. “For the first time in my
life, I loved someone enough, and
myself enough, to quit drinking.”

The day she stopped drinking,
she also sought counselling. For
the past three years she has been
re-creating herself in a new, sober
image. It is not enough to quit
drinking, she says. The reasons for
drinking must also be eradicated.
“All of the old ghosts are there.”

Two recovering alcoholics can
be an explosive mix — especially
if they are going through the
process at different rates — so
Jenny and her husband are now
separated. She hopes they will
eventually re-build their relation-
ship. But first, she says, she must
re-build herself.

“The person I am meant to be is
just starting to emerge, like a
Phoenix from the flames.”

their effectiveness after several
months, so anyone who has been
taking such drugs for a long period
of time should check with their
physician or an alcohol-drug coun-
sellor, Lewkowich added.

Traditionally, most prescription
drug abusers have been adult
women but the problem is now
spreading through both sexes and
can be found in all age groups.

“Prescription drug abuse is
definitely alive and well on Salt
Spring,” Lewkowich remarked.

The nature of island life —
relaxed and generally accepting of
different lifestyles — makes it
easier to maintain an addiction to
drugs or alcohol and still be social-
ly acceptable. The physical isola-
tion of many homes also makes it
easier to keep “secrets,” Lew-
kowich noted.

She suspects the prevalence of
alcohol and prescription drug
abuse on the islands is similar to
that found in other B.C. com-
munities. Fortunately there is a
trend throughout society to cut
down on the use of alcohol.

According to Statistics Canada,
alcohol consumption dropped by
15 per cent between 1981 and
1991. Options like non-alcoholic
beverages at parties and in pubs are
becoming common, Lewkowich
said.

“There’s so many other choices
people can make.”

Canadians may not recog-
nize alcohol as the most devas-
tating drug in the country, but
many of our ancestors had little
doubt about the effects of
“demon rum.”

Temperance movements
which sought to ban the sale of
alcohol were a feature of
Canadian politics throughout
the 19th century, culminating in
the imposition of prohibition as
an emergency measure at the
start of the first world war.

Part of the reason for the rise
in temperance movements was
a dramatic change in alcohol
consumption, which occurred
in the early 19th century. Until
then, most liquor was home-
brewed and had a low alcohol
content.

But in the early 1800s the
first commercial breweries
began producing and selling
their wares — targeting the
growing populations in the
cities as North America shifted
from an agrarian to an industrial
society.

The commercial brew was
cheaper, more easily available
and more potent than most
home brew. For the first time,
public drunkenness became a
society-wide problem. Initially
drunkenness was regarded as a
personal problem — until Dr.
Benjamin Rush published a
report claiming that alcohol it-

self was a poison.
Rush’s report sparked the
first North American

temperance movement. The
concept of banning alcohol
sales spread quickly: a
temperance society was formed
in Nova Scotia in 1828 and
similar groups were soon active
throughout Lower and Upper
Canada.

Legislation soon followed.
By the middle of the century,

Movement bad ban
imposed on sale

New Brunswick had prohibited
sales and Nova Scotia had
placed strict restrictions on
sales. The Scott Act of 1880 al-
lowed each county or city to
prohibit the sale of alcohol if
more than 50 per centof electors
supported the move.

A wave of pamphlets,
speeches and publications fol-
lowed, as both sides argued for
or against prohibition. One ar-
gument against was the loss of
revenue from licensing — E.
King Dodds estimated the act
would cost Ontario
municipalities $260,000 in lost
revenue each year as well as
eliminating the sales of
Canadian barley to brewers.

The issue even led to the for-
mation of a political party.
Canada’s New Party was estab-
lished on March 21, 1888, with
the stated goal of “the prompt
and absolute prohibition of the
liquor traffic and the honest and
vigorous enforcement of all
laws for the repression of vice
and intemperance.”

(Some of the party’s other
polices appear surprisingly con-
temporary: equal rights for all
creeds, classes and
nationalities, cutbacks in
government expenditure to
reduce the “enormous national
debt,” civil service reform and
an elected Senate).

