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THEY CAME FROM SASKATCHEWAN 
And all agreed on weather: 
they don't miss it a bit

Saskatchewan's biggest export 
is people, said one man at a special 
dinner Saturday for prairie folk, 
and about 75 islanders filled the 
Waterside Bistro to prove the 
point 

The Saskatchewan Smorgas­
bord provoked a flood of memories, 
about the "flat" province, the 
"wheat" province, the "cold-as-
hell" province. 

Some remembered special 
growing-up things, like the butterf­
ly ride at the Regiiia Fair where 
Annie Palovcik received her first 
kiss. 

Two diners remembered a gig­
gle-filled 16th birthday party in 
1946 — the last time four friends 
had seen each other all at once. 

Shirley Bourassa, from Moose 
Jaw, remembered Joyner's Store. It 
was famous for its "money-rails.** 
These were small wooden boxes on 
rails which took cash from the oils 
up to the cashier on the next floor. 
The boxes would be sent back 
down with change and a receipt 

Though each had their own 
memory of life on the farm or in the 
city, all shared one memory at 
least: the weather. 

Bourassa said she does not miss 
the "terrible winters," and neither 
does ex-Saskatoon resident Vivian 
Dawson. 

"I miss the snow," Dawson said, 
"but not very much." 

"I have heard Saskatchewan 
described as a place with 11 
months of winter and one month of 
bad sledging," husband Bryan said. 

But one thing the Dawsons do 
miss about Saskatoon is the skiing 
— yes, that's right, the skiing. Ap­
parently Saskatoon has a man-
made ski hill which was built for 
the winter games one year. 

"I miss the big blue sky," Tyvan 
native Jean Hopkins said. 

"It can be 40 below and still (be) 
abig blue sky," husband Stu added. 
"We were married in 1947 in 
Regina on January 31. It was 40 
below. We were supposed to go to

Moose Jaw for our honeymoon but 
the trains were stopped from the 
cold." 

The intrepid newlyweds had 
their honeymoon in Regina in­
stead. 

Food from their home province 
was not something Saskatchewan 
natives particularly reminisced 
about Saturday, with one excep­
tion: tbe saskatoon berry. In a 
province renowned for producing 
the Wheat Pool, the New 
Democratic Party and Medicare, it 
is perhaps a cruel trick of fate that 
the saskatoon berry is as Tory-blue 
as fruit gets. 

"I miss saskatoon pie and the 
choke cherries which we made into 
syrup for pancakes," Madeleine 
Hardie said. 

She left Saskatchewan in 1937 
and has been on Salt Spring for 45 
years, where Richmond blueber­
ries reign supreme. 

"Saskatoon berries have a better 
flavour than blueberries, to tell you 
the truth," she added. 

The Dawsons echoed Hardie's 
saskatoon berry blues, but pointed 
out there are no blackberries in Sas­
katchewan, so in fact they have 
made a swap, one for the other. 

The Saskatchewan Smorgas­
bord attracted islanders from 
provinces other than Sas­
katchewan, including Bob and 
Molly Akerman and their guests 
from Fulford. 

"You don't have to go to Sas­
katchewan to homestead," Aker­
man noted. "We homesteaded right 
here." 

The Akermans do have Sas­
katchewan connections: son Mur­
ray lives there. And Akerman had 
his first job away from home in 
Saskatchewan in 1928. He was 15 
and he left the island for the first 
time to get a harvesting job. 

"It cost $11 to go from Van­
couver to Moose Jaw on the harvest 

train," he said. Many people were 
looking for the same kind of work 
and when he and his 16-year-old 
partner arrived in Moose Jaw, they 
found 1,000 men chasing very few 
jobs. 

With 25 cents between them, 
the two boys walked to Palmer, a 
town north of Moose Jaw where 
they managed to find work on a 
farm. 

After two months' hard work 
they returned home more ex­
perienced, more knowledgeable 
and with $150, Akerman remem­
bered proudly. 

The Rajalas did not live in Sas­
katchewan either, but they went to 
the dinner for the food and the fun. 

"We passed through it every 
time we came through from On­
tario," Margaret said. "We know 
the motels. We lived in Haileybury, 
Ontario. 

"We came for the food mainly 
— the cabbage rolls and perogies 
and that kind of stuff," she said. "I 
like to know how other people 
make them." 

What husband Douglas remem­
bered about Saskatchewan was a 
highway sign which said: "Slow 
down: pheasant crossing." 

