Youths in
custody

Two island youths were held
in cells overnight and then
remanded to custody at a youth
detention centre, after being
arrested for theft and vandal-
ism last week.

The two 16-year-old males
were amrested after local RCMP
received a tip-off regarding
possible stolen stereo equip-
ment. A neighbourhood check
revealed a break and enter
offence had occurred at an
Eagleridge Drive home.

The house had also been
extensively vandalized.

The owner of the home
identified the stereo equipment
and other items in the youths’
possession as his.

Both youths were held in
cells overnight and then trans-
ported to court in Sidney, where
the-judge remanded them to a
youth detention centre.

Hundreds of people plus donations
have led to opening of Core Inn

The Core Inn youth centre in
Ganges is open.

A dance was held at the centre
Saturday but the official opening
will be held on November 4 from
2to 6 p.m.

Board chairperson Bev Unger
said the opening will include an
open house for the entire commu-
nity. “The community has been
very supportive,” she said.
Approximately 100 volunteers
have worked on the project and
many have donated money.

In 1993, $125,000 was raised to
match $125,000 donated by a pri-
vate donor, giving the group
$250,000 to purchase the three-
storey building in downtown
Ganges.

In 1994, close to $10,000 was
raised, Unger said. The Core Inn
Youth Project Society still needs to
repay an interest-free loan of $12,000.

Fund-raising is continuing.
Young people will do a door-to-

door blitz collecting donations on
Sunday, October 29, from noon to
4 p.m.

Unger said the Core Inn will
open staffed by volunteers but
eventually a coordinator should be
hired. Applications have been
made to the B.C. Heritage Trust
Fund for a grant to restore the
building — at present only the
ground floor is usable — and to
the Healthy Communities program
for a grant to establish a teen
health and wellness centre in the
building.

Unger said young people will
be invited to give their ideas on
what activities can be held in the
centre. Present plans are to open
two days a week with a coffee
house, music and a pool table
available.

A chess club, a drama group to
counteract violence and an envi-
ronmental group have all been
proposed by local young people,

Unger noted. In addition, the
school district is giving 10
young people credit for work
they do at the Core Inn, Unger
said.

Future plans for the facility also
include a skateboarding and multi-
use concrete pad behind the build-
ing.

Work towards a downtown
Ganges youth centre started in the
summer of 1993, after two island
teenagers were tragically killed in
a car accident. Sixteen year-olds
Ilan Corey Nelson and Kiowna
Corin Lalonde died in the acci-
dent, which occurred while a
group of teenagers were joyriding
in a stolen car.

The name of the new youth cen-
tre, Core Inn, was drawn from the
middle name of both the teenagers.
Their deaths initiated the campaign
to start a youth centre, so other
island young people would have a
safe place to socialize.

Ticket thrown out on technicality but driver ready to fight

A Mayne Island woman was busy looking for Salt Spring’s ‘local

authorities” Monday morning after her traffic ticket was thrown out of

court.

Maria Milus Douglas was issued a ticket and an $85 fine February 22
after making a left turn onto McPhillips Avenue from the parking lot
between Creekhouse and Ganges Pharmasave. But the ticket, issued for
“disobeying a traffic sign,” was dismissed on technicalities, Douglas told

the Driftwood in an interview.

That, however, didn’t satisfy the disgruntled driver, who was prepared
to challenge the ticket on the grounds that there was no sign to disobey.

Douglas went to court armed with 18 photographs of different angles
of the intersection to prove there was no sign. But the technicality —
there was no police officer present to defend the ticket — ended the mat-
ter, though the justice of the peace suggested Douglas take up the miss-

ing sign with the local authorities.

The search for those authorities took her to the Driftwood office,
where she explained that the ticket had left her “put off” about shopping

in Ganges.

“I love to come to shop here because it’s an exciting little place,” she

said.

Douglas was issued the traffic ticket after she had returned to her
Mayne Island home. She said police issued it after receiving a complaint
about the alleged offence — which put her in the wrong direction on a

one-way street — from a witness.

Douglas complained she had spent “a considerable amount of money”
to travel to Salt Spring to appear in court. She was happy, however, that

she had no fine to pay.

“Who can afford that? It’s half of my pension.”

Director
wants

Siemens
removed

A bid by regional director
Dietrich Luth to remove commis-
sion member Patsy Siemens from
the Parks and Recreation
Commission (PRC) because of a
difference in opinion underscored
PRC efforts Monday to remove
the power-of-appointment from
the regional director.

Before outlining a new appoint-
ment process, Siemens read a
message received that morning
from Simon Joslin, manager of
property and bylaw enforcement.

“Director Luth has requested
that Ms. Patsy Siemens’ appoint-
ment to the Commission be
rescinded at the next CRD Board
meeting 1o be held October 25,
1995,” Joslin reported. “The rea-
son provided by Director Luth for
the rescinding of the appointment
was that he and Ms. Siemens hold
philosophically opposing views
with respect to the process for
making Commission appoint-
ments. Director Luth has advised
that he is currently interviewing a
potential replacement member.”

Luth immediately objected, say-
ing Joslin’s message was a misin-
terpretation of Luth’s intentions.

“Are you trying to get me off the
commission?” Siemens asked Luth.

“Yes, I am seeking to remove
you, this is correct,” Luth respond-
ed. However, he felt Joslin had
misinterpreted his reasons.

Luth said Siemens should be
dismissed since she had said that
the director should not have the
sole power to appoint commission
members. If Siemens felt that way,
Luth said, she should not have
accepted the appointment last
spring and should now be
removed from the commission.

Siemens’ comment was made at
a PRC retreat meeting Thursday
night, during debate on commis-
sion appointments. Five terms
expire at the end of this year.

At present, director Dietrich
Luth nominates commission mem-
bers to the CRD Board. Under pre-
vious regional director Julia Atkins,
residents were invited to apply to
the commission, a PRC nominating
committee reviewed the applica-
tions and the resulting nominations
were taken to the CRD Board by
the regional director.

The PRC did not know of
Luth’s most recent appointment to
the commission, Paul Marcano,
until after that appointment was
ratified by the CRD board last

 Wednesday. If brought to the PRC

for discussion, the appointment of
Marcano could have been contro-
versial, since Marcano’s brother,
Tony, is president of the Market

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the separatist position. Here are some
excerpts, accompanied by some comments:

“In spite of all the attempts for a change,
the same old game goes on: We do not
have a government by the people for the
people but a government by Bronfman and
Desmarais for Bronfman and Desmarais.”

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Vendors’ Association (MVA).
The MVA has opposed the current
PRC regulations governing opera-
tion of the Market in the Park.

Siemens outlined a new
appointment process which would
invite applications from the public
to be screened by a nominating
committee. The nominating com-
mittee would include one PRC
member, the regional director and
several community groups.

“I don’t believe that absolute
power should rest in any one per-
son,” Siemens said.

Luth flatly refused to serve on
any such nominating committee.
“I can’t sit on that committee
because then I'll be tied to deci-
sions that I have no control over.”

“We’'re supposed to be working
together with the director. The
director is not supposed to be dic-
tating to us,” commission member
Malcolm Legg remarked.

PRC member Bill Curtin asked
Luth to explain why he abandoned
the nomination process established
by Atkins in order to nominate PRC
directors himself. He also asked
Luth to justify attempts earlier this
year to remove other PRC members.

Luth responded with a diatribe
which claimed PRC members did
not understand the regional direc-
tors” role, cited the possibility of
legal action and alluded to a link
between the elected director and
fiscal responsibility. He feared the
nominating committee would

result in legal entanglements with
other groups who supply represen-
tatives to the committee. Luth also
denied making any earlier attempts
to remove other PRC members.

“This is not answering my ques-
tion,” Curtin said. “It’s bullshit
and it’s bafflegab. Why did you
have to abandon the process?”

PRC chairperson Kellie Booth
said the nominating committee
process proposed by Siemens had
been checked and approved by the
CRD solicitor.

