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PRESIDENT'S REPORT 
On the surface 1996 seems to be a year like any 

other, but for the Islands Farmers Institute. this year marks 
the occasion of our Centennial Fall Fair. From the first fair 
in 1896, our festive gathering has come to symbolize the 
strength and quality of the Island's rural community. It is 
a celebration of what we are all about. 

Before the advent of radio, television, telephones, 
and the ease of modern transportation, local fairs were 
the showplace, the business place and the social place for 
the rural agricultural community. This year's fair is much 
the same as those fairs of yesteryear in that it is the show­
place for our productive agricultural efforts, our proud 
creative efforts, our Island-based businesses, and above all 
it is our Islands' largest community gathering and celebra­
tion of our Island lifestyle. In its diversity, its friendly 
atmosphere, its cultural richness and its creative energy, 
this fair exemplifies what our Salt Spring Island is all 
about: community. 

Community issues such as the Official Community Plan, 

1896-
Centenary -a celebration and a time to reflect on the 

farming community of Salt Spring Island. Settlers from many 
lands, emancipated slaves, liaisons with First Nations - let 
their labours not be lost and let their love and l<no.Medge of 
the land be appreciated. 

In memory of HHoward Byron': let us enjoy the fruits of 
their labours and let the celebrations begin! 

The News from 1898 
November - First Annual Agricultural Show was held 

Oct. 14, 1896 on Salt Spring Island. The new public hall and 
adjoining field at Vesuvius (Central) held this event The day 
was a perfect one and there was a large assemblage of both 
young and old from all parts of the island, beside a large 
number of visitors from other islands and VICtoria. 

The one good thing that would strike a stranger above all 
others vvould probably be the magnificent display of fruit. It 
was unfortunately too late for plums, but apples of some 25 
different kinds and pears of some seven or eight varieties, 
size and colours, covered thickly the long white tables cloiNn 
the center of the hall, making a most tempting show, while 
among the two sides of the room were arranged sacks of 
grain, immense turnips and mangolds, beets, potatoes, cel­
ery, etc. There were also several separate collections of veg­
etables, one of which contained 44 different articles of gar­
den produce. At the end of the hall on a raised platform, 
were displays of home made jams and jellies, canned fruit 
and loaves of bread, butter and eggs. 

Outside the hall, in a field, kindly loaned for the purpose by 
Mr. Broadwell, were a number of horses and ponies in tem­
porized stalls, while in another part were a few farm cattle, 
pens for pigs & sheep. Next year, there will be a fine array of 
milk CONS, sheep and swine in the old log schoolhouse, dose 
to the hall. The school enclosure held a fine lot of beautiful 
Scotch collies as well as pens holding turkeys, ducks, and 
other fine feathered friends . There was no flagging of inter· 
est all through the day. Every hour something or other was 
going on. While the judges were making their rounds in the 

increases in farm taxation, growth pressures, reN agricultural 
legislation, and rising prices have all presented challenges to the 
farming community but through all of this it has been good to 
k.noN that the whole Island community berteVes in and supports 
the agricultural community. Farming is vital for us all. 
let's make our centennial fair the best in a hundred years by 
partidpating (volunteers always ll\lelcome), by entering your 
proud creations and agricultural efforts, and by being 
involved in your community's celebration of the harvest. See 
you at the fair. 

P.S. Due to the large number of fairgoers and livestock 
entries, dogs will not be permitted on the fairgrounds (see­
ing eye dogs and Sunday pet contest entries excepted). We 
appredate your co-operation.

afternoon, the equestrian competition took place • both gen­
tlemen and lady riders, single and double driving. After judg­
ing, the exhibition was formally opened by the Rev. E. F. 
Wilson. To top the day, there was horse radng and foot rac­
ing with the biggest attraction being a baby show. Two 
bachelors were the judges; they dangled the babies in their 
arms and weighed them on scales, and finally the first prize 
was awarded to a baby two months old, weighing 16 
pounds. The second prize winner was a three and one half 
month old baby weighing 18 3/4 pounds. Both babies were 
girts. Around 6 pm, the exhibition ended with people ll\lell­
pleased with the first attempt at an agricultural show on Salt 
Spring Island. 

Over the years, the location of the fair has changed a 
number of times; from Central Hall to Mahon Hall in Ganges, 
to the Salt Spring Elementary School. and in 1982 to the new 
grounds (9.63 acres) where an 8000 square foot building 
nCNV stands. All the buildings have been built by volunteers 
and money from lotteries grants. The original $60,000 
worth of debentures have all been paid in full. 

On the grounds is the "Bittancourt Heritage House", a 
museum open to the public on fair days.
