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Ferry 
fares 
could 
double

Island ferry fares could more than 
double over the next five years as 
B.C. Ferries attempts to plug a hem­
orrhage of red ink which is threaten­
ing to drown the corporation. 

An annual fare increase of 22 per 
cent for five years is what it would 
take for the corporation to cover 
direct operating costs for Gulf Islands 
routes, B.C. Ferries vice-president of 
finance and corporate services Glen 
Brown told members of the Southern 
Gulf Islands Ferry Advisory 
Corrrmittee on Tuesday. 

"The corporation is technically 
insolvent The liabilities of the corpo­
ration exceed its assets," Brown said. 

The corporation suffered a $76.5 
million loss in the last fiscal year 
which wound up March 31,1997. 

Only the province's willingness to 
allow B.C. Ferries to borrow through 
the government to cover operating

Blight wipes out Salt Spring tomato crops

The red, plump, juicy pride of many 
islanders' gardens are now sitting on 
window sills, rotting with ugly brown 
patches as the blight-infected tomatoes 
turn from green to red. 

Foxglove Farm and Garden Supply 
owner Chris Schmah says about 99 per 
cent of Salt Spring's tomato crop was 
wiped out by blight this year. 

"Everyone who grows tomatoes lost 
some," he said. 

Last year, the problem was less 
severe, affecting only about half the 
island's crop, Schmah estimates. 

Potato crops were also struck hard 
by the disease. According to an agri­
cultural magazine called Country Life 
in British Columbia, blight caused by 
heavy spring and summer rains "devas­
tated" B.C. potato crops. Experts 
believe 1997 will set new records for 
losses associated with blight — some 
growers lost their entire crops. 

Island farmer Malcolm Bond of 
Bonacres Farm, says blight hit his 
early potato crop just as the potatoes 
matured. While he was able to mow off 
the blight-affected tops and save the 
crop, he is unsure of the status of his 
second batch, noting that wet weather 
forced a late planting. As one precau­
tion against blight, he says, his pota­
toes were planted farther apart than 

usual. 
Last year Bonacres Farm produced 

about 10 tons of potatoes and 500 to 
1,000 pounds of tomatoes. Figures for 
this season will not amount to any­
where near those numbers, Bond says. 

Potato blight is less of a problem 
than tomato blight, Schmah says, 
because all potato crops are carefully 
inspected and tagged, allowing greater 
control over the spread of any fungus. 

Tomatoes — which Bond did lose 
this year — are not inspected. 

"I 've never had a blight problem 
before," Bond says. "Even when others 
are losing their tomatoes, I don't usu­
ally have a problem." 

Bond typically uses a black plastic 
ground cover as a precaution against 
tomato blight — "even if it rains (the 
soil) tends to dry out." 

This year, however, he used a sprin­
kler on the crop just before a heavy 
rainfall and the extra moisture caused 
the blight to grow and spread. 

Next year, Bond says, he will move 
his tomato patch and be more religious 
with the use of copper spray. 

Retired farmer Eric Alderson used 
spray devoutly this year, and his toma­
to crop was mostly saved, winning him 
fall fair recognition.

costs is keeping the corporation 
afloat. 

"I'm here to explain the corpora­
tion is a financial disaster right now," 
Brown said at the Sidney meeting. 

To turn around the losses, B.C. 
Ferries proposes that within the next 
five years, all B.C. Ferries routes 
cover their direct operating costs. At 
present, only six of the corporation's 
26 routes — including Vesuvius-
Crofton — cover these costs, Brown 
said. 

To achieve this, fares on all Gulf 
Islands routes will have to increase 
by 22 per cent a year, starting next 
spring, or direct operating costs will 
have to drop by 10 per cent a year 
throughout the system, for a 50 per 
cent drop over the five years. 

The direct operating costs include 
wages, fuel and all other costs of run­
ning the individual services. They do 
not include a share of B.C. Ferries' 
head-office administration costs or 
the price of provincial government-
mandated social programs such as 
free travel for seniors, students on 
educational nips or medical patients. 

The fare increase or the drop in 
operating costs are extremes, Brown 
noted. He expects the solutions will 
fall between the two. 

Advisory committee members 
were asked to respond to Brown's 
presentation by October 20, so he can 
prepare recommendations on ferry 
fares for consideration by the B.C. 
Ferries board of directors in 
November. 

But most were not happy with the 
question. 

Committee member Graham 
Leggett of Saturna was the first of 
several committee members to 
point out that islanders will end 
up paying for inefficiencies in the 
ferry service over which they 
have no control. He also felt dra­
matic increases in fares would not 
solve the problem. 

"You want to double the fares, 
double the fares. You'll get one-
half the traffic," he predicted. 

Patrick Brown of South Pender 
charged that the provincial gov­
ernment was using B.C. Ferries as 
a "political plaything," leaving the 
ferry corporation and island resi­
dents to pick up the pieces once 
the government made its decision 
to eliminate provincial support for 
the ferry corporation. 

Galiano resident David Birchell 
said no other community in the 
province is facing such uncertain­
ty over being cut off from an 
essential transportation link. 

Committee members also called 
for examination of hitherto 
untouchable topics, including the 
current union contract provisions 
and staffing levels required on 
B.C. Ferries to meet coast guard 
regulations.

Local coast guard called to rescue 
22-foot vessel with cracked hull 

A 22-foot vessel came close to 
sinking in the Strait of Georgia 
when its hull cracked last Saturday. 

Ganges Coast Guard found the 
vessel in danger of sinking, set up a 
constant pump and towed the boat 
into Ganges Harbour. 

Coast Guard officials said the 
hull likely cracked from use of a 
rollered trailer. 

In other coast guard news: 
• Strong winds last Wednesday 

prompted rescue of a ketch-rigged 
sailboat that was dragging anchor 
in Ganges Harbour. 

The local coast guard was able to 
secure the boat at Ganges Marina. 

• Auxiliary Coast guard units 
benefitted from two different exer­

operated a simulation of a diver in 
distress, while on Wednesday, 
search and rescue exercises were 
undertaken with the Pender Island 
auxiliary. 

• On September 18, the coast 
guard was called out at 7:25 p.m.

Trincomali Channel by a Galiano 
Island resident. 

Within 15 minutes the fish boat 
Genesis One was on the scene and 
assisting four Salt Spring residents 
stranded in a 20-foot speed boat 
which had broken down and was 
drifting. Genesis One towed the 
speedboat into harbour. 

• A man who tumbled overboard 
off Beddis Beach September 16 
was picked up by the nearby sailing 
vessel Minke but was still checked 
out by the Ganges Coast Guard. 

The coast guard was called out 
shortly after 3 p.m. with a report 
that a Salt Spring man, aged 
approximately 25, had fallen out of 
a 12-foot aluminum boat, which 
was circling nearby.

Control of late blight by toma­

to and pota to growers has 
become paramount if the spread 
of this fungus is to be stopped. 

Accord ing to Salt Spr ing 
growers, most gardeners lost 
their tomato plants to the fungus 
this year. 

An information sheet on late 
blight, provided by Foxglove 
Farm and Garden Supplies, says 
the first indication of the disease 
on pota to foliage usually 
appears after a week of wet 
weather sometime between May 
and September. 

"Blackened shoots, dark lesions 
on stems and water-soaked or 
black areas on the leaves indicate 
late blight," it says. 

Confirmation can be obtained 
by looking at the underside of 
an infected leaf in the morning: 
a ring of glistening, white spores 
will surround the infected area. 

"If left uncontrolled, all of the 
foliage may be destroyed in a 
week or so. If any spores contact 

the tubers, they will rot slowly 
from the outside during stor­
age." 

Leaf and stem infections on 
tomato plants look similar. If 
wet weather continues after the 
disease appears, the fruit will 
also become infected— the fun­
gus will be slow developing but 
will destroy the fruit before it 
ripens. 

"Green fruits harvested in the 
fall often turn black before they 
ripen because they were infected 
in the field." 

While the late blight informa­
tion sheet offers advice on how 
to help control the disease with­
out chemical sprays, it says, "in 
home gardens in coastal B.C., it 
may prove impractical to grow 
potatoes and tomatoes without 
the use of fungicides." 

At this time of year, growers 
should remove all dead and 
dying potato and tomato vines 
from the garden, placing them in 
p las t ic or bury ing them in a 

deep hole . All pota to tubers 
must be harves ted , so none 
remain in the ground for the 
next growing season. 

Each spring, gardeners should 
purchase new, certified potato 
seeds, checking them carefully 
for any signs of tuber rot. Any 
tubers showing signs of rot or 
skin lesions must not be planted. 

Potatoes should be planted in 
a different part of the garden 
each year — as far as possible 
from tomato plants. 

Tomatoes need to be planted 
against a south wall where they 
can be protected from rain by 
overhanging eaves, or by a tem­
porary lean-to. 

Tomatoes can be grown in the 
open, but gardeners should be 
prepared to erect a temporary 
shelter of polyethylene or a sim­
ilar material at least 12 inches 
above them. 

Remembering that any type of 
fungus thrives in moist areas, 
growers should water the ground

per and l ime c o m b i n a t i o n 
spray on his potatoes, decided 
this year to "give a precau­
tionary spray" to his tomatoes. 
He sprayed them periodically 
through the summer and cov­
ered them with plastic in wet 
weather. 

"Most people say 'oh , you 
c a n ' t sp ray t o m a t o e s ' , " 
Alderson says . "I say, ' r u b ­
bish' . I use chemicals if I have 
to." 

He also noted that copper 
and lime compounds are pret­
ty close to being natural com­
ponents. 

But for many o the r 
i s l anders , b l ight has been a 
huge problem this year. 

"It 's not a doom and gloom 
thing," Schmah says. "But it 's 
serious." 

In fact, Schmah tentatively 
s u g g e s t s , the on ly way to 
eradicate tomato bl ight may 
be to designate a 10-year no-
grow zone on the Gulf Islands. 

"But it 's hard to stop people 
from trying to grow a tomato. 
I t ' s in p e o p l e ' s b l o o d , " 
Schmah added, not ing there 
i sn ' t the same type of pr ide 
associated with growing cab­
bages or broccoli. 

