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Ministry announces mediation

Islanders involved in the 
South"ern Gulf Islands Ferry 
Advisory Committee are adopting 
a wait-and-see attitude over two 
changes announced last week, one 
by the province and one by the 
ferry corporation. 

On Friday, B.C. Ferries presi­
dent Tom Ward announced that 
the corporation would be split in 
two, with major routes like those 
linking Vancouver Island with the 
Lower Mainland forming one 
business unit, and minor routes, 
like those in the Gulf Islands, 
forming the second. 

"B.C. Ferries essentially runs 
two kinds of services,'' Ward 
noted in a memo announcing the 
change. Major traffic routes have 
high volume traffic while minor 
routes are focussed on serving 
island communities year-round, he 
summarized. 

He predicted splitting the ser­
vices will allow each to be man­
aged independently. Ward noted 
he is committed to cutting $15 
million from B.C. Ferries costs 
and increasing revenue by at least 
$10 million over the next four 
years. 

He also stressed the need for 
long-term and predictable finan­
cial support from the provincial 
government 

The Gulf Islands will be part of 
the new inter-island services unit, 
to be headed by current vice-presi­
dent for finance Glen Brown. The 
changes take effect January 8.

"If this is a start of the rational­
ization - the downsizing - of 
the ferry corporation management, 
I'm all for it," Drew Thorburn, 
chairman of the Salt Spring 
Advisory Transportation 
Committee, said Friday. 

Fellow committee member Ken 
Lee said be had been impressed by 
new president Ward. 

"If this is his idea, let's give it a 
chance. If it isn't his idea, it's re­
arranging the deck chairs on the 
Titanic." 

A day earlier, Minister 
Responsible for B.C. Ferries Dan 
MiJier announced the appointment 
of Saturna resident John Fryer as a 
mediator to meet with island rep­
resentatives from B.C. Ferries' 
advisory committees. 

Lee was surprised by the 
announcement, pointing out that 
the advisory groups had not real­
ized they needed a mediator. 

"What's the purpose of a media­
tor if we don't see ourselves in 
conflict?" be asked Friday, 
terming the move "the worst kind 
of political cop-out." 

Thorburn, who initially 
described the mediator's appoint­
ment as Miller saving face, was 
among those who met with Fryer 
in Nanaimo S~turday. 
Approximately 30 representatives 
from different advisory groups 
were at the meeting. 

Also present was fellow Salt 
Spring transportation committee 
member Neville Atkinson, who 
chaired the meeting. Advisory 
committee members agreed at the 

outset that their most important 
objective was to force a retraction 
of the fare increases announced by 
the provincial government on 
November 14. 

"We were adamant that the fares 
had to be rolled back," Thorburn 
said~ 

Thorburn said Fryer's mandate 
appeared t~ be explaining the gov~ 
eroment position - the need for 
more money - to ferry users and 
to take the ferry users' position 
back to the government. . 

"He was there to tell the minis­
ter what it was that we wanted and 
why we were angry," Thorburn 
said. 

He noted that advisory commit­
tee members were angry because 
they had been asked for their input 
on fare increases and had strongly 
opposed them. 

The subsequent implementation 
of fare increases by the govern­
ment destroyed the credibility of 
the advisory committee process, 
Thorburn pointed out. An adviso­
ry committee whose advice is 
ignored is not functioning as an 
advisory committee, he explained. 

Instead of increasing fares, 
Thorburn suspects the ferry corpo­
ration could increase revenue by 
improving services so more users 
take the ferry. Advisory committee 
members had planned another 
meeting for Monday in Vancouver 
but decided not to proceed until a 
response has been received from 
Miller. 

"The ball is in the minister's 
court," Thorburn concluded.

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Islanders protest ferry fares at 
Boston Tea Party styled event

It was co ld, it was wet but 
islanders still worked up a good 
head of steam Friday at the Salt 
Spring "tea party" protest over the 
hike in ferry fares. 

Despite chilly temperatures and 
steady rain, approximately 120 
islanders gathered at the Fulford 
ferry terminal for the protest, orga­
nized by the Salt Spring Advisory 
Transportation Committee and the 
Salt Spring Chamber of 
Commerce. 

Handling the bullhorn was trans­
portation committee member Ken 
Lee, resplendent in the 18th-century 
frock coat and tri -cornered hat 
which he donned for his role as 
Phineas Fulford, an import from the 
original Boston Tea Party on 
December 16, 1776. 

Obviously practised in protesting 
arbitrary regulations, he led the 
crowd in chants against "King Glen 
(Clark)" and "Lord (Dan) Miller." 

He also observed that the "time 
machine" which brought hi m to 
1997, disguised as Eric Booth's pig 
farm truck, made a mis-turn and 
originally dumped the travellers in 
the year 2001. By then, Lee-er ­
Phineas said, only four people still 
rode the Gulf Islands ferry routes 
and B.C. Ferries, attempting to 
break even, had raised the fares to 
$250,000 per round trip for car and 
driver. 

Salt Spring's Raging Grannies 
continued the barbed tone of the 
protest with two numbers, Barnacle 
Dan the Pirate, aimed at Minister 
Responsible for B.C. Ferries Dan 
Miller, and My Daughter Lies Over 
the Ocean, the lament of a family 
divided by the high cost of ferry 

fares. 
Artist Robert Bateman said he 

believed islanders received wonder­
ful service from the ferry staff but he 
said the protest was directed against 
the management and the govern­
ment's mistaken priorities. The ferry 
system is part of the province's 
transportation system, he said, a 
position stressed by signs and many 
of the speakers. 

Salt Spring Trust Committee 
member David Borrowman said the 
ferry corporation's plans would 
transform Fulford, extending the ter­
minal parking lot all the way up the 
Fulford bill. He also praised the 
work and expertise of the Southern 
Gulf Islands Ferry Advisory 
Committee. 

"You need to have your ferries 
serve you at reasonable cost," said 
Doug Symonds, ferry critic for the 
LiberaJ opposition. 

He called for an audit of B.C. 
Ferries as a way to get the ferry cor­
poration on a strong fiscal footing. 

He pointed out the government is 
using B.C. Ferries as a way to try 
and build ferries for worldwide 
sales. 

Symonds also criticized the tim­
ing of the fare increase, announced 
November 14, noting that the Gulf 
Islands ferry advisory committee 
was close to making its final recom­
mendation on ferry service when the 
increase was announced. 

