Spark
ignites
GISS fire

A tiny spark jumped 20 feet
from a worker’s grinder and
ignited tinder-dry brush at Gulf
Islands Secondary School on
Thursday afternoon. Even though
the Salt Spring Fire Department
arrived immediately, the fire
burned a 100-foot by 150-foot
patch of brush in minutes.

“He was just grinding a part
of a fence in the parking lot and
the brush exploded,” said fire
captain Erling Jorgensen on
Tuesday. “It just shows you
how dry and dangerous it is out
there.”

The department responded to
dozens of calls during the last
week, mostly smoke sightings
and chainsaw complaints.

“We even had to order a
backyard campfire out, people
just sitting around quietly with a
bottle of wine,” says Jorgensen.

Over the top

Fire hazard high
after dry August

August was warm and dry but the
weather didn’t set any records.

Salt Spring weather observer
Robert Aston said Tuesday that a
drying trend that began in February
continued into August. He recorded
6 mm (0.24 ins.) of rain during the
month, well under the 20-year aver-
age of 27 mm (1.06 ins.).

There were 29 days without rain
and the highest temperature was
30.67 C (87.2 F). It was not only the
warmest temperature recorded for
the month but for the year as well,
Aston said. The low was 15 C (59 F).

Aston recorded temperatures of
29 C (84 F) on three days in August.
There were 18 days when the tem-
perature exceeded 24 C (75 F).

The driest August in Aston’s
records, which go back 33 years,
was in 1986 when no rain fell. There
was a 58-day, rain-free stretch that
year.

So far this year, only one month

out of the last seven has seen more
precipitation than the 20-year aver-
age. The trend began in February
when Aston measured 102 mm (4
ins.). The 20-year average for
February is 118 mm (4.64 ins.)

Lower precipitation was recorded
every month until July when 27 mm
(1.08 ins.) of rain fell, compared to
the average of 20 mm (0.79 ins.).

So can islanders expect an Indian
summer? Aston was cautious with
his response.

“The probability is we're going to
do well for September too,” he said,
pointing out that his forecast is
“guided by the law of averages.”

Meanwhile, the fire danger is still
high as a result of the dry weather.
One Driftwood reader called this
week to express alarm over the num-
ber of cigarette butts discarded out-
doors. No open fires are allowed
and work in the woods has been
shut down.

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Coast guard pulls overboard woman from sea

Ganges Coast Guard had its
hands full last Wednesday morn-
ing when a distraught Calgary
woman leaped from a B.C. Ferries
vessel in a suicide attempt.

The Spirit of Vancouver Island
was 20 minutes out of Swartz Bay
and just off Beaver Point when the
21-year-old woman jumped off the
aft passenger deck at about 10:15
a.m.

Ferry crews immediately
launched a rescue boat and called
the coast guard, which pulled the
woman out of the water and deliv-
ered her to RCMP and ambulance
crews at the Dolphin Point dock in
Swartz Bay. The woman was then
transported to the Eric Martin
Pavilion, the psychiatric institute
at Victoria’s Royal Jubilee
Hospital.

Saanich RCMP said that ferry
passengers noticed the obviously
troubled woman, whose name

was not given, as she walked the
outer decks crying to herself.
When Ganges Coast Guard mem-
bers arrived, the woman refused to
be approached in the water.

“She kept swimming away from
the (rescue) boat, and when we
finally got to her we almost had to
hog-tie her to get her aboard,” said
John Nilssen, the coast guard’s
acting officer-in-charge.

“We tried talking to her but she
wouldn’t say anything. Shc just
cried and tried to get away.”

Both RCMP and coast guard
sources say this type of incident is
not rare in coastal waters. B.C.
Ferries could not be contacted for
comment, although the ferry, des-
tined for Tsawwassen, was report-
ed to have been delayed about an
hour.

It was only the start of a very
busy week for the coast guard. In
other news:

* Also on Wednesday, a 40-foot
sailboat ran aground in Porlier
Pass, at the northern end of
Galiano Island, at 3:45 p.m. The
boat’s engines failed and it drifted
onto the rocks where it became
stuck.

* On Friday at 2:20 p.m. a coast
guard boat was called to pull a
30-foot sailboat off Danger Reef,
just north of Thetis Island. The
craft’s skipper was apparently
unfamiliar with local waters.

* Coast guard members were
called by Galiano Island police
when they spotted an 18-foot
powerboat with a 40-hp motor
upside down in Whaler Bay on the
east side of the island. The boat
was spotted at about 7:30 a.m. and
towed to the island where it was
handed over to local police.

* Also on Saturday, a 40-foot
sailboat out of Sidney ran aground
on shoals in the mouth of Ganges

Core Inn parenthood clinic celebrates

The Core Inn’s second floor has
its first tenant, which will be offi-
cially and publicly welcomed on
Saturday.

Salt Spring Planned Parenthood
has been open since July at the
Core Inn, having moved from its
first-year location at the Capital
Regional District health unit
building. But Saturday’s celebra-
tion from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. will
acknowledge the contributions of
several groups and individuals and
let the public view the new
premises.

The clinic was initiated through
the efforts of Karen Davies, Pam
MacKenzie, Jane Parlee, Chris
Smart and Bev Unger, who are
involved in various ways with
island health services.

Unger said an initial $10,000
donation from Robert and Birgit
Bateman, followed by a further
contribution to complete the clin-

ic, was invaluable.

She said that while the original
idea was to have a youth “well-
ness centre” at the Core Inn, dis-
cussions with the provincial
health ministry led to the rela-
tionship with Planned
Parenthood. Expanded health-
related services, such as discus-
sion groups for youth, will even-
tually take place at the Core Inn,
said Unger.

She said one of the benefits of
the new location is the second
floor, back-of-the-building
entrance “so there can be
anonymity for teens and hopefully
more will be comfortable about
going there.”

“(Clinic use) has picked up a lot
since it has been in the Core Inn,”
observed Smart, the current board
chairwoman.

Six or seven people are now
using the clinic’s services each

Tuesday from 4:30 to 6:30 p.m.,
she said, up from one or two at the
health unit.

Those services include birth
control information, reduced-cost
devices and oral contraceptives,
access to the on-duty physician,
information on and testing for sex-
ually transmitted diseases, and
counselling for pregnancy and
sexual orientation issues. All clin-
ic use is confidential.

Judy Sigmund is the registered
nurse coordinator.

Smart stresses the clinic is not
just for young adults. Anyone
without a regular doctor, those
needing lower-cost birth control or
simply information are welcome
to use the services.

Islanders should also stay tuned
for a Planned Parenthood
fundraiser, an October 2 poetry
reading fundraiser called Night of
the Living Poets.

Within a few weeks a malignant
tumour was confirmed and a sec-
ondary tumour “the size of an
orange” was found near his left
kidney.

Facing a 95 per cent success
rate with the testes cancer gave a
reason for optimism. “The worry
with me was that it had spread.”

Isserlis speaks matter-of-factly
in describing the resulting
chemotherapy treatment. He went
through four sessions, three weeks
apart, in Vancouver.

“It wouldn’t hit me until three
days later,” he said. By then he
was back on Salt Spring, and
although it was a warm summer,
Isserlis felt cold all of the time. He
felt so weak he needed a rest after
walking one block. He would
almost black out after getting out
of a car. Sometimes he would end
up at Lady Minto Hospital for a
few days, requiring intravenous
feeding.

“Then [ was strong enough to
go back (to Vancouver) for more.”

