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Phone.outage: scary moments for family

A loss of island-wide 
phone service coinciding 
with a medical emergency 
Saturday night exposed the 
stark vulnerability of Salt 
Spring' s communications 
system.

A combination of Salt 
Spring and B.C. Nature 
Trust funds should result in 
the first non-watershed pur­
chase of Texada land. 

Up for grabs is over 80 
acres of waterfront property 
immediately below an eco­
logical reserve on the south 
side of Mount Maxwell·. 

The property is common­
ly known as "Parcel 3" and 
was described by a boater at 
a community meeting last 
Friday as one of "the crown 
jewels of Salt Spring." 

"It's a stunningly beauti­
ful place," naturalist Briony 
Penn said Monday, adding 
that the property can only 
be accessed via boat or 
through private property 
and the ecological reserve. 

Penn told the meeting 
that the B.C. Nature Trust 
and Texada Land 
Corporation were able to 
agree on a price for the 
Garry oak-laden parcel 
because it has no Douglas 
fir trees on it. 

The Nature Trust asked 
the Salt Spring community 
to chip in one-quarter of the 
$465,000 price tag - a 
move than was endorsed at 
Friday's public meeting. 

"It's an important chunk," 
Penn said. 

She hopes the purchase 
will act as a lever for other 
future acquisitions in the 
area. 

"It might show the feds 
that there's movement and 
spur on either the national 
park (proposal) or the biodi­
versity package," she said. 
"It might start the ball 
rolling." 

Although those at the 
meeting supported transfer­
ring about $112,000 of 
community-raised funds to 
the Nature Trust, Elizabeth 
White of the Salt Spring 
Appeal said the money 
needs to be replaced imme­
diately. 

She said the Appeal 
needs all of its pledged and 
donated $854,000 in its 
effort to secure financing 
for a larger parcel which 
incorporates the area around 
Parcel 3 and Burgoyne Bay. 

islanders were unable to 
make contact with the out­
side world via regular tele­
phones from about 6:30 p.m.

"The problem was that a 
circuit board of sorts on Salt 
Spring Island had fai led," 
explained Telus communica­
tions manager Doug 
Strachan.

Salt Spring residents were spared 

the pain in B.C. Ferry Corporation 's 
first announced rate increase since 
1997 , while travellers between 
Vancouver Island and the other Gulf 
Islands will be coughing up another 
loonie and change after February 15. 

Ferries announced its decision on 
fare changes Friday, following several 
months of public consultation on how 
to raise $9 million and make the rate 

structure more equitable at the same 
time. 

Overall, ferry fares will rise 3.8 per 
cent acros s the system, but will 
remain unchanged for routes such as 
the three serving Salt Spring, with dis­
tance travelled !)OW taken into consid­
eration. Almost two-thirds of respon­
dents to an on-line questionnaire 
favoured using distance as a fare fac­
tor. 

Fares between Swartz Bay and the 
Outer Gulf Islands will rise $1.25 per 
vehicle and 25 cents per passenger. 

Doug Mitchell, president of the Salt 
Spring Chamber of Commerce, said 
the move was "a very positive thing 
from the chamber's point of view."

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Biodiversity 
package: 
last chance 

In a "last chance" effort to save 
a portion of Salt Spring, islanders 
are being urged to support a feder­
al-provincial land acquisition deal 
currently under negotiation. 

Although details of the pro­
posed $110-million biodiversity 
protection package have not been 
officially released by government, 
information was reported in the 
Vancouver Sun about six weeks 
ago. 

"It's our last chance," naturalist 
Briony Penn told the town hall 
meeting Friday night, as she urged 
islanders to write, fax or phone 
their support to Prime Minister 
Jean Chretien and Premier Ujjal 
Dosanjh. 

According to a hand-out distrib­
uted at the meeting, the two levels 
of government are currently nego­
tiating the "largest land acquisition 
funding agreement for new pro­
tected areas in Canadian history." 

The governments are looking at 
providing the money for protec­
tion of key biodiversity spots or 
areas considered "endangered 
species hot spots," says the hand­
out. 

Burgoyne Bay is on the list of 
privately owned lands that could 
be purchased for protection. 

Other areas include the Sooke 
Hills near Victoria, parts of the 
Gulf Islands, Burns Bog in . Delta, 
the Cowichan River properties on 
Vancouver Island, Fraser River 
wetlands habitat, and the South 
Okanagan pocket desert.

Save Salt Spring Campaign 
Fund has pledged a further 
$50,000 to the Salt Spring Appeal, 
boosting its total donation for land 
acquisition to a healthy $100,000. 

The lion's share of the cam­
paign fund originates from the 
Women's Preserve and Protect 
Calendar, which netted more than 
$100,000 in worldwide sales in a 
span of four months. 

Some 13 ,000 calendars have 
been sold to date, mostly to off­
island buyers. 

"Some people say it should be 
more, but when you take into 
account shipping costs and other 
expenses, I think we're doing pret­
ty good ," said fund spokesman 
Harry Warner. 

"The community spirit is still 
alive, although most of the calen­
dars have been sold off island." 

Launched four months ago, the 
tasteful nude calendars have been 
se nt · to the United States, 
Au s tralia, Austria, Germany, 
Ireland, England and throughout 
Canada. 

Warner said all funds donated 
by the campaign fund are ear­
marked for watershed purchase.

behind Peter Prince's rental 
home today, with felled logs to 
be transported direc t ly to 
Texada's log sort near the mouth 
of Burgoyne Bay. 

"Yes, we are going to be in 
there. All th e trees are be ing 
marked for coming out. The old 
growth is being marked for reten­
tion . There are so many old 
growth trees that we won't really 
be able to leave buffers," he said. 

Selective logging of the area 
means the trees will be hand­
felled by loggers with chainsaws, 
said Trethewey, starting early 
nex t week. Texada spokesmen 
say they will not cut older growth 
but plan to extract the taller, sec­
ond-growth trees in the vicinity. 

"It's not a unique ecosystem. 
It's predomi nantly timber and 
bush. There are no special log­
ging requirements in this area," 
Trethewey confirmed. 

According to the B.C. 
Conservation Data Centre (which 
tracks rare and sensitive species 
through the province), there are 
provincially red-listed communi­
ty types in the forests Trethewey 
is gearing up to log. 

