Roads and ferries freeze up in big chill 
Over 75 in ditches; islanders search for hot chocolate While a few cars crept down frozen roads to 

and from Ganges on Sunday, gumboot-wearing 
islanders could be seen at roadsides, making 
their way into town on foot.

Sub-zero temperatures made armfuls of pow­
dery snow available at the doorstep of every Gulf 
Islander over the weekend. 

But once anyone ventured beyond their back­
yard, the picturesque snowfall and subsequent 
ice proved to be a menace on roadways. 

As of Thesday at noon, over 75 vehicles were 
towed by Johnson's Automotive and Me & Ron's 
Towing alone. The towing companies worked 
around the clock pulling vehicles of all kinds, 
including a five-ton moving truck, out of ditches 
since late Friday afternoon when the snow first 
began to fall. 

"People are going places where they shouldn't," 
said towing company owner Ron Dewar of the icy 
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conditions that top anything seen by islanders 
last year due to the colder-than-usual tempera­
tures. (See separate weather story in this issue.) 

Many drivers, he said, have the misconception 
that all-season tires are suitable for snow. 

"People need to drive with snow tires," he said, 
adding islanders need to buy snow tires with "a 
mud and snow rating with an aggressive style of 
tread." 

Despite a large number of vehicles sliding off 
roadsides, the RCMP reported no collisions or 
major vehicle accidents caused by ice or snow. 

Ferry ridership was down 50 per cent on 
Sunday on both Long Harbour-Swartz Bay and 
Vesuvius Bay-Crofton routes, indicating people 
opted to stay home rather than brave slippery 
roads. 

From outside TJ Beans, with patio chairs 
unusually stacked and covered in snow, the cof­
fee shop appeared closed. 

But it was one of only a few gathering places 
open in Ganges on Sunday. Inside, the coffee 
shop buzzed with previously cooped-up resi­
dents eager to get out of their homes and stretch 
their legs. 

TJ Beans baristas report hot chocolate was 
the drink of choice for customers looking for a 
seasonal warm-up. 

When the work week started up again on 
Monday and Tuesday, islanders on their way 
to work made use of Salt Spring public transit,

Salt Spring crash

A provincial court judge has 
found a Campbell River man, 
charged following a car colli­
sion that resulted in the death 
of Salt Spring's Katherine Chor­
ney, guilty of dangerous driving 
causing death. 

Noting a lack of evidence, Jus­
tice Brian MacKenzie issued a 
stay of proceedings on an asso­
ciated charge of impaired driv­
ing causing death when deliver­
ing his judgment in a Victoria 
courtroom on Thesday, Dec. 9. 

According to Crown prosecu­
tor Steve Fudge, the short peri­
od of time between when Brian 
Mcivor reportedly consumed 
his last alcoholic beverage and 
the collision made obtaining 
accurate blood-alcohol read­
ings problematic for RCMP offi­
cers attending the scene. 

Court heard that Mcivor 
finished drinking a bottle of 
cider approximately five min­
utes before the collision, Fudge 
said. 

Despite Crown's failure to 
convict Mcivor on the impaired 
driving charge, Fudge said he is 
still pursuing a jail sentence. 

'Til be looking for some real 
jail time, but the sentencing in 
these cases is all over the map," 
Fudge added. "The low end is 
around four to six months." 

Justice MacKenzie is expect­
ed to deliver Mcivor's sentence 
in early January. 

Mcivor, 58, was behind the 
wheel when his north-bound 
Dodge pick-up truck crossed 
over the centre line and hit an 
oncoming vehicle on North End 
Road near St. Mark's Anglican 
Church on Oct. 24, 2007, killing 
the vehicle's lone occupant.

According to the Driftwood's 
archives, the last time Salt Spring had 
anything close to a white Christmas 
was in 1996. That's the year many may 
remember as one of the snowiest on 
record and though much of the record­
breaking level of precipitation fell after 
Christmas, a storm earlier in the week 
left some of the white stuff lingering on 
Christmas Day. 

According to Anne McCarthy, a mete­
orologist with Environment Canada 
based in Victoria, Salt Spring Island has 
a 10 per cent probability of having a 
white Christmas in any given year. 

"That's among the lowest in the 
country, but, with snow already on 
the ground, the odds are getting more 
likely," she said in an interview on 
Thesday. 

This overturned car slipped off Ganges 
Hill and into the Sea breeze parking lot, 
a victim of icy roads. 

McCarthy said Salt Spring Island and 
the rest of the region is being subjected 
to "screaming northerly winds" head­
ing to the coast from the continent's 
interior. 

