The 2010 Salt Spring Island Fire Protection 
District budget is expected to reach $2.2 million, 
according to trustees at the district’s monthly fi re 
meeting on Monday night.

Trustees gave fi rst and second reading to a bor-
rowing bylaw that requests the province’s consent 
to proceed with the 2010 budget numbers.

The proposed 2010 budget represents a near-
ly 11 per cent increase from last year’s sum of 
$1,983,000. The 2010 budget is more than double 
the department’s 2006 budget of $915,000.

Line-by-line budget amounts will be available 
to the public after the fi re board’s request receives 
fi nal approval from the provincial government 
later this year, chair Michael Schubart said fol-
lowing Monday’s meeting.

Trustee Grant Eckberg cast the lone vote 
against the budget bylaw, citing concerns with 
the board’s last-minute decision to request an

With the Rainbow Road Pool 
up and running for 16 months, 
initial steps are already being 
taken to add a leisure pool to 
the facility.

At Monday night’s Parks and 
Recreation Commission meet-
ing, PARC agreed to cooperate 
with the Salt Spring Pool Asso-
ciation — AKA “Ssplash,” the 
pool fundraising society — in 
establishing a design commit-
tee for a leisure pool.

As Ssplash president Wendy 
Rosier explained in a presenta-
tion to PARC, Ssplash would 
like to:

• come up with a list of possi-
ble features in the leisure pool;

• consult with stakeholder 
groups to prioritize that list;

• hire an architect to create 
a conceptual design and cost 
estimates;

• develop a public relations 
campaign; and

• take the conceptual design 
through a public input process 
before fi nalizing the design for 
delivery to PARC and Ssplash.

Rosier estimated it would 
take until May of 2010 to get to 
the public input phase. 

“It would be nice if it would 
happen faster, but I know there 
is a process,” she said.

Darlene Steele, a former 
Ssplash president who now sits 
on PARC as the alternate CRD 
director, asked Rosier what ideas 
her group had for funding.

“As you know, the whole bank 
vault seems to have slammed 
shut at the moment because of 
the recession and other issues,” 
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Loss of gaming grants takes one 

third of budget

Imagine a wounded kitten or puppy being left 
to slowly die over a series of days while help-
less onlookers pass by. Now imagine the same 
scenario with a seal pup or a fawn.  The idea is 
unbearable to most, but that’s exactly what we 
could soon see here, warns Island Wildlife Natu-

ral Care Centre director Jeff Lederman.
For the past 13 years, injured wild animals have 

been rescued and rehabilitated, or their suffering 
shortened, with the help of wildlife centre staff 
and volunteers. The recent announcement of the 
immediate cancellation of BC Gaming grants for 
environmental groups has left the organization 
short some $60,000 or 30 per cent of its annual 
budget, threatening imminent closure.

With the grants to environmental groups 
awarded retroactively in the third quarter of the 
year, the announcement means money bud-

geted for 2009 has already been spent. 
“This money helps us get through the rest of 

the year and helps provide a big cushion for the 
next year,” Lederman said. “Right now we’re just 
wondering how we’ll make it to December.”

And as Lederman reports, the centre has no 
extra programs that can be terminated to sup-
port the shortfall. The loss of the expected funds 
means staff can’t be paid, hydro bills won’t be 
honoured and there will be no resources to save 
injured wildlife.

The centre was one of 69 
environmental groups out of 
119 previously funded that 
were told on Aug. 27 they 
would not receive a gaming 
grant this year. This was a sur-
prise to Lederman, given that 
the group had received grants 
for the previous 10 years and 
had scrupulously met the 
same criteria. (See separate 
story about other local envi-
ronmental group losses.)

Recent headlines have 
focussed on the cuts to prom-
ised arts funding, but Leder-
man is furious about the B.C. 
Liberals’ tacit acknowledg-
ment that the environment is 
its lowest priority, placing it 
on par with adult sports and 

alumni organizations (two 
other groups whose fund-
ing has been completely cut), 
while youth sports and the arts 
will have some continued sup-
port.

“If you compare the envi-
ronment to someone who can’t 
put their theatre performance 
on this year, I can’t believe how 
you can even put this in the 
same sentence,” said Leder-
man.

“You’d think you’d be aware 
enough to know that there’s 
nothing more important than 
the environment — we’re talk-
ing clean air and clean water.”

Although Lederman admits 
his organization does not con-
tribute to a long-term improve-
ment of environmental health, 
it does provide a service that 
benefits animals around the 

Gulf Islands, southern Vancou-
ver Island and even the Lower 
Mainland. 

Lederman said he doesn’t 
think the government’s deci-
sion to withhold grants to 
environmental groups is one 
that Salt Springers will sup-
port, and if the wildlife centre 
closes, it will be a loss every-
one will feel.

The centre is one of only two 
facilities in Canada permitted 
by the Department of Fisheries 
and Oceans to rescue marine 
mammals, for example. And 
human interaction is the direct 
cause of more than 90 per cent 
of the animal injuries they see, 
Lederman said.

“The important thing about 
charity is that we offer impor-
tant services, all the things the 
government should offer but 

doesn’t, and the government 
should support us. We’re the 
do-gooders. They should slam 
somebody else.”

The wildlife centre is cur-
rently seeking emergency 
donations in a bid to keep its 
doors open. Lederman said 
supporters can also write to 
several provincial ministers: 
Rich Coleman, the Minister of 
Housing and Social Develop-
ment (responsible for the B.C. 
Gaming Commission) can be 
emailed at eia.minister@gov.

Lederman concluded, “All 
you can do is voice your out-
rage. What’s going to be next if 
you sit back?”

said Steele. “Are there any grants you have 
your eye on? Where are you at with that? 
Because you know we don’t have any 
money.” 

Rosier said Ssplash was not at that point 
of planning yet. 

“We need to have a concept,” she said. 
“Then we can start talking to our popula-
tion and that’s when things will start to 
move in line with looking for grants . . . we 
can’t do anything until we get there.”

Rosier said Ssplash would cover the 
costs of an architect’s conceptual design.

PARC members Jon Suk and Gregg Dow 
will sit on the to-be-formed committee, 

along with PARC manager Kees Ruurs. 
Including a leisure pool component at 

the Rainbow Road site was hotly debated 
during planning stages for Salt Spring’s 
fi rst indoor pool, which occurred in the 
years leading up to the funding referen-
dum in November 2004. 

     Ssplash lobbied for a “full-meal deal” 
facility that would include leisure pool 
features, while PARC opted for fi nancial 
prudence with the single tank and hot 
tub option. However, the existing build-
ing was designed with future addition of a 
leisure pool in mind.

In other pool news, maintenance work 
is proceeding on the Rainbow Road Pool 
while it’s closed during September. Baby 
change tables and holders are being 

installed, and one wall inside the building 
is being painted with a creative design. 

Dow, who serves on the pool facility 
committee, said kids will also have “a sur-
prise” waiting for them when they return 
to the pool. Pool manager Jim Raddysh 
said Oct. 1 is the target date for the re-
opening.

The new UV fi lteration system has been 
installed but is now awaiting engineer 
approval and a permit from the Vancou-
ver Island Health Authority.

Uncertainty raises loan request amount
Library still waiting for 

word on grant

After a long summer of 
anticipation, there’s still no 
word about whether or not the 
new Salt Spring library project 
will receive a $2 million federal 
grant for construction of a new 
library.

The delay has forced library 

board members to alter the 
terms of a borrowing bylaw 
slated for a proposed late fall 
referendum.

On Sept.  9 ,  the Capi-
tal Regional District board 
approved the library board’s 
request to increase the maxi-
mum loanable amount from 
$4.8 million to $7.3 million.

The board also passed a 
motion to raise the library’s 
maximum yearly requisition 
to pay off the debt and fund 

services to just over $1 mil-
lion.

Library board chair Tilly 
Crawley said the federal gov-
ernment’s delay has placed the 
building committee in a bind.

“We were told they are still 
considering the application, 
but we really felt we had to 
act,” she said last week.

Receiving the grant, she 
added, would “substantially 
reduce” costs to island taxpay-
ers. 

At this point it looks like 
a referendum could be held 
in late November or early 
December. 

Robert Hobson, president of 
the Union of British Columbia 
Municipalities, said B.C. is one 
of two provinces where groups 
are still awaiting word on fed-
eral infrastructure funding. 

He suspects the delay is a 
result of the provincial govern-
ment’s struggle to match the 
federal contribution.

BEACH ACCESS

Resident speaks up to preserve beach accesses
Island’s 159 access points an asset for 

everyone

The last thing Jill Willmott expected on a recent trip to 
Walker Hook was a run-in with an angry local threatening to 
shoot at her and her off-island guest if they ventured down 
the public beach access from Ross Road.

But that’s exactly what happened when Willmott, her 
80-year-old husband and her friend tried to go bird watch-
ing along a stretch of north island shoreline.

“When I started walking towards the narrow path down to 
the water by which I had previously accessed the foreshore, 
a car raced down the road, stopped near my husband and 
our visitor, and told them that (a) they were not allowed 
to park where they had and (b) if they ventured down the 
path to the water’s edge they were likely to be shot at by the 
people living on the shoreline property,” Willmott stated in a 
letter submitted to the Driftwood following the incident.

“As you can imagine, we didn’t dally but immediately 
abandoned our waterfowl-viewing plans, somewhat shook 
up by this threat and sincerely hoping that the incident 
would not linger in our visitor’s mind.”

Since the incident, Willmott has tried to determine exact-
ly what rights the public has when it comes to shoreline 
access.

As it turns out, she and her friend had every right to use 
the Ministry of Transportation’s beach access at the end of 
Ross Road.

The trail is among 131 such ocean and 28 lake accesses on 
the island. The majority of these were created through sub-
division agreements between developers and the Ministry 
of Transportation.

A full list of shoreline access points is available at the Parks 
and Recreation Commission offi ce at Portlock Park or online 
by following the links at www.saltspringgreenwise.com.

Brenda Guiled is a PARC commissioner who took the ini-
tiative to post the island’s beach accesses online as a way to 
clarify what has proven a contentious issue in some island 
neighbourhoods.

“The issue of beach access is an incredibly touchy issue,” 
she said. “Neighbours can get incredibly stinky because they 
seem to think it’s their property.”

Though she’s yet to encounter anyone coming under fi re, 
Guiled has heard and witnessed instances where residents 
living beside public accesses have created roadblocks or 
camoufl aged trails to deter visitors.

As legal public assets, islanders and visitors have a right to 
know about and use these access points, she said.

“If people don’t like it, we can work to change the law or 

they can try to buy the property,” she said.
PARC has authority over 32 access points through licences 

of occupation with the Ministry of Transportation. 
Such access points are maintained on a regular basis, 

feature staircases and garbage cans, and are well marked for 
the public, said PARC manager Kees Ruurs.

PARC commissioners have spent the past several years 
trying to develop an inventory of Ministry of Transportation 
access points PARC could acquire and improve, he said. 

Identifying where the access points are is only the fi rst 
stage of the process. Determining which points offer practi-
cal access to the foreshore comes next.

“The access points are based on survey work and can be 
very steep or inaccessible,” he said. 

He confi rmed at Monday night’s PARC meeting that the 
Ross Road site is a Ministry of Transportation road end “and 
if somebody insisted they could demand access across the 
property to the beach. Right now it is diffi cult to get there.” 

Regardless of how rough or remote accesses may be, how-

ever, Ruurs said everybody has a right to travel on them.
Threats and intimidation from neighbours, he added, 

should be reported immediately to the RCMP, along with a 
detailed description of the incident’s time, place and par-
ticulars.

