Salt Spring RCMP should have called Search 
and Rescue (SAR) volunteers immediately when 
her companion Peter Wiegand was reported 
missing on Sunday, Feb. 8 at 3 p.m., says Robin 
McLean.

Instead, they waited until Monday morning 
and the 51-year-old man’s body was recovered 
on the water’s edge below Walker Hook Road last 
Monday afternoon.

“I think they owe me an apology,” said an upset 
McLean.

After doing household chores and making oat-
meal for breakfast, Wiegand disappeared at 11 
a.m. on Sunday while McLean was on the phone. 
He often left the house for hours without tell-
ing McLean, to go walking and bird watching in 
the Walker Hook area. But Wiegand, a paranoid 
schizophrenic, also had a history of longer disap-
pearances and sudden returns, and he had taken 
off on Feb. 2, arriving home around 4:50 a.m. on 
Feb. 4 after walking all night from the Fulford 
ferry terminal. Two years ago, Wiegand was in a 
coma for four days following a prescription drug 
overdose.

By the afternoon of Feb. 8, McLean became 
increasingly worried and says she phoned the 
RCMP. She also called Lady Minto Hospital and 
asked for the mental health nurse, who was not

A provincial Appeal Court 
decision issued last week sup-
ports a  court order that the 
“float camp” structure be 
removed from Ganges Marina 
property immediately.

“We haven’t been in this case 
before,” said Miles Drew, an 
Islands Trust bylaw enforce-
ment officer. “Before they 
always had the option of 
appealing.”

Drew said the Trust is con-
sidering a fi nal deadline for the 
fl oat camp’s removal.

Should the marina represen-
tatives not comply, he added, 
the Trust will seek a contempt 
order against the company.

“At the end of the day it always 
comes down to the owner,” he 
said. “They could sell it or take 
it to a salvage yard. There are all 
kinds of options except leaving 
it where it is.”

In May 2006, Islands Trust 
bylaw enforcement  s taf f 
asked that the “float camp” 
be removed from the Ganges 
Marina property on grounds it 
did not comply with the island’s 
zoning bylaws.

B&B Ganges Marina Ltd.’s 
lawyers urged the court to 
reconsider a judgement allow-
ing their client to alter the fl oat-
ing structure so that it would 
be in compliance with local 
bylaws.

“All members of the division 
that heard the appeal agreed 
the remedial provision should 
not have been included and 
should be set aside,” reads an 
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Ferries groups grapple with how 

to meet new safety regulations

Last week’s announcement of new safety 
requirements on smaller BC Ferries vessels 
raised the dual spectres of rate hikes and line-

ups, but Salt Spring routes may not have much 
to worry about, ferry offi cials say.

Regulations from Transport Canada that took 
effect Jan. 1 call for a greater crew-to-passenger ratio 
in case of emergency. To meet the requirements, 
the ferry corporation will either have to increase 
staff, meaning higher labour costs will be passed on 
to passengers, or reduce carrying capacity, which 
could mean longer waits in peak periods.

On Salt Spring, the Queen of Nanaimo run 
from Long Harbour to Tsawwassen will not be 
affected by the changes. The Skeena Queen and 
the Howe Sound Queen, travelling to Vancouver 
Island from Fulford Harbour and Vesuvius Bay 
respectively, face potential changes during busy 
periods such as Saturdays during the summer.

there. She spoke to a nurse 
on duty about bringing Wie-
gand in when he showed 
up, and described his sui-
cidal tendencies.

“She took my name and 
number and said she would 
call me back. I never did get 
a call back.”

McLean also called Wie-
gand’s psychiatrist in Victo-
ria, but he was on holidays.

McLean and her son Ben, 
who had arrived on the 2:10 
p.m. Long Harbour ferry, 
went to the RCMP station to 
provide a photo of Wiegand, 
but found no one there. 

T h e y  d r ov e  t o  L a d y 
Minto Hospital to follow up 
McLean’s phone call. Two 
RCMP constables were in 
the reception area.

“It would have been no 
later than 3 o’clock. I felt 
relieved to have found the 
RCMP,” said McLean. “I tell 
them that Peter is missing. I 
tell them it is serious.”

The McLeans went home, 
assuming RCMP personnel 
were searching extensively 
for Wiegand.

“I have faith in the RCMP. 
I’m from the States and I 
always thought highly of 
the RCMP,” said McLean.

But when Salt Spring 
RCMP Sgt. Danny Willis 
came to her home around 
10 a.m. on Monday, Feb. 9, 
McLean realized SAR had 
not been called out the pre-
vious afternoon.

“He says he is going to 
start a search and rescue,” 
said McLean.

SAR personnel Chuck 
Hamilton and Judy Burch 
arrived and began co-ordi-

nating the search.
“They’re concerned,” says 

McLean. “But I’m wonder-
ing what took so long.”

A Ganges Coast Guard 
crew, dispatched at noon, 
found Wiegand’s  body 
around 2 p.m. at the water’s 
edge below one of his favou-
rite bird-watching spots 
off Walker Hook Road, less 
than a kilometre from his 
home.

Ben McLean said the 
RCMP should have taken 
action on Sunday.

“They could have come 
on Sunday, spoken to the 
n e i g h b o u r s  a n d  t a k e n 
action then.”

Willis confirmed RCMP 
were aware of Wiegand’s dis-
appearance by 3:08 p.m. on 
Sunday, but, he said, “Mem-
bers had other issues they 
were dealing with that day, 
including another missing 
person who was eventually 
located in Vancouver.”

Willis said McLean did 
receive a call back around 
5 p.m. when these other 
issues were under control.

Willis, who was not on 
duty on Sunday, Feb. 8, 
maintains it would have 
been too dark to search for 
Wiegand once volunteer 
SAR personnel, who must 
travel from their homes, 
arrived.

“It was a judgment call. 
There is a lot of rocky ter-
rain in there and lots of 
bush with no clear path-
ways. [RCMP] members 
had to evaluate the risk 
factors for people conduct-
ing a search in darkness. 
We did search with patrol 
cars. We did the best we 
could with the information 
we had.”

Asked if RCMP were aware 
of Wiegand’s mental health 
issues and his disappear-
ance a week earlier, Willis 
said, “Yes, we were aware of 
his mental health issues and 
we were also aware he had 
left and he had come back.”

Provincial coroner Honey 
Forbes said she is still inves-
tigating Wiegand’s death.

“We did an autopsy. It 
is apparent that the cause 
of death is consistent with 
drowning. The toxicology 
report will be completed in 
three weeks.”

McLean said in the weeks 
leading up to his death, 
Wiegand was seeking more 
help.

“There’s not enough pri-
mary care for people with 
mental health issues on the 
island, not enough nurse 
practitioners and referral 
to psychiatrists off-island 
doesn’t provide frequent 
enough visits.”

Dr. Shane Barclay, chief 
of staff at Lady Minto Hos-
pital, said Salt Spring is cur-
rently served by only one 
on-island psychiatrist and 
the hospital has no psychi-
atric nurses.

“There is a defi nite need 
for expanded psychiatric 
services,” said Barclay. 

Salt Spring is served by 
one mental health nurse, 
funded through Salt Spring 
C o m m u n i t y  S e r v i c e s 
(SSCS), for 15 hours a week.

Barclay clarified hospi-
tal policy for people seek-
ing phone advice during a 
mental health crisis.

“Nurses are instructed 
not to give medical advice 
over the phone. If the fam-
ily cannot bring the person 
to the hospital, the RCMP 

have the power to bring 
the person to the hospi-
tal.”

Willis said, “To trans-
port them to hospital, we 
need reasonable grounds to 
believe they need care, such 
as they might harm them-
selves or others. Mental 
health issues aren’t crimes, 
but they consume a lot of 
our time. We are the catch-
all.”

Rob Grant, SSCS execu-
tive director, said, “When a 
tragedy like this happens, 
we as a community have to 
ask ourselves what we can 
do better.” 

Grant said the Vancouver 
Island Health Authority has 
just provided a few more 
funds for mental health 
case management and, as 
of Jan. 1, the United Way of 
Greater Victoria has given 
new three-year funding 
for mental health outreach 
work.

“We are working on a 
mental health plan for the 
island, too,” said Grant. 
“We’re taking a look at all 
the services in the com-
munity to see what we can 
do to improve things. We’re 
just overwhelmed with the 
need.”

He asks people to contact 
SSCS adult services coordi-
nator Cheryl Bell-Gadsby at 
250-537-9971 if they have 
ideas.

McLean said Wiegand, a 
Buddhist, understood the 
need for community sup-
port.

“When he helped start up 
Yellow Submarine, [a men-
tal health support program 
at SSCS], he said, ‘We have 
to stand up for those who 
can only sit.’”

The two-storey floating structure 
at 161 Lower Ganges Road housed a

“Salt Spring Island’s bylaws are devel-
oped by the community and this is a 
signifi cant victory for Salt Spring and 
the entire Islands Trust area,” she said 

in a press release issued on Feb. 11.

Speaking in an interview after the 
B.C. Court of Appeal’s previous judg-
ment in late December of 2008, marina 
spokesperson Steve Azyan said the 
company is mooring the “fl oat camp” 
at the marina until a buyer steps for-
ward.

Students crave school’s free fruit and veg program
Provincial health initiative implemented 

at Gulf Islands Secondary School

It’s no surprise that a regular diet of fruits and vegetables 
is good for you, but that doesn’t mean students are always 
getting enough of them on a daily basis.

Provincial statistics show that between 20 and 25 per cent 
of school children aren’t getting enough servings of fruit and 
vegetables each day.

Whether it’s a busy schedule, a lack of knowledge or just 
poor eating habits, it turns out the student body at Gulf 
Islands Secondary is no exception. 

“We were running into kids on a regular basis that hadn’t 
had breakfast and they didn’t have any money for lunch,” 
said Maggie Allison, a GISS education counsellor who is the 
driving force behind a new healthy eating program started 
at the high school in early February.

Every Wednesday at 12:40, Allison and a pair of parent 
volunteers set out large plastic trays with enough fruits or 
vegetables for the school’s 630 students. Last week it was 
fresh organic apples from B.C.’s Similkameen Valley. This 
week and next, students will get cups of fresh snow peas.

Obtaining fresh B.C. produce is always a top priority, but 
organizers will also offer “world produce” with nutritional 
value that students may not normally get to try. 

“That’s where the pineapple fi ts in,” Allison said, looking 
ahead to the next item on the menu.

Allison admits that an extra apple or two a week may not 
solve the nutritional problems facing the province’s stu-
dents. She is confi dent, however, that the program will help 
kids develop better eating habits and possibly learn more 
about where and how the food they eat is produced.

“Giving them apples once a week is a bit of a drop in the 
bucket,  but it does expose them to healthy choices,” she 
said. “Maybe they’ll try some things they would have never 
thought of eating raw before.”

She said the majority of GISS students already have quite 
a sophisticated palate when it comes to the types of food 
they request at the school’s cafeteria. Since many parents 
place an emphasis on home-grown and organic foods, 
there’s been a seamless acceptance of the new program.

“The students like spicy food, they like organic food and 
they like really fresh things,” Allison said. “Our kids are ask-
ing for this type of stuff. Our kids are pretty healthy and 
pretty knowledgeable.”

