Bylaw typo prompts library changes

Lot-coverage increase offers design wiggle room

An effort to fix a long-standing typo in the
island’s land-use bylaw could mean some major
changes at the island’s new library.

The Salt Spring Island Local Trust Committee
has scheduled a June 2 public hearing to collect
input on an amendment to increase the maxi-
mum lot coverage of the library’s 129 McPhillips
Ave. property, expanded from 25 to 75 per cent.

The property is one of two adjacent sites to
be used for the new Salt Spring Island library
building.

LTC approval of a larger site footprint, library

board chair Tilly Crawley said, would force
library board members to consider new building
designs.

In spite of an anticipated three-month delay,
it'’s unlikely the board will encounter significant
cost overruns as a result of the redesign process,
she said.

“The amount of the redesign will be eaten up
by savings in construction costs,” she said. “We’ll
probably end up with a better library.”

Should trustees approve the bylaw amend-
ment at their next LTC meeting on June 3, Craw-
ley said, library board members will seek con-
sensus on a new design as soon as possible.

The building’s final size, construction of a sec-
ond storey and exterior design elements are all
up for review.

“Almost anything we build on this lot will be a
little bit of a compromise,” she said.

Crawley said the board will consider seeking
public input about the new library design when
it is finalized in late June.

Leah Hartley, regional planning manager at
the Salt Spring Trust office, said she did not know
how long the typographical errors have been
hiding in the island’s land-use bylaw.

The lot coverage error was only discovered
when staff were examining a discrepancy involv-
ing parking requirements on the lot, well after
the property at 129 McPhillips was purchased by

causes
pool fire

Staff action prevents
structural damage;
facility re-opened
quickly

About 50 people were
evacuated from the Rainbow
Road Pool late Friday morn-
ing after a fire broke out in
the boiler room.

Pool manager Jim Rad-
dysh said the pool had been
open since 6 a.m. and les-
sons were underway up until
11 am.

He said a funny odour was
detected on the pool deck,
but he first assumed it might
have something to do with
the dismantling of a house
taking place on the PARC
property.

When Raddysh went
downstairs to investigate, he
could see the filter room was
quite smoky.

“Through further inves-
tigation with a ventila-
tion mask I discovered the
domestic hot water electric
boiler was smoking quite
badly.”

When he saw some flames
through a crack in the access
panel, he grabbed a fire
extinguisher and sprayed
it into the crack, and then
called the fire department
before evacuating the build-
ing.

Salt Spring Fire-Rescue
Deputy Chief Arjuna George
said 23 firefighters were

the Capital Regional District
on behalf of the library asso-
ciation.

Trust staff planned to rectify
the issues during the upcom-
ing land-use bylaw review, but
fixing the errors took on some
urgency when it became clear
work on the new library was
proceeding.

The library lot coverage

amendment is among five
“housekeeping items” slated for
discussion at the June 2 hear-
ing. They also include a change
to the new library’s parking
requirements, as well as com-
mercial zone amendments for
properties at 334 Upper Ganges
Road, and at the corner of Lower
Ganges Road and Park Drive.
Also on tap is a proposal to
remove Section 4.3 of Bylaw 355.
According to a Trust staff
report, the clause “conveys

a convention based on legal
precedents that when parcel
boundaries are changed after
construction of a dwelling,
there is no setback issue.”

She said staff will use the
meeting to outline the nature
and significance of each pro-
posed change and take ques-
tions from participants.

Hartley said the Trust office
had not received any corre-
spondence about any of the
matters up for discussion.

Ave. on Wednesday, June 2 at
5 p.m..

The public hearing will
follow at 6 p.m. Trustees are
expected to vote on the change
during their LTC meeting on
June 3.

involved in the response to
the 11:55 a.m. call.

When they arrived, he said,
“There was fairly good qual-
ity smoke coming out of the
basement.”

A couple of teams entered
the building and determined
the fire had been effectively
knocked down.

He credited quick action
on the part of pool staff in
promptly investigating the
odour, using the fire extin-
guisher and calling 911 with
ensuring no structural dam-
age occurred.

Raddysh said pool staff’s
emergency training also

kicked into high gear as they
distributed towels to every-
one before directing them
outside.

Once the fire department
had the situation under con-
trol, swimmers were allowed
to go back in and get their
clothes and belongings.

Raddysh credited Salt
Spring Fire-Rescue personnel
for doing their due diligence
and knowing the lay of the
land and contents in the pool
building.

“The training of our fire
department is once again
highlighted here,” he said.

Because chemicals are
stored there, it's a different
situation than dealing with a
house fire, he said. However,

he stressed, the chemicals are
stored safely to ensure they
cannot be mixed and cause
some kind of “disaster.”

George said fire crews also
found the department’s ther-
mal imager was extremely
useful in this case.

The pool was open as of
Sunday.

Raddysh said the only thing
swimmers will notice as a
result of the fire is that the
showers will be “just a little
cooler.”

He said the Capital Regional
District electrical inspector is
looking at the site on Wednes-
day, following a recommenda-
tion by local electrician Bobby
Akerman.

“What Bobby feels is that it

appears there was a fault with
[the electric hot water tank]
and that the unit should be
replaced.”

The facility’s second anni-
versary birthday party set
for Saturday, June 5 is still on
track.

SSI-based Lands Trust Alliance moves to Victoria

Locally based provincial organization gets
serious about presence

Thirteen years of files representing thousands of protect-
ed acres were in transit last week as the Land Trust Alliance
moved its office from Salt Spring to Victoria.

The province-wide organization founded by Sheila Har-
rington in 1997 is the umbrella group for land trusts located
throughout B.C. The move to Victoria will place the office
closer to two groups it works closely with in The Land Con-
servancy (whose office space it will share) and the Nature
Conservancy of Canada. It will also be closer to the seat of
provincial legislature.

In the midst of packing boxes and sorting through maps
and photos, Harrington took time to share some of LTA’'s
past and future projects.

She described how land trust groups have protected
around one million acres of forest and grassland in the
province over the past 10 years. As well as preserving nature
for people who happen to like nature, their goals are to
help mitigate the effects of climate change through stand-
ing carbon in trees and plants, provide wildlife habitat and
counter environmental degradation.

The benefit of having one over-arching organization is
having a central resource all the groups can rely on. It’s a
place of professional development training for staff and
board members and provides education and communi-
cation through The Kingfisher, a semi-annual magazine/
newsletter.

Some of LTA’s earliest successes were to protect Burgoyne
Bay and the Mount Maxwell watershed, both of which were
under threat of logging in the late 1990s. The group was
spurred to action in the famous campaign to reacquire
lands owned by the Texada Land Corporation, which in
November 1999 amounted to approximately one-tenth of
Salt Spring.

“We worked very hard on Burgoyne Bay,” Harrington
said. She noted with around five land trusts plus the pro-
vincial government involved, it wouldn’t have happened as
easily without the local presence of the umbrella group.

