Crash shears tie to mainland

No replacement vessel for Queen of Nanaimo

The storm that took the Queen of Nanaimo
out of action on Saturday morning continues
to chill some Gulf Islands residents, while
transport operators and business owners
scramble to cover the gaps left by the ferry’s
temporary demise.

Regular replacement vessels serving the
route are currently undergoing refits, leaving

the islands without direct service to the main-
land. All travel is being routed through Swartz
Bay until the Queen of Nanaimo is repaired,
which is not estimated to be finished until
after the Remembrance Day long weekend.

BC Ferries communications director Debo-
rah Marshall said the ferry corporation was
implementing a number of measures to try to
ease holiday travel.

“We're certainly trying to expedite custom-

ers travelling that way,” she said of the transfer
route.

Service measures include a late night sail-
ing from Swartz Bay to Fulford Harbour on
Friday and several extra sailings of the Mayne
Queen. In addition, there will be more sailings
on the Swartz Bay-Tsawwassen route to help
aid transfers.

Bachman set
to rock for
crash victim

Naturopath Lali Formaggia
talks about role reversa

The Salt Spring woman who survived a
float plane crash on Vancouver Island in
August continues to recover at home with
help from a community effort that includes
legendary rocker Randy Bachman.

When Lali Formaggia returned from hos-
pital in mid-October, she soon realized she'd
entered a world unlike anything she'd expe-
rienced before. Her home looked familiar,
but lingering mental and physical scars had
cast everything in a dramatic new light.

“Having been close to two months in the
hospital was surreal,” Formaggia said on
Monday. “I thought: ‘Where to go back to? I
can't just get my life back.””

Since her release from hospital, Formag-
gia has been undertaking what she calls a
triangle of healing. She has appointments
with a physiotherapist in Vancouver, attends
counselling sessions in Victoria and checks
in regularly with her dentist on Salt Spring.
The professional care supports the unyield-
ing encouragement she gets from friends
and acquaintances.

Formaggia was flying back from a week-
long backpacking trip along Vancouver
Island’s west coast when the float plane she
was travelling in hit a tree soon after take-
off. The crash killed two of the six people
aboard the plane. Formaggia escaped with
a broken arm and third-degree burns to
her legs.

The incident and recovery process has
offered Formaggia, who works as a naturo-
path and acupuncturist on Salt Spring and
in Victoria, a chance to gain a better under-
standing of the patient’s perspective.

Galiano faces most impact

Car passengers who had
reservations on the Queen of
Nanaimo are being contacted
by phone and will be given
priority in rebooking and free
reservations on the through-
fare routes. Drivers will also
be issued designation cards
at the Tsawwassen fare booth
to ensure a smooth transfer at
Swartz Bay.

The service additions won't
reach Galiano Island, how-
ever, leaving local business
owners concerned about loss
of revenue on a critical long
weekend.

“I think Galiano Island of
all the islands has the most
dramatic effect — the Queen
of Nanaimo is our lifeline to
Vancouver and we're very
Vancouver-based,” said Con-
nie Nordin, the president
of the island’s Chamber of
Commerce and owner of the
Galiano Oceanfront Inn and
Spa. “The Queen of Nanaimo
is our ship. We look at it that
way — and we certainly do
miss her.”

Nordin said visitors who
are accustomed to a quick
55-minute trip from Tsaw-
wassen after work might not
want to attempt the six-hour
detour, and local accommo-
dations providers including
the inn are feeling the results
in terms of cancellations.

“Unfortunately with the
proximity of Galiano to Swartz
Bay, we're just not able to add
service to that particular
island,” Marshall said.

Galiano’s Chamber of
Commerce board will meet
this week to discuss how to
handle similar situations in
the future. In the meantime,
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Queen of Nanaimo is towed away from Village Bay on
Mayne Island on Saturday after the vessel sustained dam-
age due to high winds pushing it into a private dock.

Nordin’s resort is among
those on the island offering
one free night's accommo-
dation on the long weekend,
so that people who have to
add an extra day of travel to
go through Swartz Bay won't
have to bear the cost.

Other transportation busi-
nesses are also stepping up
to help ease the situation.
Salt Spring Air has extended
its summer schedule for the
time being and has dropped
its two-seat minimum book-
ing requirement for the outer
islands.

“We're also working with
hotels, because we know
there’s been a lot of cancella-
tions, to put some packages
together to fill some of those
empty rooms that came up
all of a sudden,” said Salt
Spring Air president Philip
Reece.

