Missing man’s body recovered

Personal items lead to discovery

Salt Spring RCMP have confirmed that
the body of Andrew Norman DeMarsh,
who was reported missing on March 17,
was found in waters off Salt Spring on Sat-
urday, April 8.

An extensive search on the northern part
of Salt Spring Island and nearby waters
took place in March following the report
of his disappearance but did not result in
finding the 36-year-old Salt Spring man.

“Investigators with the Salt Spring Island

RCMP have continued to work on this case
over the past three weeks, following up on
multiple investigative aspects,” states a
Salt Spring RCMP release.

RCMP issued a public request for help
on Saturday, March 18, stating DeMarsh
had last been seen on March 15 in the
area of Sun Eagle Drive. A recent arrival
to the community, DeMarsh was report-
edly skilled in crafts such as carpentry, gar-
dening, landscaping, permaculture and

masonry. He was also a TESOL certified
teacher and art therapist, according to
an online ad. DeMarsh had been seeking
employment in February.

The search concluded soon after the
RCMP were informed that personal items
belonging to DeMarsh were found on a
trail in the Southey Point area on Friday,
April 7.

Cyclist collision prompts
awareness initiative

An accident on Fulford-Ganges Road that
sent 65-year-old cyclist Peter Freeman to
Victoria with serious injuries last Mon-
day has provided impetus for a new public
awareness campaign that aims to create
safer conditions on roadways.

Runners from the Salt Spring Sneakers
club are taking responsibility for being seen
on the road and hope social-media posts
showing their bright clothing and accesso-
ries are destined to become viral.

“We have all grown weary of the number
of near-misses to fatalities that we have
been inundated with recently, and have
decided to launch a new social-media and
print campaign,” said Susan Gordon, one of
the #SeeMe founders.

As well as being a Sneakers runner, Gor-
don is a member of the the Vancouver Fal-
cons Athletic Club. She is an NCCP coach-
in-training, a competitive road and track
runner and a former professional hunter/
jumper trainer.

Pedestrians, cyclists and horse riders are
all meant to be involved in the initiative in
which people take a photo of themselves
wearing high-visibility outfits and post
them to Twitter, Facebook and Instagram
with the hashtag #SeeMe.

The group also wants to share responsi-
bility for safety with drivers and is creating
print handouts to raise awareness. These
will be distributed to regional Chamber of
Commerce outlets, tourist info booths and
other high-profile bulletin boards.

Freeman and his wife
rode across Canada on a
tandem bike in 2010 and
then embarked on an epic
cycling trip in New Zea-
land and Australia. The
pair has won a number of
cycling medals at the BC
Seniors Games. Another
of Freeman’s achieve-
ments is a solo non-stop
sailing circumnavigation
of the world aboard a
32-foot sloop.

Sneakers member Doug
Wabhlsten visited the Free-
mans in a Victoria hospi-
tal Monday, the day before
Peter was scheduled for
hip reconstruction sur-
gery. Wahlsten reported
his friend intended a full
return to cycling and run-
ning, but faced a lengthy

rehabilitation period
before that could happen.

Local runners note a

CONSENT & SEXUAL ASSAULT

‘Idyllic’ Gulf Islands not immune to sexual assaults

SWOVA releases survey results
and in-depth report

When it comes to social issues, the Gulf
Islands have an image of being an idyllic and
enlightened place, where physical crimes
are rare and support is always near at hand.

However, as surveys and analysis done on
issues of sexual assault and consent last year
have revealed, that image is not accurate.

Two related initiatives were undertaken in
the spring of 2016: a survey for the general
public and a survey and focus group discus-
sions for “service providers” — counsellors,
RCMP, transition house workers, health-care
providers, etc. The resulting needs assess-
ment report is titled Consent and Sexual
Assault in the Southern Gulf Islands - Pre-
vention and Response. It was completed
by the Salt Spring Women Opposed to Vio-
lence and Abuse Community Development
and Research Society in collaboration with
Minerva Research of Salt Spring. Status of
Women Canada provided funding for the
project.

The following is the first of two articles
about the surveys, report and recommenda-
tions for the future.