Although the party never
took office, the imposition of
prohibition in 1914 was a vic-
tory for temperance move-
ments. However, the victory
was short-lived. Prohibition
was repealed by many provin-
ces after the end of the war and
the sale of alcohol was placed
under government control. The
last province to repeal prohibi-
tion was Prince Edward Island,
which eliminated the measure
in 1948.

Second stage will examine
policy’s unresolved issues

The role of agriculture, growth
and the capacity for it, and scenic
values are among the policy state-
ment issues that the Islands Trust
council will address following
elections later this month.

Before the Trust policy state-
ment was approved — and perhaps
before it could have been approved
— a second stage in the process
was agreed upon at the special
Trust council meeting in Nanaimo
October 28 to November 1.

Stage two will start with a list of
unresolved or partially resolved is-
sues and the understanding that
each should be dealt with
thoroughly, with expert and public
input and in its own time after the
new Trust council convenes in
December.

The thorniest issues still to be
formulated into island-wide
policies revolve around the role
and promotion of agriculture,
growth and carrying capacity and
visual quality and scenic values.

Other issues include: artificial
reefs, definition of stakeholder, ad-
dressing recreation development,
community as well as environmen-
tal conservation, making use of
energy and resource- efficient
heating and water self-sufficiency.

Among the concerns:

« Agricultural land policies out-
lined in the policy statement were
the first to engage debate. Salt
Spring trustee John Stepaniuk
urged council to “take out the
whole thing.” He said farmers and
farm land were already governed
by federal and provincial mini-

stries and the Agricultural Land
Commission. Islands Trust policies
were an unnecessary additional
restriction, he said.

“All we’ve done is make posi-
tive statements about it,” Lasqueti
trustee Chris Ferris said in defence
of the policies. Thetis trustee John
Dunfield said one problem is
credibility because policies were
made by people who were not
farmers. Without making any
changes, council agreed to have the

whole section discussed thorough-
ly in stage two.

« The word “stakeholder”
generated debate among trustees.
They could not agree whether the
term should be left in, taken out,
replaced with “interested parties”
or “interested and affected parties.”

» The Salt Spring Parks and
Recreation Commission (PRC)
made a submission to the special
council meeting regarding the
recreation section in part five. In
particular the PRC was worried
about the interpretation of “high
impact recreational activities.” The
PRC also wanted to know where or
how local recreational planning
documents such as Salt Spring’s
recreation master plan would fit
into the policy statement.

» After establishing a policy that
visual quality and scenic values
should be protected, council agreed
that there needed to be a policy to
direct local Trust committees to ad-
dress the issue.

 Saturna trustee John Money
wanted to see community preser-
vation and protection addressed
somehow in the policy statement,
either in part two, “Islands Trust
objectandits meaning,” or as anew
guiding principle.

It was agreed to put the issue
over to stage two.

Trust wonders how to involve public

How public inyolvement might
be encouraged in Islands Trust
decision-making is a subject that
Trust council will address in the
second stage of finishing the policy
statement.

One of the heated debates at the
council meeting in Nanaimo earlier
this month focused on the means to
encourage public participation in
Trust decision-making and
whether the policy statement could
be amended to direct local Trust
committees to get the public in-
volved. While trustees agreed that
public participation should be en-
couraged, they could not agree on
how that could be accomplished
within the policy statement. In the
end it was left to stage two to work
out.

“Actively seeking public par-
ticipation is not reflected in this
document,” Salt Spring trustee Bob
Andrew said. “We’ve got to find a
way to put it in. We’ve got to take

a forward-looking approach.”

There is only one policy which
directly deals with public par-
ticipation in decision-making and
that is policy 8.4 in the health and
well-being section in part five.
Some trustees wanted the policy
changed from a policy of en-
couragement (using the word
should) to a policy of direction
(using the word shall).

But Islands Trust staff said
council did not have the authority
to enforce the directive policy.
Pender trustee Phil Clark added
that Trust council could in theory
reject a local bylaw if it thought
there had not been sufficient public
involvement.