But most people at the dinner 
were bona fide Saskatchewanians. 
Dinsmore native Donna Mort's 
great-great-grandfather homes­
teaded in Whitewood in 1879, 
coming in with the railway. And 
though she has lived away for a 
while, she has friends and family 
there still. 

"It's the people that make Sas­
katchewan," she said. 

"They're tough," friend Mar­
garet Hardie added.

Marg Pragnell, of Fort Qu'-
Appelle, summed up the feelings of 
most of the Salt Spring-Sas­
katchewan diners by saying the 
prairie province was a "special 

place because of the people." 
But she added — as perhaps 

every islander from every other 
province would — "I don't miss a 
thing. I love it here."

when I entertained visitors from the 
southern States they were more in­
trigued by a milk carton marked 
simply "homo" than by any fish or 
fowl or marine view in Ganges. 
And the debate continues. 

The parallel debate was 
flourishing in Britain when I left 
recently. A new bill in the British 
parliament calls for a reduction in 
the age of consent to 
homosexuality from 21 to 16, 
thereby matching the age of con­
sent in heterosexual relations. 

Doubtless the debate will burn 
itself out in due course, although it 
showed no sign of doing so while I 
was there. 

It is a strange acceptance of the 
stage of growing up to British adul­
thood. The young in years may 
make love at the age of 16, drive a 
car at 17 and take alcoholic 
beverages at 18. 

Everybody's talking 
about it 

There's a deep concern for the 
ills of unemployment in every 
government in the land. Ottawa is 
urged to take corrective measures 
and the provincial governments are 
looking for measures whereby new 
jobs might be created to shape up 
the road to the prosperity we have 
lost. 

Everybody's talking of the same 
disaster. In Washington and in 
every state, all administrations are 

worried at the devastation of un­
employment that is without hope. 
This same social ill and its accom­
panying debate is to be seen in 
every land in Europe. 

Experience over the centuries 
has shown that the creation of jobs 
lies beyond the reach of legislators. 
If it were not so how could any 
administration tolerate unemploy­
ment? The experience of the past 
century would suggest that only 
politicians in opposition benches 
can visualize effective job-creating 
policies. 

Some easing of the situation 
may be devised by economists, but 
Canada, no less than other nations 
of the world, has experienced its 
share of the evils of enforced idle­
ness and Canada has not yet found 
the secret. 

Every avenue of hope must be 
explored, but let's not go over­
board in our expectations.

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Moving to Ottawa? Here's a home for you

Two full days had passed since 
her advertisement was published 
and she hadn't received a single 
call. But Gaudy Mailly was unper­
turbed. There must be someone in 
British Columbia who requires a 
riverfront home near Ottawa, and is 
prepared to make a trade, she said 
in a telephone interview from her 
home last week. 

Mailly and husband Charles 
Lynch have placed ads in several 
B.C. newspapers, including the 
Driftwood, offering to exchange 
their Gatineau River home with 
one of similar value in the Gulf 
Islands, Victoria, Vancouver or the 
Sunshine CoasL Mailly's three-
year-old, 5,000-square-foot home 
has six bedrooms, seven fireplaces, 
a gourmet kitchen, five bathrooms 
and two Jacuzzis. The property has 

a private dock on the river, and is 
located in Gatineau, Quebec, just 
across the Ottawa River and 10 
minutes away from the nation's 
capital. She appraises the home's

value at $320,000. 
"Maybe someone in politics has 

to find a home in the area," she said 
of whom a prospective property 
trader might be. 

Mailly and her husband have 
wanted to move west "for quite 

some time." They put the house up 
for sale last spring but were unable 
to get a price that was acceptable. 
So they thought they'd try the 
barter system instead. 

A former Progressive Conser­
vative Member of Parliament, 
Mailly comes from Montreal, but 
doesn't mind west coast fog and 
rain. She has visited Salt Spring 
many times, she said, and has made 
offers on houses that were condi­
tional on the selling of their Quebec 
home, a condition they have not 
been able to meet. 

Husband Charles is a nationally 
known political observer who 
worked for Southam News for 
many years. 

Mailly said her home's location 
offers "incredible boating" in the 
summer, and skiing in the winter. 