“The CRD solicitor has a few
things to answer for — he’s not
always right,” Luth responded,
claiming that the lawyer worked for
the benefit of the CRD administra-
tion and not on behalf of elected
politicians. “I haven’t had any coop-
eration from the (CRD) administra-
tion on PRC matters of late.”

Commission member Malcolm
McLean said he also didn’t
approve of the regional director’s
power-of-appointment. He would
rather see a totally democratic sys-
tern, like that proposed by Siemens.

“I don’t believe absolute power
should rest in any one person,”
Siemens said.

Calderhead asked Siemens how
her proposal differed from the
clause in an bylaw earlier pro-
posed by PRC chairman Kellie
Booth, which would have given
preference to current PRC mem-
bers when nominating the com-
mission.

Siemens said commission mem-
bers who wish to be re-appointed

would be able to submit their
names fo the nominating commit-
tee and would be assessed on an
equal basis with all others apply-
ing to the commission.

“If the deck was loaded ...”
Calderhead suggested.

“Why would the deck be
loaded?” Siemens asked, appear-
ing puzzled by Calderhead’s alle-
gation.

Calderhead also objected to a ref-
erence to “taxpayers” made earlier
in the discussion. “That got me real-
ly riled,” he said, asking if someone
on welfare would be eliminated
from the nominating committee.
Such a “loaded deck” is “part and
parcel of the attitude this group has
toward the market,” he added.

“You’re against the process that
got you in this room,” Marcano told
Siemens. He thought the PRC could
advertise for potential commission
members from the community. He
argued that Luth, as an elected offi-
cial, is in touch with the desires of
the general population on the island
and could screen applicants.

“I have no problem with adver-
tising for people,” Luth sajd. He
said he should handle the applica-
tions and appointments. In the
past, he claimed, some applica-
tions from individuals who applied
to the commission were lost. Luth
said he had also looked into elect-
ing all commission members but
understood that was not possible.

“You're setting yourself up in
opposition to a regional director,”
Luth warned commission mem-

District finances better than last year

Once bitten by a financial crisis, some Gulf Islands
school trustees are less than shy about making regular
inquiries about the district’s financial health.

Meeting last Wednesday, trustees were presented
with the latest funding estimates, based on enrolment
numbers recorded September 29. The estimates indi-
cate that this year’s funding will come in at $60,000
less than the projection made last spring on a total
operating budget of $13.2 million.

The district’ s revenues are based on enrolment
numbers, and last spring’s estimates were off by only
two students. The September 29 enrolment figure
came to 1,753 students, two more than expected.

The numbers drew praise from board chairwoman
Allisen Lambert, who commended administrative
staff for “extremely accurate” projections.

But trustee Charles Hingston sought some reassur-
ance from secretary-treasurer Ken Starling after the
board was reminded of a few problems with the
“echo-check” last year.

The echo-check is the term given for the Ministry
of Education’s determination that students are attend-
ing schools in the districts which are claiming them.
Galiano’s Bonnie Robson said her recollection was
that last year’s echo-check “came out perfectly.”

When Starling corrected her by pointing out some

discrepancies, Hingston expressed some alarm.

“Ken, reassure me again,” Hingston pleaded.

Starling said two students had been registered in
another district when the echo-check was done, but
they spent the rest of the year in a local school. The
issue was disputed for 10 months, he said.

“In June we got dinged for $15,000 because those
two kids arrived in this district a few days too late.”

However, Starling expressed confidence with the
district’s current projections.

Superintendent Mike Marshall pointed out that the dis-
frict was in a better financial position than this time last
year because of a reduction in the number of teachers.

The reduction equals “over seven teachers, which is
very close to half a million dollars less on the teacher
payroll,” Marshall said.

One other source of budgetary concern among
trustees was a reduction in special education funding.
It is now expected to total $1.8 million, down
$144,000 from last spring’s projection.

This was largely the result of funding for severely
handicapped students being cut by $213,000, to
$526,278. Lambert explained there were 48 students
in that category last year, but changes in the way stu-
dents are categorized reduced that number by half.

Trustees have been sensitive to budget issues since
a financial crisis early this ycar resulted in a half-mil-
lion-dollar deficit.

So say current provincial
appreving officer Robert Howat
and Islands Trust executive direc-
tor Gordon MclIntosh.

MclIntosh said preliminary
information from the province
suggests training, advice and
printed material — “everything
but money” — will all be avail-
able from the province if the Trust
takes on the subdivision approval
function from the Ministry of

Transportation and Highways
(MoTH).

The Trust would have to talk to
the Ministry about the transfer,
Mclntosh said, but he doesn’t
expect money will be available.
Information from the province
suggests subdivision fees could
offset some of the costs, he
added.

“There is no provincial funding
if they choose to take on the
authority,” Howat said. He, an
assistant and 19 technicians han-
dle subdivision approvals for all of

rural Vancouver Island and the
Gulf Islands.

The Gulf Islands requires six
full-time technicians plus some of
Howat’s and his assistant’s time.
“That does not account for clerical
time,” he said.

Nor does it include help from
the ministry’s in-house traffic
engineers, geotechnical engineers
and legal advice from the provin-
cial attorney-general’s office.

MclIntosh expected more infor-
mation on financial implications
will be available at the December

Islander wants better pet facilities

Pets and their owners deserve
better treatment on B.C. Ferries,
says a Salt Spring woman who has
written the corporation requesting
changes to its pets policy.

Diana Kramer told B.C. Ferries
the “provisions made for dogs on
the ferry (particularly the Long
Harbour to Tsawwassen route) are
abysmal.”

She noted that dogs belonging
to foot passengers are tied on
the “cold and windy” car deck
where they can get into the traf-
fic lanes. Owners are forced to
either leave their pets alone in
an unfamiliar place, or freeze
along side them for the duration
of the voyage.

Also, Kramer noted, there are

no signs waming non-owners not
to touch these dogs.

“No one should touch a tied-up
animal without the owner’s per-
mission,” she said. “These animals
are terrified enough of all the nois-
€8,

Kramer said that on this
“large and often under-used
ferry there must be a place in
one of the lounges that could be
reserved for pets and their own-
ers to sit.”

Pet owners, she says, pay their
share of taxes to support the needs
of others. “Now it is time to sup-
port the rights of animal owners.
We deserve a warm, dry place to
be with our pets.”

Kramer added that if such a

place were provided, pet owners
should be expected to pay a fare
for their pets.

B.C. Ferries communications
officer Ed McKenzie agreed that
at the present time none of the
vessels serving Salt Spring have
special facilities for pets.

“Owners are obliged to leave
their pets inside a vehicle with the
windows open, or to leash them to
the car deck.” he noted. “They
may choose to stay with their pet
if they like.”

According to B.C. Ferries litera-
ture which outlines its pet policy.
“On those vessels which have the
space available, special areas have
been set aside for pets, with some
seating for owners.”

Landfill regulations and fees cleaned up

Bylaws governing waste dispos-
al at the Hartland Road Landfill
were becoming cluttered.

So on Wednesday, Capital
Regional District (CRD) directors
were handed a clean new bylaw,
which clearly sets out the regula-
tions and fee schedules.

Since it was adopted in October
1992, the original bylaw has been
amended four times. In effect, this

. meant there were five bylaws gov-

erning the landfill operation,
explained John Craveiro, assistant
manager of solid waste for the
CRD.

“After a while, it becomes very
convoluted,” he observed. Only
one minor change was made when
the five bylaws were consolidated
into one bylaw, which was given
first, second and third reading
Wednesday.

‘The change allows non-anatom-
ical sterilized biomedical waste —
excluding any sharp objects — to
be disposed with general waste at
$75 a tonne instead of as con-
trolled waste at $245 a tonne.

During debate on the bylaw,
Metchosin Mayor John Ranns
noted some people who were

unwilling to pay tipping fees at
Hartland Landfill were illegally
dumping their trash in rural areas
of Metchosin.