Although tomato and potato 
blight are not new — blight 
was at the root of the 1840s 
Irish potato famine in which

at least a million people died 
— the fungus which causes it 
has become increasingly diffi­
cult to control. 

According to an information 
sheet provided by Foxglove, 
s c i e n t i s t s at S i m o n F ra se r 
University and elsewhere have 
identified a new blight "mat­
ing t y p e " l a b e l l e d A 2 . 
Previously, only the A l mat­
ing type ex i s t ed o u t s i d e of 
C e n t r a l M e x i c o . B r i t i s h 
Columbia is the first Canadian 
province to report the occur­
rence of the A2 strain. 

"Fo r g r o w e r s of p o t a t o e s 
and tomatoes this creates new 
problems. Chief among these 
is that the fungus will almost 
certainly be more aggressive 
now than in the p a s t , " the 
sheet notes. 

Resistant spores, capable of 
surviving for long periods of 
time in old vines and soil are 
developing. 

Furthermore, the new strain 
of blight spreads with extreme 
ease. 

"We p r o b a b l y bo th h a v e 
b l i g h t on our s h o e s r igh t 
n o w , " S c h m a h to ld a 
Driftwood reporter last week. 

Blight can be transported on 
tools or boots , even through 
the wind or birds flying from 
one infected plant to another. 

For m a n y g a r d e n e r s , the 
spread of blight occurs when 
a f fec ted s t e m s are cut and 
t h r o w n i n t o the c o m p o s t . 
B l i g h t - r i d d e n c o m p o s t is 
placed on the garden the fol­
lowing spring, contaminating 
the soi l . A grower walks in 
his g a r d e n , t hen v i s i t s h is 
ne ighbour , sp read ing b l ight 
via footwear to another yard. 

"There is no s topp ing i t ," 
S c h m a h n o t e s , a d d i n g tha t 
"because it's a new variety, no 
one is clear on how to treat 
it."

careful not to over -wate r or 
over - fe r t i l i ze . Dense , lush 
foliage stays wet longer. 

Suspicious leaves or shoots 
should be removed immediately 
and placed and sealed in a plas­
tic bag. 

Careful use of fungicides in 
combinat ion with these mea­
sures may be necessary. The 
product should contain one of 
the fo l lowing ingred ien t s : 
chlorothalonil, copper oxychlo-
ride, tribasic copper sulphate, 
copper hydroxide, maneb, man-
cozeb or zineb. 

Best results occur if the plants 
are sprayed before any infec­
t ions occur — spray pota to 
plants when they reach about six 
inches and tomatoes as soon as 
they are planted out. 

The fungicide should be re­
applied every five to 10 days, 
depending on the weather, but 
can be suspended during dry 
weather in mid-summer.

The Gulf Islands Secondary 
School gym is currently the only 
island location that can host a 
large crowd of people. It can 
accommodate about 1,000 people. 

The second largest gathering 
spot, the Activity Centre at Salt 
Spring Elementary School, is lim­
ited to 368. 

As organizer for last Saturday's 
Take Control of Your Health semi­
nar, Booth was forced to change 
the venue of the day-long forum to 
the high school from the Activity 

Local 
docks 
modelled 

The Gulf Islands are being 
used by other jurisdictions as a 
model for how to deal with the 
federal gove rnmen t ' s dock 
divestiture program. 

The Capital Regional District 
(CRD) has already asked the 
federal Department of Transport 
for $1.5 million to cushion the 
impact of the community assum­
ing responsibi l i ty for seven 
docks on the Outer Is lands , 
reported the islands ' regional 
director Jacques Campbell. She 
was speaking to Islands Trust 
Counci l on Mayne Island 
September 18. 

"We think we have a fairly 
good plan in place," Campbell 
said, adding that the CRD is 
waiting for a response from the 
federal government. She said she 
had been contacted by some 
other groups looking for infor­
mation on how the Gulf Islands 
has handled its negotiations with 
the federal government. 

However, she is concerned 
that while negotiations continue, 
necessary maintenance on the 
docks is not being done. She 
hopes the process will be com­
pleted soon so maintenance can 
be taken over by the regional 
district. 

"If this process goes on too 
long, there won't be anything 
left to inherit," she observed. 

The Fernwood dock on Salt 
Spring is also part of the federal 
dock divestiture program but is 
likely to be handled separately 
since it is in a different electoral 
district and serves no commer­
cial purpose. 

Centre when ticket sales reached 
about 700. 

In order to rent the space from 
the school district, organizers of 
any event in the gym must further 
rent a floor covering to protect the 
gymnasium floor. 

Booth said the covering, rented 
from Gladstone School in 
Vancouver, cost $400 and required 
a $1,000 damage deposit. 

"That's $400 spent off-island, 
never to return," he noted. 

Booth said it takes two people 
about 30 minutes to put the cover­
ing in place, and the same amount 
of time to lift it off again. Either 
side of the floor covering can be 
used: one side provides a slippery 
surface for events such as dances, 
while the other side offers greater 
traction. 

Superintendent of schools 
Andrew Duncan told the 
Driftwood that the resurfacing of 
any gym floor is labour intensive 
and very costly. 

Floor coverings are required in 
the high school gym, he added, 
because hard shoes and chairs can 
"trash the floor," damaging not 
only its surface, but the wood 
underneath. 

Booth believes purchase of a 
floor covering should be a com­
munity initiative and not the 
responsibility of the "financially-
strapped" school district. 

He said he has received good 
response from several community 
organizations interested in helping 
fund the initiative and he will con­
tinue to seek funding for the pro­
ject.

Core Inn Youth Centre organiz­
ers want to see them on. 

A proposal to develop a box­
ing ring at the centre needs 
approximately $18,000 in fund­
ing, leading Core Inn Youth 
Project Society chairwoman Bev 
Unger to ask the Parks, Arts and 
Recreation Commission (PARC) 

for $9,000.

Youth worker Trish Nobile 

said a 19-year-old man is spear­
heading the drive for the new 
facility. He has surveyed local 
young people and found a high 
level of interest. 

"Even the girls are into the 

idea of it," Nobile said. 
One volunteer willing to help 

coach has been found and the 
youth centre will be seeking fur­
ther donations of time and 
equipment. 

PARC members agreed to con­
sider the request as part of next 
year's budget discussions, which 
start with a retreat later this month.

islanders at work and play are

Need is increasing and ser­
vices are being maintained by 
Salt Spring Community Services 
Society, but funding is still tight. 

That was the overall message 
at the annual general meeting of 
the society September 17 as 
executive director Jane Parlee 
outlined the past year's activities. 
Included were changes in pro­
grams, loss of an affordable 
housing project and work 
towards a new group home for 
teens. 

Under changes in programs, 
she noted: 

• more products are being 
accepted at the recycling depot; 

• mentally challenged adults 
in residential and activity pro­
grams are aging and require 
more one-on-one help and possi­
ble changes in their activity pro­
gram; 

• demand for both the food 
bank and the Christmas hamper 
program has increased; 

• alcohol and drug services 
will have to complete an accred­
itation program now required by 
the new Ministry of Children 
and Families. 

A major setback was loss of 
provincial funding for a pro­
posed 24-unit affordable hous­
ing project due to delays caused 
by infrastructure problems. 
Another application will be sub­
mitted this spring and the pro­
ject is expected to be given pri­
ority, Parlee said. 

Research and a report were 
done on the need for affordable 
housing for mentally ill individu­
als and a psychiatric nurse was 
hired to help those in need. A 
new group, the Salt Spring Hope 
Society, has established a 
newsletter and drop-in centre for 
people suffering mental illnesses. 

A one-time forum on protect­
ing children from sexual preda­
tors was held in conjunction 
with the Southern Gulf Islands 
Child and Youth Committee. 
Parlee hopes to see support cir­
cles develop in the community 
for victims of sexual abuse and 
for former sexual offenders. 

A Supported Child Care pro­
ject, funded by a $22,000 grant, 
provided help for parents and 
caregivers looking after special 
needs children. 

In cooperation with the Salt 
Spring Anglican parish, a group 
home with space for four 
teenagers is being developed in 
the church rectory. Over 
$100,000 in grants and dona­
tions was collected for the pro­
ject and the parish voted to lease 
the rectory to the community 
society for $1 a year. 

Renovations are under way 
and the group home is expected 
to open in December. Parlee 
noted the home will serve 
teenagers unable to live with 
their families due to abuse, 
neglect or behavioural issues. 

Fundraising continues to be an 
issue for the society, Parlee 
noted. Salt Spring's 1996 United 
Way Campaign exceeded its 
goal but the Victoria campaign 
fell below its mark so the United 
Way grant was reduced. 

A federal government threat 
to cut funding to Family Place 
programs was headed off 

through intense lobbying to MP 
David Anderson. 

Using a mix of grants and sur­
plus revenue, some of the soci-
ety's computers have been 
updated, Internet access and e-
mail added. Staff salaries are 
another issue, Parlee noted, 
since wages in the non-profit 
society fall below the level of 
those in the public sector. Many 
staff members must work a sec­
ond job to achieve a living 
wage. 

Another unresolved issue is the 
shortage of space at the 
Community Centre. Quotes have 
been received on expanding the 
building, which turned out to be 
beyond the society's budget. An 
alternative is finding space else­
where, such as in the soon-to-be-
vacant RCMP office on Ganges 
hill. 

Planned for the coming year is 

a volunteer recruitment and 
placement program; a diversion 
program for non-violent offend­
ers; and possibly leasing a home 
to provide accommodation for 
those with chronic mental ill­
ness. All three projects meet 
community needs but Parlee 
noted government cannot be 
relied upon to provide the 
required funds. 

Joining the community ser­
vices board for the next two 
years are RCMP Sgt. Cliff 
Doherty and Angela Anderson. 
Re-elected to the board for two-
year terms were Judith Boel, 
Charles Cotterall, Rev. Richard 
Johns and Alice Friedman. 

Completing their second year 
of two-year terms are Dr. Bob 
Crossland, Andrew Peat, Errol 
Hussein, Joanne Elizabeth, 
Bruce Patterson, Marcia Jeanne 
and Peter Bardon.