Paul Reitsman, Liberal deputy 
critic for small business, tourism 
and culture, arrived on the 1:15 p.m. 
sailing from Swartz Bay in time to 
speak to the protesters. He noted 
that mile zero of the Trans Canada 
Highway still starts at Beacon Hill 
Park in Victoria, proving the ferries 
are part of the transportation net-

· work. 
He also criticized the previous 

day's announcement that John Fryer 
had been appointed as a mediator 
between ferries advisory groups and 
Miller. "John Fryer's appointment 
has the same credibility and useful­
ness as asking Colonel Saunders to 
be speaker at a chicken convention," 
he said. 

Salt Spring regional director 
Kellie Booth raised three points. She 
noted B.C. Premier Glen Clark 
argues for equality for all provinces 
when dealing with the federal gov­
ernment but does not offer the same 
equality when banding out subsidies 
to transportation systems. She cited 
the high financial support given by 
the province to public transit. 

The uncertainty over government 
subsidization of B.C. Ferries is 
harming the economic base of 
coastal communities, she said. 

She also questioned Fryer's 
appointment, noting that both sides 
of a dispute usually agree on media­
tion and on a mediator but in this 
case, both were chosen by the gov­
ernment. 

Salt Spring Chamber manager 
Melva Geldreich called for a B.C. 
Ferries audit and a reversal of the 
fare increase, noting "transportation 
costs for islanders have increased 
without a clear explanation as to 
why the corporation has managed to 
get itself into this grave financial sit­
uation." 

The highlight of the protest was 
reached as the Skeena Queen turned 
into the terminal, at which point 
"Phineas," shouting the historic "no 
taxation without representation," led 
the protesters to the dock and tossed 
a case of "tea" - environmentally­
sound leaves - into the harbour.

Legalities prevent Trust 
from acting on garbage 

Garbage issues are piling up for Salt SpringTrust Committee members 
but a legal tangle is preventing them from taking action. 

Islands Trustee David Borrowman said complaints have been received 
about transfer stations operating off Blackburn Road and Lee's Hill. 

Legal action initiated over the Blackburn Road operation, which is in a 
watershed, has now been suspended on the advice of Trust lawyers. 

As a result, Borrowman said trustees feel it is difficult to act on a com­
plaint about a second garbage operation in the south end. 

"The problem we face is treating all of them equally," be said. 
He feels it is clear that the island does need a transfer station for 

garbage. "We are working actively with the Capital Regional District to 
identify properties on which a transfer station could operate," 
Borrowman said. 

If a .suitable site is found, he suggested, it could be shared by any 
garbage operation on the island.

Final1997 CRD grants allocated 
The remaining Capital Regional 

District (CRD) grants-in-aid for 
1997, totalling $23,500, were . 
approved at last Wednesday's 
board meeting. 

The Gulf Islands Community 
Arts Council was given $5,000 
for the purchase of chairs which 
will form part of a community 
chair inventory for arts, cultural 
and community events held in 
Mahon Hall and other island loca­
tions. 

The Salt Spring Island Amateur 
Radio Society received $8,500 for 
the purchase of communications 
equipment which will be used in 

three emergency reception centres 
in island schools. Some of the 
money will also pay for modifica­
tions and enhancements to the 
communications system at the 
Salt Sprin.g Island emergency 
operations centre. 

For the Salt Spring Island 
Search and Rescue Society, 
$5,000 has been allocated for the 
purchase of communications, 
climbing and safety equipment. 

The remaining $5,000 was allo­
cated through recommendations 
from the Salt Spring Island Parks, 
Arts and Recreation Commission. 

These included $1,000 to the 

Salt Spring Island Skateboarders 
Association towards construction 
of a mini-ramp; $2,000 to replace 
and renew sports equipment for 
the Salt Spring Track and Field 
Club; $500 to the Fulford School 
Parents Advisory Council to assist 
with extraordinary transportation 
costs for th.e students' annual 
swimming program; and $1,500 
to the 1slands Farmers Institute 
towards a new poultry building. 

Grant applications for 1988 will 
be considered by the grants com­
mittee e.arly in the new year, Salt 
Spring regional director Kellie 
Booth said.

Salt Spring writer acquiring fame 
for book self-published last year 

Between promotional talk 
shows and a trip abroad, a Salt 
Spring writer has had an "awe­
some year" following publication 
of her book last December.

Early CRD budget hikes taxes

The 1998 provision budget and 

a host of appointments to Salt 
Spring committees were both 
approved at last Wednesday's 
Capital Regional District (CRD) 
board meeting. 

The provisional budget for the 
entire CRD is up 4.39 per cent, to 
$57.6 million from $55.2 million 
in 1997. 

If approved in its present form, 
the provisional budget would 
bump the tax requisition from 
Salt Spring by 4.99 per cent to 
$1.58 million from $1.51 million 
in 1997. The increase in taxes for 
an average residential property is 
projected at $13. 

On the Outer Gulf Islands, this 
budget would increase the requi­
sition by 4.18 per cent to 
$910,957 from the 1997 requisi­
tion of $874,405. That would add 
$5.74 to the tax bill of the aver­
age residential property. 

However, approval of the pro­
visional budget is just the first 
step in the CRD budget process. 
The budget has yet to be dis­
cussed by directors and changes 
are likely before it receives final 
approval next spring.

Miller finds 
a smoke screen 

Maybe it 's the downsized 90s version of a royal commission, a 
favourite ploy of governments faced with sticky questions best 

deferred. 
That's the only logical explanation for Thursday's highly political 

appointment of mediator John Fryer to deal with those citizens 
protesting last month's increase in ferry fares. 

What needed mediating? The government made a decision. 
Significant numbers of the governed objected to that decision. As 
unhappy governed folk are wont to do, they made their objections • 
known. Some passed motions of censure while others painted signs 
and wrote songs and took their protest to ferry terminals and to the 
stairs of the provincial legislature, garnering a certain amount of press 
and air time in the process. 

Surely Dan Miller, the minister who appointed the mediator, has 
heard of this concept before. It 's called democracy and is based on 
the notion that the government is, above all, a servant of the governed 
and therefore open to censure for mistakes. 

So why did Miller call in a mediator? A mediator is someone both 
sides in a dispute call in to help facilitate communication when talks 
breakdown. 