At the end of July that year, the
tumours were removed and the
treatment’s success analyzed.
“(The tumours) had been totally
killed by chemotherapy.™

Throughout the ordeal, he
recalls, the oncologist “was con-
stantly telling me to go home for
the weekend and have a good
time,” with the knowledge that
Isserlis’ life could be drastically
shortened.

Within a few months, though,
his life had returned to normal.

His hair grew in, his strength
returned and he went back to work
as a seaman on a log carrier.

A classic boat and motorcycling
enthusiast, he has now been can-
cer-free for 11 years,

The value of construction in the
second quarter of 1998 plunged 20
per cent on the Outer Islands, but
dropped only marginally on Salt
Spring,.

The total of all construction on
the Outer Islands from April
through June was pegged at $1.718
million, down from $2.148 million
in the same period last year. The
number of permits issued dropped
from 68 to 52.

On Salt Spring, meanwhile, con-
struction value totalled $2.854 mil-
lion between April and June, down
just slightly from the 1997 figure of
$2.867 million. There were 76 per-
mits issued, down from 85.

There was more commercial
building activity on Salt Spring this
year, with the value rising from
only $5,000 in 1997 to $271,000.
Residential construction dropped to
$2.583 million from $2.862 mil-
lion, with permit numbers dropping
from 83 to 73.

Permits for dwelling units
dropped 27 per cent to 16.

There were 45 residential per-
mits issued on the Outer Islands,
with a value of $1.472 million. Last
year’s permit total for the quarter
was 65, worth $2.005 million.

Dwelling unit permits declined
by 33 per cent to 16.

For the calendar year to date,
construction is down three per cent
on the Outer Islands in dollar
terms. Dwelling unit permit figures
are down 23 per cent to 34.

On Salt Spring, the value of con-
struction declined 31 per cent from
January to June. Dwelling unit per-
mits were down 28 per cent to 34.

Figures for the Capital Regional
District as a whole show a seven
per cent drop to $87.748 million in
the value of building permits dur-
ing the second quarter, compared to
the same period last year.

However, permit values are up
one per cent from the first half of
1997.

The creation of new dwelling
units was down 29 per cent to 322
for the second quarter, and down
15 per cent for the year to date.
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Bitten man will think twice about holding bat

Henry Otto has learned there are
risks associated with handling bats.

A bat flew into his Kangro Road
home one night two weeks ago, did
a few circles around the room and
then disappeared. Otto didn’t find
the animal until a few days later
when he was doing some house-
work. He moved a hamper in the
kitchen to find the “little critter”
clinging to the side it. "

“I took it outside — I was going to
set it free — but it came alive and bit
my finger,” he said.

Thinking nothing of the bite,
Otto took the bat, which didn’'t
seem able to fly, to the Gulf Islands
Veterinary Clinic because he didn’t
know what else to do with it.

At the animal hospital, Otto was
informed that five to 10 per cent of
bats carry rabies and that he could
be at risk for the disease, which is
transmitted through saliva. He was
told to get vaccinated as soon as

possible.

The bat was turned over to the
Island Wildlife Natural Care Centre
(TWNCC), which arranged to send
it to a laboratory in Alberta to be
tested for rabies.

According to Capital Health
Region medical officer Dr. Linda
Poffenroth, potential rabies carriers
are analyzed before a bite victim is
vaccinated.

“It’s usually a few days before
the virus leaves the area of the bite,”
she said. “But we try to start the
vaccine within two days. It’s a very
effective vaccine if started right
away.”

The treatment process for those
who have been bitten, or have come
into contact with animals that may
be carrying rabies, is an injection of
rabies immune globulin at the site
of the bite, followed by five doses
of vaccine over the course of a
month.

Poffenroth says the globulin and
vaccine usually can be shipped to
the person’s location, but because it
was a weekend and it wouldn’t be

known in time if the bat was infect-
ed, Otto had to travel to Victoria
General Hospital to get the vaccine.
Usually the vaccine would have
been shipped to Salt Spring and
administered by Otto’s doctor or at
Lady Minto Hospital.

“It was not a joy to go to Victoria
and get five shots in my bum,” said
Otto.

When he returned home to Salt
Spring, he found out that the bat
was not carrying rabies. But it
would have been too late for him to
wait for the test results before get-
ting the shots.

Bats are not aggressive animals
and it’s not common for them to
bite, said Linda Wells of the
wildlife centre. She said people
should not touch bats, because
when frightened they will bite in
self-defence.

“The average healthy bat will
steer clear of humans,” said veteri-
narian Derrick Milton.

In seven years as a veterinarian in
British Columbia, Milton has sent

only three or four bats to be
checked for rabies.

“Although the risk is low, the
consequences are high,” he said,
noting that there is no cure for
rabies and that it usually results in
death.

“I would never pick one up with
my bare hands,” said Milton.
Poffenroth suggests using a shovel
if the bat needs to be handled at all.

The medical officer also advises
the use of screens on windows if they
are going to be kept open at night.
There have been a few cases of peo-
ple in the United States who contract-
ed rabies without being bitten.

“Spending the night with a bat in
the bedroom” is risky, she said.
“We view any contact with bats as a
concern.”

Wells said that it was the first
time she’d heard of a bat biting
someone on Salt Spring.

Otto expressed regret that the bat
had to be put down, noting that bats
serve a useful purpose by consum-
ing mosquitoes.

A free vote by your elected representatives will be held in the B.C. Legislature.
This allows all members to vote with their conscience, not along party lines.

A vote will also be held in the Federal Parliament in Ottawa.
The Nisga’a people will hold their own ratification vote.

A Public Process

Over 400 public meetings were held, and an all-party committee of
the legislature travelled B.C. to hear views on the Nisga'a and other treaties.

The Agreement in Principle has been widely available since 1996.

All Canadians Share Cost

B.C. taxpayers will pay less than 1/5th of the total cash cost of $312 million, spread
over fifteen years, while Canadian taxpayers outside of B.C. will pay the rest.

Economic Certainty

Hopps brought the binder,
which used to belong to the
father of Salt Spring’s Alan
Cunningham, to the island last
week to test it out on a field of
wheat planted especially for the
threshing demonstration.

Pulling the early-1940s binder
with a tractor, Cunningham and
his brother Don cut the small
field last Wednesday in about an

hour. Though interrupted by a
few breakdowns, not unusual
with old machinery, the binder
churned out approximately 80 to
100 sheaves of wheat.

At the fair, the threshing
machine will separate the grains
and seeds from the straw and the
chaff of the wheat.

Today most farmers use com-
bines to do the work of the
binder and the threshing
machine.

Chickens prepared for fair amid testing

Cute chicks and handsome
roosters are wanted for the Salt
Spring Fall Fair.

en flocks have been identified on
Salt Spring.

A blood test will be carried out
on every chicken to determine
whether they are infected with the
bacteria.

Officials have until the end of
October to complete testing of all
chicken flocks on Vancouver
Island and the Gulf Islands to sat-
isfy international trade rules.

He stole my bike

and returned it on
the same day.

He knocked on
my door and gave it
back. Neither of us
knew how to carry
on a conversation
with the other, in our roles as
robbed and robber, but it turned
out to be quite an ordinary one
and full of relief.

I thanked him so much for
returning my bike and he asked
me if 1 would tell our elderly
neighbour who had spotted him
that he had acted honourably so
she didn’t need to tell his mom.
Up until then I had never real-
ized the potential of a pair of
eyes for watching over a com-
munity. Women watching out of
windows had become a stereo-
type associated with nosiness
and an earlier age when women
had nothing better to do. That
there were advantages to having
eyes around had been complete-
ly lost to me until that moment.