" Hi s foresters ought to be 

telling him that's not the way to 
protect older forest. T hey are 
leaving them open and vulnera­
ble to all kinds of damage," said 
a science ecologist from the cen­
tre. 

"A natural forest is a multi ­
aged stand and it doesn't pre­
serve that ecosystem to remove 
one generation and leave another 
one behind." 

Aerial and fi eld surveys done 
seven years ago by th e B.C. 
Conservation Data Centre indi­
cate that many trees on Texada's 
Burgoyne Valley lands are more 
than 100 years old. That makes 
them rare and endangered, the 
ecologist pointed out , because 
within the entire Trust area only 
3.5 per cent of its land mass is 
composed of forests beyond 100 
years old. 

It' s not so .much the age of the 
trees, but the age of the entire 
ecosystem surrounding these 
older trees that is of concern to 
the data centre, which is funded 
through Environment Canada in 
a joint provincial/federal pro­
gram. 

"All we have left is remnant 
patches of older growth. We have

no contiguous forest," the ecolo­
gist said. "When you take out the 
younger trees, more light is intro­
duced, the temperature changes, 
windfall becomes a problem and 
it has a tremendous effect on the 
overall integrity of the system." 

Ian Delisle, forestry inspector 
for the Private Forest Land 
Practices Regulations, which 
oversees logging on FLR land, 
said unless the company disturbs 
id en tifiabl e critical wildlife, 
Texada is completely within its 
legal right to log old-growth 
ecosystems. 

Even if critical plants and ani­
mals had been identified, he said, 
only one per cent of the land base 
could be preserved and the 
bureaucracy required to accom­
pli sh that protection would be 
gruelling. 

"Old-growth forest is not a 
sensitive ecosystem 

Government hasn't declared old 
growth critical wildlife. It's on 
private land and they can log old­
growth forest," Delisle said. 

Trethewey is aware of commu­
nity concern around Texada' s 
operations and said all tree mark­
ings will be double-checked and 
initial felli ng will be supervised. 

"No falling will take place on 
the timber until I check all the 
markings. The falli ng won't 
commence until I've inspected 
it," he said.

David Eyles was one of the 
Sadlers' guests. He zoomed off to 
try the public payphone at the 
Fulford post office and when it 
failed decided to get his cell phone 
from his home near Stowell Lake. 

Even though cell service is hit­
and-miss in the south end, "I man­
aged from my place to phone 911;' 
said Eyles. "Then (the dispatcher) 
told me to go back (to Sunnyside) 
because they wanted more informa­
tion (about the situation). Again we 
had to go up and down the road 
looking for a place where the cell 
phone would work." 

Sadler confirmed his neighbour­
hood is a "bad area" for cell phone 
reception. 

"It was a very scary situation for 
(his neighbour) and her daughter," 
he said. 

But the long call for help was 
also going out by a second means at 
the same time. Another Sunnyside 
resident- Mike Beach - is a ham 
radio operator and member of the 
island's emergency program group. 
Beach said neighbour Carla 
Karnhoot came over that night ask­
ing for his assistance. 

Beach, who has had an amateur 
ham radio licence for 50 years, 

made the call to another ham opera­
tor in Sardis on the mainland. 
Beach said that man "did the rest of 
the work" of contacting 911. 

Sadler said the fire department's 
first responders arrived quickly, fol­
lowed by an ambulance crew. 

Norm Slater, coordinator of the 
Salt Spring Island Emergency 
Program (SSIEP), said he and his 
volunteers were called out when the 
communications vacuum was dis­
covered. 

"With the phone system being 
out we lost 911. The second thing 
we lost was all of our business 
alarm systems, The fire guys lost 
everything except their pager sys­
tem, and at that point they called us 
out." 

SSIEP set up a portable radio at 
the hospital to ensure the island was 
covered for any more emergency 
situations. 

Assistant fire chief Erling 
Jorgensen said several firefighters 
carried portable radios and manned 
at least two halls. 

Slater praised the efforts of vol­
unteers involved in the evening, 
noting it isn't always fun "standing 
around in the cold, stamping their 
feet and swilling old coffee;' and all 

SSIEP members willing to come to 
the rescue. 

'The island was very isolated and 
we were very lucky that nothing 
disastrous happened," said Sadler, 
who also works at Lady Minto 
Hospital. "It was a real wake-up 
call and it exposed how vulnerable 
we are here and dependent on these 
forms of communication." 

The incident also stirred up the 
question of cell phone reception on 
Salt Spring. 

Eyles said "It really brought 
home to me how useful it is to have 
a cell phone in an emergency. I 
haven't kept up with the debate 
(about cell phone antennae), but it 
could be a potential problem if we 
are in an area on Salt Spring where 
we can't use a cell phone and the 
phone service is out." 

Strachan said Saturday's type of 
outage is "rare;' but that no system 
is perfect. 

Sadler said it made him realize 
"how dependent we are on cell 
phones, and that with the dead areas 
we have around Salt Spring, in an 
emergency we need to have better 
coverage on this island. When it 
comes down to the crunch, it is 
vital." 

Small sewer tax increase proposed 
Three sewer systems on Salt Spring 

and Pender islands will be getting the 
royal treatment when it comes to 
"source control" if sewer area resi­
dents agree to pay a little more. 

The Capital Regional District 
(CRD) board voted January 10 to 
send Bylaw 2834 through a counter­
petition erocess. It will request that 
users of CRD-administered sewer 
systems pay about 59 per cent more 
than they now do for programs 
aimed specifically at improving the

quality of sewer discharge. Affect on 
a property owner's total sewer bill 
would be small. 

Ganges sewer users currently con­
tribute $1,801 to the $623,930 source 
control program's budget. If Bylaw 
2834 is passed, that would rise to 
$3,049. The Malaview system's 
share would increase to $180 from 
$106. Magic Lake Estates on North 
Pender would fork over $1,808, up 
from $1,068. 

Tax funds requisitioned for 

enhanced source control would be up 
to a maximum of $.037 per $1,CXX) of 
assessed property value in 2001. 
Trevor Smyth, supervisor of the 
CRD's source control program, said 
~he extra funds will improve sewer 
inspection services, public education 
about the program and speed up devel­
opment of better "codes of practice." 

The net effect will be to improve 
the quality of material being dis­
charged from the sewer systems, and 
reduce its polluting effects.