The phenomenon is made possible 
by a strong high pressure system over 
much of central-northern North Amer­
ica and a low-pressure system just off 
the continent's west coast. 

She said weather watchers may 
notice irregular wind patterns and a 
lack of the usual marine moistness in 
the air. 

"It's of interest because weather in 

The outflow of Arctic air is responsi­
ble for cold temperatures that included 
a low of -8 C overnight on Dec. 15 and 
daytime highs that are struggling to 
reach the freezing point, according to 
data recorded at a University ofVicto­
ria weather station placed on the roof 
of Gulf Islands Secondary School. 

Following the weekend's dump, 
"Banana Joe" Clemente recorded 19.05 
centimetres (7.5 inches) of snow near 
his home on North End Road. 

Island weather observer Robert 
Aston said he's not seen anything like 
this in quite some time. 

"It'll be the first time we've had a 
daytime temperature this low in 25 
years," he said. "We normally get down 
there, but by the middle of the day it's 
gone up."

Christmas 'ferries' may have cast a spell on shoppers 
"Winter Super Sale" could be 

taking shoppers off-island

Shopping off-island is always a trade-off 
between how much it costs to travel and how 
much can be saved by potential box-store 
discounts. 

B.C. Ferries fares slashed by a third since 
Dec. 1 will make off-island Christmas shop­
ping slightly more affordable than last year. 
But whether cheap travel will prompt island­
ers to join big city box store line-ups the week 
before Christmas remains to be seen. 

Popular off-island shopping destinations 
include Duncan, Nanaimo and Victoria. For 
some looking for a greater diversity of cloth­
ing, toys, board games and electronics than 
what is available in Salt Spring stores, pay­
ing the $28.35 fare for two adults in a small 
vehicle, plus gas, parking and meal costs to 
shop in Victoria could seem like a drop in the 
bucket of Christmas expenses.

There is evidence that Canadian con­
sumers are being more thrifty with their 
Christmas spending this year due to a shaky 
economy. 

After the index of consumer confidence 
plunged nearly 12 points in October, it con­
tinued to slide in November, falling another 
2.9 points to 71, the lowest it's seen since the 
recession of the early 1980s. 

Media have reported that Canadian shop­
pers are looking for the best bargains and 
stores are offering deep discounts in attempts 
to make sales. 

Local stores like Old Salty and Mouat's 
Hardware have been forced to similarly fol­
low suit and offer sales as well to keep up

with off-island competitors. Some local gas 
stations have been offering special induce­
ments to their customers as well. 

Despite the island being known for its local 
shopping ethics, sales at Mouat's stores are 
down "significantly" this Christmas season 
compared to last, according to Mouat's co­
owner Kevin Bell. 

"There's no doubt we're selling far less than 
we have in previous years," he said, speculat­
ing more shoppers may be buying less due to 
economic uncertainty or going off-island to 
take advantage of BC Ferries' Winter Super 
Sale. 

The 33 per cent reduced fare and fuel 
surcharge drop may have indeed spurred 
December ferry travel. 

Between Dec. 1-14 this year, 778 more peo­
ple took the ferry from Fulford Harbour to 
Swartz Bay than during the same time period 
last year, according to BC Ferries. 

But for those who are quick to think they 
are getting a big deal on the ferries, in fact, 
travel from Salt Spring to Victoria is only 
$7.92 cheaper for two adults in a small car 
than it was in December last year - the 
price of two lattes -without fuel charges in 
the calculating mix. 

Bell hopes sales at Mouat's will pick up 
soon, following this past weekend when 
snow may have kept many shoppers at 
home. 

"We're hoping for a brisk last week before 
Christmas," he said. 

When it comes to gauging Christmas 
shopping habits, and whether or not Salt 
Springers are shopping more or less, or on­
or off-island, Salt Spring shoppers may not 
be your "average animal." 

Shopping local is a celebrated tradition on 
Salt Spring. 

"You can go to your neighbour to buy a 
Christmas gift because so many people are 
artisans," said Cody Conner at Winterfest at 
the Salt Spring Centre on Saturday- one of 
several local Christmas shopping extrava­
ganzas on the island. 

Whether the pride many Salt Springers 
take in shopping local and supporting 
their community is being outweighed by 
other concerns will be difficult to say until 
after all the till receipts are counted at the 
end of the month.

Islanders urged to protect Hope Hill trails 
Road proposal

A Salt Spring resident is 
calling on islan~ers to ramp 
up their efforts to sway the 
province's Integrated Land 
Management Bureau to deny 
an application to construct 

a road through a series of 
hiking trails near Hope Hill 
on the island's south end. 