As for Willmott, she’s already spoken to the RCMP and 
been told there’s not much they can do without a licence 
plate number or description of the man who issued the 
warning.

Police may never resolve the matter, but Willmott said 
she’d like to start a public discussion about the way many 
shoreline property owners have usurped public lands for 
their own use.

“This must be followed up,” she said. “I just want some-
thing to happen so other people don’t have the kind of 
experience I did.”

Library dodges
funding shortfall
Larger libraries bear brunt of cuts

A decision to focus library cutbacks on urban cen-
tres means Salt Spring’s public library will escape 
the province’s planned 22 per cent funding cut 
unscathed.

“For us, it’s not as disastrous as we expected,” said 
librarian Brigitte Peter-Cherneff. “We’re not going to 
be too badly off.”

The province’s August announcement to cut fund-
ing cast a pall of uncertainty over the future of many 
programs offered at the island’s library. The prov-
ince will provide $13.7 million in funding to public 
libraries in 2009-10, down from the $17.7 million 
issued in the 2008/09 budget.

According to Peter-Cherneff’s calculations, pro-
vincial funding for the Salt Spring library will be 
approximately $944 less than it was last year. 

“I don’t think you are going to see a difference,” 
she said. “The cuts will be felt more at the larger 
library level.” 

The provincial government’s library services 
branch provides annual grants of about $33,000 
to the Salt Spring Public Library. The funds repre-
sented most of the $41,279 in overall grant funding 
received by the library in 2008/09. 

The Salt Spring Island public Library Association’s 
total revenue for 2008 was approximately $267,000.

The St. Mary watershed steering com-
mittee will present the fi nally completed St. 
Mary Lake Watershed Management Plan on 
Thursday, Oct. 1 at the Community Gospel 
Chapel, 147 Vesuvius Bay Road. There will 
be an open house from 3 to 5 p.m. and a 
public meeting starting at 7 p.m. 

As we all know, St. Mary Lake is the 
single most important source of drink-
ing water on the island. Thousands of us 
depend on it for our potable water. But 
we also know, only too well, that St. Mary 
has not been the healthiest of lakes. The 
blue-green algae blooms we’ve seen in 
its waters are one clear sign of a lake in 
trouble. 

Reducing phosphorus levels is the most 
crucial step in improving water qual-
ity and eliminating algae blooms. The 
aeration system that North Salt Spring 
Waterworks District installed last spring 
has been operating through the summer 
and early results are encouraging. Recent 
sampling shows more dissolved oxygen 

in the deeper water and a corresponding 
reduction in the amount of phosphorus 
being recycled from internal sediments. 

But while very encouraging, this won’t 
be enough. Watershed management plans 
look at all the activities within a watershed 
that affect the health of a lake. The St. 
Mary plan specifi cally identifi es ways to 
minimize nutrient loading from sources 
like faulty septic systems and excessive 
land clearing. In this way it encourages 
long-term solutions to restore and protect 
the water quality of St. Mary Lake.

Nor is a management plan, in and of 
itself, suffi cient. Even though it can take 
a year or more to produce, it is really just 
the beginning. We all know of royal com-
missions, never mind humble manage-
ment plans, that after years of labour sit 
on the proverbial shelf and gather dust. 
And as the recent float plane landing 
on Cusheon Lake shows, protecting our 
island’s drinking water lakes demands 
constant vigilance. 

What can make the difference for the 
St. Mary Lake watershed is an informed 
and active stewardship group, commit-
ted to making sure that the management 
plan’s key recommendations get acted on 
and implemented. The open house and 

meeting will provide an opportunity for 
islanders to join the St. Mary stewardship 
committee and carry forward this impor-
tant work. 

The open house will present large-scale 
maps of the watershed’s boundary as 
recently ground-truthed, its sensitive eco-
systems, and development potential, as 
well as copies of the plan’s objectives and 
recommendations and selected charts 
and graphs from the plan. Members of 
the steering committee will be present to 
answer questions.

The public meeting will feature pre-
sentations by steering committee mem-
bers on the plan’s targets for phosphorus 
reduction, and the recommended actions 
to reach those targets. 

Philip Grange, who ground-truthed 
the watershed boundaries, will describe 
that process. Ken Ashley, who designed 
the aeration system for St. Mary Lake, 
will present an update on the aeration 
system’s performance and what we can 
expect it to achieve in the future.

PROVINCIAL GOVERNMENT CUTS 

Groups scrambling to fi ll gaming grant void
District PAC sends out letter of 

appeal

Local groups supporting environmental 
projects and schools have been hit hard by 
recently announced cuts to B.C. Gaming 
Commission grants. 

In addition to the devastating loss for 
the Island Wildlife Natural Care Centre (see 
front-page story), the Island Stream and 
Salmon Enhancement Society lost $12,000 
and Salt Spring Conservancy’s Stewards-in-
Training program must proceed this year 
without $15,000. School parent advisory 
councils will make do with half the govern-
ment funding from last year, and school 
sports will likely be impacted in some way. 

The salmon group and Stewards-in-
Training cuts are particularly devastating 
because they cover wages, which few grant 
agencies will fund.

“There’s nobody else to go to for salaries,” 
said Jean Gelwicks of the Salt Spring Con-
servancy. 

The award-winning Stewards-in-Training 

program is experienced by 700 schoolchil-
dren in Grades 1 through 8 on Salt Spring. 
The gaming grant paid for coordination 
work done by two individuals, who orga-
nized and trained all the volunteers, did 
pre- and post-fi eld trip lessons and other 
coordinating duties. 

“We do have some time to make a pub-
lic appeal,” said Gelwicks, noting the just-
starting fall program will proceed, but the 
larger spring session is in jeopardy.

Salmon enhancement biologist Kathy 
Reimer said losing $12,000 not only threat-
ens the work done by her group, but affects 
the people hired with those funds. 

“We weren’t just a bunch of rich people 
doing environmental work,” she said. “We 
were using that for wages for at-risk and 
disadvantaged people.”

On the school side, Tania Aguila, co-chair 
of the local district parent advisory council, 
said she’s been surprised and concerned by 
the lack of response parents have shown 
about the 50 per cent PAC cuts so far. The 
per-student stipend to all PACs has been 
reduced to $10 from $20. DPACs will receive 
$1,250 instead of $2,500 to operate.

“It’s very irresponsible if we don’t ques-
tion our government,” Aguila said. “We’re 

setting a really bad precedent that they can 
take anything away that they want to.”

The Gulf Islands DPAC made an emer-
gency decision to send out an immediate 
letter of appeal to the government. 

PACs often use the money to make up for 
shortfalls not provided for by schools, such 
as library books and fi eld trips. At Fernwood 
elementary, PAC recently paid for a choir 
program.

For local school sports teams, the loss 
of $130,000 for a B.C.-wide organization 
should not have much impact, said GISS 
vice-principal and athletic director Lyall 
Ruehlen Monday, unless it passes on that 
loss to member schools.

Ruehlen said not having a B.C. School 
Sports staff person available will likely 
increase his work load in terms of check-
ing rules or student eligibility. But more 
importantly, GISS currently pays about 
$800 annually to BCSS. After an Oct. 24 vote 
in Surrey, that amount could rise to $1,500. 

Such an increase would have a poten-
tially negative impact on school teams, 
Ruehlen said. 

“We’d have to look at how much we can 
travel and how many teams we can sup-
port.”

GISS group adds voice to global wake-up call
Phone calls 

to politicians 

among actions

Students and teach-
ers at Gulf Islands Sec-
ondary School were part 
of a world-wide event 
held Monday demand-
ing elected offi cials act 
on climate change, join-
ing an estimated 2,200 
events taking place in 
128 countries.

T h e  e v e n t  w a s 
brought about through 
an initiative launched 
by Avaaz.org, an activist 
web movement, and the 
high school’s Environ-
mental Action Group 
Encouraging Responsi-
bility (EAGER). 

GISS student Linda 
Middleton led the activ-
ity from the stairs lead-
ing down to the school’s 
lower field, where a 
group of around 75 peo-
ple had gathered with 
cell phones in hand.

At Middleton’s signal, 
the group began calling 
the offices of MP Gary 
Lunn and MLA Murray 
Coell, as well as a toll-
free number for Parlia-
ment in Ottawa. 

While some partici-
pants were hung up on 
and others had their 

calls blocked, at least 20 
reported getting through 
with their message. 

EAGER and Avaaz 
want leaders “to sign and 
ratify a fair, ambitious 
and binding agreement” 
at the United Nations 
conference on climate 
change scheduled this 
December in Copenha-
gen. The conference will 
prepare a new agreement 

for 2012 when the current 
Kyoto Accord expires.

Photographs  and 
video footage of the GISS 
event were expected to 
join those of other par-
ticipating groups from 
around the world and to 
be presented by Avaaz 
to a United Nations 
meeting in New York, 
Tuesday. Local partici-
pants plan to follow-up 

their calls with a letter-
writing campaign.

According to its web-
site, avaaz means “voice” 
in many Asian, Middle 
Eastern and Eastern 
European languages. Its 
mandate is “to close the 
gap between the world 
we have, and the world 
most people everywhere 
want” through demo-
cratic participation.

Summer ferry ridership swells
FAC chair links increase 

to lower fares

The chair of the Southern Gulf 
Islands Ferry Advisory Com-
mittee insists that an increase 
in ferry ridership in July and 
August is the direct result of 
lower ferry fares.

“ With the great summer 
weather we had, all traffi c might 
have been expected to come 
up, but it’s clear non-discount-
ed fares are just too high,” said 
Brian Hollingshead last week.

Ridership rose three per cent 
across BC Ferries’ network for 
July and August compared to 
the same period last year.

Discounts on the company’s 
major routes between Vancou-
ver Island and the mainland, as 
well as fuel rebates on several 
minor routes, can account for 
the higher numbers, Hollings-
head said.

Deborah Marshall, a spokes-
person for BC Ferries, said 
minor routes between Salt 
Spring to Vancouver Island were 
no exception to the network-
wide trend.

Passenger ridership on the 
Fulford-Swartz Bay route rose 
4.2 per cent.

T h e  Ve s u v i u s  Ba y- C r o f -
ton route saw a 2.85 per cent 
increase over 2008’s summer 
numbers.

Vehicle traffi c was up 3.5 per 

cent on the Fulford-Swartz Bay 
route and 3.8 per cent for the 
Vesuvius Bay-Crofton run. 

Marshall said the company 
welcomes the increase given 
assumptions of a downturn in 
tourism-related traffic earlier 
this year.

“Fortunately the weather was 
fabulous and many people were 
encouraged to have more ‘stay-
cations,’” she said. 

The lower price of fuel com-
pared with 2008 and promo-
tional discounts for weekday 
travel on major routes may have 
also contributed to higher rider-
ship, she added.

Statistics for the Long Har-
bour-Tsawwassen route were 
not available.

$150,000 in funds to cover 
costs associated with phase one 
of the Fulford fire hall training 
ground.

B e t w e e n  $ 2 0 5 , 0 0 0  a n d 
$340,000 is needed to construct 
a 2,000-square-metre platform 
and drainage network upon 
which fire training props will 
eventually be constructed.

Eckberg said he does not see 
the wisdom of investing such a 
substantial amount of money 
in the project given that the 
province’s Agricultural Land 
Commission will review the fi re 
department’s land-use applica-
tion for the site in less than three 
years time.