Over in the school’s multipurpose room last Wednesday, 
that knowledge and love of fresh produce translated into a 
steady stream of students lining up for the estimated 1,356 
apples delivered to the school.

“It’s very useful for when I don’t bring my lunch and it’s 
defi nitely making us feel very healthy,” said Grade 12 stu-
dent Sara Anstis.

“We kind of eat whatever is available to us if we’re hungry 
and this is available and free,” added Ella Bronstein, while 
savouring fresh apples with friends Brita Noyes and Alix 
Wilson. “We love free stuff.”

The group was equally enthusiastic when informed of the 
peas and pineapple slices on the menu in the next couple 
of weeks.

Parent volunteer Judy McPhee said she decided to become 
involved as a way to help out a positive school initiative that 
promotes healthy choices.

“I like to see the kids enjoy something that’s free and 
something that’s good for them,” she said. “It took them a 
little while to get the idea last week. We had to keep telling 
them ‘it’s free, take one.’ This week they know and they’re 
defi nitely into it.”

GISS is one of 739 schools across the province distributing 
fresh fruits and vegetables to more than 220,000 students 

every week, with plans to do so until the end of the spring 
semester. 

The program is funded by the province’s Ministry of Agri-
culture and Lands, select grocery store chains, associations 
representing various agricultural sectors, the BC Agriculture 
in the Classroom Foundation and HSBC.

“We want British Columbia’s youth to get a great start in 
life,” said Saanich North and the Islands MLA Murray Coell 
in a press release about the program’s expansion on Feb. 9. 
“With our government’s plan to require 30 minutes of physi-
cal activity a day, no more junk food in schools and now with 
the expansion of the Fruit and Vegetable Snack program, we 
can guarantee our students a bright and healthy future.”

Research conducted by staff at the University of Victoria 
in 2007 reveals elementary school children exposed to the 
program eat more fruit and vegetables per day following 
their participation.

BC Ferries, said the corpo-
ration is looking at ways to 
best meet the regulations, 
although nothing has been 
settled yet.

“If we increase staff on all 
the routes, it could add up 
to $3 million per year,” she 
reported, adding that such 
an increase would be passed 
on to customers.

However, she said that 
in many cases a capac-
ity reduction makes more 
sense, given that ferries on 
the smaller routes often run 
under capacity anyway.

Ferries operate with dif-
ferent licences that allow 
different capacities, Mar-
shall said. Currently the 
Skeena Queen is operating 
with a C licence, allowing 
292 passengers. The busi-

est morning run on Monday 
saw 230 passengers travel 
from Fulford to Swartz Bay 
on the 9:50 a.m. sailing, 
while return trip numbers 
did not break 60.

Harold Swierenga, chair 
of the Salt Spring Ferry 
Advisory Committee, also 
observed that many sail-
ings during the year run 
“nowhere near capacity.” He 
speculated that BC Ferries 
could meet the demand for 
more extra crew members 
on busy runs with casual 
staff, adding three to four 
per cent in costs.

Swierenga said the Ferry 
Advisory Committee Chairs 
(FACC) will meet with Trans-
port Canada in March to get 
clarifi cation on where new 
pressures are coming from 
and how BC Ferries can 
meet safety requirements.

For example, he asked, 

“Does it have to be done 
with crew? Or can it be done 
with technology?”

For the upcoming sum-
mer months, both Marshall 
and Swierenga pointed to 
better  communicat ion 
between groups as a way to 
avoid overloading and long 
waits.

Community groups orga-
nizing events that are likely 
to attract visitors from off-
island are recommended 
to alert BC Ferries well in 
advance. Similarly, private 
events such as weddings 
would also be well-advised 
to let the corporation know.

This would help avoid 
incidents like last year’s 
occasion where three large 
wedding parties attempted 
to leave Sturdies Bay on 
Galiano Island at the same 
time, resulting in many pas-
sengers being left stranded.

Renovation: no room for Fields
Popular store to 

leave island until 

2010

An upcoming renovation 
at Country Grocer’s Salt 
Spring location will mean 
the temporary closure of 
a popular low-price shop-
ping outlet, Fields area 
manager Craig Crowder 
confirmed Monday.

Seven employees were 
recently given severance 
notices for  the end of 
March, ending weeks of 
rumour and speculation.

“The complex is being 
renovated and unfortu-
nately there was no room 
t o  a c c o m m o d a t e  u s ,” 
Crowder said.

“The landlord has given 
us a commitment to find 

space for us by early 2010.”
With a store closure that 

could last almost a year, 
the corporation investigat-
ed the possibility of finding 
another location. 

However, there was noth-
ing big enough available in 
Salt Spring’s rental market, 
the area manager said. 

Fields is a Canada-wide 
chain of 196 stores that are 
part of the Hudson’s Bay 
Corporation, along with 
The Bay, Zellers and Home 
Outfitters banners. 

Normally during a store 
closure, the corporation 
tries to place employees 
at one of the other loca-
tions or affiliates, but Salt 
Spring’s unique position 
makes that impossible, 
Crowder said.

The situation has been 
stressful for staff members.

“It’s been horrible,” one 
employee said.

“It’s really sad that the 
staff will have to wait so 
long [for the store to re-
open] and the community 
will have to wait so long.”

Crowder also voiced the 
company’s disappointment 
at the closure. 

“We certainly regret leav-
ing Salt Spring and look for-
ward to getting back there, 
because Salt Spring’s been 
a great market for us and 
they’ve always supported 
us.”

Fields customers likewise 
have been surprised and 
unhappy with the news. 

As one woman asked, 
“Where else can you find 
greeting cards for a dol-
lar?” 

Other daily deals include 
kids’ winter boots for $18 
and a complete comforter 
and sheet set for $50.

“I feel terrible,” said local 
resident Blanche Porborsa 

outside the store on Mon-
day.

“My big thing is that it’s a 
business that is doing very 
well and it is doing a good 
service to the community. 
And it’s not just me — for 
families with young chil-
dren there’s no other place 
to buy clothes that are 
affordable. I’m very upset.”

Pat Antonik also spoke 
of the need for economical 
options on Salt Spring.

“I guess I think it’s a 
mistake,” she said of the 
temporary closure. “I hope 
they find another location. 
It’s the only inexpensive 
place you can shop on Salt 
Spring.”

Country Grocer general 
manager Paul Large said 
details about the renova-
tion project will soon be 
available, after a meeting 
with the architect takes 
place this week.

Off -island cops nail
prohibited driver
Court also fi nes

A Salt Spring Island man 
stopped at a roadblock 
manned by off-island police 
offi cers received a $500 fi ne 
and a one-year driving pro-
hibition after he pleaded 
guilty to driving while pro-
hibited in Ganges Provincial 
Court on Feb. 10.

Provincial buy-out program 
skips over Salt Spring Island
Islander urges 

residents to act now

A Thomas Road resident 
wants an answer to why he 
and other property owners 
along the British Columbia 
Transmission Corporation’s 
right-of-way aren’t being 
considered for a buy-out 
plan offered by the provin-
cial government.

“I think what we need to do 
is get everybody involved in 
this,” said Mike Quesnel on 
Monday afternoon.

Upgrades to the transmis-
sion corridor linking Tsaw-
wassen and Vancouver Island 
were completed in late 2008 
despite strong opposition 
from residents on Salt Spring, 
Galiano and the Lower Main-
land.

The project’s opponents 
argued that people living 
close to the new high-voltage 
power lines faced health risks 
associated with exposure to 
electro-magnetic fi elds.  

News of the provincial 
government’s willingness “to 

consider the option of pur-
chasing homes of affected 
property owners on the right-
of-way” appeared in an infor-
mation bulletin issued by the 
province in March 2008.

After waiting for the 
province to confirm what’s 
in store for Salt Spring and 
Galiano residents, Quesnel 
has elected to put out a call 
for action.

Quesnel said Energy, Mines 
and Petroleum Resources 
Minister Blair Lekstrom rec-
ommends he and any other 
interested island residents 
express concerns in writing 
to the ministry or to Saanich 
North and the Islands MLA 
Murray Coell.

Despite appearances that 
the buy-out offer as it stands 
is a done deal, getting the 
province to explain its posi-
tion is only fair, he added.

A spokesperson for the 
Ministry of Energy, Mines and 
Petroleum Resources con-
tacted on Tuesday said Gulf 
Islands home owners with 
properties along the right-of-
way were never included as 
part of the government’s buy-
out program.

“The government just had 
to set some parameters,” said 
Jake Jacobs. He was unable to 
elaborate on how the prov-
ince established the param-
eters.

Jacobs said 121 property 
owners between the Tsaw-
wassen power substation and 
English Bluff have expressed 
an interest in participating in 
the program.

Appraisals are underway 
and are expected to be com-
plete on or before March 10.

Property owners will have 
five days to respond to the 
province’s offer once they 
receive the assessment 
results. 

“I think what the prov-
ince did was offer an olive 
branch to the community,” 
Jacobs said. “Despite the fac-
tual information about their 
safety, a lot of misinformation 
[about the project’s negative 
impacts] caused residents a 
lot of anxiety.”

Jacobs said any proper-
ties acquired by the province 
through the buy-out will be 
placed on the market and 
resold as per their present 
zoning.

Islanders skimp on 

dining out and travel

Salt Spring Island may be an island, 
but it is not exempt from the economic 
downturn that has caused ripples 
across the globe.

Results of a survey the Driftwood 
randomly handed out to 50 islanders 
last week revealed that 60 per cent feel 
affected by the poor economy and are 
cutting back on spending as a result.

Survey respondents were asked 
to check off whether or not they 
are spending less in nine different 
categories, as a direct result of the 
recent economic downturn (see 
accompanying graph), with an option 
to check off “I’m not affected by the 
downturn and am therefore not cutting 
back my spending.”

The survey showed “dining out” 
was the number one spending area 
islanders are cutting back on, making 
home-prepared meals all the more in 
vogue.

“Our whole spending has changed 
because we’re not sure where [the 
economy] is going to go,” one female 
respondent said as she shrugged 
and wheeled her shopping cart into 
Country Grocer, fl yer in hand, saying 
she planned to fi ll her cart with bargain 
items.

Cutting back on travel, domestic 
and/or foreign, also tied as the number 
one area people are hesitant to spend 
money on.

Since Jan. 1, David Piperno is being 
frugal with the amount of gasoline he 
puts into his vehicle.

“I only fi ll it half way every time now,” 
he said. “It’s been saving me money 
because I drive less.”

Piperno, and 25 of the people 
surveyed last week, admitted that 
while their overall income has not 
changed, hearing and reading about 
the poor economy in the media has 
pushed them towards tighter spending 
habits. When faced with the decision of 

whether or not to make big purchases, 
they indicated they are putting plans 
like home renovations or tropical 
vacations on hold until the economy is 
in better shape.

But for one female survey respondent 
who did not wish to be named, local 
job layoffs have left her six-person 
household with less money to cover 
costs.

“Two people in our household are 
now unemployed,” she said. Having 
overheard that the Driftwood was 
conducting a survey, she was eager to 
share her story.