The group helped publish the Islands in the Salish Sea

community atlas the alliance was involved in producing. It was published in 2005.

community atlas, a “huge project” achieved with Salt
Spring’s Judi Stevenson as editor. A new and ambitious
project is the launch of Living Carbon, a carbon-offset
company being developed with Briony Penn. The “enter-
prising non-profit” will be a means of purchasing land trust
areas.

“One of the biggest things conservancies need is to raise
funds to protect land — and to pay for staff to do the work
to protect lands,” Harrington said.

Volunteer boards simply don’t have time to work day
after day on conservation deals, she added.

Harrington, who has served as LTA’s executive director
since she started the alliance, is changing roles after 13
years on the job. She’ll now act as program director, work-
ing from her new home of Lasqueti Island. Paul McNair,
an experienced fundraiser with the group, will take over
Harrington’s position to see the group through its next
phase.

The LTA will host a “meet and greet” from its new office
on Thursday, June 10, from 4:30 to 6 p.m. All are welcome
to attend the event at 301-1195 Esquimalt Road.

Ten-year strateqy for regional parks
mapped out in community dialogue

CAP urges local residents to
‘think big’

“Dare to dream” was the outgoing mes-
sage at last Wednesday’s community dia-
logue session sponsored by CRD Regional
Parks, where Salt Spring’s future regional
parks and trails were the topic.

Members of the Citizen Advisory Panel,
and manager of planning, resource man-
agement and development Jeff Ward urged
participants to suggest where future parks
should be without being limited by man-
date or even possibility.

“We're looking at protecting [areas] all
the way from Port Renfrew to Salt Spring,
that will attract visitors fromm all over the
region to visit. That'’s the focus and scale of
what we're looking at,” Ward said.

Steve Peterson, CAP member and a Salt
Springresident, asked participants to throw
all their wildest ideas into the hat. Organiz-
ers noted regional park ideas that seemed
impossible at first have already resulted in
projects like the Lochside Trail from Swartz
Bay to Victoria and the Sea to Sea Park
Reserve near Sooke.

Twenty local participants attended the
meeting and voiced strong support for
a regional trail linking Salt Spring to the
existing Lochside and Galloping Goose trail
route on Vancouver Island.

Safer cycling was a key concern. Mem-
bers of the Salt Spring Island Bicycle Work-

ing Group, Island Pathways, the Trail and
Nature Club and SSI PARC each made the
case for building a route between the Ful-
ford and Vesuvius ferry terminals, whether
along the road or offside.

Participants noted the CRD had already
set aside $50,000 for cycle route design and
survey work on Salt Spring, a fund which
has yet to be accessed.

Former CRD director Gary Holman also
pointed out that $330,000 in annual gas tax
funds could be applied for and matched
by the B.C. government to help build the
cycle/pedestrian trail.

Judy Nurse suggested linking existing
walking trails to create a greater trail system.

Gail Neumann requested better access
for people in wheelchairs, beginning with
the existing washrooms at Centennial Park.
She also suggested creating a wheelchair-
accessible path between Mouat Park and
Lions Hall on Bonnet Avenue.

“I'would just like you to plan with wheel-
chair users in mind, because people in
wheelchairs don't like to sit at home —
often they're stuck there — but they like to
be out in nature,” Neumann said.

Several participants identified Salt
Spring’s southwest hill area as an area of
concern.

Linda Quiring and Jane Petch told CAP
the region’s remoteness and difficulty of
access have left it victim to destructive acts
and outright criminal activity, including
one act of vandalism causing $12,000 in
damage to private property. Petch said red-
listed species are also at risk.

“We’re looking at protecting

CRD Regional Parks currently owns the
Mill Farm Park Reserve and two nearby
parcels on Mount Sullivan.

Ward confirmed his office is interested in
expanding the acquisition to create a large
park that includes parts of Mount Sullivan,
Mount Bruce, Hope Hill and Mount Tuam.

He said other potential areas of interest
include creating a park reaching from Ford
Lake to Cusheon Lake, and ones at Duck
Creek and Walker’s Hook.

Anyone who has ideas about future parks
and trails on the island can submit them to
CAP by completing the online form found at
www.crd.bc.ca/parks/planning/strategic-
plan.htm. CAP will review all ideas submit-
ted by the region’s residents, intergovern-
mental groups and high school students.

It will submit a draft strategic plan to the
public by this fall.

Prevention key to avoiding chimney fires
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Salt Spring chimney
sweep shares expert
advice

A number of chimney fires
in recent weeks may be a coin-
cidence, but are nonetheless
a strong reminder to practise
safe burning at home.

“This is the time of year that
whenever I hear the fire sirens,
the hairs on my neck stand
up,” chimney sweep Dave
Campbell said last week.

The sirens have him won-
dering whether one of his
usual customers is at risk — a
risk that could be prevented
with care.

Along with good construc-
tion, Campbell said several
measures can ensure wood
stoves burn efficiently and

care of her over the last decade +. We've laughed, we've cried,
we've bled, and been stung together. Quite an experience! Sheis
moving to Victoria to support her daughter, who is entering college

help slow the build-up of cre-
osote, the highly flammable
organic sludge left behind in
the chimney.

In the chimney cleaning
business for seven years on
Salt Spring and certified for
the last five, Campbell said
turnover in real estate has
likely seen most older wood
stoves replaced. New systems
are being installed to much
stricter codes.

Some basic things to look
out for include having a chim-
ney at least 15 feet in length to
get a proper draw.

Conversely, anything higher
than 25 feet can draw down,
producing more creosote.
Masonry chimneys tend to
cause creosote build-up more
quickly than steel pipes.

The most essential part of
wood burning, however, is
using dry, seasoned wood.
Green wood can cause creo-

sote build-up in a matter of
weeks.

“There’s a real discipline
of firewood,” Campbell
explained. “That involves buy-
ing more than you need and
seasoning it at least over the
summer in a dry area. Having
it on the lawn with a tarp over
itis not enough.”

Getting your chimney
cleaned at least once a year is
another important factor — a
small investment that could
save money and heartache in
the long run.

As Campbell points out: “A
$65 chimney sweep is chump
change compared to replac-
ing a house.”

People with cedar shake
roofs, like the residents of the
recent Byron Road incident,
should probably get their
chimneys looked at twice a
year, at least, and should give
more attention in general to

wood burning.

“All it takes is a single ember
and it'’s game over,” Campbell
said.

Regular cleaning by a certi-
fied professional is not just
a good idea, it may also be
required under homeowners’
insurance policies. This trend
will likely only get stronger.

“Regardless of opinions of
the economy, insurance com-
panies will definitely become
leaner and meaner,” Camp-
bell said.

“Therequirements for code-
compliantwood stoveinstalla-
tion and proper maintenance
will be become more and
more important — because it
boils down to liability.”

Campbell recommends
homeowners check their
insurance policies to see just
what is required and whether
they are covered in case a fire
does happen.

SS Coffee Co
exit disappoints
local chamber

Company failed
to find’local

compromise’

The president of the
island’s chamber of com-
merce says Salt Spring
Coffee’s decision to relo-
cate to Vancouver will
have significant econom-
ic fallout on the island’s
economy.