The Queen of Nanaimo
was towed to drydock in Rich-
mond on Tuesday after suf-
fering damage in Saturday’s
storm, when high winds

pushed the vessel into a pri-
vate dock near the Mayne
Island terminal.

Only two passengers and
22 crew members were on
board at the time, as the cap-
tain had already announced
plans to cancel the sched-
uled crossing to Tsawwassen
and return to Salt Spring’s
Long Harbour instead. Mar-
shall said that one couple
had elected to stay on board
and try to return to the main-
land via Salt Spring.

Preliminary inspection
by divers indicated damage
to the Queen of Nanaimo’s
starboard side propeller and
shafting, as well as a limited
portion of the aft hull. A full
investigation is underway in
order to determine the root
cause and events leading up
to the incident and the sub-
sequent damage.

Officials will make a full
assessment of the repairs
needed in drydock. The ves-
sel is expected to be out of
service for at least a week.

Dolphins make big splash

Superpod visit gets
international coverage

Ferry passengers travelling between the
Gulf Islands and Tsawwassen on Friday
were treated to the extremely rare sight of
a “superpod” of approximately 1,000 dol-
phins swimming alongside the vessel.

Vancouver Aquarium researchers have

confirmed the group consisted of Pacific
white-sided dolphins, which are some-
times seen in local waters but usually form
pods of only 50 to 200 members.

The incident has sparked interest across
the country and further abroad due to a
video captured by passenger Rob Magu-
ire. His footage can be viewed on Youtube
under the title Dolphin Superpod in Strait
of Georgia.

MARIJUANA DECRIMINALIZATION

B.C.-wide pot petition debate has colourful history

SensibleBC Petition
faces tough odds
despite decades of
discussion

Upon reaching its halfway point
in 2010, the anti-HST initiative peti-
tion had already succeeded by along
shot.

Not so in the case of this year’s
SensibleBC petition.

Unlike the HST petition, spear-
headed by former B.C. premier Bill
Vander Zalm, SensibleBC'’s backers
haven't found a way to dominate
call-in shows, opinion pages and
coffee shop banter since the effort
was launched in September.

With fewer than 30 days left in the
campaign, Salt Spring’s Ralph Miller
hopes the effort can beat the odds
and pull off a comeback.

As someone who served as one
of the researchers for a 1972 fed-
eral commission on the legalization
of marijuana and who's spent a life
uncovering social and economic
evidence that favours decriminal-
ization, one might have expected
Miller to be at the forefront of the
campaign. However, it wasn't until

SensibleBC’s “cannabus” rolled into
Ganges in October that Miller heard
about the petition.

Though the former Gulf Islands
Secondary School teacher feels he
can contribute more by staying
unaffiliated with the campaign, he
suggests people sign the petition
to re-ignite the debate about mari-
juana possession.

“I think they should because that's
really to get it on the ballot. Then it
behooves us as citizens to become
informed and make a decision. This
isn'ta petition to say yes, this is a peti-
tion to get a chance for public input.”

Miller argues that much of the
country’s marijuana legislation
stems from misinformation that
dates to the early 20th century,

when moralistic
ideology, racial
prejudice and a
lack of scientific
evidence fuelled
a fear of the

unknown.

federal level, Mill-

er calls the desire and momentum
for liberalization of medical and rec-
reational marijuana use undeniable.

“Corresponding fundamental
changes in Canadian federal and
provincial social policy response
to the growing acceptance of and
desire for cannabis use are inevi-
table,” he added.

Despite Miller’s optimism, Sen-
sibleBC volunteers have their work
cut out for them ahead of a Dec. 5
deadline.

“From what I understand, it’s
lagging,” said Myles Wilkinson, a
campaigner for the Saanich North
and the Islands electoral district.
“[The campaign] is still lacking a fair
amount of support.”

The SensibleBC initiative petition
needs a majority of signatures from
electors in all of the province’s 85
electoral districts to succeed. Reach-
ing that goal would trigger a pro-
vincial referendum that asks people
if they favour decriminalizing the

possession of marijuana.

Unlike the HST referendum, he
said, the SensibleBC campaign has
proven a much tougher sell.

“The HST is something that gal-
vanized everyone,” Wilkinson said.
“We have run into many road-
blocks.”