Encouraging people to talk about a seri-
ous, personal and complex issue like sexual
assault and consent is no easy feat. But the
SWOVA team working on the project called
Consent and Sexual Assault in the Southern
GulfIslands - Prevention and Response suc-
ceeded in opening the floodgates of discus-
sion last year.

Sharyn Carroll, the project’s coordinator,
was pleased with the sheer number of peo-
ple — 451 — who completed a 34-question
survey in May and June of 2016.

“I was really impressed by the amount
of community engagement,” she said in a
recent interview, “and the number of men
[105] who participated in the survey.”

A small majority of respondents (about
54 per cent) felt “very confident” that they
understood laws surrounding what consti-
tutes “consent” to engage in sexual activity
and sexual assault. Only 7.5 per cent were
“not very confident.” The rest were “some-
what confident.”

Almost 80 per cent of respondents stated
that they had experienced sexual harass-

ment at some point in their life, 75 per cent
pressure to participate in sexual activity,
63.4 per cent “a situation that could have
been a sexual assault,” and 52.4 per cent “a
situation that was definitely sexual assault.”
Almost 25 per cent had experienced child-
hood sexual abuse.

Those figures are in the range of what
Statistics Canada found in its 1993 study
titled The Violence Against Women Survey.
According to the Canadian Women’s Foun-
dation website, which references that study,
“Half of all women in Canada have experi-
enced at least one incident of physical or
sexual violence since the age of 16.”

Kiran Dinghra, SWOVA’s executive direc-
tor, observes that “Although more up-to-
date data would be preferable, no recent
Statistics Canada survey has asked women
about their life-time experience of violence.”

Seventy-six per cent of the incidents
referred to by local survey respondents took
place on the Gulf Islands, including 60 per
cent of the “definite” assaults, which pro-
vided a bit of a wake-up call.

Carroll said that Salt Spring and the other
islands are seen as “an idyllic place” and
because of that image it can be difficult to
admit that some not-so-nice things take
place here.

“But we need to talk about this and to
have it not be done in a shameful way,” she
said.

The report notes, however, that fewer than
20 per cent of the assaults referred to in the
local survey occurred in the last five years.

The survey found that most sexual assault
victims did not keep the incidents to them-
selves, although more than one third of
respondents did not tell anyone. A relatively
low number reported to either police (11.1
per cent) or medical services (9.9 per cent).
This is similar to Statistics Canada’s find-
ing that in 2014 only five per cent of sexual
assaults were reported to police in Canada.

Also in line with national statistics is that
most victims knew their perpetrators. Only
20.54 per cent of the Gulf Islands survey
participants were assaulted by people they
did not know.

Service Providers/Focus
Groups

The consent project also conducted a
survey of 37 people from agencies and pro-
fessions that have direct experience with
sexual assault victims in the Gulf Islands.

Most of those individuals felt they under-
stood the meaning of the terms “consent”
and “sexual assault” either “quite well” or
“very well.” They did not feel either youth
or adults in our community fully under-
stood the meaning of the two terms.

Survey answers also indicated that ser-
vices for sexual assault victims on the
islands are not particularly effective or well
integrated. (It should be noted that the sur-
vey and focus-group discussions took place
before forensic exam services were piloted
on Salt Spring Island. )

A number of the service providers also
shared their insights and experience in
focus group meetings.

Risk factors for sexual assault were iden-
tified as poverty and economic need (and
with some girls and women trading sex for
accommodation); alcohol and drug use;
prior victimization; previous and current
social norms, such as “the attitudes of some
older men who see young women as sexu-
ally available” or “the blase attitude to sex
that is widespread in our culture, especially
among youth”; and lack of preventative
education.

Both the public survey group and those
in the focus groups identified factors mak-
ing it difficult to report sexual assaults in
a small community. Victims may fear ret-
ribution from people who know the per-
petrator, they face the trauma of seeing
the perpetrator more often and they fear
being blamed for the incident, having their
reputation tarnished or being the subject
of gossip.

Fire trustee hopefuls pitch platforms

Advance poll open
today, April 12

Three islanders contesting
two seats on the Salt Spring
Island Fire Protection District
board staked out their positions
at an all-candidates meeting
lastWednesday.