In addition, chairman Carol
Martin said if the policy was made
directive without specifying what
public involvement was required
for which kind of bylaw, every
bylaw could be open to court action
on the grounds of insufficient

public process, as happened in

Parksville earlier this year.
Trustees agreed that the subject

should be dealt with in stage two.
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Higher water use stiffens health requirements

Increased use of water in
modern homes plus a bid to make
septic fields last longer are behind
changes to Capital Regional Dis-
trict septic field regulations, says
Salt Spring district inspector Erwin
Dyck.

Dyck, who helped draft the
changes, noted regional district
septic field standards had not
changed over the past 25 years. But
homes have changed and may now
include washers, dishwashers,
extra washrooms and large soaker
tubs. The large tubs can empty up
to 80 gallons into a septic field
system, Dyck said.

“We felt there was a need to
improve the quality of the system,”
Dyck said. As of next April 1,
anyone building a standard three-
bedroom home will be required to
install a 900-gallon tank instead of

the 600-gallon tank now required.

The change was delayed until
April to allow manufacturers time
to produce the larger tanks, Dyck
said.

Those tanks will retain waste
water and sewage for a longer
period of time, allowing for greater
natural decomposition before the
water seeps into the field.

Other changes, dealing with the
construction of septic fields, take
effect next January 1. The new
regulations may increase the field
size for a three-bedroom house by
50 feet, Dyck said.

The regulations also require a
24-inch vertical separation of un-
saturated soil between the bottom
of the trench and any rock, hardpan
or ground water layer. This two-
foot soil barrier is intended to trap
and purify any seepage.

Firemen called twice

Two homes escaped with minor damage following fires this past week.

On Saturday, about eight firefighters responded to an 11:20 a.m. call
to a chimney fire in a home on South Bank Drive. The fire was quickly
extinguished and there was minimal damage.

On Tuesday, firemen from both halls responded to a 10:30 a.m. fire in
a crawl space under a home on Booth Canal Road. It was caused by cedar
beams being located under a fireplace in the home. Firemen pulled off a
side wall to reach and extinguish the fire.

The soil barrier must be un-
saturated most of the time to ensure
that the seepage does not flow into
the water table. “It will travel along
way through ground water,” Dyck
said, saying such untreated seepage
from sewage can cause major
problems if drinking water is con-
taminated.

Such a barrier is a standard re-
quirement throughout North
America, Dyck added.

The changes will only apply to
new construction and should add

approximately $1,000 to the instal-
lation of a septic field. “The extra
cost is not significant,” Dyck
remarked.

He said the changes may save
homeowners money in the long run
by extending the life of a septic
field beyond the usual 10 to 25
years. Upgrading fields at the out-
set is less expensive than replacing
a field later, he observed.

“In the long run, it’s going to be
a lot cheaper.”

Projects whose permits are ap-

proved before January 1 will not be
required to meet the new require-
ments, Dyck said, although the re-
quirements will be enforced for
permit extensions requested after
January 1.

However, some negotiation
may be possible if an existing
projectrequests an extension but is
unable to meet all the new require-
ments.

Contractors on the Gulf Islands
have been advised of the changes,
Dyck said.

Doubt outweighs circumstances in LSD case

Benefit of the doubt went to the
accused November 2 as Judge
Michael Hubbard found Brendan
Bossenberry, 19, not guilty of pos-
session of LSD.

Following a trial in Ganges
provincial court, Hubbard noted
the circumstances linking Bossen-
berry to the drug were “suspicious”
but also said the accused should be
given the benefit of any doubt.
During the trial, RCMP Const.
Rod Holland testified that on

Phillips and Hereford avenues.

Holland testified that Bossen-
berry crouched down as if he were
placing something on the ground
and fled again as the police ap-
proached. He was apprehended a
short distance away, the area under
the tree was searched and a folded
scrap of paper found.