But what makes it great for 
skiing means that islanders must 

have a good reason for living near 
Ottawa unless they simply like cold 
weather. When Mailly spoke to the 
DriftwoodFtiday it was close to 10 
degrees in Ganges. And while the 
National Capital Region was ex­
periencing a thaw, two days before 
the temperature had plunged to — 
29, the coldest day in recorded his­

tory, according to Mailly. 
The thaw brought rain, which 

then froze, creating a hazardous 
sheet of ice on her path to the street. 
"We just finished hacking a path 
for the mailman," she said. Is­
landers, meanwhile, had no more to 
do to their paths than sweep away 
a little dust.

Museum 
celebrates 
black 
history 

The history of black settlers in 
British Columbia is also the history 
of Salt Spring Island, and both will 
be part of an event at the Royal 
B.C. Museum this week. 

The celebration of black history 
will include an exhibit that runs 
from February 4-28, in which a 
former Salt Spring Islander will 
have three portraits of black settlers 
on display. 

Gene Grooms, a painter and 
musician who now lives in Vic­
toria, has been commissioned by 
the museum and the B.C. Black 
History Awareness Committee to 
do 20-30 portraits of black settlers 
for a travelling exhibition. 

Grooms said last week that three 
have been completed, and will be 
on display at the museum this 
week. One of those portraits is of 
Salt Spring Island settler Willis 
Stark. 

The black history exhibit will 
also feature the history of the 
Alexander family, which settled in 
Saanich in 1858. The exhibit will 
be offered in the Fannin Gallery, 
and is open from 10 a.m. to 5:30 
p.m. 

From Friday through Sunday a 
black history showcase will feature 
public exhibits and demonstrations 
of mask making, painting, and toys 
and games from Africa There will 
be Caribbean and African foods, 
storytelling, fashion shows and 
folk and blues musicians. 

The showcase will take place in 
the Friends Gallery from 10 a.m. to 
4 p.m. 

On Saturday and Sunday, Vic­
toria musician Louise Rose and 
actress Pearl Brown will present 
readings and songs with shows at 3 
p.m. and 8 p.m. on Saturday, and 3 
p.m. Sunday. 

A selection of films depicting 
the challenges and successes of 
black people in Canada will be 
presented over the weekend in the 
Newcombe Theatre. 

Grooms said the travelling ex­
hibition of his portraits will help 
raise awareness among British 
Columbians of the contribution by 
black setters. 

"Our goal is to give young black 
children all over B.C. a sense of 
pride in the contribution by black 
settlers "

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Meditation 
offers 
means to 
get control 

For islanders who are feeling 
discord through the rapid accelera­
tion of the world around them, even 
here on Salt Spring Island, two resi­
dents are offering a means to slow 
down and take more personal con­
trol. 

Solinus and Susan Jolliffe are 
opening their home Monday nights 
for meditation. They have both 
taught meditation before and at 
New Year's made a resolution to 
share their skills again. Changes 
they have noticed in the last year 
have made them aware that medita­
tion is needed again for a growing 
number of people. 

"People are looking for some 
understanding," Solinus said. 
"They want to learn more about 
themselves from within." 

Meditation calms the mind and 
calms the emotions, he said, and it 
can also help an individual focus on 
an idea or examine a problem or 
challenge in a new way. 

"You take yourself out of the 
business in your mind to find a 
place of clarity," Susan added. As 
well as teaching meditation, Susan 
also helps people communicate 
with their guardian angels. 

"What the angels are telling is 
that this is a time of personal 
JY.O'Ntfi awl VM&SAVC hum%A 
change," she said. 'Take hold of 
yourself, grasp the possibilities. Go 
with what the world can be." 

But these particular meditation 
sessions were inspired by a grow­
ing sense of rapidly accelerating 
growth over which people have 
less and less control. The Jolliffcs 
call this the "quickening" which 
meditation slows down to a human, 
absorbable pace. 

"The seeds were sown in the 
1960s," Solinus said of the quick­
ening. "We are feeling separation 
in life: break-up of family, political 
discord, economic problems, the 
environment. The reality is we are 
not separate. This feeling of 
separatism needs to be balanced. 

"We are disconnected. Our 
results are disconnected." 

"We as humans have spent 
thousands of years becoming 
mechanized, becoming more ex­
ternal," Susan said. "We need to 
stop some of that, to slow down, to 
find that calm centre. 

"The quickening—you' d think 
something was speeding up. 
What's speeding up is the need to 
find that calm space," she said. 
"It's a quickening of the means to 
make us all one people again."

Course will offer place to start 
for prospective bird-watchers

This time of year finds many of 
us overtired, overweight and over­
spent from December's holiday 
hustle. 

Do you need a new activity that 
revitalizes, burns calories and costs 
next to nothing? Then simply put 
on your coat, and go outside. 