The landfill charges a penalty
for unsorted garbage but Ranns
wondered if that penalty could be
waived for municipalities bring-
ing illegally dumped garbage to
the landfill. The problem affects
many municipalities, so staff
were asked to prepare a report on
the issue.

Another option suggested was
identifying those doing the illegal
dumping and imposing stiff fines.

Students face diverse job options

Gulf Islands school trustees dis-
cussed the colour of crayons last
Wednesday, remembering the
colours that a box of eight used to
contain.

But this wasn’t part of a school
supplies budget discussion. It was
an exercise used by Gulf Islands
Secondary School vice-principal
Scott Bergstrome to illustrate the
career choices available today to
youths.

When trustees were “little
gaffers,” there were eight crayons
in a box. Today, you can buy as
many as 256 in a single package.

It’s the same with the job mar-
ket, where there are so many
choices it’s difficult to keep track
of them all.

“The key is,” Bergstrome said,
“there are so many choices out
there nowadays we don’t really
know what they all are.

“Our kids, in many ways, go back
to the eight-pack, because when you
talk to them about what they are

going to do when they graduate
from school, they’re still going back
to the choices that we made.”

Most students figure they’ll go
to university and study to be a
lawyer, a doctor or a teacher.

But, Bergstrome noted, there
are 400,000 technical jobs across
Canada that can’t be filled.
Unfortunately, students don’t
know about those jobs.

Having finished with counting
crayons, Bergstrome then asked
trustees and others in the board
room to stand. Gesturing to five to
remain standing, he asked every-
one else to sit.

“You folks,” he said to those now
seated, “aren’t going to college and
you aren’t going to university.”

They would end up with jobs in
the service industry and else-
where; he and the five still stand-
ing would go on to post-secondary
education.

Bergstrome then directed four
more to sit down. The two remain-
ing — Bergstrome and a
Driftwood reporter — would be

Pilot project will offer after-school care

An after-school daycare will be
set up as a pilot project at Salt
Spring Elementary School.

The Gulf Islands School Board
was advised last Wednesday that a
society is being formed to offer
the service, known as out-of-
school daycare.

School district secretary-treasur-
er Ken Starling explained that
after-school care will be provided
for up to 10 children enrolled at
Salt Spring Elementary. Care will
be provided after classes until
about 5 p.m. each day.

The society will hire people
with the necessary qualifications
to provide care, and there is no
cost to the school district. It sim-
ply provides the space.

In other school board business:

* One of five major issues for
the provincial Ministry of
Education at present is the charter
school concept, superintendent
Mike Marshall told trustees.

Reporting on a recent meeting
of superintendents from around
the province, Marshall said the

ministry was interested because
charter schools provide more
parental choice in education.

However, it’s not likely that
B.C. will follow Alberta’s lead,
where a handful of charter schools
have opened. B.C. Education
Minister Art Charbonneau made it
clear last month his ministry
would have nothing to do with a
conference on charter schools.

In fact, he went as far as to lump
such schools with teaching cre-
ationism in science class which, as
the Abbotsford school board
knows, is something Charbonneau
feels rather strongly about.

Other issues under education
ministry scrutiny are social equity,
policy development, budget cuts
and the redesigning of school dis-
tricts and their governance.

On the latter issue, Marshall
noted that the present format of
school districts is over 60 years old.

* The school board has advertised

nationally for a new superintendent
of schools to replace Marshall, who
tendered his resignation last sum-
mer. The closing date for applica-
tions is November 17.

» These aren’t days of wine and
roses at Gulf Islands Secondary
School, which has had to shoulder
its share of the district’s financial
difficulties. And wine and other
alcoholic beverages aren’t wel-
come on the premises anyway.

But when it comes to roses, the
high school has an extensive selection.

The school board’s operations
committee last week discussed
low-cost landscaping options at the
school. As the nature of the discus-
sion was not revealed at the board
meeting, and as the roses them-
selves have been the objects of
derisive comments by some cost-
conscious taxpayers, the Driftwood
did some rose-cultivation research.

A local nursery advises that
roses need little care beyond the
application of fertilizer and ade-
quate water in summer, and prun-
ing in winter. And our adviser sug-
gested those duties would be good
training for agriculture students.

the only ones to go to university.

The house was purchased by an
anonymous donor and operated by
Salt Spring Woman Opposed to
Violence and Abuse (SWOVA).
The house opened July 1 and has
provided shelter for women and
children in the Gulf Islands who
are escaping abusive relationships.

Starting in October, the transi-
tion house was to receive $1,000 a
month from the Ministry of
Women’s Equality to cover oper-
ating costs from October to March
1996. At that time, SWOVA had
hoped to apply for a permanent
operating grant,

But on October 2, SWOVA
learned the October to March
operating grant had been eliminat-
ed and the chance of a permanent
operating grant was low, due to
cutbacks at the ministry.

Geauvreau said one fundraising
idea is a patronage system, under
which each donor pledges a small
amount monthly. The amount
would be automatically deducted
from a bank account, with the
donor receiving a tax receipt for
the accumulated donation.

Such a system would be pain-
less for donors and give the transi-
tion house assured monthly fund-
ing, Geauvreau said.

Group members are also dis-
cussing fundraising options, such
as an auction, and are writing let-
ters to government seeking sup-
port for the facility.

Recycling funds upped

More money will be available to
fund Gulf Islands recycling opera-
tions, following approval of revised
funding by the Capital Regional
District (CRD) board Wednesday.

The increased funding acknowl-
edges higher costs involved in
recycling on the Gulf Islands,
especially given the lower popula-
tions and the need to transport
recyclables off-island for sale.

Salt Spring’s recycling depot will
receive $158.10 per tonne, up from
the original $129.93 a tonne proposed
by the CRD environment committee.
The depot is operated by the Salt
Spring Island Community Services
Society under contract with the CRD.

A one-time $17,000 site
improvement grant was approved
by the directors for the Salt Spring

depot’s Rainbow Road site.

Directors also approved funding
for the Outer Gulf Islands.
Saturna’s recycling depot will
receive $8,450, up from $3,135 in
1994; Galiano will receive
$20,526, up from $9,450 in 1994;
Pender will receive $17,591, up
from $9,420 and Mayne will
receive $17,591, up from $9,420.

CRD staff were directed to pre-
pare a three-year agreement,
retroactive to May 1, with each of
the recycling depots on the
islands. The agreements are also
to include two one-year options.

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Controlling the PRC

he regional dictator is at it again.

Regional director Dietrich Luth — whose grasp of democrat-
ic principles has never been very strong — wants to remove Salt
Spring Parks and Recreation Commission (PRC) member Patsy
Siemens from the commission because she dared to suggest that the
director should not be able to appoint commission members at will.

Luth stridently upholds the Canadian Charter of Rights in sup-
port of his “open market” stand but this action makes it clear his
concern over personal rights is just a convenient political pose.

Democratic debate has no part in his plans. He has repeatedly told
* Capital Regional District staff in Victoria that he intends to replace com-
mission members who hold opposing views or don’t support his initiatives.

If he can hold on to the power to appoint commission members,
he need only wait until the end of the year when five existing terms
expire. Then he can fill those spots with people of his own choosing.

Already on the commission are two members appointed by Luth
who have, to date, voted in accord with the regional director’s
wishes. A third appointee has voted with and against Luth, but fell
into line with the regional director Monday night.

Siemens is the remaining obstacle to Luth’s bid to build a compli-
ant PRC, since her term does not expire at the end of the year. If
Luth is to control the entire commission, Siemens must be removed.

The only protection Salt Spring residents have against Luth’s
PRC power-grab is the CRD board. Last month, board members
broke with tradition by voting against L.uth and approving the
PRC’s market bylaw.

Hopetully, they will continue to take an equally skeptical stand
for the remainder of the director’s term. They are the check we
need to balance Luth.