Province 
behind on 
payments 

Pay up, please. 
The cash-strapped provincial gov­

ernment will be gendy nudged by the 
Islands Trust executive committee to 
pay its arrears to the Pacific Marine 
Heritage Legacy (PMHL) program. 

Funded jointly by the federal and 
provincial governments, with each 
agreeing to cough up $30 million 
over five years, PMHL was to pur­
chase land for reserves and parks on 
the west coast. Several properties pur­
chased to date have been within the 
Trust area and the Gulf Islands. 

But the province hasn't paid its full 
share. Under the agreement, the 
provincial and federal governments 
would each contribute $6 million 
annually between 1995 and 2000 
towards purchase and preservation of 
significant marine park sites. 

Although PMHL was launched in 
July 1995, the province has only 
made its contribution for the first year. 

The motion passed by trustees 
September 19 endorsed sending a let­
ter from the Trust executive commit­
tee to the provincial Minister of 
Finance. The letter is to emphasize 
the importance of the PMHL to the 
Trust area and is to encourage the 
minister to make sure the province 
meets it original financial commit­
ment of $30 million to PMHL, 

Louise Goulet, co-chair of the 
PMHL coordination group, said the 
province has contributed $5 to $6 
million to PMHL to date and is 
attempting to get provincial funding 
to honour the rest of the provincial 
commitment. "We're trying to do the 
catching up."

Hospital auxiliary seeks 
Thrift Shop volunteers 

An aging membership in the 
Lady Minto Hospital Auxiliary 
means more volunteers are needed 
to keep the society's many works 
in motion. 

Auxiliary members, who raise 
funds for the purchase of hospital 
equipment among other items, run 
the Thrift Shop, fill a hospital 
showcase with hand-cTafted items, 
arrange flowers and help care for 
residents at Greenwoods care 
home and in the hospital's extend­
ed care wing. 

Although the auxiliary boasts a 
membership in excess of 180, 
many of its members are unable to 
do any strenuous work and the 
group especially needs workers 
for the Thrift Shop — the auxil­
iary's main source of income. 

According to auxiliary publicist 
Lilian McNulty, "a lot of members 
do not have the energy or time to 
do what needs to be done." Others 
leave the island during the winter 
months. 

For example, McNulty said, she 
has two replacement knees and, 
although she can sit and manage 
the Thrift Shop cash register, she 
is unable to walk around the floor 
area. Many members have similar 
kinds of difficulties, she noted. 

"So many have been members 
for so many years, but they are no 
longer of an age to do some of the 
work." 

Thrift Shop volunteers typically 
commit up to three hours a week. 
Work involves handling money, 
sorting and pricing donated mater­
ial and assisting customers. 

Volunteers are also needed to 
help with the society's other 
works, which includes care giving 
to the sick and elderly. 

All volunteers must be members 
of the hospital auxiliary. Anyone

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Higher fares mean 
havoc and hardship 

In the difficult debate over how B.C. Ferries should balance its 
books while still providing essential transportation services, 

one voice has been consistently and conspicuously silent. 
It was the provincial government that decided to abandon the 

ferries-as-highways concept in favour of requiring the B.C. Ferry 
Corporation to assume a mass of existing capital debt formerly 
carried by the province and balance its books within five years. 

This week we have learned that balancing those books will rep­
resent a massive increase in costs to ferry users. The ferry advi­
sory committee was told Tuesday by the ferry corporation's 
financial chief that islanders would have to bear 22 per cent 
increases annually for five years to put the books in the black. 

If Premier Glen Clark and the minister responsible for ferries 
are listening, they should be able to see that their no-ferry-sub­
sidy policy is going to create enormous havoc for islanders. Our 
only industry would be devastated. Some tourists would still 
come, but the numbers would shrink dramatically. 

Meanwhile, the cost of living would soar as freight charges 
rose to compensate for increased ferry fares and many individu­
als would face hardship through much higher transportation 
costs. 

Policies regulating land use in the islands have already created 
the framework for a paradise for the rich. Ferry fares based on 
full cost recovery would complete the picture. 

While the provincial government appears willing to watch 
silently as the islands' economic base and social structure are 
torn apart, it continues to require B.C. Ferries to carry such social 
programs as free tickets for seniors, free travel for medical rea­
sons and educational travel. And it accepts contractual obliga­
tions with ferry corporation employees that give them pay scales 
far in excess of local private-sector wages. 

To address these issues, of course, is to risk further erosion of 
the government's standings in the popularity polls. Far better to 
cut the budget in the dark and let the ferry corporation carry the 
flack for reduced service. 

No one from the government has ever stepped forward to admit 
the province's compliance in a situation which threatens to dev­
astate the Gulf Islands. There's been no government explanation 
of the reasoning behind the massive shift in funding away from 
B.C. Ferries, other than the obvious desire to balance the provin­
cial budget. 

Indeed, members of the Gulf Islands ferry advisory committee 
have been steadily thwarted in their efforts to talk to the provin­
cial minister about the issue. 

That's a mistake. It's difficult enough for a government to 
make decisions which have an adverse impact on the governed. 
It's much more irresponsible to make such a decision in the dark 
without any discussion with those affected. It makes it look like 
the government doesn't care. 

We're listening. But on the government side, no one is talking. 

The Liberals' problem 
W hat's in a name? Not enough to cause concern for 

the B.C. Liberal party it seems. 
There had been some talk that the provincial Liberals 

might change the party's name as a means of improving its 
election chances next time around. But the decision last 
week was to stick with the moniker that has served the 
party's federal counterpart so well. 

Since the demise of the Social Credit Party, the B.C. 
Liberals have been quite successful in British Columbia, 
rebuilding to become the official Opposit ion. A decade 
ago such a prospect would have seemed extremely unlike-

Dawson Creek, Calgary and Regina never made the 
short list. In the end we came down to Winnipeg, 
Prince Rupert and Portland, the farthest destinations 
from Salt Spring in Air BC's world. 

With but a month left to go before the free tickets 
passed their expiry dates, a decision 
had to be made. Winnipeg? No 
thank you. Prince Rupert? Too wet. 

And that left Portland. 
It turned out to be a poor choice 

for a number of reasons, the main 
one being that our flight was not 
direct but through Vancouver. We 
boarded the first plane in Victoria 
and the second in Vancouver, but 
only after trekking from one end of 
that airport to the other. 

It was the same coming back for 
a total of 12 hours' travelling time. 

It might not have been so bad 
had Portland been a little more hospitable. We stayed 
at the Mallory Hotel, a beautiful old building dating 
back to 1912, with a restaurant whose menu hailed 
from the same era: dinner came with mashed potatoes 
(though with lots of garlic thrown in for a 90s touch), 
and the extensive breakfast menu kicked off with 
stewed prunes. 

The food was great but don't drink the wine. We 
selected an Oregon merlot from the tiny wine list and 
regretted it upon first taste. 

Staying in an old hotel is always risky, unless 
you're the type who likes to know who your neigh­
bours are.

first light, and I was reminded of a 
song from the most recent erotic 
festival, Boys Like Sex in the 
Morning.) 

But our memories of the Mallory 
are fond ones for all that. Much 
more fond than those of dinner on 

the second night. We reviewed all the literature made 
available to us and made some selections. 

Our first choice of restaurant was fully booked. Our 
second was not, which should have been a warning. 
But the place was written up very favourably in one 
guide so we booked it. 

We drank water for the first 20 minutes, seeing no 
one but a young fellow with a jug of it. We placed our 
orders and drank water for another 20 minutes, strik­
ing up a friendship with the young guy in the process. 

Finally, our dinners arrived. Mine proved to be 
lukewarm and Alice's somewhat short on content. It 

was supposed to be sauteed prawns 
but what was on her plate appeared 
deep-fried. Where are the vegeta­
bles, she inquired. The waitress left 
to find out. 

While she was gone Alice dis­
covered she already had the vegeta­
bles. She didn't have prawns after 
all. It was zucchini. 

The waitress was puzzled but 
accommodating. She announced 
that the chef would have her 
sauteed prawns "in two minutes." I 
suggested we'd be happy to wait 
just a little longer to make sure they 

were cooked. 
The conclusion to this rather unsuccessful dining 

experience was a waiter's Spanish coffee perfor­
mance, pouring the ingredients by holding the liqueur 
bottles some two or three feet from the glass. Well 
executed but quite decidedly the worst tasting 
Spanish coffee I've ever had. 

The last day saw us ripped off by a taxi driver but I 
was consoled somewhat by the discovery of a cigar 
store with a walk-in humidor. 

That, in fact, was the highlight (for me) of the 
weekend.

Guinea pigs 

In a letter dated September 5 
from D.A. Landry, chief of the 
pharmaceutical division of veteri­
nary drugs for Health Canada, Mr. 
Landry states the review of Bovine 
Growth Hormone (BGH), also 
known as Recombinant Bovine 
Somatotropin, had not yet been 
concluded. . 

That's good news for Canadians. 
For now, BGH remains illegal for 
use on dairy cows in Canada. The 
bad news is Mr. Landry did con­
firm that Revalor-H, a hormonal 
implant used to increase feed effi­
ciency in beef cattle, was approved 
May 9. What will this mean to 
consumers in the long term? Is 
anyone studying the cumulative 
effects of a little extra hormone 
here and there in our diet? Will 
consumers prove to be the guinea 
pigs? 

I'd like to think our government 
is doing the best it can for us. But I 
get nervous when I hear reports 
that Allan Rock, minister of health, 
wants to eliminate all government 
testing of foods to determine possi­
ble links to cancer. Surely that's 
like giving a green light to compa­
nies like Monsanto who alter and 
manipulate food for profit. 

Changes are being made to the 
food we eat, changes we often 
know nothing about. BGH we do 
know about. We know it offers no 
consumer benefits, it raises ethical 
questions and it may well prove 
harmful to humans over the long 
term. 

Thalidomide was once thought 
safe to use. We don't ever want to 
be that wrong again. 

Say "no" to BGH. Write Allan 
Rock, Minister of Health, or sign 
one of the form letters available at 
Love My Kitchen, Mobile Market, 
Natureworks, Costerton Farms and 
Patterson's. Together we can make 
a difference.