But the islanders upset about fare increases were communicating 
just fine. Some were downright eloquent, outlining the impact of the 
increases on small ferries-dependent communities. Others were witty, 
producing the kind of sound bites and photo ops that make govern­
ments squirm. 

Likewise, those volunteers on B.C. Ferries advisory committees 
who withdrew their services to protest the fare hike also clearly stated 
why they were taking that action: by ignoring their advice, the gov­
ernment had undercut the credibility of their advisory role. No lack of 
communication there. 

Miller himself was communicating fluently, although his admission 
to media that he would not give in to islanders just before meeting 
with said islanders was, perhaps, better left unsaid. 

The choice of John Fryer as mediator has its merits. He knows gov­
ernment, having headed the B.C. Government & Service Employees 
Union before his retirement. He also knows islands and their associ­
ated transportation challenges, being a resident of Satuma. 

But again we have to ask: why a mediator? 
The word from a meeting including islanders and the mediator on 

Saturday is that Fryer's job is to explain the government position to 
islan'd protesters, find out why islanders are unhappy and relay that 
information back to Miller. 

If Miller had listened to the advisory group recommendations in 
October, to the advisory committee representatives at their December 
3 meeting in his office and to the protesters outside his office 
December 9, he wouldn't need Fryer. 

He would know why islanders and advisory group members were 
upset by the second set of ferry fare increases in a year, increases 
arbitrarily approved by government despite the ongoing efforts of the 
advisory groups to find other solutions for B.C. Ferries' sinking 
finances. 

Appointing Fryer is nothing more than a smoke screen for Miller's 
own inability to communicate effectively with ferry users. Nothing 
illustrates the lack of government consultation more clearly than the 
appointment itself: suddenly, ferry advisory committee members who 
had already delivered their message to Miller discovered they had 
been booked by government into a meeting with a mediator. 

The move has given Miller a way to sidestep the ferry issue, at least 
for a few days. It's in mediation, he can say - and did say when 
asked if the government planned to roll back the fare increases. This 
is typical of a real 90s phenomenon: the paucity of leadership at all 
levels of government. 

But Miller can' t hide behind a mediator forever. He's called the 
tune and sooner or later, he will have to face the music. 

Community spirit 
W e hope the provincial government admires Salt Spring's transi­

tion house as much as we do. Drawing on a tradition of island 
community spirit, the house has operated since June 1995 on a mix of 
donations, volunteer help and the occasional government grant. 

A new initiative is the opening of a thrift shop to provide ongoing 
funding for the facility. 

We hope the government's $80,000 grant, announced last week, 
means permanent funding won't be far behind. 

But we also hope the initiative shown so far continues, as a model 
of islanders helping each other.

• They are pushing for control 
over private forest - your forest, 
your land. 

• And mapping, to better keep an 
eye on us, along with aerial photos 
every so often. 

• The Trust bas agreed to ask for 
authority to spend your property 
tax dollars to buy land for the Trust 
Fund Board. I can't bear to think 
where that could lead but it smells 
of tax increases ad infinitum. 

• They want to use property 
taxes to reward those who covenant 
their land. Those who don't but 
who may be equally good stewards 
will surely pay more and more. 

Our trustee Dav.id Borrowman 
was quoted in the December 17 
Driftwood as being in support of 
the property acquisition power, 
adding that, "He could tell Salt

Blithely we roll a long, an 

island economy, with idyllic 
sunrises and sunsets, sailboats 
in the bay, strong industry prod­
ded along by increases in 
tourism when up steps that ugly 
term: economic displacement. 

Economic displacement is the 
effect or consequence of a price 
hike on other areas of the econ­
omy. Fo r example, did you 
know that as recently as five 
years ago, a tank of petrol on 
Salt Spring Island cost the same 
as a tank of petrol in Victoria or 
Vancouver? And when Thrifty's 
opened to much fanfare, every­
one thought that grocery prices 
would come into line now that 
we had two "major" grocery 
stores on the island which 
would compete with each other. 

The other day I purchased 
groceries in Victoria - the 
usual kind of thing: tea, milk, 
cheese, eggs, potatoes, fruit, 
canned sauces, meat, etc. -
what we economists call a "typ­
ical basket of goods." The cost: 
$27.45. 

Then the light bulb went on: 
why don't I purchase the same 
basket when I return to Salt 
Spring and see if the latest ferry 
fare hike has bad any impact. 
The cost of the same basket of 
goods on Salt Spring: $32.17. 
Somehow it did not surprise me 
that shopping for groceries on 
Salt Spring cost me 17 per cent 
more than in Victoria. 

The reason I wasn' t too sur­
prised was that I had gassed up 
in Duncan the week before for 
49e a litre and when I checked

prices on Salt Spring, petrol was 
63e, which is a whopping 29 
per cent difference. 

Now normally, these kinds of 
things might not bug me. I 
mean, for example, if wages on 
Salt Spring were 29 per. cent 
higher than anywhere else, I 
could live with this. But this 
economic displacement is lead­
ing to substitution of inferior 
goods, reduction of services and 
demand and, in the long run, the 
economic impact is extremely 
negative for anyone trying to 
make a living on Sal.t Spring or 
the other Gulf Islands. 

This is like paying a substan­
tially higher personal tax rate 
than anyone else i n Bri t ish 
Columbia, and with effective 
taxes at 81 per cent for some 
people in British Columbia, 
there isn't much room for more. 
(Source: Economics report, 
Toronto Dominion Economics 
Monthly, September 1997, 
demonstrates that the personal 
tax rate for "high income" indi­
viduals living in B.C. is 81 per 
cent, the highest of all 
provinces.) 

So why can't Premier Clark 
and Tom Ward understand the 
true impact of ferry fare hikes? 
Like any economic equation, if 
demand and supply are at equi­
librium and the price increases, 
fewer cars and passengers will 

take the ferry, in order to main­
tain equilibrium. 

The ferry corporation is biting 
the hand that feeds it. Reduced 
numbers may force certain 
routes out of existence, which 
may lead to job reductions and 
negatively impact Gulf Islands 
residents who work for the fer­
ries. Second, restricted service 
and higher cost reduces ease of 
doing business for aU of us. 

Third, businesses fee l the 
impact. Tourism is reduced and 
for some that is their bread and 
butter. Any check of the statis­
tics this summer will show 
reduced B&B visits, reduced 
store sales and Jower restaurant 
revenue. (Source: Salt Spring 
Chamber of Commerce.) 