When I phoned the policeman
back, to say it had been
returned, he sighed and told me
that was how it always used to
be. No one watched out their
windows anymore and bikes
weren’t returned. Since then |
have had a great regard for the
odd person who does watch
what is going on. They have
helped me locate missing chil-
dren, spotted fires and assisted
in emergencies. They have also
located nests, spotted rare
species and provided most of
the content for my newspaper
articles. I am so reliant on other
people that look out their win-
dows that it makes me think that
most of our social and environ-
mental issues are rooted in the
sheer lack of eyes to watch over
our wide communities of
beings.

A few weeks ago we got an
early morning call from a
renowned custodian of the
Fulford shoreline, who had been
watching out his window when
something unusual caught his
eye. This is the real sign of an
experienced observer in that
they know in the course of a
day or a year what is usual and
what is unusual. It turned out to
be a harbour porpoise caught in
Fulford Harbour by a ridge of
sand. It was high and dry and
dying quickly and he needed
some help to move it out so we
were called down to assist.

By the time we got there an
ad hoc team of casual passers-
by had already been assembled
to carry the young porpoise to
the water, but we shared with
them the pleasure of watching it
revive, surfacing and breathing
— the whiffs of exhaled air sil-
houetted against the rising sun.

The harbour porpoises are one
of two porpoises found here, the
other is the Dall’s porpoise. The
harbour porpoise is the smallest
cetacean in these waters. The
one we found was a little over a
metre in length. Harbour por-
poises are rather shy and a nor-
mal sighting is of a couple of
dark dorsal fins gently breaking
the surface two or three times
and then nothing — maybe a
sighting a few minutes later far
away. The Dall’s porpoise is a
larger, more gregarious porpoise
and they are fast. Their white
and black dorsal fins break the

called a rooster tail. Their bod-
ies are like little torpedoes and
they’ll ride the bow wave of a
boat, crossing back and forth,
passing each other in huge
bursts of energy of up to 30
knots in front of you.

It is not difficult to confuse
the Dall’s porpoises with the
other bow rider, the Pacific
white-sided dolphin. At the
Vancouver Aquarium there is a
white-sided one called White
Wings. These were rarely seen
around Salt Spring but more are
coming into the Straits of
Georgia for unknown reasons.
Their dorsal fin is also black
and whitish but it is very
hooked and they are larger than
the two porpoises. They are
sleeker than a Dall’s with a
longer and more delicate nose.

All of these small whale pop-
ulations in the Gulf of Georgia
are in flux. Harbour porpoise
numbers are dropping rapidly,
probably from concentrations of
contaminants in their bodies,

declining food sources and get-
ting tangled in commercial fish-
ing nets. They are also quite shy
and don’t like boat traffic. Five
years ago a whole lot of these
animals were mysteriously
washing up dead on the beaches
of southern Vancouver Island.

We are seeing less and less of
them when a few years ago you
could spot them regularly from
the ferry. Researchers at the
Marine Mammal Research
Group are seeing them in more
isolated places in larger herds
so the population might be
redistributing itself. More Dall’s
are being spotted but again it
might be a redistribution of the
larger population on the coast.

The need to keep watch on
these animals and what contam-
inants we put on our gardens
and in our septic systems, and
what we are doing to our shore-
lines is important community
work and the people who watch
need to be honoured.

It is hard on both sides. We
don’t always know how to carry
on a conversation with one
another but the stakes are too
high not to risk that conversa-
tion. And sometimes they can
be quite ordinary ones and full
of relief.

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Noisy planes

here are two requirements for resolving concerns over noisy
airplanes in the Gulf Islands: open dialogue and a willing-
ness to accept compromise.

The issue of noisy air traffic has surfaced from time to time, but
with steady growth in the volume of traffic more and more com-
plaints are going to be heard.

Most islanders enjoy the peaceful, rural nature of the place. It is
what brought many of us here, and we don’t want it spoiled by
the steady drone of air traffic.

On the other hand, many residents are able to live here because
of the accessibility offered by air services. With three airlines
offering scheduled floatplane flights to the Mainland, it’s a simple
matter to get to Vancouver, conduct one’s business, and return in
the course of a single day.

Even more important as far as the local economy is concerned
is the accessibility floatplane service offers to visitors. Ours is a
tourism-based economy, which requires a sound transportation
infrastructure. That includes timely, reliable and cost-effective
marine and air services.

Dialogue has taken place before between residents and float-
plane operators. People living near Ganges Harbour met with the
latter and won support for adding a blade to two-bladed pro-
pellers in a bid to reduce noise. The airlines do not wish to alien-
ate residents who live in their market area. But at the same time
they cannot afford to introduce expensive measures to reduce
noise pollution. Increased costs incurred in doing so will only
have to be passed along to consumers. As B.C. Ferries has dis-
covered, steadily rising fares can easily result in a decline in traf-
fic.

Compromise is the other part of this equation.

We’re all going to have to give a little to bring about a solution
that can satisfy most of the concerns about airplane noise.

There is one more option that perhaps the Islands Trust could
pursue through (on Salt Spring) its advisory transportation com-
mittee. It is written in Salt Spring’s community plan that an
airstrip would not be appropriate for the island.

But the plan is written on paper, not stone. A commercial
airstrip could perhaps mean larger, quieter planes and fewer
flights.

As more and more people become concerned about growing
aircraft noise, and with the prospect of steadily increasing air traf-
fic in the future, now would be a good time to investigate the
options.

A proper analysis of the pros and cons of a local airport might
be undertaken by the transportation committee. Armed with some
good information, we would be in a better position to decide how
we’re going to deal with the issue.

A dearth of confidence
in B.C. economy

ome tough measures are needed at the provincial level if the
Glen Clark government wants to take seriously British
Columbia’s poor economic performance.

But the first step in addressing a problem is to recognize
there is one.

Finance Minister Joy MacPhail did just that last week when
she conceded that our resource sector is in recession.

There was some good news last week in that provincial
unemployment has dropped, but much of the gain in jobs is in
the low-paying service sector.

It’s the high-paying jobs in the resource industries that we’ve
lost, with no indication that they’ll come back again soon.

The government-promoted notion that we can replace
resource-based economic output with tourism is nonsense. It’s
a strong industry and a growing one but it will never match
forestry in its value to the province’s economy.

What MacPhail must do now is follow through on her
announcement to cut costs. When provincial revenues fall,
provincial expenditures must follow. Quick action to stave off
an otherwise inevitable increase in the operating deficit will do
a lot to slow the erosion in confidence in our economic
prospects.

Confidence is an important factor in the economy. But there
simply isn’t enough good news to give it the boost it so desper-
ately needs.

Trust, Y-camp neighbours put
‘extraordinary’ effort into issue

Having followed your cover-
age of the Y-camp issue in
recent weeks, I would like to
add the following comments.

my view that Mrs. Maslovat has
benefitted from extraordinarily
civil, decent and thorough con-
sideration from her neighbours
and from local government.

For her part, Mrs. Maslovat

that any local Trust committee
(or future town council) faces is “putting genies
back in bottles.”

Maria Maslovat knew at the time she pur-
chased her property that its use for multi-family
dwellings was illegal. Her south end neighbours
and other concerned islanders wondered quite
properly whether the use should be stopped or
legitimized.

Then followed an extraordinarily thorough
consideration of the matter by two different Salt
Spring Trust Committees, and the whole com-
munity through the official community plan
(OCP) review process in 1996-
97. In finalizing the OCP, Bev
Byron and I spent more time
and committed more staff time
to this single matter than any
similar item in the document.