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Flying Club responds to fears

If the Salt Spring Aying Club had 
only two words to transmit to the 
community, they might be "fear 
not." 

Registration of the Cudmore 
Aerodrome in the Canadian Aight 
Supplement (CFS), and purchase of 
the 100-acre property by Salt Spring 
Air Park Inc., is not going to lead to 
a fuel stop, paved runway, flying 
school or a J11arked increased in air 
traffic over Salt Spring, say the 
group's president, John Hansen, and 
its secretary Ron Ford. 

Some of the feared developments 
won't happen because the grass 
airstrip's length- at 2,100-feet ver­
sus the 5,()()()-foot average- is too 
short. Others won't occur because 
ample services already exist in near­
by Sidney and Nanairno. 

"When people hear the word 'air­
port,' they think about Vancouver 
International, and nothing could be 
further from the truth," said Hansen 
Sunday. 

Publication in the CFS details 
airstrip information such as length 
and condition, and the best 
approach to take to avoid populated 
areas. 

"It really basically sets out the 
rules of the road," said Ford. 

The CFS listing, set to appear in 
the spring 2001 edition, will also 
state that pilots need permission 
from the club before landing there. 
Ford and Hansen say the published 

information wiU make life safer for 
pilots and Fulford Valley residents. 

Rod Nelson of Transport 
Canada's communications depart­
ment confirmed last week that a 
CFS listing is "an informational 
safety tool;" that the landowner 
receives no formal registration doc­
ument and "it doesn't provide the 
owner or operator with any special 
privileges. Anything he could do, he 
could still do. Anything he can' t do 
he still can't do." 

Gordon Cudmore's property is 
being purchased by an aviation 
enthusiast in England via the air 
park company, who has given the 
flying club day-to-day management 
of the aerodrome. The group, which 
has more than 50 members, was 
coincidentally formed a few months 
ago. 

For people like Ford and Hansen, 
the arrangement couldn't be better: 
the club has access to and manage­
ment of the strip Gordon Cudmore 
built in the early '70s, and can keep 
planes there, but members did not 
have to raise the funds to buy it. 

They also believe the purchaser's 
philosophy and plans for the proper­
ty would not alarm islanders. "He 
has no plans to do anything com­
mercial with it at all," said Ford. 

He does hope to hook up with 
local farmers so some of the 
Agricultural Land Reserve land can 
be cultivated, and wants to offer the 
SPCA five acres for its facilities. 

A club phone number - 653-

4828 - has been set up to deal with 
all inquiries. 

Hansen surmises much of the 
concern so far originates from a lack 
of information about the future of 
the airstrip property. But until 
Sunday, January 7, Ford said, "We 
weren't privy to (the information)." 

They are now able to answer 
questions. "If there's something we 
can't answer directly, we'll get back 
to them," said Hansen. 

Besides returning phone calls, 
club officials are willing to meet 
with neighbours on a one-to-one 
basis. 

How active the strip would ever 
become is something they can't pre­
dict with precision, but Hansen 
points to the full-service commer­
cial airport at Port Hardy for a com­
parison. It records 40 "movements" 
per day, with a movement including 
a take-off, a landing, or shift of an 
airplane from one side of the facility 
to another.

Corintemet charges questioned 
In a bid to be self-sustaining, the Corinternet Cafe is 

now charging a nominal fee for internet access. 
ment stipulates · the cafe must be sustainable, and all 
other CAP sites charge a fee. 

The cafe is charging $1 per half-hour of computer 
time for youths and seniors; $2 for others. 

Volunteers, sponsors and fundraising events are 
needed to help make the cafe work and offer free ser­
vice.

A Sunday meeting with quarry 
operators Ray and Jason Fraser heard 
neighbours' concerns about blasting, 
noise, dust and water safety. The 
Frasers were joined by engineers 
working to meet mining permit 
requirements. 

"From a Trust point of view, the 
permit is complicated by a history of 
difficulties," said trustee David 
Borrowman. "In regards to contami­
nation of surface water and springs, 
there are very different claims as to 
what was caused by the quarry previ­
ously and what measures were taken 
or not taken to remedy them." 

The Trust will decide whether to 
refuse the permit outright or draft a 
permit to meet neighbourhood con­
cerns. There is no appeal process if 
the permit is refused.

Galway, Ireland, for some 
glowing comments about Salt 
Spring art by David Burke, edi­
tor and publisher of the Tuam 
Herald, who visited here last 
summer.

Salt Spring Island is home to 
a motley collection of artists, 
aging hippies, the rich and 
retired, and ordinary people like 
you and me who run and work

The island is heavily depend­
ent on tourism, but it hasn 't 
been spoiled by it. 

It's a little like Ireland used to 
be in that it attracts the discern-

ing visitor who makes 
an effort to get there, 
rather than the mass 
market. 

The up-market clien­
tele is reflected in the 
proliferation of art gal-

leries - there are at least 13 with­
in easy walking distance of each 
other in the village of Ganges, the 
biggest centre of population on the 
island. Naturally the quality varies, 
but even the commonplace is of a 
high standard and some of the 
work is extraordinarily good. 

I got to see all I could on a 
Tuesday morning walkabout, and if 
my pockets were as deep as those 
of the rich Americans who berth 
their yachts in the marina, I would 
have had a severe excess baggage 

problem on the flight home. 
Kathy Venter is a South African 

sculptor who has made her home 
here and works in terracotta, usual­
ly in life size figures. 

Her technique is very advanced 
and she features in a private collec­
tion in Ireland, as well as in South 
Africa, Canada, the U.S., etc. She 
exhibits in the Vortex Gallery. 

Just a couple of doors down the 
street is the Naikai Gallery where 
hangs the work of another immi­
grant, Carol Haigh from 

Lincolnshire, England ... a self­
taught painter who has the finest 
hyper-realist technique I have ever 
seen. 

She works in acrylic on illustra­
tor board, painting scenes of beach, 
boat and sea which look at first 
glance as if they are printed repro­
ductions, so fi ne is the brushwork. 
Her work is not just technically 
excellent: it also has depth of soul. 

The gallery owner, Don 
Monteith, says she could command 
three or four times her price of 
$5,000 to $7,000 per painting were 
she to exhibit in Seattle or Los 
Angeles, but she refuses, preferring 
to remain on her island with her 
family.