Avid hiker Charles Kahn 
said the portion of Crown 
land through which Bears­
den Enterprises Ltd. seeks 
to build an access road 
for a proposed 11-lot sub­
division contains some of 
the island's most beautiful 
and extensive examples of 
endangered plant ecosys­
tems made up of Douglas 
fir, lodgepole pine and grey 
rock-moss. 

As evidence of the area's 
environmental significance, 
Kahn said, land around the 
Hope Hill area has been 
identified as potential park­
land within the Capital 
Regional District's Regional 
Parks Master Plan. 

"The environmental 
integrity and recreational 
value of this land is cur­
rently threatened by this 
development proposal," 
Kahn said. 

Kahn and other members 
of the Friends of Salt Spring 
Parks group argue that 
approving the application

George Ehring said 
the current LTC remains 
opposed to the proposed 
road, but the final decision 
is up to the province. 

"The local Trust com­
mittee has not changed its 
mind on this," Ehring said. 

A meeting with the devel­
oper, provincial government 
representatives and neigh­
bouring land owners held 
following the August Trust 
meeting turned up a "short­
age of alternatives," Ehring 
added. 

The application may 
return to the LTC for referral 
in January, he said.

New hospital group 
holds first meeting

The newly formed Ad 
Hoc Save Our Surgery (SOS) 
committee will host its first 
public meeting on Thurs­
day, Dec. 18 at 7 p.m. at the 
Community Gospel Chapel.

The group has taken on 
the role of a Vancouver lsland 
Health Authority (VIHA) 
watchdog aimed at getting 
concrete details about VlHA's 
ongoing recruitment for a lady 
Minto Hospital surgeon. 

"Why is it taking so long?"

named in a telephone inter­
view Thesday. 

" ... although assurances have 
been received to the effect 
that surgical services will be 
maintained here, the lack of 
progress has become unac­
ceptable to the community." 

The committee asked that 
VIHA respond by Dec. 15. As 
ofThesday afternoon, no offi­
cial response was ~ceived. 

The public will be asked to 
vote at Thursday's SOS meet­
ing on the ad hoc committee's 
mandate to act on their behalf. 

In related news, lady Minto 
Hospital Foundation president 
Gil Schultz has met twice in the 
past two months with VIHA 
executives and hospital chief 
of staffDr. Shane Barclay about 
the operating room matter. 

He said the foundation 
has agreed to pay for train­
ing courses required to cer­
tify nurses in current surgi­
cal equipment sterilization 
procedures. Streamlined 
sterilization procedures are 
expected to help attract a sur­
geon to the hospital.

Private space created for dying residents 
Foundation funds palliative 
suite makeover for ECU 
patients

Privacy is paramount for a person 
in the last hours of his or her life. 

But for Lady Minto Hospital 
extended care patients who receive 
visiting family members in a four­
bed ward, getting time alone isn't 
always easy. 

"[The wards] make it difficult for 
the family to come in on a contin­
ual basis because it disturbs other 
residents in the room," said Pat Des­
bottes, a Bessie Dane Hospice vol­
unteer who has sat with dying hos­
pital patients on Salt Spring for the 
past 25 years. 

To provide a more private and 
"homey" space for both the dying 
patient, family members and friends, 
the Lady Minto Hospital Founda­
tion (LMHF) board of directors has 
agreed to put $56,000 towards a pal­
liative care suite in the hospital's 
extended care unit (ECU). 

The target date for completion is 
February 2009. 

Construction is underway, with an 
existing ECU room being renovated. 

The plan includes new furniture, an 
entertainment unit with television 
and radio, and a private patio directly 
accessed from the room. 

"The whole emphasis is to take 
away the medical atmosphere and 
create a positive, restful environment 
for people," said Diana Hayes, the 
hospital's administrative assistant, 
on Friday. 

Hayes explained that although the 
foundation had helped fund a simi­
lar palliative care suite in the acute 
care wing in 2005, it is difficult and 
disruptive to move extended care 
patients to acute care - located at 
the other end of the hospital. 

The new suite, right in the ECU, 
will mean extended care patients will 
have a palliative suite of their own 
and will not have to be transferred to 
the acute care. palliative unit where 
their surroundings are entirely unfa­
miliar. 

"Having this dedicated space ... 
will also ensure that our residents will 
experience continuity of care on the 
same unit that has been their home 
with familiar staff, including nurses 
and nurse aides who have known 
them and cared for them for some 
time," states a LMHF press release. 