“I’m all in favour of a training 
ground, but only where we can 
have use of it for a significant 
period of time,” he said.

As long as the fire protec-
tion district has no guarantee 
the Fulford site can be used as 
a permanent training ground, 
he said, the district stands the 
risk of losing part, if not all, of its 
investment. 

Trustee Tony Kennedy defend-
ed the majority view to proceed 
with development of the training 
ground.

“What we have now is innocu-
ous and what we are proposing 
to do is even better,” Kennedy 
said. “The grounds for them tak-
ing away [the right to use the site] 
are hard to imagine. As much as 
there exists a risk, I would say 
proceed.”

In other fi re news, board mem-
bers unanimously approved a 
decision to use $240,000 from the 
district’s accumulated reserves 
to purchase a new water tanker.

The new vehicle will replace 
the 23-year-old tanker stationed 

at the Central fi re hall.
The new vehicle will help show 

the National Fire Underwriters 
Survey that the department can 
deliver signifi cant quantities of 
water to parts of the island not 
serviced by fi re hydrants.

“If SSIFD successfully com-
pletes the FUS test, island hom-
eowners who don’t currently live 
near fi re hydrants (and current-
ly pay significantly higher fire 
insurance rates) could enjoy sig-
nifi cant savings,” said Schubart.

The contract to purchase the 
new truck was awarded to Min-
nesota’s Midwest Fire. 

“This truck is really designed 
for us and our needs,” said fi re 
captain Jamie Holmes.

Water awareness: community 
expresses need to know more
HEHCI survey makes 

interesting fi ndings

On two separate occasions, I 
was approached at my Saturday 
market information booth by visi-
tors to the island who informed 
me that they were told “not to 
drink the water on Salt Spring.”  
Just a nasty rumour? Not accord-
ing to 34 per cent of Salt Spring 
Islanders who answered my water 
issues awareness survey and were 
in agreement with these cautious 
travellers. 

That a good proportion of locals 
also do not drink water from their 
taps is one of the fi ndings of this 
survey, which I conducted under 
the Healthy Ecosystems, Healthy 
Community Initiative. The HEHCI, 
led by Salt Spring scientists David 
Rapport and Luisa Maffi , is assess-
ing the health of our ecosystems 
and of our community in order 
to develop an overall monitor-
ing plan. Critical indicators that 
are required to assess the health 
of island ecosystems and their 
relationship with public health 
and well-being were identifi ed in 
Phase 1 of the HEHCI. Currently, 
the initiative is conducting Phase 
2, with an island-wide focus on 
fresh water.

The survey was designed to 
gauge Salt Spring Islanders’ 
awareness of critical issues related 
to their freshwater and activities 
in the watersheds that impact 
upon water quality and quantity. 
Although it was not intended as 
a scientifi c survey, the fact that it 
was completed by 100 concerned 
islanders — who collectively 
donated over 100 hours of their 
time to this project — clearly illus-
trates the perceived magnitude of 
the water situation on the island.  

In the survey, 14 troubling fac-
tors that impact on freshwater 
conditions were identified: high 
bacterial counts, minerals, use of 
fertilizers and pesticides, devel-
opment, loss of forest cover, algal 
blooms, changing demographics, 
soil disturbances, climate change, 

natural geology, biodiversity, phar-
maceuticals and tourism. Survey 
participants were asked whether 
or not they thought their activi-
ties affected fresh water quality 
and quantity. The overwhelming 
response was that participants 
were unsure of their role in infl u-
encing these conditions. However, 
participants did cite septic sys-
tems (74 per cent), land clearing 
(60 per cent) and development 
(72 per cent) as the most common 
human causes of water problems.

Indeed, islanders state that 
fresh water issues are of grave 
importance to them and they are 
eager to learn more. They ranked 
clean drinking water (86 per cent), 
healthy groundwater (78 per cent) 
and lakes (79 per cent), and the 
protection of organisms (69 per 
cent) as the most important water 
quantity/quality issues. As well, 
our community wants to learn 
more about drinking water and 
health (74 per cent), water con-
servation (53 per cent), what they 
can do to help (55 per cent), and 
environmentally friendly devel-
opment practices (49 per cent).

The survey asked what action 
individuals could undertake to 
improve water quantity and qual-
ity. The community came up with 
some thoughtful and truly Salt 
Spring-esque solutions including: 

• Install rain collection systems 
for garden; 

• Return all outdated prescrip-
tions to the pharmacy;

• Replace toilet and appliances 
with low fl ow/energy star versions;

• Let your car get dirty this sum-
mer;

• Avoid the use of pesticides and 
herbicides;

• Become better informed of 
water issues and pass the word;

• Shower with a friend. 
As well, our community would 

like to see: 
• Better public awareness and 

education; 
• Greater monitoring of septic 

systems; 
• Limits to development and 

size of houses; 
• A firm stand against the 

encroachment of commercial and 

industrial land uses;
• The establishment of an upper 

limit to the number of people 
allowed to live on the island;

• An end to all chemical pesti-
cide and fertilizer use;

• Thoughtful and responsible 
development that does not com-
promise the quality and quantity 
of island water.

Are local governance bodies 
doing enough with regards to 
fresh water issues? Not accord-
ing to 76 per cent of participants 
who believe that local governance 
does not put enough emphasis 
on water issues, while 8 per cent 
think it is just right and 16 per cent 
are not sure or have no opinion. 

The results from the survey 
indicate a major gap in knowledge 
but also a caring community that 
wants to learn more. In my second 
article I will give a summary of my 
fi ndings on what is known scien-
tifically about fresh water qual-
ity and quantity on the island. My 
full report will be available on the 
HEHCI website (www.hehci.com), 
along with the report on Phase 1 of 
the HEHCI. If you are concerned 
about freshwater issues and about 
the health of your community 
and island, support the Healthy 
Ecosystems, Healthy Community 
Initiative. 

This part of Phase 2 of the 
HEHCI will provide a scientific 
basis for understanding the chal-
lenges of maintaining the qual-
ity and quantity of our water in 
relation to our activities. With the 
concerns expressed in the survey 
and commitment and determina-
tion of islanders to understand the 
issues and take positive actions, 
Salt Spring has the possibility of 
restoring its eco-cultural health 
and, importantly, the health of its 
aquatic ecosystems and its drink-
ing water. HEHCI will continue to 
spearhead educational and other 
activities towards this goal.

Low-fl ush toilet rebate gets fl owing
Replacing water-

guzzlers worth $100 

through program

Starting this month, the Salt 
Spring Island Water Council 
is offering $100 rebates to Salt 
Spring residents who replace an 
old water-guzzling toilet with a 
new low fl ush toilet. 

“Island residents are increas-
ingly becoming aware of the 
importance of conserving the 
island’s water supply. The Salt 
Spring Island Water Council sees 
this initiative as a means to both 
educate islanders about the ben-
efi ts of conserving water and to 
provide a financial stimulus to 
help people make the decision to 
trade in their old toilet for a more 
efficient low flow model,” said 
Murray Reiss of the Salt Spring 
Water Council.

One hundred dollar rebates 
are available on a first-come, 
fi rst-served basis. 

To apply for the rebate, island-
ers need to send a completed 
application form and a copy of 

the receipt for their new toilet 
to City Green Solutions, the Vic-
toria-based non-profit organi-
zation administering the rebate 
program. 

Application forms are available 
at the CRD Building Inspection 
Office, Mouat’s, Slegg Lumber, 
Windsor Plywood, and online at 
www.citygreen.ca/community/
SSI.aspx. 

Interested homeowners are 
cautioned to check the City 
Green website to confirm that 
rebates are still available before 
buying a new toilet. 

Rebates are available only for 
toilets that have 6.0 litres/fl ush 
or less and are CSA, Warnock 
Hersey or cUPC certified. The 
new toilet must replace a less 
effi cient older toilet. 

Rebates apply to toi lets 
installed in private residences 
on Salt Spring Island that were 
constructed before Jan. 1, 2005. 
New construction or additions 
are not eligible. Rebates are lim-
ited to one toilet per residential 
property owner. 

For those Salt Spring residents 
interested in additional ways of 

greening their home, and more 
specifi cally improving the ener-
gy effi ciency of their home, there 
is an additional $65 rebate for 
low fl ush toilets and up to $5,000 
in other retrofi t grants available 
through the ecoENERGY Retrofi t 
– Homes program. 

The program’s home ener-
gy assessment is not required 
to receive the Salt Spring toilet 
rebate.

“Now is an opportune time for 
homeowners to do home water 
and energy upgrades,” explains 
Peter Sundberg, executive direc-
tor of City Green Solutions, 
“There are government grants 
and time-limited incentives, 
including PST exemptions and 
the Homeowner Tax Credit, that 
help reduce costs for renova-
tions. 

Homeowners can also reduce 
their home energy bills by 30 per 
cent or more by following City 
Green water and energy retrofi t 
suggestions.”

Credit union tackles 
a ‘technology glitch’
Clients urged to scrutinize 

statements

Islands Savings’ chief operating offi -
cer wants clients to know the credit 
union is doing everything in its power 
to address a series of technological 
glitches that plagued point-of-sale 
and ATM networks earlier this month.

“We sincerely apologize for the 
inconvenience and plan to proac-
tively look to see that members who 
have had issues have those issues 
addressed,” said Bill Moffatt on Tues-
day afternoon.

Salt Spring’s Tim O’Connor is one 
of many credit union customers who 
noticed debit-card transaction errors 
on his bank statement.

He said a statement on the Islands 
Savings website telling customers 

about the glitches does not go far 
enough to address the issue.

“They should be a little more pro-
active and not leave it up to members 
to fi nd the problems,” he said. 

Problems arose between Aug. 31 
and the first week of September as 
the credit union changed network 
service providers, Moffatt said.

With the transition complete, he 
added, now comes the task of cor-
recting inaccurate bank statements.

“We certainly intend to communi-
cate with members directly and are 
mustering every available resource,” 
he said.

Switching over to the new service 
provider will provide customers with 
“better ATM functionality” and com-
pliance with soon-to-be-available 
chip cards.

“The whole notion is to give clients 
better technology at the end of the 
day,” he said.

Grant
grief

H
ow to handle revenue 
acquired from the 
controversial pas-
time of gambling has 

been a political hot potato since 
bingo, lottery and casino funds 
were fi rst disbursed. 

It can be argued that gambling addictions cause 
social strife and hardship, so it only makes sense 
that government profi ts from gambling should be 
used to improve society through distribution of 
grants to community-minded groups and projects. 
Except for some specific controversies over the 
years, it’s a system that has worked for all parties.  

It was the NDP who fi rst saw the potential for 
gambling revenues to ease a government’s fi nan-
cial pain. Back in the late 1990s the then-provincial 
government changed the rules so that more gam-
bling and money-raising could occur. 

In the 2008/09 fiscal 
year, the province earned 
$1.08 billion from net 
gaming revenues and dis-
bursed $156.2 million of 
that amount. 

G a m b l i n g  r e v e n u e 
has again been raided to 
address the government’s 
budget problems, but in 
such a dramatic way and 
without notice to those 
affected that B.C.’s non-

profi t world is in an uproar. The worst part of what’s 
happened is the timing: some groups have sud-
denly had the rug pulled out from under them.

From what we’ve heard so far, the one-third bud-
get loss to the Island Wildlife Natural Care Centre 
has the most immediate local impact. This bare-
bones-staffed crew attends to myriad animal emer-
gencies, covering a huge blank spot in government 
or non-profi t services. Its personnel and volunteers 
don’t have time to hold bake sales. 