Her son was recently laid off from his 
job at a local restaurant. Her husband 
was one of the 35 BC Ferries senior 
management and administration 
employees whose jobs were eliminated 
or restructured in January due to a 
signifi cant drop in ferry ridership.

The woman said she was cutting 
back on six of the nine spending areas 
outlined on the survey, citing her 
qualms about the high cost of living on 
the island.

“We may have to leave Salt Spring,” 
she said.

While she admits the poor economy has taken a toll 
on her wallet, Debbie LaVigne is not willing to give up 
investing in her health. 

The poor economy has given her the nudge to cut back 
on travel, charitable donations, electronics, dining out 
and entertainment, but she refuses to give up spending 
money on fitness-related expenses or organic/higher-
priced health foods.

“I’m a minimalist. I don’t need stuff , but mind, body and 

soul need to be balanced,” she said at North End Fitness 
last Sunday.

The Driftwood survey of islanders’ spending responses 
to the economic downturn found that only 14 per cent 
(7 of 50) of respondents were willing to forgo spending 
money on fi tness, yoga classes or gym memberships.

Only 24 per cent (12 of 50) were willing to cut back 
on organic foods or higher-priced health foods such as 
PowerBars or other nutritional supplements.

Island’s troubles pale 

compared to other regions

It may be a cause for concern, but the global 
economic slowdown has yet to cast a serious 
shadow on many of Salt Spring’s goodwill 
organizations, according to representatives 
from various island charities.

“Have we been impacted by it? Most certain-
ly. Have we been devastated by it? Defi nitely 
not,” said Patrick Lee, investment committee 
chair for the Salt Spring Island Foundation.

In an interview last week, Lee confi rmed 
the foundation can maintain funding levels 
without dipping into its capital fund for the 
upcoming annual spring grant period.

“We want to be known as a steady and 
consistent donor to community organizations 
both through good times and diffi cult times,” 
he said. “That’s why we’re proceeding with our 
regular giving cycle.”

That the foundation is in solid enough 
fi nancial shape to proceed as per the norm 
is due to what Lee calls “a very careful invest-
ment policy with a long-term vision.”

Lee said many larger community founda-
tions such as those in Victoria and Vancouver 
have had to seriously reassess their priorities, 
likely because of their higher exposure to the 
equity side of the stock market as opposed to 

safer fi xed-term investments.
“That helps to protect us and hold us in 

relatively good stead,” Lee added. 
Even with a prudent investing philosophy, 

the foundation, like so many other large- and 
small-scale investors, was not immune to the 
market’s phenomenal fall during the final 
quarter of 2008. 

Yet while donations from regular donors 
are slightly lower than in past years, Lee said, 
the foundation saw more fi rst-time donors in 
2008, which was gratifying.

“We are hopeful that our faithful donors will 
continue to support us through these trying 
times. The need today in many areas is greater 
than ever.”

Smaller gifts from a broader source of 
donors is a trend that’s played out across the 

country, according to spokesperson Marnie 
Grona of Imagine Canada, an Ontario-based 
interest group that looks out for Canadian 
charities and non-profi ts.  

One of Imagine’s latest efforts is to encour-
age the federal government to increase tax 
incentives for donors, something that wasn’t 
addressed in the federal budget released in 
late January.

Since the economy took a turn for the worse 
in early 2008, Grona said, she’s noticed char-
ities have started reassessing how they go 
about raising funds.

“The economy is forcing organizations to 
look outside of the box,” she said. “Social 
media and e-mail campaigns calling on peo-
ple to give what they can, regardless of how 
small the amount, are getting more popular.”

Volunteerism is another area to watch for as 
people tend to have more time than money at 
their disposal. 

Volunteers play a central role in Salt Spring 
charities that exhibit a strong community-to-
community philosophy. 

In 2008, Seeds for Malawi matched contri-
butions it received in previous years thanks 
to use of incentives such as offering donors 
home-made garden spirits, seeds and plants. 
But while donation levels have remained 
strong, the global economic crash has added a 
competing pressure to the group’s work.

“Malawi is still an undeveloped country in 
every angle of things,” wrote Teddy Phiri, the 

organization’s Malawian project manager in a 
recent letter to the group. “Despite fuel prices 
falling on the world market, no price cuts have 
been effected here. Likewise the price of fertil-
izers are still the ones quoted [last year].”

Sky-high fuel prices mean the group will 
pay 50 per cent more just to maintain existing 
programs, according to board member Susan 
Evans.

“It’s a reminder that, as bad as things may 
seem in North America, the economic situa-
tion in many of the world’s developing nations 
is even worse than it was before this began.”

Thanks to their loyal and closely linked net-
work of island donors, groups like Seeds for 
Malawi and the Salt Spring Organization for 
Life Improvement and Development (SOLID) 
have yet to see any of the dire predictions 
become a reality.

SOLID board member Meron Moroz said 
she’s seen the news of how badly some groups 
have been impacted, but has yet to witness an 
all-out donor collapse on the island.

“The reality is that some of those headlines 
are not a refl ection of 
reality,” she said. 

“We’re with the 
group that says it’s 
not going to happen,” 
she added. “You have 
to hope you can con-
tinue.”

Searching 
at night

O
ne need not look far 
back through the 
Driftwood archives to 
fi nd evidence of the 

Salt Spring Search and Rescue 
(SAR) group’s ability to conduct 
full-scale, night-time rescue 
operations. 

A front-page story in the Oct. 29, 2008 Driftwood 
recounts SAR responding to a page at 6:20 p.m. to 
search for a missing hiker on Mount Maxwell.

Despite search and rescue co-ordinator Chuck 
Hamilton’s own admission that conditions were 
“very steep, very treacherous and very dark,” 
teams found the man at 11:15 p.m. and reached 
the top of the mountain with him some two hours 
later.

On Halloween night, rescue crews were dis-
patched at 8:20 p.m. to search for a missing 

82-year-old woman on 
Pender Island. It was 
well past 4 a.m. by the 
time searchers found the 
woman and returned to 
Ganges on a Coast Guard 
vessel.

In November, SAR 
volunteers headed out, 
once again after dark, to 
look for a missing woman 
in Peter Arnell Park. The 
mission was another suc-

cess.
Dusk is when many people are reported missing 

in the fi rst place and, given that a potential search 
area expands exponentially with each passing 
hour, a quick response is essential for a mission’s 
success.

The local RCMP detachment’s failure to notify 
rescue personnel until the morning after Peter 
Wiegand was reported missing on Feb. 8 because 
the RCMP supposedly deemed a night search in 
the Walker Hook area too risky for SAR volunteers 
should be of great concern to the community.

We don’t know if a quicker response would have 
saved a life in this case and won’t be able to even 
guess unless the provincial coroner establishes 
Wiegand’s time of death.

But we do know that a protocol must be established 
to ensure all missing-person calls, be they received by 
the Salt Spring RCMP detachment or the after-hours 
dispatch in Langford, are passed on to SAR.

It should be up to the search and rescue group’s 
leadership to decide when it is too dark or too dan-
gerous to risk their volunteers’ safety. 

That’s what they’re trained to do. That’s why they 
volunteer for the job. Let them put that training 
into action as they work to save lives. 

Fraser Institute marks shouldn’t be ignored

I was pleased to see the Driftwood concerned 
enough last week to offer an article about the per-
formance of our elementary schools, (“Fraser Institute school 
ratings released amid FSA fracas”), though the news itself was 
not very encouraging and sent me to the Fraser Institute web-
site for further detail.

Schools are graded out of 10 and also ranked out of 
the total number in the province.

Salt Spring Elementary had a good year in 2005, 
but is mostly well below average (6) over the past fi ve 
years and currently graded 4.9.

The historic fi gures for Fulford Elementary were 
missing from the website, so I phoned and was given 
the following information: In 2002, Fulford Elemen-
tary was ranked eight out of 10, one of the best in the 
province. 

Every year since then when figures have been 
recorded (two are missing, due to a disqualifi cation 
when enrolment was too low), the school has slipped 
a little and is now ranked 6, average. 

Fernwood is ranked slightly above average at 6.5, and, bar a 
dip in 2005, has been roughly stable.

2008 fi gures are not available for secondary schools but the 
2007 ranking puts GISS in the bottom half of the rankings, 
whereas in 2003 it was in the top third.

What’s notable is that not one of these schools is improving, 
which surely should be our goal. It seems to me that having 
taken on the unwelcome news, the next step is to ask “Why? 
What has changed?”

So it was saddening to read of our schools 
superintendent’s reaction to the fi gures: a dec-
laration that they were of limited value because 

they were measuring “very basic, specifi c skills.”
I am sure the testing does have limits and could be improved 

upon. 
But on the other hand I feel we do need some kind of inde-

pendent assessment. And likewise, can there be 
any doubt that “basic, specifi c skills,” while not 
the whole story, are important, especially at the 
elementary level?

What I would have liked to hear was a desire 
to fi nd out what might be causing this and what 
can be done to improve things — or, better still, a 
desire to aim for excellence, and to hang on to it 
once it’s achieved.

Ignoring information or denying there is a 
problem will get us nowhere. My children are 
doing well in their schools and their teachers are 
dedicated and hard-working, but I am concerned. 

I’m writing not to point fi ngers but in the hope we’ll start to fi x 
things: if schools continue to decline, even more students than 
currently do so will be travelling off island for their education 
and that will negatively impact those who remain.

The Fraser Institute’s fi gures and the Foundation Skills Assess-
ment tests themselves may be a crude snapshot of what hap-
pens in a school, but they are the only independently assessed 
measure we have and I feel they should be taken very seriously 
indeed.

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The countdown has begun. The winter 
pipe dream that seemed so far in the distant 
future is now right around the corner. On 
February 12, 2010, just less than one year 
from now, the opening ceremonies for the 
Winter Olympic Games at Vancouver/Whis-
tler are set to begin.

Not everybody is celebrating the upcom-
ing party. You must have heard by now of all 
the problems being experienced by VANOC 
(Vancouver Olympic Committee). There 
have been fi nancial pressures, incidences of 
misspending, budget overruns, sponsorship 
scandals, building delays, displaced renters, 
lawsuits, and you name it. Compared to 
the engineering and construction obstacles 
that have befallen the improvements to the 
Sea to Sky Highway linking Vancouver to 
Whistler, the digging of the Panama Canal at 
the beginning of the last century seems like 
an afternoon spent building sand castles on 
Vesuvius Beach.

Nobody asked me, but the solution to 
this Olympic-sized headache is obvious. 
Move the games to Salt Spring. As a matter 
of fact, I have appointed myself chairman 
of the Ad Hoc Salt Spring Olympic Commit-
tee (ADHOCSSOC). If all goes according to 
plan, this island will truly be the centre of 
the universe a year from now.

How, you ask, can this be possible? It’s 
all simply a matter of infrastructure. Our 
advantage is that here on Salt Spring we 
have most of this infrastructure already 
in place and don’t have to create it from 
scratch.

For starters, we don’t need to spend a 
king’s ransom on roads and highways. We 
do, however, need a snazzier name that is 
in keeping with the grandeur of hosting the 
games. How about the “Ferry to Ferry to 

Ferry Highway”?
Let’s take a look at the hous-

ing question. Where will all 
the visitors stay? Easy. There 
are probably enough “illegal 
suites” already built and avail-
able to house all the athletes, 
as well as the foreign dignitar-
ies and foreign guests. As an 
added bonus, all this will take 
place during what is normally the tourist 
“off season.” In essence, our Olympic Village 
is already built and encompasses the entire 
island!