Mafalda Hoogerdyk
believes the economic
ramifications of moving
the company’s roasting
facility and administra-
tive offices to an as-of-yet
undisclosed location in
Vancouver stands to cost
island businesses mil-
lions of dollars in lost rev-
enue.

She said the loss of
island jobs means former
coffee company employ-
ees and their families will
have less money to spend
in other island business-
es. The company’s efforts
to promote the island
beyond Salt Spring, she
added, have arguably
played a key role in estab-
lishing the island’s mod-
ern identity.

“[Salt Spring Coffee]
has been a very positive
boost,” she said. “It’s a
tragic loss for the com-
munity.

“It’s been very active
in the community all
along.”

Mickey McLeod, the
owner of Salt Spring Cof-
fee, announced his inten-
tion to relocate his Alders
Avenue roasting facility
and administrative offic-
es by the end of summer
in a letter published on
the company’s blog last
week.

“This wasn't an easy
decision and came after
considerable effort to find
a suitable space we could
call ‘home’ for along time
to come,” he writes.

McLeod has not
responded to the Drift-
wood’s requests for an
interview on the matter.

The letter indicates the
company doesn't intend
to close the island’s retail
outlet on McPhillips Ave-
nue.

Company representa-
tives were encouraged
to work alongside the
Islands Trust to find a site
for the roasting facility
and “green campus” after
the island’s local Trust
committee denied the
company’s application to
rezone a property at 1501
Fulford-Ganges Road last
year.

Islands Trust regional
planning director Leah
Hartley said Islands Trust
planners had been dis-
cussing potential sites
in the fall of 2009. These
discussions identified
several sites, she said,
but added it was likely
any new site would have
required another rezon-
ing process.

Findings released by
the Industrial Land Task
Force in late 2009 took
priority, however, as the
Trust continued work
on updating its land-use
bylaw; she said.

Acting upon industrial-
type land-use applica-
tions like the one pro-
posed by Salt Spring Cof-
fee, Hartley added, will
undoubtedly be stream-
lined if and when the
ITF’s recommendations
are acted upon.

Salt Spring Coffee’s
move will see the amalga-
mation of the company’s
existing roasting facilities
on Salt Spring and Rich-
mond.

For Darryl Segal, the
owner of a Richmond-
based business located
next to the coffee com-
pany’s Lower Mainland
operation, even the end
of summer is too long a
wait.

“We want to get our
livesback, enjoyour prop-
erty whenever we want to
and not be bombarded
with noise and fumes of
unknown toxins,” Segal
wrote in an email to the
Driftwood on Monday.

“You can ponder your
future as long as you
want, but in the mean-
time, take your machines
out of Richmond and Salt
Spring Island and find
some temporary location
to roast that is far away
from any other human
beings.”

Salt Spring gets ready to relay’

Fifth annual relay hits its stride

Things are looking up ahead of the fifth
annual Relay for Life event set to take cen-
tre field at Portlock Park on Friday night.

to sign up on an existing team or as indi-
viduals.

As in past years, participants young and
old can expect plenty of music, food, mas-
sages and good times to keep them enter-
tained as individuals take turns travelling
around the track throughout the night at
Portlock Park.

Oliveira thanked the numerous island
businesses who donated goods and ser-
vices for the silent auction, a first in the
event’s history.

A bitter
taste

o one should be sur-
prised by Salt Spring
Coffee Co.'s May 18
announcement that it
will be consolidating its opera-
tions at a new site in Vancouver.

Many islanders are disappointed and some are
directing their anger towards the Salt Spring Local
Trust Committee, which last summer refused to
give further consideration to a rezoning appli-
cation that would have seen a state-of-the-art
“green” roasting facility and related amenities
constructed on Salt Spring Island.

At the time, both the company owners and
Islands Trust reps expressed hopes of finding
another site on Salt Spring, but the chances of
success were predictably slim. There’s simply a
shortage of appropriate, available spots for any
out-of-the-ordinary activity on this island. A big
red light glares at anything that can't be accommo-
dated in Ganges village,
at Merchants’ Mews or a
few other select spots with
existing uses or zoning.

Salt Spring Coffee Co.
currently employs roughly
40 Salt Spring people,
mostly in its cafe, which
will remain in Ganges,
but several work in the
roasting plant and modest
head office. When the new
facility proposal was dis-
cussed last year, it was predicted several additional
jobs would be created for islanders.

By any measure, it’s a significant economic loss
for a community that lacks diverse employment
opportunities.

It’s all been said before, but can’t be said enough:
Salt Spring continues to lose its diversity and
become more and more a community for the elite.

Except for small triumphs like Murakami
Gardens or the smaller-scale projects of the Salt
Spring Land Bank Society, we can’t seem to make
inroads on the affordable housing issue. Despite
the effects of a recession, real estate prices remain
ridiculously out of reach for any working family
without a fresh inheritance in their pocket to buy a
first home here.

And while we love to brag about being a centre
of sustainability and green thinking, when it came
to supporting the dream of a local entrepreneur-
ing family, which happened to benefit many other
individuals and the entire community, we failed.

In the end, the Lower Mainland is probably a
more logical place, business-wise, for a company
that ships products across the country, but the move
marks another blow for real island sustainability.

Finding the best possible library design

The Salt Spring library board
is pleased to announce that
an opportunity has arisen to
reconsider the site layout and
floor plan for the new library
building.

In 2009, when the architect
designed the new building, he
was operating under a major
constraint that largely dictated
the site layout. Trust bylaws
allowed for 75 per cent lot cov-
erage on 125 McPhillips Ave.,
but only 25 per cent lot cover-
age on 129 McPhillips. Con-
sequently the design had to
incorporate a large footprint
and second storey on the lot at
125 McPhillips in order to pro-
vide a building with enough
space to meet the library’s
needs. With only a small foot-
print located on 129 McPhil-
lips, there was a considerable
open area on that lot.

There were some disadvan-
tages to that design: the main
floor across both lots provided
only about two-thirds of the
total area needed, and this
meant that the collection had
to be split, with part of it on

the upper floor. The large sec-
ond storey, which would have
required a height variance,
would have tended to over-
shadow the Creekside build-
ing, and would have presented
a large and rather overwhelm-
ing aspect for someone walk-
ing along McPhillips from the
village towards the library.

When the Trust’s head plan-
ner Leah Hartley understood
that our design options were
limited because of the lot cov-
erage restriction, she imme-
diately and helpfully said
that she would proceed with
the process of amending the
bylaw to permit 75 per cent lot
coverage on both lots, as this
would allow us to have addi-
tional options for the building
design. The Trust is now pro-
ceeding with the rezoning of
129 McPhillips.

Given the increased lot
coverage on 129 McPhillips,
several additional options for
the site layout and floor plan
can now be considered by the
architect and the library board.
We will proceed with a final
decision on the design after

the bylaw amendment passes
the public hearing and the LTC
meeting on June 3.

The redesign will eliminate
the problem of the height
along the Creekside driveway,
and the larger footprint means
that all of the collection can be
accommodated on one floor.
There will be an attractive
entrance from McPhillips.