Whereas HST petitions were ever
present online and in communities
large and small across the province,
SensibleBC has repeatedly run into
apathy, fear and business owners
reticent to let volunteers campaign
on their property.

Regardless of the end result, he
added, the campaign will succeed
because it’s brought the topic of
decriminalization closer to main-
stream consciousness. As was the
case in Washington state and Colo-
rado, where voters chose to legalize
the possession and use of cannabis
in 2012, Wilkinson feels it’s only a
matter of time before provincial and
federal political parties north of the
border address the issue.

“At the end of the day, I'm the
consummate optimist. Even if the
campaign itself fails, there should be
enough signatures gathered that it
brings much awareness to political
parties that there are many votes to
be had.”

Results from an island gov-
ernance survey released on
Thursday show 58 per cent of
respondents see incorpora-
tion in the island’s political
future.

More than 600 people
filled out the survey, the
second such questionnaire
circulated by the Salt Spring
Governance Study Commit-
tee since August. Results will
inform the group’s recom-

mal incorporation study for
the island or not.

Some 63 per cent of
respondents, or 377 people,
said they wish to move ahead
with the incorporation study.

According to survey
results, 81 per cent of respon-
dents are more than 50 years
of age. Ninety-five per cent
of respondents live on the
island year round and rough-
ly 70 per cent have lived on
Salt Spring for more than 10
years. Ninety-two per cent of
survey participants said they
own property on the island.

Included with the results

Many commenters want
a fuller picture of incorpo-
ration’s economic implica-
tions.

PICA nears conservation goal

Project would
Create 14-acre
waterfront park

With two months
left to raise $85,000,
residents of South and
North Pender islands
are nearing what could
be the island’s most
significant land acqui-
sition in recent mem-
ory.

The three-acre prop-
erty near Brooks Point
is described as a wild-
flower-filled headland
jutting into Bound-
ary Pass. The property
boasts chocolate lil-
ies, seasonal wetlands,
tidal pools and shore-
birds.

ers of the project.

Together with
Brooks Point and
Gowlland parks, acqui-
sition of the “phase III”
property would create
more than 14 acres of
protected land. Once
complete, the project
will enable creation
of a continuous trail
network and provide
wildlife corridors on
a waterfront property
the size of Salt Spring’s
Duck Creek Park.

“A number of con-
servation experts and
organizations priori-
tize ecosystem pro-
tection along B.C.’s
south coast because
the region contains
such a high diversity
of species, many found
nowhere else in Cana-
da,” reads information
on the Pender Island
Conservancy Associa-

tion’s website. “Brooks
Point is no exception.
Its meadows of choco-
late lilies and camas
make it a popular des-
tination for visitors in
the spring.

“Gowlland and
Brooks Points are
the last undeveloped
headlands on South
Pender, offering a spe-
cial vantage for view-
ing resident orca pods
that swim close to the
island’s shoreline.”

The Capital Regional
District got the project
rolling in 2011, when
it announced plans
to buy the $1.65-mil-
lion property on
condition that com-
munity fundraising
provide $300,000 to
help defray borrowing
costs.

With fewer than 60
days before the pur-
chasing deadline,

Neighbourhod
opposition stymies
farm plan

The owner of a Quarry Drive
property near Vesuvius won't be
allowed to subdivide 12 acres
of land into five additional
lots based on a decision by the
island’s Local Trust Committee.

Property owner Bill Proudfoot
sought subdivision approval so
members of his family could buy
homes and contribute to a “co-
op style” farm at 221 Quarry Dr.

“The whole point of the farm
is to make it look like a cohesive
farm and then put some smaller
houses on the property.

“[The owner] had social issues
with the neighbourhood before
and [. . .] I think he hopes that
bringing his family there and
opening it up to the community

a bit and making some perma-
culture gardens [. . .] will also
provide something.”

Trustees cited a no-further-
subdivision covenant on the
property for their decision not
to proceed further with the
application. A petition signed by
11 neighbours who oppose the
plan was submitted to the Trust
in September.

“I think subdivisions are
a challenge for the island as
a whole,” said trustee George
Grams. “By and large, I think
we've got to tread very carefully.
I would like to see us have more
control over subdivisions . . .
and I think when there are cov-
enants in place, they're there for
a good reason,” he said.

The no-further-subdivision
order was registered following a
successful subdivision applica-
tion in 1983, according to plan-
ner Caitlin Brownrigg.

Though decriminalization of marijuana may not be
top of mind in most B.C. communities, ever-increasing
policing and judicial costs suggest it should be.