About 25 members of the
public attended the Lions Hall
event, which was put on by the
fire district and moderated by
David Wood.

Candidates are Rollie Cook,
Mary Lynn Hetherington and
Mike Jaeger.

Cook has lived on Salt Spring
for 15 years, establishing
Redwing Farm with his part-
ner on part of the old Bullock
Farm. Past political experience
includes serving two terms in
the Alberta Legislature in the
government of Peter Lougheed
beginning in 1979. He then
taught marketing and English
in Beijing, China, which led him
to him to chair the Dong Hai
Real Estate and Construction
company. He retired from that
position in 2016.

“What I am simply is a con-
cerned citizen,” Cook told the
meeting in explaining his desire
to be a fire trustee.

He also admitted that he had
encouraged current fire trustee
Howard Baker to run for the
board in 2015, “and [Baker]
reminded me of that.”

Throughout the meeting,
Cook stressed the need for
spending restraint in fire district
matters.

“A tax dollar is a very precious

dollar,” he said.

Hetherington is an incum-
bent trustee who was elected
by acclamation in a by-election
along with three others in Janu-
ary. She must run again because
sherandomly chose the vacated
seat with the shortestamount of
time remaining. She has been
a nurse in both Ontario and
B.C. and her family has a his-
tory of more than 100 years of
firefighting in Fort Erie, Ont.
She has also served on nursing
association boards and was on
the Ontario Nurses Association
negotiating team for 13 years.

Hetherington emphasized
her ONA negotiating team’s
success, noting it was accom-
plished “with honey, not vin-
egar.”

She said she feels financial
restraint is important, along
with maintaining good relation-
ships with everyone on the fire
district team.

Jaeger told the audience he
was a locomotive engineer for
28 years, and also spent several
years in the British military. He
has done union negotiating
and railway crash investiga-
tions. He and his wife moved to
Salt Spring in 2008 looking for a
slower pace of life.

Jaeger said he did not think
island property owners paid too
much for fire protection service.
He pays $400 per year and feels
that is a reasonable amount. He
also said he saved $400 on his
property insurance due to the
department’s maintenance of
its Superior Tanker Shuttle Ser-
vice Accreditation from the Fire
Underwriters Survey.

“I can't see how I am being
taxed heavily for the fire depart-

ment asitis,” he said.

“I don't think we are paying
too much.”

All three candidates agreed
that union contract negotia-
tions must be done by profes-
sionals.

One member of the public,
Michael Clark, asked if pro-
ceeding with plans for a fire hall
made sense with the potential
for Salt Spring to become a
municipality if the fall incorpo-
ration referendum passes.

Andrew Peat, the fire district’s
corporate administrator, clari-
fied that if Salt Spring voters
choose to incorporate, “every-
thing would continue as is until
October of 2018.” That’s when
the first election for a mayor
and council members would
be held.

Cook said he felt it would be
“irresponsible” for trustees to
do anything that would bind
the first Salt Spring municipal
council.

Hetherington said the fire
board could still move forward
on ahall project but agreed with
Cook that trustees should not
“handcuffa future council.”

On the actual hall itself, Cook
said the fire team needed a safe

and secure base, but “not a
gold-plated one.”

Jaeger said he was always
open to hearing what people
have to say about a new hall,
but feels it should not just be a
Quonset hut.

“We need a good public safe-
ty building,” he said.

Hetherington said she
was “between” the positions
expressed by Jaeger and Cook,
suggesting the $6.25-million
structure proposed by the
board and voted down ina 2013
referendum was too expensive.

The fire department’s oper-
ating budget rose 258 per cent
between 2005 and 2010 (from
$850,000 to $2.2 million), with
most of that growth a result
of career staff unionization
and hiring of more unionized
staff. Between 2010 and 2017
the operating budget grew at a
much slower rate, totalling 15
per cent, from $2.2 million to
$2.53 million.

Since 2011, the fire district
board has been served by 21 dif-
ferent trustees. Several did not
complete their terms.