Inside the paper were six tinfoil-
wrapped fragments, which later
analysis proved to be paper soaked
with LSD. Holland said the paper

January 3, while patrolling through
Ganges at 12:40 a.m. on a snowy
evening, he and an auxiliary con-
stable saw Bossenberry on the side
of the road.

As the police car approached,
Bossenberry fled. Police were un-
able to find him at first, but then
spotted him standing under a tree in
a small orchard between Mc-

was not weathered nor was it wet,

Auxiliary constable Amos
Lundy testified that only
Bossenberry’s footprints could be
found around the base of the tree.

Bossenberry said he originally

ran from the police because he had

been drinking, was not thinking

clearly, and believed he could be in
trouble for being drunk in a public
place. He was on his way home at
the time, he said.

He only crouched behind the
tree in an attempt to hide from
police, he said.

Under cross-examination, he
agreed with crown counsel Stuart
Gray that the lightweight piece of
paper containing the LSD probably
could not have been tossed from
the parking lot into the orchard.

In his summation, defense
lawyer Tybring Hemphill said
police had assumed Bossenberry
had dropped the LSD which was
found under the tree. He pointed
out Bossenberry had ample time to
dispose of any drugs he was carry-
ing before he was spotted by police
the second time and argued the
defendant would not drop the drug

Community service,
probation for break-ins

A Salt Spring youth’s willing-
ness to take responsibility for two
break-ins and an attempted break-
in on February 28 was cited in Gan-
ges provincial court November 2 as
the youth pleaded guilty to all three
charges.

The youth also pleaded guilty to
a charge of mischief, laid after a
group of young people broke the
lock on the Shelby Pool and went
swimming at 3 a.m. June 6.

Crown counsel Martha Mc-
Neeley said the first two break-ins
occurred on two adjoining proper-
ties on Frazer Road. In the first
incident, a window was broken and
the home searched, causing an es-
timated $1,234 damage. An at-
tempt was made to break into a
second home, but the youth fled
upon finding the home occupied.

The third break-in occurred on
Fernwood Road. Entry was gained
by breaking a window in the home,
where some beer was consumed
and an estimated $10 in change

stolen.
Probation officer Susan
Langlois said the youth and his

family had made full restitution to
all victims of the break-ins. The
youth has also apologized to the
victims.

She suggested the youth, 16 at
the time of the offences butnow 17,
has since outgrown such be-
haviour. He is now attending
school full-time, living at home,

doing volunteer work and working
part-time, she noted.

Defence lawyer James Pasuta
said his client had, from the outset,
wanted to plead guilty and take
responsibility for his actions. The
youth also accepted responsibility
for the broken lock and has paid for
anew one, although he was not the
person who did the damage, Pasuta
said.

“There’s not many clients of
mine who have been that insistent
about taking responsibility,”
Pasuta said. He asked for an ab-
solute discharge on the mischief
charge.

Judge Michael Hubbard turned
down the request, noting that that
charge followed the laying of the
three others. Breaking and entering
was a serious offence, Hubbard
noted.

He put the youth on probation
until June 30, 1994 and ordered
him to complete 50 hours of com-
munity service work by June 1.

Youth ordered to pay $1,312

A teenager who doesn’t have
money now to pay restitution
should be able to earn it in the next
18 months, Judge Michael Hub-
bard said last week, ordering a 15-
year-old Salt Spring Island boy to
re-pay $1,312 stolen in a July
break-in.

The youth pleaded guilty in
Ganges provincial court November
2 to the early summer break-in and
theft. Crown counsel Martha Mc-
Neeley said a resident returned to
his home July 7 to find $1,312 in
cash had been stolen.

Also missing was almost $4,000
worth of equipment, including a
camcorder, a video cassette re-

corder, a video game and video
cartridges.

Entry to the home was gained
through a window, McNeeley said,
adding that the insurance company
has requested restitution for the
$3,927 paid to the owner for the
stolen items.

Defense counsel James Pasuta
said there were indications the
youth had been accompanied by
another person during the break-in
but there was insufficient evidence
to prosecute the second person.

Pasuta added that two of the
video cartridges had been returned
anonymously to his office and sug-
gested the youth had done his best

to recover the stolen items.