Stroll along, inhale that famed 
Gulf Island air, and take a look 
around. 

Between the ground, sea and 
sky many elements exist to soothe 
or surprise you. Ain't nature 
wonderful? 

We humans have always been 
interested in natural history, and 
bird and wildlife watching remain 
one of the fastest growing recrea­
tional activities in North America. 

If you would like to bird-watch, 
but don't know where to start, the 
SaltSpring Community Recreation 
Program is offering a birding 
course in February. You don't need 
anything to become a "birder," al­
though comfortable walking shoes, 
binoculars, and a good bird book 
will be helpful. 

When choosing a reference bird 
book, make sure you get one that 
deals specifically with birds of the 
northwest. I like the Field Guide to 
the Birds of North America by the 
National Geographic Society, as 
well as the classic A Field Guide to 
Western Birds by Roger Tory 
Peterson. The Audubon Society 
Field Guide to North American 
Birds — Western Region and An 
Audubon Handbook — Western 
Birds are pretty good, too, and fea­
ture photographs rather than draw­
ings. 

The easiest way to discover 
what birds to look for here is to 
purchase a local bird "checklist" 
from Fraser's Thimble Farms. This 
lists all the Salt Spring varieties and 
provides other useful information 
as well. 

If walking to find birds is a prob­
lem, install a feeder and let the 
birds come to you. I confess I have

rooted stem cuttings (layered) from 
a parent plant to form a flowering 
hedge. 

Because forsythia is spring-
flowering it is essential that I plant 
it soon in order to minimize the 
transplant shock. The cambium 
layer is already transporting essen­
tial sugars up-the stem to the await­
ing flower buds. I don't know why 
there are not more hedges as bar­
riers and fences around. They were 
necessary in most gardens in 
Europe and they make very attrac­
tive and useful fences. They sup­
port endless wildlife and are a very 
useful sound barrier. 

There are many plants that are 

useful in hedging and each one has 
a unique appeal. Try laurel for deep 
shade or hawthorn for deer proof­
ing and attracting birds. 

Deciduous hedges are very at­
tractive and allow dappled sunlight 
in through winter when light is 
most precious. They also produce 
great leaf mould for their food 
source in the spring. Yew hedges 
are very popular in Britain. They 
tend to be slow growing but look 
very stately when mature. Hedges 
provide a little shade around gar­
den edges but seldom have I seen 
one block out the sun, save for 
when it is 30 feet high. All in all, 
hedges make a great fence.

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Islanders 
celebrate 
Scottish 
culture

It's Buhrrrrns. Not a slow and 
lazy, limp and laid-back Bums. It's. 
Buhrrms, with a hard B, spat out 
with some force, as if you're about 
to Bust ihe haggis wide open, or 
take a Belt of scotch. 

It's Buhrrrns with the U sound­
ing like the U in buns, and the Rs 
rolling off the tongue like poetry 
off a Scotsman's lips on January 
25. 

That particular date fell last 
Tuesday when a not-so-dour clan 
of Scottish lads and lassies got 
together for some Burns Night fun 
on Salt Spring. And that's when I 
learned how to say Buhrrrns. 

It was actually Burns Night with 
a ceilidh (pronounced kay-lee) so it 
wasn't all drams of scotch, bowls 
of haggis and recitations of poetry. 
It was music and Scottish country 
dancing as well, and a memorable 
introduction to the ways of the 
Scots for a simple Canadian of 
common English parentage. 

The scotch wasn't new, nor was 
the poetry or the music. No, the 
highlight was the haggis, adish that 
had enjoyed no words of praise in 
my family home. On the contrary, 
the only sentiment I can recall 
being expressed with respect to the 
haggis is one of some revulsion. 

That was the word that came 
immediately to mind when semi-
Scot Ron Holcroft marched trium­
phantly into the room bearing an 
unpleasant looking green lump of 
something on a tray. From the com­
motion that followed, it was ob­
vious that this was indeed the 
revered stomach of a sheep, hope­
fully drained of its original con­
tents and filled with something 
more appetizing. 

Following an expressive and 
entertaining address to the haggis 
by Andrew Gardner, in a language 
whose structure I could only faintly 
comprehend, the object of our col­
lective attention was delivered to 
the table in bowls, and my curiosity 
was satisfied. 

It looked slightly more appeal­
ing having been removed from the 
enclosure in which it was cooked. 
And it tasted quite n ice . It 
reminded me of a dry meat loaf 
with ahint of oatmeal porridge, and 
it had a slightly musty flavour. 