B.C. politics: A play
with a long run

he higher one’s moral ground, the harder is the fall. Premier Mike
Harcourt and the New Democrats have taken a few falls since 1991
but none so hard as that triggered by the release of the Parks report.

Ron Parks’ audit of lottery proceeds of the Nanaimo
Commonwealth Holding Society has revealed that the New
Democratic Party did better than many charities in benefiting from
bingo revenues. It has turned up financial transactions that show New
Democrats labour under the same constraints as the Socreds of old.
They are not exempt from the frailties of human nature.

Tomorrow we shall Taugh at the naiveté that had us thinking an election
would cure anything.

Mike Harcourt, meanwhile, will not likely find anything to laugh
about for the foreseeable future. The bingo scandal isn’t done with him
yet, as an RCMP investigation will do what Ron Parks did not: seek
out activity that could produce criminal charges. :

If the economic forecasts are correct, the NDP government will be
forced to bring down a budget next year that will dampen the spirits of
voters more than any bingo scandal ever could. As one political
observer put it this week, Harcourt's election call will not be governed
by events or by strategy, but by the calendar. Time is running out; the
shutters are all but closed on windows of election opportunity.

Sealing the premier’s electoral fate is his inability to respond firmly
and decisively on the Nanaimo holding society issue. True, he ordered
the audit by Ron Parks. And we have to take Harcourt’s word on his
denial that he was familiar with the contents of Parks’ report.

But surely the briefing on that report, given him back in June, should
have rung enough warning bells to prepare him for the unpleasant rev-
elations to come.

He should have been prepared to act swiftly this week to denounce the
actions of the provincial party and the holding society. At the very least
he should have moved to put as much distance as possible between his
government and the party until the RCMP had finished its investigation.

Instead, we are left with a picture of weakness in the premier’s
office, and the creeping suspicion that the government and the party
share equally the responsibility for the bingo scandal.

Morale decline

The fact that school trustees
have sabotaged negotiations with
CUPE local 788 because they say
they can’t afford to do anything
doesn’t sit well with the local.

The money we see wasted on a
daily basis because of the fiscal inep-
titude of the board far outweighs any
cost they would incur by completing
negotiations with local 788.

The administrative position jug-
gling currently in progress has not
and will not save the school district
one dime. In fact, hiring a new
superintendent will increase costs
much more than the total cost of
local 788’s proposed two-year con-
tract, and this new superintendent
is guaranteed a three-year contract.

‘We cannot argue the fact that the

school district is experiencing
financial difficulties, but we will
argue strongly that no knight in
shmmg armour will be able to come
in and solve the financial problems
while the present board is in place.
Their smoke and mirrors techniques
fooled a lot of us for a while, but
repeated promises and glib catch
phrases spouted by the board chair-
person simply don’t cut it anymore.

Power balance

Ms. Dexter’s comments in
Viewpoint in last week’s Driftwood
should not pass unchallenged.

Ms. Dexter accurately describes
the power that the appeals court deci-
sion on the Galiano Trust Committee
appeal now places in the hands of the
local Trust committee. A far greater
power, incidentally, than was avail-
able to the office when the present
trustees were elected to it.

Power of this magnitude requires,
above all else, a perception of even-
handedness and balance in its
administration. A counterswing in
the opposite direction is likely if the
trustees are perceived to be driven
by a vociferous minority in a partic-
ular political direction.

The bylaws presently in place
are the guidelines within which

the trustees must make their deci-
sions. There is neither a legal, nor
a moral basis for them to cease
processing applications that are
already before them.

Ms. Dexter makes her observa-
tions secure in the knowledge that
the uplands and forest zoned
acreage she now occupies will be
exempt from any future arbitrary
elimination of value. However,
downzoning would of course have
a devastating effect on many
islanders. The majority of these are
long-term residents, who were con-
tributing to the welfare of the island
long before Ms. Dexter’s arrival.

Ms. Dexter goes on to state:
“Taking” does not occur where
the property can be put to eco-
nomic use. There is no mention, [
note, of what should happen
where there is no economic use to
which the property might be put.

Downzoning, or any similar
action, will have the effect of leav-
ing tracts of scenic or otherwise
attractive land in limbo, and subject
to different and possibly damaging
pressures in the future. Surely it
would be wiser for the trustees to
use the guidelines of the present
Official Community Plan to secure
permanemly, whenever the oppor-
tunity arises, as much land as possi-
ble in the public domain.

The legal complexities of this issue
are considerable, as illustrated by Ms.

Dexter appearing to contradict her- ?

self when discussing the issue of
“bad faith.” It is therefore incumbent
on the trustees to state unequivocally
where they stand on the question of

Agricultural focus group lists
incentives to keep farms intact

Protecting farming protects
farmland, which preserves Salt
Spring’s rural atmosphere.

But keeping farmns economically
viable on the island may require
allowing more uses on farmland,
reducing land taxes, giving farmers
priority when allocating water sup-
plies and allowing additional hous-
ing to be built on agricultural land.

Those were the conclusions of
the agricultural focus group report
for Salt Spring’s Official
Community Plan (OCP) review.
Group members were Ian Clement,
Robert Davidson, Malcolm Penn,
Susan Grace, Lisa Lloyd, Sandy
Robley, Chris Schmah, Mark
Whitear, John Wilcox, John
Woodward and Ted Akerman,

To preserve farmland and create
incentives to keep large agricultur-
al parcels intact, the group recom-
mended:

* Cluster development on agri-
cultural land that concentrates
housing on less productive land
and leaves the majority of the
farmland — 95 per cent is recom-
mended — free for future use.

* Increased density to permit
seasonal cottages or low-cost
housing on single farm parcels.
This would allow farmers to sup-
port farm workers with housing,
permit colony farming or give
farmers extra income, reducing the
need to subdivide large parcels.

* Establish a process which
allows farmers with large parcels
to transfer or sell their develop-
ment rights.

* Modify = Ministry of
Transportation and Highways road
standards to minimize road
allowances required for subdivi-
sions of agricultural land.

+ Eliminate tax penalties on
farm status land which is split

—zoned, such as farms which may
include both agricultural and C4
(commercial-resort) zoning.

* Closer links with the B.C.
Ministry of Agriculture and the
Agricultural Land Commission so
all agencies can work to a com-
mon policy for agricultural land
use on Salt Spring.

* Make it fast, easy and attrac-
tive to create protective land
covenants for owners of agricul-
tural land which is either farmed
or over 20 acres. A zero taxation
rate should apply to any farmland
which is not farmed for natural
conservation reasons.

* Create an agricultural land
bank by encouraging the Islands

Trust Fund Board to include
potential for agriculture in their
criteria when evaluating land pur-
chases.

* Acquire community owned
farmland through subdivision ded-
ications or through amenity zon-
ing.

* Create new agricultural zones
permitting community agriculture,
such as allotment gardening, co-
operative cold storage facilities
and agricultural educational cen-
tres.

A zero taxation
rate should apply
to any farmland
which is not farmed
for natural
conservation
reasons.

Water was another major issue.
The group came up with a dozen
suggested policies on the issue,
starting with a recommendation
that all future allocation of water
must first address the needs of agri-
cultural lands within the watershed.

New subdivisions and develop-
ments adjacent to agricultural land
should not decrease the quantity or
quality of available water; condi-
tional water licenses should be
changed to permanent water
licenses; assistance, such as tech-
nical information, should be pro-
vided to farmers applying for
water rights; and a policy agree-
able to the island’s farming com-
munity and the B.C. Ministry of
Environment should be developed
on water diversion, storage and
usage on agricultural land.

If water rights are removed or
denied to agricultural land, that
land should then be eligible for
removal from B.C.’s Agricultural
Land Reserve (ALR) or from agri-
cultural zoning, the group suggest-
ed. Farmers practicing water con-
servation should be rewarded and

watersheds and watercourses
should be noted on OCP maps as
part of the island’s water system.