Open mind 
"There are lies, damned lies, and 

then there are statistics." Mark 
Twain made this statement long 
before global warming became an 
issue, but it certainly describes the 
current climate of disinformation. 

We must open our eyes to the 
truth, for we will not find it in five-
secbnd sound bytes or attention-

grabbing headlines. Only by look­
ing at both sides of the issue can 
we draw accurate conclusions. 

At first glance, the 
Intergovernmental Panel on 
Climate Change (IPCC) report 
seems to be in unreserved support 
of global warming. Upon closer 
inspection, it becomes apparent 
that none of this is true. First of all, 
even IPCC chairman Bert Bolin 
admits that pre-1940 warming is 
likely a natural recovery from a 
previous, natural cooling. 
Combine this with the fact that 
temperatures have dropped since 
1979 and there isn't much time left 
for man-made global warming to 
have taken place. 

According to Dr. Frederick 
Seitz, president emeritus of 
Rockefeller University and former 
president of the U.S. National 
Academy of Sciences, key points 
of the IPCC report were changed 
after it had been reviewed and 
approved by the IPCC scientists. 
Among the removed clauses were 
the following: "No study to date 
has positively attributed all or part 
(of the climate change observed to 
date) to anthropogenic (man-
made) causes," and: "None of the 
studies cited above has shown 
clear evidence that we can attribute 
the observed (climate) changes to 
the specific cause of increases in 
greenhouse gases." These omis­
sions significantly alter the nature 
of the report. Nearly 100 climate 
scientists signed the Leipzig 
Declaration, making clear their 
concerns about the validity of 
global warming forecasts. In other 
words, scientists don't know if 
we're causing the planet to heat 
up. 

If scientists are stating clearly 
that there is no solid evidence, who 
is telling us that there is? Keith 
Shine, one of the IPCC report's 
lead authors, was quoted by 
Reuters as saying, "We produce a 
draft, and then the policymakers 
go through it line by line and 
change the way it is presented ... 
It's peculiar that they have the final 
say in what goes into a scientists' 
report." Surveys of IPCC scientific 
contributors found that about half 
didn't support the Policymakers' 
Summary. When politicians start 
editing scientific reports, watch 
out. 

Contrary to some people's state­
ments, there is a great deal of sci­
entific debate over global warm­
ing. Global warming will remain a 
controversial theory until it is sub­
stantiated by hard data. All we can 
do is keep our eyes, ears, and 
minds open.

Broadcorping Castration." 

I ran into Lea the other day at a coffee shop across from the 
Parliament Builuings. He was scheduled to have a meeting with 
Forest Minister David Zirnhelt. Our conversation proved once 
again they don't make politicians like Lea anymore, which is the 
reason for this somewhat nostalgic piece.

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'Spirituality' is more 
than fashionable word 

We at 

Somehow it 
seems too easy to 

be spiritual and 
too hard to be 

religious. 

Lord Chesterfield 
( 1 6 9 4 - 1 7 7 3 ) , 

that touchstone of 
English culture in 
the 18th century, 
remarked in one of 
the hundreds of let­
ters written to his 
son Philip Stanhope that "spirit" 
had become "a very fashionable 
word." 

The earl, known for his suave 
manners and breeding, dispar­
aged the term. For Lord 
Chesterfield, a person with "spir­
it" connoted an individual who 
might act rashly or indiscretely. 
Today we don't usually say that 
someone who "tells it like it is" 
or "goes for it" has spirit. Yet this 
would be roughly a '90s equiva­
lent. 

A generation ago, a cognate of 
the word spirit, "spirituality," 
began sl ipping into modern 
usage. In the 1990s its currency 
has grown markedly. Like the 
modish "spirit" in the Earl of 
Chesterfield 's time, the word 
"spirituality" has become fash­
ionable in ours. Spiritual teachers 
or gurus abound (the word guru 
means simply "teacher" in sever­
al Indian languages), hosted regu­
larly by televi­
sion personali­
ties. 

P r i n c e s s 
D i a n a ' s 
untimely death 
even elicited 
responses to 
her works of 
charity as 
expressions of 
her spirituality. Perhaps this was 
one of the hard lessons of her trag­
ic death. The word "spirituality" 
is, however, decidedly ambiguous. 

Although the words "spirit" 
and "spirituality" have a long his­
tory in both theology and litera­
ture, some members of the estab­
lished churches are suspicious of 
the new-found interest in spiritu­
ality, particularly religious con­
servatives or hard-core evangeli­
cals. For these individuals, "new 
age spirituality" is identified, 
among other things, with ques­
tionable psychic phenomena such 
as channelling or astral travelling. 
Some mainstream believers pass 
off such movements either as 
inconsequential passing fancies 
or view them as dangerous threats 
that might weaken Christian faith 
and the established churches. Yet 
by a strange twist, some of the 
metropolitan churches themselves 
speak of a more open and accept­
ing "New Age Christianity." 

In the minds of many seekers, 
religion and spirituality have gone 
their separate ways. Spirituality in 
this view is considered safe. It 
beckons as a symbol of liberation 
and personal growth, an indicator 
that search and discovery are tak­
ing place, that God is found in 
many forms and in religions out­
side one's own. For these same 
individuals, institutionalized reli­
gion carries heavy baggage. 

In spite of popular trends, I am 
no opponent of organized religion 
for as I see it, "religion," a deriv­
ative of the Latin "religio" mean-

ing "to bind again/to unite," can­
not be divorced from spirituality. 

Spirituality, at least in western 
culture, has its origins in the insti­
tutes of religion, in the ethical 
laws and precepts taught by the 
prophets. That spirituality today 
has become largely divorced 
from moral and ethical considera­
tions is largely a historical aberra­
tion, for the two domains were 
originally very closely identified. 

Somehow it seems too easy to 
be spiritual and too hard to be 
religious. We need a reconver-
gence of these two expressions of 
faith that they might balance and 
strengthen one another. 

Without endorsing holus bolus 
everything on the contemporary 
scene that passes for spirituality, I 
view this heightened interest in 
"things spiritual" as a positive 
move. It seems that "things tem­
poral" are no longer delivering 
the goods. Perhaps we are begin­
ning to realize after all that the 

essence of "per-
sonhood" is the 
soul and that the 
meaning of our 
brief lives is to 
discover the 
meaning and 
share the jour­
ney. Perhaps we 
are coming to 

realize that the misguided quest 
for love, peace and security in 
material goods, work, relation­
ships or whatever is likewise 
deceptive. 

"Beware," the Bagadvad Gita 
says, "of Maya" (illusion). Only 
God can satisfy our hunger and 
respond fully to our love. 

There is an important counter­
weight to notions of individual 
spirituality — community. In 
today's self-preoccupied society, 
community service risks becom­
ing an obsolete notion. Restricted 
to a fixed preoccupation with the 
individual , spir i tual i ty can 
become narcissistic. Even the sin-
cerest seeker can become over-
involved with the personal and 
private quest for transformation. 

It is only natural to gravitate to 
like-minded individuals in the 
desire to voluntarily share time, 
space, experiences and projects. 
Those who share common values 
or a belief system are not merely 
"ships passing in the night ." 
Ideally, a community becomes an 
on-going support network where 
sharing and healing can take 
place, a matrix for growth in 
which those who so choose can 
evolve as spiritual beings, and a 
refuge for those who enter. 

In the late 20th century, our 
community has become the 
world. Spirituality at the global 
level envisions the human race as 
one people. As the third millenni­
um dawns, more than any other, 
this vision of oneness will help 
foster the well-being, peace and 
security of the nations.

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Trust office moves 
will not occur soon 

A timeline towards creating on-
island Trust offices was put to 
trustees at their quarterly Trust 
Council meeting on Mayne Island 
— but the bottom line was that the 
Trust won't be moving from 
Victoria before the turn of the cen­
tury. 

At the September 19 meeting, 
executive director Gordon 
Mcintosh predicted a branch 
office to serve the northern 
islands, including Gabriola, 
Denman, Hornby, Lasqueti and 
Bowen, would be established 
within the next three to five years, 
depending oh population growth 
and the demand for services on 
those islands. 

Trust council could need to 
decide on such an office as soon 
as September 1998, he said. New 
staff are now being told in writing 
that they could be required to re­
locate. 

Although every island would 
like increased on-island presence 
of Trust staff, Mcintosh noted, 
time and money constrains how 
often staff can travel to the islands. 

Mcintosh predicted a progres­
sion of options which could lead 
to more on-island Trust offices. 
First could be a storefront or work 
space for trustees. Then there 
could be on-island para-planners 
or information officers able to 
answer basic questions and access 

Trust planning staff for more in-
depth queries. 

Staff also looked into acquiring 
a toll-free number but found that 
would cost $20,000 to $25,000 
annually. However, an arrange­
ment is being made with the 
provincial government's toll-free 
Enquiry B.C. service to link with 
two or three contact numbers at 
the Trust office. 

The contact numbers are being 
placed on Trust business cards and 
letterhead, Mcintosh said. "A lot 
of this just comes down to com­
munication," he added. 

If the Trust will not be moving 
from Victoria in the foreseeable 
future, Salt Spring trustee David 
Borrowman asked if one "unit" of 
the Trust, such as the Trust Fund 
Board, could be transferred to Salt 
Spring. This would put more of 
the tax dollars collected from the 
island back into the island econo­
my, he observed. 

Trust chairman David Essig said 
that idea could be looked at fur­
ther. Mcintosh's report had only 
focussed on providing planning 
services more effectively to the 
islands. 

Trustees accepted the recom­
mendations in Mcintosh's report 
and also requested an update at the 
next three meetings on options for 
improving on-island Trust ser­
vices. 

Trustees support bid 
for flight restrictions 

A bid for higher flight restric­
tions on aircraft passing over Trust 
area islands was backed by the 
Islands Trust Council at their 
September meeting on Mayne 
Island. 

Trustees approved a recom­
mendation from North Pender 
trustee George Ravenscroft call­
ing on the Trust to support a min­
imum 750- metre (2,500-foot) 
height for planes passing over the 
islands. 