Fourth, substitution comes 
into play. More people take float 
planes, prices for which are 
starting to look mighty reason­
able by comparison to ferries . 
But th~t means more float plane 
flights out of Ganges Harbour 
and the economic externalities 
of noise pollution and reduced 
safety that goes with it. 

Anyone who works in 
Victoria and has to take the fer­
ries regardless of price (an 
inelastic demand curve) will 
reduce expenditures in other 
areas in order to pay the higher 
fares. So young Johnny gets 
slightly less for Christmas, or 
there are fewer desserts Qn the 
dinner table, less pub-hopping 
or movie-going. All of these 
substitution effects impact 
island businesses. 

The ferry corporation has 
already proven to us they can't 

do math. Someone announced 
that price hikes will average 20 
per cent a year, doubling the 
ferry fares in five years. Aahh, 
hello? Is anyone home? Does 
anyone remember compound­
ing? 

Let me spell it out: if the fare 
today is $10, a hike of 20 per 
cent now puts it at $12. Then a 
20 per cent hike on the new 
amount each year gives us 
$14.40, $17.28, $20.74 and 
$24.88 in five years time. Over 
five years this is a fare increase 
of 2.48 times, not a doubling of 
fares as the fe rry corporation 
would like us to believe. 

It is bad enough for the ferry 
corporation to try to snow us 
about the fare hikes, but to 
ignore the other economic fac­
tors affecting islanders such as 
displacement, externalities and 
substitution is just too much. 

Join the protest. Make the 
brass answer for its attempt to 
ruin our lives. Either charge all 
of B.C. 's inland communities 
that currently enjoy free ferry 
service as part of the highways 
transportation network, or give 
us a break. We work, live, eat, 
sleep and contribute taxes just 
like the rest of B.C. It is time to 
be treated with equality.

interpreting what he say.s. The latest interview will be appearing 
in this newspaper shortly. 

Sitting there with Clark in the west wing of the Parliament 
Building, I couldn't help but compare this premier with the six 
others that went before him. 

For one thing, 1Ie's the youngest of the lot. lf he were intro­
duced to me as the doctor about to perform open-heart surgery 
on me, I'd ask him for his driver's licence. 

And even though he is, next to W.A.C. Bennett of long ago, 
the most consummate of politicians to occupy the premier's 
office, he manages to look and act like a happy-go-lucky whip­
persnapper. 

Those who confuse appearances with the man, however, do so 
at grave risk. That boyish grin and ready laughter hide the occa­
sional arrogance, a mind like a steel trap and a determination 
that will stop short of nothing to achieve whatever goal he has. 

The fo regoing also pretty much describes the late W.A.C. 
Bennett. Age and political philosophy mark the only real differ­
ences between the two. There was one other difference: Bennett 
could get quite emotional. I can 't picture Clark with tears in his 
eyes, not in public. 

Dave Barrett was a different kind of p remier. With a back­
ground in social work, Barrett showed much more compassion 
than Clark does for those at the bottom rung of the economic 
ladder. He would, for instance, never have cut benefits for single 
welfare recipients by $50. . 

Then there was Bill Bennett. H aving Jived in the shadow of 
his father all his life, it took him a while to feel comfortable in 
his job-a§ premier. Most people considered Bennett aloof. I've 
seen him in situations where he s,howed more kindness and com­
pass ion than most of the premiers that came before or after him . 

Bill Vander Zalm. Now there was a strange guy. Blessed with 
an all-encompassing ignorance of what our parliamentary sys­
tem is and should be he simply failed to understand that he 
couldn't ram his views down every British Columbian 's throat. 

On a personal basis, he was the nicest guy you could ever 
hope to meet. I'll never forget Vander Zalm dashing from office 
to office in the Parliament Building on Christmas Eve, deliver­
ing poinsettias. The look on the faces of NDP caucus staff was 
priceless. 

There isn't much to say about Rita Johnston. She became pre­
mier when Vander Zalm resigned and promptly lost the next 
election to Mike Harcourt 's NDP. Forever ingrained in my mind 
will be her shouting at the top of her lungs into the TV cameras 
after the Socred convention that confirmed her as leader: "Mike 
Harcourt, you will never be premier." 

Well, Harcourt did become premier, and of all the premiers I 
have interviewed and written about, Harcourt was, without a . 
doubt, the most 4ecent person to hold that job. I'm not implying 
that the others were rascals. I'm just saying Harcourt wasn't cut 
out for politics. Going for the jugular to Harcourt meant saying, 
"You're not being very nice." 

It somehow seems almost fitting that Harcourt had to leave 
office for something he had nothing to with -the Nanaimo 
Commonwealth Holdings Society scandal. 

And that brings us back to " the Glenster," as one of Clark's 
previous press secretaries referred to him when talking to 
reporters. · 

I hear people say things like "there's no way he can win 
another term" and I reply, don' t underestimate Clark. Remember 
that steel-trap mind. Remember that determination which stops 
short of nothing.

Pension review 
British pensjoners will be glad to 

know that the new Labour govern­
ment h~ begun an extensive review. 
of pensions in Britain. The Canadian 
Alliance of British Pensioners has 
already made its submission on behalf 
of 430,00) ''frozen" pensioners living 
in most Commonwealth countries, 
and some others. 

For those who doubt the affordabil­
ity of Britain changing its discrimina­
tory practice, the cost is estimated at 
£255 million. This represents less than 
1/4 per cent of the total estimated 
annual expenditures of social security 
related costs, or about 3/4 of 1 per cent 
of the U .K budget for state pensions. 

A separate study on health care 
costs estimates that the 430,000 
''frozen" expatriates are saving Britain 
£645 million annually. Any U.K. pen­
sioner or future pensioner who should 
benefit from a change in pension poli­
cy might want to support the 
Canadian Alliance of British 
Pensioners by membership ($15) or 
donations.

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Price rise not based on whim

What is the business of a news­
paper? Most newspaper readers 
probably don 't see it as anything 
more than putting words and pic­
tures on paper. 

And to many reporters and edi­
tors that's about all it is. I know 
because that's where I began, writ­
ing stories and taking photographs 
for the Sidney Review at the age of 
15. 