For their part, the neighbours
have shown patience, first while
waiting for the OCP to deter-
mine the use of the property,
and then during the exceptional
one-year period which Mrs.
Maslovat was given to either ™
close down her operation or
apply for a legal use. During
this time, many of the neighbours showed that
they are sensitive to the need for low-cost hous-
ing. Some offered suggestions for uses on the
property which would partly accommodate the
Y-camp, while conforming to the character of
their neighbourhood and securing its future. One
suggestion, involving covenants on the property,
came to us as late as September 3, from one of
the neighbours.

For their pains, these considerate people have
endured the usual grab bag of abuse: accusations
of prejudice against the poor, malice toward
Mrs. Maslovat, as well as claims that they are
somehow “intimidating” the Islands Trust.

Nothing could be further from the truth. It is

has neither curtailed her illegal
use of the property nor made any suggestion for
a compromise use which the community might
wish to consider. She has never to my knowl-
edge allied herself with those neighbours who
may assist her, apparently believing that it is
wiser to maintain direct confrontation with all
the neighbours and the Islands Trust.

As the September 30 deadline approaches (a
date carefully chosen to avoid the height of the
tourist season), Mrs. Maslovat can still apply to
amend the OCP to legitimize her current use, or
apply for a rezoning to some use permitted under
the new OCP. Although the
trustees and staff have exhaust-
ed themselves thinking of reme-
dies, it is in the final analysis up
to the property owner to apply
to legalize the use of the proper-

The Salt Spring Trust
Committee is bound to consider
any new application, and there
may still be a proposal with suf-
ficient merit to bring before the
public in the form of an amend-
ment to the OCP, or a rezoning
bylaw. The genie may yet fit
back in the bottle.

On a related matter, you report Mr. Troop’s
belief that cottages should be legalized as a form
of low cost housing. Under the new OCP,
islanders have directed that the Trust can consid-
er applications to do precisely this, and such
rezoning proposals could be brought to public
hearing to learn the wishes of the community in
each case. One important point to note is that
legalizing cottages is tied closely to proof of
adequate water.

Full circle

Black Elk, the revered spiritual
leader of the Oglala Sioux, said
that one of the founding tenets of
aboriginal culture is the cyclical
nature of life. Now, with the recent
Nisga’a agreement, we non-abo-
riginals have the rare chance to
come full circle with the First
Nations of British Columbia. .

A province-wide referendum —
as suggested by Gordon Campbell
— would allow those seeking
continued economic, political or
racial advantage to break this cir-
cle, and in the process cause

decades of further conflict and
confrontation. These negotiations
were initiated over 100 years ago
and have been marked by the
patience and perseverance of the
First Nations, in this case the
Nisga’a.

It is our turn to respond in kind
by righting the wrongs of our his-
toric delusion of racial superiority.
We were wrong to expropriate
First Nations’ traditional territo-
ries without fair compensation.
We were wrong to force them
onto reserves which were far too
small for them to eke out a living
by traditional means. We were
wrong to take aboriginal children
as young as our seven-year-old
grandson from their families and
ship them off to residential
schools in a misguided attempt to
“civilize” them according to the
Christian values of our European
ancestors, effectively destroying
their languages and their own cul-
tural values — different than, but
certainly equal to ours. We espe-
cially were wrong to turn a blind
eye to the physical and sexual
abuse of innocent First Nations
children by many of those, includ-

ing Christian clergy, who held

positions of authority and trust.

Therefore, rather than continu-
ing to challenge what is legally
theirs — as determined by the
Supreme Court of Canada’s land-
mark decision in the Gitxsan and
Wet'suwet’en case of 1996 — we
should try to imagine ourselves,
as well as our children and grand-
children, walking a century’s mile
in their shoes: prejudice, poverty,
abuse.

It is a telling irony of our glob-
al-village mindset that we show
our sincere sympathy and support
for the legitimate political and
cultural aspirations of other ethnic
groups such as the Tibetans while
we continue to balk at endorsing
the aspirations of Canada’s First
Nations people.

The Nisga’a settlement repre-
sents a unique opportunity to free
ourselves from a wrongful past
and forge a future based on mutu-
al understanding, trust and
respect. Let’s come full circle,
together.

Many people in the commu-
nity knew the dogs and would
back me up 100 per cent when I
say that they were calm, gentle
and loving dogs.

Just for the record, my dogs got
out of our yard by accident so it
was unfair of Wolfgang to call us
irresponsible dog-owners.
However, 1 am not disputing the
fact that my dogs were responsi-
ble for the death of one sheep, but
nothing justifies taking as many
shots at them as he did.

This is hardly “euthanasia” as
was written on my CRD dog
release forms. To me this is an
inappropriate and very inhumane
way to kill any dog for any rea-
son. If he felt he had to do this, it
should have been done quick and
painlessly.

Furthermore, I would like to
express my disgust for the way
my dogs’ dead bodies were left to
rot in a wheelbarrow soaking in
their own blood, uncovered for us
to see when we went to pick them
up at Wolfgang’s house. He then
said to us, “I don’t like killing
dogs, I don’t get a poundage fee
for that.”

Wolfgang dealt with us in an
unprofessional manner, as he has
done with others. If you have had
similar problems with our current
animal control officer I strongly
encourage you to write to Salt
Spring’s CRD director, as well as
the office in Victoria, to stop this
behaviour.

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Premier playing
politics with fish

VICTORIA — The very best one can say about the inquiry into
Ottawa’s management of the west coast fishery is that it may
have averted a blockade by B.C. fishermen.

Apart from that, the inquiry ordered by Premier Glen Clark
appears to be more concerned with political grandstanding and
Ottawa-bashing than
consideration of
salmon stocks.

The point wasn’t
lost on federal
Fisheries Minister
David Anderson
who has ordered his
department not to co-operate with what he calls an “inappropri-
ate and politically-motivated” move by a premier whose intense
dislike for Anderson is well known.

“The provincial plan to conduct an inquiry into the manage-
ment of Fraser River salmon is yet another unfortunate example
of playing politics with fish,” Anderson said. “Proper inquiries
into complex matters require expertise, proper authority, time
and dedicated effort. This exercise proposed by the province has
none of these requirements.”

Anderson is right on all counts. The only expertise former
Newfoundland premier Brian Peckford, who is to head the
inquiry, brings to his task is that as premier he presided over the
destruction of the east coast cod fishery.

Even though fisheries, then as now, was under federal juris-
diction, Peckford continually demanded higher catch quotas,
which hardly makes him a qualified candidate for an inquiry
into anything to do with fish.

Nor does B.C. have the proper authority. Fisheries is under
federal jurisdiction, and the only government that could order a
meaningful inquiry into the west coast salmon fishery is Ottawa.

As for the time frame, Peckford is to submit his findings by
September 25, a laughable deadline, considering the complexity
of the issue.

Not satisfied with his attack on Ottawa, our premier started
hostilities on a second front by reviving a U.S. court action
intended to keep the United States from violating the Pacific
Salmon Treaty.

Any time now I expect the B.C. Ferries fleet to be fitted with
missiles aimed at Ottawa and Washington.

I have engaged in Ottawa-bashing myself and sometimes with
good reason. British Columbia, on the western fringe of this vast
country, has been often ignored by the powers that keep the fed-
eral wheels turning. But in this case, I find myself siding with
Anderson.

My reaction last year to Anderson’s handling of the salmon
issue was somewhat negative. I was convinced that he could
have confronted the U.S. more forcefully. But I have never
doubted his commitment to put fish first.

Anderson has steadfastly promoted protection and restoration
of salmon stocks. Fishermen, whose livelihood depends directly
on the size of their catch, are understandably upset over any pol-
icy that diminishes their income.