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Aerodrome threatens more than Salt Spring serenity 
By CARA JOY HUGHES 

At the outset let me say I'm sure 
no one here harbours resentment or 
anger or bad feelings against pilots 
who live on Salt Spring and want 
to have their private planes based 
here. Let me assure you we under­
stand your relationship with the 
insurers - with a registered aero­
drome (Section 301) you can 
negotiate reasonable insurance 
rates to cover your aircraft when 
they are based here. And there is 
great convenience in having your 
aircraft here, your recreational 
hobby at hand. With this we sym­
pathize. 

That said, let me present to you 
some of the fears and anxieties of 
our community, especially resi­
dents of the southern part of the 
island, should Cudmore's airstrip 
be registered and published in the 
March gazette. I speak for myself 
but I believe I represent a majority 
view. 

Firstly, you do not own the land 
and you, your newly formed club, 
cannot control future development 
on that land nor direct future 
changes of ownership. You cannot 
bind future owners, though you 
may influence future development 
(perhaps with self-interest). You 
would be tenants , likely paying 
fees for use of the strip and any 
future facilities it spawns. 

Secondly, you are plane enthusi­
asts and enjoy taking off and 
wheeling around the skies in your 
small aircraft. For sure. Probably 
even the noise is exhilarating. But 
afterwards you go home from

Fulford to a quieter place. Likely 
no one of you would be at the 
aerodrome each and every day. So 
your enthusiasm would remain 
unabated, unaffected by increasing 
air traffic, and air and noise pollu­
tion in and around the valley. 

Thirdly, as time goes by, it is 
inevitable that you "think bigger," 
want enhanced facilities. It is 
human nature. Lights would mean 
safer landin~s at dusk and when 
those sudden ground fogs swirl. 
And, of course, hangars to garage 
the aircraft. Then the tinkerers and 
tuners would want a maintenance 
area , a machine shop: vroom, 
vroom- just testing! And for 
your planes based there, or even 
for vis-iting aircraft, fuelling 
becomes almost a necessity: per­
haps your airpark patron would 
share in purchase of one of those 
special aircraft fuelling trucks. It 
could do the dangerous cargo run 
from Vesuvius and tank up in 
Duncan as needed. 

Of course the locked enclosure 
for it and the cement pads for a 
fuelling area would be in place. 
And since the valley floor can be 
soggy at this late winter season, it 
is sensible that a paved runway be 
built for safety. Transport Canada 
would doubtless agree. Nice little 

aerodrome we've got going here. 
Well, I hear you say, so what, 

lady? No big deal. It's our choice 
of recreation. 

Ah, but you would have a regis­
tered aerodrome in the heart of the 
tourist-attractive Gulf Islands. 
Nothing - and certainly not your 
club - could discourage increas­
ing traffic. This is a great place to 
hop for a visit. One of the visitors 
might even write us up for your 
COPA magazine. Some enterpris­
ing small charter company in, say, 
Seattle, just 45 minutes away, 
could see a golden opportunity for 
running passengers to and from 
Salt Spring, even hook up 'with 
some B&Bs at cheaper rates. (Not 
a "commercial thing," of "airport" 
status, certainly not!) And there are 
many potential "Seattles" nearby. 
The Ganges-based water charters 
could schedule land-based flights. 
For many, flying here from another 
airport might seem quicker and 
cheaper than a ferry hassle, right? 
Next, a Ganges-based car rental 
would have an agent on site for 
pre-arranged arrivals . 
"Unofficially" they might open a 
wee office, maybe base some cars 
at the aerodrome. And long-term 
parking for islanders? "The sky's 
the limit." 

Perhaps another easement could 
be obtained, enabling a longer run­
way. By golly, we could accom­
modate mini turboprops! 

Though perhaps not directly 
involved with our mysterious pur­
chasers, the Texada folks must be 
licking their chops. Their vision of 

a new Whistler Village atop Mount 
Tuam is certainly enhanced by the 
possibility of a little airfield operat­
ing in the Fulford Valley. Their real 
estate agents will love it. Big­
-bucks jet-setters they want to 
attract for beautiful "weekend con­
dos" (if built) would definitely be 
private or charter-plane types, 
scorning ferry trips to Salt Spring. 
On the big-bucks note, there is an 
ever-increasing new class of young 
millionaires from the software and 
communications industries,-and I 
understand one toy of preference 
for them is a small plane. A grow­
ing industry right now. 

The Minister of Transport has 
designated the Gulf Islands to be a 
sound sensitive area . My good 
sense tells me that doesn't mean 
much even now but with a regis­
tered aerodrome it would mean 
nothing. My scenario, I suggest to 
you, is a natural flowering from the 
seed of a registered and published 
aerodrome. Big money and greed 
would drive expansion. Your group 
can't know the long-term goals of 
these purchaser(s) who will pay 
over a million dollars for Mr. 
Cudmore's land if the airstrip is 
registered. 

Transport Canada officials say, 
with hand on non-existent heart, 
their only true interest is safety. 
Well, as those of us who live near 
the southern shorelines of Salt 
Spring Island know only too well, 
our prevailing winds are southeast 
and they can be perverse and sud­
den in strength. Most take-off 
flights would therefore head out 

over Drummond Park. (It's the 
direct U.S. route too). Add the 
unpredictable ground fogs, the air 
turbulence in Fulford Valley, hang 
gliders, hilly surrounds .. . this is a 
site with a raft of hazards. You who 
live here may take them in your 
stride, and let's hope familiarity 
doesn't breed disastrous contempt, 
but whatever was published would 
be no real indication of potential 
troubles awaiting visiting pilots . 
With increasing air traffic it would 
be a matter of when, not if, we 
have accidents. 

Lastly, most of us here chose to 
live on Salt Spring precisely 
because of its greenness (now in 
part threatened and out of our 
hands) and because of the particu­
lar and special serenity of the Gulf 
Islands. 

Our official community plan, 
developed over many community 
meetings, specifically rejects this 
type of land-based aerodrome. We 
do not want a mini airport in our 
beautiful heritage valley; we do not 
want increasing small plane traffic 
corning and going through our hills 
and harbour. We do not want the 
anxiety of potentially serious acci­
dents on our hillsides or in our 
park. 