Desbottes said she supports the 
new suite "100 per cent." 

Based on comments she's received 

from family members about the 
existing suite in the acute care wing, 
she believes the new suite will be 
well received.

They tell her that while they 
could not have had their loved one 
at home, the suite is "the next best 
thing." 

Lady Minto Hospital has approx­
imately 31 ECU residents at all 
times. 

Hayes says there has been a need 
for a renovated suite for some time, 
since every month at least one per­
son in extended care requires pallia­
tive care.

Judge commends assault victim 
Dangerous 

drivers suffer the

A provincial court judge 
commended the efforts of 
a Salt Spring Island woman 
who reported and followed 
through with a charge stem­
ming from her partner's 
abusive behaviour, follow­
ing an incident dating to 
Jan. 23, 2008. 

"You did the right thing," 
said Justice J. Wood in 
Ganges court last Tuesday. 
"There is no reason you, or 
any other women for that 
matter, should have to put 
up with this kind of behav­
iour." 

The accused, a 40-some-

thing male, received a condi­
tional discharge and a nine­
month probation order after 
he pleaded guilty to a single 
charge of assault. 

Court heard that the 
accused stopped his car 
along North End Road and 
proceeded to throw his 
partner into St. Mary Lake 
after an argument broke 
out during the couple's 
drive home. 

"I don't know where you 
learned that this is an appro­
priate way to deal with a 
conflict," the judge said. 

The accused told the court 
he was trying to diffuse what 
he thought was a dangerous 
situation. 

"Ifl had a bucket of water, 
I would have started with 
that," he said. "Hopefully 
this is the last time I see the 
inside of a courthouse." 

The accused will have to 
attend relationship counsel­
ling sessions to fulfill condi­
tions of his probation. 

Names of those involved 
have been omitted out of 
respect for the victim's pri­
vacy. 

In other court news: 
• A woman stopped by 

Salt Spring RCMP following 
a near collision with a police 
cruiser on Lower Ganges 
Road was fined $600 after 
pleading guilty to driving 
without due care and atten­
tion. 

Laurie Little acknowl­
edged that she had "a few 
drinks" before she failed a 
roadside alcohol screening 
device conducted by RCMP 
officers on Jan. 28, 2008. 

Speaking on Little's behalf, 
defence lawyer Tybring 
Hemphill argued that his 
client's ability to "sustain a 
safe lifestyle may be unduly 
impacted by a suspended 
licence." 

Hemphill submitted let­
ters of recommendation 
speaking to his client's "good 
character and previous years

of good driving." 
Whether or not Little will 

lose her driving privileges 
is now the decision of the 
province's superintendent 
of motor vehicles. 

"Almost driving into a 
marked police vehicle is cer­
tainly evidence of driving 
without due care and atten­
tion," said Justice Wood. 

• A former Salt Spring resi­
dent now living in Victoria 
received a $600 fine and a 
one-year driving prohibi­
tion after he pleaded guilty 
to driving with a blood alco­
hollevel above .08. 

Jonah Fisher told the court 
he has taken major steps to 
clean up his life since RCMP 
officers charged him after a 
single-vehicle accident near 
the intersection of Fulford­
Ganges and Cranberry roads 
on April1, 2008. 

Fisher admitted that he 
"had been drinking all day 
at the beach" when emer­
gency crews arrived on the 
scene to free him from his 
vehicle. He later provided 
blood-alcohol readings of 
0.240, three times the legal 
limit, at the RCMP detach­
ment. 

Fisher said he attends 
Alcoholics Anonymous 
meetings every two days, has 
completed a 28-day residen­
tial treatment program and 
has not had a drink since the 
accident. 

"I recognize the sever­
ity of the problem I have 
and I recognize that I jeop­
ardized the public's safe­
ty and I never want to do 
that again," Fisher told the 
court. "I recognize that I 
can never touch a drop of 
alcohol for the rest of my 
living days." 

• Justice Wood issued a 
$500 fine and a one-year 
driving prohibition to a 
former Salt Springer now 
residing in PortAlberni after 
hearing the accused's guilty 
plea to driving on a sus­
pended licence. 

Kenneth Howe was 
observed driving onto the 
ferry at Crofton on Aug. 28, 

2008 by an off-duty police 
officer who recognized him 
from a prior incident. 

The officer notified the 
Salt Spring detachment 
and informed Howe that 
the vehicle he was driving 
would be impounded. 

"I slipped up and am will­
ing to deal with the conse­
quences," Howe said. "I got 
ambitious and just wanted 
to drive the truck onto the 
ferry." 