As cynical thinkers we’d be inclined to believe 
environmental groups were chopped because their 
members don’t vote Liberal anyway. The decision-
making process was probably more complex than 
that, and the government maintains it has main-
tained programs for the most vulnerable in society.

Ironically, in the case of the Island Stream and 
Salmon Enhancement Society, both the environ-
ment and at-risk individuals employed benefi tted 
from gaming grants. What is the social and mon-
etary cost of dealing with someone whose wages 
and meaningful activity will be taken from them?   

In the meantime, some valued community 
groups will be asking for more private funds to 
make up for sudden shortfalls. For those who can 
afford it, it’s the time to say yes. 

Environment funding cuts ‘shocking’ 
The following letter was sent to the Honour-

able Rich Coleman, Minister of Housing & Social 
Development, and filed with this newspaper for 
publication.

The greatness of a nation and its moral progress can be 

judged by the way its animals are treated. - Mahatma Gandhi
Although much over quoted, never has Gandhi’s wisdom 

rung so true as illustrated by your recent decision to arbitrarily 
halt B.C. Gaming funds to the environment. This kick to the 
groin of every individual and organization striving 
to make this planet a better place to live speaks vol-
umes about the greatness of this nation.

We represent Island Wildlife Natural Care Centre, 
a wildlife rescue and rehabilitation facility on Salt 
Spring Island. We are a lean organization without 
any superfl uous staff that can be let go. 

When we lay off staff due to lack of funding, we lay 
off our core team, without whom we cannot operate. 
We do not have non-essential programs we can cut. 
We operate only one program; wildlife rescue and 
rehabilitation. In fact, Island Wildlife is proud to be 
one of only two organizations in the entire coun-
try permitted by Department of Fisheries and Oceans for the 
rescue and rehabilitation of marine mammals. After 13 years 
of sustainability and growth, you have struck us a blow from 
which we may never recover.

We are not talking about the Langley Lacrosse League not 
being able to replace their bleachers. 

This is not about a local theatre group who must cancel their 
upcoming performance of West Side Story. We are talking about 
life; pure and simple. Your decision to halt gaming support for 
the environment will be directly responsible for great suffering 

and the death of countless innocent creatures.
For the past 10 years, Island Wildlife has 

relied on the BC Gaming Commission for about 
30 per cent of its annual operating budget. 

Having successfully jumped through all of the ever-changing 
bureaucratic hoops, including two full-blown audits, (which 
by the way, Island Wildlife passed fl awlessly), and having met 
every gaming criteria we had every reason to believe that we 
would once again be granted gaming funds. 

Our budget was based on these funds. Because our applica-
tion schedule is in the fall of the funding year and we prepare 

our budget in the prior winter, we include these 
funds in our planning. 

We checked with the BCGC several times 
throughout the year just to make sure there were 
no last-minute issues with Gaming funds. All of 
our hiring and infrastructure plans are based on 
the fact that Gaming funding will once again be 
available. 

By September it is too late to fi nd additional 
funders to make up 30 per cent of our operating 
budget.

We are shocked that our elected leaders would 
prioritize the environment alongside adult sports 

and alumni associations. In fact we are shocked that any edu-
cated individual would voice this opinion. Can it be true that 
our government believes the melting of the polar ice is on a par 
with the melting of the Coquitlam curling ice?

Granted, without the arts and sports, life would be bleak. But 
without the environment, there is no life! How is this not our 
highest priority?

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If you are one of the millions of men who 
harbour a borderline pathological preoc-
cupation with the female breast, I have good 
news.

Every year, around Labour Day Weekend, 
in the Black Rock Desert, Nevada, thousands 
of women jump on their bicycles and ride the 
two-mile perimeter of Burning Man. They 
do this two-mile ride topless. It is called the 
Critical Tits Ride.

The women ride with great fanfare, laugh-
ing, high fiving each other, cajoling other 
women on the sidelines to join in. Many do. 
It may be the one opportunity they will ever 
have to let it rip, to throw off the etiquette of 
“acceptable” female behaviour. 

Remember when you were a kid, and you 
got your fi rst bike, and after a few weeks the 
training wheels came off, and after a little 
more you dared go down that steep hill or 
dared to ride down the street ‘no hands?’ 
Remember that childlike rush of doing some-
thing dangerous, against logic, against best 
advice? You can see that excitement in the 
eyes of all these women riding those bikes in 
this desert. 

Burning Man offers up the opportunity to 
celebrate “female” in a safe, non-threatening  

environment. Progesterone 
trumps testosterone. That is 
the underlying statement — 
resistance to the ideal of a 
perfect female body, to the 
perfect curve of the neck, 
the perfect calf, the perfect 
breast. It is a celebration of 
woman “as-is,” with all the 
lumps and bumps, scars and 
sags that human fl esh is heir to. It is both a 
celebration and a call to arms.

Cosmetic surgery in North America con-
tinues to be a growth industry. According to 
the American Society for Aesthetic Plastic 
Surgery, over 10.5 million women underwent 
some sort of cosmetic procedure in 2006. 
Close to 25 per cent of those women were 
between the ages of 19 and 34. The top surgi-
cal procedure (as if you couldn’t guess) was 
breast augmentation. Self-esteem is a very 
fragile mirror indeed. This ride is a call to 
arms. It’s OK to spurn the scalpel.

And what of the men, lining the concourse, 
cheering on the women? Some of the men 
were starkers, the full monty. Were they in 
the buff to show their solidarity, or were 
they in the buff to show their “solidarity,” if 

you get my drift. The healthi-
est example was a guy in the 
parade (shorts on) riding his 
beach cruiser, with his topless 
girlfriend sitting on the han-
dlebars. Now that’s solidarity. 

Some of the other men, not 
so much. Not so much cheer-
ing and a whole lot of leering. 
The women organizing the 

ride call this subspecies “whackers.” The 
riders laugh at them and throw them the 
fi nger on the way by, but the whackers aren’t 
fazed. Most are packing cameras and are 
working them overtime. There are not many 
of this ilk, possibly because the organizers 
post their mugs on the internet — kind of a 
“Whackers Hall of Fame.” Nevertheless, it 
shows how deeply pathetic and twisted sexu-
ality has become.

And so, the dear reader may ask, what was 
I doing there? Guilty. When I fi rst heard of 
the Critical Tits Ride, I made certain I was on 
time. The idea of two or three thousand top-
less women riding past me was anticipated 
like an eight-year-old on the night before 
Christmas. I was armed with a camera. 

Within a couple of minutes into the spec-

tacle, I got it. The penny dropped. I realized 
what this ride was about and frankly I felt a 
little stupid and embarrassed standing there 
with a camera, and I quickly stashed it. 

Here’s the thing. When I was nine, my father 
caught me smoking one of his cigarettes. He 
made me smoke the whole pack. Suddenly 
cigarettes weren’t so alluring. When you are 
standing alongside a dusty road and 3,000 
pairs of breasts are cruising by you, they lose 
their mystery, their seduction. You start to 
realize that the woman in front of you is more 
than a collection of body parts. Maybe at the 
end of the day, that is what the ride is about. 

Don’t get me wrong. I’m no Mahatma Gan-
dhi. I can still make a fool of myself over a 
beautiful face. But maybe not as big a fool, 
and maybe not as often. Is that the Burning 
Man bump? Is it my “vintage” catching up 
with me? Or is this all crap, er, poetic licence? 
If a woman ever has cause to say to me ,“My 
eyes are up here,” I’ll have my answer.

Until then, ever the optimist, I’m going 
to assume a small hop forward in personal 
human development.

 OCP ignored 
Here on Salt Spring we elect 

people with the idea that they 
will be able to get us what we 
want. Why else would we elect 
them?

Many are skeptical that our 
elected officials will actually 
be able to implement what 
really matters to people, but 
we nevertheless turn out in 
great numbers on election 
days. Clearly there is a wide-
spread belief that our elected 
officials can make a differ-
ence.

The Salt Spring Island Offi -
cial Community Plan func-
tions to make it clear what the 
island wants. The OCP was 

put together with hundreds 
of thousands of tax dollars 
and thousands of volunteer 
hours inside of a belief that it 
would actually guide the way 
the community develops and 
redirect our inertia toward 
sustainability.

So, the broad way it’s sup-
posed to work is that we 
develop a plan (the OCP) 
and then our elected offi cials 
ensure that all goes according 
to this plan. Sadly, it’s become 
abundantly clear that’s not the 
way it’s working.

Trustee George Ehring say-
ing, “I don’t know how to get 
there from here” (regarding 
the Salt Spring Coffee Com-
pany application) indicates to 
me that we don’t actually have 
a plan that’s actionable. So 
what kind of plan do we have?

The upcoming library’s 
selection process for an archi-
tect clearly didn’t follow the 
OCP (green design expertise 
and being local were not given 
many points). The stip-sum 
delivery method will ensure 
that the majority of the build-
ing will be done by off-island-
ers. In rough terms that means 
$3 million of the $6 million 
will travel straight to Victoria 
with very little spent in local 
businesses. Stip-sum means 
that the mainstream building 

materials and methods that 
are largely responsible for our 
environmental crisis will be 
employed. 

The library board’s pitch to 
the public makes it clear that 
it sees the environment as a 
special interest, something 
that can be diluted if there is a 
cash crunch, not the number 
one priority. Where nation-
ally it’s becoming abundant-
ly clear that we can’t have a 
healthy economy without a 
healthy environment, on Salt 
Spring we still seem to have 
the “I’m OK, my end of the 
boat’s not sinking” approach 
to environmental responsibil-
ity. That’s not the flavour of 
the OCP.

If the function of democ-
racy is to represent the will of 
the people, then my question 
is “Do we have a democracy 
here?” If CRD bureaucrats and 
library board can act in a way 
the supercedes the OCP, then 
what use is that document 
and why did we spend all that 
time and money on it?

I don’t doubt that the 
islands trustees, CRD director 
and library board are all doing 
their very best. What’s missing 
is being effective in executing 
the OCP, rigorously protecting 
its intention, and making it 
actionable with specifi cs and 

measurables. If we can’t do 
that, then we need to rethink 
our governance so we can get 
what we want.

Pass-It-On Boys 
do lunch

The young men of the Pass-It-On 
Boys project were serving up more 
than just hotdogs to interested older 
teen boys at the GISS lunch hour last 
week. They were also serving up a 
heaping helping of youth community 
awareness. 

With generous donations from 
Thrifty Foods, the teens set about 
raising awareness for the project in 
preparation for their fi rst retreat, slat-
ed for the end of September. The pilot 
project aims to educate the young 
men on how to address issues per-
tinent to the concerns of younger 
teens and boys in the middle schools, 
namely friendships, family, self-con-
fi dence and substance use.

Funded by the Victoria Founda-
tion, the RCMP Family Violence Pre-
vention Fund, Coast Capital and the 
Salt Spring Foundation, the project is 
a counterpart to the Pass-It-On Girls 
project of last year that was designed 
by the SWOVA Research and Devel-
opment Society. 

In a similar vein, the Pass-It-On 
Boys program is a combination of 
three-tiered mentoring by adult men, 
older teens and young boys where-
by the baton or torch of wisdom is 
“passed on” to younger males. 

The program and retreats include 
the teaching of facilitation skills to 
learn about the C.A.R.E. plan, an 
acronym for Connection, Autonomy, 
Responsibility and Emotional Aware-
ness. 