When it comes to scheduling of events, 
we can put the same experienced crack 
team of B.C. Ferry Corp. boys to work that 
has been in charge of scheduling the ferry 
routes. Close your eyes and picture this 
pamphlet entry: “The fi nals for the ice danc-
ing competition will take place on Mondays, 
Wednesdays (but not Fridays preceding hol-
iday weekends) at 10 minutes before even 
hours except for noon and one other mys-
tery hour we cannot divulge at this time.”

As far as coordinating the project and 
making sure that there are no misunder-
standings between the different athletes 
from all the participating nations, who 
else but the Islands Trust could do a better 
job at facilitating and making the games 
run smoothly and harmoniously? After all, 
the Trust has a long history of successfully 
mediating controversial situations and pull-
ing opposing groups together so that “all 
feathers remain unruffl ed.”

Still not convinced we have enough exist-
ing infrastructure? What about other impor-
tant considerations? Okay. It’s an obvious 
“slam dunk” to put parking in the reliable 
hands of the same people who manage the 

Saturday market. Likewise, 
communications should 
not be a problem as we’ll 
just let our old depend-
able “rumour mill” system, 
which travels at 10 times 
the speed of microwaves, 
spread any and all informa-
tion right around the globe. 

Of course, we can always rely 
on our highway snow removal crew to guar-
antee that any existing snow remains on the 
ground for as long as possible.

Oh, I’m not saying there won’t be need for 
some further spending. More than likely, if 
any additional funding is necessary, it can 
be raised in the tried and true island way: 
through bake sales and flea markets and 
silent auctions. If absolutely essential, funds 
could always be diverted from less crucial 
areas such as water, clean air and food sup-
ply.

Now you may ask how Salt Spring could 
possibly come up with the facilities for stag-
ing the games. Where are the snow-capped 
mountains? The ski resorts? On the surface, 
it would seem that Salt Spring would have 
only the slightest advantage for hosting the 
Winter Games over, say, Jamaica. Never, 
however, underestimate our island’s resil-
ience or creativity. What is the number one 
disposable waste product created here? If 
you said coffee grounds, you would be spot 
on the mark. Now think of truckload after 
truckload of these grounds being driven up 
Mt. Maxwell House and dumped. Picture 
the peak eventually reaching up into the 
stratosphere, surpassing even Whistler and 
Blackcomb. Imagine how many of the old 
skiing world records will be smashed as 
caffeine fumes waft up into the nostrils and 

bloodstreams of the competing athletes. 
This could produce a new kind of mountain 
high.

What happens if we get an unusual-
ly warm winter and there is not enough 
snow on Mt. Maxwell House to support the 
games? Certainly, we do not have the snow-
making equipment here that already exists 
in Whistler. Fear not, ADHOCSSOC is on top 
of that one. We are prepared to use an exist-
ing product with a lower friction factor than 
even ice and snow. What’s more slippery 
than ice and snow? Tofu gone bad, that’s 
what. You’ve probably got some of the goop 
in the back of your fridge right now. Imagine 
truckload after truckload of the slimy ooze .

Development 
Last summer I was con-

cerned that a request for 
rezoning a large parcel 
between Beddis and Fulford-
Ganges roads to industrial 
could cause strip develop-
ment. 

Now the Salt Spring Cof-
fee Co. is requesting a similar 
rezoning on Fulford-Ganges 
Road even further outside of 
town. The occurrence of two 
such proposals indicates the 
incentives for poorly planned 
strip development are strong 
on Salt Spring.  

 The situation is typi-
cal. Land outside of town is 
cheaper than near town partly 
because it is zoned residential, 
not industrial or commercial. 
The proposed rezoning is a 

few lots from another com-
mercial site, Star Barks. If the 
coffee company property is 
rezoned, several residential 
properties will be sandwiched 
between the two business-
es. Their values are likely to fall 
because they will be less desir-
able for homes. In time, when 
current residents sell, the best 
prices will probably come 
from speculators who will rent 
the property out while waiting 
for the right time to request a 
rezoning.  

Sometimes such proper-
ties deteriorate because there 
isn’t a reason to put money 
into them. The deterioration 
provides another incentive for 
rezoning because new devel-
opment may “improve” the 
appearance of the neighbour-
hood. In time, expectations 

of rezoning can increase land 
values beyond what anyone 
will pay for a residential prop-
erty. At that point, requests 
for rezoning are rarely turned 
down and the strip of road 
becomes predominantly 
industrial and commercial.

This is how strip develop-
ment has spread along major 
routes outside of towns and 
villages across North Amer-
ica. The cure is for local gov-
ernment to stand fi rm and say 
“no” to requests for rezoning 
in such locations.

Commercial and indus-
trial zoned parcels should 
be clustered together in an 
area selected through a pub-
lic process, not in reaction to 
requests from individual busi-
nesses. Even then, there may 
be some activities so bother-

some to neighbours that there 
is no appropriate location for 
them on Salt Spring Island.

Striking 
a balance

I realize the value and 
importance of dogs to their 
owners. We had two wonder-
ful springer spaniels who were 
much-valued pets.

After living without pets for 
a number of years I now regret 
how at times we were too 
liberal  with our pets, show-
ing a lack of understanding 
and consideration to others. 
In reading the Feb. 11 “Dog 
owners responsible” letter to 
the editor I have found this is 
generally true but definitely 

not always.
I have resorted to carrying 

pepper spray because of the 
number of times I have been 
confronted by aggressive dogs, 
their owners nowhere in sight 
or not able to control their dog. 
I know of at least fi ve people, 
including my daughter, who 
have been badly bitten by 
uncontrolled dogs while out 
for a walk. I am dismayed at 
the number of people I know 
who will no longer walk on 
trails because of the fear of 
uncontrolled dogs.

There are other issues with 
respect to dogs in parks. There 
are a number of studies that 
have shown that wildlife diver-
sity is dramatically reduced 
in areas where dogs are regu-
larly present. This is due to the 
avoidance by some wildlife 

species of an area frequented 
by a high density of preda-
tors. (Dogs are predators.) For 
example, dogs can easily stress 
ground- and shrub-nesting 
birds such as thrushes, and 
wrens, causing them to aban-
don their nests. There is also 
the issue of dog excrement. 
The amount of dog excrement 
on the road beyond the barri-
cade on Broadwell (a popular 
dog walking area) illustrates 
my point.

In the end it becomes a mat-
ter of setting priorities in our 
parks and striking a balance 
between wildlife and, in the 
case of Ruckle Park, the farm 
animals, people and people 
with dogs.

The 
surrounding sheep scattered, 
some with their young lambs,

the sudden intruder.

The dog’s attention was 
diverted from the new lamb 
by another large adult sheep. 
The dog then turned on this 
sheep, chasing it full speed 
for about 200 feet. I watched 
in horror, shocked by its dis-
play of “wild animal” behav-
iour. I began screaming at the 
dog while running after it. My 
dog ran up to it — it stopped 
— I grabbed the dog, hang-
ing onto it while the owner 
approached, running from 
the park, leash in hand! The 
concerned owner was apolo-
getic, well aware that this was 
a bad situation.

I am astonished, shocked 
and amazed by the speed and 
focus of the dog’s attack. I 
love dogs. This kind of uncon-
trolled owner/dog behaviour 
is 100 per cent not accept-
able. I allowed the owner to 
walk away with their dog. 

To be 100 per cent honest, I 
question if this was the best 
decision.

Conservation
Re: “Rainbow Road rezon-

ing gets first reading” (Feb. 
11 Driftwood) and water 
issues. 

Beats me why a proposed 
development like this doesn’t 
employ some innovative 
thinking when it comes to 
water-supply issues. Implic-
it in your article is that all 
water requirements will be 
supplied from potable water 
sources, yet only a small frac-
tion of the water we consume 
(a generous 70 gallons per 
person per day) needs to be 
truly potable  — try drinking 
one gallon of water a day!

So what about the other 69 
that’s needed for toilet-fl ush-
ing, laundry, bathing, etc.? 
You don’t need potable water 
for toilet-fl ushing or water-
ing the plants. You’d likely 
need some primary treat-
ment for laundry, bathing, 
etc., but that doesn’t need 
full treatment (chlorination, 
fl occulation, etc.)

As to the supply of water, 
what about all the rain that 
falls on the roof of the build-
ing?  Collect that and you 
save on mains water and 
well-water.  We have some-
thing approaching 36 inches 
of rain per annum; collect 
that off a 1,200-square-foot 
roof and you have enough 
water for one person for 

one year. In a multi-storey, 
affordable-housing devel-
opment, the roof area won’t 
be big enough to support 
the relatively high density 
of residency, but it’s a good 
start and could mitigate the 
demand on “public water” 
sources.

And what about rain 
catchment from the park-
ing area? That’s good enough 
for collection in a cistern for 
gardening and firefighting 
storage. (Oil traps can cream 
off oil traces.)

In hot, dry climates, codes 
(or sheer necessity) require 
that residences be construct-
ed with cisterns as part of the 
basement. In this instance, 
for a relatively modest addi-
tional cost, we could have 
a multi-cistern basement, 
one each for roof-water, car-
park-water and (for another 
day) possible grey-water 
recycling.

Has it been done before? 
Yes, I did it on a boat-access 
property — my only water 
supply came from the heav-
ens. Was it potable? Yes! 
Actually, it all went through 
a pre-packaged treatment 
plant that included sand and 
carbon filtration and ultra-
violet purifi cation. 

Firefighting? By pump 
direct from the rainwater 
storage tanks. 

We are scandalously waste-
ful of this precious resource. 
It’s time for water-conserva-
tion measures. How about it, 
developers and bureaucrats?

De-cluttering is fi rst 
step in preparing 
your home for sale
BY TOM NAVRATIL 

Soon it will be springtime. 
Seasonally, new listings 
come on the market and 
existing ones get re-listed. 
But currently the market 
continues to be slow and 
there are a lot more listings 
than buyers. How can you 
make your home rise above 
the competition and attract 
the buyer’s attention?

There are many aspects 
affecting a successful sale of 
a property. Some cannot be 
changed, such as location or 
a basic style of a house, but 
of those that can be changed 
the three fundamentals are: 
price, marketing and pre-
sentation for viewing.

We will not discuss pricing 
and marketing today except 
to say that, especially in this 
market, properties for sale 
must be priced sharply and 
attractively, and that there is 
indeed a lot more to market-
ing than “listing on the MLS 
and a sign on the lawn.”

In the matter of presenta-
tion of a home for showings, 
that is the one thing that the 
seller has the most control 
over. Interestingly enough 
that is also the one aspect 
of marketing that seems to 
be neglected most often. To 
prepare a home for viewing 
prior to going up for sale is 
commonly called “staging.” 

Though I will stick with 
the word “staging,” I person-
ally do not like it as it may 
seem to imply a form of pre-
tense designed to coax the 
buyer. I think it would be 
better described as “arrang-
ing your home to look its 
best,” as if we were dress-
ing for a fi rst date or a wed-
ding. That is what staging is. 
It does not mean expensive 
renovations, to the contrary, 
it can be done quite inex-
pensively and it can be a 
refreshing personal experi-
ence at the same time!