We shall be building the same
overall area as in the original
design, and the building will
still be LEED gold standard. We
shall be able to allow for future
expansion should it be needed.
The cost of the redesign is not
large, and it may well be offset,
ormore than offset, by potential
savings in construction costs.

Of course, all this has added
several months to the building
schedule and this is frustrating,
but it is better to iron out the
problems now rather than later
when additional costs would
be involved. Once the bylaw
amendment is confirmed, we
must finish the chosen design
and submit it to the Trust for the
necessary development per-
mits. This could be as early as

July but more probably August
or even September.

The schedule from then on is
approximate, but it must allow
for the architect to produce the
working or detailed construc-
tion drawings — four to five
months; and for the CRD to fol-
low the process of tendering
for the contractor — at least
two months; only then can we
actually start demolition and
construction. The $4.55-mil-
lion infrastructure grant is in no
danger, as this schedule is well
within the time framework of
the grant.

The library board recognizes
that the rezoning will give us
a golden opportunity to make
full use of the double lot and
to choose the best possible
design for a library that will be
both attractive and functional.
We hope the community will
understand and appreciate that
although the process is slow, a
great deal of thought and effort
is going into making sure that
we get things right.

tion of water from the
surface of the earth. The
resulting water vapour is
very deceptive.

As water evaporates
into a vapour it appears
to make heat disappear
magically. The process
absorbs vast amounts of
heat from its surround-
ings and cools them
without heating itself.
This water vapour con-
ceals the heat completely
and then wafts away as a
gas from the cooled sur-
roundings.

As aresult, itis believed
by some that evaporative

cooling could be a part of
the solution for climate
warming. After all, evapo-
ration of water from our
skins cools us nicely with-
out heating anything else.
Unfortunately, thisevapo-
rative process forms only
half of the water vapour
story—the cooling half.
The other half of the
story takes place when
water vapour meets cool-
er air in its travels around
the earth and condenses
into clouds and rain. It
thenyields up all its latent
heat, about 580 calories
per gram of water with an

additional 79 calories per
gram if snow or hail is also
formed. This is the warm-
ing half of the story, the
warming of the surround-
ingair. The consequences
of this warming are often
so severe that climatolo-
gists refer to water vapour
as “hurricane fuel.”
Butthiswholestoryhas
a double whammy. Not
only does climate warm-
ing increase the amount
of “hurricane fuel” in the
atmosphere, but surpris-
ingly, we find that water
vapour itself is a green-
house gas, more powerful

than the carbon dioxide
which triggered the entire
process.

It has been suggested
that this mechanism
could possibly lead to a
most undesirable posi-
tive-feedback loop—more
water vapour, more cli-
mate warming, more
water vapour, more cli-
mate warming and so on
and on.

What are we starting
with our addiction to
burning carbon?

turned down the offer
of 115 acres of pristine
park land in exchange
for 8 densities, (never
mind that the commu-
nity after the fact paid
$1.1 million for just 19
acres of it), then they
turned down John
Quesnel’s temporary
use permit for recycling
and are taking him to
court (never mind that
John'’s Salt Spring Metal
Recycling business was
voted Small Business of
the Year in 2009 for its
services to the island),
then they turned down
Salt Spring Coffee Co.’s
rezoning application —
an application which
any intelligent, green
community in Canada
would have welcomed
with arms wide open
(lucky Vancouver).

Pool fee debate: poor or cheap?

PARC is currently undergoing
a review of the fees for entry at
the Rainbow Road Pool.

This is a formal process which
we do every year prior to the
Bylaw 3623, setting out fees for
all the CRD recreational facili-
ties, going to the CRD Board for
approval. I am the CRD repre-
sentative that sits on the Parks
and Recreation Commission.

As part of the debate regard-
ing setting the fee structure for
2010-2011, I requested that we
review the fee structures in all
the other pools on Vancouver
Island. In total, 13 fee structures
were compared.

The information was com-
piled by PARC staff. It is volumi-
nous and detailed, but suffice it
to say that upon examination it
revealed that the Rainbow Road
fees were in the very low range.
In fact, using the regular adult
admission as an example; only
one pool was lower in cost than
Salt Spring and that was by 10
cents.

Five of the pools had the same
$5 fee as Salt Spring and seven
of the pools had fees from $5.05
to $6.50. It is vital to note that all
of these fee structures are now
being reviewed and may change
and I can assure you the fees will
not decrease in the future.

PARC has an important rec-
ommendation to make to the
CRD director as to what we
should do with our pool fees.

I have bravely gone where
no woman has dared to go and
recommended that our fees be
increased.

My proposal was to increase
fees to the top fee level and fail-
ing that to go for the median
fee price. Why would I do some-
thing so rash?

I need to start by saying that I
am 100 per cent behind the pool
and want it to be successful and
indeed to expand to include a
leisure component in the future.
I was the president of SSplash
and along with other SSplash
volunteers devoted thousands
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of hours to fundraising and get-
ting a yes vote on the pool ref-
erendum. Without this effort
we would not have a swimming
pool today.

I also believe that we as com-
munity can afford to support
our pool and expand it; but we
do have to be fiscally respon-
sible in the decisions we make. It
is not reasonable for the taxpay-
ers to foot the entire bill for the
pool; users of the facility must
pony up as well.

Let’s face it, no one expects the
taxpayer to pay for their other
recreational pursuits, such as
gym, yoga, pilates, dance, soc-
cer, baseball, etc.

I also want to point out that
pool use is much cheaper than
most of the other activities men-
tioned.

But, you argue, what about the
people who really cannot afford
to pay the admission fee? On
this island we do have a small
percentage of individuals and
families who live below the pov-
erty line. (Canada Census 2006
states that 9.6 per cent of all per-
sons on Salt Spring are in a low-
income category after tax.)

I am a strong advocate that all
should be able to access the pool
and in order to make this hap-
pen we have a “Twoonie Swim”
every Sunday afternoon.

PARC also has in place a Lei-
sure Economic Access Program,
which allows individuals and
families to apply for a LEAP
Access Card, giving them access
to the pool for half price. So for
an adult, admission would be
$2.50.

Each member of a qualifying
family would be admitted for
half price. There are also other
benefits to this program. The
criteria to qualify are available at
the PARC office and I encourage
anyone who may qualify to seek
out information.

Now for the rest of us, those

not living below the poverty
line, I say “Buck Up”; don’t be
so cheap. The cost of the admis-
sion to the pool even if it were to
go up to the top fee of $6.50; is
not prohibitive. It is the cost of a
fancy coffee and a sweet, or the
cost of half a sandwich in one
of the downtown restaurants, or
the cost of a couple of newspa-
pers on the weekend. It is a case
of how you chose to spend you
discretionary income.

The Canada Census shows that
Salt Spring is a very special place
indeed. We have a population of
9,640. Of that lot, 4,320 live in
private dwellings. Of those pri-
vate dwellings, 3,530 are owned
by the people who live there.
The average value of the owned
dwellings was $581,317.