A conservative estimate of the 2011 cost to create
16,578 police reports of marijuana possession and
charge 3,774 individuals with the offence in B.C. cost
approximately $10 million. With the number of posses-
sion charges predicted to rise due to the feds’ Safe Streets
and Communities Act, Simon Fraser University crimi-
nologist Neil Boyd suggests costs could double within
five years.

Nationally, enforcement costs are anywhere between
$300 and $500 million, depending on who does the
math.

An Angus Reid poll earlier this year found that 75 per
cent of British Columbian respondents support the
decriminalization, regulation and taxation of marijuana.
Now the trick is to turn that sentiment into a signature
on a petition by Dec. 5.

Even if the campaign does not force a referendum,
at least the politicians will be inhaling pungent public
opinion on the topic in years to come.

The next board meeting is Nov. 18. It will be an opportunity for
someone to accept responsibility for withholding this informa-
tion from the community.

Line-up wine snobs should put a cork in it

Is there anything worse in this world than
being stuck in alineup at the liquor store within
earshot of a wine snob? Well, yes, there is, but
still you must know the kind of person I'm talk-
ing about. This is someone who spends more
time talking about the merits and deficiencies
of awine than actually drinking it.

In case you haven't had the pleasure(?) of
listening to the wine snob as he pompously
pontificates on how knowledgeable he is on the
subject of wine, it goes something like this:

“I much prefer the Spéatburgunder to the
Muskattrollinger, because it doesn't overwhelm
the mid palate with an unctuous, almost
piquant bouquet that is indicative of that ter-
roir’s typicity.”

You can understand how much self control it
takes to prevent oneself from busting the wine
snob a good one right upside his mid palate.

Let me clarify my position. I have nothing
against wine per se, or its consumption by the
general public. In fact, at one point in my life, I
imbibed quite liberally in the fermented fluid.
It was not an uncommon sight to see me and
a bottle of Greek Retsina put each other to bed
for the night.

Unfortunately, I became afflicted with a dis-
ease called gout, which forced me to curtail my
affiliation with wine and most other forms of
alcohol. Still, many of my good friends are wine
aficionados and I usually show up to a dinner
invitation sporting a mid-priced bottle of vino
even if I must limit my own indulgence to a
couple of glasses of pomegranate-cranberry
juice livened up with a squeeze of lime.

Why all this preoccupation with wine? One

good reason for it is that the
history of wine runs almost
parallel to the course of
human history. According
to archaeologists, wine first
arrived on the scene about
8,000 years ago with the
domestication of the grape

of western Asia.

There are some who claim that wine dates
back much further than that. It's possible that
its first appearance came in the Garden of Eden
when Adam and Eve, having been rebuked for
taking a bite out of the forbidden apple, simply
allowed the remaining fruit to fall to the ground
and turn to mush. They gathered up the fer-
mented goop, squished the juice out, and, voila,
became the original winos and subsequently
the first wine snobs.

The science of fermentation in wine, offi-
cially known as zymology, was subsequently
advanced to a much more sophisticated stage
by medieval friars who lived in cloistered mon-
asteries. Basically, the choice they had every
morning was whether to spend the rest of the
day transcribing the bible or making wine. Let's
see: bible or wine, hmmm?

As the science continued to develop, it
became apparent that the terminology of wine
had to expand or there would be little left for
wine snobs to use in order to brag or complain.
Categories were thought up (whites, reds, rosés,
fortifieds, sparklings, etc.), a sweetness index
was invented, and words like “transparency,”
“blush” and the “Coates Law of Maturity” (the

What if the snobbery of those
obsessed with all things “wine”
was transferred to the wine bottles themselves?
Imagine the conversations that would play
themselves out on the shelves of your favourite
liquor outlet as the different brands of wine
indulged in catty quips at each other’s expense.

The Italian wines would open the melee
with some offhand comments criticizing the
Okanagan brands for being upwardly mobile
and lacking in Old World taste and charm. The
B.C. reserve wines would retaliate with com-
ments ripping the Chianti for resting on its past
reputation while sales stagnate under pressure
from New World producers.

The French and German wines would engage
in a border dispute over whether the Bordeaux
should be stacked alongside the Riesling. The
South African section would be outraged by the
intrusion of reds and rosés in what was previ-
ously a “white only” section of the display.