The trustees election is set for
Saturday, April 22 at the Gan-
ges fire hall between 8 a.m. and
7 p.m. An advance poll also
takes place today (Wednesday,
April 12) at the Ganges fire hall
between 9 a.m. and 6 p.m.

People can vote if they meet
all of the following criteria: They
are a Canadian citizen, 18 years
or older, a B.C. resident for at
least six months and an owner
of land within the Salt Spring
Island Fire Protect District. The
authorized agent of a board
or corporation that owns land
within the district is also enti-

all about near misses.

Anear miss could have happened when coming
around a corner and unexpectedly encountering a
vehicle, bike rider or pedestrian in one’s path.

The cyclist, Peter Freeman, who is in hospital fac-
ing major surgery and a long period of rehabilitation,
is a member of the Salt Spring Sneakers running club.

Called #SeeMe, the
campaign asks cyclists,
walkers and horse riders
to take a photo of themselves wearing high-visibility
outfits and to post those photos to Twitter, Facebook
and Instagram with the #SeeMe hashtag.

The #SeeMe initiative follows the RCMP’s March-
long campaign to discourage distracted driving —
illegal use of smart phones for texting or talking while
people are behind the wheel — which continues to
be a major source of crashes in B.C.

As the Sneakers’ Susan Gordon points out in
this week’s Driftwood, with another tourist season
ramping up, the likelihood of collisions rises with
more people and vehicles on the island. That visitors
are unfamiliar with Salt Spring’s twisty and often
shoulder-less roads exponentially increases the
accident risk. It means residents who drive must give
themselves hefty injections of patience before they
venture out on island roads. It means those who walk
or cycle need to be more careful and more visible
than ever before.

The last time pedestrian visibility became a major
public issue on Salt Spring, it seemed to result in
more people embracing illumination of some kind
when they went out at night. Let’s hope that #SeeMe
has a similar impact.

Fear of

I understand why some
islanders might be nervous
about the possibility of
incorporation.

While it makes rational
sense in terms of money
and labour, not to mention
having actual elected rep-
resentatives who live here
that we can fire if they over-
ride their mandate, reason
often gives way to fear of
change, of professionaliza-
tion, of turning our person-
al intimate space over to the
“grey people.”

I am in complete sympa-
thy. I too do not want the
island to change its char-
acter. But succumbing to

unfounded fears is bad
form. In the Feb. 15 Drift-
wood, Hannah Brown com-
plained that Salt Spring
Island would not have vol-
unteers if we chose a dif-
ferent form of government
(“Keep volunteerism at the
forefront” Viewpoint).

But anyone who has
lived in a country village
knows that volunteers are
utterly necessary to its
operation. I grew up in one,
and my dad was busy three
evenings a week on various
committees all through my
childhood. Volunteering in
Canadian small towns is
hard-wired, a strong 200-
year tradition, so most
of Hannah’s distress, for
which she provides no evi-
dence, is unfounded. Vol-
unteers will still be needed
and badly.

Two weeks ago, another
letter from Hannah protest-
ed the choice of incorpo-
ration debate moderators.

Our trustees chose mod-
erators who can answer
every possible question
that islanders might have.
Yes, they are pros. No, they
probably don’t have a dog in
the fight. That is intention-
al. The “no side” has floated
so many fears, and called
the facts of the study into
question, that anything else
would turn into a food fight,
a hallowed island tradition,
but nonetheless not entirely
helpful.

Hannah would prefer
a debate where each side
makes its argument, choos-
es its speakers, topics and
fact-checkers. That sounds
like big fun to me; I would
definitely participate. Per-
haps she could organize it?
While we wait, we can have
moderated sessions that
address the free-floating
scare stories that Hannah is
so diligent in revealing.

Demystify seniors housing need

Numerous misconceptions seem to
surround the need for affordable senior

there have been regulations in place
under Ontario’s Residential Tenancy Act
for decades, B.C. allows what is becoming

housing. In light of the upcoming elec-
tion, there appears to be a need to demystify some of the
facts surrounding the subject.