He asked the judge not to order
restitution, since the teenager does
not have a job, is now attending
school full-time and is bhelping at
home.

“He has been quite scared of the
whole proceedings,” Pasuta said.

Noting there had been items of
considerable value stolen in the
break-in, Hubbard said the youth
should at least re-pay the stolen
money, which was not covered by
insurance.

He placed the youth on proba-
tion for 18 months and ordered him
to pay the restitution by November
15, 1994,

when he knew police were watch-
ing.

In other court news:

« Judge Hubbard dismissed a
charge of mischief against Tyrone
Brian Camp, after finding the
charge had been laid a year and a
day after the incident, which oc-
curred on November 1, 1991.

The Salt Spring resident was
defending himself against the
charge November 2 in Ganges
provincial court.

Hubbard halted the trial early in
the proceedings, noting that the
crown did not have jurisdiction to
proceed so long after the event on
a summary charge.

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Fah Ambers abandoned desk job for carving

Artist Fah Ambers has no
patience with pretension.

He believes talent is not be-
stowed but earned. It took years of
effort to gain the skills which allow
him to complete projects ranging
from the massive wood carvings in
a west coast-style lodge to the deli-
cate etchings on a pair of gold ear-
rings.

“Nobody has an innate talent,”
he says. “It’s all eamed. It’s a lot of
hard work.”

For Ambers, the hard work
started almost 20 years ago when
he put together a training program
for young carvers in Alert Bay
under the direction of well-known
west coast artist Doug Cranmer.
At the time Ambers worked for the
federal government, but somehow
he found himself drawn to
Cranmer’s program.

“I found myself spending more
and more time in the shop instead
of behind my desk.” Finally, Cran-
mer suggested Ambers join the
course. Ambers agreed, trading his
pen for a chisel and an eight-hour
desk job for the 16-hour days
which Cranmer demanded of his
students.

“We spent six months before we
were allowed to touch a knife,”
Ambers recalls. Part of the training
included making tools and im-
provising — an essential skill in a
remote area like Alert Bay, where
specialized tools are not easily
available.

That extra skill now gives Am-
bers an edge — literally — since he

——

carving a native mask head on a
piece of ivory one-quarter of an
inch in diameter. He plans tomount
the finished piece in a ring.

But not all of Ambers’ work is
small, His largest project was the
native theatre at Expo 86, a job
which took 11 months for the three-
man team to complete. He also
worked on the food life building
and the General Motors pavilion
for Expo.

“The whole set was designed on
my kitchen table,” Ambers said.
“I've had the opportunity to do
every size job conceivable. I do
metal, I do everything.

“I don’t like to categorize
myself. If you categorize yourself,
no one will ever ask you to do the
unusual.”

He especially likes large
projects — “big, big wood” — as
such work provides a chance for his
apprentices to work and learn.
Having apprentices, he says, is not
a choice — it is a requirement.

“We’re always obligated to put
back into the system,” he says.
That, he says, is the main dif-
ference between a native carver
and a non-native carver who
produces west coast art.

“The native carver has to put
back into the system but a non-na-
tive carver never will . . .."”

Putting back also means meet-
ing family obligations. When a
family potlatch was planned —
Ambers is part of the Ma-amtagila
band near Kelsey Bay — the carver
packed up his tools and went home.

He and his apprentices worked
for eight weeks to prepare items for
the celebration. “My house was a

Much of his time these days is
spent working in gold and silver,
creating west coast art theme
jewellery. A few pieces are in
Thunderbird Gallery, Pegasus Gal-
lery and Gulf Jewels in Ganges but
most are handled by Artina’s in
Victoria.

A single piece can require up to
a week’s work, he says. Ambers
usually works eight to 10 hours a
day, seven days a week. “I just do
things and everything I do sells.
I'm booked to the end of next
August.”

Many of his skills are self-
taught. He learned his jewellery-
making skills from books, practice
and by applying the principles of
wood-carving to the new medium.