It was enjoyable and did not re­
quire ketchup either, a suggestion 
tnat left at least one Scottish lass at 
my table looking quite aghast

about haggis, or scotch or Scottish 
literature. Murray Shoolbraid 
posed the question as to why so 
many people gather all over the 
world to celebrate one particular 
Scottish poet 

"He's the only fellow I can think 
of who gets this kind of treatment," 
Shoolbraid said, citing a list of 
other literary figures. "How often 
do you hear of a Shakespeare Shin­
dig?" Shoolbraid concluded that a 
typical reason for the celebration 
was simply to gather and drink — 
to Bums' memory. 

Whatever one's favourite 
aspect of a Bums Night celebra­

tion, it all boils down to culture. 
Here was a group of friends and 
acquaintances drawn together by 
the connecting thread of Scottish 
culture. 

They were maintaining tradi­
tions established by their forebears, 
preserving connections with their 
roots. For someone from a young 
country whose culture appears to 
require steady infusions of tax dol­
lars to be sustained, it was an en­
lightening occasion. 

It was an educational one, too.

His presentation listed a 
total of 24 initiatives involving 
continual research on and off the 
island, innumerable trips to Vic­
toria and as well, one trip each to 
Nanaimo and Salt Spring. These 
were to give presentations to 
gatherings of Islands Trust mem­
bers relative to the new policy 
statement. 

Hillier, one of the organizers of 
the Ratepayers, and its only presi­
dent to date, has devoted all his 
waking hours during the last two 
years to association business, and 
to attempt to achieve a sensible ap­
proach to island development.

as the supplier. New tanks are to be 
installed after current soil testing 
around the old ones is complete and 
any necessary contamination dealt 
with. The old tanks will then be 
made available to island fire 
departments should they be of use 
to them. 

The difficulty still is ensuring an 
availability of product, B.C. Fer­
ries being reluctant to commit 
themselves to more dangerous 
cargo sailings.

Moratorium sought 
A meeting was called last week 

"to have a say in this community's 
future." The organizers apparently 
did not expect a large attendance, 
thinking that only those would at­
tend who agree with the Islands 
Trust's appeal of the court judg­
ment overturning Galiano's forest 
zone bylaws. This was not the case, 
however, and the chairman, 
George Harris and others quickly 
attempted to focus discussion on 
how and what could be done to 
effect a "moratorium on all forest 
land subdivision applications 
under consideration by the sub­
division approval officer until the 
court has made its decision." 

The meeting's organizers hope 
to do this with a three-pronged at­
tack which includes letter writing, 
a protest rally and an attempt to get 
media attention. Volunteers to 
work for the furtherance of these 
and other initiatives were called 
for. 

According to Harris, the 3,552 
acres of Galiano land up for sub­
division is the largest development 
of its kind in Canadian history, a 
suggestion questioned by another 
at the meeting. The land mass may

well be large, it was argued, but it 
is not being developed as one unit, 
nor is it all necessarily going to be 
developed today or in the future. 

Fears were expressed by 
another proponent of the appeal 
that if the court judgment is not 
contested developmenthere will be 
seen as a go-ahead for strip 
development elsewhere (the east­
ern side of Vancouver Island was 
mentioned — Parksville to Cour-
tenay and north to Merville). 

The portion of the costs of the 
appeal footed by "other 
municipalities across British 
Columbia" was also questioned. It 
was suggested these areas have 
limited funds for this purpose but 
are giving all they can. No figures 
on the total of these contributions 
was made. 

An appeal from Bowie Keefer, 
one of the new owners of District 
Lot 79 (on the east side of the is­
land), cautioned those at the meet­
ing about creating fear and 
uncertainty. MacMillan Bloedel's 
logging practices and subdivision 
plans created fear, according to 
Keefer, hence the bylaws and the 
attempt to stop the selling of the 
former tree farm properties. 

"The suggestion in Galiano's 
new official plan to change the 
minimum lot size on which a lot 
may be built from 20 to 50 acres is 
also creating fear, said Keefer. 
"Many of the new owners are en­
vironmentally conscious people, 
but also afraid of losing their piece 
of paradise (and their life savings 
as well) should further restrictions 
be placed on their properties." 

These owners, according to 
Keefer, favour protecting their in­
vestment, maintaining good forest 
practices and protecting ecologi­
cally fragile areas and island 
beauty spots.