A public information campaign
should educate the population on
the reality of water supply on the
island and the need to conserve
water to preserve agriculture; the
building code should encourage
water conservation practices,
including recycling grey water;
the name and location of all water
licensees should be compiled and
a water management plan for Salt
Spring created; and a land and
water stewardship manual for Salt
Spring Island should be devel-
oped, using input from farmers,
environmental groups and govern-
ment branches.

To ensure that government
actions do not hamper farmers, the
group recommended:

* The Islands Trust not restrict
farmers from any income-generat-
ing activity which does not inter-
fere with the land’s agricultural
potential and is consistent with a
rural atmosphere. Other options
include farm vacations, campsites,
bed and breakfast operations and
educational facilities.

» Agriculture be re-defined to
include such activities as sustain-
able forestry, heritage plant and
livestock preservation and value-
adding production.

* Guaranteed loading be given
on B.C. Ferries to farm vehicles
carrying livestock or produce.

* Recognition by government
bodies that small-scale farming is
more appropriate to the island than
large-scale farming,

* An agricultural advisory panel
be established to provide input to
the Trust.

* Updating and redefinition of
ALR boundaries and development
of an agricultural database. All
land in the ALR or zoned agricul-
tural or with farm classification
should be defined in the OCP as
agricultural.

Regulations giving farmers
more control over trails which
border their property, compensa-
tion for dog attacks on lifestock,
buffers between agricultural land
and subdivisions and notice to
potential purchasers in subdivi-
sions of nearby farming operations
were also suggested.

Focus group members also felt
the Islands Trust should encourage
the local chamber of commerce to
use more of its resources to pro-
mote local agriculture and that
schools should offer agricultural
programs and farm tours.

Becoming a clown sparks internal journey

On Linda Brierly’s wall hangs a
small, framed photograph of a
flower-eneased wooden door. The
door is closed to the viewer but
promises a wonderful garden
within.

This photo has new significance
for Brierly, who is studying to be
a clown.

“When I came home from my
first class and saw the photograph
of the door,” Brierly recalls, “I
suddenly realized that the door is
in me and it’s waiting to open.”

To be a clown, she explains,
one has to work from the inside
out: “It means getting in touch
with the truth within.”

Rather than starting on the ex-
ternal — choosing a costume and
performing tricks — the clown
gestates inside and waits to be dis-
covered and then developed.

Brierly views the process as an
internal journey, a seeking of the
spontaneous and mischievous
clown who already lives within.

And for her — an “efficient, or-
ganized” nurse who leans toward
perfectionism — the act of “light-
ening up” has become a life expe-
rience in itself.

“It’s exhilarating . . . it’s scary
and terrifying. But it’s pushing all
the right buttons-and it feels like
this is the moment I’ve been wait-
ing for, for a long time.”

Two years ago, as Brierly
trained to be an accompanier for
Guatemalan refugees, she met fa-
cilitator Karen Ridd, who is also a

professional clown.

“The idea intrigued me at the
time, but it was only a cursory
thought that lodged itself like a lit-
tle seed.”

One year later she read an arti-
cle about an insurance salesman
who ‘eventually got into clowning
as a means of taking his Christian
faith into the prisons.

Brierly had also set aside part of
her life for Christian service. She
saw herself as part of a healing
ministry and looked into Reiki,
touch healing and massage thera-
py, but for various reasons all
those doors were shut.. Suddenly
she realized

Throughout the classes she has
learned the importance of staying
in touch with her clown person.
Unlike an actor on the stage who
takes on an outside persona, who
is on view and in the distance, a
clown becomes part of the audi-
ence and connects with the envi-
ronment around her.

“The magic of clowning is the
creating of stories from mundane
objects and making them funny,”
Brierly says.

In one class exercise, several ob-
jects were placed in the centre of a
circle. Members had fo pick out an
article and “just react.” There was

They were
forced to “re-
spond on a gut
level.”

She initiated
a correspondence with the man in
the article, and eventually discov-
ered the Nadene Rogers School of
Clowning in Vancouver. She now
commutes to Vancouver once a
week to take a total of eight class-
es and has embarked on an “ener-
gizing” journey that has dramati-
cally changed her life.

Brierly’s five class members
come from diverse walks of life.
One is a fine dining chef, another
a student, another a teacher. At 48,
Brierly is one of the older mem-
bers, but even the youngest is
around 30 years old.

—— “gravitated” to
a pen. The pen became a worm
and she created a story around the
worm, eventually “eating” it. The
dramatization has now become
part of a three-to four-minute skit
she must perform for graduation.

“It’s magical. You automatical-
ly get drawn into the process.”

Class members have also
learned about body language and
facial expressions, and how each
reacts to different emotions. They
spent part of one class before the
mirror, distinguishing between
regular happy, more happy and re-
ally happy.

“Clowns have to become larger
than life, super-exaggerated.
That’s part of their humour.”

Brierly’s clown is still gestat-
ing: “She is pretty well developed,
but I am still protective of her.”

In creating a clown persona, she
says, “We find we fit into either a
broad category (the hobo, the white-
faced clown, the mime artist), or
take bits and pieces from each.”

Clown’s faces are so important
that in some areas they are regis-
tered for protection. Clowning is
also a major endeavour for some
people. In Switzerland, Brierly
learned, students can attend clown
school full-time for three years.

As for herself, she intends to
take a more advanced course in
clowning, focussing more on lo-
gistics such as putting on your
own show, setting up a business
and balloon sculpting, after com-
pleting her first 25-hour course.

Balloon sculpting especially ap-
peals to her, because of the magi-
cal reaction people in Latin
America have to balloons.

“Balloons have brought such a
gift of momentary joy. This is a
whole other aspect of clowning —
a way of making a difference.”

Clowning, she adds, brings the
gift of humour. In this way, it is a
healing ministry.

Clowning is opening many
doors for Brierly, especially doors
within.

“This is my chance to open the
door on those weak, forgotten
parts of me, develop them and let
them have full reign.”

- Mill tour was part of Pulp and Paper Day

Thirty-five years ago
October 6, 1960

* Approximately 30 Salt Spring
residents joined 658 people in
touring the Crofton pulp mill
October 1, designated as Pulp and
Paper Day across Canada. At the
time, the mill used over 30 million
gallons of water each day, com-
pared to the nine million used
daily by the City of Victoria. The
mill employed 390 people, operat-
ed 24 hours a day and seven days
a week.

» Captain George A. Maude,
senior captain of the Gulf Island
Ferry Company, was honoured
September 30 with a dockside pre-
sentation recognizing his 30th
anniversary as a ferry skipper.
Captain Maude was making his
usual run with the Island Princess,
unaware that ferry company offi-
cials and guests were aboard the
Cy Peck, waiting to honour him in
Ganges Harbour. The ferry com-
pany gave Maude a cheque for his
forthcoming vacation, a cruise.

Thirty years ago

October 7, 1965

* B.C. Premier W.A.C. Bennet
was to open the new Ganges gov-
ernment building in a ceremony
October 15. Also expected to
attend were Minister of Public
Works W.N. Chant and local dig-
nitaries. The new building con-
tained a court room, offices of the
provincial assessor and the social
welfare department. In the base-
ment were facilities for the
RCMP.

Twenty-five years ago

October 8, 1970

* A report by T.E. Harcus sug-
gested that a municipality cover-
ing all the islands was economi-
cally feasible but one for each
island, including Salt Spring,
would result in a deficit.
According to the report, a munici-
pality of Salt Spring would have
an $11,000 deficit from a
$200,000 first-year budget.
However, Harcus felt the deficit
could easily be corrected. The
report was presented at an October
5 meeting of the Salt Spring Island
Community Planning Committee.
The committee decided to invite
island residents to express their
opinion on the issue.