North Pender resident John 
Terrett proposed the 750-metre 
restriction, arguing that increasing 
the height at which planes are 
required to fly over the islands 
would protect bird habitat and the 
quiet, country life of the islands. 

The same issue was brought to 
the Trust by former trustee Jim 
Tyhurst of Gabriola Island, who 

called on the Trust to work with 
the federal government to require 
planes flying over islands to main­
tain a similar minimum height to 
the one suggested by Terrett. 
Efforts to resolve the issue 
through the federal Department of 
Transport had not been successful, 
he said. 

"If you don't put energy into the 
system, I assure you the 
Department of Transport will do 
nothing," Tyhurst said in a presen­
tation to Trust Council September 
19. 

He also recommended local 
Trust committees introduce zoning 
on waters adjacent to their islands 
to control excessive noise and 
speed. He was particularly con­
cerned about the combination of 
float planes and jet skis in island 
harbours.

E-Team completes trail, park 
at Madrona Creek subdivision 

A new trail, footbridge and park recently completed 
by Salt Spring's Environmental Youth Team (E-Team) 
will soon be ready for public use. 

The hiking trail traverses an area between Long 
Harbour and Churchill roads, while the park is situated 
alongside Madrona Creek. 

According to Kathy Reimer, who supervised this 
year's E-Team, the trail does not go near an old heron 
rookery which is downstream, closer to the Salt Spring 
Rod and Gun Club. 

The park was dedicated as part of a recent subdivi­
sion by Limbrick Properties. The subdivision includes 
a large area of land under convenant along both sides 
of Madrona Creek and around the rookery in case the 
birds return. 

The birds have not used the nesting site for several 
years, possibly due to a fire which destroyed a neigh­
bouring house in June 1990, Reimer said. 

"The protected area includes extra maple trees and 
many large cedars because the nests are in mature 
alders that are falling over," she added. 

The new park at Madrona Creek will give island 
salmon enhancement workers access to the stream 
which contains an "unusual ran of very small cutthroat 
trout that mature at six inches in size," Reimer noted. 

Madrona Creek originates in a swamp upstream of 
Upper Ganges Road and enters Ganges Harbour at 
Madrona Bay. 

"We plan to plant many trees along the edge of the 
park. We want to have fruit and nut trees along the 
trail, and in the covenanted area along the creek we 
will plant flowering currants, blueberries and elderber­
ries," Reimer said. 

Once the subdivision is complete, she added, E-
Team members will host an official opening of the 
park and trail. 

TVust subdivision approval plan 
hampered by two requirements 

Assumption of authority for 
subdivision approvals by local 
Trust committees is snagged on a 
provincial requirement that the 
entire Trust area must take on the 
job. 

Trustees and staff had hoped 
each island's Trust committee 
could decide whether to take on 
responsibility for subdivision 
approval. Although Trust com­
mittees on larger, more developed 
islands like Salt Spring want to 
handle their own subdivision 
approvals, those on some smaller 
islands are less interested in the 
responsibility. 

In addition, updated official 
community plans (OCPs) and 

land use bylaws must be complet­
ed before any island could start 
approving applications for subdi­
visions, Trust executive director 
Gordon Mcintosh said at the 
September Trust Council meet­
ing. 

Some islands have both in 
place while others are just start­
ing their OCP updates. Given the 
schedule to complete all commu­
nity plans and land use bylaws 
for the entire Trust area, 
Mcintosh said, the Trust won't 
be able to take on any subdivi­
sion approvals until the next cen­
tury. 

According to the provincial 
government, "a local government 

that assumes responsibility for 
the subdivision approving officer 
function must assume it for the 
entire territory of the jurisdic­
tion." At present, subdivision 
approvals on Trust islands are 
handled by the Ministry of 
Transportation and Highways. 

Trust chairman David Essig 
said the Trust will try to convince 
the provincial government that 
each local Trust committee quali­
fies as a separate local govern­
ment. Only that will allow island-
by-island assumption of responsi­
bility for subdivision approval. 

"It's going to be a stretch to 
sell this," he admitted at the 
September 19 meeting.

TVust Fund Board eyes conservation properties 
The Islands Trust Fund Board is 

helping raise $1.38 million to pre­
serve three significant Trust area 
properties: a home for herons on 
Salt Spring, waterfront land on 
South Pender and an almost-

untouched island just outside of 
Nanoose Bay. 

Community groups are also 
involved in all three projects. On 
Salt Spring, the campaign to acquire 
the 4.8 hectare (12-acre) McFadden

Creek Heronry includes the Trust 
Fund Board, the Wild Bird Trust of 
B.C. and the Salt Spring Island 
Waterbird Watch Collective. 

As of last week, $105,000 had 
been raised towards the $260,000 
purchase price. The next fundraising 
event is an art show and silent auc­
tion at Mahon Hall, which culmi­
nates in a live auction Saturday 
evening. 

The heronry project will protect 
a heron colony which is the third 
largest in the province, with 
approximately 120 great blue heron 
nests. 

The Trust Fund Board's contribu­
tion to the project has included 
negotiating an option to purchase 
the property, arranging for art dona­
tions for this week's fundraising 
event and sponsoring a fund-raising 
event in Victoria which collected 
$2,000. 

Program coordinator Carolyn 
Stewart notes the Trust Fund Board 
is also seeking corporate sponsors 
for conservation projects. 

On South Pender Island, the Trust 
Fund Board is working with the 

Friends of Brooks Point and the 
Pender Islands Conservancy 
Association to raise the $525,000 
required to purchase three water­
front lots totalling four hectares (10 
acres) on the south tip of the island. 

Stewart describes the property as 
a beautiful coastal headland which 
combines intertidal marine life, rare 
plants, more than 95 bird species — 
some of which are rare or endan­
gered — native grasses and a mixed 
forest of Douglas and Grand fir. 

Although the properties are val­
ued at $725,000, current owners 
Betty and Allan Brooks have 
offered to donate one lot if the 
remaining two are purchased, drop­
ping the price by $200,000. 

Capital Regional District Parks is 
putting $200,000 into the project 
and $37,500 in cash or pledges has 
been raised on Pender. The remain­
ing $288,000 to buy the land must 
be collected by next June. 

The final project is a partnership 
with the Land Conservancy of B.C. 
and the Nanaimo and Area Land 
Trust to purchase South Winchelsea 
Island, which lies just outside of 

Nanoose Bay, north of Nanaimo. 
"This island is a gem in the 

Winchelsea-Ballenas Archipelago. 
It has had very little human distur­
bance and contains many very sen­
sitive rare plants and a good exam­
ple of a Garry Oak meadow ecosys­
tem," Stewart observed. The island 
is also used by sea lions. 

A campaign to raise the $595,000 
to purchase the island has started. 
Eventually, the group hopes to buy 
all four privately-owned islands in 
the chain and have the four recog­
nized as a significant marine area. 

In addition to the three major pro­
jects, Stewart pointed out the Trust 
Fund Board works with any inter­
ested landowners to protect private 
land through the use of conservation 
covenants. The board can also 
accept land donations and provide 
tax receipts for all donations.

Trust creates forestry principles at Mayne Island meeting 
Fears of clear-cutting on islands 

and that landowners might "log 
and flog" land in the Forest Land 
Reserve (FLR) prompted Islands 
Trust Council to approve the 
development of principles for 
forestry on Trust-area islands. 

Trustees approved a series of 
motions aimed at controlling log­
ging on the islands following a 
workshop on forestry issues 
September 18 during the Trust's 
quarterly meeting on Mayne 
Island. 

Also approved were: 
• creation of model development 

permit guidelines for forestry prac­
tices which could be adopted by 
local Trust committees; 

• a request to the provincial gov­
ernment to implement regulations 
based on the Trust principles to 
regulate forestry on Trust islands; 

• an application to Forest 
Renewal B.C. for up to $60,000 in 
funding to finance a forestry com­
munity coordinator for the Trust 
area who would work on public 
education and effective use of Gulf 
Island forests. 

Logging is a traditional activity 
on the islands which the Trust 
would like to see continue, 
Lasqueti trustee Melinda Auerbach 
observed. However, logging needs 
to be regulated so it can continue 
for many years and so land is not 
cleared of trees and then subdivid­
ed. 

Hornby trustee George Buvyer 
said he had seen the Agricultural 
Land Reserve (ALR) used as a 
means of land speculation in the 
past on the islands. Large blocks of 
property in land reserves can be 

purchased relatively cheaply due 
to the lack of development poten­
tial, held for some time and then an 
application made to develop the 
property, Buvyer said. 

Gabriola trustee Gail Lund won­
dered if the Forest Land 
Commission would allow develop­
ment on FLR property, which she 
described as encouraging a "log it 

and flog it" approach. 
Buvyer said a further challenge 

is controlling forest land which 
falls outside the FLR. 

North Pender trustee George 
Ravenscroft said due to the small 
scale of islands, the ecological 
impacts of poor forest practices are 
much more severe. 

Saturna trustee John Money 

backed regulations which encour­
age good forest practices. "I sup­
port it wholeheartedly, as long as it 
recognizes real forestry and not 
viewscape forestry." 

On Saturna, many residents 
favour a community forest but find 
they cannot apply for a community 
forest under current provincial reg­
ulations which require the applica­

tion be from an individual or a spe­
cific entity rather than a communi­
ty, Money said. 

Trustees asked the Trust execu­
tive committee to report back at 
the December quarterly meeting 
on how the province's proposed 
community forestry tenure pro­
gram could work in the Trust 
area.

Stories to tell: traveller seeks 
reconnection with local friends

Serge Bessault sailed 6,000 
miles for a Salt Spring hug. 

Adventurer, sailor, ultra-light 
pilot, photographer and inventor, 
Bessault returned to Salt Spring 
September 20, almost two years 
after he sailed away on a round-
the-world trip in October 1995. 

He hasn't made it around the 
world yet — his 9.6 metre (32-
foot) trimaran is still in New 
Caledonia, between New 
Zealand and Australia — but his 
leisurely non-schedule for the 
trip allowed a three-month 
detour to re-connect with the 
people he met on Salt Spring 
during his three years on the 
island. 