However, in the ensuing 30 
years I've learned there's more. 
Way more. Some things I 've 
learned the hard way. Like the 
importance of having enough cash 
in the bank to pay your employees 
when they expect it. We've never 
missed a payroll in my 18 years at 
the Driftwood but there were a 
couple of close calls in the early 
days. 

Selling advertising is about as 
far removed as you can get from 
gathering and writing news stories. 
(At some papers there is an ugly 
tension between the editorial and 
advertising departments.) But I've 
learned to sell ads too, and not 
without some occasional misfor­
tune. 

Rita Dods will cheerfully relate 

the taJe of NationaJ SpLit Pea Soup 
Week, an event which had ready­
made ad slicks to go with it. I sold 
the ad to Rita, who was operating 
Rita's Inn (now the Tides Inn) at 
the time, and she proceeded to pre­
pare huge pots fu ll of split pea 
soup. Unfortunately, when the 
paper came out that Wednesday 
the ad announcing this great deal 
- all the soup you could eat for a 
super low price - neglected to say 
which restaurant was offering it. 

I ate a lot of soup that week. 
Before I digress any further, I'll 

get to the point. We market, manu­
facture and distribute a product 
every week, on time and (usually) 
on budget. We do it with a very 
close watch on costs. And that 
means carefully controlling our 
prices so we can be competitive 
and yet show a profit at the end of 
the year. A newspaper is a unique 
product but the act of publishing 
one is a business venture like any 
other. 

Last month we raised the single­
copy price of the newspaper by 25 
per cent. SUbscription prices went 
up by the same amount. The 
increase made the cost of a single 
copy higher than that of an organic 
tomato, four lemons or a litre of 

eggnog. 
It aJso made it possible for us to 

ipcrease by 10 per cent the amount 
of space devoted each week to edi­
torial content. The extra revenue 
pays for that content, along with 
the additional time required in both 
editorial and production depart­
ments to edit, design and Jay out 
pages. It also cove rs the not­
insignificant cost of printing the 
extra pages. 

The increase also enables us to 
meet increased distribution costs 
and avoid seeking more revenue 
from our advertisers, without 
whom there would be no newspa­
per. 

We don't raise prices on a whim. 
Budgeting and planning the 
November increase took place 
over nearly six months. There was 
concern all aJong that resistance to 
the new price would burt circula­
tion. But in the end it carne down 
to one factor: a better product 

The additional revenue would 
enable us to drop the ratio of 
advertising to editorial, a cheering 
prospect to anyone with a back­
ground in the editorial side. In 
essence it means we can put more 
words and more pictures on paper. 
And that's our business.

engulfed by another ghost - the 
prodigal spirit of crass commercial­
ism. 

In point of historical fact - and 
the scriptural literalists are pleased 
about this - Christ was not born 
on December 25. Church history 
records that in 440 CE (common 
era), ecclesiastical leaders wisely 
chose December 25 as the birthday 
of Jesus in the hope of winning 
over those recalcitrant Christians 
who had steadfastly refused to 
abandon the celebration of the feast 
day of the Sol Invictus (the invinci­
ble sun), the Persian sun god 
Mith ras, widely worshipped 
throughout the Roman Empire. The 
feast of the Sol lnvictus marked the 
end of the long and dreary, winter 
solstice of December 21 and the 
return of the light. In ancient 
Britain, long before the coming of 
Christianity, December 25 was cel­
ebrated by the Angles as Modra 
Nibt (Mother's Night), duri ng 
which the ladies kept long vigils. 

The Star of Bethlehem that her­
alded Christ's birth is, however, 
historically accurate as the astro­
nomical record indicates. Werner 
Keller in The Bible as His tory 
(1956) writes that the messianic 
star was a "conjunction" of Saturn 
and Jupiter in the constellation of 

Pisces. The conjunction, viewed 
from Earth, gave to these two plan­
ets in their "close encounter" the 
appearance of a single, very bright 
star. There were actually three con­
junctions: May 29, .October 3 and 
December 4. Take your pick for the 
date of Christ's birth. 

There is, of course, a celebra­
tion of the pagan spirit in the non­
religious festive aspects of 
Christmas. Loaded with pejorative 
connotations, the word pagan (Lat. 
Paganus= peasant) originally 
referred to country folk whose 
pre-Christian nature religions 
invoked spirit powers, practised 
ceremonies and rituals connected 
with the land and its produce, paid 
homage to the four elements and 
the seasons on which their health 
and their very lives depended, as 
indeed ours does today. The 
pagan/festive and sacred elements 
of yuletide correspond to celebra­
tory and devotional moods or "felt 
needs" operating in different but 
not mutually-exclusive regions of 
the soul. Festive food, song and 
dance, laug hter and gaiety all 
express the pagan within, that is, 
the natural elements of the soul. 

So keep "rockin ' around the 
Christmas tree." Merry Christmas 
and a Happy New Year!

Christmas builds community 
Christmas comes to Saturna the 

same as it does to any other place on 
Earth, but what makes Christmas 
here memorable? 

Perhaps it is the festivities unique 
to our island. 

Every year the school Christmas 
concert is expected to be one of the 
community highlights. It features 
elementary school children who 
learn early to stand on the stage in 
front of a room full of family, neigh­
bours and friends, and perform to the 
solid encouragement of a communi­
ty. 

The candlelight dinner has its 
roots in the school Christmas con, 
cert. Early in Saturna life the con­
cert was combined with a potluck 
dinner but in the mid-1960s the 
growing population of the island 
overwhelmed the capacity of the 
hall and the two events were sepa­
rated. 

The dinner got its name from the 
first event when the power failed. 
Wood stoves were found to roast the 
turkeys and the show went on by 
candlelight. The tradition continues 
but now, usually, the candlelight is 
only for ambiance. 

The Santa ship never came to a 
land-locked prairie town or a moun­
tain community. This island tradition 
was started by the Jaycees to give a 
helpful hand to children who might 
not otherwise have bad a happy holi­
day. It continues under the arm of the 
Lions Club as a community and 
island tradition. Adults enjoy this 
visit as much as the children. 

Christmas now comes to St. 
Christopher's Church closer to 
December 25. For many years the 
church met only once a month and 
Christmas was celebrated whenever 
the itinerant minister from Pender 
Island could get to Saturna. Now, 
thanks to friends with boats, water 
taxis and ferries, the congregation

The family party and open house 
is one of the nicest traditions of the 
Christmas season. This happens in 
many communities but a small iso­
lated island accentuates the impor­
tance of neighbourliness. Satuma is 
a tight-knit community but newcom­
ers are welcomed. 