As for the alleged overfishing by the Alaska fleet, I do not
profess to have the expertise to pass a valid judgment, but given
the often unreliable rhetoric that comes from our premier’s
office, I'm keeping an open mind.

Details aside, there is no doubt that some of British
Columbia’s salmon stocks need protection and restoring.

Some of the reasons for reduced stocks have nothing to do
with over-fishing. Water temperatures, for instance, are unusual-
ly high this summer, resulting in a dramatically increased death
rate of salmon returning to spawn.

If Ottawa has to answer to questions of possible mismanage-
ment of the west coast fishery, the Peckford inquiry is the worst-
possible arena in which to do so, and Anderson is well-advised
to stay away from it.

A Royal Commission, on the other hand, headed by a credible
person, might give us some of the answers we need to improve
management of this valuable resource.

Perhaps Anderson could be convinced of the potential of such
a commission,

I should like to comment on
some of the criticisms levelled at
the Mary Hawkins library in
recent weeks.

I have worked in the library
since 1967. Before that I was the
paid librarian in the Yellowknife
Public School for seven years and
chairman of the Municipal
Library for four consecutive
years. I have a B.A. from UBC
since library science was not in
the curriculum at that time. I do
not consider myself an amateur.

I find it astonishing that people
should expect a library serving
10,000 people to have all the
advantages of a big city main
library. We don’t expect Sears or
Eatons to build fully-stocked
department stores here.

When I came to Salt Spring
both the elementary school and
the senior secondary had their
own libraries and library staff. If
they have had to cut back surely
people cannot expect the local
library to move in and fill the
gaps. (By the way, we are open on
Saturday afternoons.)

I was put in charge of the
library’s arts and recreation sec-
tion in 1981. I have had three ses-
sions at the Banff School of Fine
Arts, and two at the Instituto
Allende School of Arts in
Mexico. We have been compli-
mented many times on our arts
section. We try to keep a repre-
sentative continuity from prehis-
toric times to the present, helped
by many valuable donations.
There have been hundreds of
books written in this cenmry on
the arts.

When one has 50 books in
many categories on one’s monthly
buying list, and the money to buy
10 or 12, one has to give prefer-
ence to hopefully those in the
greatest demand.

For resource material we have
the American Library Association
reviews in Booklist, Canadian
Quill & Quire, weekly reviews in
the Globe and Mail, many cata-
logues and other publications. We
have date stamps in our circulat-
ing books to tell us what our
members most enjoy. There are
10 buyers in all, and requests
from members, so there are many
interests expressed.

This morning’s news told us
that the Vancouver Public Library
expects a shortfall of $547,000 in
its coming budget. We only need

(CRD) proposes in a forthcoming
referendum to fund, in part, the
operation of public docks and
wharves with a yearly sliding tax
of from $5 to $18 to be added to
the tax bill of Outer Gulf Islands
property owners.

Y-camp business

So what is the real issue with the
Y-camp property?

Perhaps some questions need to
be asked before we can find out.

How many people on this island
have the luxury of eight rental
suites bringing in excess of $3,500
per month from land that is not
zoned for multi-family use?

After receiving one year’s notice
to conform with the zoning of her
land, did Maslovat continue to
advertise vacancies on the Y-camp
property when they came up?

How many people are given a
full year to cease the illegal use of

their property?

Why has Maslovat waited until
the 11th hour to bring this issue to
the public?

Clearly the biggest issue is about
business. In the August 19
Driftwood article the owner refers
to it as her business and then
attempts to hide behind the excuse
that others are doing it. There are
few places you can invest the kind
of money this property cost and get
a return in the amount that must be
coming in from renting these units.
No wonder there is a cry from the
OWner.

My compassion is with the ten-

ants, and [ would like the Trust to
do something more creative about
the issue of low-income housing by
taking these two steps:

1. Allow the full-time rental of all
guest cottages on the island. This
may encourage people who have
land zoned for cottages to develop
them for this purpose.

2. Force owners of all rental
properties to choose to either have
year-round rental of their properties
or to commit to seasonal rental
only. End the practice of September
to May rentals on this and other
Gulf Islands.

One last point — in the August
19 Driftwood article there was an
inference that the people who live
near the Y-camp property were
“wealthy” landowners. A quick
check of the records regarding the
purchase price for the properties in
this area will show that the Y-camp
property sold for considerably more
money than the vast majority of the
properties around it, certainly more
than the one I own. One wonders
who the real “wealthy” landowner
is.

This issue isn’t about the dis-
placement of the tenants, it’s about
the preservation of the Y-camp
owner’s investment and the ensuing
effects on the neighbourhood.

Book purchases

Before 1 moved to Salt Spring I
made sure that the library facilities
here would meet my needs. If I had
needed a reference library, I would
have located in a large city. When I
do need reference information, I
phone the reference library in
Victoria.

Mr. Friedman’s assumptions are
incorrect and his language is impre-
cise.

We could join such a
scheme without becoming a mem-
ber of a library system, but with the
cost in fees and shipping charges
(both ways), it is a highly inefficient
use of even a small portion of the
total purchasing budget.

The titles purchased by the
library are selected by committees.
The non-fiction committee, for
example, has three members, each
of whom reads a number of book

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Stool 1s the undoing
of post office career

There it stood for half a century, the stately home of the mail in
Sidney. Brick-built, centrally heated, it served the community for all
those years. Home of the mail and home of the postal staff. It was, liter-
ally, the home of one of the staff for many years because the caretaker
occupied the suite upstairs.

Day after day the
community would
descend on the post
office by way of its
impressive concrete
steps and brass-fea-
tured doors. Some
were happy and cour-
teous; others were
miserable and offensive, most were in a category somewhere between
those extremes.

Following a federal government plan the building was strictly regi-
mented. The rooms were exactly the same as the rooms in any Canada
post office of that particular size. The same number of tables and chairs
and the same single stool for the use of the postmaster.

That stool was my undoing.

It was 1948 and I had volunteered for a job as postal clerk in Sidney
Post Office. [ was down on my luck.

Part of the day was spent sorting the incoming mail and part in man-
ning the wickets through which passed the parcel traffic, registered mail
and money orders. The postmaster enjoyed the benefit of a wooden
stool. It eased his ancient bones and provided him with that dignity
which went with the job. The stool sat beside the wall, No. 1 wicket,
with the delicious array of rubber stamps all at the postmasterly elbow.
Mind you, he never used his elbow. He was just like one of us physio-
logically.

My first job each morning was to swipe the postmaster’s stool. My
next task was to borrow his array of rubber stamps and set them up
where I would need them.

Why did I persist in moving his stool, he enquired. I wanted to sit
down. Why did he not indent for a second stool?

Ottawa would never permit a second stool for the office! The enor-
mity of such a request had him trembling at his post. Early in my career
as a federal clerk I went over his head. A visit to the local second-hand
store revealed an atrocious ancient piece of furniture that should have
been destroyed at birth. About a couple of hundred years old, it was
covered with a ragged, grubby piece of carpet. I had asked for the worst
stool they had: And I got it.

Next day I bore my new trophy into the office before the Earl of Post
was about. | jiggled it around and [ was delighted with the picturesque
effect. My stool was undoubtedly the piece de resistance. You couldn’t
miss it.

“Where did that thing come from?” enquired my mentor and tormen-
tor.

It was my new stool, I explained.

It was not mine for long. I had better take his stool, urged the person-
ification of all Sidney mails.

Our next encounter was deafening. It was Christmas and the pressure
was on. As [ attended to the needs of Sidney’s mailers I chatted while
going through the routine.