For the sake of a small club of 
fortunate aircraft owners who want 
to save insurance dollars and keep 
their small planes close to home, 
we residents do not want to sacri­
fice what is dearest and best of our 
Salt Spring way of life.

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Graceful veil 
of illusion More letters from developing airport facilities 

on Salt Spring has been far more 
wide-ranging than determination of 
regulatory jurisdiction. I salute the consummate skill 

with which Jon Page of Qualicum 
defends the presence of an aero­
drome in Fulford Valley. I stand 
amazed at the artistry with which 
he interprets inconvenient facts, 
and omits the adverse ones. He is 
able to cover everything with a 
graceful veil of illusion. Let us 
examine his principal arguments, 
sentence by sentence. 

"This is a wonderful opportuni­
ty" . . . to desecrate the peace of an 
area of outstanding beauty, to bring 
the roar of machines to the tranquil 
fields in the name of ... "recre­
ation." 

"The joy of flight is deep in 
many of us ." It was deep in the 
heart of Daedalus 3,500 years ago. 
In the great myth, he conceived the 
means of flight, and paid a price, 
the life of his only son Icaru s. 
Daedalus also constructed the infa­
mous Labyrinth at Knossos where 
dwelt the monstrous Minotaur, who 
fed on the flesh of the young 
Athenian hostages. 

Where was the joy of flight when 
U.S. airmen dropped two million 
tons of bombs on Vietnam? One­
third of these bombs failed to 
explode then, and kill and mutilate 
to this day. 

"You will see the dedication and 
good humour" (of those who have 
landed their planes). 0 happy band 
of pilgrims! 0 what fun to be privi­
leged to enjoy such a lifestyle! 
Who cares for those peasants who 
live in the valley and are forced to 
endure the noise and pollution? 

"Listen to the silence as a plane 
floats down and lands"(!) With 
what tender courtesy do these good 
fellows fly! They switch off their 
·engines as they enter the valley, ·and 
glide down to the airstrip to stop 
exactly on the white line. 

"One (sort of complainer) is the 
person who has no chance of own­
ing a plane." Those whining poor, 
who are always with us! A more 
compassionate voice said "Blessed 
are the poor," and these words have 
echoed down the centuries. 

"The second (sort) is the retired 
person ... Life does not go to sleep 
just ·because you have." I do not 
wish to make too fine a point of it, 
but isn't there a hint of arrogance in 
that sentiment? 

"Join in, and you just might find 
there's more enjoyment out there 
than you ever dreamed of. If you're 

lucky you may even be able to 
hitch a ride." The warmth and 
boundless generosity in the first 
sentence is chilled by the conde­
scension in the second. 

It isn't really fair to this "good 
bunch," but I am put in mind of a 
verse from The Secret People by 
G.K. Chesterton: 

"We have fallen into the hands of 
the new, unhappy lords , Lords 
without wisdom or feeling, who 
dare not carry their swords; They 
live by shuffling papers, they have 
cold, hard , alien eyes, And they 
look on our love and our laughter 
as a tired man looks at flies. The 
load of their loveless pity is worse 
than the ancient wrongs; Their 
doors are closed in the evenings, 
and they have no songs." 

Yes, dear reader, it is unfair. 
Their doors would be closed if they 
were roaring out Wings over the 
World at the Fulford Arms. They 
do not need swords when weak 
regulations and a word in the right 
ear does it all. The load of their pity 
is light indeed if it is pity for what 
the machine age is destroying. 

Yes, dear reader, it is highly 
exaggerated. They do not shuffle 
papers __:_ they have clerks to do 
that. Some of them are thoroughly 
good fellows at heart. 
Unfortunately, at heart there is too 
little sensitivity, too little concern 
for those who do not share their 
enthusiasm. 

Let the last word come from 
Samantha Depledge, on page 7 of 
the January 10 Driftwood: "Don't 
take this beautiful place or the peo­
ple here for granted."

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'Out of chaos comes good:' peacekeeper off to Africa

His colleague's family is kid­
napped and murdered. His maid is 
raped and robbed. His gardener's 
brother is castrated. He holds a 
skeleton of a child in his arms as it 
expends its last breath. 

All of this and more are real 
occurrences in the realm of devel­
opment worker Howard Douglas 
Wilson, a Salt Spring resident who 
spends most of his life in post-war 
clean-up overseas. 

His domain is the aftermath of 
destruction; his job is to resurrect a 
semblance of order in countries 
wrought by war. Vestiges of death 
and hunger linger violently in such 
chaos, he says, as do live mines, 
bullet holes and wounded civil­
ians. 

When Wil son approaches an 
international post, there are chil­
dren without arms, contaminated 
water, bitterness between political 
enemies and splintered families. 
Dreams of peace permeate his 
being and perplex his senses, but 
the stench of conflict rises to 
inhabit the nostril of every person 
seeking a better way to live. 

Mozambique floods in the mon­
soon season, leaving scattered sur­
vivors to fend for daily necessities, 
not unlike her ravaging civil war, 
spurred on by a South African 
government opposed to any notion 
of socialism in its backyard. 

The 54-year-old, on-again-off­
again United Nations employee is 
a self-proclaimed "band-aid" man. 
He is paid well to wrestle the roots 
of timeless feuds, chisel at the 
stone heart that walls the peace, 
tug at the sensibility of a few good 
men amidst the countless others 
trained to the teeth in militarism 
and killing. 

And for good reason. 
Armament replenishment and 

drug peddling are the international 
businesses of choice these days, 
Wilson stated emphatically, mono-

maniacal monsters with an insa­
tiable hunger for virile young men, 
missiles, guns, prostitutes and ruth­
less dictators. 

"Post-crisis recovery" is the 
catch-all term used to identify his 
line of work. Having served the 
UN, CIDA, UNICEF, US-AID, 
CUSO and a host of non-govern­
mental agencies since 1969, job 
descriptions, countries and long­
winded titles leap from his curricu­
lum vitae like Mexican jumping 
beans: Liberia, senior demobiliza­
tion and rein tegration officer; 
Mozambique, representative of the 
Canadian governmen t; Brazi l , 
planner for the state government 
and city of Salvador; Jamaica, con­
sultant for the Ministry of Finance 
and Planning. 

who only know how to steal, f- k 
and fight?" 