Justice Wood gave Howe 
until August 2009 to pay the 
fine. 

"Given your circumstanc­
es and that you are able to 
work, I suggest you go out, 
find a job and get this paid 
off," he said. 

• An island youth received 
an absolute discharge after 
he pleaded guilty to pos­
session of marijuana in an 
incident dating to March 29, 
2008. 

"In this case you deserve 
an absolute discharge and 
you'll get one," said Justice 
Wood. "Don't sin again." 

Salt Spring RCMP stopped 
the youth as he was walk­
ing by the side of the road 
following reports his black 
pick-up truck was spotted 
"doing donuts" and driving 
erratically near Ganges. 

Though the accused 
denied that he had driven 
his vehicle that evening, 
police discovered a pipe and 
a small bag containing an 
undisclosed amount of mar­
ijuana in the youth's pock­
ets during the interrogation 
process. 

Defence lawyer Michael 
Coleman told the court the 
young man was exceedingly 
co-operative during the inci­
dent. He also presented the 
judge with a letter of sup­
port written by the accused's 
mother. 

"He seems to have made 
some real progress to 
become a solid member of 
society," Coleman told the 
court. "He has learned from 
this experience and has no 
intention of getting himself 
in this position again."

Gabriola trustee Sheila Malcolmson will 
chair the committee while North Pend­
er Island trustee Gary Steeves, Denman 
Island trustee Louise Bell and trustee Peter 
Luckham of Thetis Island will serve as vice 
chairs. 

Malcolmson will also sit as chair of the 
Salt Spring Island Local Trust Committee 
(LTC). 

As chair of Salt Spring's LTC, Malcolm­
son will act as the tie breaker in the event 
of a deadlock between trustees George 
Ehring and Christine Torgrimson. 

"I'm pleased with the representation 
on our executive committee this term," 
Malcolmson said in a press release issued 
on Dec. 11. 

"I think it's going to be a strong, focussed 
team well suited to address the opportu­
nities and challenges we will face." 

Malcolmson has served as a local trust­
ee on Gabriola for six years, and been a 
member of the Islands Trust Local Plan­
ning Committee, Financial Planning and 
Audit Committee, and Trust Programs 
Committee. 

Ehring said trustees were in the fortu­
nate position of selecting from several 
qualified and experienced candidates. 

"It's nice to have to choose between two 
good people," he said, noting that it was 
he who nominated Malcolmson for the 
position. 

Trust Council also nominated Salt Spring 
trustee Christine Torgrimson to the Trust 
Fund Board. 

Council also discussed preliminary 
details regarding the Islands Trust 2009 
operating budget. 

Ehring said staffing will remain the 
major component of the 2009 budget. He 
said trustees are aware of a need to reduce 
pressures on taxpayers, given the ongoing 
economic slowdown.

Salt Spring Air is follow­
ing through with a pledge 
to remain a carbon-neutral 
airline by handing out 150 
yellow cedar saplings to 
customers beginning last 
week. 

"We hope to do this every 
year," said Phillip Reece, the 
Salt Spring Air employee 
who oversees the program. 
"Hopefully we can hand out 
even more next year because 
we'll have more customers."

That's how many trees 
Salt Spring Air must plant 
in order to balance the com­
pany's annual greenhouse 
gas emissions. 

The company chose to 
hand out yellow cedar seed­
lings because they are deer 
resistant, fast growing and 
native to the region. The 
trees are expected to capture 
and store carbon dioxide for 
up to 200 years. 

After that, Reece said, it's 
hoped that the world will 
have developed a perma­
nent solution to mitigating

the effects of greenhouse 
gases on climate change. 

According to Reece, a 
mature tree will absorb 
approximately 22 kilograms 
(48 pounds) of carbon diox­
ide per year. 

As of Monday, the airline 
had given out roughly 90 
trees to frequent flyers and 
other customers who prom­
ised to plant and care for 
their sapling. Reece said he 
hopes the remaining trees, 
lining the walls and win­
dowsills of the airline's head 
office in Ganges, will be 
handed out by Christmas. 

"We want to make sure 
[the recipients] are com­
mitted to this," he said. 
"It's like a puppy, it's for 
life." 

Unlike a puppy, however, 
all people have to do with 
their young cedar is find a 
nice moist spot in the yard, 
plant it and let nature do 
most of the work. 