Most exciting is that, as in the 
girls’ project, the program is partly 
designed and driven by the youth 
themselves. They have even had a 
hand in designing their own posters 
and promotional materials, making 
the project truly their own.

Gremio responds to party uproar

I’d like to take some time to 
address a few of the accusations 
that were made in last week’s 
paper regarding the Gremio 
fundraising party. (“Weekend 
bash stuns neighbours,” Sept. 16 
Driftwood.)

There were a few glaring omis-
sions in the reporting of the 
event, most egregious of which 
was the accusation that we were 
serving alcohol to minors. 

First off, it was no secret that it 
was an all-ages event.

It was also no secret that there 
would be a beer garden, as it was 
printed on the very tickets that 
some parents purchased for their 
kids. 

Furthermore, if anybody had 
bothered to look into it before 
printing wild theories, they 
would have found that there were 
measures in place to ensure that 
minors were not gaining access 
to alcohol. 

There was only one gate in or 
out of the event, where until beer 
sales ended at 10 p.m., every-
body was IDed and minors were 
given different coloured brace-
lets (which couldn’t be tampered 
with without being wrecked).  
The beer garden itself was com-
pletely fenced in, also with only 
one way in or out, where security 
was checking bracelets. 

If you were not wearing a green 
bracelet, you did not get in. 

Beyond that, the volunteer 
bartenders also would not serve 
anybody who did not have a 
green bracelet. 

I submit that the security mea-
sures to ensure minors weren’t 
served were equal to or greater 
than those of this past weekend’s 
fall fair, which also had a beer 
garden and a lot more minors 
than there were at Gremio Fest.

If this still doesn’t seem good 
enough, don’t forget that the 
RCMP stopped in to check on us 

on numerous occasions and to 
my knowledge did not have any 
major issues, other than noise, 
until they received a letter from 
people who were never actually 
there to witness the lengths we’d 
gone to. 

If we could, just for a moment, 
take a realistic view of it: kids are 
going to fi nd a way to drink.

Gremio did not put it in their 
heads to drink before they came 
and we certainly did not encour-
age them to defi le the neighbour-
hood when they were done.

Which brings me to the mess. 
We do accept responsibility for 
the actions of many of the par-
tygoers and I do not envy those 
who discovered broken beer bot-
tles, or feces, on their property. 

We might be fools, but we are 
cognizant of the fact that our 
party brought all those people 
and problems to the neighbour-
hood. 

For that we truly are sorry. 
We did actually have people out 
cleaning the next day, though 
it was perhaps later than some 
may have liked, given that many 
of us opted to get some sleep 
after staying up all night mak-
ing sure everybody was safely on 
their way. 

We did provide porta-potties 
on the grounds, at which there 
was never an unacceptable line-
up, and we didn’t serve bottles of 
any kind. 

Free will is a factor here. You’d 
be hard pressed to fi nd the own-
ers of GM Place guilty of vandal-
ism if broken glass or piles of 
poo were found a block away the 
morning after a Canucks game.

Library location 
issue closed

The Salt Spring library board 
has recently become apprised of 
the following:

“Land Use Bylaw 355, passed 
2001, Amendment 386, passed 
2003:

9.41 Community Facilities 
Zoning

9.4.4 Exceptions in particular 
locations:

Zone variation CF1(b) Not-
withstanding section 9.41(1), 
libraries are a prohibited use.”

We have checked with the 
Island Trust planners, who have 
confi rmed that zone CF1(b) spe-
cifi cally relates to the lot at 256 
Rainbow Road, in other words, 
the parcel of land owned by 
PARC on Rainbow Road. It would 
therefore be illegal to locate the 
library on Rainbow Road.

Furthermore, the Official 
Community Plan, Bylaw No. 434, 
2008, states: “B.5.1.2.4 To retain 

the traditional function of island 
villages, the Local Trust Commit-
tee should not consider rezoning 
applications that would result 
in the following land uses out-
side the Village Designations:  . . 
. libraries.” 

This wording is exactly the 
same as that in the Offi cial Com-
munity Plan issued in 1998, on 
which the library board was rely-
ing for its decision to locate in 
Ganges.

The issue of the location of the 
new library building is closed.

Restoring Booth Canal 
should be a priority

Thanks to Tom Varzeliotis for his 
recent work on Booth Canal that 
provided both historical fact and 
science confi rming what is only too 
obvious to long-time residents of 
Booth Canal (aka Booth Inlet): the 
canal is dying. (“Who will turn the 
tide on Booth Canal, asks islander,” 
Aug. 26 Driftwood.)

Varzeliotis, a civil engineer special-
izing in fl uid mechanics, has written 
a report on the canal that island-
ers should read. It’s available at the 
Islands Trust offi ce or on his website 
at www3.telus.net/gi-public-affairs/
index.htm. 

In the report he describes how 
in the mid-1970s the owners of the 
Booth Bay Resort took what had 
been a small point at the mouth of 
the inlet and extended it well out 
into the middle of the tidal stream 
with rip rap and back fi ll. 

Fears were expressed that this 
would cause a choking-off of the 
normal flushing tidal action and 
result in the silting up of Booth 
Canal, but the newly enlarged prom-
ontory remained. 

For some 30 years the owners of 
the property have enjoyed the views 
from their extended point, using it 
for picnics, barbecues and the like. 
However during that 30 years the 
canal has also silted up alarmingly. 
The effects are plain to see. 

Prior to the ‘70s, clam and oys-
ter beds stretched over a kilome-
tre up the canal 
and even past the 
bridge on Booth 
Canal Road. 

The water was 
deep enough that kids could dive off 
the bridge. Salmon travelled up the 
canal and into the creeks to spawn. 
People caught them right in front of 
their homes.

But over the years, road building 
and housing development increased 
the silty runoff and the artifi cial point 
at the mouth of the canal trapped it. 

Now the muddy canal provides 
no good habitat for the salmon 
that despite enhancement efforts 
are struggling to survive in the sev-
eral small Booth Inlet fi sh-bearing 
streams. Certainly no one’s catching 
them in the inlet anymore. The oys-
ters are virtually eliminated and the 
clam beds only extend in from the 
mouth of the canal for about a hun-
dred yards. The rest is covered with a 
bed of polluted silt. Even in these last 
few years the clogging has increased 
visibly. The life is being choked out 
of the canal. It’s becoming a ditch 
rather than an ocean inlet. And now, 
anyone diving off the bridge, even 
at high tide, would likely break their 
neck in the shallow water. 

The artifi cial point didn’t put the 
silt and pollution in the canal, but in 
Varzeliotis’ opinion, it stopped the 
tidal currents that fl ow through from 
fl ushing it all out. 

Residents and visitors to the for-
mer Booth Bay Resort, which was 
subdivided about a decade ago 
and is now known as Booth Bay 
Shores, have had a nice time with 
their point and we certainly don’t 
begrudge them those pleasures. But 

that enjoyment comes at a great cost 
when you consider the lethal burden 
that’s been placed on the life of the 
inlet. It’s time to recognize this.

No doubt they intended no harm 
with the construction of the point 
and they do in fact care about the 
health of the canal, its wildlife and 
the effect on neighbouring proper-
ties. Having had 30 years to observe 
the degradation, no doubt they too 
would like to see the canal restored 
to health. An important step in 
achieving that would be to remove 
the rip rap and backfi ll and restore 
the point to its original, natural, low-
profi le shape so that proper fl ushing 
can take place. A photo of the origi-
nal smaller point shows that there 
would have been a nice view and 
certainly room for picnics. 

Again, to be fair, the silt and pol-
lution in the canal arrived there 
largely because of increased devel-

opment  in  the 
area and poorly 
functioning septic 
fields. So, many, 
if not most of us, 

along the canal bear some of the 
responsibility for its current state 
and therefore also share with the 
owners of Booth Bay Shores some 
responsibility for its restoration. 

The restoration of the canal would 
of course be a long-term project, 
but a very do-able one. 

Public funding could be sought 
to support the dismantling of the 
point, the analysis and upgrading 
of septic fields along the canal, and 
the implementation of natural fil-
tering pools and other processes 
to mitigate the flood of silty brown 
water that roars down the slopes of 
Mount Erskine and into the canal 
every winter. 

Certainly there’d be a lot of work 
involved, negotiations to take place 
and perhaps some pride to be swal-
lowed. But it’s all possible if we can 
agree to do it. The greater good of 
the entire area, including wildlife 
and human populations, would be 
wonderfully enhanced by it. 

Thanks to Tom Varzeliotis for get-
ting this discussion started, and for 
providing historical fact and a scien-
tific perspective. 

We call on our fellow islanders and 
especially Booth Canal residents to 
rise to the challenge. It’s clear the 
inlet is dying. 

We know what’s needed. Let’s work 
together to achieve it. If you would 
like to be a part of this process or 
want to indicate support for the idea 
of restoring the canal, e-mail Varze-
liotis at alcyone@saltspring.com.

DANCE PERFORMANCE

Island dancer returns to local stage
Robbyn Scott 

joins triPOD for 

Six Mixed show

A visit to Robbyn 
Scott’s Antler Ridge Stu-
dio is a welcoming expe-
rience, liable to both 
begin and end with a 
hug. A professional-level 
dance space tucked off 
a quiet country road on 
a property blessed with 
normally rare deer ant-
lers, the room is a fit-
ting complement to its 
owner: a woman who 
has cosmopolitan roots 
and training but who 
chooses to make her pro-
fessional life work with a 
quiet island lifestyle.

Scott’s recent work as 
a dancer has seen her 
travel to Victoria to train 
and rehearse with tri-
POD, a dance collective 
led by Laurie Hammer. 
The group of 13 danc-
ers, choreographers and 
musicians will be here 
this Saturday to launch 
ArtSpring’s 2009/2010 
dance series with the 
show Six Mixed. The 
program promises the 
group’s “best work” 
along with two new 
pieces created by guest 
choreographers Peter 
Bingham and Danny 
McCusker.

For those people who 
know Scott mainly in 
connection with the Salt 
Spring Coffee Company, 
she is one of those clas-
sic island residents who 
quietly leads a life pep-
pered with exceptional 
experiences and activi-
ties. Her life as a dancer 
began studying ballet at 
age three, in her home 
town close to San Fran-
cisco. By the time she 
was a teenager Scott was 
commuting to San Fran-
cisco six days a week and 

held a scholarship with 
the Royal Academy of 
Dance, studying under 
the famed Russian cho-
reographer Anatole 
Vilzak. She was poised 
to make a professional 
career playing character 
parts when a devastating 
knee injury put an end to 
her ballet life at age 18.

Moving to  Cana-
da (she first met her 
future husband, Mick-
ey McLeod, on Texada 
Island in the 1970s), 
Scott found healing in 
nature. She also found 
that dance wasn’t neces-
sarily over for her. Lov-
ing the “wild freedom” 
of hippy dance concerts, 
Scott said, “I didn’t real-
ize I was on the way to 
discovering new types 
of movement.”

An exploration of 
modern dance styles led 
Scott to the American 
Dance Festival in North 
Carolina, and then on to 
a career in Boston and 

New York. Living in New 
York for about fi ve years, 
she toured Europe and 
the southern states, 
where she helped bring 
dance into the com-
munity. Finally she felt 
she had the knowledge 
to bring what she was 
doing back to Canada.

Since moving to Salt 
Spring in the 1980s, 
Scott has been a strong 
component of the local 
dance community. She 
started teaching small 
children right away and 
later added adult class-
es. In 1990 she received 
a Canada Council grant 
to take 31 women and 
children dancers on tour 
around the Gulf Islands, 
Vancouver and Vancou-
ver Island.