How do you start? One 
way is to pretend that you 
are the buyer, drive in the 
driveway, then enter your 
home and walk through it, 
preferably with another per-
son who does not live in the 
house — your realtor, friend 
or a professional home stag-
er. Observe and make notes.

Pe r h a p s  t h e  b i g g e s t 
offender preventing your 
home from looking good 
is clutter. We collect many 
things that were once per-
haps useful and prized 
items, but now lie collecting 
dust and taking up space. 
The best way to de-clutter is 
to start methodically and do 

not attempt to do it all once. 
Start with the entry hall and 
closet, and then do a cup-
board or a drawer every day 
until you’re done. Or do it 
room by room. Be merciless 
with your surplus posses-
sions — lots of things can be 
passed on. The thrift store 
or a garage sale is a good 
solution.

Take most personal pho-
tos, memorabilia, paintings, 
etc. off the walls, fireplace 
mantles and display cases, 
but do not totally strip your 
home of its personality — 
it should remain a home, 
not a house. All kids’ rooms 
should be included and the 
kids should help.

D o  n o t  c o n f i n e  t h e 
clean-up to the indoors but 
include everything around 
the house, in the carport or 
garage, in the pump house 
and the garden shed. Clip 
hedges, trim dead branches, 
cut the lawn and clean up 
the garden.

Equally  important is 
attention to detail. Change 
a switch plate if it is broken, 
replace broken bulbs and 
scrub around door handles 
and kitchen knobs where 
usage grime collects. Clean 
the walls or repaint them if 
possible, especially if they 
sport unusual shades of dark 
colours. Clean the windows 
inside and out, use CLR on 
bathroom stains, recaulk 
cracked caulking around the 
tub, sparkle and shine every-
thing obsessively! Do every-
thing possible to brighten 
up your home.

If this is too much, hire 
help. There are at least two 
house-staging businesses 
on the island that can pro-
vide guidance or actually do 
the work. It is worth it as it is 
well documented that hous-
es well prepared for sale sell 
for more and sell sooner. 
What used to be a margin-
ally considered option is 
becoming a necessity. 

Google “staging a home” 
and many more ideas come 
up.

 There are actually several 
reality shows on TV dealing 
with sprucing up homes and 
you can buy a book in the 
“for Dummies” series. Yes, 
you guessed it, “Staging for 
Dummies.”

Next month we will look 
at the topic of listing your 
home for sale.

Herbs de Provence (Provencal herbs) is a mixture of dried herbs from Provence 
created in the 1970s. The mixture typically contains rosemary, marjoram, basil, bay 
leaf, thyme, lavender flowers and other herbs (I think lavender is an essential ingredient 
of true Herbs de Provence but is not in all mixtures we buy today). You can use Herbs 
de Provence to flavor grilled foods such as fish and meat, as well as vegetable stews. 
The famous mixtures of Herbs de Provence were unknown to Provencal grandmothers, 
who used, individually and with discernment, thyme, rosemary and savory gathered in 
the countryside. It was in the 1970s that standard mixtures were formulated by spice 
wholesalers, including notably Ducros in France (now part of McCormick & Company). 
Coupling the Herbs de Provence with French Lentils (a smaller & heartier green lentil 
that doesn’t break down) gives you this amazing stew that is meant to be served 
vegetarian style but can also be made with beef. Enjoy this tasty stew!

In a skillet over medium heat caramelize 1 chopped onion with 2 tablespoons 
butter, 3 cloves garlic minced, 1 portabella mushroom sliced (optionally you 
can add ½ lb. thinly sliced meat, it can be browned at this time).

FILM FEST

10th anni festival may be ‘best yet’
Volunteer assesses fi lm 

choices from 

Courtenay event

Hannah Taylor is an 11-year-old 
schoolgirl from Winnipeg. Through her 
Ladybug Foundation she’s raised over 
a million dollars for homeless people. 

Quique Cruz is a Chilean-born 
musician, composer and writer who’s 
performed with Jackson Browne, Pete 
Seeger, Sting and many others. 

He was arrested by Augusto 
Pinochet’s secret police the day after 
his 19th birthday and for the next year 
was imprisoned in Chilean concentra-
tion camps and torture centres.

While Quique and Hannah may live 
worlds apart, their stories are equal-
ly moving and transformative. I met 
them a few weeks ago, through the 
magic of documentary fi lm, at Cour-
tenay’s Travelling World Community 
Film Festival. 

You can meet them here, the week-
end of March 6-8, at Our Island, Our 
World, Salt Spring’s own social justice 
documentary fi lm festival.

The Courtenay festival started 18 
years ago and was the original inspira-
tion for Salt Spring’s. 

This year it supplies about half the 
fi lms we’ll see here. I went there with a 
half-dozen other festival volunteers to 
preview many of the fi lms that will be 
playing on Salt Spring. Diane Thomas 
and Jim Meadows, Our Island, Our 
World coordinators, have been going 
to the Courtenay festival for the last 
three years.

“Going to Courtenay,” Thomas says, 
“gives us the really valuable opportuni-
ty to meet with coordinators from other 
festivals on the circuit to exchange 
ideas and experiences.”

“The enthusiasm is contagious,” 
Meadows adds. 

“We return to Salt Spring newly 

inspired to make our festival better 
than ever.”

Choosing which documentaries to 
see is no easier in Courtenay than it is 
here (although, in response to a popu-
lar request, we are screening about 20 
fewer fi lms this year), but judging from 
the fi lms I did see, this year’s Salt Spring 
festival may be the best one yet.

I have nowhere near enough space 
to describe all the films that will be 
playing here. 

In locale alone they range from the 
rainforest of Ecuador to the streets of 
Vancouver’s downtown east side. 

Hannah and Quique’s stories moved 
me so deeply, though, that I’ve got to 
tell you a little more about them.

When she was just five, Hannah 
Taylor spotted her fi rst homeless per-
son eating garbage from a back-alley 
dumpster. 

That started her asking what was 
wrong with the world and she didn’t 
stop until she’d begun to change it. 

Her foundation has just helped fund 
Hannah’s Place, a 65-bed emergency 
shelter that housed 275 people in its 
fi rst month alone. 

Hannah has crossed the country talk-
ing to school kids, business leaders and 
MPs, including Paul Martin when he 
was still prime minister, sharing her 
simple message: Share a little of what 
you have and always care about others.

After his release from prison, Quique 
Cruz spent 13 years in exile, piecing 
together his fragmented history into 
a stunning multimedia composition 
called The Archeology of Memory. 

We see him buying bamboo in San 
Francisco’s Chinatown to make the 
fl utes he remembers from his Chilean 
childhood. 

We meet some of the poets, painters 
and writers who were imprisoned with 
him in the infamous Villa Grimaldi. We 
hear how they’ve not only survived tor-
ture, but transformed terror and trauma 
into the raw material of their art. 

At the end of the fi lm, Quique returns 
to Chile and performs his suite for an 

audience that includes Chile’s new 
socialist president, herself a Grimaldi 
survivor.

And as a special festival sneak pre-
view, on Wednesday, Feb. 18, there’s 
one more person you’ll get to meet — 
this time in person as well as on the 
screen. 

Charlie Russell has spent the last 
decade raising orphaned grizzly bear 
cubs in the wilderness of Russia’s 
Southern Kamchatka peninsula.

The Edge of Eden: Living with Griz-
zlies highlights his work rescuing the 
cubs from Russian zoos and releasing 
them into the last remaining grizzly 
sanctuary in the world. 

The scenery is stunning and the 
story inspiring, showing how humans 
and bears can peacefully share this 
earth.

Russell will be at The Fritz theatre 
for this showing, answering your ques-
tions and talking about his work. 

The event is a special fundraiser 
for the Salt Spring Film Festival and 
entrance is by donation. We’ll also be 
selling memberships for the newly 
registered Our Island Our World Film 
Society. 

The Edge of Eden starts at 7 p.m. For 
more information on the fi lm and the 
festival, check out www.saltspringfi lm-
festival.com.

Political bio ‘W.’ is over-the-top entertaining 
Jason Tudor

• BODY OF LIES • CHANGELING • PALO ALTO, CA
• HOW TO LOSE FRIENDS AND ALIENATE PEOPLE • RELIGULOUS

Surprisingly funny 
and not-so-surprising-
ly insightful, Oliver 
Stone’s W. does a pretty 
impressive job of sum-
marizing the life of 
one of history’s most 
controversial political 
 gures. With the DVD 

coming out just a few 
weeks after Bush Jr.’s 
displacement by Ba-
rack Obama, the timing 
couldn’t be better.

Stone’s  lm expertly 
 ips back and forth be-

tween an overall chron-
icle of Bush’s rocky 
rise to the residency 
and a detailed look at 
the events surrounding 
the Iraq War while he 
actually occupied the 
Oval Of  ce. It’s a bril-
liant movie that allows 
us to more closely see 
the ways in which W.’s 
formative years affected 

his  rst term in of  ce.
Stone portrays his 

subject’s youth as wild 
and aimless, a time 
spent drinking, chasing 
women, losing jobs and 
more drinking . . . all 
a partial consequence 
of not wanting to deal 
with the fact Bush Jr. 
felt slighted by his im-
mensely successful 
father. Not only does 
this (admittedly banal) 
dynamic lead to W.’s 
eventual rejection of 
alcohol and rebirth as a 
“born again” Christian, 
it colours his political 
affairs with a desire to 
 nish what his father 

started in Iraq.
Of course, none of 

this is really big news to 
those of us who in some 
kind of masochistic fer-
vour pored over stories 
of little Bush’s history 

looking for indications 
of just how in the hell 
a guy who couldn’t 
pronounce “nuclear” 
managed to become the 
most powerful man in 
the world.

But Stone isn’t 
preaching to the choir 
by demonizing Bush 
Jr. Instead, Stone por-
trays him as a damaged 
soul whose genuinely 
down-home values are 
manipulated by a host 
of self-interested politi-
cos with Machiavellian 
agendas for the future 
of the United States. In 
this way Stone evades 
questions of prejudice 
by (accurately, in my 
opinion) positing that 
Bush himself is more 
of a foil for largely be-
hind-the-scenes forces, 
both political and eco-
nomic.

The fact that the  lm 
plays out somewhat like 
a circus (complete with 
Big Top silly music) 
of crazy characters is 
no mistake. This isn’t 
meant to be subtle, 
folks, that’s why pretty 
much every signi  cant 
buzzword and contro-
versy is brought to bear 
with a nudge and a wink 
obvious enough to even 
the most dumbed-down 
audience member.

It’s made all the more 
over-the-top entertain-
ing by amazing pairings 
of roles with actors: 
W. (Josh Brolin), Bush 
Sr. (James Cromwell), 
Dick Cheney (Richard 
Dreyfuss), Laura Bush 
(Elizabeth Banks) and 
Donald Rumsfeld (Scott 
Glenn) are the best of an 
impressively rendered 
cast of characters.