In the real estate insert that
came out in last week’s Drift-
wood there were 70 proper-
ties listed above $1million.
There were 106 properties for
sale between $581,317 (average
value) and $1 million.

The median income as stated
by the Canada Census in 2005
for all families was $56,000. The
median income for married
couple families was $64,310; for
common-law couple families it
was $49,761, and for lone parent
families $33,977. This is an afflu-
ent community.

To those who are quibbling
about a fee increase, I want to
say step up and support your
recreational facilities. People in
this community can afford to pay
a pool fee up to $6.50 per swim,
remembering that it is cheaper if
you by tickets for multiple swims
or purchase a yearly member-
ships for frequent users.

To quote former B.C. Premier
Bill Van der Zalm . . . “There is no
free lunch.” Wouldn't it be fairer
if more of the costs were covered
by the people who use the facil-
ity? Think about it.

Mixed winds and weather divides pack

First racers across in 9 hours

All types of weather and fresher than
anticipated winds made the Round Salt
Spring Race a different event for different
boats this year.

Ninety-two sailboats in five classes par-
ticipated in the 36th annual event spon-
sored by the Salt Spring Sailing Club. Sev-
enty-six boats finished the race with 16
disqualified for hitting rocks or using their
engines.

Race co-ordinator Peter McGovern
said this year’s race was significant for the
amount of people participating from dif-
ferent clubs and harbours, including four
with fast ocean-racing vessels.

“There were some pretty sophisticat-
ed boats — it’s not just a little, local race
anymore,” McGovern said, noting sailors
came from Vancouver island, the Lower
Mainland and Washington State.

A frustrating race occurred for two boats
that went aground right at the start. Boats
also hit rocks at Bullman and Southey
Point. But the changing weather and
strong tides brought racers a faster event
than expected.

“We had better wind than predicted.
It kept all the boats moving pretty well
around the island,” McGovern said.

Travelling in a clockwise direction, the
fastest boats got through Sansum Narrows
quickly and started to cross the finish line
around 7 p.m. Saturday. The next group
put in between 10 p.m. Saturday and 1 a.m.
Sunday and the remaining vessels arrived
through the early hours of Sunday morning.

The Icon, skippered by Kevin Welch out
of Seattle, was the first to arrive at 7:02:15

Saturday evening, completing the race in
close to nine hours before corrections.

Skipper Daryl Homan from Sidney/
North Saanich piloted the My-Tai to
receive the Marshall Sharp Trophy as over-
all winner with a corrected race time of 9
hours, 44 minutes and 52 seconds.

Reigh North'’s Absolute Kaos was second
overall, while Iain and Susanne Morris
were third on the Mischief.

Greg Slakov received the Doug Thomas
Award for the second year in a row as
the first Salt Spring Sailing Club mem-
ber to arrive. Skippering the Imp with
crew members Ian Cook and Craig Leitch,
Slakov’s corrected time was 12 hours, 3
minutes and 27 seconds. The Imp placed
second in its class and sixth overall.

Slakov’s strategy was to be where the
winds were and to be aware of what the
tide was doing.

“It’s a big factor in Sansum Narrows
where the tide can go through at two or
three knots,” he said.

The post-race lunch at the Sailing Club
saw 400 participants and guests enjoy bar-
becued lamb while three prizes for each
class were handed out. The exception was
the multi-hull class, which had just two
participants.

Slakov said the lunch and the race itself
are known for being fun and welcoming;
for local racers, it gives the opportunity to
sail with high-calibre participants.

“It's a good place to test yourself,” Slakov
said.

Most of the fruit increase can be attributed to the pro-
duction of grapes, though strawberry yields also rose
significantly.

Local fruit and vegetables account for six per cent of
islanders’ overall produce consumption. That’s up from
the four per cent identified in a 2006 study conducted
by Island Natural Growers.

The most promising news, according to Reichert,
is that demand for local produce and development of
a streamlined distribution system have encouraged
farmers to ramp up production even more.

Approximately 46 per cent of respondents said they
intend to increase production between 2009 and 2010.

Work to increase the amount of local food, Reichert
said, is an essential component of reducing islanders’
greenhouse gas emissions and increasing the island’s

food security.

Learning about, growing and eating local food, she
added, can also encourage healthier eating habits and
lifestyles.

“Based on the trend indicated in this study, double-
digit replacement of trucked-in food is still several years
away,” Reichert writes in the study’s concluding remarks.
“To reach 10 per cent of all produce that’s eaten in a year
we will need to double the 2004 production. That means
another 45 per cent increase over 2009 levels.

“Importantly this assumes that Salt Spring’s popula-
tion remains the same.”

The study showed further increases in the level of
home gardens and backyard food production.

Among the study’s most inter-
esting findings was that about 75
per cent of home gardeners sur-
veyed said they harvest fruits and
vegetables at least 10 months of
the year.

“This is a remarkable harvesting
time span that offers significant pos-
sibilities when considering home
food production capacity,” Reichert
writes in her report.

“We've got the farmland. We've just
got to make it accessible,” she added.
“It’'s not impossible.

“We need 500 acres [in produc-
tion], so let’s work together as a com-
munity to make it happen.”

The study involved 36 farmers rep-
resenting between 85 and 90 per cent
of the island’s commercial produce
farmers.

The survey did not attempt to
interview all home gardeners, but
focused on members of the Incred-
ible Eaters, a sub-group of the Salt
Spring Island Garden Club.

The report was funded by the
Islands Trust and the Salt Spring
Agricultural Alliance. It can be read
on the Salt Spring Local Trust Com-
mittee’s website.

Scotch broom facts

Introduced to Vancouver Island in
1850.

Highly invasive, broom spreads
quickly on open, disturbed soil.

Each plant produces thousands of
seeds every year.

Seeds last over 30 years in the soil
and sprout when the soil is disturbed.

Extremely flammable, alive or
dead.

Cut or pulled plants leach toxins
into the soil.

Chokes out native plants.

Rare and sensitive ecosystems such
as Garry oak meadows have been
invaded by broom.

Management

Stem smaller than a pencil? Hand
pull in winter. Avoid disturbing soil
(hold down with your foot and tamp
down soil after plant removed).

Stem larger than a pencil? Cut at or
below ground surface with loppers or

pruning saw; cover stump if possible.

Broom growing on rock? Cut —
don’t pull — to reduce disturbance of
shallow soil.

Cut when broom is in bloom or
during drought to reduce regrowth.

Seed disturbed areas with native
grasses to prevent more broom inva-
sion.

Disposal

Large amounts: Transport to
site where it can be safely burned
according to fire regulations or take
to Blackburn transfer station or the
Hartland Road landfill.

Move cut plants on tarp to avoid
spreading seeds.

Small amounts (with no seeds): Scat-
ter on site or compost under a fir tree.

Take to June 12 drop-off event.

Battling the broom plant

June 12 drop-off

For every person who
admires the annual road-
side display of Scotch
broom’s yellow blooms,
there are plenty more
who are sharpening their
shears and stoking the
bonfire.