Accusations would fly blaming the Pinot
Grigio for not being able to hold its liquor while
the Cabernet Sauvignon would be castigat-
ed for not having aged very well. Wines from
fairly recent producing vineyard areas would
be taken to task for their youth (“when they
mention her age, they have to talk in terms of

hours and minutes”) while other older, more
established brands would be razzed for being
over the hill (“hey, who let the vinegar in?”).

Petty rivalries and jealousies would rear their
ugly heads even among wine bottles inhabit-
ing the same geographic section of the liquor
outlet. “What do you know? You are nothing but
alowly Schloss Volrad trying to pass yourself off
as a Grauer Burgunder,” might be a taunt you
would hear from the Rhineland shelf.

Meanwhile, the haughty and arrogant French
wines would get themselves in a tizzy and froth
over the restocking of Argentian Finca El Origen
Syrah in the next aisle over (“mon dieu, there
goes the neighbourhood!).

It must be obvious that today wine is much
bigger than just chilling out by pouring your-
self a glass at the end of a hard day. There are
wine appreciation clubs, wine-tasting events,
vineyard tours and European wine junkets that
promise you “outings to 31 different wine pro-
ducing regions in only seven days.”

Nobody asked me, but I think it’s time we
took a couple of steps back, popped the cork
(or, more likely these days, unscrewed the cap)
and let the wine breathe a bit. Do we really need
to treat our choice of the next bottle of wine
we select as if it was the decision of a lifetime?
Maybe it’s time for the wine snob in all of us to
relax, get his feet back on the ground, and enjoy
a swig for enjoyment’s sake.

I'm sure everyone else in the lineup would
appreciate it.

Korean War vet prepares for Remembrance Day salute

2013 marks 60th anniversary
of armistice

Remembrance Day ceremonies across Can-
ada will feature a special salute to the veterans
of the Korean War this year, marking the 60th
anniversary of the end to the conflict.

On Salt Spring Island, Keith Lavender will
be the sole veteran standing by the Cenotaph
to accept that salute on Monday, as the only
member of the local Royal Canadian Legion to
have served in the Korean War. The event rep-
resents an opportunity to learn more about a
conflict that proved deadly for Canadian forces,
but which Canadians today know little about.

“One of the least talked about wars is the
Korean War, and yet the results of that war still
reverberate with existing tensions along the
demilitarized zone between North Korea and
South Korea,” observes a teaching guide pub-
lished by the Royal Canadian Legion.

North Korea'’s invasion of South Korea in 1950
provoked the first ever United Nations cam-

paign, which the United States commanded
and Canada provided military forces to sup-
port, along with other Commonwealth nations.
The attempt to reunite the divided nation under

a communist government saw North Korean |

forces nearly overwhelm the southern state
before help arrived. Close to 27,000 Canadians
served during the war, and another 7,000 served
between the signing of the 1953 armistice, and
the end of 1955.

Lavender had enlisted for service in 1951 in
his home province of Saskatchewan because he
was looking for a better job. He was assigned to
join the 81st field regiment of the Royal Cana-
dian Artillery in the rank of Second Lieutenant.

After training in Petawawa, Ont., Lavender
joined troops from across the eastern and cen-
tral Canada on the train to Seattle, where they
boarded a ship to Yokohama. There were 1,500
troops on board for a crossing that took 14
days.

Lavender remembers the men being
“pretty excited” and looking forward to the
upcoming action.

“It was what we were
trained to do — and it was
something different,” he
explained. They then went
by train across Japan to
Kobe, and boarded another
ship from there to the south-
ern Korean port of Pusan.
Another long train ride — 24
hours in a rickety wooden
carriage with broken win-
dows — took Lavender to the
combat zone near Seoul and
the border with North Korea.

“We started out and the
train went off the tracks with-
in the first 15 minutes, so that
was the sort of infrastructure
they had,” Lavender said.

“Korea was a very
depressed, broken-up coun-
try. The houses were mostly
hovels, especially in Seoul,
which had been bombed out
three times already.”

Once he finally arrived at
the action, however, the war
wasn't as exciting as Laven-
der had expected. His job
was manning the 25-pound-
ers — in his opinion quite a
boring task.

“The war at that time was
very static. All the troops
were in place in trenches at
the front lines and the artil-

lery was behind the lines,”
Lavender said.

“It was just like being in
an office. You get up and go
to work every morning.”