Anyone who attended the Seniors Advocate’s meeting
on Salt Spring in September of 2015, or read Isobel Mack-
enzie’s report entitled Seniors Housing in B.C. would
know the need for senior affordable housing is dire.

In her introduction she states, “Without a doubt, the
number one issue voiced in town hall meetings and
forums from Prince Rupert to Cranbrook, Fort St. John to
Surrey . . . and all points in between, was a deep concern
around the affordability, availability and appropriateness
of seniors’ housing. Daily phone calls to [her] office from
the frustrated and, at times, desperate seniors are reiter-
ating this need.”

Although a rent subsidy called “SAFER,” which allows
someone to seek a unit on the open market exists, unfor-
tunately it hasn't been raised in 25 years. There is also a
cap on the amount of rent the government will subsidize,
or you're not eligible — further tying one’s hands.

Losing Ground

A Broadbent Institute study shows over 55 per cent of
those aged 55 to 64 have savings that represent less than
one year‘s worth of resources needed to supplement gov-
ernment pension programs like OAS, CPB etc. And fewer
than 20 per cent have enough to support themselves for
atleast five years.

In addition to these figures, consider the ever-increas-
ing numbers of seniors now showing up at food banks
and shelters. It is also reported that some choose between
eating or taking the medication prescribed by their doc-
tors. According to Stats Canada, one third of the elderly
are at risk of malnutrition.

Add on telephone, cable, clothing and personal care,
transportation, MSP premiums, PharmaCare medica-
tions, over-the-counter medications, and the biggies:
hearing aids and/or dental work. Physiotherapy, which
could help with their mobility, isn‘t covered either. (But itis
covered in Ontario.) Add-ons to monetary issues? Chronic
pain, disabilities, isolation and plain unadulterated fear.

Seniors are the fastest growing segment of the popula-
tion. As of March 2014 there were 4,352 applications in
BC Housing’s Registry for those 55 and over. Of those,
1,782 were 65 and over. Between April and March only
300 seniors 65+ were offered a subsidized housing unit.

And a recent local study pointed out that the Islands
Trust has amuch higher population of seniors than other
placesin B.C.

So Why is There Such a Crisis?

The provincial government needs to fess up regard-
ing their responsibility in protecting tenants. While

known as “gentrification.” This is where
tenants are being dumped out of older buildings that
house a lot of seniors who have been residents for
a long time and paying reasonable rents. When the
building is renovated the landlord can then charge
whatever they want. And because of such a hot mar-
ket, tenants usually end up having to pay a lot more for
much smaller accommodations.

There is another dandy loophole referred to as
“gaming the system.” If you're lucky enough to even
have a lease (most rental agreements being month-
to-month in B.C.), landlords can ask tenants to sign
a “vacate clause.” Why? Because technically, when
the tenancy comes to an end, the landlords can then
charge whatever they want. More than the rental cap
allows!

Local Governments

Because Salt Spring Island is a vacation destination
the situation is unique. Stories abound about renters
who think they have a year-round situation who have
then been evicted come spring because the owner or
one of their relatives are coming back. That’s legal also.
In addition, shacks and other shameful hovels are actu-
ally being rented out to those in desperate need.

Approximately 25 per cent of all properties on the
island are now eligible to rent suites across a significant
part of the island. How about a subsidy or tax break for
employers (some of whom hire seniors), and/or eligible
rental accommodation owners to encourage them to
make units available at an affordable level? An effective
advertising campaign could encourage owners to take
such action. Seniors are reliable and can bring with
them a wealth of lifetime experience.

Any Remedies?

So what is the provincial government planning to
do about shameful “renovictions” and the “gaming”
loophole? Although the NDP has proposed a private
members bill several times regarding renovictions,
Rich Coleman (deputy premier and minister of natural
gas development) has stated that no changes to the
Residential Tenancy Act around renovictions were
even being considered . . . that current “protection” is
adequate. But he did say they're doing some work on
the gaming system.

‘While advocacy groups and the media keep trumpet-
ing the need for drastic change, Mr. Coleman stubborn-
ly holds on to his archaic and questionable regulations.
And seniors lose more ground.