The techniques change and the
tools change, he says, but the basic
thought process is the same.
“Every profession tries to make
everything a mystery. But nothing
is a mystery — it’s all been done
before.”

Engraving, carving, repousse
and soldering are among his skills.
He can also do casting but prefers
the other techniques. “I prefertodo
one-off things.”

Aside from meticulous care
with his work, his only other rule is
that everything he creates must be
functional. If the creation is jewel-
lery, it should be worn. If it is a
mask, it should be designed to fita
human head and if it is a bowl, it
must be usable.

“There is nothing worse than
seeing a bowl sitting on a shelf that
cannot be used.”

For him, carving is more than a

can cut his equipment costs and
design a tool perfectly suited to the
work he is doing.

Carving, the Salt Spring artist
says, is a difficult way to make a
living. “It’s a tough game. It’s com-
petitive.” Of the 58 people who
started the course at the same time
as Ambers, only three are support-
ing themselves as artists.

Ambers considered himself
Doug Cranmer’s apprentice until
the older carver retired two years
ago. Now he has his own appren-
tices and regularly travels from Salt

living. It is a lifestyle. Even when
on vacation, he packs his tools and
workbench. He carves wood,
metal, ivory and stone. Once, when
he was on a boat without his tools,
he used a razor blade to carve a
small mask from a piece of scrap

giant factory for two months.”

Another major project was the
texturing work for the walls of the
carving shed at the Royal B.C.
Museum in Victoria. “It sure taught
a guy how to use an adze — 12,000
square feet of adze work.”

Active PASS brings
potent play to life

No odds. David French’s Salt-
Water Moon is a potent play.

The set, the costumes and the
Irish brogue of the Active P.A.S.S.
production anchored the play, for
those who did not know, squarely
in 1920s Newfoundland. But its
strength is in its taut, image-packed
script. And it came to life in the
high school band room.

Jacob Mercer, played by Sean
Hill, has to be seen to be believed.
He is a cock-sure jack-the-lad in
love with a girl but embittered by
the treatment of his war-hero father
at the hands of a local fishboat
owner. He is the somewhat
stereotypical man who plays a
hand he does not hold, is overcon-
fident to a fault and tells a tale —
not always true — with an ease and
flare to rival Riley. His storytelling
brings the story to life.

Mary Snow, played by Kelly
Hayes, is the young, romantic but
superstitious girl Jacob Mercer
comes home to rescue from mar-
riage to another. Mary’s aspira-
tions for security and happiness are
echoed in the attention she gives to
the moon and stars with their
beautiful names and bright colours.
Her easy agitation and desperation
to save a sister trapped at an or-
phanage are poignantly portrayed.

Terms like “in collar” and “in
service” are treated as distasteful
but everyday facts of life. The war
to end all wars, World War I, has
torn apart these two families in a
most unheroic fashion. The
economy, even if there were fish in
the North Atlantic in 1926, seems
to have left Mary and Jacob and all
they know behind.

But as stark and extraordinary
as this picture is of two ordinary
Newfoundlanders, the play has its

humorous moments. There is
Jacob’s dramatic and caricatured
account of a trip to see Tom Mix at
the moving pictures; Mary’s deep-
ly held superstitions are scoffed at
by Jacob, but she gets her own back
by recounting a not-so-heroic trip
to a rather superstitious dentist.

One of the most telling tales
which set the time and place
squarely in church-dominated out-
ports of civilization was a discus-
sion of the meaning of the word
“potent” — bald men be warmed —
which neither character really un-
derstands.

Mary, who has the upper hand,
goes to the Bible rather than a dic-
tionary to explain a context for the
mysterious word used by the rival
suitor.

Harps concert Saturday was
more than just heavenly tunes

The generous nature of
Canadians has long been reflected
in their federal government’s lar-
gesse, to the point where many ex-
penditures — those of the Canada
Council, for example — have come
under some close scrutiny, and
some criticism.

But I'd say we got our money’s
worth when we sent Mike Absalom
on a junket to Paraguay to learn
about harps.