Twenty years ago
October 8, 1975
* B.C. Forest Products was
moving out of the Gulf Islands,
putting 1,100 acres of land on Salt

Spring and Saturna up for sale. All
of the land offered was in remote
areas, most had been logged 40 to
50 years earlier and was covered
in second growth. The smallest
parcel, 60 acres, was priced at
$64,500. The largest was 239
acres, offered at $149,500. The
majority of properties were
described as unsuitable for subdi-
vision, since some had poor road
access and others were in rugged
terrain.

* Milk cartons printed in French
were showing up in local stores
because of a shortage of cartons
printed in English. The shortage
was caused by strikes in the
woods and paper mills, which cut
the number of available cartons.
Newsprint and boxes were also in
short supply. One person pointed
out that even if the brewery work-
ers — who were also on strike —
went back to work, there would
not be enough cartons available to
ship the beer.

Fifteen years ago

October 8, 1980

* The prospect of two recreation
referendums on the upcoming
November ballot worried mem-
bers of the Salt Spring recreation
commission. Already slated for
referendum was a recreation cen-
tre on the island. Salt Spring CRD
director Yvette Valcourt suggested
taxpayers should also vote on the
$30,000 spent annually on parks
and recreation programs.
Recreation commission chairman
Glen Woodley suggested adding a

second parks referendum to the
November election could confuse
people.

* Island mail service was
delayed after postal workers
refused to cross a picket line set
up in support of a strike by the
Public Service Alliance of
Canada. The picket line delayed
mail leaving the island for three
days.

Ten years ago

October 9, 1985

* A new theatre group called
Off Centre Stage was being
planned by Salt Spring residents.
Space in the Valcourt Centre or a
barn on a 10-acre island preperty
were being eyed as possible sites
for the theater company.

* Health and traffic hazards,
odour and noise were cited as rea-
sons to oppose a solid waste trans-
fer station in a residential area one
mile from downtown Ganges. A
petition was being circulated
against the proposal.

Five years ago
October 10, 1990

* Enforcement of the electric
motors only regulation on St.
Mary Lake was in limbo pending
a decision by the Supreme Court
of B.C. Justice Millwood heard
arguments for and against the ban
October 5 and then reserved deci-
sion.

* A traditional ceremony on Mt.
Tuam marked the start of a six
month retreat for eight students of
Buddhism. The retreat was a trial
before a 39-month retreat which
would start one month after the
shorter retreat. Approximately 40
people attended the ceremony,
including friends and families of
those going into retreat.

Knot tying workshop
coming in November

Can you tie your shoelaces? Then you’re qualified to take one of Terry
Ridings’ workshops on the art of fancy knot-tying, being offered on the
island starting next month.

Workshops start November 11 with instruction in tying a Turk’s head
knot. Ridings describes this knot as the most adaptable of all fancy knots
and will suggest some Christmas gifts which can be made with this knot.

A week later, he will offer the “end of your rope” workshop, which
focuses on knots usually tied at the end of a rope. These include wall and
crown knots, footrope knots, manrope knots and double Matthew Walker
knots.

An unusual Christmas decoration will be created by participants in the
nautical Christmas wreath workshop, in which a Christmas wreath will
be created in Manila rope. This workshop will be offered twice, once on
December 2 and again on December 9. ,

All workshops will be held on Saturdays from 10 a.m. until noon and
will be limited to five or six participants. The fee is $18 per workshop,
plus materials.

Ridings is a member of the International Guild of Knot Tyers. He
began teaching knot tying a decade ago at the Vancouver Maritime
Museum and has given workshops and demonstrations on three conti-
nents.

He has also researched the background of maritime knots, including
learning about the lives of the sailors who tied the knots and the ships on
which they sailed.

UNSELLING SERVICES

Substance Abuse -

Through a contract with the Ministry of
Health, Alcohol and Drug Programs,
counselling is available for individuals who
have difficulties with alcohol and/or drugs.
Our Alcohol and Drug Counsellor and Youth
Outreach Worker will meet with anyone who
is concerned about a partner, family member,
or friend. Referral is available to resources in
the area and various options can be discussed
regarding residential programs, self help
groups and employee assistance programs. A
relapse prevention group meets on a regular
weekly basis. Information sessions can be
provided in connection with interventions —
an effective technique to use when working
with those who are caught up in the process
of denial. The Alcohol and Drug Counsellors
are available to address service clubs,
parents/teachers and other groups in the
community on issues such as identification,
prevention and community mobilization
regarding alcohol and drug issues.

Community Workers -
Sherry Helm and Vera Knonoff

Crisis intervention and short term
counselling are provided by Vera and
Sherry, through a Community Grant from
the Ministry of Social Services. Salt Spring
residents may call for an appointment or
drop in to receive help in dealing with
either emotional issues such as grief and
loss; parenting; relationships and personal
growth; or practical matters such as
accessing financial or legal assistance.
Referrals may be made to more specialized
services either within the agency or in the
community. This service is available
Monday through Friday during regular
business hours.

Addictions Counsellor -
Kevin Fahey

Kevin is a skilled addictions counsellor who
provides assistance to persons dealing with
substance misuse on Salt Spring, Pender,
Galiano, Mayne and Saturna Islands. His
training comes extensively from Britain, and
he has experienced recovery for the past
seven years. One to one counselling, group
therapy and information and referral to
residential treatment are offered.

People who want assistance with either an addiction
of their own or with coping with a significant
other’s substance misuse can reach Kevin
through Community Services. Appointments
can usually be made within one week. Kevin is
also available to talk with community groups
about alcohol and other drug concerns.

Paul is the newly appointed Director of
Adult Counseling Services at Community
Services. His role will be to provide
leadership and clinical supervision to the
adult team, and develop new programs as
community need indicates. Short term
counselling and consultation is available
weekdays at Community Services, to offer
support to those in crisis or with chronic or
acute mental health issues. There is
presently no fee for any of our services.

FOOD BANK
Emergency Food Supplies

The Emergency Food Bank is available for use by families and individuals in need of assistance. A three day supply of
staple foods is provided, free of charge, and we are open Tuesdays from 11 - 3pm.

The Food Bank is co-ordinated by the Administrative Assistant of the Society, Anne Williams, and is run by volunteers. The Food
Bank is supported by donations from local businesses and the people of Salt Spring Island. We receive generous support, with discounts,
food, and customer food tapes and purchase percentages, from the two local supermarkets, Ganges Village Market and Thrifty’s. United
Way dollars allow us to assign a staff person to co-ordinate this program.

RECYCLE DEPO']

The Recycling Depot at 349 Rainbow Road has been in operation since September of 1991. Salt Spring Island Community Services
Society receives funding to operate the Depot from the C.R.D. The money is pot tax dollars but comes out of the tipping fees at
Hartland Landfill. In other words, the money we pay to dispose of garbage is used both to operate the landfill and to operate recycling
programs.

We carry full responsibility for collecting and shipping of all recyclables on Salt Spring. In 1994, we processed almost 800 metric
tonnes of material and found markets for all of it. Anyone wishing information as to “what happens and where does it go” is welcome to
ask. As recycling is a market driven industry, we find it necessary from time to time to change our parameters as to what we can take,
depending on what is currently marketable in our transportation region.

Contamination is a major factor — if a recycler rejects a shipment (be it glass or plastic, etc.), then we have wasted hours of sorting,
baling, and loading trucks, as well as trucking charges. Therefore, we ask you keep up with the current instructions and follow them to
the letter (e.g. glass bottles and jars only, mean just that! A drinking glass will ruin the whole truckload for us. This is not our rule, but
that of the company we ship to).

The depot has a compost demonstration area which has an educational display, various types of composters and active compost bins
made from recycled pallets. We welcome kitchen waste (no meats products). We accept aluminum & tin cans, pie plates and foil; glass
bottles and jars; newspapers; magazines; office paper; cardboard (no Stymfoam or tetra packs); plastic bottles as specified at the Depot;

HOW ARE WE FUNDED?