"I make 6,000 miles to get 
some hugs," he said last 
Wednesday. "You can't find a 
hug like we get on Salt Spring." 

He expects to head back to 
New Caledonia early in October 
but wanted to share some of his 
adventures with islanders before 
heading south. "I'm looking for 
a lot of friends I can't reach," he 
said. "I like to share my experi­
ences with everyone ... to show 
what can be done." 

What Bessault has done since 
leaving Salt Spring is travel 
down the west coast of North 
America, stopping at islands off 
California and Mexico and then 
heading south to Costa Rica, 
Panama, Columbia and then 
west to the Galapagos Islands. 

From there he turned south­
west, into the South Seas, stop­
ping at islands in the Tuamotu 
Archipelago, part of French 
Polynesia. His first stop was 
Gambier Island, followed by a 
six-week stay on Mopelia and 
then another six-week visit to a 

tiny atoll in the archipelago. 
"The place where I stayed the 

longest time was the smallest," 
he said. He lived with the local 
people in an economy in which 
money was almost non-existent 
and unemployment not a con­
cern. 

"It was paradise," he recalled. 
"Food in the sea and on the 
trees. You just have to bend 
yourself to find the food." Those 
living in the small community 
accepted their natural bounty 
without expecting more, he 
added. "They're very clever 
about that — they don't want 
more." 

He also admired the cleverness 
of the Polynesian people and the 
stability of their society. While 
he notes the islands offered great 
natural beauty, his focus was on 
the people he met. "What I 
arrive to enjoy is mostly the peo­
ple and not the place." 

He also spent some time on 
one of the Society Islands, 
slightly further to the west. 

Six months ago he landed on 
New Caledonia, which lies 
northeast of Australia. Three 
months ago he met another per­
son familiar with the west coast, 
a Vancouver resident, who want­
ed to return his 15-metre (49 
foot) gaff-rigged schooner to the 
B.C. coast but didn't want to sail 
the boat back himself. 

Bessault took on the job, seiz­
ing the chance to return to Salt 
Spring for a visit. He started off 
with a two-person crew and the 
owner, all of whom effectively 
abandoned ship after 300 miles. 

"The crew discovered that to 
be on the sea is not what you 
dream of," he said. 

The trip from New Caledonia 
northwest to Vanuatu Island was 

marked by rough seas, the con­
stant movement of the boat, the 
smell of diesel and cramped 
quarters. 

"A lot of people don't imagine 
that," Bessault said, adding that 
sailors must love the sea and the 
delight of discovery in order to 
endure the discomfort. 

For three months, from 
Vanuatu to Salt Spring, Bessault 
was on his own. While he 
admired the boat, he noted it was 
not quite ready for the stress of 
the 6,000-mile journey. "I get a 
lot of trouble because the boat is 
not ready for this trip. It was 
very, very hard." 

For example, crossing the 
equator, Bessault endured tropi­
cal storms with winds up to 40 
knots. At one point the sails 
were torn and Bessault had to 
repair them by hand. 

By the time he sailed into 
Ganges Harbour, he was ready to 
collect his full quota of Salt 
Spring hugs and to renew his 
acquaintance with dry land and 
one of the places he regards as a 
paradise. 

"You have paradises every­
where in the world but between 
each, you have to cross the ocean 
and sometimes it's hell," he said 
as a summary of his travels 
which he appears to have adopt­
ed as a personal philosophy. 

"I think Salt Spring is magic 
because people are all special ... 
they're all artists... we all do some­
thing different, share the experi­
ences that make us enjoy life." 

By returning for a visit, he 
hoped to share some of his 
unique experiences. "It's nice to 
give a dream to people." 

And although he leaves soon, 
he is not saying good-bye to the 
island. "I will come back."

St. Mary Lake dam 
only in study stages 

A dam to boost the water supply 
of St. Mary Lake is a future "proba­
bility," but a decision on such a plan 
is not close to being made. 

Responding to an Internet e-mail 
message to Imagen 
Communications customers by 
owner Dwight Jones, North Salt 
Spring Waterworks District 
(NSSWD) manager Mike Larmour 
said a long, involved study of the 
lake is ongoing. 

However, he said, "We won't 
make any decisions until we have 
all the information." 

High demand for the lake to sup­
ply a growing population is a reali­
ty, he said, with most of the growth 
in the Ganges area and north. 

"St. Mary Lake is the only really 
large source left," he said. 

The water management branch of 
the environment ministry has told 

NSSWD a dam must be used to 
ensure there is a summer-long flow 
on Duck Creek to protect fisheries 
habitat. If constructed, it would 
likely be in a deepened Duck 
Creek, Larmour said. 

He added that the dam would not 
lower the lake level by the estimate 
Jones cites — three metres (nine 
feet). The NSSWD's current licence 
allows it to draw 500,000 gallons 
per day from the lake. He explains 
that much water is not presently 
taken and the lake loses less than 
four inches in the last six months of 
the year. If the full licence amount 
was drawn, Larmour said, the lake 
would lose four to five inches in 
that same period. 

He acknowledged that lake level 
is of particular interest to people 
with property on St. Mary Lake.

You haven't seen 
Salt Spring until 
you've seen the 
Saturday Market at 
Centennial Park in 
Ganges. This long-
established venue 
for vendors of arts, 
crafts and other goods is popu­
lar among visitors and islanders, 
and attracts large crowds to 
Ganges every Saturday morning 
from April to October. 

More than 100 vendors set up 
their stalls to offer a huge range 
of locally-produced goods. The 
market began as a farmers' 
market, where local growers 
could sell their produce. 

The produce stands are still 
there, but they've been joined by 
artists and craftspeople selling 
products such as specialty soaps, 
pottery, jewellery, clothing, 
woodworking and much more. 

The market is also a great 
place for breakfast, lunch or a 
snack as several food vendors 
offer their wares. Market-goers 
are often treated to live musical 
entertainment, and if that's not 
enough you can find some 
tremendous diversion simply 
from people-watching. 

The market will close for the 
winter after the Thanksgiving 
Day long weekend.

Little Marty brings harp to life 
at Three Chord Sloth blues night 

Salt Spring sizzled on Saturday 
at the Vesuvius Inn as Little 
Marty and Three Chord Sloth 
brought some serious blues sets 
to an appreciative full house. 

Marty plays a mean mouth 
harp; he has the ability to make 
wood and metal sing like a living 
thing, so it is a little disappoint­
ing by comparison when he 
leaves the harp to focus on 
vocals. He has a strong stage 
presence and a clear voice with a 
mellow tone and accurate pitch, 
but his harp really makes the 
music magic. 

You know you are on Salt 
Spring when any audience to a 
musical event has several profes­
sional musicians in attendance, 
and Saturday night was no 
exception. Both Gene Grooms 
and David O'Neill were on hand 
to sing lead vocals and free Little 
Marty to focus on harp. 

Three Chord Sloth is a hot 
combination of local talents with 
Jerome Jarvis on drums, Matt 
Steffich on guitar and Dave 
Roland on bass. 

Jarvis was strong and steady 
on drums, but every time he took 

a solo he sort of 
froze. He would 
whip through sever­
al quick bars, but he 
never really devel­
oped a mood, " 
thought or statement 
before the solo was 
over. Better to find a groove and 
work it through even though a 
drum solo is hard to sustain for 
any length of time. Don't be 
afraid to let go, Jerome. 

Steffich is polished and profes­
sional and obviously comfortable 
on stage with his guitar. He never 
misses a trick and on Saturday 
his talents gave true soul to the 
rhythm and blues scene on Salt 
Spring. 

Roland is too cool on bass. He 
holds a funky groove all night 
every night with clarity and con­
sistency and somehow he always 
keeps it simple. Many bass play­
ers make the messy bass mistake 
but not Roland. 

Roland plays a stand-up bass 
on Groorirs' upcoming compact 
disc release entitled Blues for the 
Nineties which is under way now 
at Nomad Studios. 

MUSIC 
W I T H KERRY ROTH 

Grooms was the highlight of 
the night. He is a true rhythm and 
blues master craftsman who is 
changing the face of the 
Canadian music scene for the 
better. 

Blues for the Nineties is defi­
nitely blues but Grooms gives it 
a planetary appeal with several 
spicy new flavours from world 
beat to jazz to rock, country and 
more. For example, Wake Up is a 
reggae blues song with some 
wicked African pickin' courtesy 
of Allan Dookie and a message 
from Grooms which humans 
would be foolish to ignore. 

Grooms has been an integral 
part of the Salt Spring music 
scene for the past 20 years 
though he now resides across the 
drink in Victoria. Watch for news 
of him soon. Grooms is a power­
ful force in the evolution of the 
blues.

The arrival of award-winning 
singer/songwriter Murray 
McLauchlan in just a few short 
weeks kicks off the beginning of 
the Salt Spring Folk Club's second 
season.

Artist offers watercolour workshop 
Painters can enter Ann Hunter's 

world of "planned spontaneity" 
when the North Saanich artist 
offers a watercolour workshop on 
Salt Spring October 18 and 19. 

She describes her own work as 
"impressionistic images of nature" 
which she paints in a loose and 
fluid wet-on-wet style, striving to 
evoke an emotional response from 
those who view her paintings. 

Hunter is a former art school 
teacher and for the past 10 years 
has taught workshops and classes 
throughout Canada. 

Her watercolours have been 
selected for a number of juried 
exhibitions and her work is found 
in Western Canadian galleries and 
in private collections in North 

America, Europe, Japan and 
Australia. 

The Hunter workshop is pre­
sented by the Salt Spring Island 
Painters' Guild as part of its fall 
program. It will run from 9:30 
a.m. to 4 p.m. both days. Cost is 
$70 for guild members and $80 
for non-members. 

On October 18, Hunter will 
concentrate on developing the 
tools painters need and working 
with a wet-on-wet technique. She 
will discuss the elements of value, 
colour, negative and positive 
space, and the use of glazing to 
produce the desired effects. 

Hunter also hopes to offer two 
demonstrations of different sub­
jects, as well as student painting 

time. 
On the second workshop day, 

Hunter will look at planning a 
painting and manipulating the sub­
ject so an artist can convey the 
desired mood and emotional 
response. Balance, focal points, 
using value sketches and selecting 
the palette are some of the tech­
niques that will be explored. 