Christmas shopping is often done 
at the craft fair or the galleries. There 
is a special feeling that comes with 
rubbing elbows with the artist who 
created your gift. This helps to builds 
a sense of community. 

Although seasonal events are 
unique to every place on the globe 
there is more than this about island 
living to set it apart. Island living is 
an all or nothing affair. Isolation 
forces choices that others may not 
have to face. 

It is ciifficult, if not impossible, to 
drop in on family or friends who live 
off-island and still have an island 
Christmas. Many islanders choose to 
go away for the season and spend 
quality time with loved ones who 
live in other places. Some choose to 
stay at home for Christmas even 
though it means missing celebrations 
with loved ones afar. 

Friends who Live away from the 
island may find it difficult to under­
stand the rushed bello when an 
islander drops by during a frenzy of 
shopping and errands in the city. But 
consider it a huge compliment if that 
happens. It is most difficult to 
arrange off-island social events 
around ferry and work schedules and 
fit them in with necessary city activi­
ty. 

For those who choose to stay, the 
island becomes like a family. We're 
all on this rock together and in spite 
of the divisions that naturally occur 
when people are too close together, 
Saturna is a strong community. That 
is what really makes Satuma unique.

While some cou ld maintain 
that Salt Spring is going to the 
dogs, it is more accurate to say 
the dogs are going to Salt 
Spring. 

Four dogs slated for destruc­
tion in Prince George have been 
matched with Salt Spring homes 
fol lowing a story in the 
December 3 D riftwood about 
dogs in Prince George needing 
homes, reports Cathie Newman, 
president of the Salt Spring 
Society for Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals (SPCA). 

One terrier -poodle c ross , a 
pureb red fema le springer 
spaniel, a lab-border collie cross 
and a small husky have either 
arrived or will be arriving on 
Salt Spr ing shortl y, Newman 
said. 

The Prince George dog pound 
only allows 72 hours before dogs 
are euthanized so the communi­
ty's SPCA has been desperately 
seeking alternate homes for the 
animals. Former Pender Islander 
Gayle Burandt, who lives on Salt 
Spring during the summer, sent 
an appeal to the is land for 
homes. 

At one point, many dogs were 
sent to Victoria but Newman 
notes that city is now having dif­
ficulty placing all of its home­
less dogs, so the appeal was 
made to Salt Spring residents. 
Air B.C. donates the shipping of 
the dogs and also returns the 
travel cages to Prince George 
free of charge. 

Newman hopes inte rest jn 
adopting dqgs will continue.

A quiet and unassuming man 
who filled each day of his 81 years 
with activity is how the Patterson 
family remembers father and grand­
father Robert (Bob) Patterson, who 
passed away December 16. 

"That was one of Dad's character­
istics, he liked simple, hard work," 
son Bruce recalled. 

Other characteristics included 
honesty, a belief in community ser­
vice and a love of the ocean and the 
island community in which be spent 
most of his I if e. 

Bob's honesty was so well estab­
lished that it became a bit of a 
byword in Fulford. Bruce recalls 
hearing that someone could drop a 
$1 bill in Patterson's Store, return a 
year later and have the $1 handed to 
them. 

Bruce recalls as a teenager going 
out with his father one njght to 
repair a line in the Fulford 
Waterworks District. Bob was one 
of the volunteer trustees, whose 
position meant serving as the unpaid 
repair crew. 

After the last of the ferry traffic 
had passed over the road, the volun­
teers worked through the night, 
using picks and shovels to dig up 
the road, find the leak in the line, 
repair it and then fill in the road 
again. 

They returned home at 5 a.m., 
Bruce recalls. His father caught two 
hours of sleep and then went to 
work at the store. 

Bob was on the school board for 
two terms and was also a volunteer 
fireman for 23 years, staying active 
long past the usual retirement age 
since there were few firefighters on 
the south end of the island For sev­
eral years the fire truck was stored 
in the Pattersons' garage, across 
from the store. 

When there was a fire, the opera­
tor would call the store and Bob 
would run to the fire truck and tum 
on the siren to alert Fred Hollings, 
the other firefighter in Fulford. 

(The truck once proved irre­
sistable to a very young Bruce, who 
climbed in and turned on the siren. 
"Big trouble for that one," he said.) 

Devotion to his family was anofu. 
er trait. Elaine Fraser remembers her 
father coming at midnight in his 16-
foot wooden boat to pick her up from 
her nursing shift at the hospital in 
Victoria to bring her home for a visit. 

That boat, the "Pud" was built in 
the 1930s, owned by Bob for more 
than 40 years and used by the family 
for countless fishing and camping

trips. After his lung cancer was 
diagnosed, Bob gave the boat to 
Morley Myers with the understand­
ing it would be restored and pre­
served. Myers finished the restora­
tion in mjd-August and Bob was 
able to see it. 

'That was. Dad's biggest thrill in 
the last year of his life,'' Bruce said. 

Bob built his family's first home 
by taking apart an old house on the 
family property in Beaver Point and 
moving the materials to Fulford for 
reconstruction. Decades later he still 
had a hammer in his hand, spending 
two days helping replace a roof on a 
family cottage last summer.

He was past 60 when he tried 
water-skiing fo r the first time, 

despite an inability to swim. ''He'd

Anything included learning to 
care for himself to the extent of 
maldng jam, pies, bread and can­
ning after his wife Nan died in 
November 1995 after 53 years of 
marriage. 

For himself, Bob asked his family 
to keep any memorial tributes to a 
minimum, Bruce said. "Even in hls 
last days, his primary concern was 
for us." 

Although the family will be hold­
ing a quiet, memorial service, they 
have received so many requests 
from the community for a chance to 
honour Bob's memory that they will 
be holding a gathering this Sunday, 
December 28, from 1:30 to 4:30 
p.m. at the Fulford Commuruty 
Hall. Friends are invited to drop by 
the OAPO room to share memories 
and stories with the family.

Newman's Scrooge 
is a crowd-pleaser

Bring on the superlatives! 
Christmas with Scrooge was an 
excellent example of community 
theatre topped with first-rate acting, 
costwnes and choreography. 