“Can’t you serve the customers without chatting with them?” I
hadn’t yet tried, I told him.

“For all the use you are around here,” and his voice was bitter, “you
might as well go home!”

He was an army man. He should have known better when he started
a scrap with the air force!

Half an hour later I came back from a pleasant coffee break. Where
had I been? He had already told me he didn’t want me around so I had
quit early, I reminded him.

That was the last time he indulged in sarcasm.

It was Christmas and some lucky Sidney housewife was sent a ham-
per. Unfortunately, we had no idea of who she might be. Initially the
parcel lay on its shelf. After a few weeks there was a distinct odour of
dead pigeons to assail us each morning,

The stench grew but no action was taken. There was a strict routine
laid down for undeliverable mail. That bird led me to the abandonment
of the rules. One morning I was early once more and the bird and the
stench went into the garbage. The owner of the Christmas bird never
knew and the staff of Sidney Post Office could, once again, breathe
freely.

Not every day brought its joys or relief. It would probably have been
a perfect job if there had been neither customers nor postmaster.

A customer wanted a money order. I laboriously prepared the docu-
ment and asked for the money.

“I’ve already paid you,” she replied.

The next customer leaned over her shoulder.

“I saw you pick it up and put it into your till,” she volunteered, “It
was a $20 bill.”

I let it pass and paid out the change. About an hour later a new cus-
tomer bent down and flourished a $20 bill.” This must be yours,” she
said.

It was.

Island woman teaches girl power

“A woman with a chainsaw can
build herself a cabin or clear her
land.”

So says chainsaw instructor
Mearnie Summers, who is hoping
to teach more women how to use
the woodcutting tool. A confident
user of power tools herself, she’s a
firm believer in the empowerment
that comes with learning to use a
chainsaw correctly.

Summers has been advertising
chainsaw lessons in the Driftwood
classifieds for a month and a half,
and gave her first lesson two
weeks ago.

It was while looking for employ-
ment opportunities that she came
up with the idea to offer lessons to
help people — men and women —
feel more comfortable around
chainsaws.

A former teacher of 23 years,
Summers is patient and encourag-
ing in showing complete novices
the basics of chainsawing. Over

the course of a lesson or two, she
shows her students how to cut
logs, fall a tree and “undercut,” or
to cut in an upwards direction from
below a log.

Her students practise cuts until
they’re using the saw with confi-
dence and without fear and cutting
with good technique. Summers also
ensures the proper safety precautions
are taken, such as always wearing
eye and ear protection when cutting
and scanning the area for anything
that could be tripped over.

Summers gained experience
with chainsaws from working with
them for years and developing her
own methods for getting things
done. Her father was in construc-
tion and she grew up around chain-
saws. No one ever showed her
how to use one, so she taught her-
self.

“I just kept plugging away at it.”

Since teaching herself and clear-
ing her own land, Summers has
put her experience with a chainsaw
to practical use. When she lived in

Indian Arm, she used to build
docks and floats.

“Making docks was a way of
making money,” she says, “and it
was really fun building log floats —
I'loved that.”

And she’s used the four chain-
saws she owns for many purposes
on her Salt Spring property. When
she first moved to her waterfront
property a year and a half ago, a
piece of land jutting out into the
bay her home overlooks was being
slowly eroded by the ocean. To
counter this problem, Summers
built a retaining wall out of beach
logs and now has a natural patio a
metre or two above the beach. She
completed the patio with furniture
made out of driftwood.

Guiding program teaches skills amid lots of fun

At the top of a path that winds
through a rocky goat pen as far
away from the house as possible
sits a large dome tent, a raised
Canadian flag and three young girls
in matching blue t-shirts.

Pathfinders Britt Christainson,
13, and Kara Temmel, 12, are
working toward their silver level in
camping. Eleven-year-old Guide
Lauren Lee is helping out.

The girls have set up camp on
their own. They organized the
equipment and planned a camping
agenda. They dug a latrine — now
carefully enclosed by an orange
tarp — planned meals, purchased
food and cooked. For three days
they remained in the “wilderness”
of the Temmel family’s five-acre
Dukes Road property.

Toward the end of their adven-
ture, a guiding leader will attend,
ask questions and check out the
camp. If all is well, the girls will
collect their silver level camping
award.

But this camping experience pales
compared to the nine-day adventure
the same three undertook this sum-
mer as part of their guiding program
— a program that enfolds numerous
girls on Salt Spring, but is suffering
this year from lack of leaders.

In July, Britt, Lauren and Kara
joined 1,800 girl guides, 200 lead-
ers and support staff from across
Canada, the United States and
Scotland to set up tents and cook-
ing corners at Camp Bernard, a
200-acre Boy Scout facility in
Sooke.

At SOAR — Spirit of Adventure
Rendezvous— the girls split off
into patrols of eight youths and two
leaders, used a 20-by-20-foot area
to pitch three tents and arrange
cooking equipment, and undertook
numerous outdoor activities such
as cycling, canoeing and swim-
ming.

The camp, which is held every
three years for girl guides aged 10-
18, also offered a community ser-
vice project component. Britt aided
in the construction of a picnic table,
and Kara helped paint a Brownie
shelter.

When Guides gather in an inter-
national camp such as SOAR, says
Kara’s mother Gail Temmel, who
is Salt Spring’s guiding commis-
sioner, they discover they are not
just sitting on an island doing their
own thing.

“They see what they are a part of
— they all know the same songs
and do the same sorts of activities.”

Canada in the 1920s, the girl guid-
ing movement — now in 132
countries — is the world’s largest
female organization.

Temmel says the guiding move-
ment looked at including boys
about five years ago when girls
were permitted to join Boy Scouts.
The decision came back, however,
to remain girl-focussed.

“It’s a good thing,” she says.
“The girls get to be just around
girls. They see older role models
and they can be themselves.”

The camp was a great experi-
ence, say the girls, each of whom
camped in a separate patrol, gefting
to know girls from Lake Cowichan,
Chemainus and Ladysmith.

“I got 11 new pen-pals,
Lauren.

When Gail Temmel arrived on
the camp’s final day, she says,
“They were dirty, tired and dusty,
but there was not a grumpy face
anywhere.”

Both Kara and Britt are going into
their second year of the Pathfinder
program, offered to girls aged 12-
15. Lauren is in Guides, which
includes nine to 12-year-olds.

But the organization is available
to much younger girls who can join
Sparks — with a motto of “I
promise to share and be a friend”
— at five and six. Two groups of
12 to 15 Sparks are planned for this
year, including the First Fernwood
and First Salt Spring group.
However, the Fernwood group is
still looking for leaders.

Brownies is offered to girls aged
seven to nine. Some 32 Brownies
are set to meet once a week on Salt
Spring, but again, the group lacks
leaders.

After Pathfinders, the girls can
move into Rangers, Cadets and
Junior Leaders.

Most groups meet weekly. The
girls camp, sing, learn first aid and
undertake community service pro-
jects such as helping out at teas and
participating in Remembrance Day
parades.

They also have the opportunity
to achieve badges in outdoors,
world, community and home cate-
gories. Working on badges — a
challenge Lauren has embraced —
occurs outside of regular program-
ming,

Of the possible 71 Guide badges,
Lauren has already earned 38; she
hopes to have completed another
10 this summer, adding to her col-
lection when the group starts regu-
lar meetings the third week of
September.

Before the program can start,
however, leaders are needed,
Temmel stresses.

Many leaders have participated
in the guiding program as youths,
but experience is not a prerequisite.