Fully conscious of age and gen­
erational differences, Wilson is 
hoping his father-figure demeanour 
will have some effect on the young 
African soldiers, who are about the 
age of his own son Zachariah, a 
Gulf Islands Secondary School 
student. 

"In my opinion, the relationship 
of these young men who go to war 
is very similar energy to the young 
men in our society who do not see 
an option for their own future." 

In the weeks Wilson spent with 
his family on Salt Spring between 
jobs, he observed other clues that 
confirm the stew of global friction 
can be found simmering closer to 
home. 

His latest post transports him 
back to his favourite continent, 
beloved Africa. This very week, 
Wilson traded the comfort of his 
wife and a Salt Spring bed to bunk 
in a tent inside the confi nes of a 
UN-controlled military buffer 
zone.

The wars being fought against 
deforestation and greed-driven 
development, he said, are simply 
mirrors of the larger picture. 

Stationed between adversarial 
African states, his goal is to imple­

The for­
mer is a relatively new offspring of 
the latter, a coun try that broke 
away in pieces, leaving its mother 
landlocked and frustrated.

my and reintegrating massive num­
bers of mobilized men back into 
civilian life. 

"This is the first time the whites 
have gone back to Africa in a long 
time," he said . "Armies are not 
designed for discussion. How do 
you integrate hundreds of thou­
sands of men back into a society 

"It's a sensitive time. We have to 
learn how to come to terms with 
each other: Out of the chaos comes 
the good," he acknowledged. 

"I have a sound professional 
understanding and an open heart. 
If I'm good from the inside, I can 
be good on the outside. And it 
doesn't matter if I'm baking a pie 
or working with warring factions."

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Rainfall 
down 
weather 
not quite 
so 'blah'

Looking back at 2000, weather­
wise, it would certainly seem that 
the description I gave for last year 
could well apply again: "Blah!" 

That being said, however, the 
year did have one positive happen­
ing going for it- our total precip­
itati on was way down from the 
immediately preceding years at 
3 1.80 inches/80. 77 centimetres 
compared to approximately 50 
ins/127 ems that we have averaged 
since 1995. 

Since the major improvements 
occurred during the last three 
months of the year, this had the 
secondary benefit of more sun­
shine during that time and that, for 
most of us, was a distinct bonus. 

Precipitation statistics for the 
year, measured at a Douglas Road 
waterfront location, are as follows : 

• January: 6.17 ins (156.7 mm). 
Snow: 2.7 ins (68.6 mm). 

• February: 2.60 ins (66.0 mm) 
Snow, nil. 

• March: 2.74 ins (69.6 mm). 
• April: 1.30 ins (33.0 mm). 
• May: 2.07 ins (52.8 mm). 
• June: 2.10 ins (53.3 mm). 
• July: 1.31 ins (33.3 mm). 
• August: 0.23 ins (5.8 mm). 
• September: 0.78 ins (19 .8 

mm). 
• October: 4.02 ins (1.02.1 mm). 
• November: 3.11 ins (79.0 mm). 

Snow, nil. 
• December 5 .37 ins ( 136.4 

mm). Snow, 7.8 ins (198.1 mm). 
Totals for the year : 31 .8 ins 

(80.77 em). 
Includes snow: 10.5 ins (26. 7 

em). 
There was measurable precipita­

tion on 131 days (compared to last 
year' s 176 days). The lowest 
recorded temperature for the year 
was 27.5 F. (-2.5 C.) which just 
happens to be precisely the same 
as last year. 

The highest recorded tempera­
ture was 84 .5 F. (29 .2 C), not 
exac tly a heat-wave when com­
pared to the highest ever recorded 
of 101 F. (38.3 C.), which you may 
remember from my July report of 
last year. 

• Days with a high temperature 
of 80 F. (26 .7 C .) or higher­
eight - which is about average for 
these last five or six years . 

• Days with a daytime of 32 F. 
(0.0 C.) or less - none. 

• The last frost of spring, at 32 F. 
(0.0 C.) occurred in April, though 
it has to be noted that the tempera­
ture dropped to a most undesirable 
32.9 F (0 .5 C. ) overnight April 
23/24. 

• The first fros t of winter came 
overnight November 911 0, some­
what later than average. 

To properly close off the old 
millennium, I have calculated new 
20-year averages for 1981 to 2000 
inclusive, but not wishing to "over­
load" on an excess of numbers, I 
will give now only the new yearly 
totals and leave the monthly aver­
ages until a more appropriate time. 
These are: total precipitation, 
39.72 ins (100.88 em), which 
includes 16.8 ins (42.6 em) of 
snow. 

Though there is no requirement 
for superlatives to describe the 
year, it was nevertheless a much 
better year weather-wise than the 
previous one of 1999.

Protection society takes controversial bylaw to court

Newly formed Pender Island 
Trust Protection Society (PITPS) 
has filed a petition in B .C. 
Supreme Court asking the court to 
set aside a controversial bylaw it 
says would negatively impact 
North Pender Island residents and 
violates procedural fairness. 

The petition comes on the heels 
of adoption of Bylaw 122 by the 
North Pender Island Local Trust 
Committee (LTC) on December 8, 
2000, preceded by a public hear­
ing, and second and third readings 
on October 14. 

The hotly debated bylaw bumps 
down the three-acre minimum sub­
division size in Rural Residential 
zones to 1.5 acres. 

"Bylaw 122 signifies a complete 
reversal of provisions in the pre­
existing Bylaw 103, which regu­
lates land use. Bylaw 122 also rep­
resents a marked contradiction of 
the intent of Bylaw 103- the 

official community plan for North 
Pender - that was approved by a 
majority of voters in a 1993 refer­
endum," states the PITPS petition. 

In drafting and adopting Bylaw 
122, the petition states, the LTC 
erred by failing to consider highly 
relevant evidence relating to 
impacts on groundwater, sensitive 
environment and the rural charac­
ter of North Pender Island. 

"By increasing density you are 
putting potential pressure on water 
and sewage matters. We don't 
believe that those items have been 
properly reviewed," said society 
spokeswoman Jill Taylor. 

"We are acting with caution in 
the interest of the long-time health 
of the island and the community. 
We've got to take decisions about 
our water seriously, not just on 
Pender but all of the Gulf Islands. 
This problem is not addressed or 
dealt with in Bylaw 122." 