The tree-planting ini­
tiative coincides with the 
airline's attempts to foster 
renewable energy projects 
and promote alternatives to 
fossil-fuel-based transpor­
tation on the island.

expedient. I first became aware of the Islands Trust's author­
ity to make changes to zoning when it was learned Salt Spring 
Coffee Company planned to enlarge and relocate its coffee 
roasting factory to our rural neighbourhood at 1501 Fulford­
Ganges Road. 

The 2.6-acre property bought by Salt Spring Coffee Company 
(SSCC) is zoned Rural and in the Rural Neighbourhoods desig­
nation of the OCP. The relocation plan includes an application 
to the Islands Trust to amend the OCP, changing the property 
from the Rural Neighbourhoods designation to Industrial and 
Commercial Services. 

This small acreage (now owned by SSCC) is within the Ford 
Lake watershed, which includes a large and ecologically sensi­
tive bird sanctuary owned by Ducks Unlimited and addition­
ally is confirmed by Province of B.C. environmental reports to 
be an important ecological area. 

When SSCC revealed its massive growth plan and relocation 
strategy to our community the following details emerged: 

1) Proposed floor space expansion at this time will be several 
times its current size, growing to approximately 13,000 square 
feet of industrial and commercial space. More importantly, I 
believe the rezoning bylaw is so open to growth possibilities it 
is staggering! 

2) Roasting activities will require frequent services to and 
from the coffee factory, significantly impacting traffic patterns 
and road safety on Fulford-Ganges Road. Traffic safety has yet 
to be considered. 

3) The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency has docu-

may be used, toxic emissions from the roasting process can 
never be entirely eliminated by more than 8Q per cent with 
current means. 

4) SSCC's expansion plans clearly reveal their desire to 
develop their company into a big business with goals that have 
grown far beyond their original cottage industry origins. SSCC 
intends to sell its coffee at Costco as part of its current business 
growth plan. 

5) It is not possible to allow a coffee factory of the size 
planned by SSCC into a sensitive rural watershed area and not 
have the ground water and air polluted some. Please inform 
yourself of the facts and get acquainted with the real environ­
mental issues here. It is foolish to think there are none. Check 
out www.fordlake.org. 

Salt Spring Islanders, please watch trustees George Ehring 
and Christine Torgrimson carefully at the next January Islands 
Trust meeting as this particular rezoning plan, in favour of the 
coffee factory relocation and expansion, may set a dangerous 
precedent for future industrial rezoning in any part of our 
island. Is this what we want? 

Are George and Christine representing the mandate to pre­
serve and protect if they vote in favour of this rezoning and 
industrial expansion plan? 

Without question, spot rezoning for immediate expediency 
will erode the rural lifestyle we all cherish so very much. Salt 
Spring Islanders, stand up now and say no to spot rezoning and 
say no to Salt Spring Coffee Company's expansion plans, which 
now appear far too big for our small rural island.

This road would destroy 
a popular hiking trail (local­
ly known as the Tipi Trail), 
would diminish the land's 
wilderness qualities and 
would encourage further 
development in the area. 

As it turns out, Bearsden 
already has road access to 
Musgrave Road, which runs 
through a corner of its prop­
erty. As well, Bearsden has a 
right of way on its land title 
through the Mount Tham 
Estates strata road. Mount 

Tham Estates is right beside 
the Bearsden property. Thus, 
Bearsden has two possible 
accesses to its property and 
does not need to put a road 
through the Crown land. 

Many islanders have 
enjoyed the natural beau­
ty of the Hope Hill Crown 
land at the southwest end 
of Salt Spring. According 
to the Island Trust's Vacant 
Crown Land Profiles, this 
land contains some of the 
most beautiful and exten­
sive examples of the endan­
gered plant ecosystem made 
up of Douglas-fir, lodgepole 
pine and grey rock-moss, 
and is the only area on Salt 
Spring that combines West­
ern white pine stands, some 
geologically important 
sites and numerous knolls 
covered with moss, ferns, 
second-growth fir and hem­
lock. 

The Hope Hill Crown land 
is also an area that the Capi­
tal Regional District wants 

to acquire as part of its 
Regional Parks Master Plan. 
The land is currently zoned 
Parks and Reserve (PR5). 

The environmental integ­
rity and recreational value of 
this beautiful piece ofland is 
currently threatened by this 
development proposal. 

Friends of Salt Spring 
Parks (FOSP), an organiza­
tion that seeks to enhance 
community awareness 
about issues related to park 
and Crown lands, is deeply 
concerned about the Bears­
den application for anum­
ber of reasons. 

First, the use of the 
Crown land is unnecessary. 
Second, if the application 
is approved, it would set 
a precedent, encouraging 
other landowners to seek 
easier access to their prop­
erties through public land 
that is currently used for 
recreational purposes. 