Scott offi cially retired 
as a dancer at age 45, 
when she and McLeod 
started the Salt Spring 
Coffee Company and 
she became a woman 
of business. But dance 

was always a part of her. 
In the past four or five 
years, she’s returned to 
workshops and perfor-
mance.

“I can’t help it — it’s 
just in me. I always have 
to do it,” Scott said.

Reconnecting with 
Anna Haltrecht, the local 
outreach person for the 
Made in B.C. dance ini-
tiative, Scott set about 
returning to dance her-
self and helping to bring 
it back into the commu-
nity. With ongoing con-
nections to the serious 
professional world of 
modern dance, it’s cer-
tainly of local benefit 
that Scott has taken her-
self out of retirement. 

As well as bringing 
Boston choreographer 
Danny McCusker to 
the island for four years 
running, she’s recently 
received a grant from 
the B.C. Arts Council to 
create a dance piece in 
collaboration with visu-
al artist Stefanie Denz. 
Denz will make three 
or four sculptures that 
deal with the theme of 
“dwelling” in the human 
body and Scott will cre-
ate movements in rela-
tion to the sculpture.

With the upcoming 
triPOD performance, 
Scott will perform with 
a group known for its 
incorporation of impro-
vised movements within 
choreographed dance. 
In some cases, like with 
McCusker’s piece, the 
improvised parts fall 
within a strictly defi ned 
set of movements estab-
lished in advance by the 
choreographer. In oth-
ers, open improvisation 
allows for more creativi-
ty, but does not mean an 
undefined free-for-all, 
as Scott explained.

“We play with lev-
els, speed, timing — it’s 
like having fences, but 
inside those fences you 
don’t know what’s going 

to happen.” 
This kind of freedom 

can be exciting for a 
more experienced danc-
er like Scott.

“As you start to get 
older, you think, ‘I want 
to dance my way,’ so I 
like to work with people 
that let me interpret my 
style. Younger dancers 
exist more as a vessel 
to express a choreogra-
pher’s voice.”

One tip that Scott has 
for spectators of mod-
ern dance is that there 
doesn’t always have to 
be meaning in every 
movement. Instead, it’s 
very much a physical 
expression of being in 
the moment.

“Dance is a non-ver-
bal way of communicat-
ing and when I stopped 
dancing and went into 
business, I realized 
that’s it’s so important 
for people to go back 
into the world and expe-
rience it from a physical, 
non-verbal place.”

The Lobby Dancers 
will return once again 
for a pre-show perfor-
mance at ArtSpring this 
Saturday, while the tri-
POD collective appears 
on stage at 8 p.m. Tick-
ets are available at 
ArtSpring.

Image trumps technology 
Photo show 

brims with 

fascinating 

off erings

Overheard at  the 
ongoing Photosynthe-
sis show at ArtSpring 
was the photographer 
D a v i d  B o r r ow m a n 
reflecting, “I think the 
image always trumps 
the technology.” 

O u t  o f  c o n t e x t 
though the remark may 
be, it highlights the fact 
that for many viewers, 
what works in a photo-
graph has no relation to 
knowledge of the tech-
niques used to create it. 

Like any art form, the 
photo relies on compo-
sition, line and colour 
to make its case. And as 
a method of capturing 
and interpreting reality, 

we also look for what 
the image seems to say 
about its subject matter.

E x a m i n a t i o n s  o f 
colour and texture 
were taken up by many 
of the 2009 Photosyn-
thesis  participants. 
A notable example is 
Alane Lalonde’s almost 
abstract  studies  of 
simple architecture. In 
Sky Climbing, the bril-
liant blue background 
appears uniform and 
two-dimensional. 

The camera looks 
up at an acute angle at 
concrete blocks that rise 
into the mid-ground, 
one painted purple and 
another in natural grey. 
A blue-painted ladder 
rests against the grey 
block, while its shad-
ows bring contrasting 
lines to scene. Colour 
and shape, rather than 
social commentary, are 
prevalent here.

In a similar medita-
tion that draws on the 
contrast of between red 
and white, Shadows 
depicts a red stucco 
wall, an outside cement 
staircase in white and a 
closed wooden shudder 
painted red with white 
trim. In this piece the 
human element sneak-
ily intrudes on abstrac-
tion in the smudges of 
red paint left behind 
on the white window 
frame.

P l a c e d  b e s i d e 
Lalonde’s collection, 
Gillean Proctor’s Study 
#4 is an even purer 
colour fi eld. Divided in 
two halves with building 
on left and ocean water 
on right, the photo con-
trasts brilliant orange, 
corrugated metal and 
rippling blue water. 

C h r i s t i n e  He i n e -
man offers four views 
that explore contrasts 
of colour and texture in 
nature; Ancient Stories 
takes a close view of 
moss and lichen grow-
ing on an upright stone, 
and galaxies of complex 
life are revealed. 

A companion piece, 
Back Al ley on Salt 
Spring, frames an oth-
erwise ugly view of graf-
fiti and makes it seem 

a floral complement 
to the ivy also found 
on the wall. In loops of 
blue, red and yellow, the 
spray-paint becomes 
a bloom for the green 
vines.

Osman Phillips takes 
an even closer view 
of nature, revelling in 
pattern and texture. In 
a series of large views 
that appear to marvel 
at nature’s complexi-
ties, Between a Rock 
takes the view of just a 
section of stone stairs 
where a weathered root 
has found its way down. 
Sheltered beneath is 
a tiny cluster of yel-
low fl owers, suggesting 
frailty but with their 
own potential to crack 
stone.

K i m  Ko r n b a c h e r 
takes a gentler view this 
time around and also 
focusses on nature’s 
minutia. 

A brilliantly different 
piece is Charlie Bird, 
a parrot whose irides-
cent lime-green feath-
ers completely fill the 
frame. His head twisted 
around to bite at an 
itchy spot, his eye stares 
out from a spiral move-
ment.

Andrea Collins is 
someone who has taken 
technology to some-
how create a seamless 
image. Her computer 
manipulated pieces, 
Fusion and Tapestree, 
are kaleidoscopic imag-
es in golden brown lace, 
all created somehow 
from tree limbs or roots. 
Like mandalas in form, 
the images direct the 
eye through a complex 
maze. 

B o b b y  C r i c h t o n 
offers stunning images 
of animal and human 
form with photos of a 
Japanese Macaque in 
the snow and Buddhist 
Monks in Thailand. 

His eye for composi-

tion and detail is very 
fi ne, but the images suf-
fer somewhat for being 
printed on canvas; a 
very slight fuzziness is 
suggested where clarity 
should prevail.

Birgit Bateman man-
ages to bypass this 
problem with even 
larger images printed 
on canvas, especially 
well in Bowhead Skull. 
Set upright, the grey 
jawbones are almost as 
long as a person’s body 
and are more abstract 
than representation-
al, impressive in their 
immensity.

Billie Rocha-Woods 
captures elegant light 
and composition in her 
precise colour prints of 
northern Scottish land-
scapes, while Gregg 
El igh captures  the 
same qualities in black 
and white views of the 
human body. In both 
silver gelatine and digi-
tal ink jet, Eligh explores 
the amazing attributes 
of our physical selves. 

Light Feet is espe-
cially compelling, with 
toes pointed down 
and the feet having left 
the ground, shot from 
behind.

Seth Berkowitz unites 
a  f a s c i n a t i o n  w i t h 
nature and society in 
The Evolution of Beach 
Walking. 

Two horizontal strips 
in a wide panoramic 
view repeat the same 
composite image of 
shadowy figures walk-
ing on a sandy shore-
line. Both very small 
and indistinct,  the 
figures and the misty 
scene contribute to the 
sense that the image 
is made of many days, 
or even years, through 
time. 

The title also suggests 
this idea, as well as ref-
erencing the pictorial 
timeline of human evo-
lution, from Australo-
pithecus to Homo Sapi-
ens. Berkowitz reminds 
us of the multi-layered 
social meanings that 
photographs can imply.

Photosynthesis con-
tinues daily at ArtSpring 
until Oct. 4.

SATAY: a dish consisting of diced or sliced boneless, skinless chicken, beef, pork, fish or tofu. The more 
authentic version uses skewers from the midrib of the coconut leaf, although bamboo skewers soaked in 
coconut milk are often used to add the same flavour. These thinly sliced pieces of meat are grilled or put on 
the BBQ over a wood or charcoal fire, then served with various spicy seasonings. In Indonesia, satay is such 
a popular dish it can be found throughout the country. It can be obtained from a travelling satay vendor, 
and everyone has their own family recipe. Though I never had the carefree spirit to try one from the street 
vendor’s when I was in Thailand, my brother in-law, fearless, said they were better than the ones I would 
venture to try in the upper-class restaurants.

Soak 8 bamboo skewers in ¼ cup coconut milk. Set aside.
For the marinade - in a mortar and pestle pound together (food processor or blender also works) 2 
cloves of garlic with 2 tablespoons fresh cilantro, 1 tablespoon curry paste, 2 tablespoons turmeric, 
1 teaspoon brown sugar, ½ teaspoon salt, 2 tablespoons sambal olek (optional to add heat). Remove 
from mortar and pestle. Add mixture to 1 cup coconut milk, 2 tablespoons nut butter of your choice, 
stir and set aside. Reserve ¼ cup of mixture in a small bowl. Cut 2 boneless, skinless chicken breasts 
or thighs (other meats can be used such as pork, beef, prawns) into thin strips - 8 thin strips per cut of 
meat.  Add the strips of meat to the marinade, cover, and let chill for 2 hours in the refrigerator. 
Remove the meat from the marinade and thread two strips of meat onto each of the soaked skewers 
in a zig-zag. Grill the satay 5 minutes each side, turning them and basting each one with the marinade 
until cooked through. Top cooked meat with reserved marinade & serve with cooked rice or pad thai.

Underground Railway 
story brought to life
in story, slide and song
First in family-friendly 

series at ArtSpring this 

season

ArtSpring’s series of concerts suit-
able for families with school-aged chil-
dren begins Monday, Sept. 28 at 7 p.m. 
with a visit by renowned Canadian 
blues singer Diana Braithwaite and 
folk/blues guitarist Chris Whiteley. 

The duo presents a program called 
Sugar and Gold: The Story of the 
Underground Railway in Canada.

“While the emphasis is on the great 
music these two fi ne performers bring 
to young audiences,” said ArtSpring 
executive director George Sipos, “there 
is much more to this event than that.”

Braithwaite is the great-great grand-
daughter of one of the 30,000 Ameri-
can slaves who travelled in secret from 
the United States to Canada between 
1840 and 1860, prior to the fi nal aboli-
tion of slavery in 1865.

This great migration toward freedom 
is an epic story, and its major record is 
in the songs and music of the time.

Braithwaite and Whiteley’s show 
combines music, personal stories of 
Diana’s great-great grandmother and 
projected slides to give a lively glimpse 
into this extraordinary story.

For those who wonder why the 
musical history of events that hap-
pened a long time ago should mat-
ter, Braithwaite points out that our 
enjoyment of freedom and tolerance 
in our own time has grown out of that 
history.

“The people who embarked on 
these dangerous journeys along the 
Underground Railway were taking the 

fi rst steps in a long walk toward equal 
human rights that continues to this 
day.”

“Today we look back with thanks for 
how far we have come and look ahead 
with hope as we travel toward a time of 
equal opportunity and equal respect 
for everyone. Together we can build 
welcoming and inclusive communi-
ties fi lled with safety, respect, choice, 
fun and belonging for everyone.”