ART SHOWS

South-end gallery opens dialogue 
on ways to interact with ‘the other’
Lynda Walker paintings and 

Marion Pape fi lm converge at 

The Point

A new exhibition at The Point Gallery 
looks forward to a more hopeful future 
while forcefully criticizing current and past 
practices of human 
cruelty. 

In a follow-up to 
last year’s show-
ing of Hilda Wool-
nough’s monumen-
tal work Guantana-
mo, Unto the Other 
features paintings 
from the War and 
Torture series by 
Lynda Walker in the 
lower gallery.

The upper gallery 
will show the video 
Okurimono: The 
Gift, directed by 
Marion Pape.

Both video and 
paintings refl ect 
the philosophy that 
art can enlarge the 
scope of individual 
freedom by expand-
ing awareness of our 
options for action, 
as well as furthering 
our understanding of 
the forms our human 
relationships take. 

Victoria artist 
Walker’s paintings are 
a searing indictment 
of all that has gone on 
at the Guantanamo 
detention facility 
and of our continu-
ing ability as human 
beings to infl ict the 
most awful cruelty on 
each other. 

Walker is a Fine Arts 
graduate of the Uni-
versity of Regina and has previously shown 
her work in the prairie provinces, Vancou-
ver and Victoria.

In her statement Walker says: “My 
aim is to aggressively break the insanity 
of silence surrounding torture with the 
medium of art. At protests, I exist but 
I am not a shouter. I do not contribute 
verbally to the noise; I know that’s not me. 
However, I want to express myself visually 
as loudly as possible to continue to keep 
alive ‘the noise.’ I would be unhappy if I 
didn’t make works of war and torture. It 

is a necessary part of who I am and what I 
think.” 

In the upper gallery, Marion Pape’s video 
Okurimono: The Gift documents an entirely 
different way of reacting to “the other,” 
according to press material. The video 
shows the legacy of the Murakami family, 
whose story of expulsion from and return 
to Salt Spring is already well known. This 

video, set within 
the context of that 
history, records the 
Murakami’s gift of a 
property for afford-
able housing and in 
particular showcases 
their extraordinary 
generosity of human 
spirit. 

Pape says in her 
statement: “The 
Murakami’s story 
of forgiveness and 
reconciliation is one 
of the most poignant 
I have ever heard. As 
a lifelong activist, I 
have been aware of 
how often we use 
edgy, angry methods 
to communicate. 
The transformative 
aspects of this per-
sonal narrative to me 
represented a vision 
of something larg-
er than all of us, 
requiring a differ-
ent treatment. This 
is what I wanted to 
work with, teaming 
a compelling story 
with the power of the 
fi lm medium.”

Long involved in 
the applications of 
modern technology 
to communications, 
this is Pape’s second 
documentary piece 
completed with the 
guidance of The Gulf 

Islands Film and Television School.
Unto the Other opens Sunday, Feb. 22 

with a reception for the artists from 2-5 
p.m., and continues until March 15.

The Point Gallery is a privately funded 
alternate gallery located off South Ridge 
Road. 

Entrance is by donation, with donations 
in this case to be divided between the art-
ists, Amnesty International and the Salt 
Spring Island Land Bank Society.

Vancouver sculptor book represents
unheralded artists from everywhere
The Life and Art of 

of David Marshall 

fi rst in Mother 

Tongue artists’ series

In the late 1980s when I 
lived in Vancouver’s Ker-
r isdale  neighbourhood 
and didn’t want to drive to 
a more remote natural des-
tination but was intent on 
finding an oasis of peace, I 
would visit VanDusen Gar-
den just off Oak Street.

Strolling through the gar-
den I’d come upon an eight-
foot piece, one part of it 
oblong like a pregnant belly. 

I’d place my hands on 
the warm, smooth surface 
and feel the heat radiate 
back into my fingers as if 
the energy within the stone 
was communicating with 
me. I’d wonder why it was 
there, who made it and what 
it meant. I never thought 
to ask. It was about the 
moment.

The sculptor’s name was 
David Marshall. 

I know that now because 
of the first book in The 
Unheralded Artists of B.C. 
series written by Monika 
Ullmann and published 
by Mona Fertig’s Mother 
Tongue Publishing. 

The introduction is by 
Brooks Joyner, an Ameri-
can who was curator at 
the Vancouver Art Gallery 
(VAG) between 1993-1996. 
He purchased Evolution, a 
small marble piece and the 
only Marshall sculpture in 
the VAG’s permanent collec-
tion.

Marshall, who grew up in 
rural Alberta, lived in Van-

couver between 1948 and 
2006. 

He worked in wood, stone, 
marble and bronze. His wife 
Carel, now in her 80s, still 
resides in the same house 
where most of his 700 or so 
sculptures are located. She’s 
wondering what will happen 
to them when she’s gone.

Three Forms, the Van-
Dusen sculpture made of 
Travertine marble, is Mar-
shall’s only public sculp-
ture in Vancouver. He had 
one solo exhibit at the VAG 
in 1959, but continued to 
work, organize symposia, 
teach at Capilano College, 
mentor, work tirelessly for 
the Sculptors’ Society of B.C. 
and sculpt. 

His pieces are in pri-
vate collections and there 
are more Marshall public 
sculptures in Bellingham’s 
Big Rock Garden Park than 
the city he resided in for fi ve 
decades.

As well as examining the 
artist’s life, the book provides 
socio-political commentary 
as it follows the Marshalls 
in London during 1953-54 
when they met the famous 
Brit ish sculptor Henr y 
Moore, who also worked in 
the modernist tradition.

Marshall’s steadfast com-
mitment to his own muse 
and tradition, even when it 

fell out of vogue as a result 
of abstract expressionism’s 
rise to dominance, the 
1960s and conceptual art, 
corporate influence, the 
personal and institutional 
agendas of gallery curators 
and the opinions of art crit-
ics presents a microcosm of 
the challenges faced by the 
majority of artists.

What constitutes art? 
Who decides? What fac-
tors determine which art-
ists gain notoriety? Why do 
we value artists so meagrely 
in Canada through so few 
institutionalized supports 
(including tax breaks and 
subsidized housing) and 
how do we manage artists’ 
legacies, famous and not, 
when they die?

The book’s author was 
married to sculptor Peter 
Paul Ochs (1931-1994) and 
her closeness to the sculp-
tors in the ‘50s and ‘60s and 
Vancouver’s art scene is 
what brings the book alive. 
At times she cannot con-
ceal her cynicism about the 
“establishment” in the tone.

We learn that Marshall’s 
disdain for marketing could 
not be discounted in con-
tributing to his lack of noto-
riety in Vancouver and Can-
ada.

It paints an unfavour-
able but realistic picture of 
the VAG’s lack of support of 
local artists except for the 
chosen few. 

If you don’t want to play 
the “marketing game” at 
all, then do you have only 
yourself to blame for a lack 
of notoriety? We know what 
Marshall McLuhan said.

If you enjoy these types of 
questions, want to immerse 
yourself in the work of a pro-
digious B.C. sculptor whom 
you really should know, then 

you will not be disappointed 
by the colour photographs 
of the sculptures, black and 
white photos of the artist, 
diary entries and commen-
tary. 

I was glad to fi nally meet 
through words the man 
whose work I’d run my hands 
over two decades ago.

The soft-cover, colour, 
160-page The Life and Art 
of David Marshall sells for 
$34.95.

Sales benefi t pool 

society’s UV-system 

fundraiser

Salt Spring artist Teresa 
Hitch will soon be mak-
ing a splash in the lobby of 
ArtSpring.

Hitch will show more than 
20 of her paintings and has 
generously decided to con-
tribute a percentage of the 
proceeds to SSplash, the 
indoor pool society. She’s a 
dedicated swimmer, but is 
having problems with the 
chlorine levels at the pool, 
so she’s a big supporter of 
the proposed UV water 
treatment system which will 
permit a reduced level of 
chlorine. 

“Swimming is very impor-
tant to me,” said Hitch. “My 
mum was terrifi ed of water 
and I was fearful myself. 
When I was eight and all 
my friends were learn-
ing to swim, I took lessons 
and failed beginners three 
times.” 

As a teen, she managed 
to break through her fear 
and became a swimming 

instructor and a life guard.  
She even started the first 
women’s water polo team in 
Hamilton, Ontario. 

Water is a central image 
in many of her paintings, 
which can be described as 
“contemporary contempla-
tive impressionistic.” She’s 
constantly experimenting 
with texture and mixed 
media, and is currently fas-
cinated by the effects she 
gets with different metal-
lics. The deep impasto  tex-
ture layered with fi ne glazes 
offers images rich in visual 
depth and meaning.

Look for  Lyropecten 
Nodosus, stunning and 
luminous with gold and cop-
per leaf.  Another highlight 
will be Oceanic Blossoms, to 
which the artist added these 
words: “dancing, pulsating 
crinolines, ribbons of white, 
aqua luminesse.”  

Spanning almost four 
decades, Hitch’s profession-
al art practice has ranged 
from photo-real ism to 
abstract. She has worked in 
materials as diverse as metal 
(sculpture) and raku (ceram-
ics). Collage and assemblage 
have been passions since 
childhood, when she would 
retrieve discarded objects 

and then recreate them into 
precious artworks. An injury 
to her right hand has dictat-
ed a move away from sculp-
ture to works on canvas. 
Her work has been exhib-
ited internationally and is in 
collections throughout the 
world.

Teresa Hitch has been on 
Salt Spring for three years 
and last summer moved into 
her new home and studio in 
Ganges. She relocated from 
White Rock where she had 
lived for 17 years. 

“White Rock was chang-
ing,” she told me. “I was los-
ing my sense of community 
there and friends told me 
I was naturally an island 
person. When I learned that 
Ssplash was supporting 
a UV system, that was the 
clincher.” 

Hitch is familiar with 
some of the negative effects 
of chlorine.

“It irritates my nasal pas-
sages and eyes and certain-
ly exacerbates the pain of 
fi bromyalgia, and somehow 
it seems to cause fatigue.”   

Her paintings,  which 
range in price from $200 to 
$2,000, will be on exhibit 
in the lobby of ArtSpring 
throughout March.

2009 Subaru PZEV: clean-air cars better for environment
Car gets near-perfect air-pollution rating

Advanced engine and exhaust features that substantially 
decrease harmful vehicle emissions are on Subaru Legacy 
and Outback models, referred to as partial zero-emissions 
vehicles, PZEV.

“We are very excited about our new PZEVs,” says Edie 
Foster, sales manager for Saunders Subaru. “There is 
an immediate benefi t to the environment with-
out any change to the quality product we 
deliver.”

Foster is referring to the fact that per-
formance, standard perks and price 
remain comparable for the PZEV 
Subarus; the snazzy PZEV metal 
badge on the tailgate and stitched 
emblem on the front floor mats 
of the Outback or Legacy are the 
only clue that there’s a change.

It’s the same Subaru except 
that a PZEV Subaru is 9.5 points 
towards a perfect 10 (according 
to the U.S. Environmental Protec-
tion Agency’s air pollution score) 
at eliminating air pollution.

Exceptional clean-air standards 
are made possible by a four-step 
process: fi rst with a dual-fi ltration

with more chambers for better fi ltration and burn-off.