“They say ‘every jour-
ney of a thousand miles
begins with one step,”
said Carol Dodd, already
hard at work with a set of
clippers at the corner of
North End and Fernwood
roads.

It's 8:30 on a Monday
morning and Dodd had
already taken more than
a few steps on the path to
eradicate the plant from
a stretch of road near her
north-end home.

Since it was introduced
to the region by Euro-
pean settlers more than
150 years ago, the plant
has flourished through-
out southwestern Brit-
ish Columbia. The suc-
cess of Cytisus scoparius,
however, comes at a
high price, according to
the legions of islanders
who've declared all-out
war against the invasive
species.

According to the Salt
Spring Island Conservan-
cy’s Linda Gilkeson, the
plant has a tendency to

crowd out native plants,
affect the regeneration of
forests and threaten veg-
etation along the forest
floor.

Patches of thick broom
pose a major fire hazard
during the dry summer
months and can even
alter soil chemistry to
the point that it becomes
unsuitable for native
plants.

Those are only some of
the reasons broom bash-
ers encourage others to
join the battle against
broom.

“I pulled all the little
beggars that came up
and it’s very sneaky,”
Dodd said, describing the
assault on her own prop-
erty. “It grows tall and
thin where the surround-

ing vegetation is tall and
it grows very short and
spreading where there is
cutlawn.

“But I have no broom
now.”

She figures encourag-
ing individuals and com-
munity groups to adopt
100-metre stretches of
roadside will be a good
start and make a serious
dent in the plant’s spread.

Thanks to a major
broom collection event
sponsored by the Salt
Spring Island Conservan-
cy and PARC on June 12,
broom fighters no longer
face the perennial ques-
tion of what to do with all
those leftover cuttings.

Organizers recom-
mend that people collect
broom in plastic tarps or

sealed containers to pre-
vent the spread of seed-
lings during transporta-
tion. Plants will be set
ablaze by staff and volun-
teers from the Salt Spring
fire department.

Any broom plants with
a stem thicker than a fin-
ger should be cut near
the base, as opposed to
being pulled up by the
root. Pulling the plant,
Gilkeson said, breaks the
surrounding soil and can
result in a wealth of new
seedlings.

“The debate [on pull-
ing versus cutting] seems
to have finally moved on
after years of research,”
she said.

An exception, she
added, is when people
want to clear a site for a
specific use like a garden
or pasture. For help with
these larger jobs, the con-
servancy loans out spe-
cialized broom-pulling
tools.

The invasive weed
drop-off event will be
held on Saturday, June
12 at the gravel pit across
from 1583 and 1601 Ful-
ford-Ganges Road.

The drop-off will be
open between 9 a.m.
and 5 p.m. Volunteers are
needed to monitor traffic
at the gravel pit. Call Jane
Petch at 250-537-0880 if
you can help out with a
shift.

Daybreakers

Vampires are boring. So when you make
a vampire film, you better twist the angle
enough to keep my interest. Daybreakers
does this with gusto, though maybe so
much so that things never really come
together.

It’s 2019, and a bat-sourced plague has
turned the majority ofthe world’s population
into vampires. It’s a pretty organized
society, with people (er, vampires) sleeping
all day in their suburban homes and then
going downtown to work at night. Much
of their food supply comes from humans,
of course, but humans are either dying of
overuse on “farms” or running away to
hide. Vampires are starving, and turning
into vicious, underground dwelling
monsters.

Edward Dalton (Ethan Hawke) is a
hematologist at a blood production
company led by the sinister Charles
Bromley (Sam Neill). Dalton has been
trying to find a blood substitute, but flukes
into meeting with a band of rogue humans
who hold the key to what might be an even
better solution to the vampire apocalypse.
The only problem is that some vampires
have their own particular solution... and
the race is on.

Daybreakers is a weird combination of
a B-grade horror flick and big-budget sci-

fi extravaganza. Directed by the Spirig
brothers, making their first Hollywood
film, it’s a movie that has too much going
on for such a tiny actual plot. Coincidences
and plot holes abound, and at least twice
there were science-y sequences that went
pretty much unexplained. Factor in the
abundance of metaphors for problems in
our own world (health care, scarcity of
rescources, racism) and the whole thing is
a confusing mess.

However, there are absolutely enough
pleasures to be found to make Daybreakers
worth watching. It’s vision of a world lived
almost entirely in darkness is certainly
creepy and there are a wealth of details
explaining how a vampire society might
go about its daily business. The film’s
aesthetic is pretty much flawless as far as
stylized futures go.

The best part of the film is by far the last
fifteen or twenty minutes, an explosion of
gory mayhem the likes of which I haven’t
seen since the (far superior) zombie film
28 Weeks Later. The end belies the hope
of a sequel, though I’'m not totally sure if
I’'m “down” for that. It seems like there’s
the potential there, but it’s no certainty that
these Spirig brothers have the filmmaking
chops to wrangle all these ideas into a truly
good film.

Cecile Petra explains
ways to eliminate
geopathic stress

In 1951, Dr. Ernst Hartmann
discovered energy pathways,
which he coined “Hartmann
lines,” that are in a grid-like pat-
tern in the earth’s crust.

What is the benefit of dialogu-
ing with these unseen forces,
that some refer to as Devas and
Elementals? The intelligences
that “overlight” a region, proper-
ty, plant or object have a unique
perspective to offer about what
will bring the greatest harmony
and balance. Apart from elimi-
nating geopathic stress, these
intelligences can also assist with
re-vitalizing soil, plant health
and almost any process with
which humans interact, includ-

ing “soil-less” gardens, which
refers to projects, programs and
institutions (e.g. a business, a
course, a family).

Wouldn't it be cool if potato
bugs just walked away from your
potato plants when you asked
them to? What about know-
ing just the right soil additive
without doing a formal soil test?
How would it be if the best and
most efficient solution to a proj-
ect conundrum revealed itself
clearly?

These are the kinds of expe-
riences that I have regularly
had over the last 10 years while
working with nature. The result
is efficiency, balance and vitality.

Bach on the Rock season ends
with Handel as the highlight

Two shows this
weekend at All Saints

Bach on the Rock Choir and
Orchestra will present its final
concert of the season at All
Saints By-the-Sea this weekend.

The two shows run Saturday;,
May 29, 7 p.m. and on Sunday,
May 30 at 2 p.m.

Jim Stubbs, Bach on the Rock’s
music director, will conduct G.E
Handel’s Israel in Egypt. Stubbs
said the work is one of the “most
unique and original pieces that
[Handel] ever wrote.”

Audiences were in fact
opposed to the work at first,
which was almost secular and
more like an opera than a devo-

tional piece.

Handel was ahead of his time
in his inclusion of tone paint-
ing or characterization through
music, a technique that wasn’t
well known until Richard Wag-
ner used it later in the 19th cen-
tury.

Israel in Egypt includes music
that sounds like frogs during the
plague of frogs from the Book
of Exodus, a galloping rhythm
describing the horsemen and
“some very strange harmonic
relationships” when darkness
covers the land.

“It’s startling and one of his
best — it’s one of those really
great works,” Stubbs said.