The armistice agreement
brought an end to fighting in
July 1953 and restored the bor-
der with a demilitarized zone.
Lavender was assigned the
duty of transporting displaced
civilians back to their village
homes near the border area,
and then spent three months
as an observer attached to the
American air force.

In 1954 his regiment was
sent home for a year of train-
ing. He then spent two years

stationed at the Canadian
base in Germany.

Throughout his military
career, which he pursued until
retirement in 1980, Lavender
was stationed in various plac-
es. Helearned to fly asamem-
ber of the artillery and then
became a helicopter pilot with
many medals to his credit.

Lavender is just one of
many veterans who have
desired to revisit the countries
where they served in combat.
He returned to Asia several
years ago through a program
the South Korean government
offers to UN veterans, pay-
ing 50 per cent of their airfare
and all expenses while in the
country for a one-week visit.

“It was really amazing to see
Korea now from what it was,
because it’s really a modern
country — and clean,” Laven-
der said.

The trip that had taken 24
hours by rail some 50 years
ago now takes two hours by
bullet train, Seoul’s straw and
cardboard shanty town has
been replaced by skyscrapers,
and more than 25 bridges now
span the Han River, where
only one used to be.

“If they'd allowed the inva-
sion to succeed, all of Korea
would be like North Korea
now. It really impressed me to
see what they'd done.”

Island’s military nurses remember time in

Annual meeting funds
Remembrance wreath

The sombre truths of war will underlie much
of the proceedings on Nov. 11, but the day also
brings memories of the unusual opportunities
thatlife in service offers.

Among those contributing wreaths to the
ceremony will be Salt Spring’s ex-military
nurses. A group of about 15 women has met
annually for lunch over the past couple of
decades to raise funds for the wreath, with
socializing and reminiscing about service an
enjoyable by-product of the fundraising task.

Margaret Monro has been a member of the
group for around 15 years and coordinates
the annual luncheon, which has been held at
the Royal Canadian Legion for the past three
years. Monro joined the military in 1967, at a
time when there were few options for women
and careers were expected to end with mar-
riage and children.

“Iwasayoungwomanlookingfor aninterest-
ing life and my father was in the military,” said
Monro, who completed her training at Mon-
treal General Hospital before being assigned to
duty. “Ifound myself posted to Germany—and
IthoughtIhad won the lottery.”

Though the military was no different than
other areas in that women were expected
to work for only two or three years before
they called it quits, women’s lib had made its
mark when Monro returned from her two-
year posting.

“It was a complete shift in policy and career.

I think women did not join for a career, it was
an adventure. And then a lot of us did have
careers,” she said.

Nurses were being invited to rejoin the ser-
vice, and Monro did so for 16 years, despite
being married to a military officer whose
postings took him to different communities
than hers did — unlike military wives who
went posted along with their spouses. Monro
was alone on the northern tip of Vancouver
Island serving at the Holberg radar base while
her husband Ian was serving with the United
Nations forces on Cypress, for example.

“Thelonger you stayed in, the more special-
ized you became, so chances of serving with
your husband grew less and less,” she said.

The Monros took early retirement in 1987
and settled on Salt Spring where Margaret’s
parents lived. She discovered a local com-
munity of retired military nurses that includes
Suzanne Winter, with whom she had trained
in Montreal and then met again during service
in Germany.

Although Jean Holmes is now the only
islander left who saw service in World War
11, and several women from the group have
passed away, membership stays constant with
new people joining. The group has shifted
from just military nurses to include women
officers of any service. They include a former
member of the Australian navy in the current
configuration.

Anyone who is interested in joining the
group is welcome to contact Monro at 250-
547-5004. A chapter on Salt Spring women's
remembrances of service can be found in The
Military Nurses of Canada Volume III, which is
available at the Salt Spring Public Library.

Social
entrepreneurs
focus of evening

Island Women Against Vio-
lence answer the question
Who Cares? with a special
film screening and discussion
night set for Wednesday, Nov.
13 at ArtSpring.

IWAV, a nonprofit orga-
nization dedicated to sup-
porting women and children
who have been exposed to
violence, will extend its reach
to other community groups
and as far as the global
domain for the screening of
the documentary by Brazil-
ian director Mara Mourao.

Featuring 18 social entre-
preneurs who are working to
effect positive change around
the world, including Canadi-
ans Al Etmanski, Mary Gor-
don and John Mighton, Who
Cares? has been described
as a movement rather than a
movie.