Denz’s charismatic works probe beneath the surface

Hypnotic Charisma on display
at Fault Line Projects

Stefanie Denz’s new show, Hypnotic Cha-
risma, is an exciting mixed-media tour de force
incorporating oil paintings of ferry terminals,
Fellini’s movie La Dolce Vita and Malcolm Low-
ry’s book Under the Volcano, with materials like
Dura-Lar film, found wood and cotton mesh.

After seeing the show at Fault Line Projects
in Grace Point Square, I doubt travelling aboard
BC Ferries will ever be the same for me.

We've all been there, waiting at Tsawwas-
sen and Swartz Bay’s industrial-looking termi-
nals, then reading or staring mindlessly as we
travel on a ferry through supernatural B.C. That
was then. This is now, because supernatural —
unexplainable by natural law or phenomena —
is actually a good way to describe the journeys
Denz takes us on in paintings of what she calls
“more or less empty local scapes, the ferry and
terminals.” Subterranean — secret, concealed
— is a good word here too. Denz transforms
these scapes into complex worlds of imagina-
tion through a combination of cutting-edge
technique and artistic vision.

The piece called Tsawwassen Terminal (New
Baroque) depicts a curving ramp, huge girders

and a towering light fixture. But superimposed,
by an over painted Dura-Lar layer, are images
of people. In the foreground are a woman’s
bent legs, a dark cloth draped over the rest
of her body. There’s a child sitting in a chair
too and a woman lounging in a black cocktail
dress. The heads and shoulders of two dark-
haired men bracket a seductive (or is she fright-
ened?) woman. These people, like ghosts in the
machine, raise more questions than answers.
And after all, don't the best journeys begin with
mystery? Suddenly, we're trippin’ and the jour-
ney isn't quite so safe.

In fact, Denz's show is more about the dan-
ger of safety than its security. These works are
all about layering, about seeing beneath the
surface.

Denz also paints on salvaged wood, creating
multiple scenes on one board, or paints on can-
vas or wood, then mounts interestingly shaped
pieces of wood over part of a scene, producing
3D effects.

Beyond the mixed mediums, Denz's paint-
ings have mixed messages. The viewer has the
freedom to interpret and feel emotions, almost
as if they were in a hypnotic state. Become
transfixed, enter the world of the painting, and
go where your mind takes you.

Many paintings in Hypnotic Charisma were
inspired by Fellini’s La Dolce Vita, a film that
follows gossip writer Marcello Rubini, played

by Marcello Mastroianni. So, in Tsawwassen
Terminal (New Baroque), the people we see in
the Dura-Lar overpainting are actually from La
Dolce Vita’s many party scenes. In Anita’s Howl-
ing Made Him Nervous, Denz captures another
La Dolce Vita scene by painting with oil on cot-
ton mesh, which she affixes over a framed print.

Denz’s portrayals of Fellini's animated party

scenes hint at the subtleties of human interac-
tion.

“They're trying to do something different,
choosing marriage or relationships outside
marriage, enjoying worldly gatherings, but all
they end up with is the same old same old, the
familiar frantic flailing,” said Denz.

Some of the “same old” is also evident in
the characters in Denz’s Homefront, which
portrays the co-dependent lives of Under the
Volcano.

For Denz, La Dolce Vita and Under the Vol-
cano both convey the juxtaposition between
existing social orders and different ways of
being. She captures our “familiar frantic flail-
ing” well, while jogging us about why years
of desire for change, especially in the area of
feminism, have not actually accomplished that
change.

Denz said, “It's not the turnaround yet,” and
then comes back to structure. “If you don't have
astructure to replace an existing structure with,
you have nothing to refer to.”

Maybe we need to be hypnotized on aregular
basis by Denz’s dramatic portrayals of men and
women and the roles they play in our familiar
scapes and structures.

Textile artist shares upcycling message

Jaime Murdoch featured in
Earth Day events

Textile artist Jaime Murdoch has become
a byword of creative sustainability on Salt
Spring, where she’s worked to stem the
tide of disposable fashion with her Factory
Schmactory T-shirt bags and coordinated
two immensely popular Tossed and Found
art shows based on “junk” materials.