Absalom was one of three
musicians who visited the islands
last weekend as Harps Internation-
al, a Vancouver group that proved
that the theme from The Friendly
Giant is not the last note in harp
music.

They proved that there is more
indeed to the harp than angels
strumming heavenly tunes. Ab-
salom showed that, not just by
amusing his audience with a few
bars of country and western, but by
producing some very moving Latin
rhythms on his Paraguayan harp,
rhythms learned as a result of a
Canada Council grant.

Some Celtic tunes on a — what
else? — Celtic harp by Lori Pap-
pajohn and some beautiful pieces
by Carlos Salzedo, performed by
Jill Whitman on a concert harp,
rounded out an excellent perfor-
mance.

All three harp players talked a
little about their instruments:
Whitman’s very large concert harp
had 1,200 moving parts and several
foot pedals, while Pappajohn’s was
slightly less complex, with its 36
moving parts.

The smallest and simplest was
Absalom’s. “This,” he said in
Spanish, “is a Paraguayan harp. A
man’s harp.” And with a bold dis-
play of machismo, he held the in-
strument aloft with one hand for all

the evening. But so did his music.

As he pointed out, the
peculiarity of Paraguayan music
lies in its two rhythms: each hand
played a different rthythm with a
different beat, a challenging feat,
but one capable of producing some
beautiful sounds.

All this is not to say that Ab-
salom stole the show, or was its
star.

On the contrary, all three
musicians played individual pieces
that reflected the international in
their name, and provided a
thoroughly entertaining concert.

This review would be incom-

plete without mention of the harp
that Lori Pappajohn did not bring
to the concert.

Made by Salt Spring Island’s
Lawrie Neish, the harp remained at
home, she told the audience, be-
cause she would rather not travel
with it. She described Neish as “the
best harp maker in North
America.”

It would have been nice to hear
it, but I’'m not complaining.
Saturday’s concert was first-class,
even down to the encore. After all,
what would a harp concert be
without the theme from The
Friendly Giant.

“Simple country elegance accompanied by
precisely prepared meals is a rare combination,
but that’s what you'll find inside this unassuming
heritage building overlooking Ganges Harbour.
The softly lit dining room its tables draped with

white linens, presents a warm backdrop. The
tantalizing menu provides culinary heaven.”

November 9, 1988

* A proposal to use proceeds
from the sale of rezoned Stewart
Road properties to aid construction
of a community swimming pool
received guarded response from a
member of the Salt Spring Swim-
ming Pool Society. The proposal,
put forward by landowner Murray
Cyprus, would see owners of 776
acres of former MacMillan Bloedel
lands east of Stewart Road rezone
their lands from Uplands and
Forest to Rural, creating 153 five-
acre lots. Ten per cent of the lots
would be donated to the society,
with the proceeds going towards a
community pool.

+ In the spring, approximately
700 baseball players took to the
fields on local diamonds. In the
summer, more than 200 children
learned how to swim and more than
150 took tennis lessons. As fall
began, 200 people were playing
soccer. Members of the Parks and
Recreation Commission said the
numbers reflected the use of com-
mission facilities over the year.
Property owners were soon to be
asked to agree to an increase in the
PRC mill rate on their tax bill to
pay for increased services. The
total tax would be about $25.80 per
$100,000 of assessed value.

Ten years ago
November 9 1983
» The second salvo in the labour
war with the B.C. government

echoed through the Gulf Islands
when teachers and support staff

stayed away from work in support
of the Solidarity Coalition, The ac-
tion was expected to intensify in
the next week. ICBC and other
crown corporations were to be
struck and B.C. Ferries and B.C.
Hydro were set to go out. Medical
services personnel were to walk out
later. Thus far 42,000 people in
education across the province were
out on strike and nearly that num-
ber of civic government
employees.

* Farmers’ Market in Ganges
got a reprieve. Regional director
Hugh Borsman got a three-month
extension of a deadline for the
threatened closure of the park.
Ministry of lands was to work with
islanders to find a means of keep-
ing the market going on the govern-
ment-leased property.