Salt Spring Island Community Services receives funding from a diversity of sources. Provincial funding comes from the Ministry of Social Services: Family and Children Services and Services
for People with Mental Handicaps; Ministry of Health, Mental Health and Alcohol & Drugs; Ministry of Environment; and Ministry of Women'’s Equality. Federal funding has come from
Canadian Employment and Immigration and Environment Canada, Environmental Partners Fund; and Community Action Program for Children through the Federal Health Ministry.

The Capital Regional District contracts with us to provide funds to operate the Recycling Depot, and additional funds for this program are generated through charging users for the acceptance
of certain materials. It is also imperative that we recycle the income generating items such as cardboard and newsprint, if we are to be able to sustain a community depot at no or little charge to
the public and business community,. We appreciate the support of commercial and residential users, and hope that we will be the place to drop off all of your recycling materials.

We are also funded through the United Way, which allows us to operate programs that we otherwise could not afford to administrate, such as the Food Bank and Christmas Hamper
Program. We are also able to put more dollars toward direct program services because of the generous support of the community via United Way.

Other forms of community donations also come to us in many ways. This SSI Community Services publication is donated by the Driftwood. Other local donors include, but are not limited
to: SSI Rotary; Salt Spring Foundation; the Christmas Choir Concert; The Lions; donations from restaurants, bakeries and local businesses for special events and program such as the
Food Bank; Christmas Craft Fair; and individual gifts, and from the tape sales of the Salt Spring Singers.

A kind of awe is inspired by
those volunteering with people
who have physical or mental dis-
abilities, along with a sense that
only the highly-trained can do it
properly.

But talk to volunteers in Salt
Spring’s Special Olympics recre-
ational program and they will tell
you that an appreciation of fun
and some generous caring are
what is mostly needed.

After a recent Wednesday
morning Special Olympics bowl-
ing session, volunteers “demysti-
fied” their involvement in bowl-
ing, fitness and a summer swim
program. Margaretha Nordine
coaches Terry Swing in swim-
ming at Shelby Pool during the
summer months. Nordine said she
gets to share in the “genuine hap-
piness” that comes from Swing’s
time in the pool.

She is also rewarded by how
Special Olympics athletes appreci-
ate “every little thing you do.”

Jo Logan combines an interest
in sports with continuing friend-
ships she first made when she
worked at the community centre
years ago.

She works in the summer swim
program and, like Nordine, is im-
pressed by “so much joy and hap-
piness in the swimming pool.

“It’s just fun. They are just great
people.”

There is no doubt that volunteers
make a big difference to the athletes.

Christa Wohlfahrt is the local
Special Olympics coordinator, and
has been involved for 15 years.

She said the self-confidence and
sense of belonging participants
gain through athletic activities is
tremendous.

Rene Sutherland notes develop-
ment of a strong “team spirit,” is
especially evident when bowlers
go to Victoria for an annual gath-
ering,

Salt Spring athletes now have
team uniforms and sweaters,
which has added to the excitement
for them.

Catharine Marsalik is a bowling
and swimming volunteer, and also
works with some of the athletes in
the Choices program.

“You never know what the peo-
ple are after.”

.. even a litter of cute-as-a-button
kittens were up for barter at the
three-day event. Fisher estimated
the fair drew up to 500 people at a
time to the open fields donated by
Lisa Lloyd in exchange for some
help in her garden.

In addition to Salt Spring resi-
dents, the Barter Faire drew peo-
ple from Nelson, the Lower
Mainland, Vancouver Island,
other Gulf Islands and the
Sunshine Coast. Among the visi-
tors Fisher met was a man on
vacation from Ottawa. The visitor
said he worked in the income tax
department and joked with Fisher
on assessing barters.

Breast self-exam saved Barnes life

Pat Barnes was in the women’s
washroom at Mouat’s recently
when she overheard a conversa-
tion she could not ignore.

One woman was telling another
how she was reluctant to have a
mammogram recommended by
her doctor. Not only would the
procedure itself be uncomfort-
able, she surmised, but if they
found something it could mean a
painful operation and further
treatment that might make her ill.

The deadly alternative was not
mentioned.

Bames couldn’t help but share
her breast cancer experience with
the women in the washroom, and
then write a letter to the Driftwood
encouraging the practice of breast
self-examination. Since the letter
was published on October 4, many
women have come into her store,
The Tangled Web, for a chat.

She knows the thought of
breast cancer terrifies women to
the point that many prefer to
ignore the possibility rather than
face an imagined ordeal.

But early detection of a malig-
nant breast tumour saved her life
more than eleven years ago.

Barnes was 45 years old when

she felt something unusual during
a routine breast self-examination.
After taking “a deep breath,” she
made the crucial next step: she
picked up the phone to make a
doctor’s appointment.

She points to recently-publicized
statistics which show breast cancer
is the leading cause of death, after
accidental deaths, among women
aged 35 to 55. Barnes suggests
that for mothers, the thought of
leaving children without a mother
should be enough to inspire regular
breast self-examinations.

“There isn’t any good point in
your life to leave your kids,” she
said.

She also stressed how easy it is
to examine breasts. “You can’t

check your own liver or your
spleen,” she joked.

“It’s one of the few pre-diag-
nostic techniques you can do.”

And the important thing is sim-
ply becoming familiar with the
geography of one’s own breasts
and armpit area so any differ-
ences can be detected.

Bames advises to not try “diag-
nosing” any abnormalities.

“It’s like the funny noise in
your car,” she said. “It might just
be a squeaky spring in the back
seat or an axle ready to fall off on
Stewart Road.” An auto mechanic
should check out that problem,
and doctors should be diagnosing
any mysterious growths found in
breast tissue. It is most likely
“nothing,” said Barnes. But it
should not be ignored.

“The chances of survival are so
high with early detection and your
chances are so low without it.”

Any woman needing instruc-
tion in breast self-examination
can do so this Saturday at a free
clinic sponsored by the
Community Wellness Program.
Participants will view a video,
and receive a one-on-one consul-
tation with a nursé. Appointments
must be made by calling Rhema
Cossever at 537-2756.

Guide to buying a Computer
(part two)

All computers can be cus-
tomized. It is possible to add more
memory, better sound and video
cards and a larger hard drive to
any computer, although changing
technology limits the upgrades
possible for older units.

The real champs of customiza-
tion are the PC clones. Many deal-
ers sell these computers by com-
ponent, so the buyer can cus-
tomize the machine to meet his or
her needs. It is as if you could buy
a car and specify the number of
cylinders in the engine, number of
gears in the transmission and
length of wheel base, rather than
buying a certain model.

Variable components include a
hard drive, amount of RAM,
processor speed, video card and
extras like sound cards and CD
players. Current standard home
compulers are 486/66 with eight
megs of RAM. Given the size of
software packages — and the dra-
matic decrease in hard drive prices
— the hard drive should be able to
hold at least 540 megs of data.

It’s easy to confuse the RAM
with the hard drive memory since
both are measured in megabytes.

There are two types of memory
in the computer. The eight megs
of RAM is like “thinking” memo-
ry, which the computer uses when
doing calculations, The 540 megs
is “storage” memory, used by the
computer to record software
instructions and data.

“Thinking” memory is expensive,
at approximately $50 a meg. Storage
memory is cheap, at approximately
50 cents a meg. Sometimes, when
the computer needs more “thinking™
memory, it transforms some storage
memory into “virtual” RAM.
However, this process slows the
computer’s calculations.

RAM is so important to the
computer’s performance that
upgrading the amount of RAM is
the most effective way of improv-
ing computer performance. If bud-
get limitations force a choice
between a slower processor and
more RAM, give more priority to
RAM (but make sure the proces-
sor can be upgraded later.)

The video card should have at least
one megabyte of RAM on the card,
so the monitor screen is re-drawn
quickly to handle multimedia applica-
tions. Sixteen-bit sound cards and
double-speed CD players are now
standard with many units equipped
with four-speed CD players.