"I rather like the term 'planned 
spontaneity' in the sense that if 
we are confident with our tech­
nique and plan out our design we 
should be able to paint with spon­
taneity and confidence," states 
Hunter in a workshop outline.

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TAKING THE RISK 
and setting the snot

How do you know if you're 
really a wildlife photographer? 

When you turn a corner in a 
path, come face-to-face with a 
nine-foot bear and your first 
instinct is to lift your camera. 

"Every time you're in grizzly 
country there's an element of risk," 
says Salt Spring wildlife photogra­
pher Jonathan Grant, who esti­
mates he has spent approximately 
100 nights camped in what griz­
zlies would consider their domain. 

The risk is very real. Last year 
one of Grant's friends, an experi­
enced fellow photographer, was 
killed by a grizzly on the same site 
where Grant had camped two 
years ago while taking pho­
tographs of the massive bears. 

p 
1 J rant feels his closest call 
J R A was the day in Alaska 
when he was walking along a path 
following the curve in a river and 
was suddenly confronted by a 
nine-foot Kodiak bear — not a 
grizzly but just as large. What did 
he do? 

"You stand there and take pic­
tures. At that time you decide 
whether you want to be a wildlife photographer or not." 

What you don't do is turn and run, since that can trigger the bear's instinct to chase. A grizzly 
may look awkward and muscle-bound but Grant has 

seen one cover 100 yards in six seconds. 
Fortunately, Grant notes, he isn't prone 
to panic so he did the best thing possi­

ble when confronted by a bear: he 
stood his ground and didn't show 

any fear. "For some reason I 
don't feel fear. I feel it later." 

Although he can hold 
fear at bay, Grant has 
considerable respect for 
bear power. Grizzlies 
can push down small­
er trees, flip over 
200- pound rocks 
and rip up a field 
with their four-to-six-
inch claws as effec­
tively as an excavator. 

There have been 
reports of bears tearing 

the tops off vehicles and 
overturning cars. That dis­

tinctive hump on the back of a 
grizzly is not fat, it's muscle. 

And it's a myth that grizzlies can't 
climb. They can climb large 
- although not as effec­

tively as the black bears which have 
hooked claws — and push smaller trees over. 

manually adjusted for the light He 
also practised enormous patience, 
staying on the platform for four 
hours at a time and picking his shots 
— despite the feeding mosquitoes 
which left his bare arm so covered 
with bites that "it looked like the 
bark of a fir tree." 

Applying repellent was not an 
option. "You don't wear any scents 
around bears." 

He wants to smell like a human to 
the bears, since an unfamiliar scent is 
likely to digger the bears' curiosity 
and draw them closer to investigate. 

He recommends against stealth 
when taking photographs of ani­
mals. Every animal, whether preda­
tor or prey, recognizes a stealthy 
approach as a possible indication of 
danger. When in grizzly country, 
Grant says he whistles or sings 
when walking along to let the 
bears know he is around. 

He tries to place himself so they 
will pick up his scent. 

If face-to-face with a bear, he 
won't look the grizzly in the eye, 
since that is a challenge, but will 
look slightly away so he doesn't 
appear threatening. The same rule 

applies to wolves, he said.

0 espite the risk, part of being a wildlife photographer is 
being able to produce those hard-to-get photos, which 

include bears. So in mid-September Grant was back in grizzly 
country on a two-day photo shoot to enlarge his collection. 
Just getting to the viewing platform overlooking the salmon 
run where the grizzlies were feeding was a challenge, starting 
with a seaplane flight northwest from Campbell River to a fish­
ing camp on Knight Inlet 

From there Grant took a boat across the Glendale River, 
trudged up "an incredibly tough trail — up to your knees in 
mud" and climbed into a battered truck, which continuously 
threatened to break down or slide off the rough, mud-slicked road. 

The viewing platform was approximately 25 feet from the feed­
ing bears and 12 feet in the air. The only problem was a man-made 
weir, which Grant took pains to keep out of his photographs. 

"The lighting was tough, half sun and half shade," he said. To com­
pensate, he ignored most of the meter readings from his Leica R-6 and 

rant also talks con­
versationally to 

bears when taking pho­
tographs and does not stalk 
the animals — he waits for 
them to move within 
range of his lens. 
Sometimes it can be a 
long wait. On this most 
recent trip Grant spent 
three hours in a treehouse 
overlooking a possible 
shooting site and saw noth­
ing. 

Then minutes before the 
boat was to arrive to pick him 
up, a grizzly strolled under the tree-
house and then walked into a patch of 
asters and pearly everlasting, rewarding 
Grant's patience with a once-in-a-lifetime 
photo of a grizzly profiled against massed flowers. 

Grant points out that humans are not normally prey for bears: the big mammals favour berries, 
botanicals, salmon and small rodents. "A bear is an eating machine," Grant said. He feels bears 
are more interested in chowing down than in challenging stray humans. 

But just as humans should never come between a bear and cubs, humans should also not come 
between a bear and its food supply. 

Bears will steal carrion away from other predators, eat some of it and then cover it 
for later consumption. A human who gets in the way could be attacked. 

Danger signs include the bear moving its head from side to side and the 
teeth chattering. The safest response is to slowly back away, trying not to 

show any fear. 

F or Grant, knowing such details about his photographic sub­
ject makes it possible to stay safer while capturing remark­

able photographs. Among the 250 images from the mid-
September trip are rare images of cubs, either alone or with the 
mother. 

And while some of the 197 publishable images Grant obtained are 
likely to show up in national and international magazines, Salt Spring 
Islanders are getting the first look in this week's Driftwood. 

"My island home — why shouldn't we be first?" Grant 
observed. 
He now devotes a considerable part of his talent and time 

towards conservation, which he describes as "giving back" after 25 
years as a wildlife photographer. 

"I want to let people know what it is you've got — they're less like­
ly to destroy what is there." 
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Galiano group presents 
'absorbing' new play

Galiano Players' current pro­
duction — Taking Sides — is 
exceptional. 

Six actors, most of whom are 
experienced amateurs, approach 
professional standards in a tight-
knit, absorbing tale. 

Playwright Ronald Harwood 
deals with post-Nazi Germany 
and inquiries into the alleged 
cooperation of famed symphony 
conductor Wilhelm Furtwangler 
with his political bosses. 

In this production, local actor 
(and often director) Marek 
Czuma masterfully plays the 
brash American major, 
researching the case against 
Furtwangler. Czuma's charac­
terization quickly shifts the 
audience ' s sympathies to 
Furtwangler, played with dra­
matic realism by Rene Mahlow, 
whose performance offers a 
textbook rendering of a 
Prussian aristocrat and musical 
genius. 

Mark Brown plays Lieutenant 
David Wills, Major Arnold's 
assistant for the interviews. A 
Jewish escapee from his home­
land with his family when the 
Nazis began their persecutions, 
Wil ls ' sympathies gradually 
switch during the interviews: 
retribution is one thing, persecu­
tion quite another. 

Also affected by the major's 
inquisitorial questioning was 
German citizen and secretary 
Emmi Straube, played con­
vincingly by Kate Emmings, 
and Keith Holmes and Tona 
von Resori, who completed the 
cast. Both gave touching per­
formances, Holmes as a sec­
ond fiddle player in 
F u r t w a n g l e r ' s o rches t ra , 
reach ing for success as he 
could, but not through musical 
talent; and von Resori as the 
widow of a young musician 
helped by Furtwangler, now 
dead in a concentration camp. 
It was a touching tale. 

The set and lighting were 
simple yet effective. Great cred­
it should be given to Sandra 
Dolph and Geoff Cox respec­
tively. Trish Flynn's costumes 
were very appropriate. 

Helen Schnare's production 
photos set up on display boards 
at the rear of the hall created a 
lobby of sorts and was a good 
idea. Her photos were excellent. 
On other panels in the "lobby," 
information about the actors and 
their feelings on the recreation 
of the Furtwangler story was 
displayed — another profession­
al touch.

Great credit for the success of 
Taking Sides must go to its 
director Jackie Bowers. In a 
program note Bowers states, 
"My father, like Furtwangler, 
was a good patriotic German 
who might have got along with 
the Nazi regime had he not 
found himself, instead, inside a 
concentration camp." A feeling 
of truth pervades the production.

Island yellow birds 
can be distinguished

Since my last column on yellow 
warblers I've had some queries on 
common yellow-coloured birds 
found on the Gulf Islands ... which is 
which? 

Your best bet is to check your bird 
guidebook. Failing that, here are 
some tips. 

Generally, the males of each 
species get to flaunt the brightest yel­
low fashions and generally the 
females get stuck with the drab olive 
greens. 

The male American goldfinch has 
a black cap that extends right to its 
beak, the male Wilson's warbler has a 
small black cap that doesn't reach all 
the way to its beak, and the yellow 
warbler has no black on its head at all. 

Which is "yellowest?" The yellow 
warbler is quite yellow, but hats are 
off to the really yellow American 
goldfinch, which is a flying banana. 
Ripe, with spots. 

Another yellow-coloured bird is 
the common yellowthroat. It's a dark 
olive above, yellow below and the 
male sports a black eye-mask like 
the Lone Ranger. 

Common yellowthroats like hav­
ing their identities masked, too, for

they hide their nests in thick grasses 
or weeds and approach and depart 
the nest by separate routes to foil 
their enemies. Hi-ho Silver, away! 

If you're hoping to spot any of the 
yellow-coloured birds of the Gulf 
Islands, you'd better make it fast, for 
all of the birds mentioned in this col­
umn will be heading south for the 
winter. Chances are you'll have to 
wait now until next spring. 

Migratory birds, such as the war­
blers described here, gain weight 
before they take off on their big trip 
south. They need the fat to fuel the 
journey. 

Although migrating birds can stop 
along the route to rest and eat, some 
have to fly non-stop, as when cross­
ing large bodies of water like the 
Gulf of Mexico. 

Most migrants leave our islands to 
travel at least as far as California and 
Mexico, and many to Central 
America and beyond. It's hard to 
imagine these tiny creatures making 
it safely there, but they do. And back 
again!