The Ne\vman family's adaptation 
of Charles Dickens' A Christmas 
Carol served all the favourite Dickens 
lines spiced with the Newman touch 
in dance, song and music, and 
dished-up with lots of humour. 

With original music and story 
adaptation by Ray and Virginia 
~ewman, Christmas with Scrooge 
has become an island tradition with 
its origins in a similar Newman pre­
sentation - Christmas Madness -
first staged in 1971. 

The show was directed by Vuginja 
and daughter Sue Newman and also 
featured the acting talents of Sue's 
offspring Patrice Bowler (rmy Tun) 
and Lauren Bowler, Spanish dancer 
extraordinaire. 

Staged Friday to Sunday at Mahon 
Hall, the presentation felt like a fes­
tive family affair. Christmas greenery 
decorated the hall starting with a 
glimmering tree near the entrance­
way and moving along with dressed­
up ceiling and walls and a brightly-lit 
tree on stage. 

With the decorated hall plus an 
invitation to join carollers in the 
singing of Joy to The \\k>rld, the audi­
ence was drawn into the presentation. 
The production also used each of the 
three aisles for actor entrances: a tact 
that further contnbuted to the homey 
sense of belonging to the show. 

Having diligently refused to watch 
any televised production of A 
Christmas Carol other than the 
Alastair Sim version, and having 
been too busy with small children to 
take in the Newman Christmas show 
in any of the last few years, I 
approached the production as a 
Ouistmas With Scrooge virgin. 

I left Mabon Hall feeling wonder­
fully entertained by a cast of "friends 
and family" - even though I actual­
ly knew only a handful of the actors 
- and warmly touched by the many 
familiar faces in the audience who lin-

gered after the production to share 
coffee and snacks and seasclnal good 
wishes. 1t was a true community 
event 

lfighlighting the show was the 
crotchety and cleverly-aged Vaughn 
Fulford who portrayed the infamous 
Scrooge with enough cantankerous 
''bah humbugs" to meet even Alastair 
Sim's approval, I'm sure. His dour 
description of carollers as a "bunch of 
goofers" provided a little island 
flavour, and Fulford threw himself 
into the role with sufficient fervour to 
awe and even scare a few of·the front 
row children. 

Reid Collins excelled in the Iole of 
Marley's Ghost and again in the 
small-but-memorable part of 
Butterworth, the butler, seen dancing 
the polka with a tray of drinks. 

The Newman show really strutted 
its stuff at the Fezziwig party which 
gave rise to several entertaining musi­
cal numbers, including some ball­
room dancing and a lively perfor­
mance by the aforementioned 
Spanish dancers. 

A show within the show- featur­
ing a dog trainer (Korena Vme who 
played a number of roles) and her 
spotty dogs leaping through a tinsel­
covered hula hoop - perhaps took 
the Fezziwig celebration a bit too far, 
but the children at Sunday's matinee 
loved it. 

Show-stealing Debbi Toole also 
appeared at the Fezziwig party as the 
shimmering and diamond-glazed 
French primadonna Madame Pomrne 
de Terre. Toole paraded across the 
stage trilling operatic intonations and 
sending gullible men swooning in her 
wake. It was a classy act 

The show also included a number 
of clear and well-versed children. 
Especially appealing was Patrice 
Bowler who portrayed a very sweet 
TmyT!m. 

Virginia Newman aptly handled 
the many musical numbers on the 
piano and the sets and costumes were 
superb. 

It was a grand and festive family 
affair- an event that will undoubt­
edly become one of my fami ly's 
Ouistmas traditions.

Centre school serves up colour 
and confidence in Nutcracker

Attending a live performance of 
The Nutcracker Suite ballet is a 
well-starred item on my Jist of 
things to do when my daughter is 
old enough to truly enjoy it with 
me. 

Until then, Salt Spring Centre 
School's production of the 
Nutcracker youth musical at 
Fulford Hall last Wednesday did 
the trick for both of us. 

There was energetic choral 
singing, elegant and athletic danc­
ing, humourous lines and confi­
dent acting; a bright and shiny set, 
and creative costumes. 

For a bonus we got to chuckle 
over a persnickety half of a 
Fulford Hall stage curtain, which 
wasn't always ready to open on 
cue. However, the wrestling with 
the unyielding maroon opponent 
added to the production's charac-
ter. -

As most people know, 
Tchaikovsky's Nutcracker Suite is 
best known as a ballet based on 
the story of a girl who takes a 
magical dream trip courtesy of a 
nutcracker shaped like a toy sol­
dier. (Russian nutcrackers are 
often shaped like human heads, 
my music history textbook 
reveals.) 

From risers on the floor, the 
choir of almost 50 children pro­
pelled a strong, united sound into 
the hall, and didn' t let its opening 
enthusiasm sag as various groups 
departed to do their on-stage 
dances. Collectively its members 
made an intriguing sight: some 
dressed as fairies , others as 
Russian, Arabian or Chinese char­
acters, soldiers, flowers and rats 
- the latter complete with mis­
chievous-looking, cone-shaped 
noses and stiff whiskers. 

This seems to be an ideal musi­
cal play for a multi-aged cast of 
young people. As choir members 
they are involved for the whole 
show, and then experience the

(That's probably not 
all of her Christmas musical activ­
ity, either.) 

The hall felt festive with strings 
of fir and cedar and decorated 
angels hanging overhead, and the 
hum and hurried steps of excited 
children. 

Then there's the ultimate proof 
of a successful production - even 
the youngest in the audience were 
entertained throughout. The 
Nutcracker was an excellent intro­
duction to theatre for my 
preschool-aged daughter, who sat 
gripped by the action and music 
for the entire show. 

"That was a neat play, Mom," 
she announced as we walked to 
our car. " I liked how there was 
something different every time the 
curtain opened." She might be 
similarly impressed by the ballet 
version one of these years, but I'll 
bet we will always remember our 
first live Nutcracker from Salt 
Spring Centre School.

THE 
GRAPEVINE 
BY STEVE COOPMAN 

Otampagne has been referred to 
as the wine a young man drinks on 
the evening of his first mistake. 

For most of us it is the wine of 
celebration, but is also one of the 
most versatile of wines. Tony 
Aspler, wine columnist for the 
Toronto Star, relates the story of ask­
ing AJain de Vogue, chairman of 
Veuve Clicquot-Ponsardin, "When 
is the best time to drink cham­
pagne?" 