“They have to be willing to
make a time commitment,”
Temmel says. “And they have to
like to have fun with girls. If it’s
not fun, it’s not guiding.”

It is also necessary to have an
interest in learning, she adds, not-
ing that her own involvement led to
a personal interest in guiding’s

Paper kilns featured in
Through the Fire event

Think of finished pottery and the
images are of hard, solid objects,
infinitely durable after being fired
in a heat-embracing kiln.

Where could paper, that most
combustible of man-made materi-
als, possibly fit into the scenario?
At this weekend’s Through the
Fire event, paper will largely form
the walls of a kiln containing work
of six Salt Spring potters.

This marks the fourth annual
Through the Fire sale and show of
work and talents in action by Gary
Cherneff, Susan Hirst, Denys
James, Terry Ryals, Melissa
Searcy and Judy Weeden, at
Weeden’s farm and studio property
at 125 Primrose Lane (off Whims
Road).

It should be “an experimental,
innovative day,” says James, and it
runs from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m.
Saturday and Sunday.

Creating the paper kiln begins
Saturday morning, and people are
urged to join in its construction,

“We are encouraging people to
come and participate,” says James.
“Bring paper if they want, or bring
nothing.” As for the kind of paper,
“the glossier the better.”

As Caroline Court describes in
the December 1991 edition of
Ceramics Monthly, a paper kiln
involves setting out a firebrick
floor, stacking the clay pieces for
firing, making a “teepee” of hard-
wood pieces around them and
wrapping chicken wire around the
whole structure. Paper — ideally
glossy magazine pages, which
have a high clay content and
strong fibres — is then smeared
with slurry and slapped in layers
all over the wire frame. A chimney
is inserted in the top and a final
coat of slurry is then applied to the
kiln. The process was invented in
the Jura Mountains of Switzerland
in 1983.

Making a paper kiln was popular
at the 1996 Through the Fire event,
says James, so the group decided
to try it again. “It’s got a lot of
drama to it.”

In addition to helping with the
paper kiln Saturday and witnessing
the interesting results the next day,
visitors can see throwing and
hand-building demonstrations,
soda and sawdust firings and pos-
sibly other “spontaneous kilns”
being used, along with the newest
works from six of Salt Spring’s
most adventurous potters.
Everything from coffee mugs to
elegant wall art is available for
sale.

Through the Fire now has a life
of its own as an end-of-season out-
door creative fair heralding the
return to indoor fires.

“questioning by a
child:”

The very important
way in which young-
sters satisfy their nat-
ural inquisitiveness
about everything
from the way a lawnmower blade
works to the size of a giraffe in
comparison to miniature, toy and
standard poodles. Can be identified
by the motor-drive speed by which
one question follows another, and
the progressively short answers
given by the answeree.

In studying my children’s ques-
tions, I have discovered they fall
into several categories.

There are layered questions that
grow like a tower of blocks:

“If a tree the size of my thumb
fell on the tent would it squish us?”
“No.” / “How about a tree this
big?” “Probably not.” / “This big?”
“Yes.” Having determined the
approximate size of a tree which
would flatten tent dwellers to
crepes, they wonder if a larger tree
might have a different effect.

“How about a tree this big?”
Arms spread into a huge circle. “As
big as this tent?” / “As big as the
world?”

Layered questions can easily be
identified by answers that become
progressively short and non-com-
mittal.

Then there are the simple ques-
tions that take a textbook to answer.

“Where does the wind come
from?” “How big is the sun?”
“Why do clothes shrink?”

Some questions deserve and
receive no answer. Here are two
examples:

* The subjects are driving home
along the same route, same road on
which they have driven home for
the past seven years. They are
approximately 200 metres from the
driveway when one daughter —
apparently anxious that she hasn’t
posed a question for 3.45 seconds
— asks, “Are we almost home?”

* Following a discussion
between two children, one asks, “Is
it bad to lie?”

“Lying is definitely not a good
habit,” the mother answers.

“Well, what is badder, lying or
dying?”

Here the mother refuses to offer
OXVgen on an answer.

For most questions, answerees
can get away with general sorts of
answers that near the truth. They
recognize the importance of
encouraging children to ask and
therefore learn, so they consume
vitamins to improve the endurance
that aids provision of helpful
AnsSwers.

It should be noted, however, that

following a particularly exhausting
barrage, answers often fall to: “I
don’t know,” “hmmm,” “why don’t
you save the next 66 questions for
your father,” “uhh,” or “grunt.”

But some questions are real
stumpers. For example:

* “Are there more trees in
Europe than in the city?”

In all of Europe? What city? In a
European city compared to a
Canadian city? So I answer “No.”

* Then there’s “What do you
think they’re doing in Ontario right
now?”

They? Air traffic controllers?
Twelve-and-half-year-olds?
Plumbers? So because I’'m hungry,
I answer “Eating lunch.”

Of course, the books recommend
you turn these unanswerable ques-
tions around by saying “What do
you think?” This apparently allows
the child to tap her creativity and
ultimately become a much better
person. But it’s a tough habit to
acquire when you’re used to play-
ing God.

Besides, some questions can
offer insight into the future.
Consider the following exchange
that indicates my six-year-old will

likely be a lawyer.

As a general, simple point of
information, I said to her: “When
we go camping next week, Nana is
taking the van.”

Said she: “I thought it was
Grandpa’s van.”

“Well, when you’re a couple
everything sort of belongs to both
of you.”

Then I became slightly
embarrassed.

“Well, I guess that would be a
journalist,” I said. And silently
cursed genetics.

Take a hike: Spectacular
scenery is yours when you go
for a hike on Salt Spring. Enjoy
expansive ocean views from a
mountaintop or get a little clos-
er to the water on a beachside
trail. Or take in the wonders of
the forest on a hike in the
woods. One such place, and a
favourite for family outings, is
Duck Creek Park, which has a
two-kilometre trail. The park is
located off Sunset Drive.

Take some
kayaking lessons and then
enjoy a sunset paddle. The
scenery looks a lot different
from sea level.

The Markets: You haven’t
seen Salt Spring until you’ve
seen the Saturday Market at
Centennial Park in Ganges.
This long-established venue for
vendors of arts, crafts and other
goods is popular among visi-
tors and islanders, and attracts
large crowds to Ganges every
Saturday morning from April to
October.

More than 100 vendors set
up their stalls to offer a huge
range of locally-produced
goods, including farm produce,
specialty soaps, pottery, jew-
ellery, clothing, woodworking
and much more.

Another market runs
Sundays and holidays at
Fulford. The Fulford Inn Open
Air Market is located next to
the inn.

Mount Maxwell Provincial
Park: Some of the finest, most
spectacular views on Salt
Spring can be found from
Baynes Peak at the top of

Go for a cruise: There are
many ways of enjoying Salt
Spring’s marine environment
and getting out on the water is
one of them. Tours and fishing
trips are offered on a charter
basis by boats based in Ganges
and elsewhere on Salt Spring.

There is also a scheduled
water taxi service every
Saturday between Ganges and
Galiano and Mayne islands.

e Salt Spring’s oldest church is St. Paul’s Catholic
Church in Fulford, started in 1880, and completed
about five years later. To do so its builders robbed
Peter to pay Paul: the windows came from St. Peter’s
Church in the Cowichan Valley.

* The island is named for the salt springs located
on private property on the north end, near
Fernwood. The Indians used to ecall it Chuan or
Tuam Island, while early white settlers named it Salt
Spring. But the British Navy decided in 1859 to call it
Admiral Island, after one of its officers. It officially
reverted to Salt Spring in 1906.

* The highest point on the island is Mount Bruce.
At 709 metres (2,325 feet), it is a popular launching
spot for hang-gliders.