North Pender Island trustees Em 
Round and Wayne Wright argue 

they are simply rescinding amend­
ments that previous trustees made 
to the land use bylaw, which 
infringe on some landowners' 
property rights. 

Those changes took place in 
February 1999 and set the mini­
mum subdivision in Rural 
Residential lots at three acres. 

"There is no new legislation 
before the people," trustee Round 
said during a lengthy community 
information meeting and public 
hearing in October. "All of this 
work is remedial, to put things 
back as they were before." 

More than 58 islanders were 
present for the five-hour stalemate 
meeting, which included 30 fiery, 
opinionated and well-articulated 
speeches in opposition to - or in 
support of- the divisive bylaw. 

With substantial opposition 
from numerous residents clearly 
present at that time, some resi­
dents felt Bylaw 122 was pushed 
through second and third readings 

without enough deliberation . 
Other Driftwood sources said the 
trustees were just following 
through with campaign promises 
by adhering to their political plat­
form, which led to their winning 
the November 1999 election. 

A full-blown debate and linger­
ing division within the island com­
munity has ensued since the 
implementation of both Bylaws 
103 and its reversal Bylaw 122, 
with last week's petition to the 
B.C. Supreme Court indicating the 
fight is far from over. 

Taylor said provisions of Bylaw 
103 were developed and debated 
over a period of several years and 
drafted with the input of much of 
the comniunity. 

''This is not a personal attack on 
our trustees. We are not asking the 
courts to blame anyone. We just 
think that zoning should proceed 
with caution. Why would you sud­
denly downzone?" Taylor asked.

"We think there is an important 
principle about the nature of the 
Trust and we are looking for the 
courts to clarify what effect the 
Trust has on the way local govern­
ment deals with issues ." 

"We're not suing anyone," 
Taylor stressed. " We are only 
looking for a judicial review by 
the courts on this local govern­
ment decision made by the Islands 
Trust." 

The spokeswoman added the 
broader aspect of the society's cur­
rent activities is to use a communi­
cations campaign, initially via e­
mail, to boost awareness of devel­
opment pressure on the Trust area. 

PITPS was formed in December 
and is made up of both North and 
South Penderites. Its directors are 
Taylor, Bill Deverell, Peter Easthope, 
Kathy Curtis and Sara Steil.

The society spokeswoman 
pointed out that the current Islands 
Trust Policy Statement binds LTCs 
to directive policies when it delib­
erates· regulatory bylaws. 

Specifically, she said, Section 
5.2.3 of the policy statement reads,

their regulatory bylaws, address 
the rate of growth, if any, and 
strategies for the management of 
growth that is compatible with 
preservation and protection of the 
environment, natural amenities, 

"We found that we share a com­
mon Jove of these islands and want 
to work together for their benefit," 
Taylor said. "Above all, we sup­
port the existing philosophy and 
policy of giving protected status to 
the Trust area." 

Round and Wright made it clear 
in a written statement that they and 
the Islands Trust are not connected 
to the society.

Opening act 
Simone Grasky also warmed the 
crowd with her fluid jazz singing 
and bluesy songwriting. By the 
end of her act I could definitely 
feel the thaws of early spring. 

Mike Lamers supported her 
singing with mellow rhythm gui­
tar, which he described as a 
"slowed down Santana style." The 
two co-wrote many of the pieces 
they played together. 

In songs such as Can't Get 
Through Without You and So 
Easy, Simone's strong singing and 
Lamers' restrained rhythms pulled 
at the tension between a mature 
sense of hope and renewal in the 
face of daunting experience. 

Mama Knows, which Simone 
wrote for her "somewhat reckless" 
16-year-old daughter, and Another 
Day, a song about leaving conflict, 
both offered guidance of caution 
and care in the face of adversity. 

For fans who would like to hear 
more of their sultry so und, 
Simone intimated that a CD is 
soon on the way. 

With six guitars and a mandolin 
all propped on stands around the 
stage, I was surprised to see David 
Essig stroll out to play alone for 
the main act. 

Essig sat down and commenced 
his performance with a meditative 

!:dav 
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and hypnotic guitar piece that 
gradually transformed into a fre­
netic rhythm and blues crusade 
with bold exhortations and holler­
ings of Don't Step on My Beloved 
Rebel Flag, an old Essig classic. 

Halfway through the song, 
Essig hauled out his trusty 5/8" 
deepwell socket wrench, slipped it 
on his ring finger and ripped up 
the neck of his blues guitar with a 
withering combination of slide 
chords and finger picking. 

Suddenly it began to sound as if 
a seven-piece Essig Brothers band 
had materialized on stage in sup­
port of the rollicking singer, but 
then he cut into storytelling mode 
and the song was transformed 
once again into an intimate tale of 
one old man's des pair and 
redemption. 

Essig took us down to the Delta 
to share the Missis sippi John 
HurtMedley, where old blues from 
the 1920s and '30s were inter­
spersed wi th a rambling mono­
logue that drew the audience into 
smoky honky tonk parlours to hear 
about a dapper legend in a three­
piece suit who beat out tunes on a 
little guitar. 

"I always wondered what would 
have happened if the Reverend 
Davis had added a little of his rag­
time to Hurt ' s version of 
Ca ndyman," Essig spec ulated 
aloud as he threw the two styles 
together into a duet of guitarists on 
one fret board. 

Essig then sang two contrasting 
tunes about country fairs and car­
nivals. 

Circus Song offered dark and 
gritty perspectives on the demysti­
fied life of carnival performers. 
Essig segued from this song which 
he described as "National Film 
Board style" into a "tightly 

... fiii~$~N··· 
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wrapped evening of sorrow" in 
Fair Days, which he described as 
being more "like an Alice Munro 
story." 

Just before intermission, Essig 
played Qu iet Mo ney, a song 
inspired by an arms deal he'd wit­
nessed at a hotel cafe in Zurich. 
Essig had been deeply disturbed 
by the incident and wanted people 
to realize that "any time a weapon 
is fired or a war starts in some dis­
tant country, somebody wrote a 
cheque." 

In the song Tampa, Essig was 
inspired by a postcard hi s wife 
Milena had found to create a tune 
in the style of the old Delmore 
Brothers tha t expl ored sexu al 
harassment in the 1900s. "A tall 
order for a lesser bridegroom," he 
joked, referring to the postcard 
being found and the challenge to 
write a song about it being issued 
on their honeymoon. Essig danced 
around the chords of this tune with 
elaborate finger picking and undu­
lating rhythms o n his 1927 
National Duolium steelbody gui­
tar. 