We must ensure that

weeks after the election. 
The House is ordinarily pro­
rogued when a government 
has completed the budget 
process, and has passed 
all the legislation it intro­
duced- not when the rul­
ing party is trying to dodge a 
non-confidence vote it will 
surely lose. 

The real reason a coali­
tion of parties - represent­
ing 62 per cent of Canadian 
votes cast - has come for­
ward is that Stephen Harper 
is determined to govern the 
country as if he won by a 
landslide, and has a man­
date to do absolutely noth­
ing about the loss of hun­
dreds of thousands of Cana­
dian manufacturing and for­
estry jobs and the spill-over 
effects of the U.S. sub-prime 
mortgage crisis. 

Canadians expected 
federal action to deal with 
Canada's structural eco­
nomic problems; Harper 

responded with gratuitous 
swipes at his political oppo­
nents and at working peo­
ple. He announced he'll sell 
off some public assets, cut 
public spending, roll-back 
negotiated wage increases 
for federal public service 
workers, eliminate federal 
subsidies for political par­
ties and close off the pay 
equity process for some 
women workers. How this 
offsets the economic down­
turn is anyone's guess. 

It's said people get the 
government they deserve, 
but don't we deserve a gov­
ernment that will help Cana­
dians weather the economic 
storm, will build a strong 
economy and will take 
action on climate change? A 
coalition of other parties in 
the House is the only way to 
ensure this happens.

Michael Friedman's argu-
ment that the coalition of 
opposition parties are an 
illegitimate alternative to 
the Harper government 
suggests that he doesn't 
understand how our system 
works. Without a majority, 
the Conservatives are the 
government as long as they 
have the confidence of par-
liament; should they lose it, 
the Governor General has 
the option of calling another 
election, or asking the oppo-
sition to form government. 
With Governor General 
Michaelle Jean's decision 
to accept Harper's request 
to suspend parliament, we 
have a new third option 
that hopefully will not set a 
precedent for every prime 
minister wishing to cling to 
power after they've lost the 
confidence of parliament. 

He also says that the coali-
tion is antithetical to "peace, 
order and good govern-
ment," as though Harper's 
highly divisive governing 
style, dubious economic 
policies and disregard for 
the environment promoted 
those ideals. Harper devot-
ed his efforts to attacking 
the opposition parties and 
spending down the surplus 
to try to buy support rather 
than taking the steps to pre-
pare the country for the eco-
nomic and environmental 
challenges we face. This was 
irresponsible. 

Two-thirds of Canadi-
ans recognized this and 
so Harper failed to gain a 
majority in the last election. 
As an incumbent, running 
against a fractured Liberal 
party with a leader who 
doesn't speak English well, 
and introducing a new tax at 
a time of economic uncer-
tainty, he was only able to 
increase his percentage of 
the popular vote by 1.3 per 
cent.

Smart 
planning 
needed 

The Salt Spring Island 
Local 'Ihlst Committee (U'C) 
has received an application 
from the Salt Spring Coffee 
Company (SSCC) to rezone 
a parcel on Fulford-Ganges 
Road between Mereside and 
Garner Roads from residen­
tial to industrial or commer­
cial so they can telocate their 
operations there. These well 
meaning folks are probably 
not aware that such "spot 
rezoning" begins an insidious 
process that has destroyed 
the beauty and charm of rural 
roads across North America. 

Here is how it works. A 
business needs a new loca­
tion. Property in town is 
expensive. Cheaper proper­
ties are available on main 
streets outside of town near 
existing commercial uses left 
over from before zoning was 
in place. These properties 
are cheaper because they are 
near noisy traffic and near 
businesses. 

The owner buys such 
a property and gets it 
rezoned. Now the neighbour­
hood is even less desirable for 
homes. Nearby properties are 
purchased by investors who 
recognize the signs of this 
process. They rent proper­
ties out and have little incen­
tive to maintain them. As 
the neighbourhood deterio­
rates, the li:felihood of fur­
ther rezoning increases and 
eventually property values 
rise. At this point, requests 
for rezoning are rarely turned 
down because the property 
is expensive, undesirable 
for homes and commercial, 
industrial or multi-family are 
the only practical uses. 

A few lots down from the 
SSCC property, there are 
already one and one half par­
eels zoned industrial. TWo 
nearby properties are renter 

occupied. This section of 
road may be at the tipping 
point where this one rezoning 
could initiate this sequence, 
especially sad in this case 
since the Ford Lake reserve 
is just behind. That is, unless 
the U'C denies the request. If 
you are concerned, let them 
know. 