The timing of Sugar and Gold is 
appropriate, since it serves as a pre-
amble to the celebration of the black 
history of Salt Spring, which will take 
place Oct. 16-17. Details of the events 
planned for that weekend will be forth-
coming in the Driftwood.

Tickets for the Sept. 28 performance 
of Sugar and Gold are available from 
the ArtSpring ticket centre at 250-537-
2102. As with all ArtSpring presented 
events this season, youth tickets are 
set at $5. A special school performance 
of the show the following morning will 
allow some elementary and middle-
school classes to hear Braithwaite and 
Whiteley.

“Even on occasions when some 
school children have the opportuni-
ty to attend a show with their class, 
there is so much to be said for parents 
also taking them to the public perfor-
mance,” said  Sipos. 

“The chance to talk with our chil-
dren about what they have seen and 
been moved by is one of the joys of 
parenting. And this is especially true 
with a program like this that raises so 
many ideas about freedom, racism, 
personal courage and tolerance. What 
a great chance to connect with our 
children on a topic that matters.”

Every Goodbye signals new perspective
Island’s black history 

enriched by new photo 

narrative

Time always seems to have a 
way of playing with the facts 
and the story of Salt Spring’s 
black pioneers proves no excep-
tion. 

Author Evelyn C. White has 
tried to set the story straight 
with the publication of Every 
Goodbye Ain’t Gone: A Photo 
Narrative of Black Heritage on 
Salt Spring Island.

“There was clearly a void in 
terms of a book that dealt exclu-
sively with the black heritage 
on Salt Spring Island,” White 
said in a recent interview ahead 
of the book’s official launch on 
Sept. 27.

Filling that void led White on 
a three-year monumental jour-
ney to collect the stories and 
archival documents that make 
up Salt Spring’s black heritage.

The result is a thoroughly 
researched 100-plus page book 
that traces Salt Spring’s black 
community from the latter 19th 
century to the present day.

With the help of photographs 
shot by her partner Joanne 
Bealy, the historical record of 
the island’s black settlers has at 
long last come of age.

The book sets off with an out-
line of Salt Spring’s first black 
pioneers and why they chose to 
seek freedom in Canada.

Contrary to popular belief, 
White said, those early settlers 
weren’t fleeing slavery but, 
rather, the institutionalized 
discrimination that permeated 
so much of life south of the bor-
der at the time.

Even in a so-called “free 
state” like California, legisla-
tion existed that left blacks and 
other non-whites less than full 
citizens in the eyes of the law.

Members of California’s early 
black community were inspired 
by stories of a promised land 
as word of Canada’s gold rush 
spread south.

Migrants landed in Victoria 
and travelled throughout the 
province. 

Every Goodbye Ain’t Gone 
tells the story of the settlers 
who chose Salt Spring as their 
home.

The book fittingly starts off 
with the story of Sylvia Stark, 
one of the region’s first black 
settlers who was laid to rest at 
the age of 104 in the cemetery 
behind Central Hall in 1944.

The lives of those who’ve 
lived on the island may not 
have been as trouble-free as 
had been hoped, but life on Salt 
Spring and in Canada offered 
respite from the United States’ 

irrevocable historical bond to 
the slave trade.

“We wanted this to be an 
accurate history and there is 
no doubt that Salt Spring is not 
devoid of racism, but I think 
you can find solace here,” White 
said. 

“Most people on the island 
are open and acceptance is a 
way of life.”

Every Goodbye Ain’t Gone 
has flown off the shelves since 
it  hit  local bookstores last 
month and orders have begun 
coming in from retailers in the 
Lower Mainland and Vancouver 
Island.

The public will have a chance 
to speak with White and Bealy at 
the book’s official launch party 
and book signing on Sunday, 
Sept. 27 at Lions Hall between 
2 and 4 p.m.

When Heather Luna-Rose stepped 
nervously into Bangkok’s Bangkwang 
Central Prison fi ve years ago, she had 
no idea she’d end up with a lasting 
friendship, let alone a string of avid 
pen pals.

In a letter Luna-Rose received ear-
lier this month, Soepaing, a 38-year-
old Burmese inmate, talks about pris-
on life, his dreams, and his health.

He adds that the medicine Luna-
Rose sent in March still hasn’t 
arrived.

Luna-Rose shrugs as she reads the 
passage. She figures prison guards 
have made off with the $250 worth 
of ulcer medication before it got any-
where near its intended recipient.

While in jail, she said, Soepaing has 
learned to read and write in both Thai 
and English. His immaculately writ-
ten letters look as if they were typed 
up and printed off on a laser printer.

But there are no computers in 
Bangkwang Central. From the sound 
of things, there’s not much of any-
thing except hard times and despera-
tion.

“They are living in medieval-like 
conditions, suffering with illnesses 
nobody here would even blink an eye 
at,” she said. 

That’s precisely why Luna-Rose’s 
letters have come to mean so much 
to the handful of inmates she corre-
sponds with on a regular basis.

Most of the prison’s foreign inmates 
have been convicted, under ques-
tionable legal proceedings, of drug 
traffi cking offences.

Soepaing’s Thai employer, for 
example, demanded he transport 
meth amphetamine into northern 
Thailand from Burma, where the drug 
is legal, cheap and readily available.

Soepaing was relatively lucky; he 
was convicted and sentenced to 40 
years in prison. Soepaing’s friend 
wasn’t so fortunate and was gunned 
down on site by Thai border guards.

Luna-Rose’s stories stand in strik-
ing contrast to the idyllic Thailand 
many of us imagine. Even for most 
Thais, she added, what happens 

behind Bangkwang’s walls is out of 
sight and well out of mind.

The Salt Springer’s work over the 
past few years has done a lot to shed 
light on the prisoners’ plight. Based 
on the progress she’s already made, 
she’s just getting started.

“I’m determined this is just going 
to get bigger and bigger,” she said in a 
recent interview.

Luna-Rose started a website (www.
luna-rose.ca) to spread the word and 
is two months away from obtaining 
registered non-profit status for her 
prisoner support group. 

She’s even got a few other Salt 
Springers writing letters to Soepaing’s 
fellow inmates.

“People have come up to me asking 
how they can help,” she said. “The 
response has been really encourag-
ing.”

To raise funds for urgently needed 
antibiotics and other basic neces-
sities, Luna-Rose is organizing the 
Justice Jam, a fun-fi lled event at the 
Harbour House Hotel featuring local 
bands and performers like the Barley 
Brothers, Sue Newman, and Simone 
Lamers.

A silent auction and emcee antics 
from island funny man Arvid Chalm-
ers will round out the entertainment.

All proceeds from the Sat., Oct. 3 
event go towards supplies Luna-Rose 
will deliver in person in January.

Tickets for the Justice Jam, $20, are 
available at the Harbour House Hotel 
and Salt Spring Books.

CONCERT REVIEW 

Canada-proud National Broadcast Orchestra 
exceeds all expectations in debut at ArtSpring
 Full house treated to exciting 

program

On a familiar stage in front of me last 
Wednesday evening was a small orchestra 
newly minted as the National Broadcast 
Orchestra — a cultural phoenix rising from 
the ashes of a wildly unpopular, myopic, 
bean counter’s decision to kill the legendary 
CBC Radio Orchestra almost a year ago.

My fi rst impression, besides seeing famil-
iar faces and names from the “old” orches-
tra, is just how amazingly bold it was for 
conductor Alain Trudel and the board of this 
brave new venture to dub themselves with 
a name that included the word “national.” 
National organizations don’t usually hail 
from the West Coast. 

Before a note is played, the excitement in 
the house is not emanating from audience 
alone. This is the now independent NBO’s 
inaugural performance and they are visibly 
eager and excited to be playing for their Salt 
Spring audience. 

After a stirring O Canada, conductor Alain 
Trudel addressed the audience in both offi -
cial languages on behalf of the orchestra, 
thanking the full house for Salt Spring’s sup-
port throughout their transition from the 
old to this scary new national identity.

On a typical program, seldom would 
one see Canadian orchestral compositions 
sharing equal real estate with Haydn and 
Prokofi ev — never is more likely. Yet here it 
was! Of the evening’s six-work program, fully 
half of the musical offerings were Canadian! 

Michael Oesterle’s Overture to The Spar-
row’s Ledger (a CBC-commissioned world 
premiere) began the program, an inspiring, 
short piece defi nitely reminiscent of quality 
theatre music. 

A scherzo-like series of catchy rhythmic 
themes was crisply punctuated by dialogues 
between small groups of instruments, which 

served to demonstrate the individual musi-
cal strengths of various inner parts. 

Appropriately, Haydn’s very fi rst sympho-
ny followed Oesterle’s premiere. Lively and 
exceptionally clean, the strings in particular 
shone throughout the symphony, and Tru-
del did not shy at all from the “Presto” mark-
ing of the fi rst and last movements. 

A small orchestra carries with it both the 
blessing and the curse of crystal-clear trans-
parency. 

A blessing because with only one to six 
players in any one section, there is so much 
potential for delicacy and intimate ensem-
ble work. The curse? There is no comfort in 
numbers, as a fl eet of violinists will often 
poorly excuse slight pitch variations.

In the first movement, Haydn provid-
ed the strings with ample opportunities 
for either brilliantly delicate or wincingly 
strained entrances. The NBO’s small band of 
violins were nearly fl awless in their excep-
tional grace and precision, the entire piece 
characterized by lovingly nuanced phrasing 
and dynamic contrast. 

I don’t think anyone was prepared for 
what happened next. Canadian trumpet 
soloist Jens Lindemann appeared on stage, 
seemingly channelling some Doc Severin-
sen in his fi ery red jacket and easy audience 
banter. Lindemann and I go way back to 
high school, but this is a hambone side of 
him I’ve never seen. I imagine Lindemann 
acquired some of his “fire up the crowd” 
schtick from his days in the celebrated 
Canadian Brass group. Regardless of its ori-
gin, Lindemann employed his substantial 
fl air with abandon and had this audience in 
the palm of his hand.

After a quick costume change (a sparkly 
blue jacket this time), Lindemann had the 
audience on their feet once for his encore 
piece, a Cootie Williams tune called Echoes 
of Harlem complete with Williams’ signa-
ture “growling” plunger work. Lindemann 
demonstrated his equal ease with the idiom, 
while allowing the orchestra to prove that 

they could swing with the best of them. By 
intermission, the buzz in ArtSpring was 
already electric.

Sergei Prokofi ev is not a “classical com-
poser,” yet his Classical symphony  (No. 1. 
Op. 25) embraces the forms and orches-
tral traditions of the early classical period 
while utilizing 20th century elements, and 
employing much greater technical sophisti-
cation than possible for Haydn and his con-
temporaries. The second half of the evening 
led with another “fi rst.”

Once again, the ensemble’s technical 
expertise and transparency won us over. 
From the delicate lines of the first move-
ment, to a stunningly beautiful Larghetto 
movement that ended in barely a whisper, 
and the very playful Gavotte of the third, 
the orchestra proved itself small but mighty 
once again. 

The dynamic range and breadth of phrase 
that the NBO displayed through bulk of this 
work was eclipsed only by their brilliant 
execution of the fi nal molto vivace, a tempo 
designation taken absolutely literally.

Although the technical excellence of the 
entire ensemble was brilliant, this final 
movement belonged to the virtuosity and 
musicality of the woodwinds. There was 
intentional and beautiful shape and direc-
tion to even the most breakneck of passages, 
leaving us all in a state of awe.