Recreation of Model A hot rod 
becomes ‘a neighbour thing’
Story of Dan Wittenberg’s 1928 

roadster pick-up continues

The love of cars has brought a lot of peo-
ple together over the years. But it was an 
amazing coincidence that three people who 
would play a crucial role in bringing to life 
the memory of one of Vancouver’s most 
historic and important hot rods would end 
up living on the same quiet street in a small 
waterfront community east of Vancouver: 
The man who built the hot rod in Vancouver 

half a century ago, the man who would con-
ceive of building a tribute car and the crafts-
man who would be the architect, designer 
and painter.

The story really began in East Vancouver 
in 1953 when then 17-year-old Dan Witten-
berg was smitten with hot rod fever driven 
largely by the growing popularity of turn-
ing early 1930s roadsters and coupes into 
stripped-down racers with big engines. Wit-
tenberg and his buddies scrounged a pile of 
wood and built a two-car garage. It was to be 
their hot rod clubhouse.

In those days, city and country lots were 

Dan Wittenberg and his 1928 Model A roadster.

Lou Timermanis, sales 
consultant for Saunders 
Subaru, adds that with a 
PZEV, “Subaru leaps for-
ward in environmental 
stewardship,  yet  keeps 
their customers in the level 
of comfort they are accus-
tomed to.”

This is true of the Subaru 
Outback PZEV Plus. Subaru 
standard safety equipment 
remains the same — dual-
stage front airbags, front-
seat side-impact airbags, 
side-curtain airbags, trac-
tion and stability control, 
anti-lock brakes and Suba-
ru’s trustworthy all-wheel- 
drive system.

Eight-way adjustable 
driver seating, heated front 
seats,  leather-wrapped 
steering wheel and moon-
roof are interior features 

standard on the Outback 
PZEV Plus.

It also has an AM/FM/
CD/MP3/ WMA stereo with 
auxiliary input for audio 
source (oddly placed in 
the armrest console — my 
choice is on the front con-
sole near a built-in pocket 
for the device), SIRIUS sat-
ellite radio (installed with a 
three-month trial subscrip-
tion) and a 440-watt Har-
man Kardon nine-speaker 
system.

Cruise controls are inte-
grated into the tilt adjust-
able, telescopic steering 
wheel. Air conditioning, 
power windows and power 
locks are included in the 
Outback PZEV Plus.

Wagon styling in the Sub-
aru Legacy and Outback 
provides extra space inside 
for travellers and luggage, 
a benefit consistent in the 
twin body styling of the 
PZEV alternatives.

There is really no way to 
tell the difference in the ride, 
as both the PZEV Legacy and 

Outback perform as respon-
sively and with precision as 
always. Although, maybe, 
not as quiet when starting.

In a couple of trade mag-
azines, reference is made 
to the Subaru PZEV being 
slightly noisier when start-
ing with a cold engine (likely 
the rapid warm-up process 
for the exhaust and con-
verter). 

I didn’t get a chance to 
notice this personally as my 
test was in a warmed-up 
PZEV, which ran at an octave 
level as close to hushed as 
I’m used to in a Subaru.

Fuel economy remains at 
7.6 L/100 km on the high-
way and 10.6 L/100 km in 
the city for the Subaru PZEV 
Legacy and Outback. 

In an age where the mes-
sage of enriching the planet 
for everyone blesses the 
soul, Subaru introduces the 
2009 Subaru PZEV Outback 
and Legacy to enlighten 
ours by lessening the impact 
of our daily ride on the envi-
ronment.

littered with old cars from 
the Depression era that 
nobody wanted. Wittenberg 
paid $20 for a 1928 Ford 
Model A roadster pickup 
truck, hauled it out of the 
brambles at an Abbotsford-
area farm, got it going and 
drove it to Vancouver.

Then a car jockey for the 
famous downtown Vancou-
ver Bowell-McLean Cadillac 
dealership at 615 Burrard at 
Alberni Street, Wittenberg 
and his crew of neighbour-
hood teenagers began the 
task of creating a cut down 
hot rod similar to what they 
had seen and read about in 
California’s Hot Rod Maga-
zine.

The process took fi ve long 
years. During that time, 
Bow-Mac parts man Al Mills 
took it upon himself to order 
in a brand new hot Pontiac 
V8 motor in a crate for Wit-
tenberg’s project.

“I was totally taken by 
surprise that he went ahead 
and did this,” Wittenberg 
recalls of the event that took 
place in 1956. “The result 
was I was able to install 
what probably was the fi rst 
crate engine in a hot rod in 
Western Canada.”

When the low-slung, 
copper-coloured, Pontiac, 
V8-powered Model A road-
ster pickup hit the streets 
of Vancouver in 1958, it was 
an instant sensation. Wit-

tenberg installed two small 
seats facing backward in the 
pickup bed so he, his bud-
dies and girlfriends could 
cruise to Kings Drive-in Res-
taurant on Kingsway, the hot 
rod hangout of the era.

The early hot rod would 
go on to win major trophies 
at the Vancouver Motora-
ma and custom car shows 
in Seattle and Portland. By 
1961, Wittenberg had mar-
ried long-time girlfriend 
Shannon Ward and it was 
time for home ownership 
and a family. The hot rod 
had to go. It was sold to Jim 
Johnston of the Johnston 
Chrysler dealership family 
and Wittenberg would never 
see the car again.

In fact, 45 years went by 
with Wittenberg building 
a career as a construction 
superintendent for major 
projects like Vancouver’s 
200 Granville, Harbour Cen-
tre, the Guinness Tower and 
the Raymur Avenue hous-
ing development. Witten-
berg ended up as general 
manager of the Foundation 
Company — Canada’s larg-
est construction company 
— and forgot all about youth 
and hot rods.

That was the case until 
two events took place: an 
introduction at a neigh-
bourhood barbecue to John 
Carlson, past-president of 
the Vintage Car Club of Can-
ada and current president of 
the National Association of 
Antique Automobile Clubs 
of Canada, and a chance 

meeting with veteran hot 
rodder and auto body shop 
owner Sandy Morita. Witten-
berg, Carlson and Morita all 
live within minutes of each 
other on the same street.

“My wife Barbara had 
taken her car into Sandy 
Morita’s body shop to have it 
repaired and I dropped in to 
check on progress,” Witten-
berg recalls of the fi rst time 
he met Sandy Morita. 

“After seeing photographs 
of old hot rods in Sandy’s 
offi ce, I took a photo of my 
old hot rod from 50 years 
ago out of my wallet to show 
him.”

Morita not only recog-
nized the hot rod but told the 
astonished Wittenberg that 
he had painted it for a sub-
sequent owner of the 1928 
Model A roadster pickup. He 
also told Wittenberg that car 
was now in Sicamous owned 
by Jim Woods. 

“I was fl abbergasted,” Wit-
tenberg says. “I had no idea 
my old hot rod was still in 
existence. I hadn’t thought 
about it for nearly 50 years.”

The next event was going 
to change the course of his 
life dramatically.

In June of 2007, one thou-
sand past and present mem-
bers and supporters of the 
British Columbia Hot Rod 
Association came together 
for a two-day 50th anniver-
sary celebration in Clover-
dale. Wittenberg, Carlson 
and Morita all attended the 
Saturday night banquet. So

did six other owners of Wittenberg’s old 
hot rod, including Dan Maxwell, who had 
owned the car in the 1970s, as well as pres-
ent owner Woods.

Wittenberg became determined to buy 
his old hot rod back 
despite the fact that 
it was in pieces and 
had been apart for 
about 25 years. When 
his bid to buy the car 
failed, a remarkable 
coincidence was 
brought to his atten-
tion by Carlson. 

Maxwell, who had 
the hotrod repaint-
ed blue by Morita 
before putting it 
back in the car show 
circuit in the 1970s, had acquired another 
Model A roadster pickup project car with a 
view to building another hot rod. This didn’t 
happen and he was willing to sell it. Witten-
berg bought the car.

At a lunch with Wittenberg organized by 
Carlson, Morita was brought back into the 
picture and, as one of B.C.’s premier auto 
body painters, agreed to become the archi-
tect providing the vision and “look” for the 
impending project and to give the new hot 
rod its paint job. 

To kick-start the project, Carlson intro-
duced Wittenberg to Jim Lester and Jim Flett 
at Jimmy’s Rod Shop in Pitt Meadows to 
construct the modern-day hot rod as a trib-
ute to the hot rod built and put on the road 
by Wittenberg 50 years ago.

The project took just 10 months to com-
plete. The hot rod utilizes a TCI chassis, 
high-end stainless So-Cal front end and 
brake components, a Speedway quick 
change rear end and a modern Corvette ZZ4 
engine coupled to a GM four-speed auto-

matic transmission.
Custom touches like recessed 1937 Ford 

tail-lights and a wood-grained dash were 
designed by Morita and built in by metal 
wizard Lester. Morita applied three-stage 
translucent candy-apple red paint, custom 
mixed by long-time hot rodder Ed Loewen 
of Canadian Body Shop Supply.

Now, 50 years after 
he completed the 
first 1928 Model A 
roadster pickup hot 
rod with a GM crate 
engine, Wittenberg is 
behind the wheel of a 
hot rod built from the 
same bones but with 
much more modern 
components.

“Back then, I had 
lots of time and no 
money,” he muses. 
“Now I have not so 

much time and enough money to see this 
through.” 

It is very much a project spearheaded 
by three car enthusiasts who ended up as 
neighbours on the same quiet street. And it 
is a project that fl owed directly from events 
surrounding the 50th anniversary of the 
British Columbia Hot Rod Association. 

For Wittenberg, it has reconnected him 
to a very important time of his life that 
wasn’t wasted. It has also reconnected him 
to important people from his past, many of 
whom he hadn’t seen or heard from for half 
a century.

To his neighbours Morita and Carlson, the 
hot rod is a rolling sculpture and a wonderful 
retrospective look at the creativity of a group 
of friends and neighbours, young and old.

“This venture has truly been a highlight 
in my 40-year career in the old car hobby,” 
Carlson says. “The Wittenberg car is far 
more than an assembly of parts. It really is 
the fulfi llment of a dream. Few of us have 
that privilege.”

Gulf Islands Secondary

We took the lead right 
from the start and never 
looked back.”

GISS was up 18-6 in the 
fi rst quarter and 35-18 at the 
half.

“We had a more balanced 
attack,” Mason said, noting 
that scoring occurred from 
both in the key and from 
outside.”

The final game, which 

would determine third or 
fourth place, matched up 
GISS and second-seeded 
Carihi from Campbell River. 

“This was a hard-fought 
game. Carihi jumped out 
to a 15-9 lead after the fi rst 
quarter and extended its 
lead to nine points on a few 
occasions before we were 
able to come back to within 
two [26-24] by half time.”

In the third quarter the 
lead changed hands repeat-
edly and GISS fi nished down 
one 43-42. 

“But shortly into the 
fourth quarter we took the 
lead 46-45 and never looked 
back.”

The fi nal score was 55-49.
“This was our best game 

of the year,” Mason said. 
“Our scoring was balanced 
and our rebounding, pass-
ing and composure was 
much improved.”

Hillis was the lead scor-
er with 16, followed by 
Monique Comeau with 12 
and Erica Rimmer with 10.