Anotherunusualfeatureis that
the story is driven by the choir,

rather than the soloists. Bach on
the Rock’s chamber-sized choir
of 22 members makes the most
of that feature, creating a rich
yet intimate sound.

“These performances of Israel
in Egyptare an important step in
fulfilling Bach on the Rock’s five-
year plan to present some of
the finest choral and orchestral
music on Salt Spring Island,”
Stubbs said.

Emerging artists Beckett, Burton,
Moss present engaging art work

Exhibit up only until
May 31

At ArtSpring’s Bateman Gal-
lery this week, three islanders
have grouped together in what
can be called a thinking man’s
show. For Joshua Beckett, Jacob
Burton and Robert Moss, the
concept is key.

Moss’ enormous paintings
are immediate attention grab-
bers. Canvases that stretch 60
by 80 and 48 by 120 inches are
sweeping meditations on mod-
ern themes.

Three landscapes of the Van-
couver Airport are dominated
by dark grey tones, which Moss
uses both in the storm clouds
overhead and the vast runways
below. The runways take up most
of the foregound, rising up in
wide curves that create dramatic
movement. The small amount of
greenery dividing pavement and
sky evokes nature’s submission
to human need.

The air theme is repeat-
ed in Lancaster, an extremely
abstracted form of a plane in
charcoal grey against a cream
background. At ten feet in
length, the wingspan almost
makes the plane feel life sized.
But Moss has painted two can-
vas panels to achieve the width
and purposely made the image’s
two halves unsymmetrical. By
not meeting up in the centre, he
further emphasizing the work’s
two-dimensional nature.

Moss takes his concept from
modern to postmodern with
Through a Dramatic Turn of
Events. Here he divides the 60
by 80 canvas into 16 panels,
each with an individual scene.
In cool tones of cream, yellow,
blue and green, plus black and
white, Moss assembles disparate
images as if single frames from a
movie reel. Seeing them beside
each other, the mind attempts to
make a story, but in fact none of
the images really connect.

The smaller panels contain
scenes that include airplanes on
the runway, a delivery van, a Brit-
ish sports car, an old digital clock
and a police car with its doors
open. The implied narrative may
connote a 1960s Hitchcock thrill-
er — or could just be a comment
on mundane modern life.

Many of Jacob Burton’s bronze
cast sculptures appear to take an
introspective theme. The repeat-
ed figure of a slender man can
be theorized as an everyman or
as a stand-in for Burton himself
in pieces like the Warrior.

The male figure is an element
of Burton’s exceptional Scale
Model of a Cupola and Dome as
Gazebo. Extending perhaps six
feet in diameter, this sheet cop-
per dome on aluminum frame
would make a small but exqui-
site gazebo roof. The dome’s
six support legs end in clawed
bronze feet like bear paws, with
a green patina that models the
roof’s brilliant turquoise green.
Here a tiny male figure can be
found inside the cupola atop
the dome, kneeling with arms

stretched wide. The roof capping
the cupola is curved and slightly
divided in its centre, suggest-
ing lips facing up to the sky. The
piece is undeniably impressive
in its size and its share of the
gallery floor space, but also in
Burton’s imaginative details.

Burton’s skill as a sculptor is
clearly seen in the lovely Rhu-
barb, a trio of stalks rising from
a root ball, with fleshy leaves
meeting to form a large cup.
Rich bronze tones that go from
near red to caramel with hints
of green complete the piece’s
allure.

Joshua Beckett is perhaps
the most interested in concep-
tual matters, experimenting in
a variety of painting styles and
providing interesting explana-
tions behind each contribution.
These include an abstracted
landscape in vibrant colour
blocks, an expressionist collabo-
ration with poet Nadine Shelly
and an almost pointillist forest
landscape of arbutus and fir
trees.

A realist-looking painting of
the Rockies turns out to have a
surrealist edge: the landscape of
mountain peaks, trees and tour-
ist cars merges into the identical
scene painted on an RV. With the
RV’s lights and window super-
imposed on the nature scene,
it’s difficult to know what one is
looking at without the written
explanation, but the idea is one
that deserves exploring.

The exhibition runs through
May 31, 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. daily at
ArtSpring.

Risks pay off in GISPA's
Wonderland production

Spunky Alice and
scene-stealing
White Knight anchor
the action

The end-of-year performance
for the Gulf Islands School of
Performing Arts is a highly antic-
ipated event.

The creative melding of the-
atre, music and danceis scripted,
composed and choreographed
by the students themselves, who
seem to invent new ways to top
previous efforts each year.

This year the buzz going
around was that Wonderland
was the best GISPA presenta-
tion — ever!

Though I have only three
years to judge from, I will say
the retelling of Lewis Car-
roll’s Alice stories justified the
hype.

Program notes for the play
explained GISPA had assem-
bled fragments and images
from many versions of Alice
to create “a cubist painting”
rather than a photograph of
the original text.

Having a familiar storyline
allowed the pastiche of ele-
ments to work well, with exten-
sive explaining unnecessary to
link the narrative elements.

And Wonderland’s zani-
ness gave GISPA students
the chance to be exuberantly
crazy, a fun change from the
heavily dramatic fare of past
years.

The scene was set by Alice
proclaiming: “If I had a world
of my own, everything would
benonsense...because every-
thing would be what it isn’t.”

The action vaguely followed
Alice’s progression through
Wonderland’s chessboard
geography, meeting the very
strange inhabitants of the land
along the way.

As usual, the set design was
simple but extremely effective
in its few elements: a swervy
chess-patterned floor in black
and white was capped with
three fabric-covered pillars
resembling cubist rooks.

These were either left white
or glowed with coloured lights
within.

A new move for GISPA that
paid off nicely was casting a
dance student in the lead role.
Rowynn Lloyd-Butler played
Alice, a bold move for some-
one whose stage experience
until now has not involved
much speaking.

Lloyd-Butler captured
the character well, playing
a spunky Alice who was far
more engaging than the insip-
id dreamer in the recent Tim
Burton movie.

Having a dancer as the lead
alsoservedtheimportantfunc-
tion of integrating dance with
theatre more seamlessly than
I've seen before at GISPA.

Wonderland’s zaniness
gave GISPA students to
chance to be
exuberantly crazy, a fun
change from the
heavily dramatic fare of
past years.

Having access to dance both
gave Alice a fuller means of
expression and brought other
dancers in without looking like
a stand-alone component of
the show.

A particularly lovely group
piece took place in the dark
with dancers holding blue fibre
optic light fans, set to music
supplemented by a rainstick
and bird calls.

Other highlights were the
lobster quadrille, a militaris-
tic flamingo dance and a very
dramatic semifinal with heavy
drums.

GISPA’s musicians showed
their extreme competence and
creativity, keeping in character
as members of the Red Queen’s
court while playing.

Rylan Gajek even played the
cello upside down in one scene
while Linda Middleton danced
as Tiger Lily beside him.

Silken Conradi anchored
scenes on piano while the
string players and percussion-
ists underpinned emotional
states.