Press material promises
the film “introduces us to
the people with simple solu-

tions to the hard questions
that affect us all . . . brilliant
oddballs who are making
changes, bringing solu-
tions to the problems we
face, generating huge social
impact and — most of all —
inspiring people to do the
same.”

Etmanski, and his partner
and fellow social innovator
Vickie Cammack, will be
on Salt Spring for the event
and will facilitate a special
“appreciative inquiry” dis-
cussion with invited com-
munity groups before the
film. He will also open the
public screening and dis-
cuss outcomes of the earlier
meeting.

Who Cares? had its world
premiere in Calgary in Octo-
ber at the Social Enterprise
World Forum, an inter-
national conference that
included some 1,200 attend-
ees from 30 different coun-
tries. Roberta Temmel, who
manages the Transitions
Store for IWAV and attend-
ed the Calgary conference,
came back to the island rav-
ing about what she saw in
the film.

“I was so moved and
inspired by all the things
people are doing world-
wide with social enterprise,”
said Temmel, who was addi-
tionally excited because she
realized Salt Spring groups
are already acting on many
of the ideas found in the
film. She was so impressed
she decided IWAV needed
to bring the documentary to
Salt Spring.

IWAV’s executive direc-
tor Dana Peace agreed that
screening the documen-

tary could provide a unique
opportunity to bring togeth-
er social entrepreneurs or
change-makers on the island
for a special exercise, as well
as provoking wider commu-
nity discussion.

Social entrepreneurs are
defined as “anyone engaging
for a specific social good, who
are committed to building an
ethic of caring.” Peace noted
there are many such groups
and individuals working on
Salt Spring, so the challenge
was how to keep the number
manageable.

In the end, 25 local change-
makers were invited to par-
ticipate in an appreciative
inquiry event to be facilitated
by Etmanski before the film
screening. Peace hopes it will
be just the first of many that
IWAV hosts with additional
participants.

“We are excited about
bringing a number of com-
munity members of cross
sections together to share
ideas, dialogue together and
build networks and relation-
ships toward a community
of minds working together,”
Peace said.

IWAV hopes to draw as
many members of the public
as possible to the film screen-
ing event, which will start at
ArtSpring at 6:30 p.m. The
ticket price will include cof-
fee and snacks to be served
afterward during a mingling
hour, where people can chat
with Etmanski, Cammack
and each other.

Teens cover 3,500 kms in 45-day trek

Dexter Nash and Noah O’Neil
cycled'til the snow hit

Dexter Nash and Noah O’Neil cycled aboard
the 6:15 ferry at Long Harbour on Saturday, Sept.
10 with a thirst for adventure and no specific
destination in mind.

“East” is how they responded to anyone who
asked where they were headed.

“We knew we wanted to do something. We
wanted to get out there and experience some-
thing and just came to the conclusion of biking
across the country,” said Dexter Nash.

“We didn't tell anybody because we didn't
think people would believe us,” he added. “We'd
wake up in the morning and we'd decide where
we wanted to go.”

Nash and O’Neil hadn't undertaken any spe-
cial training, had no fundraising target or higher
calling. They had limited cycling experience,
basic supplies and a modest budget. Each had
60 pounds of gear, which included a 50-year-old
tent that once belonged to O’Neil's grandmother.

“It wasn't actually waterproof so we picked up
some tarps on the way and we learned some rig-
up skills to put our tarps up,” he said.

Despite the staggering odds, sore days in the
saddle soon became second nature as Nash and
O’Neil started to log 60-, 80- and 100-kilometre
days. Nights were spent in campgrounds, at the
side of the road or with people they encountered
along the way.

“We met alot of people who took us in. They'd
let us set up our tent in their backyard or garage,”
Nash said. “We had nothing but a ton of support

from people all the way.”

The duo pedalled their way through the Lower
Mainland, across the Okanagan Valley and into
the Rockies. By the time they'd reached Mara-
thon, a pulp and paper town east of Thunder
Bay on the northern shore on Lake Superior,
the young adventurers had covered nearly 3,500
kilometres in 45 days.

On their last day on the road, the pair awoke to
fresh snow; frozen gear and a dilemma. Nash and
O’Neil were in the midst of the journey’s most
isolated stretch and the early season blizzard

made highway travel treacherous.

“The weather wasn' getting above 2 C in the
day, the bikes would freeze in the morning and
the locks wouldn't work,” O’Neil said.

They chose to ship the bikes back to Salt
Spring, loaded the rest of their gear into a hockey
bag and began hitchhiking towards Montreal.