Murdoch is about to take her art and
her unique approach to waste to a much
bigger platform, as a featured artist and
presenter for Earth Day events at the Royal
BC Museum and a related art show at the
Robert Bateman Centre in Victoria.

“Ifeel like it's such a gift to have this expo-
sure and share my work with a bigger audi-
ence, and share my message through my
work,” Murdoch said.

The Earth Day Festival & Sustainability
Showcase is the sixth annual event at the
Royal BC Museum hosted by the nonprofit
group Creatively United for the Planet. The
weekend-long festival will include Vancou-
ver Island’s biggest electric vehicle show
and ride, innovative displays, art, live music,
and talks on architecture, net zero, solar,
climate, forestry, oceans, birds and sanctu-
aries, and streamkeepers.

A full-day workshop with Ann Mortifee
and Sherrill Miller called Nurture Your Cre-
ativity with Soul Food is scheduled for Sun-
day, April 23.

A spectrum of Murdoch’s innovative tex-
tile art works will be on display during the
festival as the Anew show and then moves
to the Robert Bateman Centre from April
24 to May 1. This will be the first big venue
exhibit for Murdoch. Putting together two
Salt Spring art shows with Shirley Com-
mand has fortunately helped prepare her.

“Tossed and Found was a great experi-

ence, and I was able to use that to plan my
own exhibit. I feel more confident now,”
Murdoch said.

Murdoch uses traditional textile tech-
niques to transform everyday detritus into
works of art. The yen to re-use has roots
deep in her childhood — Murdoch was
raised in Cumberland with a free store that
her mother ran in their house — while her
idealism is balanced by a sound education.
She graduated from Bishop's University in
2003 with a degree in liberal arts and went
on to earn a diploma in textile arts from
Capilano University. In between programs,
she spent time in Japan, where she had a
brush with the textile traditions of Kyoto.

The environmental cost of modern tex-
tiles is something Murdoch is keenly aware
of and strives to bring attention to through
her textile art, which often employs refuse
materials.

“Next to oil, textile is one of the biggest
polluters,” Murdoch said. “Living on Salt
Spring I've found there’s a lot of emphasis
on food and where our food comes from,
but there’s not a lot about where our textiles
come from.”

Murdoch recently created a map for
students at Salt Spring Elementary School
showing all the far-off places that T-shirts
arrive from. As she’s explained to local
students, the simple T-shirt can involve
multiple trips back and forth to Canada
from places like Bangladesh and China
during the production process, with cheap
labour offset by massive transportation
needs. Hidden pollution comes at the other
side of the T-shirt’s lifespan, too, with little
attention paid to what happens after they
become rags.

At the same time, Murdoch says “green-
washing” may have convinced the public
their fabric grocery bags are a better option
than plastic, but there’s little information
about where those are coming from or what
they’re made of.

Murdoch’s T-shirt bags are one way of
keeping textiles in use through upcycling.
She'llbe sharing an easy technique for mak-
ing the personalized bags during her pre-
sentation and workshop at the Royal BC
Museum starting at 2 p.m. on Saturday,
April 22,

“The beauty of the upcycled T-shirt bag is
it's not only upcycling textiles, it's displacing
plastic bags, so its kind of a two-for-one,”
Murdoch said.

Using old favourites that owners will not
likely to wear again and adding drawings or
other touches with fabric markers can help
create an item that's completely unique.

“When you have something that's per-
sonal, you're more likely to use it,” Murdoch
said.

‘Workshop participants are asked to bring
their own T-shirts, but all other tools and
materials will be provided.

Longtime island woman faces down return of cancer

Campaign underway to aid
treatment in Vienna

Friends and family of longtime islander Katya
Mycyk are rallying once again to help her beat the
odds against cancer, with hopes that an innovative
treatment pioneered by a clinic in Vienna will have
the results she needs.

Mycyk is well-known to the community and has
helped create the island’s visual identity through
her Righteous Rags stall at the Saturday market
and her rainbow tie-dyed textiles. She has been
battling cancer since August 2010, when she first
discovered a lump in her breast.