Prices for computers drop by at
least 13 per cent a year. But that
doesn’t mean a computer will be
“free” in 13 years — in the real-life
market, dropping prices means the
buyer gets more power for the same
dollar. On average, an off-the-shelf
system cost $1,800 to $2,200 in
1992 and will cost the same today.
The difference is that the 1995
$2,000 system is twice as powerful
as the 1992 $2,000 system.

Keep feeders full until spring

pigeons flutter in late in the day
and feast until the sun sets, fatten-
ing themselves for their trip south.

We were inspired one
autumn by an actual site on Maple
Mountain, near Duncan, with maple
and oak leaves underfoot and band-
tailed pigeons perched on an arbutus
branch overhead.

We faithfully reproduced that
scene in the museum, and it's still

there on the second floor, perpetu-
ally statit, cougar et al.

There isn’t a cougar under my
arbutus trees, but if there were, the
large tlocks of fall migrants land-
ing and taking off there might
have chosen another spot. In fact,
s0 many birds have congregated in
that little grove that I've wondered
if it was serving as the migratory
“airport” for the whole island.

By now, though, most of the
Gulf Islands migrants have either

departed or arrived. The white-
crowned sparrows, for example,
have moved south,

If you do spot a sparrow with a
distinctive black-and-white striped
crown, it could well be a white-
crowned, for a few choose to stay
behind and winter here.

If you have a feeder, fill it up
now, and please keep it that way
until at least next spring, for spar-
rows and many other birds that eat
insects and their larvae during the
summer will depend on seeds w0
get them through the winter.

By 1996 your investment will
be paid off in sweet song and less
bugs. Not a bad retum!

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Committee adopts forestry brief

Ian Middleditch presented a
brief on forestry to the island’s
economic development task force
in late August. At a recent meet-
ing, the committee unanimously
agreed to adopt the report in its
final form.

In the brief, Middleditch
addresses small scale forestry on
Saturna and his hopes for a com-
munity managed sustainable
woodlot,

Copies of the report have been
distributed to all task force and
Official Community Plan (OCP)
steering committee members. The
brief is at the OCP information
room at the Narvaez Bay Trading
Company where the public is
welcome to peruse it.

Two videos accompany the
report, including Thinking Like a
Forest by Merv Wilkinson. For
30 years Wilkinson has managed
his own forested property on
Vancouver Island, keeping a var-
ied habitat for animals, birds,
insccts and plants while making a
modest income from logging. He
claims his forest remains vigor-
ous, healthy and visually pleas-
ing.

The other video, A Cut Above
(My/Grandfather was a Logger)
was created by a third generation
forester impacted by the changes
in logging in British Columbia.
Both videos are available free of
charge at the movie rental rack of
the store. However, they must be
signed out for viewing.

Middleditch has been involved
in logging since 1972. His first
encounter with sustainable log-
ging practices was in the early
1970s working for Barry Crooks
and John Money in F. Williams
Logging, a company which owns
1,800 acres on Saturna.

Middleditch attended The
Working Circle, a woodlot con-
ference, early this year. This
was a gathering of small-scale
independent loggers dedicated
1o sustainable forestry. This con-
ference offered idea sharing,
equipment sales and ideas for
value-added industry such as
arbours, chairs, etc. Middleditch
felt the conference was helpful
in gathering information for his
report.

SATURNA
NOTES

In November, the University of
Victoria is hosting a symposium
on sustainable forestry, called the
Business of Good Forestry. The
symposium is dedicated to eco-
logically-sound forestry and mar-
keting sustainable forestry prod-
ucts. Middleditch plans to attend
and bring the information back to
the community.

Please take time to read the
forestry report and watch the
videos. It is important to be
informed before making any
long-term community plans. The
new OCP will reflect the ideas
and hopes of the majority of
islanders and direct the develop-
ment of the island for future gen-
erations.

The group presented the Learn
Not to Burn program, which
deals with fire safety in the home.

On Sunday, a Capital City Fire
Extinguishers representative
joined firefighters at the fire hall
for a public demonstration on the
use of fire extinguishers. Fire
extinguishers were on sale and
the community was invited to
bring in fire extinguishers for
testing and recharging. The
demonstration was followed by
the film Beware and Prepare, and
a talk on protecting homes in the
wild land urban interface. Those
who missed the clinic were invit-
ed to call fire chief Alfred
Reynolds at 539-5276 with any
questions they might have about
protecting their homes and fami-
lies from fire.

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Garden club speaker helped reintroduce native plants

Plant scientist Wilf Nichols of
the University of British Columbia
Botanical Garden was featured
speaker at the October Galiano
Garden Club meeting.

According to the speaker, 70
per cent of Canada’s 2,400 native
species grow here in British
Columbia. An incredible diversity,
made possible by coastal rain
forests, our dry interior plateaus,
our near deserts and our high
mountain habitats.

Workers at the botanical gar-
dens roam the province in peak
flowering periods, looking for the
unusual, for sporting varieties and
for those which with care and
reproductive control can be devel-
oped for use in the home garden
and the commercial trade.

A white red currant (ribes san-
guineum) was developed a few
years ago and is now in great
demand at local nurseries.
Vancouver Jade, a kinnikinnick,
close-branching and with a
spreading habit, is now a popular
ground cover for easy-care beds.

Other experiments the group
completed produced a short rose
bush which does marvellously as
ground cover when planted in
mine tailings. Mountain hemlock,
which grows no higher than eight
feet, is now popular in commercial
plantings as well. Work has also
been done with native phlox and
lupins, and both show promise.
The royalties from these successes
“keep the whole thing going,”
according to Nichols.

A fern found growing in a rocky
cavern in a sulphur spring in the
Rockies (and only there) is now
being tested as an indoor plant.
Penstemon (purple haze) was
developed by the scientists for dry
area plantings. Mandarin honey-
suckle, available next year, is hardy,
red-orange in colour and distinctive
in shape. Unlike its freely growing
Galiano cousin (lonicera ciliosa),
the new variety comes with a mar-
vellous scent as well.

Nichols used slides to illustrate
his talk. His humorous delivery
and enthusiasm delighted all.

The October meeting was the
final one for the garden club for
1995. A potluck luncheon, the giv-
ing of awards and election of offi-

Travelling Canada’s first “high-
way” they marvelled at the
accomplishments of this country’s
first citizens, French and English.

In his account of the 1967 trip,
Canada’s Forgotten Highway
(published last spring), Brine has
much to say about the adventurers
and the courage and stamina they
showed. A quote from the final
pages of the book might be appro-
priate at this time.

“None of the members of our
expedition would have dreamed
that a decade after completion of
our trans-Canada adventure politi-
cians and talk-show hosts would
be speaking openly about the
break-up of Canada. We all
became aware that most ordinary
Canadians have a deep and abiding
love of country. Whether you
speak in Hebrew, Inuit, Cantonese,
Italian, Halkomelem, French or
English, when the chips are down,
that love translates into a desire to
remain united under the umbrella

of Canada. A Quebecer may

express his or her feelings differ-
ently than say, an Albertan, but
when emotions relate to the reali-
ties of family, job, friends, and
health, they both think ‘Canada’.”

Brine should know, he’s been
there. We hope he’s right.

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Child Safe course offered through PRC

Usable first aid training — that’s how Sheri Nielson describes the
Child Safe course she is offering this Saturday through Salt Spring Parks

and Recreation Commission.

Studies have shown that some people who have taken first aid courses
hesitate to act in an emergency because they fear they might make a mis-
take. But the Red Cross Child Safe course simplifies the process, making
it easier for people to know what to do in an emergency.

“The whole goal is to give people the confidence to act,”

explained.

Nielson

For example, each participant in the course receives an ACTAR man-
nequin on which to practice cardio-pulmonary respiration (CPR). The
CPR instruction is straightforward and participants get a lot of practice
time, so their bodies learn the motions required.

“By the end of the course, your body knows exactly what to do,”
Nielson said. “It is now simplified and direct.”