We're just 
enabling that," Carter said. 

She'd like to see a permanent 
"free store" on Salt Spring and is 
hoping someone can donate space 
for such a service. "We'd probably 
be happy with a rickety old barn."

Unwanted animals easily prevented

Six movies or three pizzas or 
11 videos or 20 cups of espresso 
or a carton of cigarettes or four 
bottles of very ordinary wine. 

That's what the cat owner 
who qualifies for the SPCA's 
spay/neuter assistance program 
has to sacrifice in order to come 
up with the $45 spaying fee and 
avoid the birth of well over 100 
unwanted kittens during the 
mother's lifetime. 

While it is difficult to esti­
mate the total number of 
unwanted animals born each 
year, staff at SPCA shelters 
across B.C. receive an average 
of approximately 2,000 unwant­
ed cats and 1,000 unwanted dogs 
each month. Although every 
effort is made to find homes for 
all the adoptable animals, the 
sad reality is that for nearly 50 
per cent of the cats and 20 per 
cent of the dogs, euthanasia is 
the result. 

To this tragic waste of inno­
cent lives must be added the 
incalculable emotional pain and 
stress experienced by shelter 
volunteers and veterinary staff. 
It is very difficult to look into a 
pair of trusting young eyes and 
say goodbye. And then do it 
again. And again.

MEWS 
This past summer has been a 

particularly trying time for the 
local branch. At one time we 
had 25 kittens in the shelter, 
when Victoria, with its vastly 
larger human population, had 
only 40. Because of chance 
exposure to one sick kitten, all 
25 had to be euthanized. Would 
they have found homes? 

Not likely. Would it have 
been better if they were never 

born? Most definitely. This 
week's photograph shows two 
of the most recent group of 14 
kittens in the shelter, all waiting 
patiently for homes. 

Let's work together towards a 
better summer next year on Salt 
Spring. No more unwanted kit­
tens dumped at Foxglove, 
beside the road at Long 
Harbour, on the school grounds 
or Cathy Thomas' driveway or 
flogged at the market with no 
food, water or shade and in 
many cases, too young to have 
been removed from the mother. 
Think about it. 

The Ministry for Children and Families is seeking a family care 
home on Saltspring Island for an 11 year old boy with a moderate 
mental handicap. This youth needs a two parent home that can 
work closely with the natural parents. The home will provide 
support, supervision and opportunities to learn life skills for 
future independence. Demonstrated skills and experience work­
ing with people with a mental handicap is an asset. Applicants 
approach should reflect a secure, respectful philosophy in their 
interactions with youth. 

Applicants will be subject to a home study including criminal 
record check, references and a health assessment.

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Activities change with weather 
but Saturna Islanders still busy

Days are getting shorter on 
Saturna and the winter rains 
have begun. Most of the 
tourists have gone home or 
retreated to warmer places in 
the sun. 

There is little to mark on the 
calendar for the next month or 
two and outsiders might think 
that island life might become 
boring because there seems to 
be so little to do. However, a 
look behind the scenes shows 
that islanders remain as busy 
and productive as usual 
although their activities begin 
to change with the weather. 

A look at those magnificent 
island gardens will find garden­
ers out in their duck boots 
planting spring bulbs and fruit 
trees or plowing under this 
summer's plot and marking out 
new beds for preparation. Lawn 
mowers can still be heard dur­
ing those sunny breaks as a last 
mowing prepares lawns for the 
early wet spring. 

This time of year many local 
home chefs are canning, pre­
serving, pickling and freezing 
to use up the fruits from their 
gardens. Gourmet delights 
come out of the most humble 
kitchens. Islanders generally 
have a remarkable food sense 
and share their recipes gener­
ously. 

Chainsaws can be heard 
buzzing in almost any weather 
as busy workers harvest fire­
wood to keep their homes warm 
through the coming months. 
This is a great time of year to 
limb trees and pull out broom 
and other unwanted bushes. The 
fire hazard is lower and 
although a wood chipper is

available for rent from the recy­
cling centre, the warm smell of 
wood smoke will soon drift up 
from burn piles throughout the 
island. 

Since the tourists have left, 
local gathering places have 
become more intimate. Locals 
congregate at the Saturna 
General Store and visit while 
they pick up their mail. The 
Lighthouse Pub is quieter as 
islanders meet for lunch or to 
catch the ferry. The weekends 
are often busy with home par­
ties and bridge games as 
islanders catch up after a busy 
summer. 

Island meetings pick up their 
pace again now that the holiday 
season is over. The Lion's, 
women's service and bridge 
clubs, bible study, and fire 
department schedule regular 
meetings and get back down to 
business. 

On a regular basis islanders 
meet for tai chi and quilting 
classes, as well as taking time 
to learn how to organize picture 

albums in creative memories. A 
good source of reading material 
to feed the mind during long 
rainy evenings brings residents 
to the Eddie Reid Memorial 
Library. Regular bridge and 
crib games keep the 
Community Hall booked and 
the progressive bridge tourna­
ment organizes players into a 
series of home games over the 
winter. 

Christmas is not far away 
when seen through the eyes of 
an adult, and artisans are 
preparing their wares for the 
annual Christmas craft fair for 
the end of November. A wine 
and cheese party and art show 
in early November held in sup­
port of the concert series will 
prelude the sale for many 
artists. Old projects are coming 
out of the closet and new ideas 
are being birthed. 

There is planning to do for 
the pig barbecue, the concert 
series, Christmas festivities and 
more but islanders still find 
time to go for an autumn hike 
or to get out and try for that big 
salmon one last time. As usual 
it seems there are more choices 
of things to do than time to do 
them.

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Court said teachers could be paid according to merit 
Thirty-five years ago 
• Incremental increases to 

teachers could be based on merit 
and not be given as automatic pay 
increases, according to a B.C. 
Court of Appeal decision in a case 
involving the Gulf Islands School 
Board and principal Jack Evans. 
Described as a "friendly test 
case," the court challenge led to a 
ruling that increments should be 
paid to teachers for better perfor­
mance, as judged by the school 
board. The B.C. Teachers 
Federation opposed such a merit 
system, although a unique clause 
in the Gulf Islands School District 
contract allowed the board to 
argue that the increments were 
merit pay and could be withheld 
depending on the individual 
teacher's performance. 

• School trustees almost out­
numbered the public at a public 
meeting in Fulford Hall to discuss 
an upcoming $162,000 referen­
dum on a new science room and 
gymnasium-auditorium. Present 
were half-a-dozen residents along 
with school board members and 
school principal Evans. 

Thirty years ago 
• Sufficient water but insuffi­

cient pipe and pumps to bring the 
water to users prompted a special 
meeting of the North Salt Spring 
Waterworks District. First on the 
agenda was a proposal to improve

the Maxwell Lake system with 
pumps and a new, larger pipeline 
along with a new $100,000 line 
from Mount Maxwell to Booth 
Canal which would serve proper­
ties on the north end of the island. 
A second proposal was to take 
water from St. Mary Lake. That 
option would be cheaper initially, 
the meeting heard, but would have 
higher ongoing costs since St. 
Mary Lake water would have to 
be chlorinated. 

• Gordon Simmons announced 
plans to bring movies to Salt 
Spring. A former movie theatre 
operator and area manager with 
Warner Bros, and Metro-
Goldwyn-Mayer, Simmons 
planned to show major produc­
tions in Fulford Hall on alternating 
Wednesdays and Saturdays. The 
first to be shown was the academy 
award winning Tom Jones. ' 

Twenty-five years ago 
• A public meeting was planned 

to collect input into the Capital 
Regional District's proposed plan 
for Salt Spring. If accepted, the 
plan would establish a minimum 
lot size for the island and lead to a 
lifting of the provincial ban on lots 
under 10 acres in size, which had 
been imposed three years earlier.

The plan would retain current zon­
ing of all commercial enterprises, 
including existing resorts, 
although restrictions were expect­
ed on new resorts in watershed 
areas. 

• A federal election was called 
for October 30. Seeking votes 
locally were incumbent New 
Democrat Tommy Douglas, 
Liberal William Matthews of 
Gabriola, Socred Stockwell Day 
and independent Ken Hasanen of 
Duncan. A fifth candidate had yet 
to be nominated by the 
Conservative party. 

Twenty years ago 
• The annual fall fair drew 1,850 

entries and 2,500 visitors to the 
grounds of Salt Spring 
Elementary. Pens were placed on 
the grounds for livestock — 
although some pigs escaped and 
had to be rounded up from 
Rainbow Road — and four class­
rooms plus the Activity Centre 
were used for other displays. The 
fair was sponsored by the Islands 

Farmers Institute. 
• Demands that a sewer petition 

be rescinded came from a public 
meeting attended by approximate­
ly 50 people and again at a meet­
ing between 10 people and region­
al director George Heinekey. 
Several people claimed that those 
who collected signatures on the 
petition to support sewer service 
in Ganges had provided mislead­
ing information. 

Fifteen years ago 
• The Gulf Islands School 

District budget was cut by 
$110,000 under the provincial 
government's restraint program. 
The Ministry of Education had 
reduced its grant for school district 
expenses. Two restraint program 
cuts reduced the budget to $4.6 
million from the original $5.5 mil­
lion. 

• Restrictions on power boats 
using St. Mary Lake was debated 
at a public meeting with support­
ers citing the pollution and danger 
to other lake users caused by 

power boats, and opponents not­
ing restricting power boat use 
infringed on civil rights and could 
affect local resorts. 

Ten years ago 
• A Simon Fraser University 

study found the majority of Gulf 
Islanders supported the Islands 
Trust and wanted to see the body's 
preservation role strengthened. 
The Trust was under review by a 
provincial all-party committee fol­
lowing an attempt to legislate it 
out of existence. 

Five years ago 
• Mediation on the Saturday 

market in Centennial Park was 
due to start after Victoria lawyer 
Peter Walton was chosen as medi­
ator for resolving a dispute which 
had continued for more than a 
year. Slated to participate were 
representatives from the Market 
Vendors Association, the Friends 
of the Market, the Parks and 
Recreation Commission and the 
Chamber of Commerce.