His reply was, "Before, during 
and after." I presume he was refer­
ring to a meal, but since champagne 
is also known as the wine of lovers, 
you never know. 

The popularity of champagne has 
spawned a plethora of sparkling 
wines from all over the wild, many 
of them wonderful, quite a number 
on the level of ''pop." With the holi­
days at hand it is a good time to look 
at a few of those available at our 
local outlets. 

But first a little information about 
the "champagne method" How do 
they get it to ticlde your nose? First, 
an ordinary still white wine is made 
(a classic wine for champagne is a 
blend of Chardonnay, Pinot Noir, 
and Pinot Meunier grapes). 

After the first fermentation of the 
grape juice is complete, a little yeast 
and sugar is added and the bottle is 
capped and a second fermentation 
takes place in the bottle. This creates 
carbon dioxide which cannot 
escape, hence the fizz. 

Then, to get rid of the sediment of 
dead yeast cells, the bottles are over 
many days gently shaken and 
moved from the horizontal to the 
vertical, neck down. The sediment 
now rests against the cap, so the 
neck of the bottle is frozen in a vat 
of super-cooled brine, the cap is 
removed and out pops the plug of 
frozen sediment. The bottle is then 
topped up and corked and allowed 
to age further. It's the labour-inten­
sive method of removing sediment, 
a process called "riddling" that 
makes champagne so expensive, but 
it is worth it. 

A good champagne has a refresh­
ing crispness, imparted to it by the 
Chardonnay grapes, plus a more 
earthy, full-bodied quality that it gets 
from the red grape varieties includ­
ed in the classic blend. 

Now let's look at the bubbles you 
may want to try this coming week. 

At the lower end of the price 
scale, Veuve Du Vemay, Blanc de

Blancs, Brut French sparkling wine 
at $11.35 is outstanding value. The 
Blanc de Blanc designation means 
that this is a wine made exclusively 
from Chardonnay grapes, making it 
a fresh, light wine perfect to start off 
an evening, or to have at lunch or 
even breakfast. Why not? The 
"Brut" description signifies a dry 
wine. With champagne it means that 
less than 15 grams/litre of sugar has 
been added in the final stage of top­
ping up the bottle after.. the sediment 
has been removed. 

In the middle price range we have 
a local wine that is getting lots of 
attention. Cipes Brut from 
Summerhill Estate winery in 
Kelowna costs $19.95 and is a 
sparkling wine using 100 per cent 
Riesling grapes. According to the 
winery, this wine has a fruity, light 
quality that makes it perfect for all 
occasions. For those of you who 
find wine difficult to drink because 
of the sulfites, Cipes is not only 
made from organically-grown 
grapes, but no sulfites have been 
added, and to give a little of that 
west coast quality, it states on the 
bottle that this wine is pyramid 
aged. · 

For a classic '1Champagne" 
champagne you have to pay a little 
more and for me, Veuve Clicquot 
Ponsardin Brut is worth the $45.95 
price tag. If you buy this wine, open 
it as a good champagne should be 
opened: without spilling a drop. The 
cork should be removed with just a 
kiss of a sigh, the wine should be 
poured carefully into champagne 
flutes so that you can delight in the 
multitude of long-lasting, tiny bub­
bles. Notice, as the wine warms up, 
the complex flavours created by 
mixing the three different grape 
varieties as well as blending the 
wines from a number of different 
vintages. (Most champagne is non­
vintage, only in great years do the 
good houses bottle a vintage wine). 
If you taste carefully you will detect 
a chalky quality that is a hallmark of 
the soil that underlies Champagne. 

I hope everyone has a happy holi­
day and a joyous New Year. I'll be 
ringing in '98 hosting a special cele­
bration at Seacourt Restaurant For 
me there is no better evening than 
one spent eating good food and 
drinking good wine with people 
who share a like enjoyment, and 
when there's dancing to be had then 
life is perfect.

Students working on hat ban 
Opposition to the "no-hat" rule 

at Gulf Islands Secondary School 
(GISS) has been transformed into 
a student council fundraiser by the 
efforts of three student council 
members. 

But Matt Gee, Chris Coulter 
and Matt Hayes are aiming for 
more than the two-week event 
which has been authorized for 
early next year. Their goal is elim­
ination of the school's regulation 
on hats, which allows hats to be 
worn in the hall but not in the 
classroom. 

Gee and Hayes are co-presi­
dents of the students council but 
the fundraising idea came from 
Coulter. He proposed that students 
pay a minor amount for a weekly 
licence to wear a hat in class, with 
the money going to the grad fund, 
to the students council or shared 
between both. 

Gee and Hayes picked up on the 

idea and the trio bas pitched it at a 
school policy meeting - "the 
reception to that wasn't so great," 
Gee notes - and then to a staff 
meeting on December 5 and to a 
GISS parents advisory council 
meeting on December 10. 

"It was generally well received 
at the PAC meeting," Hayes 
reported. He estimates 35 per cent 
of the student population would 
like to wear hats in class. 

So far, the youths have received 
permission to sell the hat-wearing 
licences for two weeks in January, 
both as a fundraiser and as a test 
of the idea. They hope the policy 
on hats will eventually be abol­
ished. 

Not because Gee, Hayes or 
Coulter wear hats but because they 
believe the policy creates prob­
lems for students and teachers. 

Gee suspects the policy reflects 
the old tradition of removing hats 

upon entering a home as a sign of 
respect. · 

But Hayes points out respect 
should be earned and not regu­
lated. Moreover, he notes, the 
hat issue has become a bone of 
contention in classrooms. Some 
students refuse to take off their 
hats when entering the class­
room and if a teacher tries to 
enforce the rule, the situation 
turns into a debate which dis­
rupts the class. 

Hayes feels some students are 
tired of hats being an. issue in the 
middle of their classes. He is also 
unhappy that hats are often confis­
cated. 

"My personal foremost hatred is 
that teachers have the right to take 
someone's hat and keep it indefi­
nitely. I believe it 's called theft," 
he said. 

GISS principal Eric McMahon 
could not be reached for comment. 

Party out of bounds to Driftwood reporter

Organizers of the pre-Christmas get-together for 

members of the Southern Gulf Island Ferry Advisory 
Committee seemed to feel that way after Salt Spring 
member Ken Lee suggested Driftwood reporter 
VaJorie Lennox be included in the gathering.