Sportsfishing takes a dive
but tourists still enjoy the sea

Caught between politics and hot
weather, local sportsfishing took
most of the summer off.
Government restrictions on salmon
especially made for a slow season.

The main problem was a spring
chinook run that never materialized
and closures of sockeye and coho.
Most charter operators predicted the
season would be a tetal bust.

But, says Jay Small of Something
Fishy Charters, “even without the
salmon there were still lots of peo-
ple wanting to go out. It was that
kind of summer. I'd say it turned out
to be a little better than average.”

Small explained that Salt Spring
never has been a salmon-fishing
destination. Fishing is just part of a
vacation, and his customers are
often as thrilled to see a seal or an
eagle or to catch a non-salmon
species.

“They closed the sockeye just
about the time we started fishing it,
but salmon fishing isn’t really for
families, with kids who start bounc-
ing off the sides of the boat after
about an hour if they aren’t catching
anything. Put a little rock cod on
the end of their rod and everyone is

happy.”

Ganges’ harbour charters were
kept busy throughout the summer
by an even split of Canadian and
American customers.

“There are still some pinks and
springs out there, and U.S. fisher-
men are worse off than we are
because they can’t keep anything
down there. And the price was
right,” Small says. Now into
September, it’s mostly Albertans
hiring his boats.

With uncertainty over future
salmon runs, Small says, he is con-
sidering adding an eco-tourism off-
shoot to his charter business.

On the freshwater side, the
island’s lakes were even less pro-

ductive. In dry, hot conditions trout
hunker onto lake bottoms like couch
potatoes and save their feeding for
late at night when the water cools
down.

St. Mary Lake produced mostly
bass from June to September with
few reports of trout from anyone.
Weston, Blackburn and Stowel
lakes were almost as slow, with
Weston giving up only a few two-
pound rainbows during the evening
feed, and most of those on artificial
flies.

With the return of cooler and
hopefully damper weather, St. Mary
and Weston are expected to pick up
by the end of the month for trout
feeding on the fall larval hatches.

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Cycling activist logs miles
in uphill battle for bike lanes

Claire Heffernan’s introduction to
cycling on Salt Spring came when
she stopped to help a cyclist who
had been hit by a car in front of the
Fulford firehall. That 1992 accident
set off her involvement in cycling
activism.

Heffernan is the current president
of Island Pathways, a group “dedi-
cated to establishing and maintain-
ing a network of roadside and off-

Cyclists are usu-
ally the advocates because we cover
more territory. We’re all cyclists in
the group, but we’re all walkers and
drivers too,” she says.

But it’s been a long “uphill”
struggle. In 1992, the group orga-
nized a letter-writing campaign to
the then minister of transportation
and highways, Art Charbonneau,
urging the provincial government to
adopt a design policy for roads and
highways that included bicycle and
pedestrian paths. The campaign did
have some success: [he g(wcmmcm
took out an advertisement in the
Driftwood informing islanders that
their concerns would be considered.

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Thirty-five years ago

* Incorrect information, and a
lack of it, was causing problems
for ferry users. One couple trying
to travel to Salt Spring were
informed that there was no ferry
between Crofton and Vesuvius,
while a man who phoned the
Tsawwassen ferry terminal trying
to find out sailing times for ferries
to the Gulf Islands was told the
bus depot had that information.

* The Salt Spring Island
Trading Co. was advertising “bar-
gains” in the form of 16-ounce
Jjars of Cheese Whiz for only 59
cents and boxes of Kraft Dinner at
two for 25 cents.

Thirty years ago

* A strike among letter carriers
brought communication to a
standstill on the Gulf Islands. The
post offices were still open, but no
mail was coming in or going out.
Freight trucks were reporting
increased business and the intro-
duction of an air freight service
for the islands was useful to
islanders needing emergency sup-
plies.

* The first regular air service to
the Gulf Islands began with three
daily trips from Victoria and
Vancouver. The new service cut

the cost of flying in and out of the
islands to only $7.50 for one-way
travel and $11.25 return for a two-
day excursion.

Twenty-five years ago

* A committee was formed to
look into the designation of farm-
land on Salt Spring. Under the
terms of the new and “hotly con-
tested” Lands Commission Act,
all parts of the province had to
have land designated for agricul-
tural reserve, which would be pro-
tected from subdivision.

* Salt Spring’s Art Simons and
son Bob were preparing to leave
on a cycling trip to Halifax. They
expected to pedal close to 100
miles a day during their cross-
country trip.

* The Greater Victoria
Metropolitan Board of Health was
checking Cusheon Lake, Stowell
Lake and St. Mary Lake for pollu-
tion. The lakes were being studied
to determine if they had been
affected by the steady increase in
Salt Spring’s population.

Twenty years ago

* Based on a thorough examina-
tion, Lady Minto Hospital was
granted a three-year accreditation
by the Canadian Council for
Hospital Accreditation. The coun-
cil, which awards one to three-
year accreditations according to
hospital performance, was also
impressed by the co-operation of
hospital staff during its visit.

* The Fulford Salties softball
team hosted five other teams in an
invitational men’s softball tourna-
ment. More than 200 players and
their families were on the island
for tournament games and a clam-
bake hosted by the Salties and
their wives. Salt Spring’s entry in
the tournament tied for third.

Fifteen years ago

¢ Cuts to the Gulf Islands
School District’s operating budget
were announced. While the stu-
dent population for the islands
was expected to rise by 17 per
cent over the following three
years, the government was reduc-
ing the district’s budget by 7.5 per
cent.

* After nine years since work
began on it, the Fulford Harbour
community plan was finally fin-
ished. The plan called for a school

Gulf Islands ferry travellers were left scratching heads

to be located in or near the village
area, which could become a
social, cultural and educational
centre for south-end residents as
were the schools at the north end
of the island.

* A letter to the editor in the
Driftwood expressed a visitor’s
belief that cars should be
unloaded off the ferries first, fol-
lowed then by bicycles and then
by foot passengers. She felt it was
dangerous to unload pedestrians
and cyclists before vehicles, espe-
cially since most of the former
“were all over hell’s half acre”
and didn’t seem to have any sense
of direction.

Ten years ago

* The Ministry of Fisheries and
Oceans announced that it would
provide close to $200,000 in fund-
ing for small craft harbour pro-
jects on Salt Spring. Money was
designated for the complete
reconstruction of the pedestrian
ramp leading down to the floats at
Fulford Harbour, which had been
declared unsafe, and the replace-
ment of the main wooden float at
Ganges Harbour with a wider,
concrete structure. Funding was
also provided for the construction
of a permanent harbour manager’s
office. The projects all fell under

the federal government’s three-
year harbour revitalization pro-
gram.

* In an effort to eliminate bad
odours apparently caused by the
sewer plant, the Ganges Sewer
Commission agreed to install a
new settling tank lid. The com-
mission had received a number of
complaints from individuals
working in the area of the plant
who felt the odours had intensi-
fied since the year before.

Five years ago

* An archaeological dig at a Salt
Spring midden unearthed the
ancient remains of three bodies
and a large amount of shell frag-
ments. The midden site, located
near the junction of Upper and
Lower Ganges roads, was once a
seasonal shellfish harvesting site,
used traditionally by the
Cowichan and Saanich Indians.
The Ministry of Highways had
commissioned a study of the site
before going ahead with a con-
struction project that would cover
the area.

* A fund was started to address
the needs of island youth after a
community meeting at Beaver
Point Hall was held in the wake of
a fatal vehicle accident that killed
two Salt Spring teenagers.