Into the Lowering Sky , 
inspired by Chapter 4 of 
Malcolm Lowry's deep and dark 
novel Under the Volcano , 
explored a dystopic vi sion of 
faith, he said. Massive shifts in 
tempo and dynamics-left me reel­
ing as Essig bounced from furi­
ous frenetic picking to resonating 
open-tuned hypnotic dirges . 
Songs spilled out from within 
other songs like dark rantings on 
a psychologis t 's couch but, to 
borrow lyrics from Essig's song­
writing, he "never wandered too 
far from the shore." 

Near the end of the evening 
Essig promised us a collection of 
new material that offered a happier 

perspective on life. 
Your Mother's Shoes rang with 

the warm nostalgia of romance 
and long-time friendships. 

Es sig suggested th at 
Declaratio n Day would be his 
intimation of "the way love 
walks" - in contrast to his well­
known song called The Way Hate 
Walks. When the opening lyrics 
of this song told of a man who 
opened up his head with a 12-
gauge shotgun, I began to won­
der whether Mr. Essig has a 
deeply twisted sense of love and 
happiness or an excessive pen­
chant for black humour. But, fol­
lowing an ins anely complex 
storm of notes and discordant 
syncopated rhythms, the song 
began to smooth into a redemp­
tive calm and "the shadow of sal­
vation's door" began to fall upon 
us all. 

After a thunderous round of 
applause, Essig sent us off into 
the dark of winter with a gentle 
lullaby for adults called End of a 
Long Sweet Ride. ' 

All through the chilly drive 
home, I found myself haunted, 
amused and enlightened by the 
scope of Essig's rich and complex 
artistic vision.

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High school dancers prepare to 'dance with fire'

If music is the language of the 
soul, then dance is the spirit that 
exists to manifest its movement. 

And what better way to v'iew 
that fluidity th an with Salt 
Spring teenagers dancing a rain­
bow of pieces in their semester­
end performance this weekend? 

A total of 35 Gulf Island 
Secondary School (GISS) stu­
dents will twist, bend, leap, flex 
and spin their way through 16 
da nce movements , ranging in 
style from ballet to contempo­
rary, jazz to swing , hiphop to 
modern . Many of the pieces are 
choreographed by the you th s 
themselves , who have been 
preparing for months to present 
the climax of their year-long 
training. 

"These kids are so creative. 
They are excited, they are keen 
and they just come up with these 
fantastic ideas," said Sonia 
Langer GISS dance teacher. 

And what tools do the students 
require to accomplish their 
feats? 

Langer said it's really quite 
rudimentary. 

Give them the opportunity, 
space, time and encouragement 
to do it and they fly. 

"They deserve the credit. They 
are the ones who are pulling it 
off and I'm just giving them the 
chance," she said. 

Langer contests that dance is 
the most bare, the most vulnera­
ble of all the performing arts. 

Imagine the scene: The stage 
is empty. A lone dancer takes the 
floor. There is no script to 
clutch, no instrument to play, no 
words to veil the nervous body. 
It is the dancer and her physical­
ity alone which transports the 
story. 

"Dance really does work on 
self-confidence and that's so 
important for teenagers. There is 
nothing to hide behind," the 
dance coach observed. 

Langer landed on Salt Spring 
two years ago and wasted no 
time hoisting the GISS dance 
department to new heights. 
Along with drama and music 
teachers, she is working to edify 
a performing arts department at 
GISS for years to come. 

"The long-term vision is to 
build the program in numbers 
and in quality," she said. "The 
dance program is growing. There 
is a renewed interest in dance. 
People are in the studio at lunch, 
students training in the 
evenings." 

This year, 90 teenagers from 
grades nine through 12 opted for 
dance class, choosing from an 
arts curriculum that encompasses 
music, drama, dance and visual 
art. Aside from the obvious 
physical benefits of fitness, flex­
ibility and balance, Langer said 
dance instills many secondary 
ski lls which enhance youth in 
other areas. 

"It takes a lot of team work," 
she said. "It takes a lot of com­
munication in groups. For each 
member to learn the moves, it 

takes cooperation and listening. 
This is the stuff of life. These are 
life skills." 

While this mode of physical 
expression has been primarily a 
female domain at GISS, Langer 
is hopeful more young men will 
catch the dance wave. The more 
boys who join the ranks, she 
said, the easier it becomes for 
the rest to follow suit. (Four of 
the 35 young dancers taking the 
stage Friday are boys, roughly 
11 per cent.) 

"Dance gives them a method 
of expression. The energy and 
the vibrancy of what dance 
means to the kids cannot be 
duplicated. It gives them a space 
to perform and move in ways 
that they want to." And Langer 
should know of what she speaks. 

The dance instructor cannot 
recall a time when she didn't 
dance or revel in the world of 
movement. Since graduating 
from York University's dance 
program, she shot ahead like a 
race horse to teach the very sub-

- ject that gives her own life 
vibrancy and meaning. 

"The most basic form of com­
munication happens with the 
body. It's exhilarating to commu­
nicate in that way. It's enlighten­
ing, invigorating and totally, 
completely uplifting," she 
enthused. 

Most of the students who 
prance the mat in GISS' dance 
studio have no previous training 
whatsoever, said Langer, who 
seizes this chance to develop 
and encourage a lifelong interest 
in dance. 

"I'm excited with this new 
energy for dance that I see in the 
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school and I'd like to take that 
and run with it. I hope that peo­
ple come and see the perfor­
mance. The kids have been 
working hard and this is a culmi­
nation of their efforts. The kids 
deserve a big audience." 

Bailar Con Fuego (Dancing 
with Fire) is a one-night, knock­
your-pants-off presentation slat­
ed for Friday, January 19 at 7:30 
p.m. Prices are $7 for students 
and seniors, $10 for adults. 

Aside from covering the rental 
costs at ArtSpring, monies raised 
at Bailar Con Fuego are ear­
marked for a new sound system 
for GISS students. "The more 
dance we have at the high school, 
the more we build the dance 
audience on the island. And 
that's good for everyone," Langer 
said.