Industrial zoning should 
be created through a process 
that utilizes sound land use 
planning principles which 
give prime consideration to 
protection of the island as a 
whole (rather than the needs 
of an individual business) 
and places industrial zoning 
in contained locations near 
town.

Colossal fossil 
award winner 

Last February there was a 
reception on Parliament Hill 
to celebrate the Nobel peace 
prize won by scientists 
(including several Canadi­
ans) for their plan to fight 
climate change. Prime Min­
ister Harper and his cabi­
net shocked the scientific 
community by refusing to 
attend. 

The most recent snub to 
science happened earlier 
this month, when a senior 
Environment Canada sci­
entist, Don Maclvor, found 
out on his way to the ~ort 
to the UN climate summit 
in Poland that his tr!J> had 
been cancelled. 

Environment Canada 
cited financial consider­
ations as the reason for the 
cancellation, even though 
Maclvor's travel expenses 
were being paid by the World 
Meteorological Organiza­
tion. Environment Minister 
Jim Prentice said he had not 
made the decision to refuse 
permission fDr Maclvor's 

participation as chair of 
an organizing committee, 
but he added that he had 
"reviewed Maclvor's pre­
sentation and didn't believe 
it was a critical part of the 
government's participation 
at the UN climate summit," 
according to a Canwest arti­
cle. 

An international coalition 
of environmental groups, 
the Climate ActionNet­
work, "awarded" Canada the 
"Colossal Fossil" award for 
the second year in a row, for 
having done more than any 
other country to block prog­
ress on international efforts 
to reach a renewed climate 
action agreement. 

Is it any wonder that so 
many people support a coali­
tion to replace the Harper 
goVernment?

rooms immediately place 
one on a higher level, ready 
to surrender to the bene­
fits to both mind and body 
that the centre offers. 

The blond wood set off

GISS BASKETBALL 

Juniors 
battle· 
giants 
Team takes 1Oth

After trouncing two teams 
in the mid-island league, 
the Gulf Islands Secondary 
School (GISS) junior girls 
basketball team faced sleek­
er competition at a Victoria 
tournament last weekend. 

Although it overpowered 
both Brentwood and Fran­
ces Kelsey schools by more 
than 30 points in two season­
openers, the team and coach 
Rob Griffiths knew the Vic­
toria Christmas Tournament 
- featuring schools from all 
over Victoria and the Lower 
Mainland - would mark a 
tougher match-up. 

Ultimately, the girls fin­
ished lOth out of 16 teams, 
"which is good considering 
almost all the schools were 
big AAA schools," Griffiths 
said Monday. · 

The eight-member team's 
first draw pitted them against 
AAA Elgin Park, whose senior 
girls team won gold at the 
provincial championships 
last year. 

"We led at the end of the 
first quarter (5-4)," said Grif­
fiths, noting the opponent's 
"size and depth" gave it 
the lead in the second half 
"despite our very effective 
full-court press." 

"We are a very speedy, tena­
cious team," he added, noting 
the final score of 36-18 was 
a "significant accomplish­
ment" for the junior squad. 

In the second game, the 
girls faced top-ranked Clare­
mont, just 90 minutes after 
their first game. 

"Again, not too bad a result, 
considering," Griffiths said of 
the 46-21 score. 

In the third game, the 
squad, now down to seven 
players, took on North Island 
rivals Woodlands, "a school 
far more representative of our 
AAleague." With an "excellent 
team effort," the girls landed 
a42-32win. 

The battle for ninth place 
pitted GISS against Semiah­
moo, a 1,600-student school 
from South Surrey. Down to 
six players, the Salt Spring 
girls hung in for a 10-6 lead 
at the end of the first quar­
ter. 

"The Serniahrnoo pressure 
was eventually too much for 
us as they won 44-28," Grif­
fiths said. "Our girls pressed 
until the end. It was an incred­
ible effort for a .team that was 
severely outmanned and out­
matched in height." 

He added: "Over the course 
of the tournament the girls 
improved their outside 
shooting, team play and 'help 
defence' against much big­
ger opponents - they never 
gave up and worked incred­
ibly hard." 

He said the team included 
point leaders Sierra Lundy 
and Kai Fishleigh; "rebound 
machine" Megan Jarman; 
"tenacious" Kayley Kray and 
Prairie Moat; "unflappable" 
Alana Hillis; "poised" Jessica 
Hatchard; and fast- improving 
novice Hana Mulder.