This symphony could have easily been 
programmed to end the concert; it has all 
the required elements of “the Big Finish.” 

Instead, Trudel programmed two short 
Canadian works to end this proudly Cana-
dian concert. Fortunately, Rodney Sharman 
was on hand to give an entertaining and 
brief explanation of his work Scarlattiana, 
an orchestral interpretation of Scarlatti’s F# 
keyboard sonata. 

Sharman characterized his work as a tran-
scription; although the main themes of the 
sonata were present, especially in the vio-
lins and trumpets, the piece seemed more 
representational. Given Scarlatti’s infl uence 
on the early classical style, and Sharman’s 
well-crafted portrayal, the piece fi t beauti-
fully into the evening’s program

By this time in the concert, I was already 
wondering how I could adequately describe 
the evening. 

Adding to a truly delightful musical feast, 
Trudel programmed Robert Lepage’s Costa 
Brava, a piece employing Spanish themes 
and recorded sounds of street music, kids 
playing and casual street themes to usher in 
each new movement. 

Superlatives aside, and I’ve used many, 
the NBO exceeded all expectations as a 
truly professional, passionate and virtuosic 
ensemble. More remarkable, however, was 
the tangible sense of pride in what they had 
accomplished in the rebirth of a national 
institution. 

Among the many hopes expressed in the 
mandate of this new orchestra is to show-
case the wealth of orchestral talent, both in 
performance and composition that Cana-
da has to offer, while humbly recognizing 
the collaboration and hope required of our 
entire musical community. 

Throughout this historic evening, Trudel 
and the NBO would admirably demonstrate 
such hope in spades, while never letting us 
forget that we, Canadians all, proudly own 
a share in nurturing their dream. O Canada 
indeed.

Fall Zen retreat explores meditation
Runs Friday evening 

through Sunday

If you ever wonder whether 
meditation would help you deal 
with those sometimes pesky life 
companions — thoughts and 
emotions — the Zen retreat in 
early October may be just the 
thing for you.

Salt Spring Zen Circle is offer-
ing its nonresidential fall retreat 
at the Gatehouse, Oct. 2 to 4. It 
starts Friday, Oct. 2 at 7 p.m. and 
ends on Sunday, Oct. 4 at 3 p.m. 

If a whole weekend of meditat-
ing seems like too much, partici-
pants are welcome to attend for 
the period they can do.

Beginners, seasoned medita-
tors, and people from all reli-
gious traditions are welcome to 
participate. Instruction is pro-
vided and those who fi nd it dif-
fi cult to sit on a cushion will be 
provided with a chair. 

Karen Ferguson, a regular 
retreat participant, says, “Medi-
tating with others strengthens 

my life, and connects me with 
others in a deep and quiet way, 
which is very healing.”

The weekend offers half-hour 
meditation periods interspersed 
with walking meditation, talks 
and the possibility of interviews 
with the teacher.

A brief period in which par-
ticipants work together silently is 
also traditional to this weekend 
of Zen practice, called “sesshin,” 
which means to touch the heart-
mind.

The retreat is guided by Peter 
Levitt, who studied for three 
decades with Jakusho Kwong 
Roshi, a spiritual heir of his 
teacher, Shunryu Suzuki Roshi, 
the well-known and beloved 
author of Zen Mind, Beginner’s 
Mind.

Levitt has taught Zen medita-
tion on Salt Spring since 2001. 
He was inspired to resume Zen 
teaching after 9/11 as a way of 
helping people in these chal-
lenging times.

“Zen is known for its simplicity 
and humour. What is sometimes 
not understood is that at the heart 
of Zen is the conviction that we 

are perfect exactly as we are, we 
just need a little improvement. 
This basic compassion and faith 
in our humanness helps us to 
accept and embrace our life as it 
is,” says Levitt. “It’s just wonderful 
when eyes and hearts and hands 
begin to open all at once. Then, 
we understand our lives in a new 
way. It’s really so moving, so sim-
ple and so grand.”

The peaceful and regenerating 
surrounds of Stowel Lake farm 
support this retreat with their 
beauty. Nurturing homemade 
vegetarian meals and snacks are 
provided. 

The cost for the weekend is $80 
and includes all meals. Dona-
tions for the teacher are grate-
fully received, as is traditional in 
Zen practice, since the basic fee 
does not include remuneration 
for the teacher.

Billeting is provided to off-
islanders for those who register 
early.

Starhawk enlightens way to Earth-friendly future
Relocalization part of 

making transition
 
Islanders can see acclaimed 

Earth activist Starhawk as she 
presents Making the Transi-
tion at Fulford Hall on Thurs-
day, Oct. 1. 

In the talk that begins at 7:30 
p.m., Starhawk looks at the 
tremendous challenges that 
are about to impact humanity 
through climate change and 
peak energy, and how societies 
can transition to a less energy-
intense future.

“Our energy systems, our 

food growing systems, our pat-
terns of work, socializing and 
play — all need to change now, 
not sometime in the vague 
future,” says Starhawk. 

“One of the most powerful 
responses to this challenge has 
been the movement toward re-
localization: taking root again 
in community.”

An award-winning author, 
Starhawk is perhaps best 
known for her ecotopian novel 
The Fifth Sacred Thing, and 
is author or co-author of 11 
books. Her writings are wide-
ly anthologized, quoted and 
included in college curricula, 

and have been translated into 
11 languages.

A pioneer in the revival of 
Earth-based spirituality, Star-
hawk is co-founder of Reclaim-
ing, an activist branch of mod-
ern Paganism.

“We need a shift in con-
sciousness as well as technol-
ogy,” Starhawk states. “We are 
a part of nature, part of a living 
being who is the Earth; all life 
is interconnected and inter-
related.”

As a global justice activist 
and organizer, her work and 
writings have inspired many 
others to action. She was one 

one of the fi rst to report police 
abuse at the recent American 
Republican political conven-
tion, and is active in non-vio-
lent justice action for Palestin-
ians.

Admission for Making the 
Transition is $25 in advance 
with tickets at Salt Spring 
Books or EcoReality Sustain-
able Land Use and Education 
Cooperative, or $30 at the 
door. A book signing will fol-
low the talk.

Fall Rendezvous lures

Organizers of the fi fth-annual work 
boat gathering in Ganges Harbour 
anticipate this weekend’s event will be 
the best one yet.

Coastal history enthusiasts will get 
a chance to step aboard some vintage 
West Coast work boats, chat with vessel 
owners, and maybe pick up some inspi-
ration of their own when vessels open 
their hatches to the public at a Saturday 
event between 1 and 3:30 p.m. 

A sailpast and departure ceremony 
will be visible from the shoreline Sun-
day at 11 a.m.

Onlookers can get a peek at the out-
side of the vessels during regular dock 
hours from Sept. 25 to 27.

Martin Milner, Salt Spring-based 
coordinator of the rendezvous and 
owner of his own classic vessel, expects 
55 boats to arrive at the Kanaka Dock for 

this year’s event.
Boats from the Gulf Islands will be 

joined by others from northern Van-
couver Island, the Sunshine Coast and 
Washington State.

Milner said the popularity of work-
boats, be they active, retired or reno-
vated, has risen steadily over the past 
several years.

“Living on the coast, it’s something 
that’s natural,” Milner said. 

Most of the vessels are former fi shing 
vessels that have been converted into 
comfortable living spaces. 

Others are works in progress.
Milner said many ship owners stop 

by Salt Spring Island on their way home 
after a sailing season that’s seen them 
travel up the coast.

The fall rendezvous is hosted by the 
West Coast Work Boat Association and 
the Salt Spring Island Harbour Author-
ity.

Admission to the event is free of 
charge.

Gays and Lesbians of Salt Spring Island

Don was born at Deep Cove, near 
Victoria BC, to Mary and Arthur (Molly 
and Togey) Layard, the youngest of 

four siblings (Paul, Louise, & Vivien). The 
majority of Don’s early life was spent at the 
family homestead at Booth Bay, Salt Spring 
Island; he had a very adventurous childhood 
in what was a different era on Salt Spring.          
   The family business was Rainbow Beach 
Resort, where Don helped with most aspects 
of the daily operations, as well as enjoying 
the “good stuff” - sailing, fi shing, hunting, 
soccer, and tennis. It was not unusual for  
   Don and his siblings to row from Booth 
Bay, around the north end of Salt Spring, to 
Ganges to play tennis at the old Harbour House, and then row home again.
Don went to school at North Shore College in North Vancouver, and then, after the 
age of 14, on Salt Spring, graduating from the local school. He began work on Salt 
Spring in the logging industry.
   During the war years, Don's older brother enlisted for active duty, and he too 
attempted to enlist, but his older sister Vivienne caught wind of this, and revealed 
his true age to the enlisting offi cers at Patricia Bay. Consequently, he remained on 
Salt Spring and signed up for the Coastal Rangers instead, but was disappointed 
by the fact that the war never arrived on this coastline.
   After the war, Don became a member of the BC Provincial Police.  He was 
mainly assigned to Vancouver, although he did have a few stories to tell of 
adventures elsewhere in BC.  He then went land surveying with his brother-in-
law Adrian Wolfe-Milner and spent quite a bit of time roughing it in the bush, 
helping map out various corners of the province and the area around Great Slave 
Lake. 
   But Don’s true calling was the sea, and soon he began working on tugboats 
for various companies up and down the coast of BC. It was during this time that 
he began dating his future wife, Olive Kitchener, even going so far as to travel 
to Auckland, New Zealand to court her after she moved there.  Don and Olive 
married in Vancouver in 1956. In 1958, after Michele was born, they moved back to 
Salt Spring and built their home on Booth Canal, where Alan joined them in 1962. 
   In 1959, Don moved from working on the tugs to the Gulf Islands Ferry Company, 
owned and operated by the Mouat family on Salt Spring, and was working on the 
Cy Peck when the BC Ferry & Toll Authority took the company over in the early 
sixties.  He remained with BC Ferries for the next thirty years, working his way 
through the ranks, becoming Senior Master for the Long Harbour route in the 
early eighties.  In 1986 Don brought the "Queen of Nanaimo" on its inaugural run 
into Long Harbour, and he remained a well-loved skipper on that ship until his 
retirement in 1992.  
   After retirement from the ferries Don continued working on boats, fi rst with the 
Oak Bay Marine group, travelling to the Queen Charlotte Islands and Hakai Pass, 
and later with Gulf Islands Water Taxi.
   Throughout his retirement years, Don remained busy; camping, fi shing, and 
boating, as well as enjoying a very active social life with his many friends and 
acquaintances.  He was also a volunteer for Meals on Wheels and Salmon 
Enhancement. 
   Don loved boats and he had lots of them in his lifetime!  Over the years, he 
sailed many times in the Round Salt Spring Island race, and once in the Little 
Swiftsure. He had a vast amount of knowledge about the islands, and the 
BC coast in general. He loved reading, especially history, enjoyed political 
discussions and telling bad jokes.
   Predeceased by his brother and sisters, and his wife Olive, Don is survived and 
greatly missed by his daughter Michele (John), son Alan (Pam), granddaughter 
Becky (Dane), grandson Tyler, as well as two nieces and six nephews and their 
families, and many friends.
   There will be a Celebration of Don's life on Saturday October 3rd 
2009, at Meaden Hall (Royal Canadian Legion) from noon to 3pm, followed 

by a private family gathering at the original homestead at Rainbow Beach.
"There is nothing, absolutely nothing, half so much worth doing as 

simply messing about in boats."