The Vancouver Island 
Championships take place 
this week — Thursday to Sat-
urday — and could spring-
board the team into the pro-
vincial fi nals in March.

Back at home, it was a slow

With “going green” being 
all the rage right now, the 
business of being eco-
friendly has, not surprising-
ly, also infi ltrated the wed-
ding world.

tured wedding decorations 
and letting the exquisite set-
ting speak for itself. After all, 
no amount of drapery, fl ow-
ers or crepe-paper wedding 
bells can match the natural 
ambience created by sea, 
sky and forest. Besides that, 
showing support for the 
conservation standards of 
local parks was an easy way 
for us to walk a green aisle.

Being a fairly non-tra-
ditional couple (give my 
fiancé a tradition and he’ll 
fi nd a reason to forgo it), we 
decided to switch things up 
and hold a casual, all-day 
reception the day after the 
ceremony. The Ango Retreat 
on LePage Road provided 
the perfect venue. Relatively 
new, Ango is the best-kept 

wedding venue secret on the 
island, especially for those 
looking for a greener alter-
native. Set on breathtaking 
grounds, the site includes 
a main building, two B&B 
style accommodations that 
meet the local chamber of 
commerce “green accom-
modations” standards, a 
commercial kitchen, a 100 
per cent organic garden and 
a delightful yurt.

The fact that the owners 
use the proceeds from Ango 
to help fi nance micro-loans 
for projects in Africa and 
support several initiatives 
to help Maasai and Swazi 
children made our decision 
even easier. After all, giving 
back and being socially con-
scious is simply another way 
to ensure our planet stays 

healthy and productive.
For our eats, we found 

a local chef (Chef Kelly of 
Catering by Kelly) who will 
not only whip up a delicious 
dinner, but also tries when-
ever possible to use local, 
organic food. Providing our 
guests with tasty treats rep-
resentative of Salt Spring, 
we opted for (local) gourmet 
lamb burgers, fresh Fraser 
Valley corn, (wild and local-
ly caught) West Coast fish 
cakes and (local) drunken 
prawns.

Even though our recep-
tion is a trés casual affair, 
we’re renting or borrowing 
all of our cutlery, tableware, 
tables, chairs and linens in 
order to steer clear of plas-
tics or disposables.

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it simple. No exotic, out-of-
season bouquets grown in 
greenhouses hundreds of 
miles away. We plan to grab 
some cheery, island-grown, 
organic bouquets from our 
island’s farm stands.

We opted for blue, green 
and brown as a colour 
scheme, representing the 
ocean, forest and moun-
tains around us, which will 
make fi nding decorations as 
simple as fi nding an island-
er with artistic talent. The 
idea came from my fiancé 
(although he might deny 
it) after he spluttered with 
eyebrows raised, “A colour 
scheme? We have to pick 
colours?”

Being deeply opposed 
to buying decorations that 
would only be used one 
time, his simple idea was 
to use objects from our sur-
roundings, like rocks, shells, 
branches and leaves to cre-
ate beautiful décor for our 
dinner tables. I knew I was 
marrying him for a reason!

I have been reassured by 
those in the industry that 
while the idea of eco-friend-
ly wedding dresses is still 

relatively cutting edge, in a 
few years it’ll be a cinch for 
brides to find their dream 
dress while still remaining 
kind to the Earth. Right now, 
however, the options are 
either pricey organic dress-
es from well-known design-
ers who’ve jumped on the 
eco-trend, or organic gowns 
that seem, for some reason, 
fi t only for a medieval cos-
tume party.

After a ton of research, I’ve 
found a willing local seam-
stress who will design and 
sew my dress from either 
organic or sustainable fab-
ric, hopefully purchased 
from a Canadian fabric 
company.

You won’t see this girl 
forcing her bridesmaids 
into hideous gowns that get 
worn once and shoved into 
the back of a closet, either. 
Instead, I’ll nudge the gals 
towards some convertible 
dresses, which allow the 
piece to be worn many dif-
ferent ways, ensuring it’ll 
see multiple uses.

As for make-up and hair-
styling options, with Salt 
Spring’s own Studio One 

Aveda Salon, it’s a match 
made in green heaven. 
Because Aveda products are 
eco-friendly, this allows for 
beautiful hair and a beau-
tiful face that won’t come 
at the expense of a healthy 
planet.

For invitations, we’ll hope-
fully use a Canadian com-
pany like Botanical Paper-
works’ plantable paper. 
That’s right, our guests can 
check out the invite, dig a 
hole in their backyards and 
plant the invitation, watch-
ing it bloom into beautiful 
fl owers. And, in order to cut 
back on paper invite inserts, 
we created a wedding web-
site that includes info for 
guests on travel and accom-

modations, RSVP page, 
schedule of events and even 
an on-line registry.

We’re even contemplating 
using a company like Tree-
Canada to plant trees in our 
guest’s names as favours.

Our guests will also have 
the chance to join in the 
eco-blitz as we encourage 
them to carpool and choose 
green accommodations like 
the Harbour House Hotel. 
Guests can choose to off-
set their flights’ emissions 
with organizations like zero-
footprint.com (it only costs 
$11.20 to completely offset 
a fl ight from Toronto to Van-
couver, return!). Or, they can 
choose companies that are 
carbon neutral, like Harbour 
Air and Salt Spring Air. 

Basically, planning an eco-
wedding boils down to three 
simple phrases (besides 
reduce, reuse, recycle):go 
local, choose organic and 
give back. By following these 
three mottos, we’ve been 
able to paint our celebra-
tions with a strong shade of 
green, while still creating an 
affordable wedding of our 
dreams.

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Island marriage a carnival of culture and colour

Salt Spring performers part of
unique wedding at Cusheon Cove 
heritage property

Against an ocean backdrop, costumed stilt walkers teeter 
high above wedding guests, trailing coloured scarves and 
bubbles in the breeze. While the Laotian bride fi nishes get-
ting ready in the log house bathroom, Salt Spring lamb roasts 
on the spit and guests sip wine, lounge on hay bales and tuck 
in and out of the fortune teller’s tent.

It is a sunny Saturday afternoon, June 7, 2008, and guests 
begin to arrive at Tom Boivin and Phoutthalak Phichit’s wed-
ding on a Ruckle Park-adjacent property overlooking Cap-
tain’s Passage. Those arriving are treated to an unexpected 
carnival of activities that breaks beyond the “traditional” 
wedding many North American wedding-goers have come 
to expect.

The caravan of jugglers, 
plate spinners, magicians, 
unicycle riders, musicians, 
fortune tellers, story tellers 
and belly dancers present — 
all local entertainers — are a 
testament to the whimsical 
talents Gulf Islands enter-
tainers have to offer.

But the wedding’s multi-
cultural fl air also refl ects the 

backgrounds of the bride and groom. 
Boivin, a Canadian, fi rst met Phichit, a Laotian, in 2004 

while on a business trip in Laos. As president of West Van-
couver-based environmental consulting fi rm Hatfi eld Con-
sultants Partnership, Boivin was working with the govern-
ment of Laos on an environmental training project at the 
time.

“He would tell me about this girl he met and how sweet 
she was,” recalls Boivin’s sister Suzanne. “I could tell this was 
something special.”

The multicultural wedding theme celebrates the unity the 
couple found in their diversity; two people from separate 

backgrounds brought together by their love and desire to 
make a life together in Canada, for themselves and their one-
year-old son Nolan.

Guests in attendance had fl own from Japan, Thailand, the 
U.S. and from across Canada, and Phichit’s mother Manik-
hone Phichit had made the journey all the way from Laos.

“It’s very special to bring people of all walks of life togeth-
er,” says Julie Robinson, the groom’s sister-in-law, before the 
ceremony begins. “The intermingling of cultures reflects 
who the bride and groom are.”

As the wedding party assembles inside the log house, 
marriage commissioner Gabrielle Page stands on the white, 
latticed podium before a stunning, sparkling ocean back-
drop. A string of Tibetan prayer fl ags swing in the breeze 
behind her.

Bridesmaids, groomsmen and little Nolan (the ring-bearer) 

make their way down the grassy path from the log house to 
the outdoor auditorium of guests seated on neatly arranged 
hay bales. The men wear black suits and the women are 
dressed in fi ne dresses in shades of pink and white.

The groom takes to the podium followed by the bride 
wearing a white dress — one of the few traditional elements 
upheld in this non-traditional wedding.

Someone’s dog provides comic relief, tinged with a bit of 
nail-biting uneasiness, when the animal decides to chase 
and bark at the bride’s hem.

All sing and repeat a Buddhist blessing, previously handed 
out to guests: “May you be fi lled with loving kindness. May 
you be well. May you be peaceful and at ease. May you be 
happy.” 

The subtle tune lays a soothing and calming ambience over the 
sun-soaked crowd. The smell of warm hay enlivens the nostrils.

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Native story tellers and 
healers Jimmy Spencer and 
Prem Margolese waft the 
smoke of sage and wheat-
grass around the heads of 
the bride and groom. Phi-
chit’s mother from Laos, 
seated on a chair to the left 
of the podium, is “smudged” 
as well.

Smudging is a purifying 
and cleansing preparation 
for the couple’s new life 
together, Margolese explains. 
In ntative traditions, he says, 
all elders are treated with 
respect and Phichit’s mother 
was the elder representing 
the Phichit family.

The couple are married by 
Page in a short but touching 
ceremony.

The afternoon extends 
into the evening and there 
is a feast of lamb, crab, 
prawns and a selection of 
Thai/Lao food.

“My wife and I are both 
easygoing and fl exible peo-
ple,” the groom explains. 
“We wanted a nice celebra-
tion and we wanted to incor-
porate a whole bunch of 
different cultures. And we 
thought it would be nice to 
have something that refl ects 
Salt Spring’s character.”

He describes the property 
as “one of the most beau-
tiful places in the world,” 
and was pleased with the 
eclectic mix of entertainers 
and supporters who helped 
make their wedding a day to 
remember.

Boivin’s friend from Salt 
Spring, Chris Hatfi eld, orga-
nized the wedding. Hatfi eld 
said he aimed to provide 
an event that refl ectied Salt 
Spring’s character.

It took place on Hatfi eld’s 
property, the site of a 1900s 
sawmill. 

As part of the wedding 
experience, Hatfi eld hosted 
hourly tours of his muse-
um (above the garage) that 
showcases Asian artifacts 
found buried on the prop-
erty, used by Japanese and 
Chinese sawmill workers in 
the early 1900s.

The property’s histori-
cal significance was just 
another element that added 
multicultural weight to the 
Boivin-Phichit wedding.

The couple now lives in 
North Vancouver where 
Boivin continues to work as 
president of Hatfield Con-
sultants Partnership and 
Phichit is a homemaker.

They come to Salt Spring 
every quarter to visit Hat-
fi eld and “enjoy the beautiful 
surroundings,” Boivin says.

The tale of one Yofi  dress 

and three island couples

Nothing can cause more wedding-related stress — or 
excitement — than choosing the bride’s dress. 

When Salt Spring Islanders Sheri Cook and Don 
Hickman were planning their wedding in 1977, Sheri 
found a beautiful Yofi  Designs dress in Vancouver. It 
cost about $100.