Vocal soloists Rudy Gumme-
son, Allie George and Danielle
Topaz all contributed beauti-
fully, although in this case the
obvious placement of individu-
al songs did take away from the
cohesion of the overall story.

The integration worked best
with the song performed by
Topaz, introduced at length by
the White Knight (who prom-
ised Alice it would be long and
very beautiful).

Avery Hunter, who played
the White Knight, was the
scene stealer in the acting
department.

His self-satisfied, oblivious
character was recognizable
from the one he played recent-
ly in Sean Cunningham’s stu-
dent-directed play, but refined
and taken up alevel.

Hunter appears to have
mastered the skill of come-
dic timing — on closing night
he received audience-wide
applause mid-scene after
the knight explained his own
invention for getting over a
gate.

Another highlight was the
understated delivery of James

Twaites as the Tweedles. He too
has the knack for delivering
lines to best comedic effect.

Professional hair and make-
up and some truly fantastic cos-
tumes completed the evening’s
entertainment and showed the
high standard GISPA students
are achieving.

Alice’s blue dress and layers
of crinoline were perfect for her
dance moves, the Red Queen
was suitably awe-inspiring in
ared velvet gown and platform
heels, and the caterpillar’s
green bodysuit and face paint
were creepily convincing.

In all, Wonderland achieved
its desired effect as a showcase
for the remarkable talents of
island kids, a fine effort once
again.

Gary LeMarchant sells
Welbury Too

It’s been four decades since
Gary LeMarchant first put
crab gear into the water. It
was just four days after retir-
ing that I visited him on his
boat, but for him the days
were passing far more slowly
than the years.

The off-shore sailboat Acet-
eze is now at berth in the slip
where the fishing boat Wel-
bury Too could be found until
a couple weeks ago. Seated
at the table of the teak-lined
galley, LeMarchant reflected
on his long career at sea.

“I'm still shaking my head
at how 40 years have gone
by — it didn’t seem like work
because I loved it,” LeMarch-
ant said. “How did that go by
so quick?”

A central figure of Centen-
nial Wharf’s boating culture,
LeMarchant first began fish-
ing crab from White Rock in
1970. He came to Salt Spring
on the BCNU in 1975, work-
ing with a deckhand who ran
his own boat, The Ruby.

Although raised in B.C.,
LeMarchant spent his early
life in Kelowna, where he
worked as a heavy machine
operator. His move to the
coastwas one heneverlooked
back from.

“As soon as I came to the
ocean that all went out the
window — as soon as I got
to the the water that was it,”
LeMarchant said.

His mind was set just as
instantly and as firmly when
he first put his boat in at Salt
Spring.

“Once I got here I knew
I was living in Ganges,” he
said.

The harbour was a base
to return to — much of the
living actually took place on
board while fishing the local
waters. LeMarchant learned
that finding crabs is a mat-

ter of experience, achieved
by constantly staying on the
move. Improved gear has
made the business very prof-
itable, making it more effi-
cient, while still resulting in
an excellent product.

For the last 10 years,
LeMarchant marketed all his
own crab to restaurants. He’s
seen the price go up from 28
cents a pound when he first
started to $6.25 at his last

delivery.

Wharfside business is
another component of
the fishery. Over the years,
LeMarchant has become
synonymous with local crab.
Although he doesn’t eat it
much himself anymore, he
has inspired two books of
crab recipes and he’ll recom-
mend crab cakes as his favou-
rite related dish.

made going down to the dock
an enjoyable weekend ritual.
Crabs can be taken home live
or — a more dramatic choice
— deckhands can kill and
clean crabs instantly with the
whack of a cleaver, then wrap
the segments in newspaper
for the trip home.

It’s ending the public
aspect of his work that causes
LeMarchant a little regret.

“The biggest thing we'’re
going to miss is our custom-
ers. There are a lot of people
who are pretty sad that I quit.
I have some customers that
have been buying from me
for 25 years.”

Now 61 years old, LeMarch-
ant’s face is as weathered as
any sailor’s, though he still
boasts a head of dark brown
hair. His retirement from
crabbing is certain — he has
already sold the Welbury Too
and all the gear — but said
his activities won’t slow down
very much.

“I'm still busy. I still buy
and sell boats — there’s lots
around the dock to do. My
plans are not very different
from what I've been doing.”

LeMarchant will continue
leading crab-fishing charters
for guests of the Hastings
House Hotel and has several
boats requiring his attention.
He also volunteers with Pend-
er Island’s Coast Guard group
and “plays around” with hot
rods.

Plans to film a catch-and-
cook segment for a cooking
show have necessarily been
scuttled, but LeMarchant is
actively promoting a local
book on crab fishing, which
he can sell to anyone who's
interested — just look for him
on the dock or call his cell
phone, 250-537-6280.

One thing LeMarchant
is keen to tell the public:
although he’s no longer in the
business, there’s still crab for
sale on the dock. Look for his
friends on the Crab Dancer at
Centennial Wharf, Saturdays
and Sundays.

Growers take aim at pumpkin
weight records for 2010 fall fair

Atlantic Giant plants now
available for interested
gardeners

Salt Spring gardeners are invited
to join the giant pumpkin craze and
grow some of the beautiful behe-
moths for this year’s fall fair.

While they’ve always been a popu-
lar part of the field crops section of
the fair, in recent years the pump-
kin entries have been judged solely
on their circumference. This year,
say field crops coordinators Roberta
and Larry Starke, a new approach is
being tried.

“Thanks to a 2000-pound scale
offered by John Wilcox of Duck Creek
Farm, this year’s pumpkins will be
judged by weight, in common with
many other pumpkin contests in
North America.”

So, how big can a pumpkin grow? A
new Canadian record was set in 2009
by Phil and Jane Hunt of Ontario,
with a 1,677.5 pound pumpkin. But
that amazing size was exceeded by
Christy Harp of Ohio, whose 1,725
pound pumpkin established a new
world record.

For the past 30 years, Howard Dill

of Nova Scotia worked on develop-
ing “Dill’s Atlantic Giant” pumpkins.
This year, Salt Spring’s Linda Quiring,
winner of the 2009 Fall Fair Green
Valley Company High Aggregate in
Field Crops, has started some Atlan-
tic Giant seeds, and has a number of
healthy plants available for people
interested in growing giant pump-
kins for the fair. The Starkes would
be happy to supply them to growers.
Just phone them at Alder Creek Farm
at 250-653-2375.

Last year’s Salt Spring Fall Fair
winner of the Garden Faire Trophy
for Largest Pumpkin/Squash was
Michael Hogan, who also used Atlan-
tic Giant seed to grow his winner.

Michael says that “like any good
crop, good technique and good luck
are all part of a successful pumpkin
-growing year.” This year, Michael
has selected seeds from Howard Dill
Farm, with known lineage and weight
of the parent plants.

Good technique includes site selec-
tion, ways to fertilize, overall growth
of roots, vines and leaves, vine posi-
tioning, fruit selection and thinning,
and many other areas. Hogan is will-
ing to give a workshop to interested
growers. Contact the Starkes at 250-