Gulf Islands Secondary School’s SHIFT pro-
gram allowed Nash and O’Neil to make room for
the trip in an otherwise busy academic schedule.
They are currently working on a book of writings
and photographs from their trip.

Colonist editorial department will illumi-

The Victoria Daily Times was established
in 1884, and the capital city had two daily
newspapers until 1980, when Thomson
Newspapers bought FP Publications Ltd.
and merged the Times and the Colonist. A
morning and afternoon edition was pub-
lished until 1983, when the TC became a
seven-day-a-week morning newspaper.

Minvielle will reflect on these changes
and the impact it had on him and other
workers at that time.

Next Wednesday's public program takes
place at Central Hall at 2 p.m. The serving
of tea and coffee follows the meeting.

Brown visits Salt Spring Forum

Environmental pioneer
at ArtSpring Nov. 10

Lester Brown, a key figure in
the creation of the global envi-
ronmental movement, will be
the next speaker on the Salt
Spring Forum roster for a con-
versation at ArtSpring starting
at 7:30 p.m. on Sunday, Nov. 10.

Press material explains that
Brown pioneered the concept
of “sustainable development”
and recognized the process
of “globalization’” well before
the term existed. In 1965, as a
young man on assignment in
India for the U.S. Department
of Agriculture, Brown detected

the early signs of an impend-
ing famine. His urgent warning
to the Indian and U.S. govern-
ments saved millions of lives.
For half a century, Brown has
helped make clear the inter-
connections between over-
population, water shortages
and climate change, and their
effect on food security. His
book Who Will Feed China?
Wake-up Call for a Small Plan-
et led to a broad restructuring
of China’s agricultural policy.
Brown has always sought
solutions for ecological crises.
His book Plan B argues for sta-
bilizing the Earth’s population,
eradicating poverty, cutting
carbon emissions by 80 per
cent, and restoring the econo-

my’s natural support systems,
including forests, grasslands
and fisheries.

Brown’s inspirational leader-
ship has made him “one of the
world’s most influential think-
ers,” according to the Washing-
ton Post. He is the founder of
the Worldwatch and Earth Pol-
icy institutes, two major envi-
ronmental research groups. He
has authored or co-authored
over 50 books and been hon-
oured with a MacArthur Fel-
lowship, the UN Environment
Prize and 25 honorary degrees.

Gordon was a student in the College of Engineering
at the University of British Columbia, graduating
in 1959. Bianca and Gordon went to England that
year with the intention of exploring the waters there
and stayed for five years, initially in London, then in
Leicester, where Gordon was employed by English
Electric. They had a vision of building a boat in which
to sail across the Pacific Ocean, returning to Vancouver
with that purpose in mind in 1963. Gordon worked
as an engineer for the Council of Forest Industries. In
his free time he began work on what was to become
his magnificent boat, the “Adriana”, and continued
work on it after he and Bianca retired and moved to
Salt Springs Island in 1989, living in their beautiful
home in the woods on Fulford Road. Bianca recorded
the odyssey of Gordon’s efforts in “Real-Time
Boatbuilding”, the book that they published in 2009.
Gordon was a frequent contributor to the letters to
the editor in the Driftwood, on global warming. His
cardiac problems caught up with him and he passed
away on October 20, 2013. There will be no service.
Gordon will be missed and remembered by the many
people who knew him and cherished his friendship, his

acumen and his sense of humor.

Gordon, who initially placed second in her
age bracket during a five-kilometre event held
the day before the New York City marathon,
became suspicious when she learned the win-
ner had established a world record despite
having only ever participated in two such
events.

“My brother looked up her race stats and
she’s only run two previous 5K [events] at
25 and 27-plus minutes,” Gordon wrote in

an email. “Then he looked at her photo and
she’s a rather large woman who ran in a jacket
and long pants — it was hot and sunny here
today.”

Denise Van Amerom of London, Ont. sup-
posedly finished the race in 17:28, nearly four
minutes ahead of Gordon’s silver-medal finish
at21:02.

“She’s from Ontario of all things, a fellow
Canadian. So who knows what exactly went
wrong,” she added.

Gordon contacted race organizers about the
incident and has arranged for a friend to col-
lect her first-place medal.

The discovery comes about six months after
Gordon exposed the cheater initially thought
to have finished first in her age category during
the 2013 Vancouver Sun Run in April.