Like many with the disease, she has had an
up-and-down cycle of advances and retreats,
with periods of remission followed by discovery of
new tumours. She has spent years researching an
alternative protocol that includes daily juicing and
natural therapies, to which she attributes much of
her success in having cancer-free periods.

Last year Mycyk's community successfully
raised the funds to send her to CHIPSA Hospital
in Tijuana, after she was diagnosed with Stage
4 metastatic breast cancer in December 2015.
The treatments seemed to make a difference, but
recent testing showed cancer is advancing and
threatening her life once again.

“Stage 4 breast cancer is a relentless disease and
Katya has been a brave crusader in her seven-year
journey, but now her metastases have spread to
more bones and her liver. The prognosis is not
good,” states an online fundraising campaign at
YouCaring.com.

“Receiving the news that the cancer has spread
to her liver is devastating for Katya, for her hus-

band Steve [Forbes], parents, children, grandson
and her community.”

Mycyk participated in the Personalized Onco-
Genomics trial through the BC Cancer Agency
and her biopsy and sequencing were highlighted
in CBC'’s The Nature of Things Cracking Cancer
documentary, but neither resulted in a cure.

“Katya has always strongly felt that immuno-
therapy, a miracle, or both, will save her life. Cur-
rently no immunotherapy options for her specific
cancer are available in Canada, [so] she will have
to travel to Europe and pay for them herself,” the
fundraiser site explains.

Mycyk’s friends launched the campaign on
March 31 with a fundraising goal of $37,000 to
help send her to the Kleef Hyperthermia clinic
in Vienna, where cutting-edge immunotherapy
along with induced fevers and hyperthermia is
showing results among advanced stage-4 cancer
patients. (The target is just half of the projected
clinic fees and travel expenses.) Community sup-
port has seen the campaign quickly reach its half-
way mark, although more help is needed.

“What an absolutely amazing response from
our community, friends and extended support
network of angels . . . Our family is truly over-
whelmed and grateful for the donations, shares,
notes of encouragement, hugs and love pouring
in. It helps make a scary situation way less ter-
rifying knowing that so many loved ones have our
backs,” an update reads.

Poets, playwright, publisher host reading

Mycyk and Forbes have booked their
flights to Vienna and she is scheduled
to begin treatment at the clinic in late
May.

“My hope is that every one of you
feels the love and support of your com-
munity as much as we do right now. It
is a life-altering experience; powerful
medicine indeed,” Mycyk writes.

My American Cousin gets shown for national film ay

If you had to pick a film to show
on National Canadian Film Day
150, which would you choose?

We are excited to announce
that we will be showing My Amer-
ican Cousin, and writer/director
Sandy Wilson will join us for dis-
cussion at the free screening at
the Fritz Cinema at 7:30 p.m. on
Wednesday, April 19.

My American Cousin won six
Genie awards in 1986: Best Pic-
ture, Director, Screenplay, Actor,
Actress and Overall Editing, as
well as the Film Critics’ Choice
award at the Toronto Internation-
al Film Festival.

It is set in Penticton on Domin-
ion Day weekend in 1959. Wil-
son terms it “78 per cent auto-
biographical.” Margaret Langrick
plays Sandy at age 12, when her
peaceful world where “nothing
ever happens” is stirred up by
the thrilling arrival of her James
Dean-like American cousin in a
flashy convertible. Several critics

praised the detailed re-creation
of the era, anchored by the actual
house where Wilson grew up.

This charming and sunny film
keeps the focus on the charac-
ter of the people involved, par-
ticularly on young Sandy as she
goes through a period of inter-
nal growth. Wilson says she is
intrigued by complex relation-
ships, especially those within a
family. She was concerned about
how her relatives would view her
portrayal of them, particularly
her American family, since the
film was much more controver-
sial in the U.S.A. She remembers
that some people actually hissed.
There was some tension caused
by the free trade deal at the time,
and people protested what they
considered to be a one-dimen-
sional view.

One elderly woman asked
plaintively, “You don’t really think
we're like that, do you?” How-
ever, her relatives were fine with
it. In fact, the person who was
most satisfied with his fictional-
ized character was her American
uncle, who felt she had captured
him perfectly.
